Our farmers' plight--3 

Message seems clear: control production 
(Editor's Note: In the first two articles of this 

series, News reporter Brenda Schulte told how rising 
production costs, higher fuel costs, inadequate 
market prices and other factors have forced local 
farmers into a continuing spiral of debt or loss of 
equity in recent years. In compiling this series, 
she contacted federal, state, regional and local 
government offices, elected officials, commodity-
group spokesmen and financiers, as well as local 
farmers and agribusiness people, and has reported 
several new statistics and trends for the first time. 
In this article, she draws some conclusions on the 
current plight of our farmers.) 

The result: Farmers got all the freedom they 
wanted, but they didn't get the prize. 

Farmers "on the average are receiving 55 to 
60% of parity ... the lowest since 1932," said Carl 
King, president of the Texas Corn Growers Assoc-
iation. That's just over one-half of what it. takes 
for a farmer to break even. 

The farming industry is in a depression, and 
farmers are sinking financially. 

The finger of blame can be pointed a lot of 
directions: Toward the government, which has 
failed to see the need for a supply-management 
concept; toward the nation's farmers, who have 
failed to agree on or rally behind a remedy; or 
toward a number of contributing factors that have 
expedited the financial downfall of American Agri-
culture. 

'Farmers need to sit down and figure out what

go broke." 
If farmers continue on this financial downslide, 

Americans need to realize the long-range effect it 
would have on the country. 

"Thomas Jefferson said, and it's been proven 
many times, . . . that the 'family farm is the back-
bone of the country'," Riley said. 

"Agriculture has a bigger effect on the national 
economy than any other business," said B. M. 
Nelson, owner and publisher of the Castro County 
News. "All we can depend on is the farm economy." 

Americans eat cheaper than any other people in 
the world. If the farmer is forced out of business, 
that won't be the case. 

If the farmers' financial situation doesn't change, 
"corporate farming will take over," said Elbert 
Harp. president of the Grain Sorghum Producers

not being realistic." 

"Fence-row to fence-row production won't work 
— we don't have profitable markets for it," Riley 
said, "American farmers can produce more than 
can be sold at a profit above production cost. 

"With tariffs, embargoes, sanctions and levies 
imposed, there is no such thing as a free market," 
Riley added. Without a free market, he said, we 
can't have unbridled production. 

Riley said the government is the only entity that 
can control production. "The farmers can't get 
together and manage production." 

"Producers don't like stiff controls," Riley said. 
"But they may like that better than the freedom to

CofC buys new quarters 
ranges generally from $120 
to $420 per year for most 
member firms. Indivi-
duals may belong for $60 
per year, and the largest 
business and industrial 
members may pay dues of 
more than $420 per year 
"by agreement" with the 
board, based on what they 
feel is a "fair share" 
investment for a business 
or industry of their size. 

For years, chamber 
dues have been $5 per year 
for an individual business 
owner, plus $1 per em-
ployee, with a maximum 
of $270.

Here Is a brief rundown 
of the 11 amendments: 

No. 1 — Authorizes 
fewer justice of the peace 
and constable precincts in 
counties with a population 
of less than 30,000, and 
provides for continuous 
service by justices of the 
peace, constables, and 
county 	commissioners 
when precinct boundaries 
are changed. 

No. 2 — Would replace 
the limitation on the value 
of an urban homestead 
with a limitation based on 
size. 

No. 3 — Would provide 
for the advancement of 
food and fiber production 
and marketing in this state 
through research, educa-
tion, and promotion finan-
ced by the producers of 
agricultural products. 

No. 4 — Would authorize 
statutory provisions for 
succession of public office 
during disasters caused by 
enemy attack, and author-
ize the suspension of 
certain 	constitutional 
rules relating to legislative 
procedure during those 
disasters or during im-
mediate threat of enemy 
attack. 

No. 5 — Would authorize 
the use of the permanent 
school fund to guarantee 
bonds issued by school 
districts. 

No. 6 — Would allow the 
legislature to provide for 
additional remedies to 
enforce 	court-ordered 
child support payments. 

No. 7 — For financial 
assistance to veterans and 
to authorize the issuance 
of $800 million in bonds of 
the state to finance the 
Veterans' Land Program 
and the Veterans' Housing 
Assistance Program.

the bylaws. Major amend-
ments would (1) require 
the approval of two-thirds 
of the directors and a 
majority of the member-
ship to purchase property, 
and (2) have candidates 
for directors' posts nomin-
ated annually by an 
appointed 	nominating 
committee instead of by 
the board of directors. 

Under terms of the 
purchase 	agreement, 
Virgil Justice will rent 
office space from the 
chamber for his real-
estate business through 
March. 

Justice said that after 
March he will continue to 

operate Justice Real 
Estate from his home. 

The chamber's new 
headquarters building is 25 
x 145 ft. (3,625 sq. ft.), and 
contains five offices and a 
coffee room, plus a large 
storage area in the rear. 
Justice remodeled and 
refaced the building five 
years ago, and its offices 
are fully carpeted and 
paneled, with a modern 
decor. 

After the chamber 
members voted Thursday 
night to buy the building, 
the Dimmitt Police Dept. 
helped Chamber Manager 
Delores Heller move into 
the building Friday. 

The Dimmitt Chamber 
of Commerce is now in a 
different building — one 
that it owns. 

