Progress reports — all posi-
tive — dominated a meeting 
of the Big Spring Economic 

Development Corporation 
this week. 

Board members received 
an update from Howard Col-
lege representative Kinsey 
Hansen concerning a tech-
nical program curriculum 
started in late 2009. 

“We saw (in 2009) a need to 
reintroduce technical pro-
grams, not only to college 
students, but for incumbent 
workers and high school stu-

dents,” said Terry Wegman, 
BSEDC executive director. 
“We were seeing a huge 
dropout rate between ninth 
and 12th grade and we wanted 
to implement a program that 
would help this problem.”

The economic development 
board agreed to provide How-
ard College with a $200,000 
grant in support of the pro-
gram. According to Wegman, 
one condition of the grant 

was that the board receive 
quarterly progress reports. 
The program includes weld-
ing, electrical, hydraulic and 
heavy equipment courses. 

“The program is up and 
running and the reports have 
far exceeded what we antici-
pated,” Wegman said. “It has 
really taken off and grown. 
It’s gone from nothing to 86

Texas House set to adopt budget

Positive reports highlight EDC meeting

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas House has 
knocked out the deficit in this year’s 
budget and now turns to the next two 
years.

House lawmakers are set to take up 
the budget for 2012-13 today. The pro-
posal is $23 billion less than was spent 
in the current biennium in state and 

federal funds.
With almost 400 amendments to slog 

through, the debate is expected to last 
well into the weekend before a vote is 
taken.

The state is facing a multi-billion dol-
lar revenue shortfall and Republican 
leaders have vowed to balance the bud-
get with a cuts-only approach, without 
raising taxes.

For the House plan, that means pub-

lic schools will be short about $8 billion 
and Medicaid is underfunded by more 
than $4 billion.

The plan cuts full-day pre-kinder-
garten, teacher incentive pay, college 
financial aid and numerous other pro-
grams.

The proposal cuts Medicaid reim-
bursement rates by 10 percent. That’s

students.”
The report contained 

statistics showing the 
number of students who 
have received benefits 
from the program in-
cluding seven students 
who have reported 
training received en-
abled them to keep their 
employment. One stu-
dent had a pay increase 
of $4.50 per hour and 
another was hired at a 
higher rate immediately 
because of her training. 

Other issues presented 

before the board includ-
ed an expansion of John 
Crane Production Solu-
tions, manufacturer of 
fiberglass sucker-rods. 
According to Wegman, 
the business is planning 
to add 18,000 square feet 
to its current location. 

“They came to us with 
a request for funding 
this expansion,” Weg-
man said. “The board 
approved a $600,000 
loan, which will by no 
means fund the entire 
expansion, but will pro-
vide for the shell of the 
facility.”

As with the majority 
of the board approved 
agreements, there is an 

opportunity for loan for-
giveness. John Crane 
Production Solutions 
has 10 years to pay out 
the loan and has poten-
tial to earn credit if it 
meets certain bench-
marks in employment 
and payroll. 

The Settles Hotel 
agreement was also ex-
tended for an extra year. 
According to Wegman, 
the original agreement 
went into effect March 
1, 2008, and was good for 
three years. 

“The contract techni-
cally ended, but since 
they are not finished, 
we have extended the 
agreement,” Wegman 

said. “They are mak-
ing tremendous strides, 
but some delays have 
occurred which is to 
be expected when deal-
ing with an 80-year-old 
structure.”

Wegman said that the 
goal is to be completed 
and open to the public 
by the end of the year. 
The basic infrastructure 

has been completed and 
progress is continuing 
to move forward at a 
steady pace, he said.

reduction that state 
leaders requested this 
year. The federal-state 
Medicaid health care 
program serves 3.1 mil-
lion Texans — mostly 
children, pregnant 
women and adults with 
disabilities.

For nursing homes, 
the cuts could come 
closer to 33 percent be-
cause of recent changes 
in the federal-state fund-
ing formula. The state’s 
share has increased, but 
budget proposals are not 
paying for that increase. 
Experts say that could 
jeopardize 45,000 resi-
dents in the state’s 550 
nursing homes that de-
pend on Medicaid.

The plan also rein-
states funding to four 
community colleges 
that had been set to have 
their funding cut off. 
Those cuts would in-
stead be evenly distrib-
uted among all commu-
nity colleges in Texas.

The Senate is work-
ing on its own version 
of the budget and plans 
to spend more billions 
more on education. 
That sets up a budget-
ary battle that will like-
ly stretch into the final 
days of the biennial 
legislative session — or 
force a special session 
this summer.

The event has at-
tracted more than 300 
volunteers each year, a 
number Simmons hopes 
to equal or exceed this 
year.

