Farm Fire Toll Heavy
in Tragedy, Money Loss

Nearly one in ten of the 8,700
farm residents killed in accidents
in 1961 died in fires.

Fire losses have increased from
an average of $74.1 million an-
nually in 1940-1944 to 162 million
a year in 1957-1961. In 1961 alone,
fire cost the nation’s farmers $163
million, despite decreases in 1960
and 1961

More than half the farm fires
happen in the home. The most fre-
quent victims are two helpless
groups, the very old and the very
young, which need aid in case of
fire.

Tive amily, and especially farm
families, cthould be fire conscious
and learn to recognize fire haz-
ards. Nearly every farm fire could
be prevented, according to the Na-
tional Safety Council. Periodic in-
spection will reveal most hazards,
which should be promptly correct-
ed.

The Council lists these eight cau-
ses for most farm fires: defective
Chimneys, chimney sparks on com-
bustible roofs, unsafe stone and
furnice installations, inadequate
lightning protection, improper use
of electricity, spontaneous ignition,
misuse of gasoline and kerosene
and carelessness with matches.

Proper maintenance and safe
work habits eliminate nearly all
one pressure-type hand fire ex-
tinguisher in each home, chimney
spark arresters and fire resistant
roofs, approved lightning protec-
tion, and electrical wiring ade-
quate to handle the heavy loads
on modern farms.

Grain driers should be provided
with thermostatic controls to pre-
vent overheating in the heattrans-
fer chamber, and the driers should
be vented to direct gases and heat
outdoors.

Newly stored hay should be in-
spected daily for several weeks for
overheating which could lead to
spontaneous ignition.

Electric lights in barns should be
protected with glass guards to pre-
vent hay and dust from coming
in contest with them  portable
electric lights should have heavy-
duty cords and protective guards.

Every member of a iarm family
should know how to summon the
local fire department without de-
lay. Its telephone number should
be posted prominently near the
telephone, Adult members should
cooperate in helping provide com-
munity fire protection.

A pond within pumping distance
of farm buildings provides a good
emergency water supply. If a pond
is impractical, build an emergen-
cy cistern of at least 3,000 gallon
capacity. Stock tanks are another
source of water. Bucket of sand
can be used to smother small blaz-
es before they get out of control.

Safety Drive
Aimed Toward
Fires And Falls

President Kennedy has proclaim-
ed July 21-27 National Farm Safe-
ty Week.

The President urged all farm
families and all person and organi-
zations allied with agriculture to
unite in an effort to reduce the
number of farm, home and high-
way accidents.

The 1963 farm safety campaign
will concentrate on the prevention
of fires and falls, Its theme is
“Inspection plus Correction equals
Protection.”

The 20th annual farm safety pro-
gram is sponsored by the U. S.
Department of Agriculture and the
National Safety Council.

Secretary of Agriculture Orville
L. Freeman noted, ‘Every hour
an accident claims the life of a
farm resident, Someone living on a
farm suffers a disabling injury
every 40 seconds.”

He called on farmers to prac-
tice safety every day of the year,
not merely during the week.

“Being careful is no more than
common sense,” he said. ‘“But it
requires constant attenton and men-
tal alertness. When a man is fa-
tigued or in a hurry to finish a job
or a trip, he becomes accident
prone.”’

Falls cause between 15 and 20
per cent of the farm accident
death toll. About 7 per cent is due

have increased steadily since 1940
Tn 1961, fire cost the nation’s far-
mer $163 million.

“Foery farm accident is a per-
sonal tragedy to the family invol-
ved and a blow to the nation’s
economy,” said Howard Pyle, pre-
sident of the Council.

Pointing out that in 1961, acei-
dents took the lives of 8,700 farm
residents, he said farmers have
niore than their share of accidents.

“In the past decade the death
rate from farm accidents generally
has been slightly higher than the
national average,” he said. “While
the rates have decreased in this
period, the farm rate has not kept
pace with the national, and the
difference has grown greater each
year.

“Fvery step possible must be tak-
en to reduce this terrible toll of
accidental death on the farm, he
said.

There are a few well known

axiom. Like, for example, ‘“Every
cloud has a silver lining,” and “‘for
every bad there must be some
good.”
A couple of years ago Hurricane
Carla swept across the Texas
coast, with a terriffic rainstorm
in its wake. Thousands of acres of
lowlands were inundated. All
small game, including the bobwhite
quail, perished.

Next morning Tom Waddell, re-
tired game warden from Eagle
Lake, went out in a boat almost
from his very back door to the
Gulf of Mexico, He reported see-
ing only a few birds on the hun-
mocks that hadn’t quite been cov-
ered with water.

Later on Game Department bio-
logists and sportsmen verified that
thousands of quail had been de-
stroyed. Despite all the planting of
multiflora roses—and other cover
plans—the birds had been wiped
out.

Opponents of the stateowned

quail hatchery at Tyler, including
some biologists who work for the
state, thought it was a bad in-
vestment, But that quail hatchery
during the past several months has
poured some 21,000 quail back into
the Coastal area. Barring another
disaster there will be a great come
back of the wonderful bobs next
ear.
Matagorda County, one of the
heaviest hit by the hurricane, re-
ceived the bulk of these transplant-
ed quail, with a total of 4,870.

Calhoun County got 4,431 and Bra-
zoria County received 4:027. Re-
mainder went to Orange, Jefferson,
Galveston, and Aransas Counties.
Birds were distributed from April
through September, with the hea-
viest planting in May.

Just to release these birds in
the wilds probably wouldn’t have

done the job. Fortunately the lax'ld-\ :
owners and sportsmen’s groups with |

the help of game personnel, saw
to it that the birds were properly
provided for. Shelter, cover and
feed were made available, The bobs
were given every chance to make
a comback in a land that had
been swept bare of their species.

There will be some shooting in
the area this year. Generally, how-
ever, landowners will keep their
places closed in an effort to give
the quail a good start. Hunters

who do take birds are requested |
to turn bands over to game war- |

dens. This is so that a careful

check can be made both of the
new hatch and the bird migration.
Quail, especially the bob, is a
wonderful upland bird. In many
states it is considered a song bird
and is on the prohibited list.
Biologists long have condid-
ered this an unsound policy be-
cause of the heavy die-off and pre-
dation during the winter months.
They contend that only about 20 per
cent of the birds carry over from
one year to the next.

In other words, if the hunter
doesn’t get them, something else
will. And the quail is one of the
finest eating bird species in the
world.

So from the devastation of Carla
may come not only the restora-
tion of quail in that stricken area,
but perhaps the salvation of the
entire quail hatchery program.
