Something for kids and 
adults alike is what Cross-
roads area folks will find at 
the Big Spring Area Chamber 
of Commerce Health Fair, set 
from 8 a.m. until noon Satur-
day at the Dorothy Garrett 
Coliseum.

“There are so many health 
services right here in Big 
Spring and the health fair 
is one way we can showcase 
that,” said Debbye ValVerde, 
chamber executive director.

Admission to the health 
fair is free. Among the high-
lights:

 • KBST Radio, which will 
broadcast live from the fair, 
will have a driving simulator 
set up for persons to attempt 
to text while driving. KBST 
has a goal of 2013 people to 
take the pledge not to text 
and drive. The first 100 people 
at the health fair to take the 
pledge will receive a free T-
shirt.

• The Big Spring Fire Mar-
shal’s Fire Safety Trailer will 
be on exhibit to teach youth 
about fire safety. The 41-foot 
mobile travel trailer is filled 
with many special effects and 
technology to teach these les-
sons in safe and controlled 
conditions. Among other 
tasks, students walk through 
the kitchen, living room and 
bedroom, locating potential 
fire hazards.

• Also for the youth, the fair 
will host a bicycle obstacle 
course. The first 20 children 
(10 boys, 10 girls) to partici-
pate will receive a free helmet 
from Wal-Mart.

• Walker Nutrition will pro-
vide ideas for families cook-
ing healthy from scratch as 
well as school nutrition.

• The United Blood Mobile 
will be taking blood.

• The Dance Gallery will 
conduct a dance demonstra-
tion and the YMCA will intro-
duce the public to the Zumba 
and Spin.

• Senior Circle will acquaint 
the public with its services 

and walk around the colise-
um concourse.

• The Humane Society will 
conduct a food drive. Anyone 
wishing to donate dry cat or 
dog food should bring it to the 
coliseum.

As usual, the fair will also 
include local health provid-
ers, demonstrations and 
screening opportunities.

“We are very fortunate to 
have such wonderful entities 
that provide health/medical 
services to our Howard Coun-
ty residents,” ValVerde said. 
“Our goal with this health

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Mayor proclaims Sunday 
as day of prayer for rain

Big Spring Mayor Tommy Duncan has proclaimed Sunday 
as a community wide day of prayer for rain, and encourages 
everyone to participate in their homes or church of their 
choice.

The proclamation comes at the request of the Holy Trin-
ity Catholic Parish and Bishop Michael Pfeifer, OMI, of the 
Catholic Diocese of San Angelo, which takes in 29 counties 
in West Texas.

In March, Bishop Pfeifer asked the mayors “of all the ma-
jor of cities and towns within the geographical area of the 
diocese, to proclaim Sunday, April 14, as a Day of Prayer for 
Rain in all the churches and places of worship.”

“We are told by Christ that if we ask our Heavenly Father 
for any good thing in Christ’s name, that we will receive it,” 
Bishop Pfeifer said. “The precious gift of rain is so much 
needed to provide water for people, for all animals and for 
nature, and to reduce the danger of fires. Our humble recog-
nition of God’s help for rain is already a prayer and we trust 
our Heavenly Father will send rain as we already begin our 
prayers leading into the big day of prayer.”

Big Spring school trustees will discuss further renovations 
to Memorial Stadium when they hold their monthly meeting 
at 5:15 p.m. Thursday in the high school board room.

Officials have already spent almost $800,000 updating the sta-
dium, including the installation of artificial turf and the reno-
vation of the field house and press box areas, but more work 
remains to bring the facility up to date, they said.

Memorial was built in the early 1950s and suffered from sev-
eral issues relating to its age. The new turf and renovations 
to the field house and press boxes completed the first phase 
of those repairs. Work on the field house and press boxes cost 
$30,000, while the new playing surface brought a $750,000 price 
tag.

Assistant Superintendent Danny Ferrell said administrators 
will discuss the second phase of renovations, which includes 
work on the concession stands and restrooms, neither which 
have been extensively repaired since the stadium was built.

