Group asks for bus 

to housing project 

Harvest of all crops got 
back on track under cloudy 
skies this week. 

The local corn harvest is 
well underway now, with 
elevators reporting yields well 
above last year's. 

The crop reporting service 
of the USDA is predicting a 
corn crop this year that would 
fill 2.3 million railroad cars, 
and make a train that would 
reach more than 22,000 miles 
— nearly the distance around 
the world. 

Corn crop predictions are 
7.94 billion bushels, three 
percent above last month's 
estimate of 7.73 billion 
bushels, and record crops also 
are predicted for wheat, 
cotton and soybeans. 

Locally, corn yields could 
set a record, but the price 
Tuesday was $4.90 per 
hundred weight, compared 
with $6.20 last year. 

Fred Bruegel Jr. of Bruegel 
& Sons, Inc., reports that corn 
harvest is progressing as 
normally as one could expect, 
"except for a few wet fields." 

"The yields I'm hearing are 
a lot better than last year," 
said Bruegel. "The overall 
quality of the corn is very 
good. Our average moisture 
content is 25 percent." 

J. R. Brown of Flagg Grain 
Co. said, "If the weather 
stays like it is now, the bulk of 
the corn harvest should be 
finished in about a month. 
The quality of the corn is 
really good now and the 
moisture content is ranging 
from 22 to 23 percent." 

Corn harvest in the Easter 
Grain area is not in full swing 
yet, says manager Eddie 
Matthews, "But it probably 
will be by the first of next 
week. Some fields are still 
wet from rain and some of the 
corn is still green. We just 
have in two or three loads, 
but the corn looks real good. 
We got our first load of milo 
Tuesday and it looked real 
good." 

Lynn Ehly of Star Grain in 
Nazareth reported a "real

County Cooperative Special

"A special education 
student may not meet the 
same requirements for grad-, 
uation as a regular education 
student, but there must be 
some way of determining that 
the student has completed all 
he is able to in a satisfactory 
manner," Lockmiller ex-
plained. He added that the 
only difference in a special 
education student's diploma 
would be the way grades are 
designated on the permanent 
record. 

He said that the, Admission, 
Review and Dismissal Com-
mittee of Plan A would work 
out specific guidelines for 
each 	special 	education 
student. The committee is 
composed of Lockmiller, Plan 
A diagnostician Frances 
Duke, two regular education 
teachers, one special educa-
tion teacher and High School 
Counselor John Thomas. 

Plan A encompasses 157 
students county-wide, Lock-
miller said, with 42 in the 
Hart and Nazareth schools. 
They include three seniors, 
three juniors, 12 sophomores 
and six freshmen in Dimmitt 
High School.

At Monday night's meeting 
of the Dimmitt School Board, 
a group of parents from the 
Agricultural Housing Project 
requested the board to estab-
lish a bus route to the 
complex.

The parents' group agreed 
to take a census of the 
number of school children in 
the project who would need 
bus transportation, and also 
to make an effort to recruit 
several possible drivers for 
the bus.

Injured girl's father 'grateful' 
Bids called 
for Hart PO 

Mia Berg regained con-
sciousness last Wednesday, 
22 days after being critically 
injured in a motorcycle acci-
dent here. 

But the Norwegian girl, an 
AFS exchange student, still 
has not spoken, and her left 
side apparently is paralyzed. 

She passed her 17th birth-
day Sunday in the intensive 
care unit of St. Anthony's 
Hospital in Amarillo, facing 
more bone surgery and skin 
grafts and the prospect of two 
to three more months in the 
hospital. 

But her parents — who flew 
here from Norway to be at her 
bedside — are gratified over 
her improvement, and are 
optimistic. 

"Mia has started to im-
prove — much," said her 
father, Dr. Knut Berg. "She 
is awake. She recognizes us; 
she can hear; she can see. 

"But she can't move the 
left side of her body, and I 
think it will take a long time

and much training before she 
regains the use of her left 
side. 

