According to Col. Paul 
Dean Aikin, state director of 
Selective Service for Texas, 
the Military Selective Service 
Act requires that the names of 
Selective Service registrants 
be posted in a public place 
within each local board area. 

Local 	board 	tentative 
assignments have been made 
based on the zip code of the 
registrants' permanent home 
address. 

Col. Aikin says the law still 
requires all young men to 
register with Selective Service 
at age 18. 

Currently, men born in 
1963 are required to register 
within 30 days before or 30 
days after their 18th birthday. 

If any young man failed to 
register on time, he may clear 
his record by registering as 
soon as possible.

The Texas livestock indus-
try will be better informed 
about brucellosis because of 
the Texas brucellosis advisory 
committees, according to 
John Armstrong of Kingsville, 
chairman of the Texas Animal 
Health Commission. 

Members of the Area I bru-
cellosis advisory committee 
are Dr. Dale Barber of 
Channing, Vincent Braddock 
of Nazareth, E. H. Brainard of 
Pampa, Julian Bivins of 
Amarillo, Jim Finley of 
Claude, John R. Henard of 
Wellington, Nolon Henson Jr. 
of Happy, F. Jake Hess of 
McLean, Clarence Martin of 
Friona, A. E. Pronger Jr. of 
Stratford, John Shelton III of 
Amarillo, and J. R. Taylor of 
Amarillo. 

Taylor is chairman of this 
area's committee. 

There are 15 such commit- 

tees in Texas, made up of 
persons actively engaged in 
the livestock industry. Each 
committee has 12 members. 
Names were selected from 
more than 600 persons 
suggested statewide from 
organizations and individuals. 

"Purpose of the area 
brucellosis advisory commit-
tees is to establish better 
communication between the 
Texas Animal Health Com-
mission and the Texas live-
stock industry pertaining to 
brucellosis regulations and 
the disease itself," Arm-
strong said. 

Committee goals include 
providing the TAHC with 
advice on program-related 
matters from the producer 
viewpoint, and maintaining a 
working knowledge and 
awareness of the current 
program, especially as it 
relates within each area. 

Conservation center 

construction begins 
Work now toward 
better spring lawn restoring historic Texas flags, 

such as the flag from the 
Battle of San Jacinto which 
hangs behind the speaker's 
podium in the House of 
Representatives chambers in 
Austin. 

The state appropriations 
bill that year included $40,000 
for the flag project which has 
been half completed. Griggs 
said the staff under the direc-
tion of Mary Frederickson, 
Chief Conservator, has re-
stored 40 Texas historic flags 
housed in the state archives 
and items from the National 
Park Service. 

The Texas Conservation 
Center will add 16,000 square 
feet to the museum. Ground 
was broken in July for the 
Don D. Harrington Petroleum 
Wing which will connect the 
main museum building with 
the annex. 

The conservation facilities 
will enable Frederickson and 
her staff to restore art, tex-
tiles, paper, leather and wood 
among other items. 

Clayton also spoke at the 
dedication of WTSU's newest 
building, Mary Moody 
Northen Hall, in 1977. 

Texas Speaker of the House 
Bill Clayton, who has been 
praised for his support of the 
Texas Conservation Center, 
was among the five men who 
broke ground for the center 
recently. 

The Texas Conservation 
Center, which will be one of 
the few facilities in the nation 
for restoring priceless items 
and artifacts, received $1 
million in appropriations from 
the Texas Legislature. The 
center will be constructed at 
the northeast corner of the 
annex of the Panhandle-Plains 
Historical Museum on the 
West Texas State University 
campus. 

During 	groundbreaking 
cermonies, Clayton turned the 
first shovel of dirt with 
William C. Griggs, director of 
the museum; George Arring-
ton of Canadian, president of 
the Panhandle-Plains Histori-
cal Society; WTSU President 
Max Sherman; and WTSU 
Regent Charles Schmidt of 
Amarillo. 

Griggs said that Clayton 
became interested in the con-
servation center two years ago 
when the museum staff began 

green color and promoting 
early spring green-up of 
lawns. A dense, vigorous turf 
produced by proper fertiliza-
tion also keeps winter weeds 
from invading lawns. 

He recommends applying a 
complete fertilizer with a 
3-1-2, 4-1-2 or similar ratio of 
nitrogen, phosphorus and 
potash at a rate of 11 /2  pounds 
of nitrogen per 1,000 square 
feet of lawn. This would be 
12 pounds of 12-4-8 fertilizer 
per 1,000 square feet. 

