enthusiasts receive helping

hand from Russian followers

Big Spring Nationals coor-
dinator Belinda Straub spent
the better part of Monday af-
ternoon watching one hang
glider after another lift off
the tarmac at the McMahon-
Wrinkle Airport and Indus-
trial Park and fade into the
distance.

Eventhoughsheknowseach
would love to beat the others
and take home the honor of
winning one of the hanglid-
ing circuit’s premier events,
she knows in her heart each
is part of a huge internation-
al family all dedicated to the
promotion of their sport.

There was no better ex-
ample of that, she said, than
Monday afternoon’s start.

There went the Norwegian
team. Off went the Guatema-
lans. And the English ... and
the Mexicans ... and more
than a few representing the
U.S.

And, for the first time in
the 13-year history of the Big

Spring hang gliding event,
they were all being brought
home by a 10 fingers belong-
ing to Elena Filonova ... deep
in the heart of Russia.

Filonova, a fan of the sport
of hang gliding, is part of a
Russian company that helps
fans all over the globe keep
tabs on each of the partici-
pants in the week-long race
by offering up-to-date live
tracking via the Internet.

“It has been one a huge addi-
tion for us,” said Straub. “Ev-
eryone has been excited that
their families and friends can
keep up with them while they
are here. We have one pilot
who is from Chicago, he said
he was excited about it be-
cause the people back home
could watch him.”

Getting the latest informa-
tion for a Norwegian pilot in
the American Southwest to
Filonova on the other side
of the world is a challenge,
Straub said. It is, however, an
effort that is worth it.

“You’ll see me out there

Facebooking on my phone,
sending her updates and pic-
tures,” she said. “She then
updates the program on her
end and makes what is hap-
pening here in Big Spring
available to everyone.”

The idea for introducing the

live tracking — which shows
each pilot as he maneuvers
through the course — actu-
ally belongs to Straub’s hus-
band, Davis. A huge fan of
the sport, he operates an e-
magazine online (at www.
ozreport.com) covering news

from throughout the world.
Through that, he Ilearned
of Filonova’s efforts in do-
ing live tracking for the 2014
World Hang Gliding Champi-
onships in Paris, France.

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n the back of a
man’s pickup truck
was a familiar type
of trap. Everything

from raccoons to feral
cats had probably seen
the inside
of it. As
the Satur-
day morn-
ing in July
seemed

to grow
hotter by
the min-
ute, the
faces of

raptor.

Crouched at the rear
of the trap was a ma-
ture Mississippi kite.
Removing it from the
container required
my leather gloves for
protection from its ex-
tremely quick feet and
small, sharp talons.

Having struggled to
touch the bird of prey
that was just beyond
my reach required the
man to tilt the trap to
my advantage. With the
bird now standing on
the end enabled my fin-
gers to press the front
part of its body to the
side of the cage.

Finally having a hold
that could bring the
bird towards me still
required a slow, for-
ward movement. As it
emerged from the end
of the trap, the position
of its wing, now askew,
foretold the ultimate
outcome.

Broken near the
shoulder, a compound
fracture had doomed
the summer visitor.
The results of its injury
could not be fixed.

Exposed parts of the

severed bone were dy-
ing as we spoke. Those
entry points were also
a conduit for infection.
As T walked back to the
house with the bird, my
only consolation was

to remember another
year, another Kkite.

Having driven from
San Angelo to meet us
in Sterling City, Diane
Tracy had hoped the
break in a raptor’s
wing could be repaired.
Inside her carrier,
typifying the striking
appearance of an adult
Mississippi kite, were
colorful red eyes ac-
cented with dark eye
patches glaring back at
us.

Its light gray head,
and softer, darker
gray body were quite
a contrast to its bold,
charcoal colored wing
parts and tail. The next
morning we delivered
the raptor to the wild-
life center in Lubbock.

When Gail Barnes
called that afternoon,
she said surgery would
occur and the wing
would be set several
days later. In the veteri-
narian’s opinion, pin-
ning of the wing offered
the best option for the
bone to heal properly.

Wondering about the
delay led to my learning
that it was a day when
most surgeries were
scheduled. While wait-
ing, the kite would be
confined to prevent any
further injury.

With a phone call two
days later came excite-
ment in Gail’s voice.
“No surgery! The vet
changed his mind!”
she said hurriedly.
After thinking about
the details of the bird’s
surgery to come, he had
become convinced that
there was no need for

surgery or a pin.
Instead, he proposed
to secure the wing to
the bird’s body for
two weeks.

I thought: this is one
of the most wonderful
things a person could
say about a family.

