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Heritage
aims for
donations

Heritage Museum are making a pitch to po-
tential donors, and they’re using some of West 
Texas’ finest wines in the process.

The museum will host a wine tasting from 
5-7 p.m. Saturday to kick off its annual endow-
ment campaign. Representatives from Llano 
Estacado Winery in Lubbock will be on hand 
serving samples of their products and several 
local artists will display their work.

Museum Curator Tammy Schrecengost said 
the endowment campaign will help the facili-
ty, which has been hit hard by the loss of grant 
money, become more self-sustaining.

“We want to build our endowment funds to 
enable the museum to essentially be self-sup-
porting now and in the future,” she said. “Our 
funds have dwindled due to operating costs 
and little support from large donors. We are 
working hard to obtain grants from various 
foundations but we need operating funds on a 
monthly basis. Unfortunately, it takes a lot of 
money to support a museum of this size.”

The museum was hit hard by a recent deci-
sion by Dora Roberts Foundation to slash its 
annual grant by about $150,000. In response, 
Schrecengost and her staff has cut monthly op-
erating costs by almost $8,000.

“I wouldn’t say the situation is dire, but it

prices up

Average retail gasoline 
prices in Texas have risen 0.8 
cents per gallon in the past 
week, averaging $3.23 per gal-
lon Sunday, according to Gas-
Buddy’s daily survey of 13,114 
gas outlets in Texas. 

This compares with the 
national average that has in-
creased 1.3 cents per gallon in 
the last week to $3.44 a gallon, 
according to gasoline price 
website GasBuddy.com. 

Including the change in gas 
prices in Texas during the 
past week, prices yesterday 
were 17.4 cents per gallon low-
er than the same day one year 
ago and are 6.1 cents per gal-
lon lower than a month ago. 

The national average has 
decreased 2.2 cents per gal-

could be if we don’t re-
ceive some big dona-
tions,” she said.

lon during the last 
month and stands 13.7 
cents per gallon lower 
than this day one year 
ago. 

“The last week saw up-
ward momentum in gas 

prices continue, leading 
the national average up 
about a penny,” said 
GasBuddy.com Senior 
Petroleum Analyst Pat-
rick DeHaan. “We’re 
past the seventh inning 
stretch for what will be 
a short-lived upward 
trend, and motorists 
will be seeing lower 

prices by late Septem-
ber in most areas across 
the country.”

A mere 1.5 percent of 
all U.S. gas stations are 
priced over $4 a gallon, 
while roughly a third of 
stations are seeing pric-
es over $3.50 a gallon, a 
huge drop vs. last year 
when nearly 62 percent 

of stations were charg-
ing more than $3.50 per 
gallon, analysts said. 

On the bottom side, 
the cheapest 5 percent of 
stations are charging an 
average of $3.08 a gallon, 
and that price will likely 
continue moving lower 
in the weeks ahead, De-
Haan said.

Obama plans to outline 
strategy Wednesday on combatting 
Islamic State militants

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Barack Obama 
plans to begin laying out his strategy for defeating 
Islamic State militants expanding their grip in Iraq 
and Syria.

He’ll outline his evolving tactics when he meets 
with congressional leaders from both parties at the 
White House on Tuesday and then delivers a speech 
Wednesday on the eve of the 13th anniversary of the 
Sept. 11, 2001, terror attacks.

Lawmakers said in advance that they would like 
the president to give specifics.

The president should target command and control 
centers and oil refineries controlled by insurgents 
within Syria, suggested Sen. Marco Rubio, R-Fla., 
who sits on both the Senate Intelligence and For-
eign Relations Committees.

Appeals court to consider 
gay marriage laws in 
Hawaii, Idaho, Nevada

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — For the first time since 
it declared California’s gay marriage ban unconsti-
tutional, the federal appeals court in San Francisco 
is readying to hear arguments over same-sex wed-
dings in a political and legal climate that’s vastly 
different than when it overturned Proposition 8 in 
2012.

State and federal court judges have been striking 
down bans in more than a dozen states at a rapid 
rate since a landmark U.S. Supreme Court ruling 
last year.

Now, three judges on the 9th U.S. Circuit Court 
of Appeals — all appointed by Democrats and one 
whom wrote the opinion overturning Proposition 
8 — are set to hear arguments Monday on gay mar-
riage bans in Idaho, Nevada and Hawaii.

“It seemed like such an uphill battle when I start-
ed,” said Shannon Minter, legal director for the Na-
tional Center for Lesbian Rights. “I really couldn’t 
imagine then that we would be where we are now.”

Ebola experts: virus is surging in 
places where it was beaten back; 
entire countries at risk

CONAKRY, Guinea (AP) — Doctors Without Bor-
ders shuttered one of its Ebola treatment centers in 
Guinea in May. They thought the deadly virus was 
being contained there.

