N. Korea proposes probe over hacking

SEOUL, South Korea — 
North Korea on Saturday pro-
posed a joint investigation 
with the U.S. into the hacking 
attack against Sony Pictures 
Entertainment, warning of 
“serious” consequences if 
Washington rejects a probe 
that it believes would prove 
Pyongyang had nothing to do 
with the cyberattack.

The proposal was seen by 
analysts as a typical ploy by 
the North to try to show that 

it is sincere, even though it 
knows the U.S. would never 
accept its offer for a joint in-
vestigation.

U.S. officials blame North 
Korea for the hacking, cit-
ing the tools used in the Sony 
attack and previous hacks 
linked to the North, and have 
vowed to respond. The break-
in resulted in the disclosure of 
tens of thousands of confiden-
tial Sony emails and business 
files, and escalated to threats 
of terror attacks against U.S. 
movie theaters that caused 

Sony to cancel the Christmas 
Day release of “The Inter-
view,” a comedy about a plot 
to assassinate North Korean 
leader Kim Jong Un.

On Saturday, an unidenti-
fied North Korean Foreign 
Ministry spokesman in 
Pyongyang proposed the joint 
investigation with the U.S., 
saying the North knows how 
to prove it’s not responsible 
for the hacking. He also said 
Washington was slandering 
Pyongyang by spreading un-
founded rumors.

“The U.S. should bear in 
mind that it will face serious 
consequences in case it rejects 
our proposal for joint investi-
gation and presses for what it 
called countermeasures while 
finding fault with” North Ko-
rea, the spokesman said in a 
statement carried by Pyong-
yang’s official Korean Central 
News Agency, or KCNA.

“We have a way to prove 
that we have nothing to do 
with the case without resort-

“They’ve just become 
very dilapidated,” he 
said. “The plumbing 
is shot, you can’t keep 
them cool in the summer 
or warm in the winter 
and people don’t want to 
use them anymore.”

Demolition should be 
fairly straightforward, 
although the county will 

have to pay for asbestos 
abatement before the 
buildings can be torn 
down.

Board members with 
the Howard County 
Fair and Big Spring Ro-
deo associations have 
been discussing what 

to do with the site once 
the buildings are demol-
ished. Barr said one pos-
sibility is to tear them 
down to the concrete 
bases and construct 
open-air pavilions in 
their place.

“But that will be en-

tirely up to the fair and 
rodeo boards,” he add-
ed.

ing to torture, as the 
CIA does,” he said, add-
ing that the U.S. lacks 
any specific evidence 
tying North Korea to the 
hacking.

Koh Yu-hwan, a pro-
fessor at Seoul’s Dong-
guk University, called 
the North’s proposal 
a “typical” tactic the 
country has taken in 
similar disputes with ri-
val countries. 

In 2010, North Korea 
proposed a joint investi-
gation after a South Ko-
rean-led international 
team concluded that the 
North was behind a tor-
pedo attack that killed 
46 South Korean sail-

ors, though Pyongyang 
denied its involvement. 
South Korea rejected 
the North’s offer for the 
joint probe.

“They are now talking 
about a joint investiga-
tion because they think 
there is no conclusive 
evidence,” Koh said. 
“But the U.S. won’t ac-
cede to a joint investiga-
tion for the crime.”

On Friday, President 
Barack Obama declared 
that Sony “made a mis-
take” in shelving the 
satirical film about a 
plot to assassinate the 
North Korean leader, 
and pledged that the 
U.S. would respond “in 
a place and manner and 
time that we choose” 
to the hacking attack 
on Sony that led to the 
movie’s withdrawal.

“I wish they had spo-
ken to me first. ... We 
cannot have a society 
in which some dicta-
tor someplace can start 
imposing censorship,” 
Obama said at a year-
end news conference, 
speaking of executives 
at Sony Pictures Enter-
tainment.

Sony said it had had 
no choice but to cancel 
distribution of the mov-
ie because theaters were 
refusing to show it.

U.S. options for act-
ing against North Korea 
are limited. The U.S. al-
ready has severe trade 
sanctions in place, and 
there is no appetite for 
military action. Even 
if investigators could 
identify and prosecute 
the individual hackers 
believed responsible, 

there’s no guarantee 
that any located are 
overseas would ever 
see a U.S. courtroom. 
Hacking back at North 
Korean targets by U.S. 
government experts 
could encourage further 
attacks against Ameri-
can targets.

North Korea and the 
U.S. remain in a techni-
cal state of war because 
the 1950-53 Korean War 
ended with an armi-
stice, not a peace treaty. 

The rivals also are 
locked in an interna-
tional standoff over the 
North’s nuclear and 
missile programs and 
its alleged human rights 
abuses.

Earlier Saturday, 
North Korea angrily de-
nounced a move by the 
United Nations to bring 

its human rights re-
cord before the Security 
Council and renewed its 
threat to further bolster 
its nuclear deterrent 
against what it called 
a hostile policy by the 
U.S. to topple its ruling 
regime.

Pyongyang “vehe-
mently and categori-
cally rejects” the resolu-
tion passed by the U.N. 
General Assembly that 
could open the door 
for its leaders, includ-
ing Kim Jong Un, to be 
hauled before the Inter-
national Criminal Court 
for crimes against hu-
manity, according to a 
Foreign Ministry state-
ment carried by KCNA.

