Defiant
French
mourn
12 dead

PARIS — A young woman wept while 
complete strangers on Paris’ normally 
bustling subway stared at each other in 
solidarity at noon Thursday, as metro 
trains ground to a halt for one minute of 
haunting silence.

Muslims at the Paris Mosque fell quiet 
too, a day after the biggest terror attack 
on French soil in living memory. Catho-
lics listened inside Notre Dame Cathedral 
as its gargantuan bell tolled, the sound 
echoing around the Ile de le Cite.

President Francois Hollande ordered 
flags flown at half-staff, and the Eiffel 
Tower will switch off its lights and shroud 
tourists in dark.

Thursday marked a moment for an of-
ten-divided France to come together as 
one nation to mourn. Twelve people were 
killed in the shooting on and around the 
premises of satirical newspaper Charlie 
Hebdo in central Paris on Wednesday, in 
which the gunmen shouted “Allahu ak-
bar!” as they fired.

Now, the French are trying to under-
stand why.

One Algerian-born grandmother, Alg-
dia Henneche, wept.

“We’re all in danger now. In the shops,

Ready, set, showdown
GOP, Obama prepare for their fights

WASHINGTON — Not wasting any time, 
new Senate Majority Leader Mitch McCo-
nnell and President Barack Obama are 
setting course for showdowns over health 
care, a big oil pipeline, immigration poli-
cy and financing of the agency that tries to 
protect the U.S. from terrorists.

At the same time, both insist they are 
eager for compromise — if only the other 
side would give in.

“It seems with every new day, we have a 
new veto threat from the president,” Mc-
Connell, R-Ky., complained Wednesday, 
his second day as Senate leader. Repub-
licans won control of the chamber in the 
November elections, and strengthened 
their hold on the House.

With the 114th Congress just getting un-
derway, the White House already has an-
nounced that Obama stands ready to veto 
three bills that Republicans hope to rush 
through. One would allow construction 
of the Keystone XL pipeline to bring oil 
from Canada. Another weakens Obama’s 
signature health care law, by increasing 
the definition of a full-time employee who 
must be offered health coverage at work 

to 40 hours from the current 30. The third 
would alter a key provision of the 2010 
Dodd-Frank overhaul of financial services 
regulations.

“The president is not going to set the 
agenda for us here in the Senate,” McCon-
nell told reporters.

Lamenting the deadly attack on a satiri-
cal newspaper in Paris, McConnell said 
the attack underscores that the war on 
terrorism is not over. He declined to say 
whether the attack would affect Republi-
can plans to use the Homeland Security 
Department’s budget as leverage against 
Obama’s immigration policy.

“But at the end of the day, we’re going to 
fund the department, obviously,” McCon-
nell said.

The anti-terrorism agency’s budget ex-
pires in late February, and Republicans 
have been working on a plan to tie new 
funding to a measure overturning Obama’s 
action that eased immigration rules last 
year and decreased deportations. McCon-
nell said “we’ll decide in February how to 
handle it.”

Tea party-backed Sen. Ted Cruz, one of

in the bus. I’ve brought 
up seven children here. 
France is multicultural 
— we welcome all coun-
tries. Now for my grand-
children, what will hap-
pen?” asked the 69-year 
old.

Magali de Rapheles, 
a 22-year-old student, 
shed a tear as she ob-
served the silence on 
No. 13 subway line.

“I’m still in shock. A 
minute of silence is im-
portant to remember 
and to process — even 
on the metro. I’ve found 
it hard to do anything 
since yesterday,” she 
said.

Others were more defi-
ant.

“How is this possible 
in the nation of human 
rights?” asked Liliane 
Graine, a 58-year-old 
local councilor in the 
southern suburb of 
Montrouge.

“What we mustn’t do 
now is put Muslims and 
jihadis in the same bag. 
We must be on alert, 
and make sure this ter-
rorism doesn’t lead to 
increased racism,” she 
added.

The rector of the 
Paris Mosque, Dalil 
Boubakeur, has been 
vigilant and called on 
Muslims country-wide 
to observe the moment 
of silence and honor vic-

tims of this “exceptional 
violence.”

Boubakeur also called 
on all French imams 
to firmly condemn the 
tragedy — and address it 
in their Friday prayers.

One sandwich-maker, 
Ben Ammar, who iden-
tified himself as a Mus-
lim, shrugged.

“Of course, I keep 
working — I have a 
business to run. Why 
should this concern me? 

I’ve seen it on TV. I’m 
not afraid,” he said.

In the National As-
sembly and the Senate, 
lawmakers on all sides 
stopped bickering to 
observe the silence re-
quested by Hollande.

