STANTON — The identity 
of the victim in a vehicle-train 
crash in Stanton has not yet 
been released.

According to area media 
reports, one person was in 
vehicle which collided with 
a train just inside Stanton on 
Business 20 Monday evening.

Only one person was in the 
vehicle at the time of crash 
and no one on the train was 
injured, reports stated.

Officials seek to replenish execution drug supply

HUNTSVILLE, Texas — 
Texas’ prison agency is 
scrambling to find a supplier 
to replenish its inventory of 
execution drugs, which will 
be used up if the state goes 
forward with two lethal injec-
tions scheduled for this week 
and next.

Prison officials only have 
enough pentobarbital for the 
scheduled executions of Man-
uel Vasquez on Wednesday 
and Randall Mays on March 
18, but they don’t know how 
they will conduct lethal injec-
tions on four others sched-
uled for April.

The Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice declined to 
say why it has not been able 
to obtain more pentobarbital 
from the same compounding 
pharmacy that provided the 
current batch of the powerful 
sedative last March. The state 
switched to that source sev-
eral months after its previous 
supplier cut ties, citing hate 
mail and potential litigation 
after its name became pub-

lic through an open records 
request from The Associated 
Press.

Prison officials have since 
waged a legal battle to keep 
the name of its latest supplier 
secret, but it’s unclear how 
much longer they can do so 
after a state judge last year 
ordered the agency to divulge 
the source. That ruling is on 
hold pending the outcome of 
the state’s appeal.

Prisons spokesman Jason 
Clark said the state’s lawyers 
have advised the agency not 
to comment on whether the 
current supplier has backed 
out or whether the judge’s or-
der has affected its ability to 
find a supplier.

Although Texas, tradition-
ally the nation’s busiest death 
penalty state, faces the most 
imminent deadline for re-
plenishing its pentobarbital 
supply, other states are expe-
riencing similar problems.

For example, South Caro-
lina ran out of pentobarbital 
— part of its three-drug ex-
ecution formula — when the 
drug expired in 2013, and the 
state has been unable to re-
plenish its supplies because 
it can’t find a company will-
ing to sell them anymore, 
Corrections Director Bryan 
Stirling recently told the AP. 
The state’s last execution was 
in 2011, and no new execu-
tions have been scheduled be-

cause cases are tied up in the 
appeals process.

If Texas executes Vasquez 
and Mays as scheduled, a new 
supply of pentobarbital will 
be needed by April 9 when 
Kent Sprouse is scheduled to 
die for the shooting deaths 
of a North Texas police offi-
cer and another man in 2002. 
Three other prisoners are set 
to follow Sprouse to the death 
chamber in April, and at least 
one more is set for May.

“We’re focused on multiple 
fronts,” Brad Livingston, the 
Texas agency’s executive di-
rector, told the AP last month 
before a prison board meeting 
in Austin. “We’re not ruling 
anything out, but clearly se-
curing additional pentobarbi-
tal is part of our game plan.”

Livingston was traveling 
Monday and not available to 
provide an update.

While Texas prison offi-
cials administratively could 
change the lethal drug they 
use, a method change would 
require legislative action.

“At this time, it’s not 
a topic of discussion,” 
said state Sen. John 
Whitmire, who chairs 
the Senate Criminal 
Justice Committee.

Because pharmaceuti-
cal companies stopped 
selling U.S. prisons 
drugs for use in lethal 
injections, Texas and 
other death penalty 
states have turned to 
compounding pharma-
cies for made-to-order 
execution drugs.

Last week, a Georgia 
woman’s execution was 

delayed, then called 
off, when prison offi-
cials said they noticed 
the compounded pen-
tobarbital planned for 
her lethal injection ap-
peared cloudy, rather 
than clear. The Georgia 
Department of Correc-
tions cited “an abun-
dance of caution” in de-
laying punishment for 
Kelly Gissendaner, who 
would have been the 
first woman put to death 
in that state in 70 years, 
and a second inmate, 
Brian Terrell, who was 
set to die this week.

