Local man accused

A 25-year-old Big Spring man remained
in jail this morning waiting on a bond
hearing after his arrested by
Big Spring Police for alleg-
edly shooting his wife.

“What a Difference ;
a Day Makes” was 2
not religious in na- EppY
ture but the phrase PRINCE
has been reverber-

ating in my heart

as I prepare for the

Sunday ahead. In

a few days I will join millions of
Christians around the world to
celebrate one of the greatest days
in human history, Resurrection
Sunday, or Easter as it is more
commonly known.

I realize there are actually sev-
eral days that bear significance
in the Easter story, but the one
victorious day death was con-
quered is the day that made the
greatest difference of all.

In the case of Jesus a few days
made a drastic difference. On
Palm Sunday the people of Israel
welcomed Jesus into Jerusalem
with shouts of Hosanna, and
“Blessed is He who comes in
the name of the Lord.” But only
a few days later many of these
same people were shouting ‘cru-
cify him.” The story never gets
old to those of us who confess a
faith in Jesus Christ because cel-
ebrating His victory over death
is the reason we have hope. The
apostle Paul said, “If only for
this life we have hope in Christ,
we are of all people most to be
pitied.” (1 Corinthians 15:19)

Tony Campolo is well known
for a sermon he preached many
years ago in which he recounts
the story of a time he preached
at his home church in Philadel-
phia. Dr. Campolo felt he had
preached the perfect sermon in
every way and had taken the
congregation to ‘the heights of
glory.” As he sat down beside his
pastor, Dr. Tony patted him on
the knee and simply said, “Top
that.” The older black pastor
looked at him and said, “Boy,
watch the master.” Then Dr.
Campolo recalls for us the very
brilliant message which fol-

lowed.

The following is a short
printed version of the 45 minute
sermon and trust me the printed
version doesn’t do justice to the
original, but you can at least get
an idea what the last part is like.

It was a simple sermon, start-
ing softly, building in volume
and intensity until the entire
congregation was completely
involved, repeating the phrases
in unison. The sermon went
something like this.

It’s Friday. Jesus is arrested in
the garden where He was pray-
ing. But Sunday’s coming.

It’s Friday. The disciples are
hiding and Peter’s denying that
he knows the Lord. But Sunday’s
coming.

It’s Friday. Jesus is standing
before the high priest of Is-
rael, silent as a lamb before the
slaughter. But Sunday’s coming.

It’s Friday. Jesus is beaten,
mocked, and spit upon. But Sun-
day’s coming.

It’s Friday. Those Roman sol-
diers are flogging our Lord with
a leather scourge that has bits of
bones and glass and metal, tear-
ing at his flesh. But Sunday’s
coming.

It’s Friday. The Son of man
stands firm as they press the
crown of thorns down into his
brow. But Sunday’s coming.

It’s Friday. See Him walking to
Calvary, the blood dripping from
His body. See the cross crash-
ing down on His back as He
stumbles beneath the load. It’s
Friday; but Sunday’s a coming.

It’s Friday. See those Roman
soldiers driving the nails into
the feet and hands of my Lord.
Hear my Jesus cry, “Father,
forgive them.” It’s Friday; but
Sunday’s coming.

It’s Friday. Jesus is hanging on
the cross, bloody and dying. But
Sunday’s coming.

It’s Friday. The sky grows
dark, the earth begins to trem-
ble, and He who knew no sin
became sin for us. Holy God who
will not abide with sin pours out
His wrath on that perfect sacri-
ficial lamb who cries out, “My
God, My God. Why hast thou
forsaken me?” What a horrible
cry. But Sunday’s coming.

It’s Friday. And at the mo-
ment of Jesus’ death, the veil
of the Temple that separates
sinful man from Holy God was

torn from the top to the bottom
because Sunday’s coming.

It’s Friday. Jesus is hanging on
the cross, heaven is weeping and
hell is partying. But that’s be-
cause it’s Friday, and they don’t
know it, but Sunday’s a coming.

And on that horrible day 2000
years ago, Jesus the Christ, the
Lord of glory, the only begotten
Son of God, the only perfect man
died on the cross of Calvary. Sa-
tan thought that he had won the
victory. Surely he had destroyed
the Son of God. Finally he had
disproved the prophecy God had
uttered in the Garden and the
one who was to crush his head
had been destroyed. But that was
Friday.

