partment, $6,235 for a back hoe
payment, and $4,500 for the fire

ter a survey revealed a need for
education about drugs and alcohol.

In 1985 the staff at Central
Plains MH/MR conducted a survey
of teachers, doctors, lawyers, judg-
es, police officers and hundreds of
other people in nine area counties
including Castro.

"Through the survey, we found
out people wanted services for the
youth, with an emphasis on drug
and alcohol prevention," said
Rhonda Wilkins, supervisor of
ASAP and YSAPP.

"When we found out what was
needed for the area, we began
applying for grants. On Sept. 1,
1987, we received a $70,000 grant
from the Texas Commission on
Alcohol and Drug Abuse (TCA-
DA). With these funds we started
up ASAP," Wilkins said.

ASAP, the first of the two pro-
grams to be implemented in this
area, is designed to help youth
between the ages of 12 and 18 and
is featured in Hale, Lamb, Parmer
and Castro counties. It is geared

toward "prevention and interven-
tion" rather than a "treatment” pro-
gram, and the MH/MR staff works
with "kids that are high risk,” she
said. The "high nisk" kids do not
yet have serious drug or alcohol-
related problems, but the potential
for those problems does exist, she
explained.

“For the fiscal year beginning
Sept. 1, 1988, we received another
$140,000 grant, so we could also
expand the program to include
Floyd County," Wilkins said.

The group continued its efforts
toward obtaining additional funds,
in hopes of starting a program to
work with younger children, and
were able to form the YSAPP
program this year. The agency re-
ceived a $102,000 grant through
the Dept. of Education under the
Drug-Free Schools program to fund
a prevention program for students
in kindergarten through eighth
grades.

"With these funds we will be
offering the YSAPP program in
Parmer, Castro and Hale counties.
We decide where we’ll provide the
services by looking at the need in a
particular county, the relationship
we have with the schools and how
the county is utilizing current pro-
grams available to local people,”
Wilkins said.

The three major components of
the programs are counseling, edu-
cation and alternative services, ac-
cording to Judy Ichtertz, educa-
tion/alternatives counselor who will
be working with the programs in
Dimmitt and Friona.

"With YSAPP we’re hoping to
target younger kids. ASAP goes for
older high school kids, about so-
phomore age," Ichtertz revealed.
"The drug and alcohol education
for ASAP and YSAPP will be
offered to registered clients and
their guests after school. The alter-
native services will be offered after
school."

The counseling component is
family-based therapy—getting the
whole family involved, not just the
adolescent or youth.

All registered clients of the pro-
gram participate in intervention

counseling. Those individuals who
require treatment, detoxification or

more intensive services are referred
1o an appropriate source for assis-

tance.

"The education component in-
volves some alcohol and drug edu-
cation, or use and misuse of drugs,
but it focuses mainly on positive
peer pressure, coping skills, deci-
sion - making skills and self - es-
teem," Wilkins said.

The drug/alcohol education com-
ponent 1s a six-week course, made
up of six one- hour sessions. The
course is designed to increase
awareness of drugs and alcohol and
reduce the risk of experimentation
and/or abuse; to assist individuals
in developing skills for avoiding
drugs; and to facilitate the develop-
ment of decision - making skills,
stress management and conflict re-
solution,

"Alternative services are com-
munity-based activities where the
registered clients have an opportu-
nity to use the skills they acquire
through education,” Ichtertz said.

This component features a
youth-sponsored activity group that
provides weekly events. Each acti-
vity is designed to promote self-
competency skills and to provide
positive substance-free experiences.

Individuals who are registered as
"formal clients" are required to
participate in all three components
of the program; however, participa-
tion in education and alternative
services is not limited for to clients.
YSAPP staffers currently provide
drug/alcohol education to all secon-
dary schools in three communities.
The majority of those in this pro-
gram do not participate in other
YSAPP components and are not
formally registered as clients of the
program.

The group’s organizers will meet
with the school boards in the coun-
ty and plan to offer the education
component to two grades in the
local elementary schools—proba-
bly the third and fifth grades.