The chamber, which has 
had its office in the city 
hall since the 1950s, 
Tuesday purchased the 
Justice Real Estate build-
ing at 105 W. Bedford St., 
along with most of its 
furnishings. The CofC is 
already operating out of its 
new headquarters. 

Chamber 	members 
approved the $40,000 pur-
chase of the building from 
Virgil Justice at a special 
meeting in the building 
last Thursday night. 

While approving their 
directors' purchase pro-
posal, members ordered 
the board to use $10,000 of 
a $12,000 certificate of 
deposit which the chamber 
owns as a down payment, 
to lower the monthly 
payments and improve the 
chamber's monthly cash-
flow picture during the 
20-year payout period. 

At the same meeting, 
members adopted a new 
dues schedule proposed by 
the board to increase the 
chamber's income. 

The new dues structure 
— which is based on the 
number of a business' full-
time employees, square 
feet of business space and 
annual gross volume —

Ralston is currently 
working on his master's 
degree at Eastern New 
Mexico University in Por-
tales, N.M.

The Farmers Home 
Administration (FmHA) 
provided loans to 6,700 
Texas farmers in fiscal 
year 1983 which ended 
Sept. 30, FmHA State 
Director J. Lynn Futch 
announced recently. 

FmHA is a credit agency 
of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture. It provides 
loan assistance to farmers 
who need credit but cannot 
get it from a private bank 
or other lending institu-
tion. The loans are to be 
repaid in full, plus inte-
rest, to the U.S. Govern-
ment. FmHA has over 
2,000 field offices through-
out the country with 137 
offices in Texas. 

Early, preliminary fig-
ures show that nationally 
the Agency provided about 
75,000 loans to farmers 
across the country. The 
total amount loaned 
through FmHA farmer 
programs was approxi-
mately $3 billion. 

The breakdown of farm-
er program preliminary 
totals show that Texas 
FmHA provided 4,790 
farm operating loans for 
$174,160,000; 220 farm 
ownership loans for $18,- 
902,000; 	1,580 	natural 
disaster emergency loans 
for $88,637,000 and 27 soil 

and water loans for $325,-
600 for a total of 6,617 loans 
for $282,024,600. "Some 
farmers received more 
than one type of loan," J. 
Lynn Futch said.

Those in 
favor say basing the limit

7 — would authorize 
the Veterans Land Pro-
gram to issue $800 million 
in bonds with $500 million 
used to start a new 
Veterans' Housing Assist-
ance Program that would 
provide home mortgage 
loans for veterans. Advo-
cates say the land 
program should naturally 
include homes as the 
population has shifted 
from rural to urban; 
opponents say the federal 
government already has 
several programs to help 
veterans buy homes. 

NO. 8 — would allow 
local governments to 
exempt certain veterans 
and fraternal organiza-
tions from property taxes, 
after local option elec-
tions. The legislation 
specifically names the 
American Legion, Veter-

ans. Those in favor say it 
will allow local govern-
ments to exempt groups

9 — would allow 
probate court judges to 
substitute for county 
judges in other counties.

10 — would author-
ize cities to spend public 
money for replacing sewer 
lines on private property 
and assess the cost to the 
owner of the property.

NO. 4 — would provide a 
line of succession for 
legislators. The state 
Employees Retirement 
System would submit a list 
of former senators and 
representatives for each 
Senate and House district.

If there 
were a vacancy, those with 
the most seniority would 
be picked.

Proponents say it 
would help school districts 
finance new construction 
without risk to the state; 
those opposed say it would 
open the door for future 
attacks on this multi-
billion-dollar fund. All

Association. "Once that happens, not only will the 
farmers be out of business, the American consumer 
will be paying through the nose to get food." 

"People haven't seen anything like the high 
prices they would have then," Riley said. 

Riley said corporate giants are already moving 
in on some areas of agriculture. 

"They are moving into the seed production 
industry, some into cotton and grain merchandis-
ing, soybean oil mills, corn processing plants, feed-
lots, integrated production and service industries. 
As the smaller producers are forced out, it looks 
like this is one direction it will go. 

"There have been some corporations buy up land 
in other areas," Riley said. "We have seen less 
of this in Texas, but in the West, and Midwest, 
corporate entities are buying farm land." 

Whatever has happened to the farm economy, 
and whatever might happen if farmers are forced 
out of business, the issue at hand is: What needs 
to be done to turn the situation around? 

"The solution is simple," said B.M. Nelson. "A 
government program is needed which will control 
supply in proportion to demand, with enough surplus 
to take care of emergencies." 

"It is imperative to establish a long-range 
farm program of supply management which will 
boost agriculture prices to the producer, in order 
to have a healthy agricultural and national 
economy," King said. 

"Farmers will have to get involved and let their 
views be known to congressmen or senators, in 
order to survive," King added. 

"Farmers must participate in the farm pro-
grams." Harp said. "But, more than that, there is a 
need to rally behind a farm program that will hold 
production in line with consumption." 

What is needed, he said, "is a long-range govern-
ment program which would balance supply and 
demand, in order to maintain strong market prices 
equal to or more than the cost of production. 

"We have failed to get the government to have a 
program which will accomplish that goal," Harp 
added, "But it should be done. It has to be done. 
The only thing is to convince Congress it has to 
be done."