“People can clean 
their own lots or streets 
or we can send them to 
a particular area,” Sim-
mons said. “Their ef-
forts really make a dif-
ference ... It seems like 
we don’t have as much 
trash to pick up as the 
year before.”

Volunteers will join 

several other civic and 
governmental organiza-
tions in the main clean-
up effort Saturday. In 
past years, efforts have 
centered on Big Spring’s 
main thoroughfares 
— Third and Fourth 
streets, Gregg Street 
and FM 700 — as well as 
other areas.

“We have about 13 
Adopt-A-Spots through-
out town and groups 
will be out picking up 
trash in those areas,” 
Simmons said. “But 
people can pick up trash 
on different streets, lots 
... wherever they want 
to clean.”

Once their clean-up 
efforts are completed, 
volunteers can retire to 
the Old Settler’s Pavil-
ion at Comanche Trail 
Park for a hot dog lunch 
provided by the Greater 
Big Spring Rotary Club 
between noon and 1 
p.m. Those participat-
ing in the effort can also 
dump their trash in a 
large container near the 
pavilion. Simmons asks 
that volunteers regis-
ter with her before the 
event so that Rotarians 
will know how many 
people to feed. 

“This way we can get a 
head count of how many 

people are participating 
in the Trash-Off, which 
is important for the in-
formation we submit to 
Keep Texas Beautiful,” 
she said. “Even if you’re 
just going to work on 
your own property, 
please call us and let us 
know so we can be as ac-
curate as possible.”

As an incentive, each 
volunteer will receive 
a bracelet indicating 
they are a KBSB Trash-
Off volunteer, Simmons 
said.

Describing a woman of valor

The Latino backlash coming 
sooner than expected

"We have only 
just begun," 
Geraldine 
Ferraro wrote 

in inscribing a 
photograph to 
me after the 1984 
campaign. I keep 
it above my desk, 
to remind myself 
that Rome wasn't 
built in a day, that 
it takes courage 
and perseverance 
when you're try-
ing to change the 
world.

Gerry looks im-
possibly young in those pictures, 
nearly 10 years younger than I 
am now. And as I look back, I 
was practically a baby, barely 30, 
when it was my job, as executive 
director of the platform commit-
tee, to travel around the coun-
try with her, highlighting her 
expertise and political skills, all 
in an effort to get a woman on 
the ticket.

And we did.
There was the "A Team," an 

informal group of women activ-
ists whose first step was to get 
her the platform position, and 
who worked tirelessly with me 
to make sure that her chairman-
ship provided precisely the plat-
form she needed to get national 
attention and the respect of the 
guys.

There was the platform team — 
a very little team, including Pam 
Fleischaker, Charles Atkins, 
George Kannar and Meredithe 
Napper — which managed to 
pull together major hearings in 
almost every city in the coun-
try. The goal was to showcase 
not only her smarts, but also 
her savvy — her ability to pull 
together a party that had al-
most drowned in a bloodbath of 
platform fights in 1980 into one 
that came together on a united 

platform in 1984.
There were the outside agi-

tators, led by NOW and other 
groups, who kept the heat on 
Vice President Mondale to keep 
his promise to seriously consid-
er a woman for the No. 2 slot.

But most important, there was 
Gerry.

In the days since her death, 
I've watched as all kinds of 
people have described a woman 
they didn't know. Some of the 
descriptions make me laugh. 
Notwithstanding Madeleine 
Albright's tireless efforts, Gerry 
never considered herself the 
world's expert on foreign policy. 
She knew what she believed in, 
but I'm not sure any of us — ex-
cept Madeleine — could have 
named the leaders of every Afri-
can or Asian country. She could 
be very tough.

She was as feisty as they come. 
She made mistakes — as she 
would be the first to admit, in-
cluding that famous quip about 
"Italian men" not wanting to 
release their tax information.

But for a generation of women, 
her selection marked a mile-
stone in American politics. Like 
the Kennedy assassination, so 
many women can remember 
exactly where they were when 
they heard the news. "It's a girl," 
Linda Wertheimer pronounced 
on NPR. And not just any girl.

Gerry was my first woman 
boss. As I think about it, she 
may have been my only woman 
boss in all these years.

Did it matter? In her case, it 
did — not because we sometimes 
had fun shopping or catching 
a bite or having a drink; not 
because we laughed together at 
the way the press covered her 
clothes and her lipstick. It mat-
tered because she taught me les-
sons that went beyond politics.

Gerry loved politics, but she 
loved her family even more. 

Between politics and her fam-
ily, family came first. In those 
days, she was fiercely devoted to 
her husband, to her mother and 
to the three children she loved 
more than life.