No estimated price tag for these renovations has been set

The Big Spring City Council 
put the brakes on final read-
ing of an inter-local agree-
ment with Howard County 
for funding the construction 
and permitting of a new mu-
nicipal landfill, opting to 
postpone the vote until after a 
committee meeting involving 
the two governments today.

The inter-local agreement 
— which was approved unan-
imously on its first reading 
March 26 by the city council 

— calls for the city to pay 
two-thirds of the cost of the 
project, with Howard County 
picking up the bill for one-
third, estimated at $1.6 mil-
lion.

According to Mayor Tommy 
Duncan, the decision to post-
pone the vote was made in an 
effort not to “stir the pot” on 
the issue, which has caused 
tempers to flare between the 
two government entities dur-
ing past meetings.

“I’m sure all of the 
council members are 
aware some concerns 
have been expressed 
and some different state-
ments made regarding 
this,” Duncan said. “I 
don’t think we want to 
stir the pot up. It looks 
like right now we have 
the opportunity to nego-
tiate with the county. We 
have a meeting set up for 
tomorrow (Wednesday), 
so what I’m proposing 
we do is to not discuss 
the details of this and 
give more fodder for the 
flames — to stir it up — 
but to postpone the vote 
(on the inter-local agree-
ment) until our next 
meeting in April.”

Since the matter was 
brought into the public 
eye several weeks ago, 
Duncan has said the city 
is out of time to wait for 
negotiations between 
the two governments, 
while Howard County 
officials claim since De-

cember no negotiations 
have been offered, only 
an ultimatum that if 
the county did not pay 
the $1.6 million, county 
residents would not be 
allowed to use the new 
municipal landfill.

In the past several 
weeks, county officials 
have claimed their de-
cision-making process 
was at a standstill, as 
commissioners waited 
for Big Spring officials 
to provide them with 
costs and statistics from 
the existing landfill and 
projected numbers for 
the proposed facility.

According to Interim 
City Manager Todd 
Darden, he will be deliv-
ering pertinent informa-
tion to county officials 
during today’s meeting.

“What we’re trying to 
put together is the in-
formation we felt best 
fit the negotiations of 
the one-third and two 
thirds share,” Darden 
said. “The last negotia-
tions which were done 
in 2004, I don’t think 
they were any different 
than what we’re going 

into these negotiations. 
Last time, the settle-
ment was a fee increase 
which never became 
equitable in that shar-
ing. I feel like we have 
all the information we 
used in the basis of our 
decisions we’ve made 
during the past several 
budget sessions.

“I feel like both sides 
will have their view-
points and we’ll be able 
to bring those out and 
talk about them and 
come up with a solution 
that’s equitable for both 
the county and the citi-
zens of Howard County. 
A landfill is just one of 
those necessities and 
it’s part of those major 
utilities provided to the 
community. It’s just 
like water, sewer and 
electricity. We have to 
try to distribute the cost 
of that utility equally.”

When asked if the city 
is prepared to move 
forward in a scenario 
where county officials 
decide not to participate 
in the funding of the 
future landfill, Darden 
said he’s hoping nego-

tiations will get both 
government bodies to 
where they need to be to 
serve the greater good of 
Big Spring and Howard 
County residents.

“We have to move for-
ward. Our decisions are 
to provide trash service 
to the citizens of Big 
Spring,” he said. “At this 
point, we’re hoping for 
the other scenario. It’s 
a partnership we joined 
together for in the 1970s 
and how that works out 
financially, you show 
them the numbers and 
hopefully you come to a 
resolution.”

According to county 
officials, any agreement 
for funding will have to 
wait until the 2013-2014 
budget is cinched later 
this year, and with a 
$1.6 million price tag, 
the county’s woes could 
multiply exponentially.