"And she can't speak, but 
we have the best hope that 
she will regain her ability to 
speak. It doesn't seem that 
the speech center in her brain 
has been damaged. We hope 
the speech problem is 
because of some inflammation 
caused when she was on a 
respirator for 15 days. She ist 
forming words with her 
mouth; that is good. 

"Her general improvement 
is good." he added. "She 
has no more fever, her other 
signs are good, and I think 
she will soon be removed 
from the intensive care unit. 

"She has much pain . . . 
from pins in her arms and 
legs, and from two skin 
grafts. More surgery will be 
done on her right leg in two to 
three weeks." 

Dr. Berg, an internist and 
chief physician of a university 
hospital in Norway, said he 

said. "This has been four 
very special weeks for us. I 
didn't know that people could 
be so good." I want to thank 
the people of Dimmitt on 
behalf of my wife and me, and 
I include Bettye because I 
think she is one of our family 
now." 

Regarding people's apolo-
gies for the accident, he said, 
"Such an accident could 
happen in our country as well 
as yours. 	Such things 
happen. We have had an 
AFS student in our home, and 
we know how you feel, and 
what it's like." 

He continued: 
"I should like to thank all 

the people who have come to 
the hospital, and who have 
shown their concern for us in 
many ways. 

"I should like to mention 
that we got from a class of 
4-year-olds (Lucky U Kinder-
garten) a painting that they 
did just for us. And from the

wants the Amarillo physicians 
to carry through with the bone 
surgery which Mia requires. 

"I'm very impressed with 
the doctors, with the nurses 

and the hospital," he 
commented. "I think she is 
getting the best treatment 
that they can give." 

Mia's mounting medical 
bills, he said, will be paid by 
insurance and by Norway's 
public-health system. Money 
raised for the family here, he 
said, will be placed in a fund 
to either enable Mia to return 
to Dimmitt or for her 
American "mother," Bettye 
Huckabay, to go to Norway to 
see her. 

"I think I will go home next 
Thursday, the 24th," Dr. 
Berg said. "I've been here 
five weeks. My wife will stay 
until Mia can be moved home, 
which we hope will be 
November, or at least by 
Christmas. 

Dr. Berg made a special 
trip to Dimmitt Tuesday to 
offer his thanks to the people 
here for their concern and 
generosity during his family's 
crisis.

What can consumers do? 
Realize that prescription 

and over-the-courter (OTC) 
medicine indeed constitutes a 
sizable part of medical 
expenses, the specialist says. 

Then take a hard look at 
.both types of medicine -
with your own buying-and-use 
procedures in mind, she 
advises. 

In each case, decide if 
you're getting the most 
effective results possible for 

-the most economical prices, 
Rhoades says. 

'OTC' MEDICINES 
Before taking any more 

over-the-counter (OTC) medi-
cines, ask yourself these 
questions:

Growers and others inter-
ested in sugati,eet production 
are invited to a field day and 
tour today (Thursday) at the 
USDA Conservation and 
Production Research Labora-
tory at Bushland. 

According to Dr. B. A. 
Stewart, USDA research 
director, the tour will start at 
1:30 p.m. near the head-
quarters building and will 
finish by 3:30 p.m. Those 
wishing to do so may then 
travel to Hereford and inspect 
sugarbeet variety evaluation 
plots. 

Sugarbeet growers will see 
the latest refinements in 
sugarbeet production tech-
niques. Dr. Steven Winter, 
Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station researcher at 
Bushland, 	says, 	"Our 
research shows that nitrogen 
is still the main cause of low 
sucrose content in sugar-
beets." The nitrogen prob-
lem has several aspects. 
Many fields simply have 
excessive nitrogen. 	Some 
have excessive nitrogen below 
six feet that promotes vegeta-
tive growth in the fall. Many 
furrow irrigated fields have 
two to five times more re-
sidual nitrogen on the lower 
end than on the upper end. 
Winter will discuss these 
problems and possible solu-

tions including cropping to 
remove nitrogen, differential 
fertilization, 	and 	other 
management techniques. 