"Straight nitrogen fertiliz-
ers and fertilizers high in 
phosphorus (the middle 
number in the fertilizer 
analysis) should not be used 
for established lawns," 
cautions Duble. 

"If winter weeds have been 
a problem in past years, apply 
a pre-emergence herbicide 
(chemical weed killer) for 
additional protection against 
weeds," suggests the special- 
ist. 	"Materials containing 
atrazine, benefin, bensulide 
and dacthal provide pre- 

emerge control of many 
winter annual weeds. Some 
preemergence herbicides are 
available in formulations with 
fertilizers, which simplifies 
application." 

Of course, it's important to 
follow label instructions in 
regard to grass species and 
rates of application when 
using herbicides. Materials 
contaihing atrazine should not 
be used around trees and 
shrubs. 

"Another fall task for 
homeowners is to remove 
excess accumulations of grass 
clippings or tree leaves from 
the lawn," points out Duble. 
"The excess debris from 
these sources increases thatch 
accumulation and creates a 
favorable habitat for insects 
and disease organisms." 

So, for attractive lawns this 
fall and to insure good spring 
recovery, homeowners need 
to fertilize and use preventive 
pesticides as well as mow 
regularly. 

Hot summer weather has 
taken its toll on home lawns 
— and homeowners — 
throughout Texas. 	But 
there's still more work to be 
done to insure a weed-free 
winter lawn. and good re-
covery of the lawn next 
spring. 

"Lawn insects, including 
chinch bugs, white grubs and 
armyworms, must be con-
trolled druing late summer 
and fall," says Dr. Richard L. 
Duble, turfgrass specialist for 
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
siun Service, Texas A&M 
University System. "Where 
these insects damage the 
lawn, winter weeds rapidly 
invade the weakened turf and 
spring recovery is often poor. 
Timely applications of insecti-
cides such as diazinon or 
chlorpyrifos (Dursban) will 
control most lawn insect 
problems." 

According to Duble, fall 
fertilization is another re-
quirement for maintaining

Older mobile homes need 

fire-safety upgrading

Fire deaths in mobile 
homes occur at twice the rate 
of fire deaths in other houses, 
and more than one-fourth of 
these deaths are children 
from one to four years of age, 
according to results of a study 
by the US Fire Administration 
(USFA) for the Department of 
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment (HUD). 

The study was conducted to 
determine the effectiveness of 
the construction and safety 
standard which is adminis-
tered by HUD. This stand-
ard, developed under the 
housing and Community De-
velopment Act of 1974, was 
passed "to reduce the 
number of personal injuries 
and deaths and the amount of 
insurance costs and property 
damage resulting from mobile 
home accidents and to im-
prove the quality and durabil-
ity of mobile homes." 

Under this statute, all 
mobile homes built after June 
'15, 1976, for sale in the U.S. 
must be built according to this 
safety standard and each 
home must bear a seal indi-
cating that it was built to 
HUD standards. 

Results of the USFA Data 
Center Study show that the 
HUD standard has been 
effective in reducing deaths, 
injuries and property loss in 
mobile home fires, and fur-
ther reductions are expected 
until all mobile homes built 
before the date of the stand-
ard have been replaced, in 
about the year 2000. 

Perhaps one of the most 
important specifications in 
this standard is the smoke 
detector requirement. Mobile 
homes with smoke detectors 
had much lower rates of 
death, injuries and property 
loss than mobile homes with-
out detectors. 

Also, the study indicated 
that homes with Class A 
ceiling materials saved an 
average of over $400 in fire 
loss, as compared with homes 
with Class C ceiling materials. 

Estimates 	show 	that 
approximately 25,000 mobile 
homes burn each year, caus-
ing 500 deaths, 1,000 injuries 
and $100 million in direct 
property loss. 	Victims in 
mobile home fires are more 
likely to be trapped by fire 
than victims in other houses, 
according to the USFA study. 

Unfortunately, upgrading 
construction and material 
standards may not be enough 
to adequately curb this high 
death rate. Educating the 11 
million Americans now living 
in mobile homes about basic 
fire prevention and safety is 
also a prime consideration. 

The State Board of Insur-
ance, State Fire Marshall's 
office, offers th^ following 
suggestions for fire safety in 
mobile homes: 

—Smoke detectors  save 
lives. If your mobile home 
does not have any detectors, 
buy at least two and install 
them according to the manu-
facturer's directions. Test the 
detectors at least once a 
month by blowing smoke into 
them. Batteries need to be 
replaced about once a year 
and they usually have an 
alarm on them to indicate 
when batteries need replace-
ment, and be sure to replace 
them right away. 