I wish that we could
say this about all the
families we come in
contact with every day.
I was thinking that this
was almost like being
enthralled by someone
or some family. Then I
thought about the word
enthralled. It means

to be captivated or to
be held spellbound by
pleasing qualities. I
liked that but then I
decided to dig a little
deeper into the mean-
ing of the word and
guess what I found? I
discovered that the first
person to be found en-
thralling was from the
Vikings.

The Vikings were
stalwart ravagers and
pillagers but didn’t put
much effort into house-
work because they had
the Thralls.

The Thralls were a
category of people who
were at the absolute
bottom of the pile in
Scandinavian society in
the Dark Ages.

They were captives
of war who were held
as slaves, often pass-
ing their bondage on
to their children. The
harshness of the treat-
ment of the Thralls by
the Vikings was uncom-
promising.

Thralls weren’t
allowed to speak in
the presence of their
masters nor could they
own property. Anyone
captured by the Vi-

kings was said to be

“in thrall” (later “en-
thrall”) and was in for
a terrible time. When
Viking dominance
faded around 1100 AD,
the Catholic Church de-
creed that enslavement
of Christians was sinful
but heathens were fair
game. So there was an
increase in demand for
non-Christian slaves,
and since the Thralls
were mostly Pagans,
they continued in slav-
ery.

By the 17th century
the literal meaning of
“enthrall” had been
forgotten and the
word began to be used
in the way we use it
now. Shakespeare
used it that way in “A
Midsummer Night’s
Dream,” 1600: “So is
mine eye enthralled to
thy shape.”

Many Norse words
have retained their
original negative mean-
ings in modern Eng-
lish. Examples would
be: anger, berserk, irk-
some, rotten, and ugly.

It is odd that “en-
thralled,” a word now
associated with plea-
sure and charm, meant
virtually the opposite
when it was coined a
thousand years ago.

So we will use the
modern meaning of
enthralled, meaning
highly impressed,
when we talk about our
friends, especially the
Ritchey family.

Having
risen to sail in
broad circles
in the sky, its
graceful pres-
ence on a clear
day thrilled the
volunteer who
said goodbye.
With more
kites, both
young and
injured, to come in Au-
gust, we look forward
each summer to the
individuals who display
their hunting prowess.
For a second, they seem

to be stationary in the
sky. Then, with half
closed wings, they come
swiftly toward a tree,
only to sail upward, im-
mediately, at almost the
same speed.

Over and over, they
seem to be attacking
the trees in the neigh-
borhood. As they ap-
proach a tall pine and
are close to impacting
the needles, a cicada or
other flying insect may
dart from its hiding
place. Their talons will
quickly grab it.

Flying off with their
food clutched in their
foot, the birds will peck
at the insect with their
bills. While still in
flight, and having eaten
the most delicate parts,
they will drop the rest.

As one individual
swoops downward
toward a large shrub in
our neighbor’s yard, a
grasshopper is startled
into flight. Swiftly,
talons surround the
insect. Flying to the top
of a telephone pole to
dine, the Kkite first pulls
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off the wings and legs.
Then it quickly devours
another catch.

Often at this time of
year an ancient predic-
tion by Aristotle comes
to mind. “In all things
of nature there is some-
thing of the marvel-
ous.”

For the veterinarian
who had changed his
mind, it was thought-
fulness for a kite’s
struggle to recover.
Obviously, it was
compassion by the man
who had brought the
kite with the severely
broken wing.

A few days later,
he and his youngest
son came back. An
increased awareness
of the dangers encoun-
tered by wildlife had
presented a unique op-
portunity to offer care
and safety to a young
hummingbird.

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Romo says he will skip team’s preseason opener

OXNARD, Calif. (AP) —
Tony Romo wrapped up his
most strenuous day so far
at training camp by saying
his surgically repaired back
would get a rest: He will not
play in the preseason opener
at San Diego.

The Dallas quarterback
also planned to sit out a day of
practice this week, the latest
indication that the Cowboys
are closely managing the
34-year-old Romo’s recovery.

Romo pushed himself
through a long practice on
the team’s ninth workout day

of camp Sunday. He had been
off the previous two days and
skipped two practices ear-
lier.

“It doesn’t feel that much
different than the other days,
but we’re just out here more
time and with more plays,”
Romo said after throwing
25 passes in 7-on-7 and team
drills Sunday. “We’ve been
executing real well so it was
good to see that again today.”

Seven months removed
from surgery for a herniat-
ed disk, Romo says he’s 100
percent but acknowledges

that his workout routine has
changed significantly.

He gets cold water treat-
ment three times a day. And
he’s constantly stretching
and exercising the muscles
around the back.