The Macenta region, right on the Liberian border, 
had been one of the first places where the outbreak 
surfaced, but they hadn’t seen a new case for weeks. 
So they packed up, leaving a handful of staff on 
stand-by. The outbreak was showing signs of slow-
ing elsewhere as well.

Instead, new cases appeared across the border in 
Liberia and then spread across West Africa, carried 
by the sick and dying. Now, months later, Macenta 
is once again a hotspot.

The resurgence of the disease in a place where 
doctors thought they had it beat shows how histo-
ry’s largest Ebola outbreak has spun out of control.

Spokesman: Chick-fil-A 
restaurant founder S. Truett 
Cathy has died at age 93

ATLANTA (AP) — S. Truett Cathy, the billionaire 
founder of the privately held Chick-fil-A restaurant 
chain that famously closes on Sundays but also 
drew unwanted attention 
on gay marriage in re-
cent years because of his 
family’s conservative 
views, died early Mon-
day, a company spokes-
man said. He was 93.

Chick-fil-A spokesman 
Mark Baldwin told The 
Associated Press that 
Cathy died at home sur-
rounded by members 
of his family. Funeral 
plans had not yet been 
finalized, he said.

Sands 
breezes 
past 
Veribest

Abrego 
tourney set 
for Sept. 13

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) 
— The Dallas Cowboys could 
be in real trouble if this is the 
new version of Tony Romo.

The quarterback’s first 
meaningful game after back 
surgery was more like a bad 
flashback — at least in the 
first half for Romo and all the 
Cowboys.

Romo threw three intercep-
tions before halftime, putting 
Dallas in a big hole before los-
ing 28-17 to the San Francisco 
49ers in a season opener Sun-
day.

“I felt comfortable. Just 
couple poor decisions that I 
made,” Romo said. “You’ve 
got to assess and figure out 
why you did it and then make 
sure it doesn’t happen again. 
You have to manage your mis-
takes and I didn’t do a good 
enough job. ... I have to play 

at a higher level, and I will do 
that going forward.”

Dallas, opening its sixth 
season in owner Jerry Jones’ 
$1.2 billion showcase stadi-
um, trailed 21-3 after the first 
quarter when Colin Kaeper-
nick and the 49ers offense 
had the ball only four snaps 
over 94 seconds.

“We are not good enough to 
come back from that kind of 
start,” Jones said.

When DeMarco Murray 
fumbled on his first carry, 
cornerback Chris Culliv-
er scooped it and rumbled 
35 yards for a touchdown. 
Kaepernick already had his 
second TD pass to tight end 
Vernon Davis when he threw 
a 2-yarder on the next play af-
ter Ed Reid’s interception and 
48-yard return after a pass in-
tended for Dez Bryant.

Romo tried to go Bryant’s 
way again late in the second 
quarter, throwing deep into 
double coverage. Perrish Cox 
picked that one off to set up a 
late drive that put the 49ers 
up 28-3 at halftime.

“We did some things that 
we all wished we could have 
gotten back,” Bryant said.

The surgery last December 
to repair a herniated disk 
was Romo’s second signifi-
cant back procedure in eight 
months, and kept him out of 
another season-ending loss 
to an NFC East rival with a 
playoff spot on the line. He 
also had a cyst removed from 
his back last year.

Throughout offseason 
workouts and training camp, 
the Cowboys took it easy on 
Romo, giving the 34-year-old 
quarterback plenty of breaks 

from competitive work and 
limiting his snaps in his two 
preseason games.

“He knows exactly what he 
is doing. He has been in this 
league for a long time. That’s 
not the issue. That wasn’t the 
issue,” Bryant said.

“Tony will be fine, he’ll 
bounce back,” tight end Ja-
son Witten said. “Our foot-
ball team doesn’t worry about 
that. We just know we have to 
play better.”

Romo, who finished 23-of-37 
passing for 281 yards, talked 
during the offseason about 
getting healthier and letting 
fans see “the best version of 
me” over the next few years.

In the opener of his eighth 
full season, he had his first 
three-interception game since 
a 2012 season-ending loss at 
Washington in a winner-to-

the-playoffs game. Romo had 
only 10 picks in 15 games last 
season.

The Cowboys were at San 
Francisco’s 5 early in the 
second quarter when Romo 
missed a wide open Dwayne 
Harris and instead try to get 
a pass to Witten. The ball was 
caught by linebacker Patrick 
Willis.

Even when the 49ers had to 
punt on that drive, the Cow-
boys had only four snaps 
before Romo’s third inter-
ception, leading to another 
touchdown.

“Three plays in a game can 
change the entire game, and 
that’s what happened,” he 
said.