The Security Council 
is due to meet Monday 
to discuss Pyongyang’s 
human rights situation 

for the first time.
The meeting caps al-

most a year of inter-
national pressure, and 
even though ally China 
could use its veto pow-
er to block any action 
against the North, the 
nonbinding resolution 
has broad support in the 
General Assembly and 
has drawn unusually 
strong and vitriolic pro-
tests from Pyongyang.

I don’t know how old Tom 
Neely is, but he gets around 
like a spring chicken.  He 
lives on a ranch in the 

mountains 10 miles west of Si-
erra Blanca.  

He’s had about 
four careers 
involving every-
thing from owning 
a grocery store to 
being a court bai-
liff.  He’s involved 
in every historical 
group West of the 
Pecos.  He writes a 
weekly newspaper 
column and is a 
lay minister in his 
church.  He’s an amazing story-
teller and plays Santa Claus to 
kids in Hudspeth County.  We’ll 
take the seasonal topic here.

“I have a real beard that I start 
growing in July,” says Tom.  
“And believe it or not, the kids 
know that.  In fact, one time 
out at Dell City I was walking 
toward the school and a bunch 
of little ones came out to see 
me.  One little boy looked at me, 
turned around and said, ‘it’s 
the real Santa.  He has a real 
beard.’”

Tom started playing Santa 10 
years ago at the request of the 

newly elected sheriff, who was 
once a student in a school where 
Tom’s wife was a teacher.  

“He decided to start gather-
ing up money from wherever 
he could all year so he could 
go buy presents for all the kids 
from Headstart through the fifth 
grade.  He approached me to be 
Santa Claus and hand out the 
presents.”

Tom has worn out one Santa 
suit and has just acquired a new 
one.  He’ll use it for the first time 
this year. 

“That first year I borrowed one 
from somebody.  Then I bought 
one and used it until last year.  
This new one is really nice.”

His arrivals at schools are 
spectacular.  

“The sheriff’s office coordi-
nates with the DPS.  When the 
weather permits and if the heli-
copter is not involved in a chase 
somewhere they come pick us up 
in the DPS helicopter.

“We fly to Fort Hancock and 
land behind the school.  Little 
kids are out there jumping up 
and down, screaming and holler-
ing and we’re blowing dust all 
over them as we land.  Then we 
go in the building and pass out 
the presents.  Then we get back 
in the helicopter and go to Sierra 

Blanca and land on the football 
field.  

“Sometimes we pass out the 
presents in the stadium and 
sometimes if the weather is bad 
we go inside.  Then we fly up 
to Dell City, which is 70 miles 
north and do the same thing up 
there.  Usually we get all of that 
done in one day.  Everything is 
coordinated with the schools.”

Tom’s wife Winnie plays Mrs. 
Claus and is on hand to help pass 
out the gifts, which are age and 
gender appropriate.  And he has 
other helpers.  

“Ladies who work in the 
sheriff’s office dress up in elf 
costumes and help out, doing 
anything they can.  I’ve got the 
best gig in the world.  Everybody 
else does all the work and I get to 
have all the fun.  All I do is talk 
to the kids, give them a present 
and wish them a Merry Christ-
mas.”

Tom plans to play Santa a long 
time.  

“It’s a lot of fun.  We get a big 
kick out of it.”

At Christmas time, pleas-
ant memories — like 
low-hanging fruit — 
are ripe to be savored. 

Look around, though, and we 
see folks toiling daily on life’s 
sharpest edges so 
one day others can 
build memories 
worthy of recall 
from vineyards 
that now seem so 
barren.

This is such an 
account. Don’t 
expect a happy 
ending; currently, 
a “faith-claiming 
continuance” may 
be the best to the 
hoped for.

 A man — sentenced to 40 years 
for first-degree murder — has 
done 12, just turned 30 and eli-
gible for parole in 2022. The state 
of Texas sustains him physical-
ly. Some two hours away in Al-
varado, Texas, is his high school 
football coach who — with 
family and friends — strives to 
sustain him spiritually, hopeful 
to keep Anansi Flaherty’s hopes 
alive.

Christians to the core, Jeff and 
wife Amanda Dixon have long 
helped others. They’ve been on 
the receiving end, too, credit-
ing kin and friends for propping 
them up during a life-jolting 
experience. 

After several years of mar-
riage, quadruplets birthed at 20 
weeks were stillborn. Unwaver-
ing in faith and commitment, 
the then young teachers forged 
on. (They now have three chil-
dren — Tyler 22, Maggie 20 and 
Faith 8.)

They all love Anansi, a second-
team running back Jeff coached 
on Katy High School’s 2000 state 
championship football team. 
They think it miraculous that 
Anansi survived the streets to 
reach high school.

He claimed the Dixons’ love 
— perhaps the first he’d known 
— at age 16. He lingered at the 
field house, sometimes accepting 
rides home and such. At other 
times, though, he flirted with 

disaster, partnering with alcohol 
by age 10, with marijuana and 
worse stuff soon to follow. Little 
wonder. With no dad around and 
a mom away most of the time, 
Anansi lived alone in a tiny 
apartment near Katy High for 
more than two of his high school 
years. 

He didn’t have to look for 
trouble — it found him. By age 
18, he was beyond adrift.

One day, Coach Dixon shud-
dered upon hearing a TV news 
bulletin about a young man 
found in bloodied clothing, 
stumbling from a knifing scene 
where his mother lay dead.  That 
was on Dec. 29, 2002 — a dozen 
years ago.