What followed, at 
one minute past noon, 
couldn’t have been 
predicted. Politicians 
reached out to each oth-
er in song, breaking out 
together into a rousing 

rendition of the French 
national anthem, the 
Marseillaise. Then and 
now, it’s seen as a call 
against intolerance, for 
the country to unite.

battles” but is hopeful 
for a “productive 2015.”

In his first big speech 
as majority leader, Mc-
Connell talked of work-
ing with Obama on trade 

agreements, infrastruc-
ture improvements and 
rewriting tax laws.

He even raised the 
prospect of tackling 
some big issues that 
have bedeviled Con-
gress for years, such as 
shoring up Medicare 

and Social Security, bal-
ancing the budget and 
whittling away the na-
tional debt.

“But bipartisan reform 
can only be achieved if 
President Obama is in-
terested in it,” McCon-
nell said.

There is a shorthand 
people around politics 
use when measuring 
potential presidents: Is 

this candidate really a “heavy-
weight” — mean-
ing an individual 
of seriousness, 
intelligence and 
gravity — or is he, 
heaven forfend, a 
“lightweight” so 
unreflective and 
superficial that he 
could tap-dance 
on a soufflé? By 
every measurable 
standard, Mario 
Cuomo, the for-
mer three-time 
governor of New York who died 
on New Year’s Day at 82, was a 
genuine heavyweight.

The late Jack Germond, one 
of the nation’s great politi-
cal reporters, told a revealing 
incident from 1977, when Cuomo 
was running, unsuccessfully, 
for mayor of New York. Cuomo 
was holding a news conference 
on changes needed to reform the 
abuses in ambulance services 
in the city. After handing out a 
fact sheet on the subject, Cuomo 
answered questions from report-
ers for 20 minutes before the TV 
crews began packing up to leave 
and the reporters put away their 
notebooks. 

But as Germond wrote, “one 
young radio reporter, a student 
from Columbia, asked if she 
could pose a few more ques-
tions. Cuomo agreed and then 

realized from the questions that 
this young woman had studied 
the ambulance service problem 
and probably knew more about 
it than he did.” What did Cuomo 
do? He sat there for 45 minutes 
answering questions, all the 
time learning. No sound bites on 
the evening news, just an intel-
lectually curious and honest 
public man willing to go way 
beyond talking points. A heavy-
weight.

Oliver Wendell Holmes once 
said of another New York gov-
ernor, Franklin D. Roosevelt, 
who would become America’s 
greatest 20th-century president, 
that he possessed “a second-rate 
intellect but a first-rate tempera-
ment.” Mario Cuomo — the son 
of parents who were both Ital-
ian immigrants — who did not 
himself learn to speak English 
until he began public school in 
Queens and who would become 
for an entire generation of 
Democrats their party’s poetic, 
public voice, possessed a first-
rate intellect.

Who could forget that elo-
quence? His fundamental prem-
ise about what a proper govern-
ment should be: “the idea of 
family, mutuality, the sharing 
of benefits and burdens for the 
good of all, feeling one another’s 
pain, sharing one another’s 
blessings.” 

That was in the speech that 
made him famous, his keynote 
to the 1984 Democratic National 
Convention in San Francisco, in 
which he taught that “while sur-

vival of the fittest may be a good 
working description of the pro-
cess of evolution, a government 
of humans should elevate itself 
to a higher order” and that “we 
would rather have laws written 
by the patron of this great city, 
the man called ‘the world’s most 
sincere Democrat’ — St. Francis 
of Assisi — than laws written by 
Darwin.”

Unlike his predecessors in 
Albany — including Nelson 
Rockefeller, FDR, Averell Har-
riman, Al Smith and Thomas E. 
Dewey — Cuomo chose, when 
he was the clear front-runner for 
the Democratic nomination, not 
to seek the presidency. Vicious, 
baseless rumors that this proud 
Italian-American might have 
some damaging “connection” 
were contradicted by the vast 
sums spent by Republicans in 
negative research against him, 
which never came up with any-
thing. It was garbage. The ques-
tion we should ask is not why 
someone does not run but rather 
why somebody does run.

Because he was a genuine 
heavyweight, candidate Mario 
Cuomo would have commanded 
the nation’s attention and, 
perhaps, changed the nation’s 
direction. But he should be 
remembered as a serious and 
significant leader who reminded 
us well and passionately of what 
we all owe to one another and to 
our country.

My daughter asked me 
my opinion on an 
article she read in 
Vanity Fair attempt-

ing to debunk the presidential 
record of Ronald Reagan. I hap-
pily responded.