Texas has executed a 
nation-leading 521 in-
mates since 1982, when it 
became the first state to 

use lethal injection. It’s 
now been nearly three 
years since Texas began 
using pentobarbital as 
its only capital punish-
ment drug, switching in 
July 2012 after one of the 
chemicals in the previ-
ous three-drug mixture 
no longer was available.

The last 17 Texas exe-
cutions, stretching back 
to September 2013, have 
used compounded pen-
tobarbital, and the last 
nine from compounding 
pharmacies the state 
has refused to identify.

Texas officials have 
insisted the identity 
should remain secret, 
citing a “threat assess-
ment” signed by Texas 

Department of Public 
Safety director Ste-
ven McCraw that says 
pharmacies selling ex-
ecution drugs face “a 
substantial threat of 
physical harm.” Law 
enforcement officials 
have declined to elabo-
rate on the nature of 
those threats.

The U.S. Supreme 
Court, meanwhile, has 
refused to block punish-
ments based on chal-
lenges to secrecy laws. 
However, the high 

court is reviewing Okla-
homa’s lethal injection 
method, resulting in 
a hold on executions 
there, after a punish-
ment using the sedative 
midazolam followed by 
two other drugs went 
awry. Oklahoma law-
makers now are con-
sidering a switch to 

nitrogen gas as the first 
alternative to injection 
while officials in other 
states are considering a 
return to firing squads 
or the electric chair.

News in brief
Democrats denounce GOP 
move aimed at undermining 
nuclear talks with Iran

WASHINGTON (AP) — Democrats in the White 
House and Congress accused 47 GOP senators of 
undermining President Barack Obama in interna-
tional talks to curb Iran’s nuclear program, saying 
that trying to upend diplomatic negotiations was 
tantamount to rushing into war with Tehran.

“The decision to undercut our president and cir-
cumvent our constitutional system offends me as a 
matter of principle,” Vice President Joe Biden said 
in a statement.

In an open letter Monday to the leaders of Iran, Re-
publican lawmakers warned that any nuclear deal 
they cut with Obama could expire the day he walks 
out of the Oval Office. The letter was an aggressive 
attempt to make it more difficult for Obama and 
five world powers to strike an initial agreement by 
the end of March to limit Iran’s nuclear program, 
which Tehran insists is for peaceful purposes.

Republicans worry that Iran is not negotiating in 
good faith and that a deal would be insufficient and 
unenforceable, allowing Iran to eventually become 
a nuclear-armed state. They have made a series of 
proposals to undercut or block it — from requiring 
Senate say-so on any agreement to ordering new 
penalty sanctions against Iran to threats of stron-
ger measures.

The Republicans’ move comes just days after Is-
raeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu spoke 
to a joint meeting of Congress at Republican House 
Speaker John Boehner’s invitation. In his address, 
Netanyahu bluntly warned the United States that a 
deal would pave Iran’s path to a nuclear bomb.

Fallout continues at Univ. of 
Oklahoma over video showing 
racist chant by fraternity members

NORMAN, Okla. (AP) — A racist chant by several 
members of a University of Oklahoma fraternity 
that was caught on video led to outrage from the 
school’s president and the organization’s banish-
ment from campus, but fallout from the incident 

appears far from over.
President David Boren said an investigation 

is underway to determine if some of the students 
could be expelled for violating Title VI of the Civil 
Rights Act, which prohibits racial discrimination. 
The video, which was posted online, shows several 
people on a bus participating in a chant that includ-
ed a racial slur, referenced lynching and indicated 
black students would never be admitted to OU’s 
chapter of Sigma Alpha Epsilon.

“We are also going to look at any individual per-
petrators, particularly those that we think took a 
lead in this kind of activity,” Boren said.

A top high school recruit de-committed from the 
university on Monday after seeing the video. And 
an online fundraiser has been launched to help 
support an African-American cook who worked at 
the fraternity for about a decade.

The incident also had a profound effect on many 
of the roughly 1,400 black students who attend the 
university’s Norman campus.

Clinton ignores email controversy, 
but may address the issue soon

NEW YORK (AP) — Hillary Rodham Clinton 
may soon address her email practices at the State 
Department following a week of scrutiny and few 
signs that it will go away.