Now it’s Sunday. And just
about dawn on that first day
of the week, there was a great
earthquake. But that wasn’t the
only thing that was shaking
because now it’s Sunday. And
the angel of the Lord is coming
down out of heaven and rolling
the stone away from the door of
the tomb. Yes, it’s Sunday, and
the angel of the Lord is sitting on
that stone and the guards posted
at the tomb to keep the body
from disappearing were shaking
in their boots because it’s Sun-
day, and the lamb that was silent
before the slaughter is now the
resurrected lion from the tribe
of Judah, for He is not here, the
angel says. He is risen indeed.

And the whole congre-
gation responds: But Sunday’s
Coming!

ere’s something
very dangerous
happening in
states across the
country,” Apple chief executive
Tim Cook warned Monday in a
Washington Post opinion piece
against Indiana’s newly passed
Religious Freedom Restoration
Act. It matters not to the corpo-
rate big shot that President Bill
Clinton signed a
federal Religious
Freedom Restora-
tion Act in 1993
(which current
House Minor-
ity Leader Nancy
Pelosi supported)
or that then-
Illinois state Sen.
Barack Obama
voted for a similar
law in 1998.

It was one thing
for Democrats
to support religious freedom
when there was no downside
to standing up for the devout.
Today there could be a cost. An
Indiana baker might refuse to
sell a wedding cake to a same-
sex couple and cite the new law
if the couple were to sue him
or her.

thus has no rights.

Except religious dissenters do
have rights. Last year, the U.S.
Supreme Court recognized that
family-owned corporations have
religious rights. In the 5-4 Hobby
Lobby decision, the big bench
recognized CEO David Green’s
right to get around an Afford-
able Care Act mandate that his
employer-sponsored health plan
offer employees contraceptives
that, Green argued, “risk killing
an embryo.”

Last year, federal court rulings
legalized same-sex marriage in
Indiana.

In a more tolerant world, the
court rulings would leave gay
couples free to marry and reli-
gious dissenters free to not cater
same-sex weddings. Each side
would win the right to be true to
itself.

Indiana Gov. Mike Pence, a
Republican, was no profile in
courage when he appeared Sun-
day on ABC’s “This Week.” Host
George Stephanopoulos repeat-
edly asked Pence whether the
law he signed last week would
allow a florist to refuse to serve
a gay couple at their wedding.
“Yes or no?” Stephanopoulos

asked. Pence would not give a
simple answer — that a florist
could use the new law if a gay
couple were to sue him.

Pence did ask, “Is tolerance a
two-way street or not?” The an-
swer from corporate boardrooms
appears to be “not.”

Pence — who may be think-
ing of running for the White
House himself — obviously sees
powerful forces aligned against
him. Angie’s List announced it
was stopping a major project in
Indianapolis. Salesforce.com
CEO Marc Benioff tweeted, “We
are canceling all programs that
require our customers/employ-
ees to travel to Indiana to face
discrimination.” (The Federal-
ist’s Mollie Hemingway was
amused that Benioff stood up to
Indiana while doing business
with China, a bastion of human
rights abuses.)

“Opposing discrimination
takes courage,” Cook wrote.

He has the Democratic Party,
some Republicans, Hollywood
and CEO-dom on his side — and
they completely outgun true
believers who oppose same-sex
marriage. They’re not standing
up to China; they’re standing
up to Hoosier Christian florists.
They think they’re brave when
they’re rank bullies for whom
it’s not enough to win; they have
to make dissenters buckle.

Their influence has been
in all the highs and lows
of my life.

My Mom came from a
large family. There were
a total of 10 kids, but only
six survived to adulthood.
Three died before the age
of three and one died at 12.
Since I am an only child,
Mom had the smallest fam-
ily of her siblings. Two of
her sisters had six children;
the other sister had five.

Her brothers were more
conservative but not of their
own choice. World War II
interrupted their life; one
brother was killed and the
other developed health prob-

lems that destroyed his life,
so fewer children were born
of their families.