"By offering it in the same
grades each year, we will be able to
hit every child that comes through
the school system," Ichtertz said.
"Hopefully, we can make a differ-
ence!”

The slogan on the new Texas
license plates won’'t be "The
Friendship State." Instead, it will be
“Texas, the Savings and Loan Star
State," Sen. Teel Bivins joked as he
started his public "town hall" meet-
ing in Dimmitt’s city hall Friday.

Sen. Bivins gave a public report
on the major issues which the
Texas Legislature dealt with during
its regular biennial session and spe-
cial session this year.

Twenty-three local residents at-
tended the meeting.

Regarding the controversial Pub-
lic Education Finance Bill — in
which the Legislature raised teach-
er salaries over the next two years
but failed to appropriate the money
for the raises, throwing the finan-
cial burden to local school districts
—Sen. Bivins explained that he
fought against and voted against
the bill.

He said he had introduced a
school finance bill "which I thought
would have been equitable," and
that the bills adopted by the Senate
and House were referred to a con-
ference committee to have their
differences ironed out.

But he said the bill that came out
of the conference committee on the
last day of the session "bore no
resemblance” to either of the two
earlier bills.

"The bill that came out (of the
conference committee) heavily fa-
vored the Rio Grande Valley
school districts . ..and mandated
increases in teacher pay,” he said.
"I feel like if we are going to do
that, we should appropriate the
money for it.

"On the last night of the session,
I stood on the floor and made these
points, but my view did not pre-
vail," he said. "I felt badly about
that, but I was not able to convince
my fellow members in the Senate."

He said the Panhandle "fared
pretty well” in the regular session,
and attributed that partly to a team
approach taken by the elected rep-
resentatives from this area. He ex-
plained that he and Sen. Dick
Waterfield of Canadian had weekly
breakfasts during the session with

the Panhandle’s five state represen-
tatives to work out strategies which

they felt would benefit the Pan-
handle as a whole.

He said he also was pleased that
for the first ime in the last four
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sessions, the Legislature lived with-
in its means by instituting no new
taxes and letting the temporary
ones expire.

"No one even wanted to refer to
the ‘T’ word," he said.

One of the major issues this year,
he said, is "the criminal justice
crisis." He reported that the Legis-
lature had authorized 50,000 new
prison beds, and decided on general
obligation bonds as a means of
financing them.

"You’ll get to vote on it," he
said.

On the issue of rural medical
service, he said, "On the Medicaid
program, we changed the provi-
sions to give small hospitals direct
reimbursement rather than using the
controversial DRG (diagnostically
related groups) formula" of reim-
bursement, he said.

Rural hospitals have been fight-
ing the DRG approach, which paid

them less for the same services to
Medicaid patients than it paid to
metropolitan hospitals.

As to the Legislature’s failure to
enact reform of the state’s Work-
er's Compensation Act, Sen. Bivins
said, "There’s no other way to
grade the Legislature except give
them an ‘F’ on that issue. He said
the Texas Trial Lawyers Associa-
tion—"without a doubt the stron-
gest lobby in the state"—blocked
the reform efforts.

He said he expected Gov. Cle-
ments to call another special ses-
sion on Worker’s Compensation.

During a question-answer Sses-
sion, the state government drew
sharp criticism from two in the
audience.

"The Texas Dept. of Agriculture
has greatly raised its rates on
scales, to get the operating money
that the Legislature didn’t appro-
priate them," said Bill Clark, gener-
al manager of Dimmitt Agri In-
dustries.

"You say the Legislature got by
without raising taxes, but let’s call
a spade a spade," Clark said. "Why
are the businesses being forced to
pay the money to support an agen-
cy that should be funded by taxes,
if the agency is beneficial? We're
getting tired of the people in Wash-
ington and Austin telling us what

they’re doing for us and make us
pay for it."

Sen. Bivins said that the new
scale fees represent "a rifle ap-
proach vs. a shotgun approach" to
financing—a "user fee" type of
charge.