She got beat up plenty in that 
campaign, from all corners. But 
I never heard her question her 
decision or whether we had done 
her a favor or a disservice, no 
matter how nasty some of the 
attacks. It was only after the 
campaign, when her husband 
and children were placed under 
the sort of microscope that only 
applies to the family of the first 
(or second) woman to be on a 
major ticket, that I heard a trace 
of regret. She never intended for 
her family to be hurt. It pained 
her so to think that her dream 
had been paid for by her kids 
and her husband.

Years later, she would literally 
beam as she described how well 
her children were doing, the 
grandchildren she adored and 
even how she was teaching her 
beloved husband to make sand-
wiches so that if this terrible 
disease took her, he could take 
care of himself.

Geraldine Ferraro taught me 
many things. She taught me 
courage and determination and 
perseverance. She taught me 
about grace under fire. But the 
most important thing she taught 
me was that love of family is the 
bedrock.

"A woman of valor, who can 
find? Far beyond pearls is her 
value." We found her in Geral-
dine Ferraro. May she rest in 
peace.

Now 
that we 
know 
the U.S. 

Hispanic popula-
tion has grown 
even faster than 
the U.S. Census 
Bureau projected 
— already surpass-
ing the 50 million 
threshold — some 
Republican politi-
cians are begin-
ning to worry that the GOP 
could be in trouble.

Really? Some of us have been 
predicting this for years!

We knew that after Repub-
licans' vicious thrashing of 
Latinos and immigrants, demo-
graphics would come back to 
haunt the Republican Party. We 
knew that when conservative 
Republicans were writing their 
many mean-spirited measures, 
they also were writing their own 
political obituaries.

But frankly, we all saw it 
coming in the distant future, 
perhaps beyond our lifetimes, 
especially because too many La-
tinos are not yet eligible voters, 
and we thought it would take 
at least two decades to convert 
their population numbers into 
voter strength.

This allowed some Republi-
can opportunists to use Latinos 
as punching bags, especially 
in states where there weren't 
enough minority voters to boot 
the immigrant-bashers out of 
office. Many of them have spent 
years attacking and offending 
the fastest-growing segment of 
the population in order to appeal 
to the most extreme elements 
of their so-called conservative 
base. They knew that by play-
ing the race card, they would 
get some immediate boost from 
those afflicted by xenophobic 
fever, and they didn't seem to 
care about the long-term conse-
quences.

Many Republicans obviously 
calculated that if there was go-

ing to be a Latino backlash for 
their abusive, mean-spirited 
treatment of immigrants, it 
would be in the distant future 
and, even then, only in metropol-
itan areas where Latinos already 
had some political strength.

Yet based on the results of the 
2010 census, we now can con-
clude that the backlash could 
come much sooner than anyone 
expected and that consequences 
(for all the GOP's anti-Hispanic 
measures) may have to be paid 
throughout the United States 
because Latinos are growing in 
numbers all over the country.

Nationally, between 2000 and 
2010, the Hispanic population 
grew by 43 percent — from 35.3 
million to 50.5 million. More 
than half the nation's popula-
tion growth in that decade came 
from Hispanics, and contrary to 
popular belief, that growth was 
caused more by new births than 
it was by immigration. Latinos 
now constitute 16 percent of the 
308.7 million U.S. residents.

Since these figures were 
released a few days ago, the 
media again have been touting 
the meaningless "largest minor-
ity" title and missing the truly 
significant findings that spell 
trouble for Republicans.

For example, according to the 
2010 census, nearly a quarter of 
U.S. children are Latinos. For 
Latinos who struggle for equal-
ity and civil rights in this coun-
try, it means that their quest for 
political empowerment may not 
have to wait until 2050, when 
Latinos are projected to make 
up more than a third of the U.S. 
population.

It means that the Latino voters 
who can truly empower their 
community and change the face 
of American politics are already 
alive!

They may not be old enough 
to vote yet, but most of them 
already are American citizens, 
and they are growing up fast, 
turning 18 and becoming eligible 
voters at a rate of about 50,000 

per month. And this amazing 
resource of new voters is com-
posed of young people who are 
growing up in communities that 
have been under siege by GOP 
bashers.

They will remember the GOP's 
efforts to racially profile Latinos, 
to deny U.S. citizenship to the 
U.S.-born children of undocu-
mented immigrants, to block 
access to higher education for 
undocumented students, and 
to turn back the clock to a time 
when minorities had no civil 
rights.

For Republicans who thought 
their Latino demographics prob-
lem still was a couple of decades 
away, the Census Bureau is 
saying their projected demise 
— caused by their well-deserved 
Latino backlash — is coming 
sooner rather than later.