“To cover the $1.6 mil-
lion — plus the increase 
the city is asking us to 
make for ambulance 
service — we’d have to 
go up more than 4 cents

I recently read one of the 
most ridiculous, albeit 
entertaining, articles I have 
ever optically ingested. I 

somewhat wrestled with guilt af-
ter reading it because I felt as if I 
had squandered priceless min-
utes of my life in an embarrass-
ing and inexcus-
able manner. The 
article published 
by LiveScience 
was titled, “Mon-
keys’ lip-smacking 
sounds hint at 
genesis of human 
speech.” It was 
based on research 
by a fellow named 
Thore Bergman 
and I sensed the 
author, Tanya 
Lewis, actually 
wanted me to take it seriously. A 
hairy anthropoid smacking his 
lips together has this guy excited 
that human speech may have 
originated like that? I’m think-
ing he needs a good hobby. He 
is spending too much time in a 
stuffy lab somewhere. 

As an example of the absur-
dity of the theories proffered in 
the article it says, “The lip-
smacking vocalizations gelada 
monkeys make are surprisingly 
similar to human speech, a new 
study finds.”  

“Our finding provides support 
for the lip-smacking origins of 
speech because it shows that 
this evolutionary pathway is 
at least plausible,” Bergman of 
the University of Michigan in 
Ann Arbor, author of the study 
published Monday in the journal 
Current Biology, said in a state-
ment. “It demonstrates that non-
human primates can vocalize 
while lip-smacking to produce 
speechlike sounds.”

Now, I have no interest in 
dismantling anyone’s beliefs. 
If you want to believe that your 
ancestors were primates, have at 
it. But I didn’t come from a mon-
key. My most distant kin were 
not tree-climbing, flea-picking, 
stinky, hairy apes. And when I 
read things like this I am noth-
ing short of amused by the whole 
notion.

Jeanna Bryner, LiveScience 
managing editor, wrote a piece 
entitled “8 Humanlike Behav-
iors of Primates” and in her 
introduction said, “Researchers 
have found a startling number of 
humanlike behaviors practiced 
by our ape ancestors.” Her ar-
ticle was an amazing, profound, 
and stunning revelation of facts 
that unmistakably connect us 
humans to the ape with actions 

like, “understanding No,” “beg-
ging for food,” “laughing out 
loud” and “recognizing faces.” 
I trust you are an astute reader 
and was able to detect my caus-
ticness in the previous state-
ment, because it was certainly 
present. 

Again, I don’t mean to be rude 
to my Darwinian readers, but 
it’s going to take a lot more than 
observing a monkey smacking 
his lips together and begging 
for food when hungry to get my 
attention if you’re going to try to 
sway my beliefs about the origin 
of man or the evolution of the 
species. 

Some would argue that human 
evolution, in the Darwinian 
sense, is scientific. Really? Let’s 
take a look at that.

Evolution is not observable, it 
is not measurable and it is not 
repeatable — three absolutely 
necessary ingredients for any 
theory to be deemed scientific. 
To be scientific, evolution must 
be based on theories that are fal-
sifiable, which means that such 
theories can be repeated and dis-
proved (if false) by others. The 
assumptions for any experiment 
cannot be rigged to lead only to 
the conclusion that the theory is 
true (which evolutionists have 
done). It has to allow the scien-
tist the option of concluding that 
the theory is false. 

The scientific method has 
four steps: 1. Observation and 
description of a phenomenon 
or group of phenomena. 2. 
Formulation of a hypothesis to 
explain the phenomenon. 3. Use 
of the hypothesis to predict the 
existence of other phenomena, 
or to predict quantitatively the 
results of new observations. 4. 
Performance of experimental 
tests of the predictions by sev-
eral independent experimenters 
and properly performed experi-
ments. 

If the experiments bear out the 
hypothesis, it may come to be 
regarded as a theory or law of 
nature. It is often said in sci-
ence that theories can never be 
proved, only disproved.

What makes evolution unsci-
entific is that it cannot be tested. 
Some may object to this state-
ment by saying that we can ob-
serve evolution by looking at the 
rocks and fossils in the Grand 
Canyon and many other places. 
The problem with that objection 
is that evolution, as it is defined, 
is not rocks and fossils, it is a 
process of the mutation of one 
species into another that suppos-
edly continues to this day. 