Other tour topics will be 
herbicide interactions, alfalfa 
for seed production and soil 
nitrogen removal, root rot 
control, row widths, soil-plant 
water relationships, tillage, 
and sugarbeet variety trials. 
Tour participants will have a 
chance to discuss other 
research underway at Bush-
land on herbicides, wheat, 
soybeans, and sunflowers. 

Winter says he expects very 
good root yields when sugar-
beets are harvested this fall. 

"Sucrose percentage will 
depend considerably on 
weather conditions the next 
two or three months," states 
Dr. Winter. 	"Drier condi- 
tions with a late freeze will 
favor high sucrose." 

According to Dr. G. B. 
Thompson, director of re-
search at the Texas A&M 
Center at Amarillo, the event 
will be sponsored by the 
Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station, USDA, Agricul-
tural Research Service, Texas-
New Mexico Sugarbeet 
Growers Association, and 
Holly Sugar Corp.

As Congress gets back into 
session this week, attention . 
will again turn to provisions of 
the 1981 farm bill. 

This legislation needs to be 
completed by Oct. 1, reminds 
Dr. Ron Knutson, economist 
in marketing and policy with 
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, Texas A&M 
University System. 	Some 
very interesting yet conflict-
ing forces have developed 
during the recess, however, 
Knutson adds. 

"First, bills reported out of 
the House and Senate Agri-
culture Committees are not 
consistent with the Reagan 
farm bill proposals. 	Major 
inconsistencies include target 
prices and, in the case of the 
House bill, a milk price 
support of 75 percent of parity 
which is considered too 
high," Knutson explains. 

While the Administration 
may be willing to accept the 
target price concept, it wants 
to lower wheat target prices 
from $4.20 per bushel to 
about $4 and also lower corn 
and cotton target prices. The 
Administration believes that 
with low farm prices, the 
Reagan farm program spend-
ing limits will be exceeded, 
the economist says.

"They're big and quick. 

The smallest man in their 
backfield is almost as big as 
our biggest starter." 

That's how Coach Mike 
Major of the Dimmitt Bobcats 
described the River Road 
Wildcats, Dimmitt's opponent 
this Friday night at 8 at 
Bobcat Stadium. 

"They only have one senior 
in their offensive line-up, and 
only one person under 180 
pounds," said Coach Major.

Coach Major says, 
there's no telling just how 
they will line up.

Reynolds, a 6-1, 180 pounder, 
filling in for Pat Rogers, who 
defected to Amarillo Palo 
Duro after starting as the 
Wildcats' man-under last 
year. 	He's joined in the 
backfield by Gary Martin, 
(6-2, 193). Russ Welch (6-1, 
197) and Allen Sanders (6-0, 
185). 

"Reynolds throws the ball 
well, too," said Coach Major. 
"He'll throw to those backs 
coming out of the backfield, 
and will throw it down the 
field to some fine wide 
receivers, too." 

The Wildcats will run a 5-2 
defense at the Bobcats. and 
have some smaller, but 
quicker people on their defen-
sive line. 

"Their nose guard, Roy 
Neal, only weighs 138 
pounds. but he has a mean 
streak," 	praised 	Coach 
Major.

Remember the plateaus 
wheat yields were sup-
posed to reach? The lead 
wheat researcher for the 
USDA says that plateau 
may well turn into a mountain, 
with its peak somewhere in the 
clouds. Dr. Virgil Johnson of 
the University of Nebraska 
says plant scientists had feared 
a wheat yield levelling in the 
near future. However, this 
may not come to pass. This 
good news is partly due to new 
varieties, particularly newly 
developedSemi-dwarf 
varieties which, he believes, 
will cause yield figures to 
continue to rise. Johnson 
maintains that even in the face 
of severe restraints in the 
Great Plains area, such as 
drought, severe winter 
weather and disease attack, 
present varieties have the 
genetic potential to achieve 
yields up to 100 bushels per 
acre under the right en-
vironmental conditions. 
Breeding in bet'er resistance, 
according to ohnson, will 
certainly mak .1 mountain out 
of that whet field plateau.