—Escape routes should be 
planned and discussed with 
the family. Practice fire drills 
and designate a point outside 
the home where the family 
can meet if escape is neces-
sary. This is to ensure that 
everyone has gotten out 
safely. 

—Windows such as jalousie 

or awning-type must be 
specially equipped to swing 
outward before they can be 
used as escape windows. If 
windows are more than 36 
inches above the floor, they 
probably are not good for 
escape windows. 

—Drinking and smoking 
are part of one of the most 
typical fire-death scenarios. 
Someone who has been drink-
ing drops a lighted cigarette 
on upholstered furniture or 
bedding and ignition occurs. 
Smoking in bed is one of the 
leading causes of bedroom 
fires. Smoke detectors are 
especially important for 
people who smoke in bed. 

— Portable space heaters 
should be kept away from 
flammable materials such as 
curtains, beds or clothes.

Jack Flynt of Dimmitt is the 
new national commander of 
the American Legion 

He was elected last Thurs-
day in Honolulu, at the clos-
ing session of the Legion's 
63rd annual national conven-
tion. He succeeds Michael J. 
Kogutek of Lackawanna, N.Y. 

With 2.7 million members, 
the American Legion is the 
nation's largest veterans' 
organization. 

Flynt's new duties will take 
him to 54 states and territor-
ies to visit American Legion 
departments, and to several 
foreign countries, including 
the Vatican. where he will 
have an audience with the 
Pope. 

He also will be called upon 
to testify regularly in Wash-
ington on veterans' affairs, 
national defense and other 
matters in which the Ameri-
can Legion plays a national 
role. 

He will also spend much of 
his time with the staff at the 
American Legion national 
headquarters in Indianapolis. 

Flynt already is busy with 
his new Legion duties. He 
held his first press conference 
as national commander Wed-
nesday in Indianapolis, and is 
working with the staff there 
this week to coordinate the 
Legion's national programs 
and goals for the coming year. 

His official "homecoming" 
as national commander will be 
Oct. 10, when the American 
Legion Dept. of Texas, the 
18th District and Hanson Post 
54 of Amarillo will host a 
reception and banquet in his 
honor at the Hilton Inn in 
Amarillo. 

Flynt is currently on leave 
of absence from his duties as 
agent for the Farm Bureau 
Insurance Companies here. 

Making Flynt's nomination 
speech at the national conven-
tion was his son, Air Force 
Capt. Jack Flynt El, who is a 
member of Lubbock's George 
S. Berry Post 575. 

Also on hand for his elec-
tion were his wife, Mary; 
their daughters, Sharon 
Acker and Karron Smith; one 
of their sons-in-law, Arnold 
Acker; and their daughter-in-
law, Elaine Flynt. 

Mr. and Mrs. Hugo Beyer 
of Dimmitt also were part of 
the large Texas delegation 
helping with Flynt's election 
at the national convention. 

Flynt is the first Texan to 
hold the national command-
er's post since 1973.

Oliver Newton, consulting 
agriculture meteorologist for 
the Texas A&M experiment 
station near Lubbock, said the 
heavy rainfall of recent days 
"could soften the ground 
enough to cause lodging,' 
and it tangles the corn up to 
such an extent that harvesters 
have a hard time getting 
through to harvest the corn." 

For cotton, the rains have 
been accompanied by relative-
ly cool and cloudy conditions 
— weather that cotton 
farmers could do without. 

• "Cotton is now in the 
process of developing fiber, 
and the wet, cold weather will 
cause them to go vegetative," 
said Newton. 

"Not a lot has changed 
since last week," said Bill 
Dannevik, 	agricultural 
engineer 	consultant 	in 
Dimmitt. "There is still a lot 
of corn going down with stalk 
rot, and that will hurt the corn 
yield somewhat, but it looks 
like when it dries up we'll 
have a good corn harvest."

benefit of $80.00 per month. 
Since John has no other 
income and his resources do 
not exceed $1,500 (his re-
source limit would be $2,250 
if he is married) he would be 
eligible for SSI at age 65. 
Therefore, John may apply for 
SSI and receive $30.00 which 
is the difference between his 
old social security amount of 
$110.00 and the new amount 
of $80.00. 

All people currently receiv-
ing social security based on 
the minumum will be notified 
by letter before the end of 
November, 1981. 