He says that back surgery
means “you kind of have
to change the way you do
things.”

“But that doesn’t mean you
can’t do the things that it
takes to be successful on the
field or whatever you want
to do,” Romo said. “There’s
been plenty of people who’ve

done it. You just got to go do
it. It just takes work.”

Romo has tested the back
by going through consecutive
afternoon practices several
times in camp. But he hasn’t
done three in a row yet, and
won'’t this week. If the camp
model becomes part of the
routine in the regular season,
Romo could be sitting out a
practice each week.

“If it was up to me, I am go-
ing to do everything,” Romo
said. “And then they’ll say,
‘You're done. You did too
much.” We go, go, go and then

you’re hurt, and you're out in-
stead of being smart. So that’s
why we have a lot of people
that are smart and take this
progression a long way.”

With Romo saying he’s out.
Brandon Weeden is likely to
get the start against the Char-
gers on Thursday night.

“He’s going to be smart
about it,” Weeden said of
Romo. “I don’t worry about
it. If he’s 34, 39, doesn’t re-
ally matter. He’s a franchise
quarterback. He’s been doing
it for so long. He knows what
it takes.”

HOUSTON (AP) — Hous-
ton’s J.J. Watt knows it’s
cliche to say “we’re work-
ing hard every day” and
he’s “just trying to be a good
teammate.”

That doesn’t stop the 2012
Defensive Player of the Year
from using phrases like that
often, saying those com-
ments encapsulate what he’s
trying to do to help this team
get back on track after last
year’s epic collapse.

“Trust me, I know that I
speak in a lot of cliches,”

Watt said. “But cliches get
to be cliches because they're
true.”

Last year was Watt’s first
losing season in his three
years in the NFL, and he
took each loss personally.

“We're trying to learn
things. We'’re trying to be a
good teammate, trying to do
all of those things, and if you
actually take it to heart and
you actually do what you're
saying, you’ll have success,”
he said. “You can’t let it just
be lip service. You can’t just

talk about it; you have to do
the actions.”

He and the Texans had
designs on making a deep
playoff run last year after
two straight trips to the post-
season. Instead the team
was doomed by injuries and
poor quarterback play, and
Houston finished tied for the
worst record in franchise
history at 2-14.

Watt had 80 tackles and 10
1/2 sacks, a year after he had
a career-high 20 1/2 sacks
and swatted down 16 passes.

Teams have used various
tactics in an attempt to slow
Watt down. The Texans try
to counteract that by lining
him up in various places,
something that he really en-
joys.

“It’sfun ... to improve upon
your technique at differ-
ent spots because you never
know how you’re going to be
used or when you’re going to
be used in what situations,”
Watt said. “So the better you
get at each one, the better
you’re going to be overall.”

His agent, Mark Stein-
berg at Excel Sports Management,
said in an email that Monday would
be too early for doctors to decide
whether Woods could or even should
try to play this week after another
back injury.

The PGA of America said that
Woods would not have his previously
scheduled news conference Tuesday
morning. It did not provide addition-
al details.

Woods took another turn toward an
uncertain future when he withdrew
after eight holes and one final shot
Sunday at the Bridgestone Invitation-
al. Before leaving Firestone, he said
he jarred his back when he hopped
into a deep bunker after playing a
shot on the par-5 second hole from an
awkward lie off the slope above the
sand.

“It’s just the whole lower back,”
Woods said. “I don’t know what hap-
pened.”

contract scems to lic in climinating
the minor suits from both hands. So
South wins the ace of clubs, draws
trumps, cashes the A-K of diamonds
and ruffs the ten. Then he lcads the
ten of clubs.

West takes the queen, but must
now find the right return to defeat the
contract. Fortunately, he has already
learned enough about declarer’s
hand to find the winning play.

West knows that South started
with exactly five spades and two dia-
monds and also, by inference, two
clubs (with the jack in dummy,
declarer would not have led the ten
unless it was his only remaining
club). West can theretore place
declarer with four hearts. He like-
wise knows, from the bidding, that
South has the ace of hearts.

He does not know, but must
assume, that declarer does not have
the queen of hearts. Otherwise, there
is no hope of stopping the slam.

So, having credited Last with the
queen of hearts, West returns the nine
of clubs. He is well-aware that this
play gives declarer a ruff-and-discard
— something that is virtually taboo
for the defenders, but which in this
case does not help declarer and so
defeats the slam.

Note that if West leads the jack of
hearts instead, in order to avoid
yielding the ruflf-and discard,
declarcr makes the contract by win-
ning with dummy’s king and fincss-
ing against East for the queen.