Murray finished with 22 car-
ries for 118 yards and a 2-yard 
TD late in the third quarter.

Dear Mom: Your son-in-
law has it exactly
backward. Those who
commit to an effective
program of antidepressants
are trying very hard to
take "adult responsibility"
for their behavior. By
encouraging Nina to
disregard what is in her
best interests, he is putting
her life at risk.
Unfortunately, without
Nina's cooperation, there is
little you can do. 

It's also possible that
your son-in-law truly
believes the move was the
main contributing factor to
Nina's depression, and he
may change his tune if the
depression doesn't lift.
Don't let your son-in-law
dictate how often you stay
in touch with Nina. Your
calls and visits are
important. Meanwhile,
please contact NAMI

Family-to-Family program.

Griner, Taurasi lead Mercury rout 
of Sky in Game 1 of WNBA Finals

Houston rallies for 
4-3 victory at Oakland

PHOENIX (AP) — Britt-
ney Griner swatted away 
just about everything 
within reach in the first 
quarter, setting the stage 
for a Phoenix rout.

Griner set a playoff re-
cord with eight blocked 
shots, five in the first 
quarter, and the Mer-
cury soared past the Chi-
cago Sky 83-62 on Sunday 
in Game 1 of the WNBA 
Finals.

“Her improvement this 
year has been incred-
ible,” Sky coach Pokey 
Chatman said. “I don’t 
think people really ap-
preciate it. They assume 
when you are 6-8, you 
are supposed to do ev-
erything. She has really 
evolved her game in the 
last year. She’s special.”

She showcased the re-

markable mobility she 
has for someone who 
stands 6-foot-8.

“BG is a great help-side 
defender,” teammate 
Candice Dupree said. “If 
you get beat off the drib-
ble, you kind of know 
that she’s back there.”

Griner, the WNBA 
defensive player of the 
year, also had 12 points 
and seven rebounds.

Dupree made her first 
10 shots and scored 26 for 
the Mercury in their 19th 
consecutive home victo-
ry. Diana Taurasi added 
19 points and 11 assists.

Phoenix shot a finals 
record 58.5 percent from 
the field, Chicago 31.9 
percent.

19 points and grabbed 
11 rebounds for Chicago 

but was just 8 of 20, usu-
ally against Griner in a 
matchup of the last two 
WNBA defensive players 
of the year. Elena Delle 
Donne only played 11 
minutes because of a bad 
back. She finished with 
two points and didn’t 
play in the second half 
with the game already 
out of reach.

Delle Donne said 
she took herself out of 
the game because she 
thought she was hurting 
her team, and she hoped 
sitting the rest of the 
game out would make 
her better prepared for 
Game 2 of the best-of-5 
series, set for Tuesday 
night in Phoenix.

“We’re definitely a 
resilient team,” Delle 
Donne said. “I still think 

we bounced back in the 
second half and put to-
gether a much better 20 
minutes. I feel like we 
were able to settle in and 
get a little bit more com-
fortable and play with 
confidence, something 
we need to take in for the 
next game.”

Alley Quigley, who was 
the league’s sixth wom-
an of the year, scored 13 
points for the Sky. She 
missed 11 of her 15 shots.

Phoenix led from the 
opening basket, was up 
by 22 at the half and by as 
many as 30 in the third.

“I don’t think we ever 
quite recovered from that 
first quarter,” Chatman 
said. “... We just got on 
our heels and never quite 
recovered from it.”

of 100-loss seasons is 
over.

The Astros scored 
two runs in the ninth 
without a hit, includ-
ing Dexter Fowler’s 
bases-loaded walk for 
the tiebreaking run, 
and beat the Oakland 
Athletics 4-3 on Sun-
day.

Jose Veras (4-0) 
pitched 1 2-3 scoreless 
innings as the Astros 
(63-80) took the rubber 
game of the weekend 
series. The victory 
means Houston will 
avoid triple-digit losses 
for the first time since 
it went 76-86 in 2010.

“It says we’re going 
in the right direction,” 
interim manager Tom 

Lawless said. “We’re 
making strides and we 
want to continue to im-
prove. We want to be 
the team at the top.”

Astros starter Dallas 
Keuchel allowed three 
runs, two earned, and 
eight hits in 6 2-3 in-
nings. The left-hander 
is 0-2 with a 3.14 ERA 
in his last seven starts, 
keeping him at 10 wins 
for the year.

“I can be stuck at 10 
the rest of the season as 
long as it means we’re 
winning.” Keuchel 
said. “We’re playing 
relaxed right now and 
that’s a great thing. 
This is supposed to be 
a fun game and for the 
past two or three years 
we haven’t made it 
fun.”
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