Anansi doesn’t remember 
details of the hideous act that 
haunts him daily.

The Dixons — piecing together 
the puzzle of his tattered life — 
won’t let go.  Jeff visited him at 
least weekly during his confine-
ment at the Fort Bend County 
Jail and later whenever possible 
at units in Beaumont, Livings-
ton, Huntsville and Iowa Park.

Without fanfare, the family 
provides encouragement month-
ly by sending money, assorted 
items and most importantly, 
Bibles. The Bibles are replaced 
regularly, since other inmates 
steal them, using the thin pages 
to roll marijuana smokes. 

The Dixons consider them-
selves to be his “adopted fam-
ily,” praying that one day, they 
might have family visitation 
rights. They have exchanged 
hundreds of letters. For Anansi, 
they’ve gone from “Dear Coach” 
to “Dear Dad,” for years signed 
by “Your Second Son.”

“Anansi is a brother in Christ, 
and I am blessed by every letter 
and every visit,” Jeff said. “We 
pray some day to visit Anansi as 
family members, as do blood kin 
of others incarcerated. My fam-
ily and I want to hug his neck, 
hold his hand and pray with him 
— that’s long been our desire.”

To date, Anansi has never been 
visited by blood kin — not even 
once.

A few months ago, Jeff and I 

drove to the Iowa Park prison. 
I was granted a press visit; Jeff, 
approved only for weekends, re-
mained in the lobby. For Jeff, as 
well as interviewers, visits are 
conducted through thick plate 
glass and way-too-short cords for 
telephone intercom.

During the hour-long visit, I 
mostly listened, impressed by 
Anansi’s 100 percent positive 
attitude and unending smile. His 
biblical knowledge was stun-
ning; he quoted scripture like 
a seasoned theologian, citing 
Biblical figures who never gave 
up hope.

“Our intent has always been to 
show God’s love. We’ve seen how 
God has changed his heart, and 
feel strongly we are in God’s will 
to continue support of Anansi.” 
Jeff said.

Perhaps Anansi is most sym-
bolic of the hundreds of young-
sters the Dixons have helped 
during their 30-year educational 
pilgrimage. They see hurt daily 
in lives cast asunder by broken 
homes.

Jeff has a wonderful won-loss 
record in coaching. But his “life 
coaching” is most important. It 
includes caring and comforting. 
He’s at the top of my list.

My wife and I love this fam-
ily, joining them in prayer that 
one day soon, the Dixons can be 
recognized as the family Anansi 
has never known.

I’ve procrastinated in writing 
this piece. It pales alongside the 
almost full page account written 
by Kevin Sherrington in the Dal-
las Morning News almost eight 
years ago.

In the meantime, we are thank-
ful for the Dixons, believing that 
“God with us” truths prevail in 
this and all seasons, particularly 
for the least of these, our breth-
ren.

My grandkids have now been taken over by a 
mob mentality and  have a pellet gun that Little 
Attila just got for Christmas and are shooting 
at their grandmother’s feet shouting, “Dance, 
Granny, dance!”

Meanwhile, at Trinity, more than forty 4th, 
5th, and 6th graders from Coahoma file in and 
sing their hearts out to four beautiful carols. 
They are perfectly mannered and they perform 
perfectly under the skilled direction of Sandy 
Wallace.

News in brief
Top official 
resigning 
over no-bid 
contract 

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) 
— The widening fall-
out over $110 million in 
no-bid state contracts 
awarded to an Austin 
tech company forced the 
resignation of a second 
top state official Friday, 
this time at the request 
of Republican Gov. Rick 
Perry, as criminal pros-
ecutors prepare for a 
likely investigation into 
the taxpayer-funded 
deal.

Texas Health and Hu-
man Services Commis-
sion Inspector General 
Doug Wilson submitted 
his resignation after the 
governor expressed a 
loss of confidence, Per-
ry spokeswoman Lucy 
Nashed said. Wilson’s 
office is in charge of pre-
venting waste and abuse 
within Texas’ massive 
health agency.

Several other high-
ranking state health of-
ficials were also placed 
on paid leave Friday. It 
comes a day after pub-
lic corruption prosecu-
tors in Austin said they 
expect to open a crimi-
nal investigation into 
how Austin-based 21CT 
was hired to help Texas 
root out Medicaid fraud 
without going through 
the usual competitive 
bidding process.

“It may take a little 
time to sort out fact 
from fiction, rumor 
from truth, but we will 
get to the bottom of ex-
actly what happened 
and make a full public 
accounting of how this 
unfolded,” state Health 
Commissioner Kyle 
Janek said.

The escalating re-
sponse has begun to 
recall the unraveling 
of the Texas’ $3 billion 
cancer-fighting agency 
two years ago, when 
a lucrative award to a 
private company was 
found to have skipped 
necessary scrutiny, set-
ting off resignations and 
freezing operations at 
the Cancer Prevention 
and Research Institute 
of Texas.

Criminal prosecutors 
also dug into that case. 
Gregg Cox, an assistant 
district attorney in Tra-
vis County who heads 
the state’s Public Integ-
rity Unit, said Thursday 
he expected his office to 
soon begin an investiga-
tion into how 21CT land-
ed the contracts.