The writer of the piece is 
veteran liberal 
commentator 
Michael Kinsley, 
who used to be a 
regular on William 
F. Buckley Jr.’s 
“Firing Line” and 
CNN’s “Crossfire.” 
It’s not as though 
he appeared out of 
nowhere, studied 
the evidence anew 
and shared a novel 
theory. He’s been 
dissing Reaganom-
ics for decades along with other 
Democrats and liberals, whose 
only recourse is to distort the 
Gipper’s phenomenal record.

Why is this even relevant, you 
ask? Well, according to Kinsley, 
“every serious G.O.P. presiden-
tial aspirant invokes the glori-
ous era of Ronald Reagan, to 
which the country must return. 
Ignore the fact that, for the likes 
of Paul Ryan and Rand Paul, 
Reagan’s actual record — from 
increased bureaucracy to higher 
deficits — should be seen as a 
complete failure.”

Ever since Reagan’s two terms 
in office, Democrats have been 
trying to recast those years of 
remarkable peacetime growth 
without inflation as a time of 
abject greed, when the rich got 
richer and the poor got poorer. 
But the facts have never corrobo-
rated their propaganda.

To really understand Reagan’s 
record — and thus mainstream 
conservatism still today — you 
must remember just how bleak 
things were during the Carter 
years. At the end of Jimmy 
Carter’s term, unemployment 
was 7.4 percent and galloping 
toward double figures; inflation 
was already in double digits; and 
interest rates were a staggering 
21.5 percent. There was no end 
in sight.

Indeed, I remember the general 
malaise that gripped the nation 
at that time — the attitude of de-
spair, fatalism and resignation. 
America’s best years, according 
to Carter’s apologists, were be-
hind her, and it wasn’t his fault 
that things were so abysmally 
bleak.

Reagan, against all naysayers, 
promised that the proper poli-
cies could unleash the sleeping 

economic giant again and that 
we could return to sustained, 
robust growth and prosperity. 
Once elected, despite strong op-
position from Democrats in Con-
gress, he fulfilled his promise.

Reagan inherited a steep 
recession but, unlike President 
Obama today, did not keep us-
ing it as an excuse well into his 
presidency. Reagan didn’t need 
excuses, because his policies 
began to produce results very 
quickly.

Reagan had pushed for a 30 
percent across-the-board cut in 
marginal income tax rates, but 
Democrats in Congress forced 
a reduction to 25 percent and 
delayed its implementation. But 
once the bill passed and kicked 
in, the results were dramatic.

Along with Reagan’s policy of 
deregulation, his tax cuts pro-
duced an economic boom that 
continued for almost eight full 
years — from November 1982 to 
July 1990 — with not a scintilla 
of a recession.

Reagan’s policies led to the 
largest period of economic 
growth to date in the history of 
the nation.

The economy was nearly a 
third larger at the conclusion 
of the Reagan years than at the 
beginning, and real median 
family income grew by $4,000, 
as opposed to almost no growth 
during the Ford-Carter years.

Like President John F. Ken-
nedy, Reagan demonstrated that 
reducing marginal income tax 
rates could increase revenues. 
Revenues almost doubled dur-
ing the Reagan years, and even 
after adjusting for inflation, they 
increased by some 28 percent. 
Reaganomics also shattered 
the long-established economic 
textbook axiom that there is a 
trade-off between unemployment 
and inflation. Despite nearly 
20 million new jobs, there was 
barely any upward pressure on 
prices.

Though Democrats preached 

that under Reagan, the rich got 
richer and the poor got poorer, 
in fact the plight of all income 
groups improved. Not only that 
but upward mobility, which re-
ceived its last rites under Carter, 
made a dramatic comeback, as 
a Treasury Department study 
revealed that 86 percent of the 
people in the lowest 20 percent 
of income in 1979 graduated 
into higher categories during 
the ‘80s. More people in every 
income group moved up than 
down except — ironically — the 
top 1 percent of earners.

Moreover, the real Reagan 
record puts the lie to the liberal 
manta that the rich didn’t pay 
their “fair share.” In the first 
place, average effective income 
tax rates were cut more for 
lower-income groups than for 
higher-income groups. In 1991, 
after the Reagan cuts had been 
in place for almost a decade, the 
top 1 percent of income earners 
paid 25 percent of income taxes; 
the top 5 percent paid 43 percent; 
and the bottom half paid only 5 
percent. How is that for fairness?