The potential 2016 Democratic presidential can-
didate ignored the issue at a forum Monday while 
fellow Democrats urged her to speak out — and pre-
dicted she would — about her decision to conduct 
business while secretary of state in a private email 
account. Republicans are ramping up their atten-
tion on the issue.

Clinton was considering holding a news confer-
ence in New York within days to address the email 
controversy directly, according to a person famil-
iar with her thinking.

The possibility of a news conference was first re-
ported by Politico.

At the White House, spokesman Josh Earnest 
said President Barack Obama indeed knew she was 
using a nongovernment account during her tenure. 
Obama had indicated earlier that he only learned of 
that from recent news reports.

W
ith our scrambled eggs 
halfway between the 
skillet and plates, the 
phone rang.

“It’s a 903 area code,” said Art.  
Thinking it was probably another 
aluminum siding, hearing aid, storm 
windows, or university solicitation, 
we ate breakfast in peace.

About an hour later we 
realized the caller had 
left a message. Asking 
for help with a duck, a 
woman sounded desper-
ate.

When I asked where 
she was located, she 
responded, “In Avenger, 
in the piney woods of 
East Texas. We’re not far 
from Longview.”

After a brief pause, she 
continued by telling me 
a bird was “clear across the state.” A 
ring-necked duck was covered with 
oil and chemicals. Found in a flow-
back containment pond for hydraulic 
fracturing, it was at a drilling site 
outside of Big Lake.

“Papa had to go to the oil fields 
when the economy got so bad two or 
three years ago.” Although her hus-
band was based out of Midland, he 
went wherever the company direct-
ed. Sometimes she had to get a map 
out to see whether he was in Texas or 
New Mexico.

When he had called her to help him 
find someone who works with wild-
life, she had told him to get on the 
Internet. Under wildlife rehabilita-
tion he had found the closest facility 
was South Plains in Lubbock. Since 
he was working 12-hour shifts, he 
had left making contact to her.

Referred to us because we were 
nearer to the duck, the woman said 
her husband would be willing to 
meet someone. Knowing our San 
Angelo contact was closer to Big 
Lake, I called Diane Tracy to see if 
she and her husband, Dale, could 
pick up the bird. This last Sunday 
of February, folks in Lubbock, Big 
Spring, and San Angelo were all try-

ing to get this accomplished before 
a predicted sleet and ice storm pre-
vented the rescue.

In a freezing mist, Diane and Dale 
drove to Big Lake. Fortunately for 
the duck, the woman’s husband had 
bathed it three times with Dawn 
in an attempt to save its life. When 
Diane called later, she said, “It was 
greasy and still smelled!”

After bathing it a fourth time, 
she dried it, wrapped it in towels, 
and placed it on a heating pad. Con-
cerned about its weakened condi-
tion, she didn’t think it would make 
it.

Having thawed tiny brine shrimp 
that she buys in frozen blocks at the 
pet store, Diane said she had man-
aged to get the duck to start drinking 
out of a cup. While we were talking, 
she noticed the duck suddenly stood 
up, ruffled its feathers, wanted more 
to drink, nipped at her finger, and 
started acting like a duck.

Following the advice of Gail Barnes 
in Lubbock, Diane gave a solution 
of charcoal to the bird. Although 
it would absorb hydrocarbons, the 
liquid could not combat all of the 
chemicals that might have been 
swallowed. For its eyes was a saline 
solution used for contact lens.

To its diet, she added small crick-
ets, krill, and minnows. During the 
ensuing days as the bird became 
more energetic, she allowed it to 
exercise briefly in the bathtub.

Eager to swim back and forth, the 
ring-necked duck readily signaled 
when it wanted out of the tub after 
three to four laps. Having lost its 
weatherproofing, it would quickly 
chill and sink if not removed.

Although it was a fairly common 
wintering and diving duck, Gail, 
Diane, and I had never handled one. 
When the woman in East Texas said 
it was a ring-neck, I could only think 
of a dove. Her husband, however, 
had recognized it because he was a 
hunter and had sent a picture of it to 
South Plains. When Gail received his 
email, she knew she had never had 
one brought to the rehab center.