But back to my mom; her
mother died when she was
12. She had to become one of
the caretakers of the home.
They didn’t have much in
the way of financial means,
but they had love and those
that remained had each
other. I guess that taught
my mom a degree of inde-
pendence and made her the
person she was.

My Mom influenced my
life in so many ways; she
was my first teacher. From
her Ilearned how to get
dressed, brush my hair,
brush my teeth and keep my
clothes as neat as possible.
She gave me perseverance
and dedication. A great part
of the everyday guidance
and direction in my life

came from her.

My dad influenced me, too.
He taught me the meaning
of work and being respon-
sible and dependable. He
also taught me to take pride
in what I do — even if it
wasn’t anything great, still
be proud of what it was and
that it was something I did.

And together, my mom and
dad taught me the value of
family, and the idea that we
are there for each other, and
we love each other, but we
must always show respect
and never take advantage of
that relationship.

There have been many
special moments that I have
shared with my parents and
today, as I look back in my
memory at those times, I am
sad that they can no longer
take place, but I rejoice in
those memories.

Those memories and their
influence have created the
person I am today, and I am
so grateful. Through those
memories I have learned
that life is not about finding
myself; life is about creating
myself.

And isn’t it awesome that
even the mere presence of
a person can inspire you in
such a way that it touches
the innermost parts of your
soul? My parents were such
influences; always there,
always touching my life,
continuously contributing,
in silence, to the person I
am today and teaching me,
as in the words of Talmud,

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Foreign adoptions by Americans is lowest mark since 1982

NEW YORK (AP) — The number of foreign chil-
dren adopted by U.S. parents dropped by 9 percent
last year to the lowest level since 1982, according to
new State Department figures.

The department’s report for the 2014 fiscal year
shows 6,441 adoptions from abroad, down from
7,094 in 2013 and about 74 percent below the high of
22,884 in 2004. The number has fallen every year
since then — a trend that has dismayed many adop-
tion advocates in the U.S.

Trish Maskew, chief of the State Department’s
Adoption Division, said it was difficult to predict
when the number of foreign adoptions might start
to rise again after so many years of decline.

“We're trying to identify places where there’s
potential, and work with them to see if we can
improve the process,” Maskew said. “It would be
great to be as powerful as some people think we
are.”

As usual, China accounted for the most children
adopted in the U.S., but its total of 2,040 was down
more than 10 percent from 2013 and far below the
peak of 7,903 in 2005. Since then, China has expand-
ed its domestic adoption program and sought to
curtail the rate of child abandonment.

Ethiopia was second at 716, a sharp drop over a
two-year period from 1,568 adoptions in 2012.
Ethiopian authorities have been trying to place
more abandoned children with relatives or foster
families, and have intensified scrutiny of orphan-

ages to ensure that children placed for adoption are
not part of any improper scheme.

The next three countries on the list showed
increases — 521 children adopted from Ukraine, up
from 438 in 2013; 464 adopted from Haiti, up from
388; and 370 from South Korea, up from 138.

Russia had been No. 3 on the list in 2012, with 748
of its children adopted by Americans, but that
number dropped to 250 for 2013 and to just two in
2014 as an adoption ban imposed by Russia took
effect. The ban served as retaliation for a U.S. law
targeting alleged Russian human-rights violators.

The last time there were fewer foreign adoptions
to the U.S. overall was in 1982, when, according to
U.S. immigration figures, there were 5,749 adop-
tions from abroad.

Chuck Johnson, CEO of the National Council of
Adoption and a critic of State Department adoption
policy, said the department has worked hard to
make international adoption more transparent and
ethical, but has failed to advocate forcefully for
adoption as a viable option for many of the world’s
orphans.

“l want to prevent every instance of fraud,”
Johnson wrote in an email. “But it appears that the
Department of State has taken the view that we
can’t help even eligible children on the often
unsubstantiated fear that a child might be traf-
ficked.”

TV vet takes to sky, dives into sea to help animals

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Not
every veterinarian would call it
paradise.

Scott Sims gets to far-flung
locales in the Hawaiian Islands
by flying a plane he built himself
or by biking, riding an ATV or
swimming to reach sick or
injured animals. He will wrangle
overweight pigs, scuba-dive to
free a sea turtle tangled in a net
and patch up patients in unex-
pected places, operating in a barn
or the back of a truck.