And for the politicians who 
take cheap shots at immigrants 
because they represent cit-
ies, counties and states where 
Latinos still have little political 
muscle, the census says that 
too is changing. In seven of the 
states won by Sen. John Mc-
Cain in the 2008 presidential 
election — Alabama, Arkansas, 
Kentucky, Mississippi, South 
Carolina, South Dakota and Ten-
nessee — the Hispanic popula-
tion grew by at least 100 percent 
between 2000 and 2010. It means 
that the growth of the Hispanic 
population, with its many young 
and new voters, soon could make 
some red states turn blue.

Amazingly, the Democrats 
won't have to earn it. All they 
have to do is sit back and let 
Republicans continue to self-
destruct in the Hispanic com-
munity.

You would think that Repub-
lican strategists, faced with the 
census's doomsday scenario, 
somehow would be able to per-
suade GOP flamethrowers to 
stop demonizing Latinos. You 
would think they would stop

wedge issue to divide the Ameri-
can people. But don't bet on it.

In the 2012 presidential prima-
ries, count on GOP candidates 
to cave in to pressure from tea 
partyers and other right-wing 
extremists and to continue 
alienating their party from the 
Hispanic community. You can 
bet on this: On immigration, the 
Republican primaries will be a 
competition to see who can be 
more Draconian.

The writing is on the wall for 

Republicans. But they won't read 
it.

If the most racist Republicans 
only learned how to shut up and 
keep their hatred of Latinos to 
themselves, perhaps their party 
could fool some Hispanic voters 
in a few years. But their barrage 
on Latinos is so constant and so 
vicious that the process of forget-
ting their offenses is not even 
allowed to begin.

In just the past couple of 
weeks, we've heard from a Kan-
sas Republican who suggested 
that we shoot border-crossing 
undocumented immigrants 
from helicopters, as is done with 
wild hogs, and from an Arizona 

Republican who gave credibility 
to an anonymous letter from a 
teacher who had claimed that 
most Hispanic students "do not 
want to be educated but rather 
be gang members and gang-
sters."

Almost every week, at least 
one Republican politician re-
minds us why the GOP deserves 
the wrath of Latinos. And now 
the Census Bureau has shown 
us just how soon the backlash 
could begin.

Soaring or 
wallowing?

Ups and downs — we all have them. Some 
mornings we jump out of bed eager to see what 
the new day will hold. Other times we cover 
up our heads and pretend that the alarm clock 

didn’t even ring. The thought of 
stumbling out of bed and standing 
up is overwhelming. 

American poet, Carl Sandburg, 
(1878-1967), was the winner of three 
Pulitzer Prizes. Yet his life was 
characterized by both failure and 
achievement. He once expressed 
what we all feel at times: “There is 
an eagle in me that wants to soar, 
and there is a hippopotamus inside 
me that wants to wallow in the 
mud.”

Whether our bent toward life 
is positive or negative, we all have those days 
when we want to soar with the eagles. Often it 
only takes a little bit of encouragement to get our 
wings flapping and make us think that we are 
soaring. Our spirits are elevated, and the sky is 
our gateway to opportunity. 

On the other hand, illness, grief, financial set-
backs, stressful relationships, and other baggage 
can get us bogged down in the wallows of self-
pity and depression. 

It is hard to step out of a bog when our feet are 
mired with the mud and muck of hopelessness. 
Just pulling one foot out of the mud sometimes 
requires more gumption than we think we pos-
sess.

Life is a yo-yo on a string that we control to 
some extent. It was never designed to be trouble 
free, nor was it intended to be a pit of despair. 
We have to look up to see the eagles soar, and we 
have to look down occasionally to avoid being 
swallowed whole by a hippopotamus rolling 
around in the mud. 

Perhaps the apostle Paul experienced more 
soaring opportunities and wallowing tempta-
tions than most of us will even encounter. How-
ever, he seems to have found the key to balanced 
living. Upon receiving gifts from the church 
at Phillip, we wrote, “I know how to get along 
with humble means, and I also know how to live 
in prosperity; in any and every circumstance I 
have learned the secret of being filled and going 
hungry, both of having abundance and suffer-
ing need. I can do all things through Him who 
strengthens me” (Philippians 3:12-13 NASB).

We, like the apostle, can view life as a process 
of both soaring and wallowing, because we can 
depend on Christ for strength in any situation.

Defendant testifies in 
church shooting trial

PATERSON, N.J. (AP) — A Cali-
fornia man charged with killing his 
estranged wife and another parish-
ioner inside a New Jersey church 
took the stand Thursday to describe 
the killings and a marriage full of 
turbulence that he blamed on med-
dling from her family and members 
of their insular, ancient Christian 
sect.

Joseph Pallipurath, of Sacramen-
to, is on trial in Paterson in the kill-
ing of his estranged wife, 24-year-old 
Reshma James, and 25-year-old Den-
nis John Mallosseril, a parishioner 
who had tried to intervene.