However, evolutionists are not 

even looking at the process of 
evolution. They are looking at 
what they assume are the results 
of some hitherto unobserved 
process that they call organic 
evolution. They assume the re-
sults of that process are recorded 
in the fossil record. Their theory 
is based on two mutually sup-
portive, and faulty, assumptions: 
that the fossils date the rocks, 
and the rocks, in turn, date the 
fossils. It cannot be both. You 
have to pick one or the other and 
test it.

Evolutionists try to convince 
the public that God is not the 
Creator of all things, and that 
man really is the final answer 
to all moral and spiritual ques-
tions. 

One of the problems with 
evolution that remains totally 
unexplainable is how our world, 
once full of nothing but dead 
matter (at least according to 
evolutionary thought) came to 
produce all the rich variety of 
life that we see all around us. 
Nowhere do we see this taking 
place, yet evolutionists tell us 
that it happened not just once, 
but an almost infinite number of 
times. Nonetheless, like micro 
evolution, we cannot go to any 
spot on earth to observe it for 
ourselves. I read one evolution-
ist’s defense of his theory and 
he simply stated we don’t see it 
because it doesn’t happen in our 
lifetime. No kidding.

I realize that many Christians 
are intimidated by scientists and 
the mass of data they display 
in favor of evolution. What is 
seldom publicized is that in all 
fields of science, there is very 
little agreement on how evolu-
tion supposedly took place and 
we evolutionary skeptics are 
constantly told that we are more 
than foolish if we do not believe 
their story of our origins. I have 
to wonder who is really foolish. 
Those who see there is no evi-
dence for evolution or those who 
have wasted their lives pursuing 
the fool’s gold of a world full of 
dreams, myths and vapors that 
has no originator and no source 
of life? 

I’ll read my Bible and they 
can watch the monkey’s lips 
flapping. Someday, somebody’s 
going to learn the real truth. 

You may not agree with any-
thing I’ve said, but I column as I 
see ‘em.

Readers share their ideas. 
Since the massacre in 
December in Newtown, 
Conn., which left 20 

children and six elementary-
school staff mem-
bers dead, readers 
have passed on a 
host of so-called 
remedies. Let’s 
make gun owners 
be licensed and 
pass a test, some 
have suggested. 
So the problem is, 
I ask them, that 
these mass killers 
aren’t good shots?

A tax on am-
munition, others 
chime in. So, I counter, you 
don’t want gun owners practic-
ing at shooting ranges?

Basically, the gun haters are 
angry about Newtown. They 
blame lawful gun owners for the 
behavior of criminals, so they 
support nuisance laws that re-
strict the behavior of people who 
are not like them. Their instinct 
is not to identify a problem and 
then figure out how best to solve 
it, if possible, but to punish and 
marginalize people who want to 
take control of their own self-
defense.

They forget that these gun 
owners have rights.

The Daily Caller reported 
Thursday that the American 
Civil Liberties Union has “se-

rious concerns” about Senate 
Majority Leader Harry Reid’s 
proposed gun legislation. The 
ACLU’s Chris Calabrese is con-
cerned that background check 
language doesn’t explicitly 
prevent the feds from creating a 
national gun registry.

“In the universe of how you 
handle a background check, the 
gun database background check 
is fairer and does a better job of 
protecting privacy than many 
other background checks,” Ca-
labrese told me. But he worries 
about language in the Reid bill 
that could change the status quo, 
noting, “We have often seen that 
records kept can get turned into 
databases of records.”

Calabrese also has issues with 
school “tip lines” proposed in 
the Reid bill, an idea that origi-
nated with Sen. Barbara Boxer, 
D-Calif. “First of all, there’s a 
perfectly good method for report-
ing when you think a dangerous 
situation is going on — 911.” 
Starting a less official tip line, 
he warned, could create “witch 
hunts” in which “the weird kid 
gets picked on.”