The new amendments also 
reinstated age 72 as the age 
at which a worker can draw all 
his social security regardless. 
of his earnings. Previously. 
starting in January 1982 a 
worker could make all the 
money he wanted and draw 
all his social security at age 
70. The law now says earn-
ings limitations will be in 
effect for all workers under 72 
until January, 1983, when the 
age will be reduced to 70.

In August, 1981, President 
Reagan signed the Omnibus 
Reconciliation Act of 1981. 
This bill, as most of you are 
aware, contains several major 
changes in Social Security. 
Today's column and the next 
several weeks will deal with 
the specific social security 
amendments. 

The minimum benefit has 
been eliminated. Previously, 
if a worker had very low 
earnings over the years and 
his or her actual benefit 
amount, before any reduction, 
was less than $122, the bene-
fit was automatically $122. 
With cost of living increases 
this figure could have been 
increased to as much as 
$170.00. Without this provi-
sion a worker's benefit will be 
based on actual earnings 
without any benefit of an 
increase if the amount is less 
than $122.00. 

This will be effective for 
everyone who is eligible after 
October, 1981. 	For those 
currently receiving a mini-
mum benefit, your social 
security will be reduced to the 
actual computed amount on 
all checks received after 
April, 1982. 

Congress understood the 
hardship this will cause many 
people and made a special 
provision for those between 
the ages of 60 and 64. All 
those affected by this, who 
would be eligible for SSI 
payments if they were 65, will 
be able to receive Supple-
mental Security Income OD 
in an amount equal to the 
difference between the newly 
reduced benefit and the 
amount they were receiving 
under the old law. 

For example, if John Doe, 
age 63, currently receives 
social security of $110 per 
month (Note his primary 
benefit amount is the mini-
mum $122 but as he took it 
before he reached 65 there is 
a reduction making his benefit 
$110.00), when John's benefit 
is figured on actual earnings, 
he is due a social security

FCIC regional director. "Pay-
ment of premiums is not 
required until after harvest." 

The program is set up so 
every producer can work out 
an insurance plan that fits his 
or her needs and budget. For 
wheat and barley, the pro-
ducer selects a guarantee in 
bushels per acre from one of 
three levels which reflect ap-
proximately 50., 65 and 75 
percent of their average yield. 

The producer also selects 
one of three price elections. 
This year's options are $2.50, 
$3.50.and $4.50 per bushel on 
wheat; and $2, $2.25 and 
$2.60 on barley, according to 
the regional director. 

Another feature of the pro-
gram is that producers can 
count on the government pay-
ing up to 30 percent of the 
premium and the rest is tax 
deductible. 

Those producers who estab-
lish good insurance exper-
ience also receive additional 
discounts of from 5 to 50 
percent of the regular 
premium. 

"While it is still a govern-
ment program, it is available 
in most communities from 
private insurance agents. 
Some companies call it com- 
prehensive or multiple peril 
rather than all-risk, it's still 
the same policy with the same 
protection and the same 
cost," said Jordan.

257,000 head over the 1980 
figure. This evidently was 
due to the severe drought last 
year which substantially 
lowered calving rates. 
, This small increase in calf 
numbers plus big increases in 
calf slaughter and non-fed 
cattle kill so far this year 
could result in tight feeder 
cattle supplies this fall, 
Uvacek speculates.

Computers are no longer 
strangers to the agricultural 
industry. They offer a new 
dimension in farming and 
ranching that can help pro-
ducers obtain more accurate 
information on which to base 
management decisions. 

To give producers, agricul-
tural leaders and others a 
better understanding of the 
role of computers and their 
actual application, the Texas 
Agricultural 	Extension 
Service, Texas A&M Univer-
sity System, will conduct a 
special computer workshop 
Sept. 23-24 at the Civic 
Center in Lubbock. 

The workshop on "Com-
puters in Farm and Ranch 
Management" is designed to 
provide an introduction to 
several different computer 
systems available today, 
points out Dr. Wayne 
Hayenga, economist in man-
agement with the Extension 
Service. 

"Participants will have an 
opportunity to get some 
'actual' experience by operat-
ing several different computer 
programs," says Hayenga. 
"Everyone attending should 
have time to run a computer, 
using his own farm or ranch 
data. This will be a true 
'hands-on' workshop." 

First day of the workshop 
will feature discussions on 
various computer systems, 
their role in agriculture, how 
to select one, available pro-
grams, and farmer experien-
ces with computers. 

Four "work" sessions will 
round out the workshop the 
next morning.