No state officials have 
been accused of crimi-
nal wrongdoing, and 
Janek has said that he 
does not believe anyone 
acted illegally.

But his sprawling 
agency has come un-
der mounting scrutiny 
since the publication 
last month of an Austin 
American-Statesman 
investigation into how 
21CT was awarded the 
job. Jack Stick, former 
chief counsel for Texas 
Health and Human Ser-
vices, steered the agency 
toward hiring 21CT and 
has defended the com-
pany’s performance.

Texas gains 
109 troopers 
for statewide 
assignment 

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) 
— The Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety 
has added more than 100 
troopers as other offi-
cers carry out increased 
patrols during the holi-
day period.

The latest 109 men and 
women becoming troop-
ers were commissioned 
Friday during gradua-
tion ceremonies in Aus-
tin.

DPS says the new 
troopers, who’ve been 
training since July, will 
report to duty stations 
across Texas in coming 
weeks.

The troopers join the 
force as expanded pa-
trols began Friday for 
the two-week holiday 
period running through 
Jan. 2. The time frame 
includes Christmas and 
New Year’s Day.

A Texas Department 
of Transportation grant 
pays for increased pa-
trols as troopers watch 
for drunken drivers and 
other violators during 
high-travel periods.

Houston City 
Attorney 
announces 
resignation 

HOUSTON (AP) — 
Houston City Attorney 
David Feldman has re-
signed, effective Jan. 
16.

Feldman said Friday 
that he wants to return 
to private law practice 
with his son. Feldman 
worked as Houston’s 
city attorney for nearly 
five years, after earlier 
spending more than 30 
years in private prac-
tice.

Feldman also says he 
plans to be available to 
support Houston’s equal 
rights ordinance, which 
he helped create.

The Houston City 
Council approved the 
updated measure last 
May. The ordinance con-
solidates city bans on 
discrimination based on 
sex, race, age, religion 
and other categories and 
increases protections 
for gay and transgender 
residents.

10 hurt in 
Houston-area 
school bus 
traffic wreck 

HOUSTON (AP) — Au-
thorities say seven stu-
dents and three drivers 
have been slightly hurt 
in a Houston-area traf-
fic accident involving a 
school bus.

The Cypress Fair-

banks Independent 
School District says all 
10 injured people were 
taken to a hospital Fri-
day afternoon, as a pre-
caution.

Officials say nobody 
suffered serious inju-
ries in the three-vehicle 
collision involving a 
bus hauling elementary 
school students. The 
victims included the 
bus driver and the op-
erators of the other two 
vehicles.

Authorities are trying 
to determine the cause 
of the accident in north-
west Harris County.

Patients return to 
Dallas hospital 
where Ebola hit 

DALLAS (AP) — The 
Dallas hospital where a 
man died of Ebola and 
two nurses were infect-
ed with the disease said 
Friday that its revenues 
have returned to what 
they were before the cri-
sis and patient flow is 
almost there.

In a financial state-
ment Friday, the par-
ent company of Texas 
Health Presbyterian 
Hospital Dallas said that 
from Dec. 1-15, emer-
gency room visits at 
the hospital were down 
by about 4 percent and 
the daily number of pa-
tients was down about 
2 percent compared to 
the first nine months 
of 2014. That contrasts 
with the month of Octo-
ber, shortly after Thom-
as Eric Duncan, the 
Ebola patient who died, 
was admitted. During 
that period, the hospital 
saw a drop in ER visits 
of about 49 percent and a 
drop in patients of about 
22 percent.

The hospital in Octo-
ber also saw a revenue 
drop of about 25 percent, 
or about $12 million. The 
hospital notes that from 
Oct. 12-20, the hospi-
tal’s emergency depart-
ment wasn’t accepting 
patients by ambulance, 
which was a primary 
factor in the revenue 
drop.

“The patients have 
been coming back. The 
support of the commu-
nity is very gratifying 
to all of us,” said hospi-
tal spokesman Wendell 
Watson, adding that 
the hospital “has been 
providing quality care 
to this community for 
50 years and the reputa-
tion of the hospital and 
the community’s good 
feelings have paid off.”

Surgeries are also 
back to the same level 
as before the crisis, af-
ter being down about 24 
percent for October.

Duncan, who had trav-
eled to Dallas from Ebo-
la-ravaged Liberia, was 
admitted to the hospital 
on Sept. 28 and died on 
Oct. 8. The drops in rev-
enue and patients came 
as the hospital faced 
criticism for mistakes 
that included allow-
ing Duncan to leave its 
emergency room Sept. 
26 after he came in on 
his own with a fever and 
other Ebola symptoms.

After returning two 
days later Duncan was 
admitted and later diag-
nosed with the virus.

Obama: Sony made 
mistake in shelving film 
under pressure

WASHINGTON (AP) — President 
Barack Obama declared that Sony 
“made a mistake” in shelving a sa-
tirical film about a plot to assassinate 
North Korea’s leader, and he pledged 
the U.S. would respond “in a place 
and manner and time that we choose” 
to the hacking attack on Sony that led 
to the withdrawal. 

The FBI blamed the hack on the 
communist government.

Speaking of executives at Sony Pic-
tures Entertainment, Obama said 
Friday at a year-end news conference, 
“I wish they had spoken to me first. 
... We cannot have a society in which 
some dictator someplace can start im-
posing censorship.”