Unfortunately, Reagan didn’t 
achieve the spending reductions 
he’d envisioned, though some 
misinformation exists here, 
too. Military spending consti-
tuted much of the increase — by 
design and by necessity after 
Carter’s gutting of our vital 
defenses. But the rate of domes-
tic spending grew more slowly 
under Reagan than under his im-
mediate predecessors and would 
have been reduced far more but 
for recalcitrant big-spending 
Democratic congressmen.

The military spending, cou-
pled with Reagan’s coherent 
peace-through-strength foreign 
policy, yielded immeasurable 
dividends, as the Soviet Union 
soon disintegrated. And no, my 
revisionist liberal friends, this 
was not because of a willing, 
enlightened Mikhail Gorbachev.

President Reagan is still the 
model for conservative presi-
dential aspirants — and for very 
good reasons that will not be 
erased, no matter how earnestly 
liberals try.

When Laura Fritz’s 
felines play with her 
iPad, her fat cat loses 
the urge to eat, her 
scaredy-cat loses his 
fear and her youngest 
just loses interest.

If you’ve had enough 
time to play with the 
tablet you got for the 
holidays, try turning 
the device over to your 
tech-savvy cat. Every 
cat app, no matter the 
maker, has something 
for felines to electroni-
cally track, stalk or 
hunt, such as mice, bugs 
or laser dots.

“Cats are attracted to 
things that move, and 
that is the ‘magic’ for 
most of the apps,” said 
Dr. Bonnie Beaver, a 
professor at Texas A&M 
University’s College of 
Veterinary Medicine 
and executive director 

of the American College 
of  Veterinary 
Behaviorists.

“The motion in most 
apps is jerky and quick, 
much like an insect,” 
she said, adding that 
any sound component 
would quickly be 
eclipsed by the draw of 
movement.

Every cat is different, 
but if they are like two 
of Fritz’s, they will love 
pawing the screen to 
catch critters, which 
breaks anxious Maxie 
out of his shell and gives 
hefty Mr. Brutus a way 
to exercise, said Fritz of 
W a l t h a m , 
Massachusetts. But they 
may be like her young-
est, Pansy Rose, who 
couldn’t care less.

Maxie and Brutus 
work together on the 
app “Paint for Cats,” 
chasing a mouse and 
leaving a trail of splat-
tered paint where they 
have pawed, rubbed, 
jumped or made other 
marks with their move-
ments. Many cat owners 
see the results as art 
worthy of sharing on 
social media, so the app 
allows people to email 
the creations.

It is among three pop-
ular apps created by T.J. 
Fuller and Nate 
Murray’s Los Angeles 
company Hiccup. The 
company also features a 
mouse chasing game 
called “Game for Cats” 
and monster crushing 
game dubbed “Catzilla.”

The 
quarterback left no doubt 
about his plans for Sun-
day when the Green Bay 
Packers host the Dallas 
Cowboys.

“No, I’m going Sun-
day,” Rodgers said. “Just 
a matter of how.”

Missing practice was 
part of the plan for Rod-
gers, who has dealt with 
the injury for about 
three weeks. While the 
Packers practiced inside 
the frigid Hutson Center 
training facility, Rodgers 
stayed exclusively in the 
training room for treat-
ment.

He hopes that occasion-
al acupuncture will also 
help, along with the valu-
able rest that the Packers 
received for earning a bye 
for the opening round of 
the playoffs. It’s possible 
Rodgers could also wear 
a wrap to further protect 
his lower left leg.

There is progress, 
though “it’s never enough 
for Aaron,” coach Mike 
McCarthy said. “But I 
think the training staff 
feels good about it and 
we feel confident in the 
direction we’re going.”

Rodgers at less than 100 

percent health is still bet-
ter than most other quar-
terbacks. Two weeks ago 
against Detroit, Rodgers 
had to be carted to the 
locker room after aggra-
vating the calf injury.

He limped back on to 
the field in the middle 
of the third quarter, 
throwing for one score 
and tumbling in from 1 
yard for another to help 
lead the Packers to vic-
tory and a fourth straight 
NFC North crown.

Rodgers is such a stick-
ler for preparation that 
no one in the locker room 
doubts the team’s leader 
can play well without 
practice.

“We would definitely 
love to be able to have 
that preparation, but 
health is the most impor-
tant thing for him at this 
time. You’ve got to trust 
the system,” receiver 
Randall Cobb said.

The injury, though, 
has limited Rodgers’ 
mobility the last two 
weeks, which in turn has 
affected his trademark 
ability to extend plays.

The 
lawsuit seeks unspeci-
fied damages, including 
reimbursement for tu-
ition, damages for emo-
tional pain and suffering 
and loss of past and pres-
ent earning and earning 
capacity.