Both male and female ring-necks 
have a peaked rather than a rounded 
look to the back of their heads. The 
rescued male had a purplish-black 
head and neck and two distinctive 
white rings across his black-tipped 
bill. His upper breast, back, rump, 
and tail were also black. After 
numerous baths, the feathers affect-
ed by oil on his underside would 
change from a “yucky-oily color” to a 
light gray.

Only in certain light, or held in 
your hand, does a brownish or chest-
nut collar appear, thus giving the 
duck its common and scientific name 
of ring-necked.

Remaining traces of hydrocarbons 
had lent to an aroma that Diane 
described as “fuel.” Since Gail had a 
duck at South Plains that had more 
than a dozen baths and still smelled, 
Diane anticipated more baths and 
a complete molt, or replacement of 
feathers, before the ring-necked duck 
was releasable. She would also be 
watching for any lingering affects 
from chemicals.

Five days after receiving and work-
ing with the duck, Diane said by 
late afternoon it appeared sluggish. 
In her hands it did not exhibit the 
vibrant energy she had felt earlier in 
the week. Its elimination appeared 
watery. Although it continued to eat, 

it seemed to be slowing down. The 
next morning she discovered the 
ring-necked duck had died during 
the night. 

Even though the man had made an 
apparatus to lift it out of the water, 
the duck had been in the pond for at 
least two hours. Diane surmised it 
had taken days for the bird’s body to 
succumb to the toxins.

She remembered that when she 
had brought it home, the duck had 
been thirsty and drank. Droplets 
that had fallen from its bill had left 
a film or color on the water. Real-
izing it looked like the sheen gaso-
line makes, Diane readily knew her 
attempts to overcome the hydrocar-
bons’ effects on its body might not be 
enough.

Because tissue samples may reveal 
the chemicals encountered, the ring-
necked duck will be analyzed by a 
research facility. The results may 
better equip those who will be trying 
to save wildlife in the future. Unfor-
tunately, for this winter migrant, 
there would be no return to familiar 
waters offered by the Canadian wil-
derness during summer.

Texas Southern im-
posed its own penalty on 
the women’s basketball 
team, withdrawing from 
the Southwestern Ath-
letic Conference tourna-
ment that begins Wednes-
day.

That move Monday 
night came hours before 
the conference handed 
out suspensions for 15 
players involved in the 
bench-clearing fight be-
tween the Lady Tigers 
and Southern on Satur-
day night. It’s believed 
to be one of the biggest 
number of suspensions 
in NCAA women’s bas-
ketball history.

The conference an-
nounced later that seven 
players from Southern 
and eight from Texas 
Southern were suspend-
ed for their roles in the 
skirmish that resulted in 
the contest being ruled a 
double forfeit.

“After deliberate con-
sultation and review with 
our conference office re-
garding the incident that 
transpired on March 7, 
2015, we’ve come to the 
decision that our wom-
en’s basketball team will 
not participate in the up-
coming 2015 SWAC Wom-
en’s Basketball Tourna-
ment, as we would not be 
able to successfully field 

a competitive team due 
to the number of suspen-
sions,” Texas Southern 
Director of Athletics Dr. 
Charles McClelland said 
in release announcing 
the school’s decisiion.

“In addition to the 
multi-game suspensions 
handed down from our 
league office, we will also 
be imposing some addi-
tional measures to ensure 
that our student-athletes 
fully understand the se-
verity of what took place 
on Saturday. With that 
being said, we’re not go-
ing to throw in the towel 
or give up on these young 
ladies.”

Texas Southern play-
ers Toni Cheadle, Dana 
Jones, Miracle Davis, 
Diamonisha Sophus, 
Morgan Simmons, Ash-
ley Ferguson and Alexus 
Johnson were all given 
one game suspensions 
by the conference. Kiana 
Vines received a two-
game suspension.

She was dis-
missed from the Jaguars 
team on Monday.

SWAC suspends 
15 players for fight 
in women’s game