He stars in Nat Geo Wild’s show
“Aloha Vet” that debuted March
21. He treats pets, of course, but
also takes flight or bumps along
Kauai’s lone cross-island road to
help wild animals — something
that sets him apart from other
veterinarians in rural or hard-to-
reach U.S. areas who often travel
to treat livestock or pets.

The 59-year-old vet, who sports
a Hawaiian shirt and a worn-in
hat lined with palm trees, soars
above lush forests and lands on
secluded beaches when he’s not
taking his car — tricked out with
water, refrigeration and X-ray
capabilities —to treat animals.

In the first episode, Sims flies
to Molokai to help a dog with a
broken leg, which he thinks he
can save despite another vet’s
recommendation to amputate.
He also treats a runaway horse

that got a large gash on its leg
after falling into a river and mak-
ing it through rapids and over
rocks. Finally, Sims meets a pig
for a manicure because its
unkempt hooves threaten to out-
grow it.

In the second episode, Sims
pulls a horse’s cracked tooth,
examines an endangered coot
and checks on a portly pig that’s
blind from extra skin covering
its eyes. Sims later removes the
excess flesh so the pig can see
again. This week, he treats a goat
with constipation.

Sims started his adventure by
moving his practice from
California to Hawaii in 2001.

“I came here on vacation and
fell in love with the beauty and
warmth and clean air and every-
thing else that is so spectacular
in Hawaii,” Sims said.

The other animal clinics on the
571-square-mile island of Kauai
are only for pets and don’t make
house calls, while Sims covers
any animal, any size, anywhere,
said Penny Cistaro, executive
director of the Kauai Humane
Society.

“He has a genuine heart for the
animals. He puts them first,”
Cistaro said. “He doesn’t think
anything of flying. It’s all in a
day’s work.”

The vet spends half his time at
his home clinic and the other

half in the air or on the road — in
often time-consuming trips. The
lone road across Kauai is one
lane each way and takes 2—hours
to cross, Cistaro said.

Plus, his plane is hardly a jet.
Sims says he made the two-seat
propeller plane, a dynamic WT9,
from a kit.

His efforts get a “mahalo” from
clients such as Katja Langholv,
who visited Sims’ home clinic so
he could help her cat with an eye
problem. Langholv, who has
eight cats, three dogs, three cock-
atiels and eight horses, has had
Sims treat most of her animals.

“He always gives his all and
you can call on him anytime for
anything,” she said.

Despite the tough conditions,
happy endings far outnumber
the sad ones, Sims said.

The horse he rescued from the
riverbank in the March 28 show
was one of his best memories, he
said. The animal was left to a
woman by her deceased soul
mate, so she was very attached,
Sims said.

“It’s just amazing the horse
lived through this ordeal,” Sims
said. “We were able to get down
there and put a sling under the
horse and lift him up with a big
crane. He’s doing just great
now.”

years, including Vietnam, Cambodia, Guatemala
and Nepal.

The Cambodian government has expressed inter-
est in resuming international adoptions, but U.S.
officials say more improvements are needed in
Cambodia’s child-protection policies.

Maskew said some adoptions are expected to be
completed soon from Vietnam under a new, limited
program involving children with special needs.

She said Guatemalan and U.S. officials were try-
ing to complete the last batch of adoption cases —
about 14 — that were pending when adoptions from
Guatemala were suspended in 2007. Guatemala
was once a top source of adopted children for U.S.
couples, with more than 4,000 babies adopted each
year.

Maskew said it was unclear when Guatemala
would be ready to start processing new foreign
adoption cases.

The State Department reported that 92 American
children were adopted by residents of foreign
countries last year —46 of them went to Canada
and 27 to the Netherlands.

40 YEARS OF SMILES
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NEW YORK (AP) —
When it comes to
Passover, Seder is hard-
ly just for Jews at Lee
Nelson’s house.

In fact, Jews are usu-
ally outnumbered.

Her daughter brought
along a Muslim she was
seeing last year, and
Nelson loves it when
two particular non-Jew-
ish friends round out
her dozen or so guests.
They’re the ones who
are bringing the brisket
this year, and they’ve
become expert at mak-
ing charoset, symboliz-
ing the mud the
Israelites used forbricks
whentheywereenslaved
in Egypt.