Prosecutors said Pallipurath 
drove across the country, burst into 
the vestibule of a Clifton church in 
November 2008 and tried to remove 
James by force.

James and Mallosseril were fatally 
shot. James’ cousin Silvy Perincher-
il was shot in the head but survived. 
She is now in a wheelchair. Pallipu-
rath was arrested in Georgia the 
next day.

Pallipurath admitted Thursday 
that he took two legally registered, 
loaded handguns from his car into 
the church, but said he had only in-
tended to scare anyone who might 
intervene in what he said was a pri-
vate domestic matter.

“I just blacked out, and I lost it,” 
Pallipurath said under questioning 
from his attorney about the moment 
of the shooting. “I wasn’t thinking. 
I don’t know what I was thinking at 
that point.”

Defense lawyer Harley Breite said 
Pallipurath’s actions were not pre-
meditated, and he should not be con-
victed of murder.

“I hope the jury sees a man who 
was pained by an unsuccessful mar-
riage and never intended to harm 
anyone,” he said.

If the jury believes his actions 
were premeditated, Pallipurath 
could face up to life in prison for the 
two counts of murder and one at-

tempted murder count he is facing. 
It hasn’t yet been determined what 
the jury could do if the defense argu-
ment prevails; the attorneys were to 
meet with the judge Friday to settle 
on jury instructions. Closing argu-
ments are scheduled for Monday.

The New Jersey courtroom was 
packed with members of the Knana-
ya community, a close-knit Chris-
tian minority who largely hail from 
the South Indian state of Kerala.

The group has two main branches, 
Catholic and Syriac Orthodox, and 
is estimated by church officials to 
have about 50,000 to 100,000 members 
worldwide. Members trace their 
roots back to 72 families that traveled 
from the Middle East to India around 
the year 340 to do missionary work. 
Their strict inter-marriage customs 
— meant to preserve ancient blood-
lines — mean many families know 
one another.

The killings, and the subsequent 
trial, have reverberated throughout 
the Knanayan community world-
wide, according to the Rev. Thomas 
Abraham, the head of the St. Thomas 
Syrian Orthodox Knanaya Church 
where the shootings occurred.

Mallosseril’s mother, Aley Kutty 
John, put her head down, sobbed 
and then grew faint and fell in the 
courtroom aisle Thursday as Pal-
lipurath described how Mallosseril, 
who was walking into the church to 
attend services at the moment of the 
confrontation, had tried to prevent 
Pallipurath from forcing his wife to 
return to California with him.

“The defense kept repeating his 
name: ‘Dennis John, Dennis John’ 
over and over and I just couldn’t 
take it,” Aley John said later. She 
said she felt compelled to sit through 
the trial to learn what had happened 
to her son in the final moments of 
his life.

“I’m doing it for my son, it’s the 
last thing I could do for him,” she 
said.

With a hot beverage cup in 
both hands and a white parka 
pulled over her hooded sweat 
shirt, Marie Denissen was 
more than happy to be at Na-
tionals Park.

Chilly weather? No worries. 
Heck, it was opening day.

“It’s still great,” said Denis-
sen, from Highland, Md., dur-
ing Thursday’s game between 
the Atlanta Braves and Wash-
ington Nationals. “You just 
have to have coffee instead of 
beer.”

Pretty much the sentiment 
all across the majors. Get out 
your mitts — and mittens — 
and let’s play ball.

Chipper Jones was ready, 

even though it was 41 degrees 
and damp in Washington. 
The ol’ pro got the first hit of 
the 2011 season with a double, 
and later scored the first run 
as Atlanta won 2-0 before a 
non-sellout crowd.

At Yankee Stadium, there 
was a box of winter hats for 
players in the New York club-
house. It was 42 degrees and 
misty for the first-ever March 
game in the Bronx.

Rapper Jay-Z bundled up 
with his version of a “ballpar-
ka” — hoodie and coat — and 
there were pockets of empty 
seats as the Detroit Tigers 
took on the Yankees. Derek 
Jeter blew on his hands in the 
batter’s box, even though he 
already had batting gloves.

The concession stand that 
seemed to be doing the best 
business at Kauffman Stadi-
um in Kansas City was Sheri-
dan’s hot chocolate. Fans 
bundled against the chill, 
lined up five-deep, before the 
Royals hosted the Los Ange-
les Angels.

Mark Allred, a retired elec-
trician from Kansas City, 
Mo., sat on the first-base side 
about 15 rows from the field. 
The forecast called for highs 
around 50, with a 50 percent 
chance of rain and light 
winds.

“It’s too bad we don’t have a 
nice day for this. It’s always 
such an exciting time,” All-
red said. “Fans like me have 
been looking forward to base-

ball all the long winter and 
now it still feels like winter. 
But I don’t really care. Bring 
on the first pitch!”