The ACLU isn’t exactly setting 
up house with the National Rifle 
Association. After the NRA un-
veiled its proposal, the ACLU’s 
Laura W. Murphy objected to its 
“potentially radical elements, 
including getting the federal 
government in the business 
of supplying arms to teachers, 

without any evidence that doing 
so would make children safer.”

I think the American public 
understands how feckless blow-
back laws can be — that good in-
tentions do not necessarily make 
children safer. After Newtown, 
a CBS News poll found that 57 
percent of Americans supported 
stricter gun control laws. Last 
month, support fell to 47 percent.

The factor that truly saved 
lives at Sandy Hook School was 
a fast local police response. 
Officers made it to the school 
within three minutes of their 
being alerted to the shooting. 
They could hear gunfire when 
they pulled in to the parking lot. 
It was their presence that saved 
children’s lives by prompting 
the gunman to take his own life.

Do I think Washington should 
not pass any more gun laws? Not 
necessarily. But before doing so, 
D.C. pols should ask themselves 
two questions: Will these pro-
posed laws work? Or will they 
make work?

Obama sending Congress budget 
seeking elusive grand bargain on 
taxes and spending Wednesday

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Barack Obama 
on Wednesday is sending Congress his 2014 budget, 
an effort to achieve an elusive “grand bargain” to 
tame runaway deficits that have soared above $1 
trillion for each of the past four years.

Obama’s spending blueprint for the 2014 budget 
year would accomplish the deficit cuts through a 
combination of further tax increases, further re-
ductions in the growth of spending and reductions 
in the growth of the government’s biggest benefit 
programs, Social Security and Medicare.

But instead of moving Congress nearer a grand 
bargain, the Obama’s proposals so far have man-
aged to anger Republicans and Democrats alike.

Obama’s Democratic allies have attacked him for 
pursuing cuts in Social Security and Medicare.

Despite talk of imminent missile 
launch, North Korean’s capital 
shows sense of calm, not panic

PYONGYANG, North Korea (AP) — The prospect 
of a North Korean missile launch is “considerably 
high,” South Korea’s foreign minister told lawmak-
ers Wednesday as Pyongyang prepared to mark the 
April 15 birthday of its founder, historically a time 
when it seeks to draw the world’s attention with 
dramatic displays of military power.

The missile is expected to be a medium-range 
Musudan missile with a range of 3,500 kilometers 

(2,180 miles) capable of flying over Japan, Foreign 
Minister Yun Byung-se told lawmakers in Seoul. 
Earlier a Defense Ministry official said prepara-
tions appeared to be complete, and that the launch 
could take place at any time.

North Korean officials have not announced plans 
to launch a missile, but have told foreign diplomats 
in Pyongyang that it will not be able to guarantee 
their safety starting Wednesday. It has also urged 
tourists in South Korea to take cover, warning a 
nuclear war was imminent. Still, most diplomats 
and foreign residents appeared to be staying put.

14 hurt in bloody Texas community 
college stabbing, 1 suspect 
arrested running from building

CYPRESS, Texas (AP) — Dylan Quick was a shy 
young man who took out the trash and gardened 
with his parents, neighbors thought. That image 
was shattered Tuesday when police accused the 
20-year-old of going on a rampage with a knife at 
a suburban Houston community college and said 
he later told them he had fantasized for years about 
stabbing people to death.

The Harris County Sheriff’s Office said that about 
11:20 a.m. Quick began a building-to-building ram-
page with a razor-like knife at the Lone Star Com-
munity College System in Cypress. He wounded at 
least 14 people, two critically.

“I can’t imagine what would have happened to 
that young man to make him do something like 
this. He is very normal,” said Magdalena Lopez, 48, 
who has lived across the street from Quick.

on the tax rate,” County 
Judge Mark Barr said. 
“If things go the way we 
believe they will with 
the tax rate, that would 
put us at least 2 cents 
over the rollback rate.