Between now and Sept. 30, 
Texas farmers can study the 
All-Risk Crop Insurance Pro-
gram for wheat and barley to 
decide how it can fit into their 
1982 plans. 

Basically, the program 
works the same as before. 
Producers sign up for protec-
tion now. After the crop is 
planted, they file a report of 
planted acres which becomes 
the basis for their protection. 

"If the crop is damaged by 
_ an unavoidable natural hazard 
at any time during the grow-
ing season, an indemnity is.  
paid on the difference 
between the producer's guar-
antee and the actual or 
appraised production," ex-
plained Ben A. Jordan, Jr.,

A complete reinspection of 
Dimmitt, which may last for 
two or three months, was 
begun last Wednesday with 
the arrival of the Rate Crew 
from the State Board of Insur-
ance (SAD. based in Austin, 

The four-man crew — Mike 
White and David Nardecchia 
both of Austin. Robert Coffey 
of New Braunfels, and Crew 
Chief Willard Gass (rhymes 
with "boss") of Boerne —
will be entering every 
commercial building, as well 
as schools, churches and 
public buildings in Dimmitt to 
update the fire insurance Key 
Rate for the town. 

Working individually most 
of the time, the men will carry 
proper identification from the 
SBI; they will contact the 
owner or occupant of a build-
ing, identify themselves and 
state the purpose of the visit, 
a cover letter from the Com-
missioner of the SBI, Joseph 
D. Hawkins, stated. 

"The things we are looking 
for are: the types of construc-
tion of a building — whether 
it's frame, masonry, steel or 
whatever — and what type of 
walls, ceilings, floors and 
roofs; what kind of occupancy 
— such as clothing store, auto 
repair shop, restaurant, etc.; 
and what kind of exposure to 
other buildings — how close a 
building is to what other types 
of buildings, and whether 
they share any walls or 
roofs," Crew Chief Gass said. 

"We also check if there are 
any fire extinguishers and 
what shape they're in, and we 
check how close the building 
is to the nearest fire 
hydrant," Gass added. 

He emphasized that it is not 
a safety inspection, but rather 
a confirmation, or needed 
changing, of information 
already on file at the SBI. 
The crew can be contacted 
through the fire department. 

The letter from the SBI also 
stated that "an inspection of 
property does not mean that 
the insurance rates or 
premiums will increase.

Dimmitt has added many 
new water wells, a million-
gallon storage tank, and the 
water tower near the ele-
mentary school, as well as 
much new firefighting equip-
ment and the present fire 
station building itself all since 
1954, when the town's last 
general inspection took place. 

"One of the biggest 
problems this inspection will 
solve for the SBI is matching 
up the correct addresses with 
each business, especially any 
that have moved," Gass said. 
He added that taking note of 
any additions or remodeling 
that would affect the type of 
insurance coverage a building 
needs is also a part of the 
crew's job. 

Gass's crew is the only road 
crew operating for the board 
at this time for the entire 
state. 

"That's one reason it has 
been so long since the last 
inspection," Gass said. He 
noted that Dimmitt is under 
the jurisdiction of the Lubbock 
Territory, and the lubbock 
office usually checks on new 
buildings or changes in exist-
ing buildings as they are 
reported by local insurers. 

"We really appreciate the 
help and cooperation we have 
received so far," Gass said. 
"Dimmitt has really lived up 
to the West Texas reputation 
for friendliness." 

Gass has been on the road 
crew for five years, White and 
Nardecchia for one and a half 
years each, and Coffey for 
seven months. Littlefield is 
scheduled for their next stop.

Beedy 
passed to his split end, 
Ronnie Minner, for two points 
and Floydada led, 28-0. 
Evidently, Coach L. G. Wilson 
- who won his ninth game in 
10 tries against Dimmitt -
was using the extra-point pass 
as practice, for on the Whirl-
winds' second play of their 
next possession, Beedy threw 
the same pass to Minner 

give Floydada a 34-0 lead 
going into the locker room at 
intermission. 

Floydada wasted no time in 
scoring its sixth touchdown. 
Bruce Williams took Watts's 
punt at the Whirlwind 47 and 
cut through the Dimmitt 
defense for 53 yards. Weeks 
finally hit on an extra-point 
kick, and the Whirlwinds led, 
41-0 with 10:17 left in the 
third. 

Dimmitt's offense stagnat-
ed during the third quarter, 
and Williams put the final 
score on the board after the 
third Bobcat punt of the 
period.