Obama said he imagined situations 
in which dictators “start seeing a doc-
umentary that they don’t like or news 
reports that they don’t like.”

Sony said it had had no choice but 
to cancel distribution of the movie 
since theaters were refusing to show 
it. North Korea denied anew that it 
had hacked the studio.

“There is not any connection,” U.N. 
diplomat Kim Song told The Associ-
ated Press. Song criticized the film 
but disputed his government hacked 
Sony and orchestrated the movie’s 
shutdown: “It defamed the image of 
our country. It made a mockery of our 
sovereignty. We reject it. But there is 
no relation” to the hacking.

Deal to restore ties puts 
spotlight on Cuba’s 
human rights record

HAVANA (AP) — To many exiles 
and their allies, President Raul Cas-
tro is a brutal dictator who locks up 
dissenters in gulag-like jails, snuffs 
out political discourse and condemns 
his people to socialist poverty.

Cuba’s supporters see the govern-
ment as heroic, its sins justified by 
the behavior of its giant enemy to the 
north, and offset by the fact it pro-
vides health care and education that 
most developing countries could only 
dream of.

As often is the case, the truth lies 
somewhere in between.

President Barack Obama said on 

Friday that he began his historic 
call with Castro earlier in the week 
by delivering a 15-minute lecture on 
human rights and political freedom, 
adding: “This is still a regime that op-
presses its people.”

Even so, he said that US policy had 
failed to change Cuba for more than 
a half century and it was time to try 
something new.

Former Cuban leader Fidel 
Castro silent amid historic 
thaw in Cuba-US relations

HAVANA (AP) — Everyone in Cuba 
is talking about the startling turn in 
relations with the United States, with 
one notable exception: Fidel Castro.

So far, the larger-than-life retired 
Cuban leader has made no public 
comment on the biggest news in years 
— that the U.S. and his island nation 
will restore diplomatic relations after 
more than 50 years of hostility.

His brother, President Raul Cas-
tro, announced the historic shift in 
a surprise television appearance 
Wednesday and there was specula-
tion he could address it again during 
the Cuban National Assembly, which 
started one of its twice-annual ses-
sions Friday.

Among those speaking out on the 
topic was Raul Castro’s daughter, 
Mariela Castro. She said moves by 
President Barack Obama to ease some 
travel and trade restrictions with the 
island are welcome but won’t lead to 
the downfall of the communist sys-
tem.

“If the U.S. thinks these changes 
will bring Cuba back to capitalism 
and return it to being a servile coun-
try to hegemonic interests of the most 
powerful financial groups in the U.S., 
they must be dreaming,” she told The 
Associated Press.

Obama arrives in 
Hawaii hoping for quiet 
family getaway

KAILUA, Hawaii (AP) — A tumultu-
ous year all but behind him, President 
Barack Obama set off for his annual 
winter getaway in Hawaii hoping for 
one thing: Quiet.

Air Force One touched down late in 
the evening at Joint Base Pearl Har-
bor-Hickam, with the president, first 
lady Michelle Obama, their daughters 
and two dogs on board. On Saturday, 
the family was to begin their roughly 
two-week retreat from the hubbub 
in Washington on the lush island of 
Oahu.

Vacationing in Hawaii, where the 
president was born and spent much 
of his childhood, has been a tradition 
every year that Obama has been in 
the White House. This year, the trip 
comes as Obama closes out a chaotic 
sixth year in office on something of a 
high note.

Lofty aspirations to overhaul immi-
gration laws, early childhood educa-
tion and U.S. wages were scuttled by 
stubborn opposition to Obama’s agen-
da in Congress, and on his watch, 
Democrats took a drubbing in the 
midterm elections that will relegate 
them to the minority in Congress 
for Obama’s last two years. Crises 
erupted in Ukraine, the Middle East 
and West Africa, diverting Obama’s 
attention time and again.

Yet as Obama packed his bags for 
Hawaii, he appeared buoyed by what 
he had managed to accomplish on 
other fronts, including the resump-
tion of relations with Cuba last week 
after a half-century of antagonism. In 
his year-end news conference Friday, 
Obama said he felt energized, citing 
signs of major progress in the eco-
nomic recovery and his recent execu-
tive action on immigration.

Christmas 1914: When even WWI showed humanity
PLOEGSTEERT, Bel-

gium (AP) — With Brit-
ish and German forces 
separated only by a no-
man’s land littered with 
fallen comrades, sounds 
of a German Christmas 
carol suddenly drifted 
across the frigid air: 
“Stille Nacht, Heilige 
Nacht” (“Silent Night, 
Holy Night”).

Then, during that first 
Christmas Day in World 
War I, something magi-
cal happened.

Soldiers who had been 
killing each other by 
the tens of thousands 
for months climbed out 
of their soggy, muddy 
trenches to seek a shred 
of humanity amid the 
horrors of war.

Hands reached out 
across the narrow di-
vide, presents were 
exchanged, and in 
Flanders Fields a cen-
tury ago, a spontaneous 
Christmas truce briefly 
lifted the human spirit.

“Not a shot was fired,” 
Lt. Kurt Zehmisch of the 
134th Saxony regiment 
wrote with amazement 
in his diary that Christ-
mas.

On the other side of 
the front line, Pvt. Hen-
ry Williamson of the 
London Rifle Brigade 

was amazed by the good-
will among his enemies. 
“Yes, all day Xmas Day 
& as I write. Marvelous, 
isn’t it?”