Nelson, a social media
manager in Wyndmoor,
Pennsylvania, is a non-
affiliated Jew who fol-
lows some Buddhist
teachings. In her house
and many other Jewish
homes, gentiles are
more than welcome at
Seder to munch matzo,
sip the traditional four
glasses of wine and open
the door for the prophet
Elijah.

“It’s about freedom
and it’s about freedom
for everybody,” Nelson
said. “And you define
that freedom however
you want to define it.”

In the swanky beach
town of East Hampton,
the Rev. Msgr. Donald
M. Hanson’s Roman
Catholic congregation
swells to about 1,700
families during the sum-
mer months, but he
works regularly on
interfaith projects for
his year-round parish-
ioners of Hispanics,
middle-class residents
and retirees.

Last year, he asked
Rabbi Sheldon
Zimmerman to organize
a traditional Seder at
his Most Holy Trinity
Parish so his flock could
experience Passover for
themselves. About 250
people, Jews and
Christians, attended.
The evening’s music
included a cantor and
the traditional Passover
song “Dayenu.”

“We got a Kkosher
caterer and we paired it
up so that the tables
would be evenly
Christian and Jewish,”
Hanson said. “I wanted
my people to understand
the Jewish character of
it, but in understanding
the Jewish character of
it, they have the founda-
tion now to better under-
stand the Christian take
on it.”

Welcoming gentiles
for Seder isn’t new to
Zimmerman, whose
ranks at his Jewish
Center of the Hamptons

also rise with affluent
weekend and summer
residents. He and his
wife have been welcom-
ing gentiles for Seder
for 53 years.

“We would have more
Christians this year but
the Seders are on Easter
weekend. All of the
Christians are busy
with their own fami-
lies,” said the 73-year-
old rabbi of Passover’s
start the night of April
3.

“There was a time 70
years ago, 80 years ago,
when you didn’t invite
Christians to your
Seder. There wasn’t that
openness in America,
but people want to know
and want to learn now.
It’s a way to understand
the Jewishness of
Jesus,” Zimmerman
said.

Or to embrace other
struggles against
oppression.

Gwen Ragsdale, co-
founder and curator of
exhibits at the Lest We
Forget Black Holocaust
Museum of Slavery in
Philadelphia, was a col-
lege student during the
black civil rights era of
the 1960s. Until recent-
ly, she was unaware of
the story of the Freedom
Seder, held April 4, 1969,
in the basement of a
black church in
Washington, D.C., on
the third night of
Passover, which fell
that year on the anni-
versary of the assassi-
nation of Martin Luther
King Jr.

About 800 people, half
of them Jews and the
rest black and white
Christians, attended the
event organized by com-
munity leaders and
clergy. Three years ago,
the National Museum of
American Jewish
History in Philadelphia
revived Freedom Seder,
dubbing the event
Freedom Seder
Revisited. Ragsdale was
among the museum’s
250 guests for this year’s
meal March 25.

“It’s an evening of sto-
ries and performances
punctuated by these lit-
tle ritual Passover
moments,” said Emily
August, director of pub-
lic programs for the
museum. “The Exodus
narrative is replaced by
these stories, these per-

sonal journeys.”
One of the evening’s
storytellers was a

woman who journeyed
to the U.S. from India.
“She was here as an
(undocumented) immi-
grant in her 20s as a col-
lege student, and she
told this story for the

first time publicly of her
deportation hearing. It
was incredibly power-
ful,” August said.

Jewish Passover ritu-
als were explained as
the night progressed.
Bitter herbs, horserad-
ish, charoset and matzo
were used. “There was

Ragsdale was moved.
She recalled a black
woman who spoke of
her realization in her
corporate job that “she
was hired only because
she was black and filled
a criteria when in fact
she really wasn’t quali-
fied to give them what
they were expecting of
her.”

Ragsdale’s husband,
Joe, has been collecting
slave artifacts for 50
years. They have a tour-
ing exhibit they roll out
regularly, including at
predominantly white
schools, as a way to
bring slavery alive emo-
tionally “in much the
same way Jewish com-
munities want people to
understandtheiroppres-
sion and how their
oppression is very much
a part of their being,
who they are and why
we are the way we are.”