It was 41 degrees for the first 
pitch at Great American Ball 
Park in Cincinnati — better 
than the previous day, when 
the Milwaukee Brewers and 
Reds worked out in the snow.

Reds pitcher Edinson 
Volquez warmed up wearing 
a red-hooded sweat shirt and 
players took batting practice 
in stocking caps.

Cincinnati manager Dusty 
Baker said the trick for play-
ers was to ignore the temper-
ature as much as possible.

“It’s all mental,” Baker said. 
“Sometimes it really is cold. 
You’ve got to fool yourself.”

The Brewers didn’t seem 
to mind. Rickie Weeks and 
Carlos Gomez led off Milwau-
kee’s season with home runs, 
the first time a team had done 
that since 1969, when Pete 
Rose and Bobby Tolan did it 
for the Reds. Rose, in fact, was 
at the Brewers-Reds game.

Thursday, including games 
at St. Louis and Los Angeles.

Unexpected quartet arrives
in Houston for Final Four

HOUSTON (AP) — The VCU 
players sat at home last year, 
watched Butler almost win the 
national championship and 
thought, sure, that could be us 
someday.

Well, the numbers came up 
for the Rams this year. Same 
thing for Kentucky, Connecti-
cut and Butler again, too, in 
a way the NCAA tournament 
has never seen before.

The teams arrived at the Fi-
nal Four on Thursday, all after 
a season of playing the under-
dog at one point or another — 
a season that produced a final 
weekend hardly anyone saw 
coming.

“Crisis mode,” Wildcats 
coach John Calipari said in 
describing Kentucky’s sta-
tus after a loss to Arkansas 
dropped his team to 19-8, pe-
destrian by standards in the 
Bluegrass State.

“Our next games were home 
against Florida, home against 

Vanderbilt and at Tennes-
see. Shoot, we lose those and 
maybe we’re not in the tour-
nament.”

They weren’t the only ones 
with that empty feeling at 
some point in 2010-11.

Connecticut was picked 10th 
in the Big East.

VCU was listed as a pre-
season 5,000-1 longshot.

Butler was 14-9 and riding 
a three-game losing streak in 
early February.

“I never thought we’d be 
sitting here,” Bulldogs coach 
Brad Stevens said when asked 
what he thought of his team’s 
prospects at that point. “But 
the season starts in October 
and it goes until at least March 
1. You’re supposed to get bet-
ter. It’s hard. But if you have 
guys willing to work through 
it, it can happen.”

In the first semifinal Satur-
day, eighth-seeded Butler (27-
9) will play 11th-seeded VCU

“I’m definitely excit-
ed. If you’re not nervous 
or antsy, something’s 
wrong,” said Don Mat-
tingly, making his man-
agerial debut with Los 
Angeles.

Baseball has tried in 
the past to avoid inclem-
ent conditions on open-
ing day, occasionally 
beginning with most of 

the games on the West 
Coast and in the South, 
along with playing in 
places that had domes. 
That didn’t satisfy ev-
eryone, though.

“You can’t every year 
open up in Anaheim or 
LA or San Diego, or no-
body would ever get the 
first game of the year. 
You’ve got to mix it 
up. I’m fine with that,” 
said Padres manager 
Bud Black, whose team 
started Thursday in St. 
Louis.

Quite a change from 
the sun-baked fields of 
spring training in Ari-
zona and Florida.

“Opening day, you 
don’t feel the weather 
because you’re too excit-
ed. Opening day hasn’t 
been cold in the past,” 
Royals designated hit-
ter Billy Butler said. 
“It’s the next few days 
after that when it gets 
really cold. The weather 
changes daily this time 
of year. But adrenaline 
will keep you warm.”

The rest of the teams 
in the big leagues were 
scheduled to open on 
Friday. Everywhere, 
there were collection 
boxes set up at stadiums 
for donations to the re-
lief efforts in Japan af-
ter the earthquake and 
tsunami.

At St. Louis, six Car-
dinals Hall of Famers 
were introduced dur-

ing the annual parade 
lap around the warning 
track at Busch Stadium, 
including 90-year-old 
Stan Musial, honored 
with the Congressional 
Medal of Freedom ear-
lier this year.

At Washington, it was 
drizzling during bat-
ting practice. Before the 
game, Nationals rookie 
reliever Brian Broder-
ick tried on a red, cover-
ing-all-but-the-eyes ski 
mask, while nearby, a 
clubhouse attendant of-
fered other players hand 
warmers.

In New York, wind 
ruffled the opening-day 
bunting and some fans 
moved up from box seats 
onto the concourses or 
under the overhangs 
for cover. Many wore 
gloves, while others 
stuffed their hands into 
their pockets.