“Raising the tax rate is 
bad enough, however, if 
we go above the tax rate 
and a petition gets start-
ed and is successful, the 
tax rate will get pushed 
back to the effective 
rate, which will mean a 
huge loss in tax revenue 
for the county. Not only 
would we be unable to 
help with the landfill, 
we wouldn’t be able to 
make repairs to county 
roads or give any kind 
of employee raises. It’s a 
huge risk.”

Also during Tuesday’s 

meeting, the city ap-
proved final reading of a 
zone change from Single 
Family-2 (SF-2) to Neigh-
borhood Service (NS) 
for the property located 
north of the Connally 
and Wasson intersec-
tion, described as Tract 
6, Kennebeck Heights, 
Section 12, Block 33, T-
1-S, T&P RR Co. Survey.

The council also also 
approved final reading 
of a specific use permit 
without term to Reliable 
Self Storage UC for con-
struction and operation 
of a mini storage ware-
house facility at the lo-
cation. Both measures 
were approved on a 4-2 
vote, with Duncan and 
District 1 Councilman 
Marcus Fernandez vot-
ing against them.

“My concern is that if 
a person moves into the 
community and buys 

property which is zoned 
for single family and 
they oppose a change 
in that zoning, unless 
there are extraordinary 
circumstances I can 
not, in good conscience, 
change that zoning,” 
Duncan said. “I can not 
support this.”

District 4 Councilman 
Bobby McDonald said he 
was willing to support 
the zoning change be-
cause much of the area 
around the property has 
already been approved 
for commercial use.

“Even going back to 
the 1950s, there was an 
area out there, right out 
across the street from it 
and was designed even 
before the multi-family 
(dwellings) were built,” 
McDonald said. “So it is 
unusual circumstanc-
es. It’s right across the 
street from the school 

and that bothered me 
some, however, it is 
across the street and 
this is a thoroughfare. 
The area has such a 
background of going 
commercial, housing 
would have probably 
been better off not to be 
built up to it.”

According to city of-
ficials, the permit in-
cludes requirements to 
protect the neighboring 
homes, including light-
ing that does not intrude 
on the properties and 
other measures.

District 2 Council-
woman Carmen Har-
bour was unable to at-
tend Tuesday’s meeting 
due to health concerns.

MONAHANS — If Wylie was 
going to steal the District 4-3A golf 
championship out from underneath 
Big Spring, it would only come as a 
result of a monumental meltdown 
on the part of the Steers.

Big Spring
For the second time this year, 

Big Spring defeated Snyder 
by a score of 2-0, but this time 
the win meant even more, as 
it puts the Steers (4-2) in prime 
position to earn a playoff 
berth in District 4-3A baseball 
action.

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W
hile many may not 
find a rodent as 
a first choice for 
a pet, with some 

insight and guidance you may 
be more receptive to the idea of a 
small hamster or rat becoming a 
suitable pet for your family.

“Rats are probably the most 
social and interactive of the 
small rodents,” said Dr. Sharman 
Hoppes, clinical assistant profes-
sor at the Texas A&M College of 
Veterinary Medicine & Biomedi-
cal Sciences. “Rats are gentle, 
seldom bite, and are active dur-
ing the day and are fairly easy 
to take care of. Rats do not have 
special dietary needs or sensitive 
stomachs, although they do need 
a good quality rodent block or 
pellet. The seed mix diets are not 
a nutritionally adequate diet.”

To determine which pet may be 
best for you, you need to evaluate 
your expectations.

“When picking out a pet rodent, 
you should select an active, 
social rodent with clean eyes, 
clean nose, and normal teeth. 
The skin should be well groomed 
and clean. There should be no 
lumps or bumps on their skin,” 
said Hoppes.

Small rodents, such as mice and 
hamsters, can bite more and tend 
to be more active at night.

Guinea pigs and chinchillas are 
a bit bigger and are gentle pets, 
but they have special dietary 
needs and their teeth continu-
ously grow.

Gerbils are unlikely to bite, if 
handled gently. They have few 
health problems and are the 
cleanest of all the commonly kept 
pet rodents.

If you are more interested in 
observing your pet and don’t have 
as much time, a gerbil, hamster, 
or mouse is an option as they are 
happy living in their cage.