The teams traded penalties 
during the Bobcats' next 
possession. 	After being 
whistled for offsides, Dimmitt 
gained a first down when 
Floydada was assessed 15 
yards for a personal foul.

The Bobcats held the 
Whirlwinds, and Donnell 
Weeks suffered his second 
blocked kick of the night.

House Joint Resolution 
4 proposes a constitution-

The cry is still being heard 
for modernized beef 
grading- Gene Schroeder, 
National 	Cattlemen's 
Association spokesman, said 
the U S D A's beef grading 
standards must be modernized 
to encourage the growth of 
leaner beef which, in turn, will 
make cattle feeding more 
profitable.

Tattered lining spoiling an 
otherwise perfect blazer 
jacket? 

Linings are relatively 
simple to replace, says Nancy 
Brown, a clothing specialist 
with the home economics staff 
of the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, the Texas 
A&M University System. 

Basically, all you do is take 
the old lining out of the 
jacket, separate all the pieces, 
determine how much new 
fabric you'll need, buy it, cut 
it out and sew it into the 
jacket. 

Here are the steps for 
actually replacing the lining: 

Carefully remove the old 
lining. 

Take it completely apart at 
the seams, darts, vents or 
pleats. 	Mark the stitching 
lines where darts and pleats 
were. 

Press the lining free of 
wrinkles. This will allow all 
seams to lie flat.

voter turnout," Dimmitt 
Mayor R. L. Fleming told the 
board. "In the past, people 
have had to run all over town 
to vote, and many found it 
discouraging." 

He added that the three 
entities — city, school district 
and hospital district — could 
all "just happen" to name the 
same election judge, and 
thereby save some of the 
election costs, which would be 
split evenly among the three 
governing bodies. Also, two 
overseers would be assigned 
from each entity, and each 
would handle its own absen-
tee ballots. 

Mayor Fleming said that in 
talks with Dimmitt School 
Supt. Robert Ryan, he was 
told that the school board is 
100% in favor of the proposal. 
Hospital 	Administrator 
Marshall Cook said the 
hospital board "probably will 
favor the proposition," but it 
hasn't been presented to 
them yet. 

Alderman Fred Annen 
made a motion that resolu-
tions from each governing 
body agreeing to the arrange-
ment be sent together to the 
US Justice Dept., for its 
required approval.

In other action, the board 
a sccepted "with regret" the 
resignation of City Secretary/

In other business, the 
aldermen discussed "unsatis-
factory" park maintenance, 
the possible purchase of a

new computer system for the 
city, and problems with police 
coverage of local dance spots. 

The board voted to ask park 
maintenance contractors Bart 
and Harold Kaderly to meet 
with the mayor so that they 
could discuss the maintenance 
problem together, and make it 
clear what the city expects. 

Holland urged the board to 
return responsibility for park 
maintenance to city employ- 
es's, 	that the city would 
have • 'ct control over how it 
is dote. 

Gary Matthews, territorial 
manager for Burroughs Corp 
explained to the board the 
details of four different com-
puter services his company 
could make available to the 
city, and what the prices for 
each would be. 

Ranging in price from 
$31,136 to $44,095, the four 
programs would "definitely 
be quicker and more efficient 
than the present system," 
Matthews said. 

City Administrative Super-
visor Jo Hamilton recom-
mended the Plan 4 system, 
which would include the basic 
computer with memory, two 
disk controls, an operator dis-
play station, two terminals 
and two expanded keyboards, 
and would include pro-
gramming to cover master 
control program and utilities, 
on-line utility billing, on-line 
budgetary, on-line payroll and 
an on-line reporter. 

Mayor Fleming said such a 
program might be feasible if 
it could be shared with other 
offices, such as for police 
department records, inventory 
control, or county offices. 

The board tabled the matter 
for now. 

Police Chief Ron Mitchell 
spoke to the board about the 
problem of adequate police 
coverage of public dances in 
the city. 

"When these dances are 
going on, especially when 
there is more than one the 
same night, it pulls too many 
patrolmen off their regular 
beats to tend to the various 
disturbances generated at the 
dances," Mitchell said. 

City Attorney Jack Edwards 
said Tiodoro Tijerina, owner 
of La Estrellita dance hall. is 
scheduled to appear before 
the board at its Sept. 21 
meeting to protest the fact the 
he is only allowed to obtain 
dance permits within 24 hours 
before the dance is to start. 

Edwards said Tijerina's 
lawyer is preparing a case to 
challenge the constitutionality 
of the Dimmitt City Code's 
dance permit ordinance.