Few could be believe 
their eyes, especially on 
this mud-caked patch of 
Belgium and northern 
France where crimson 
poppies had long ago 
shriveled in the cold.

Peace allowed for 
corpses to be recov-
ered from the fields and 
given a proper burial. 
Fighting continued in 
many other places on 
the front line. But it was 
a momentary peace in a 
war that would last for 
nearly four more years.

THE BIRDCAGE
Near one of the spots 

where British and Ger-
man soldiers frater-
nized for the unexpect-
ed truce, a dark, dirt 
track veers off the road 
and meanders into the 
gloom of the woods.

There, a cleared space 
has the graves of Brit-
ish soldiers who died 
on Dec. 19, 1914, in a 
battle as gruesome as it 
was insignificant, their 
dreams of a peaceful 
Christmas ignored and 
buried in the cold mud.

It was a time when 

swift military move-
ment from Germany 
across France to the Bel-
gian coast was grinding 
to a stalemate, leaving 
hundreds of thousands 
of casualties behind. For 
both sides — Germany 
versus an alliance led 
by France and Britain 
— this buried any hope 
that the war would be 
over by Christmas.

The result was a 
form of warfare across 
trenches where human 
life was expendable.

“There are a number 
of local attacks which 
never make it into 
the history books, but 
which all cause a great 
loss among the troops,” 
said Piet Chielens, cu-
rator at the In Flan-
ders’ Fields Museum in 
Ypres, Belgium.

The Dec. 19, 1914 
“Birdcage” attack oc-
curred on a bulge of the 
German line about the 
size of a football (soccer) 
field. Allied soldiers also 
had been thinking about 
Christmas, but for 80 of 
them it turned into di-
saster in an area where 
a warren of barbed wire 
had given the German 
defenders a huge advan-
tage.

Chielens said that dur-

ing those early days of 
the war both sides dug 
into the Flemish soil, 
with commanders “at-
tacking without deep 
thought, without deep 
concern about the fate 
of their men.” The in-
famous “Birdcage” was 
one of those battles that 
made them realize that 
strategy wouldn’t work.

With offensive artil-
lery nearly non-existent 
and sometimes so way-
ward that it also was a 
threat to its own troops, 
soldiers were thrown 
into action where one 
machine gun could mow 
down a whole row of ap-
proaching men.

Some of the bodies 
found after the attack 
were so mangled they 
could no longer be told 
apart, and today the 
headstones of several 
casualties stand shoul-
der to shoulder to mark 
that horror.

“WE NO SHOOT”
Little wonder so many 

soldiers were pining for 
a glimmer of hope on 
Christmas Eve.

Frank and Maurice 
Wray of the London Ri-
fle Brigade settled in to 
keep watch when they 
suddenly heard a Ger-
man band in the trench-
es play songs “common 
to both nations,” they 
later wrote in an arti-
cle. “Quite understand-
ably a wave of nostalgia 
passed over us.”

At dawn, a German 
called out, “We good. 
We no shoot,” and the 
Wrays noted: “And so 
was born an unofficial 
armistice.” Men walked 

out, extremely appre-
hensive at first, many 
fearing some deadly 
trick. Then human 
warmth cracked the 
freezing cold.

Chielens said that sim-
ilar scenes occurred at 
about 30 scattered points 
across many miles (kilo-
meters) of Belgium. Oth-
ers happened across the 
Western Front, which 
ran from the North Sea 
to the Swiss border.

Apart from talk in 
a shared language or 
merely with hands and 
kindred eyes, the men 
exchanged gifts, using 
everything from bully 
beef and barrels of beer 
to small mementos. 
Some played football.

German soldier Wer-
ner Keil scribbled his 
name on a piece of paper 
and gave a uniform but-
ton to 19-year-old Brit-
ish Cpl. Eric Rowden of 
the Queen’s Westmin-
ster Rifles on Christmas 
Day 1914. 

“We laughed and joked 
together, having for-
gotten war altogether,” 
Rowden wrote.

War, though, was nev-
er far away, including 
memories of the Bird-
cage still lingered and 
the burials of dead sol-
diers. It was hardly as if 
gunfire stopped all over 
to make room for warm 
embraces.

On the Belgian stretch 
around Ploegsteert 
alone, “we still have 
over 250 people dying 
on Christmas Day itself. 
There was enough fight-
ing going on,” Chielens 
said.

Despite the uplifting 

moment, commanders 
away from the trenches 
abhorred the softening 
of posture and fighting 
spirit. Cpt. Robert Ham-
ilton of Britain’s 1st bat-
talion Royal Warwick-
shire noted: “I am told 
the general and staff are 
furious — but powerless 
to stop it.”

25TH DECEMBER 
1917

All that would change 
soon enough, and the 
1914 truce would not be 
repeated.

Once British Gen. Sir 
Horace Smith-Dorrien 
had heard of it on Dec. 
27, 1914, he wrote in a 
confidential memoran-
dum that “this is only 
illustrative of the apa-
thetic state we are grad-
ually sinking into.” He 
threatened disciplinary 
action to avoid a repeat.

“It was certainly re-
membered by the army 
commands because 
around Christmas in 
1915, 1916, 1917, they see 
to it that there is no such 
thing as a truce possible 
because then the shell-
ing will be deliberate 
and very intensive.”