In addition to black
gentiles like Ragsdale,
Freedom SederRevisited
drew guests from a vari-
ety of faiths: Islam,
Catholic and Protestant
among them.

Reform Rabbi David
Gelfand of Temple Israel
in Manhattan grew up
in Scranton,
Pennsylvania, “in a
synagogue where every
year black and white,
Christian and Jew were
all welcomed into the

Seder.”

“The concept of wel-
coming strangers is
inherently part of the
Seder,” he said, recall-
ing the Tibetan monk
he once invited for his
family Seder years ago.

“I asked him to talk
about what freedom

Iran nuclear negotiators resume
talks after crashing through March

deadline for deal

LAUSANNE, Switzerland (AP) — Iran nuclear
negotiators resumed talks here Wednesday, just
hours after abandoning a March 31 deadline to
reach the outline of a deal and agreeing to press
on. However, as the discussions dragged on, three
of the six foreign ministers involved left the talks,
and prospects for agreement remained uncertain.

Claiming enough progress had been made to war-
rant an extension after six days of intense barter-
ing and eager to avoid a collapse in the discussions,
U.S. Secretary of State John Kerry and his British
and German counterparts huddled with Iranian
Foreign Minister Mohammed Javad Zarif in the
Swiss town of Lausanne to continue a marathon ef-
fort to bridge still significant gaps and hammer out
details of a framework accord.

The foreign ministers of China, France and Rus-
sia all departed Lausanne overnight, although the
significance of their absence was not clear.

The remaining ministers and the Chinese,
French and Russian officials left behind are look-
ing to reach understandings that would form the
basis for a comprehensive agreement to be reached
by the end of June.

Hollywood Hills home

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Andrew Getty, among the
heirs in a family whose name is synonymous with
elite American wealth, was found dead in his Hol-
lywood Hills home from was most likely natural
causes or an accident, authorities and family mem-
bers said.

Neither the coroner nor police had officially iden-
tified the man, but a statement from 47-year-old An-
drew Getty’s parents, Ann and Gordon Getty, con-
firmed it was him.

Gordon Getty is the San Francisco billionaire sci-
on of the late J. Paul Getty, whose oil fortune made
his family among the richest in U.S. history.

Andrew Getty’s death appeared to be from natu-
ral causes, Los Angeles County coroner’s Assis-
tant Chief Ed Winter said, but it has been initially
called an accident because of medication found at
the scene. He said coroner’s officials need to await
the results of further examination and toxicology
tests, which could take up to 10 weeks to process.

Interior minister says Iraqi forces
will recapture Tikrit from Islamic

State within ‘hours’

BAGHDAD (AP) — Iraq’s interior minister says
security forces are battling the last remaining pock-
ets of Islamic State militants in Tikrit and that he
expects them to gain full control of the city “within
the coming hours.”

The minister, Mohammed Salem al-Ghabban,
says the objective now is to free Tikrit and restore
normalcy as quickly as possible. He says the gov-
ernment will help displaced residents return and
that a civil defense unit will be combing the city for
roadside bombs and car bombs.

Al-Ghabban spoke from the front-lines in Tikrit
on Wednesday, a day after troops reached city cen-
ter.

Iraqi forces launched the operation to recapture
Saddam Hussein’s hometown on March 2. The U.S.
launched airstrikes on the embattled city last week
at the request of the Iraqi government.

Religious freedom debate
highlights GOP divisions, social

issues as 2016 primary begins

WASHINGTON (AP) — It is a debate many Re-
publicans hoped to avoid.

But as the backlash intensifies over a so-called
religious freedom law in Indiana, the GOP’s lead-
ing White House contenders have been drawn into
a messy clash that highlights the party’s strong
opposition to same-sex marriage and threatens to
inject social issues into the early stages of the 2016
presidential primary season.

The debate has also energized Democrats nation-
wide while exposing sharp divisions between Re-
publicans and local business leaders who oppose a
law that critics say allows business owners to deny
services to same-sex couples on religious grounds.

said in a Tuesday press conference. He called for a
legislative fix to address what he called a percep-
tion problem just five days after signing the bill
into law.

It is also a critical
time for the Republican Party, which has recently
played down its opposition to abortion rights and
same-sex marriage to help attract more women and
younger voters before the next presidential elec-
tion.