Tim Hughes wore a 
2009 World Series cham-
pions jacket, along with 
a sweat shirt and blue 
hood, as he waited in 
line for a hot chocolate. 
At 51, the fan from Eas-
ton, Pa., said he had 
been to 34 of the last 35 
home openers at Yankee 
Stadium.

He was prepared for 
this one, too.

“Bundle up, two pairs 
of socks, sweat shirt, 
flannel undershirt, jack-
et, and I brought a blan-
ket,” he said.

(23-11), in a matchup of 
underdog mid-majors that 
some might consider more 
fitting for the Maui 
Invitational than a Final Four 
bracket.

In the second game, it’s No. 
3 Connecticut (30-9) vs. No. 
4 Kentucky (29-8) in the re-
match of a game that really 
was played at the Maui Clas-
sic. UConn won 84-67 back 
on Nov. 24. A trip to Hous-
ton wasn’t on anyone’s mind 
back then.

“That game showed what we 
could be and certainly what 
John needed to fix,” UConn 
coach Jim Calhoun said of 
Calipari. “It turned out, I 
needed to fix some things, 
too, but it was later because 
the problems showed up in 
the Big East.”

By solving the problems, 
UConn has landed in prob-
ably the most inconceivable 
foursome in Final Four his-
tory — not a single No. 1 or 
2 seed for the first time ever, 
and a group of teams chosen 
by a grand total of three peo-
ple out of more than 8 million 
entrants in bracket contests 
run by ESPN and Yahoo.

“At first, it was the selec-
tion and how we shouldn’t 
be in the tournament,” VCU 
point guard Joey Rodriguez 
said. “Then it became, we 
can’t do this in this game, 
we won’t be able to do that in 
that game. We keep proving 
people wrong, and now, we’re 
here.”

Led by 33-year-old coach 
Shaka Smart, the Rams went 
only 12-6 and finished fourth 
in the Colonial Athletic Asso-
ciation. 

They wound up as one of the 
last teams placed in the tour-
nament bracket. They took 

immense flak from ESPN’s 
Jay Bilas, Dick Vitale and 
a whole group in the brack-
etology set who called VCU 
undeserving when its name 
showed up and teams such 
as Colorado and Virginia 
Tech were left out. The Rams 
answered by winning five 
games on their road to the Fi-
nal Four by an average of 12 
points.

Now, they’re celebrities, 
across the nation and around 
their own campus — located 
in Richmond, Va., with en-
rollment of 32,000, about the 
same size as George Mason, 
the Virginia school that also 
made the Final Four as an 11 
seed back in 2006.

“I went to the bookstore the 
day the Final Four T-shirts 
came out, and that was a mis-
take,” VCU guard Bradford 
Burgess said. “People were 
taking pictures, giving me 
hugs, signing autographs. It 
took me an hour and a half to 

get out.”
On the blue blood side of the 

bracket, UConn will face Ken-
tucky in a matchup of pedi-
gree teams who went through 
some dog days this season.

The Wildcats lost five play-
ers to the NBA draft after last 
season, including the No. 1 
pick, John Wall.

Calipari figured out his 
team and got it revved up at 
precisely the right time. Led 
by freshman Brandon Knight 
(East region most outstand-
ing player) and senior Josh 
Harrellson (14.8 points and 
nine rebounds a game in the 
tournament), the Wildcats re-
turned to the Final Four for 
the first time since they last 
won it all, in 1998.

“This team went from me 
dragging them to them drag-
ging me,” Calipari said. 
“They became empowered, 
and that’s when they became 
special. They know it now. 
They get it.”

The Huskies are a young 
team led by junior Kemba 
Walker, a guard from the 
Bronx who has added a nice 
mid-range and 3-point-shoot-
ing game to his repertoire 
and has averaged 26 points a 
game since UConn went on a 
remarkable postseason run. 
The Huskies, who finished 
the Big East at 9-9, won five 
straight in the conference 
tournament and four more in 
the NCAA.

UConn is in the Final Four 
for the second time in three 
years. In 2009, it was expect-
ed. This time, it’s a surprise. 
That places the Huskies in fa-
miliar company this week.

“My freshman year, every-
one was like, ‘You’re going 
to make the Final Four,’” 
Walker said. “This time, I 
didn’t know if we were going 
to make it. We were under-
dogs almost the whole year. 
To make it the way we made 
it, it’s kind of special.”

Former aide testifies against Bonds
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) 

— Tears streaming from 
her eyes, Barry Bonds’ 
former personal shopper 
became the first and only 
one of the government’s 
23 witnesses at his feder-
al trial to say she saw the 
all-time home run leader 
getting an injection from 
his trainer.

Kathy Hoskins was the 
first eyewitness to tes-
tify that Bonds’ personal 
trainer — Greg Ander-
son, who was later con-
victed of dealing steroids 
— injected the slugger. 