“If you want a socially active 
pet that needs lots of attention 
and activity, a rat, chinchilla, or 
guinea pig is a great pet,” said 
Hoppes. “Rats are so social that 
they should not be housed alone. 
If you are a night owl, then ham-
sters may be best since they tend 
to sleep all day and run in their 
wheel all night.”

One important aspect of keep-
ing a pet rodent is that their cage 
needs to be cleaned one to two 
times a week to keep ammonia 
levels down. Also, keeping the 
cage clean will help decrease the 
incidence of a respiratory dis-
ease.

“Rodents are animals and there-
fore require care,” said Hoppes. 
“All pet rodents need a clean 
large cage, chew toys, ladders, 
plastic or PVC pipe, and daily 
interaction. Beddings such as 
Paper, aspen, or walnut shavings 
are best, while corncob, pine, 
and cedar shavings should be 
avoided.”

Rodents need fresh water and 
food constantly. Guinea pigs and 
chinchillas have a special need 
for timothy hay since they have 

continuously growing cheek 
teeth. This hay helps keep the 
teeth from overgrowing. Addi-
tionally, guinea pigs need vita-
min C daily. All rodents can have 
a small amount of fruits and veg-
etables for treats.

Chinchillas also need daily dust 
baths, and they and guinea pigs 
are very sensitive to heat and 
humidity. Both are susceptible 
to heatstroke in temperatures as 
low as 80-85 degrees, especially if 
the humidity is higher than 40%.

“Pet rodents do not need vac-
cinations,” said Hoppes. “There 
are few diseases to be concerned 
with, and while salmonella infec-
tion has been documented, it is 
rare. Rat bite fever, caused by a 
bacterial infection, may occur 
after a rat bite. This can be pre-
vented by immediately disinfect-
ing any bite wound from a rat.”

While diseases are uncommon 
in rodents, rats are prone to mam-
mary tumors and hamsters often 
have diarrhea (wet tail). Many 
rodents are also prone to respira-
tory disease.

It is important to keep pet rats 
away from wild ones and to wash 
your hands after handling any 
small mammal. Guinea pigs and 
chinchillas are susceptible to 
ring worm so any hair loss or 
patchy areas on the skin should 
be seen by a veterinarian for 
treatment immediately.

The life span of pet rodents var-
ies. Mice and hamsters generally 
live one to two years, rats two to 
three years, gerbils three to five 
years, guinea pigs five to seven 
years, and chinchillas live eight 
to 12 years or longer.

“Small rodents should not be 
pets for small children,” said 
Hoppes. “Children less than 10 
years old should be supervised 
closely when handling small 
rodents. The care and monitor-
ing of any pet is ultimately the 
parent’s responsibility.”

Rookie Tepesch shuts down Rays
ARLINGTON, Texas 

(AP) — Nick Tepesch 
charged a slow ground-
er by Kelly Johnson and 
couldn’t decide what 
to do once he got to the 
ball.

The resulting infield 
single when the right-
hander was cruising 
along with a two-hitter 
in the eighth inning of 
his major league debut 
was about the only mis-
take he made.

Tepesch held Tampa 
Bay to a run on four hits 
in 7 1-3 innings, Lance 
Berkman had a key two-

run single among three 
hits and the Texas Rang-
ers beat the Rays 6-1 
Tuesday night.

“I should have picked it 
up and thrown it to first, 
but the way it spun I for 
some reason thought it 
might go foul,” Tepesch 
said. “Just kind of a bad 
decision, to be honest 
with you.”

A bad decision, per-
haps, but one made 
amid a bunch of good 
pitches from Tepesch, a 
24-year-old in his third 
pro season out of Mis-
souri who won the No. 

5 starter’s spot in spring 
training while the Rang-
ers wait for Colby Lewis 
to return from elbow 
surgery.

After a couple of shaky 
innings early, Tepesch 
retired 12 straight bat-
ters before Johnson’s 
dribbler up the first-base 
line.