One thing did contin-
ue — the relentless kill-
ing.

Next to a monument 
in Ploegsteert to mark 
football playing at 
Christmas is the Prowse 
Point Military ceme-
tery. Amid the 225 dead, 
three headstones from 
the 27th Battalion Aus-
tralian infantry stand 
out.

Date of death? “25th 
December 1917.”

Festival of Lights celebrates 18th year

The Comanche Trail Festival of 
Lights is celebrating its 18th year. 

Because of the dedication and devo-
tion of its keepers, it has earned Big 
Spring the distinction of being The 
Lighted Poinsettia Capital of Texas.

And they are prominently dis-
played throughout the trail and also 
decorate most of Big Spring.

According to the brochure handed 
out to visitors, donations received 
over the years have been used to 
improve the electrical availability 
throughout the park, allowing added 
displays and extending the trail to 
1.2 miles.

In 2013 the attraction had just over 
19,000 visitors and can take 10 to 25 
minutes to drive through, depending 
on traffic.

The Festival of Lights Committee 
chairman Pat Simmons sets a goal 
every year at 25,000. 

Visitors come to Big Spring every 
year from all over the country and 
from other nations to view the dis-
play.

Judging from the continuous 
stream of traffic Thursday, that goal 
may well be met this year.

The trail also offers a walking trail 
for those who prefer a closer look at 
the displays. 

The lighted walking trail starts at 
the duck pond and ends at the Kid’s 
Zone.

The Festival of Lights “Lighted 
Poinsettias” can be seen in other 
locations when entering Big Spring. 

On E. Interstate Highway 20, 
beneath the water tower, on S. 

Highway 87 at the Comanche Trail 
lake Dam that also features the U.S. 
flag,  on the east and northwest sides 
of Scenic Mountain, South Mountain 
and at the end of Goliad Street along 
with the Christmas star. 

The lighted trail in the Comanche 
Trail Park has lots of features includ-
ing a commercial Christmas card 
display, many Christmas scenes, a 
new candle and poinsettia arrange-
ment which is part of the diorama on 
Whipkey Dr., lighted poinsettias 
around the spring and the Quanah 
Parker 20 foot arrow surrounded by 
the National Honor Society’s adopt-a-
spot display, the new Texas flag, 
which took 56 man hours to wire the 
2,200 lights in the West Texas Scene.

There is also a gift shop that sells 
T-shirts, coffee cups, ornaments and 

special glasses that transform the 
lights into snowman or star of David 
like shapes. 

The Festival of Lights is open from 
6 p.m. to 10 p.m. through Dec. 31.

Music will be added to the fun Dec. 
19 through 23 as various carolers and 
bands will perform from 8 p.m. to 10 
p.m.

The Comanche Trail Festival of 
Lights depends heavily on volun-
teers and donations.

From tractors and trains to 
cats and knights, my son’s 
evolving obsessions all find a 
place on our Christmas tree.

Like many families, we buy 
a new ornament each year, 
and I often seek out some-
thing that represents my 
son’s current interests, in 
hopes that he’ll enjoy looking 
back as an adult and remem-
bering the year he loved 
spaceships or Legos. 

(OK, the Legos have lasted 
more than a year, and if it 
were up to him, the whole 
tree would be covered in plas-
tic bricks.) Finding such 
ornaments can be tricky, 
however, and expensive. So 

this year I looked around for 
ways to turn his existing toys 
into ornaments.

For items made out of softer 
plastic, try screwing a small 
eye hook (often found with 
picture hanging supplies) 
into the top of the toy to cre-
ate a hanger. 

The blog Dollar Store Crafts 
took this approach a step fur-
ther, attaching hooks to plas-
tic dinosaur toys and cover-
ing them with glitter for a bit 
of extra sparkle.

For items made of harder 
plastic, metal or other tough 
materials, a little ribbon and 
hot glue could do the trick. 

But I achieved a more pol-
ished look using a product 
called Sugru. 

Described as a 

“mouldable glue,” Sugru 
looks and feels like Play-Doh 
right out of the package, but 

cures into silicone rubber 
overnight.

I turned one of my son’s toy 
cat figurines and several Lego 
minifigures into ornaments 
simply by rolling bits of 
Sugru into balls, sticking 
them onto the items, and 
embedding small metal split 
rings (from the jewelry find-
ings section of the craft store) 
into the Sugru. 

The material comes in mul-
tiple colors and can be mixed 
to match other hues.

Another, more involved 
option involves enclosing 
small toys or trinkets in clear 
plastic ornaments. 

Lucy Akins features several 
tutorials for this method on 
her blog, Craftberry Bush). 

I tried two, and found it 
easier to cut open the plastic 

bulb only partially 

rather than slicing it entirely 
in half and then gluing it back 
together.

Following her instructions, 
I used a craft knife to cut off 
most of the bottom of a plastic 
bulb, leaving it hinged on one 
side. 

I then inserted the toy, used 
a blob of hot glue to hold it in 
place and then glued the bulb 
back together. 

To cover up the visible line, 
I brushed Mod Podge on the 
bottom of the bulb up to the 
line and dipped the ornament 
in Epsom salt for a snowy 
effect. 

More salt can be poured 
into the ornament from the 
top to surround the base of 
the toy.