Lufthansa executives visit
French Alps crash site amid

questions about co-pilot

SEYNE-LES-ALPES, France (AP) — Lufthansa’s
chief executive said Wednesday it will take “a long,
long time” to understand what led to a deadly crash
in the Alps last week — but refused to say what the
airline knew about the mental health of the co-pilot
suspected of deliberately destroying the plane.

Lufthansa CEO Carsten Spohr and the head of
its low-cost airline Germanwings, Thomas Win-
kelmann, were visiting the crash area Wednesday
amid mounting questions about how much the air-
lines knew about co-pilot Andreas Lubitz’s psycho-
logical state and why they haven’t released more
information about it.

The two men lay flowers and then stood silently
facing a stone monument to the plane’s 150 victims.
The monument looks toward the mountains where
the Germanwings A320 crashed and shattered into
thousands of pieces March 24 and bears a memo-
rial message in German, Spanish, French and Eng-
lish.

Spohr said the airline is “learning more every
day” about what might have led to the crash but “it
will take a long, long time to understand how this
could happen.”

Palestinians hope joining
International Criminal Court will

give it more leverage on Israel

RAMALLAH, West Bank (AP) — The Palestin-
ians formally joined the International Criminal
Court on Wednesday, as part of a broader effort to
put international pressure on Israel and exact a
higher price for its occupation of lands sought for a
Palestinian state.

Beyond seeking war crimes charges against Is-
rael at the court, the Palestinians want the U.N.
Security Council to set a deadline for an Israeli
troop withdrawal and hope for new momentum of
a Palestinian-led international movement of boy-
cott, divestment and sanctions.

The atmosphere seems ripe for international in-
tervention after recently re-elected Israeli Prime
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu startled the world
with a pledge to voters, since withdrawn, that he
would not allow a Palestinian state to be estab-
lished.

But a legal and diplomatic showdown isn’t in-
evitable as aides say

Ukraine.

pink pineapples, purple tomatoes

WASHINGTON (AP) — Cancer-fighting pink
pineapples, heart-healthy purple tomatoes and less
fatty vegetable oils may someday be on grocery
shelves alongside more traditional products.

These genetically engineered foods could receive
government approval in the coming years, follow-
ing the OK given recently given to apples that don’t
brown and potatoes that don’t bruise.

The companies and scientists that have created
these foods are hoping that customers will be at-
tracted to the health benefits and convenience and
overlook any concerns about genetic engineering.

“I think once people see more of the benefits they
will become more accepting of the technology,”
says Michael Firko, who oversees the Agriculture
Department’s regulation of genetically modified or-
ganisms, or GMOs.

Spurs
stay hot,
pull away
from Heat

MIAMI (AP) — Something about
the Miami Heat brings out the best
in Kawhi Leonard.

And with the playoffs looming, the
NBA champions might be peaking.

Leonard had 22 points, nine re-
bounds and four steals, Tony Parker
added 16 points in his 1,000th NBA
game, and the San Antonio Spurs
beat the Heat 95-81 on Tuesday
night.

“We played good D,” Spurs coach
Gregg Popovich said after his team’s
fourth straight win, holding op-
ponents under 92 points in each of
those games.

Leonard was NBA Finals MVP last
year against Miami, and has scored
at least 20 points on at least 53 per-
cent shooting in each of his last five
games against the Heat. He excelled
on both ends Tuesday, helping hold
Dwyane Wade to a 6-for-20 shooting
night.

“He has a way of knocking it
all sideways,” Heat coach Erik
Spoelstra said. “Four steals, it felt
like 10.”

Tim Duncan had 12 points and 11
rebounds for San Antonio, which
went 12-3 in March — the league’s
second-best record behind only
Golden State. Boris Diaw scored 11
points.

Goran Dragic had 19 points and
Wade added 15 for Miami. Hassan
Whiteside returned from a three-
game absence because of a lacerated
hand and scored 10 points.

It was Parker’s 718th win in his
1,000 games. That’s the best winning
percentage in league history with
that many games played.

Today's  Highlight in
History:

On April 1, 1945, American
forces launched the amphibi-
ous invasion of Okinawa dur-
ing World War II.