She said Thursday that 
the scene unfolded at 
Bonds’ well-appointed 
Bay Area home in 2002. 
As part of her job, she 
packed the baseball star’s 
clothes for baseball road 
trips.

Anderson came into the 
bedroom as she was fill-
ing a suitcase.

“Barry was like, ‘Let’s 
do it right here,’” she tes-
tified, using a tissue to re-
peatedly dab at her eyes 
and brow.

“’This is Katie. That’s 
my girl. She ain’t going to 
say nothing to nobody,’” 
she quoted Bonds as say-
ing. “So Greg shot him in 
the belly button.”

“It was a regular, nor-

mal-size syringe,” she 
said.

Hoskins said she didn’t 
ask about the injection, 
but Bonds volunteered 
that it was “a little some-
thing, something for 
when I go on the road. 
You can’t detect it. You 
can’t catch it.”

Bonds is charged with 
four counts of making 
false statements and ob-
struction of justice for 
telling a federal grand 
jury in 2003 that Ander-
son never provided him 
with steroids and human 
growth hormone, and 
that only physicians in-
jected him.

Wearing a boyish shirt 
and purple necktie, her 
long, braided hair pulled 
back, Hoskins accused 
her brother — former 
Bonds’ business partner 
Steve Hoskins — of tell-
ing her story to federal 
prosecutors, causing her 
to have to testify against 
Bonds.

“He threw me under the 
bus,” she said.

In his last question to 
her, Assistant U.S. At-
torney Matthew Parrella 
asked Hoskins: “Are you 
testifying here just to 
back your brother up?”

“Absolutely not,” she 

said before adding, with 
tears dripping down her 
face and voice breaking 
up, “I was put in the mid-
dle of it.”

Dr. Don Catlin, former 
head of the UCLA Olym-
pic Analytical Labora-
tory, then testified about 
his 2006 discovery of 
Tetrahydrogestrinone 
(THG), the designed 
steroid known as “the 
clear.” 

Bonds’ urine sample, 
which was negative for 
steroids in baseball’s 2003 
survey test, was positive 
for THG three years later 
after Catlin’s lab devel-
oped a test and also for 
the female fertility drug 
clomiphene.

The government says 
it likely will rest its case 
after Catlin steps down 
Monday and portions of 
Bonds’ grand jury testi-
mony are read into the 
record, although addi-
tional scientific witness-
es could be called to sup-
port Catlin. 

After that, the defense 
can start presenting wit-
ness.

Earlier Thursday, 
Bonds’ physician Dr. Ar-
thur Ting contradicted 
the testimony of Steve 
Hoskins, who told the 

jury last week that he 
had as many as 50 dis-
cussions about Bonds’ 
alleged steroid use with 
Ting. Hoskins also testi-
fied that Ting told him 
Bonds’ 1999 elbow injury, 
which required surgery, 
was caused by taking ste-
roids.

But Ting repeatedly de-
nied Hoskins’ accounts 
under cross-examination 
from defense lawyer Cris-
tina Arguedas.

“Did you emerge from 
the surgery and say to 
Stevie Hoskins in April 
1999 that was an injury 
caused by steroids?” she 
asked.

“No,” he answered.
“Did Stevie consult 

with you about specific 
steroids like Winstrol 
and Deca?”

“No,” he responded.
“Did Stevie call you on 

the telephone, describe 
steroids for you, tell you 
to go check them out and 
then tell you to call him 
back when you could de-
scribe the side effects of 
specific steroids?”

“Never,” he said.
Later, the lawyers on 

both sides seemed sur-
prised that Ting’s story 
conflicted so sharply with 
that of Hoskins.

In 1946, tidal waves struck 
the Hawaiian islands, resulting 
in more than 170 deaths.

In 1960, the first true weather 
satellite, TIROS-1, was launched 
from Cape Canaveral. (TIROS 
stood for “Television Infrared 
Observation Satellite.”)

In 1961, the sedative thalido-
mide was made available by 
prescription in Canada. (The 
drug, which was taken by preg-
nant women to relieve morning 
sickness, was found to cause 
devastating birth defects.)

In 1970, President Richard M. 
Nixon signed a measure ban-
ning cigarette advertising on 
radio and television, to take 
effect after Jan. 1, 1971.

In 1984, recording star 
Marvin Gaye was shot to death 
by his father, Marvin Gay Sr. 
in Los Angeles, the day before 
his 45th birthday. (The elder 
Gay pleaded guilty to voluntary 
manslaughter, and received 
probation.)

In 1991, cable TV’s Comedy 
Central was created through a 
merger of HBO’s The Comedy 
Channel and Viacom’s Ha!