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BBB’s Naughty List: 
5 holiday scams and 
how to avoid them 

The holiday season certainly makes most of 
us feel merry and bright, but it can also bring 
out scammers looking to take advantage of you. 
Better Business Bureau (BBB) serving Central, 

Coastal, Southwest Texas and the 
Permian Basin wants people to 
beware of the following five scams 
and frauds this holiday season.

1. Fake websites promising fake 
deals. Some scammers will send 
fake emails or advertisements 
promising unheard of deals for 
a product, leading you to a fake 
website that steals your credit card 
information when you try to check 
out. Protect yourself by staying 
away from deals that are too good 
to be true, checking the URL and 
checking BBB’s Business Directory 

before buying.
2. Santa letter scheme. While some legitimate 

companies sell letters from Santa Claus, some 
scammers are using this idea to steal credit card 
and personal information from unsuspecting 
consumers. When looking for a customized let-
ter, research different companies and go to their 
sites straight from your browser, not from emails 
or social media.

3. Fake gift cards. Gift cards are the most popu-
lar holiday gift, but also the most susceptible to 
fraud. Criminals will go to a store and record 
the activation code on a gift card. After check-
ing if the gift card is still valid online, fraudsters 
can use the online code to cash the gift card for 
resalable products. Before buying, make sure 
the security code on the gift card is scratch-free 
and look for gift cards that come in an unopened, 
plastic container.

4. False data breaches. Taking advantage of 
data breach fears, scammers will call pretending 
to be retailers asking for personal information 
to “sort things out.” If an incident does occur, 
the company will alert its consumers through 
their website or social media and will not call 
the consumer directly. If you are unsure, call the 
customer service number and ask to speak to the 
fraud department. Since you called the correct 
number, you should be safe to give out personal 
information if asked.

5. Card skimmers. To steal your credit or debit 
card information, scammers will install skim-
ming devices at ATMs or put faceplates over pay-
ment terminals so they can access your accounts. 
When shopping, stay alert by keeping your cards 
in sight and covering the screen when entering 
your pin.

NEW YORK (AP) — Online shopping has 
become as volatile as stock market trading. 
Wild, minute-by-minute price swings on ev-
erything from clothes to TVs have made it 
difficult for holiday shoppers to “buy low.”

A growing number of retailers are using 
software that changes online prices based on 
demand, competition, inventory and other 
factors. The main goal is to undercut rivals 
when necessary, and raise prices when de-
mand is high and there’s no competitive 
pressure.

But the new online tools can change the 
price on a single item — say, a sweater — 
dozens of times throughout the day. And that 
can leave shoppers confused about when 
they can get the best deal.

Take Aishia Senior, who recently watched 
the price on a coat she wanted rise and fall 
several times between $110 and $139 in a 
span of six hours on Amazon.com. She was 
so frustrated by the price fluctuations that 
she ended up not buying the coat on the site 
at all.

“It’s definitely annoying,” said Senior, who 
lives in New Haven, Connecticut. “What ex-
actly is making it go up and down?”

The rapidly changing prices come as retail-
ers struggle to achieve conflicting goals this 
holiday season. They want to appease deal-
hungry shoppers with the ever-lower prices 
they’ve come to expect since the recession. 
But they also want to protect their bottom 
line, which is difficult to do because lower 
prices cut into profits.

Retailers used to check prices of their ri-
vals’ websites and then manually change the 
prices online. But that was a tedious task 
and many stores made price changes only 
once day.

The idea of minute-by-minute monitoring 
of online prices started with Amazon.com, 
which for years has used its own software to 
do so. Scott Stanzel, an Amazon spokesman, 
said: “We have a cost structure that allows 
us to adjust our pricing quickly.”

After years of losing customers to Amazon 
because of its ability to offer deep discounts, 
Wal-Mart and others have started following 
the online retailer’s lead.

John Hopkins mistakenly welcomes wrong students
BALTIMORE (AP) — Johns 

Hopkins University mistakenly 
sent nearly 300 applicants wel-
come messages when they were 
actually rejected or deferred, and 
now the school has issued an 
apology.

University officials told The 
Washington Post it was a mis-
take of human error. Vice Provost 
David Phillips said a contractor 
who works with Johns Hopkins 
on electronic communications 
pulled a wrong list of emails.

“We apologize to the students 
affected and to their families,” 
Phillips said. “Admissions deci-
sion days are stressful enough. 
We very much regret having 
added to the disappointment felt 

by a group of very capable and 
hardworking students.”

The students had applied early 
decision to the prestigious 
Baltimore university. Of the 294 
applicants who received an erro-
neous message, 285 had actually 
been denied admission and nine 
had received deferrals.

Cathy Stephenson of Culpeper 
County, Virginia, said she is 
irate that her son received a mis-
taken admission notice after an 
earlier denial. The email subject 
line was “Embrace the YES!” and 
the body welcomed her son. 
Stephenson said university offi-
cers should do more to apolo-
gize.

“All we want is a personal 

phone call,” Stephenson said. 
“When I make a mistake, I do the 
right thing.”

Other colleges also have made 
embarrassing errors in admis-
sions notices. In February, the 
Massachusetts Institute of 
Technology sent thousands of 
students a mistaken email about 
financial aid saying they were all 
receiving the information 
because they were admitted, but 
that was wrong.

Similar mistakes have been 
reported at Fordham University, 
Vassar College and at the 
University of California at San 
Diego, which in 2009 mistakenly 
sent acceptance emails to all 
46,000 students.
