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Improvement plans focus of BSISD public hearings Thursday

A public hearing to dis-
cuss how Big Spring ISD will 
be improving academics in 
three elementary schools 
and the district as a whole 
is on tap when trustees meet 
Thursday.

“At the public hearing, 
the following Targeted Im-
provement Plans (TIP) will 

be shared,” said George Ban-
croft, Big Spring ISD commu-
nity relations coordinator. 
“If you would like to preview 
these plans ahead of time, pa-
per copies may be obtained at 
the district office at 708 East 
11th Place.”

The targeted plans to be 
discussed are for the district 
as a whole, Goliad Elemen-
tary, Marcy Elementary and 
Washington Elementary. 

In August, Big Spring ISD 
received a “met standards” 
rating from the Texas Educa-
tion Agency, the first time in 
several years the district as a 
whole has been found not to 
be a low-performing academ-
ic school system. 

However, the district con-
tinues to remain in accred-
ited-warned status although 
district officials believe TEA 
will lift that designation when 

it reviews the school district 
accreditation in March 2016. 

Trustees will meet at 5:15 
p.m. Thursday in the high 
school boardroom, 707 11th 
Place.

In other business, trustees 
are expected to consider ap-
proval of:

• Targeted Improvement 
Plans for the district, Goliad, 
Marcy and Washington el-
ementariness.

• The Howard County Ap-
praisal District budget.

• Class size waivers applica-
tions to TEA. This will allow 
some schools to exceed the 
TEA class-size limit.

• Changes in some local 
board policies. 

• Textbook adoption for the 
2015-2016 school year.

• Changing annualized sal-
ary.

• Personnel matters.

On Thursday, decommissioned 
military vehicles will be processing 
down Third Street, but don’t worry, 
the government is not invading Big 
Spring just yet.

On Thursday, the Military Ve-
hicle Preservation Association’s 
Bankhead Highway convoy will be 
rambling in on its way to the Han-
gar 25 Air Museum for a stop. 

“The convoy will be passing 
through with as many as 65 private-
ly owned Historic Military Vehicles 
(HMVs), the convoy will include 
motorcycles, jeeps and large car-
go trucks ranging in age from the 
WWI era to those just released from 
armed forces inventories,” said 
Hayley Lewis, Big Spring Conven-
tion and Bureau tourism director.  
“The Military Vehicle Preservation 
Association will be conducting a 
95th Anniversary Convoy that will 
retrace the original 1920 Transcon-
tinental Motor Convoy route along 
the historical Bankhead Highway.”

The Bankhead Highway was the 
first intercontinental, all weather 
highway built at the turn of the last 
century. The movement that birthed 
the Bankhead Highway would trans-
form the country’s transportation 
system. According to Dan L. Smith, 
author of “Texas Highway No. 1,” 
a book about the old highway, the

Martinez, director of the 
Northside Community 
Center and Virginia Na-
tividad, administration 
assistant.

The press release 
states that the NCC is a 
longtime partner in TXU 
Energy Aid, the largest 
bill-payment assistance 
program among compet-
itive electricity provid-
ers in the country. TXU 
Energy serves the retail 
electricity needs of more 
Texans than any other 
provider.

Some of the energy 
saving tips provided 
during the presentation 
are:

• Heating and cooling 
tips include keeping 
HVAC systems tuned, 

sealing homes with 
better insulation, us-
ing ceiling fans to push 
cool air during the sum-
mer and warm air back 
down during the winter, 
using space heater and 
window units for the 
most used part of the 
house and minimal use 
of the HVAC.

• Water heating tips 
include using less wa-
ter but replacing older 
shower heads with new-
er more conservative 
shower heads and turn-
ing the water heater to 
120 degrees instead of 
140 degrees so less en-
ergy is used to heat the 
water.

• Use natural light in-
stead of overhead lights, 
use lamps to light a cen-
tralized area instead 
of ceiling lights and 
use CFL (compact fluo-

rescent lights) or LED 
(light-emitting diodes) 
to reduce energy used 
by lighting.

• Appliances can use 
a lot of extra energy, 
so make sure that you 
know what you want 
out of the fridge/freezer 
before opening the door, 
clean the coils on the 
refrigerator and set the 
temperature between 37 
degrees and 40 degrees. 
Consider washing all 
clothes in cold or warm 
water instead of hot to 
keep from heating ex-
tra water during laun-
dry washing and utilize 
dryer’s moisture sensor 
to keep from over dry-
ing clothes.

Bankhead Highway ran 
through Big Spring en-
tering through what is 
now known as Midway 
Road through Third and 
then out through Fourth 
Street. 

“The military convoy 
will be driving down 
Third Street and the 
public is encouraged to 
come out and show their 
support for the convoy 

with American flags be-
fore the convoy stops for 
their morning break at 
the Hangar 25 Air Mu-
seum at 10 a.m.,” Lewis 
said. “Residents are 
invited to the Hangar 
25 Air Museum to view 
the vehicles and see the 
convoy before they con-
tinue along with the rest 
of their trip.”

According to informa-
tion provided by Lewis, 
in 1920 the US Army 
conducted a motor con-
voy of various military 
vehicles across the 

country on the newly 
formed Bankhead High-
way. The Army was 
determined to further 
their understanding of 
the practicality of mo-
torized transport and its 
place in the US Army.  

The 1920 route began 
at the White House, in 
Washington, DC, and 
ended at Balboa Park, 
in San Diego, Calif. — 
some 3,300 miles and 
116 days later.

Change is in the air 
for the Howard County 
Library.

Hollis McCright, di-
rector of the library, 
says that E-books are 
going to be available in 
a few months.

The library will pur-
chase the books and pa-
trons can check them 
out as they would any 
other item from the li-
brary.

The library will be part 
of the West Texas Digi-

tal Consortium and will 
purchase some books 
that will have unlimited 
downloads available, 
while some titles will be 
limited.

“Some of the books we 
are looking at can only 
be downloaded a certain 
number of times before 
we no longer have that 
title anymore. It might 
be 30 checkouts and, 
poof, it is gone,” said 
McCright. “It will be 
checked out for three 
weeks and can be re-
newed twice.”

The library will be 
adding E-books titles 
that will include fiction, 
biographies, best sellers 
and maybe even some 
classics. 

“We will be handing 
out instructions for 
compatible devices to 
make it easier,” said 
McCright.

Through the E-book 
check out, the books 
may be downloaded to 
phones, book readers, 
tablets and any device 
with a book program on 
it.

The Howard County

who ignored multiple warn-
ing signs and drove straight 
into a flooded intersection in 
South Carolina. He floated away 
and had to be rescued. There’s 
something in our psychological 
DNA wiring that screams for 
independence and control, many 
times at the expense of safety or 
common sense. 

Warning signs and labels are 
everywhere. Many factors are 
conspiring to fill the world with 
more injunctions against our 
desired behavior. Daily life is 
increasing in complexity while 
technology continually invents 
more powerful machines, drugs 
and chemicals. Moreover, the 
cost of injury and insurance as 
well as accompanying litigation 
is spiraling upward rapidly. As a 
result, failures of warning com-
pliance cause costly social and 
economic impact.

Unfortunately, warnings often 
fail to change people’s behav-
ior. Either the warning goes 
unnoticed, or, as increasingly 
happens, the warning is seen 
but ignored. People who see a 
warning must decide whether or 
not to comply. However, “warn-
ing viewers” (people for whom 
the warning is intended) are not 
blanks slates but rather start 
with a mental model containing 
three components. 

First, the viewer has general 
knowledge about the world and 
how it works. Second, he/she 
has a set of beliefs and expecta-
tions based on experience with 
the same or similar environ-
ment, product or technology. 
Lastly, the viewer enters the 
situation with a goal and strat-
egy for achieving that goal. The 
goal can be specific (“I want to 
arrive at my destination as soon 
as possible”) or more diffuse (“I 
want to feel good about myself”). 
Understanding what the viewer 
“brings to the table” is critical 
for creating effective warnings.

One of the ironies of warnings 
is that the more experienced and 

skilled the viewer, the stronger 
the familiarization effect and 
the more likely that the warning 
will be ignored. For example, 
diving team members are the 
most likely people to ignore “no 
diving” signs. 

Studies have found similar 
results across a wide variety of 
products, including, automo-
biles, computers, power tools 
and other consumer devices. 
Not only are such people likely 
to less likely to heed warnings, 
they are less likely to even no-
tice them - familiarization also 
reduces warning conspicuity 
and salience.

A tragic example of this prin-
ciple was in the headlines just 
this week. When the cargo ship 
El Faro left Jacksonville for its 
regular run to Puerto Rico, its 
owners considered a tropical 
storm named Joaquin drifting 
near the Bahamas nothing that 
the rugged 790-foot vessel and 
its experienced 33-member crew 
couldn’t handle.

The forecast changed as soon 
as the massive ship set sail 
but its course — the shortest, 
straightest shot across the Atlan-
tic to offload containers — never 
did.

In the face of increasingly 
ominous warnings about Hurri-
cane Joaquin from the National 
Hurricane Center, tracking data 
shows that the El Faro steered 
almost directly into the strength-
ening eye of a major hurricane, 
a decision that appears to have 
contributed to one of the worst 
cargo-ship accidents off the U.S. 
coast in decades.

On Monday, the U.S Coast 
Guard confirmed the worst fears 
of families awaiting word in the 
ship’s homeport of Jacksonville: 
The massive ship, missing since 
a last communication Thursday, 
sank. Its hull spewed so much 
Styrofoam packing debris from 
within its bowels that a Coast 
Guard officer said the waters off 
the Bahamas resembled a golf 
course driving range dotted with 
balls.

One corpse was found Sunday 
night, as well as an empty and 
badly damaged 43-seat lifeboat. 
There were unidentifiable hu-
man remains inside a “survival 
suit,” which helps crew mem-
bers float and avoid hypotherm-
ia.

While much remained unclear, 
some commercial shipping ex-
perts said federal investigators, 
who will produce the final report 
on the El Faro’s fate, will almost 
certainly focus on the call to risk 
navigating through a hurricane 
rather than the captain or com-
pany deciding to take the safer, 
but longer route down along the 

more protected Florida coast. 
Somebody made the fatal call to 
ignore all the warnings and take 
a chance and many lives were 
lost.

A number of factors, including 
complacency and apathy, can 
be blamed for citizens’ failure to 
heed disaster warnings, accord-
ing to recent research from the 
University at Buffalo School of 
Management. The researchers 
found that past personal experi-
ence in “riding out” storms can 
lead people to feel complacent 
when receiving emergency 
warnings. On the other hand, 
previous warnings that proved 
to be false can result in apathetic 
responses when another warn-
ing occurs. Post-disaster surveys 
also showed that many people 
lacked awareness about how 
serious the situation was when 
warnings happened.

The problem may be simple 
to understand but difficult to 
resolve. For instance, why do 
people ignore public warnings 
and advertisements on the dan-
gers of bad habits like smoking, 
drinking alcohol, overeating and 
stressing out even though they 
know that they contribute to bad 
health? 

In two of the recent case stud-
ies that asked the people to rate 
the danger of various types of 
risks including lifestyle habits, 
it was clear that they understood 
what types of behavior are the 
riskiest, but that knowledge 
wasn’t enough to motivate them 
to change their ways, said Dr. 
Cindy Jardine, an assistant pro-
fessor of rural sociology at the 
University of Alberta in Edmon-
ton, Canada. 

“The results showed that in 
fact, people have a very realistic 
understanding of the various 
risks in their lives. We as risk 
communicators--scientists, 
academics, and government 
agencies have to get beyond the 
thought of ‘If they only under-
stood the facts, they’d change.’ 
They do understand the facts, 
but we need to look at other fac-
tors we haven’t been looking at 
before.”

Lifestyle habits like cigarette 
smoking, stress and sun-tanning 
continually rank as life-threat-
ening destructive actions in 
nationwide studies, yet people 
many times fail to change until 
it’s too late.

After America learned of 
the latest mass shoot-
ing at an 
Oregon 

community col-
lege, President 
Barack Obama 
delivered remarks 
in which he 
lamented the loss 
of good, innocent 
people and then 
added: “Somehow 
this has become 
routine. ... We’ve 
become numb to 
this.” By the next 
day, Obama had a remedy: “Be a 
single-issue voter.”

If you want to stop mass 
shootings, Obama argued, don’t 
vote for candidates who oppose 
federal background checks and 
“gun safety laws.”

Nine adults who should be 
alive today are not, while the 
26-year-old shooter got what he 
wanted — to leave this earth in 
what he perceived as a blaze of 
glory. It is revolting to think 
how easy it is for some unhappy 
loser to leave a swath of destruc-
tio. The problem with guns is 
simple: Any idiot can kill others 
with them.

Obama and other Democrats 
such as Sen. Dianne Feinstein 
would have you believe that 
they have an easy answer to 
this problem. Obama talked up 

proposed background checks as 
a remedy when he should have 
known the checks would have 
made no difference; the Oregon 
shooter had no criminal record, 
no restraining order against 
him, no involuntary commit-
ment to a mental institution. 
The New York Times reported 
that the shooter brought five 
handguns and a rifle with him to 
Umpqua Community College — 
but left seven firearms at home. 
A Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, 
Firearms and Explosives spokes-
woman said the shooter and his 
family had 14 firearms in total — 
all purchased legally.

Feinstein sent out a statement: 
“After each shooting, I’ve been 
hopeful that Congress would act 
to close the gun show loophole, 
mandate universal background 
checks and remove high-ca-
pacity magazines and military-
style assault weapons from our 
streets.”

Last week, National Review’s 
Charles C.W. Cooke asked the 
hosts and other guests on MSN-
BC’s “Morning Joe” which spe-
cific proposals they believe could 
prevent another Roseburg. “This 
is not a competition to see who is 
the most vexed,” Cooke main-
tained, adding it is — or at least 
it is supposed to be — a public 
policy debate. Cooke was wrong; 
it is a contest about which side 
looks angrier.

Co-host Mika Brzezinski 
jumped all over Cooke for not 
wanting to do more. Mark 
Halperin, co-managing editor of 
Bloomberg Politics, said, “We 
need passion to solve this, not 
talk about complexity and talk 
about how the other side’s ideas 
aren’t any good.” They offered 
no concrete ideas.

In the gun debate, you often 
see people who would never 
buy a gun saying they support 
reasonable rules such as back-
ground checks, when what they 
really want to do is stop others 
from owning guns. The shooter’s 
father on CNN said he wants 
Congress to pass “gun control” 
laws. He also said, “I’m a great 
believer: You don’t buy guns. 
Don’t buy guns.” That’s the sort 
of talk that prompts gun enthu-
siasts to buy more guns before 
Washington bans them.

So the question I would ask 
is: Is the idea to pass a law that 
makes supporters feel good, or 
is it to prevent violence against 
innocents? Or is it about turning 
people into single-issue voters?

As the weather 

cools down, 
it is time to 
curl up with 

a good book. “A Neces-
sary End” 
(F BRO H) 
by Holly 
Brown 
is the 
story of 
Adrienne 
and Gabe, 
who des-
perately 
want to be 
parents, 
although 
Adrienne 
is the one 
who the “most wants 
to.” I think it is the 
mothering “lust gene” 
that women have when 
everyone around them 
can have children and 
she cannot.  

Her husband, Gabe, 
is ambivalent about 
fatherhood. But she 
knows that once he 
holds their baby, he’ll 
come around. He’s just 
feeling a little threat-
ened, that’s all.  At 19, 
Leah bears a remark-
able resemblance to the 
young woman Adrienne 
once was. This is why 
Adrienne knows the 
baby Leah is carrying 
is meant to be hers. But 
Leah’s got ideas of her 
own: Her baby’s going 
to get a life in Califor-

nia; why shouldn’t she? 
All she wants is to live 
in Adrienne’s house for 
a year after the baby’s 
born, and get a fresh 
start. It seems like a 
small price for Adri-
enne to pay to get their 
baby. And with Gabe 
suddenly on board, 
what could possibly go 
wrong? 

After that one, you 
need a Fern Michaels 
Sisterhood Book. In 
#24, “Eyes Only” (F 
MIC F), years ago, 
Gretchen Spyder, 
daughter of the island’s 
namesake, gave her 
twin babies up for legal 
adoption. Now Gretch-
en and her father are 
trying to get them back. 
The twins’ adoptive 
parents are a loving but 
poor couple, completely 
outgunned by the 
Spyders’ wealth. 

Their only hope lies 
with Myra Rutledge 
and her formidable 
Sisterhood, who are 
as ready as ever to 
fight the good fight. 
But nestled among the 
lavish mansions and 
immaculate landscap-
ing of Spyder Island is 
a sinister enemy. And 
in a case that’s far more 
twisted than it first 
appeared, the ingenu-
ity, courage, and friend-
ship of the Sisterhood 

will be tested as never 
before.

Patrick Dearen digs 
deeply into the lore and 
legend of the West and 
produces books that 
appeal to both scholars 
and general readers. As 
a novelist, he draws on 
this reservoir of knowl-
edge and crafts stories 
of people interacting 
with a harsh and yet 
beautiful land. In “The 
Big Drift” (F DEA P), 
for two men, one black, 
one white, the great cat-
tle drift of 1884-1885 will 
be a search for personal 
redemption. Will Brite, 
a cowboy working the 
Middle Concho region 
of Texas, becomes 
tangled in barbed wire 
and trapped under his 
horse during a deadly 
blizzard.  

Zeke Boles, a former 
slave with a dark past, 
becomes his unlikely 
savior when he come 
out of the snow and 
frees him. Their lives 
become inextricably 
entwined during the 
most brutal roundup of 
their lives. Don’t forget 
to check the New Book 
Binder for updated list 
of Westerns.

Here are five thrillers 
by some of my favor-
ite authors. First off 
is Heather Graham’s 
“The Silenced” (F GRA 
H) from her Krewe of 
Hunters series. Lara, a 
congressman’s media 
assistant, suddenly 
quits her job — and 
disappears on the way 
to her Washington, DC, 
apartment. Novice FBI 
agent Meg Murray, 
a childhood friend of 
Lara’s, gets a message 
from her that same 
night, a message that 
says she’s disillusioned 
and “going home” to 
Richmond, VA. Meg 
discovers that she 
never got there. 

And bodies fitting 
Lara’s description are 
showing up in nearby 
river. Can she be the 
victim of a serial killer? 
Meg is assigned to work 
with special agent Matt 
Bosworth, a hard-nosed 
pro in the FBI’s unit of 
paranormal investiga-
tors — the Krewe of 
Hunters. That’s enough 
to tempt you.

Brad Taylor’s Pike 

Logan series is sizzling 
with today’s headlines. 
In “The Insider Threat” 
(F TAY B), the threat 
that ISIS will strike 
in the US is unthink-
able. But it is planned. 
Only Pike Logan and 
the Taskforce stand in 
the way of an attack 
no one anticipates, a 
grand deception that 
will wreak unthinkable 
chaos and reverberate 
throughout the Western 
world.

While Lincoln Child’s 
“The Forgotten Room” 
(F CHI L) is not a politi-
cal thriller, a thriller 
it is. Professor Jeremy 
Logan is an “enigmalo-
gist.” He is a person 
who specializes in solv-
ing problems of the 
strange or seemingly 
supernatural variety. 
He has received an 
urgent summons from 
the director of Lux, one 
of the oldest and most 
respected think tanks 
in America. 

An unexplainable 
tragedy has taken place 
in the sprawling com-
pound located on the 
coastline of Newport, 
R.I. One of Lux’s most 
distinguished doctors 
violently attacked his 
assistant before meet-
ing with a gruesome 
self-inflicted end. Lux 
looks to Jeremy Logan 
to investigate. Logan 
quickly makes a sur-
prising discovery. In a 
long-dormant wing of 
the estate, he uncovers 
an ingeniously hidden 
secret room, unknown 
and untouched for 
decades.

Smith and his fel-
low detectives are soon 
besieged for a hornet’s 
nest of intrigue and 
deception. Little does 

he know that he has 
fallen afoul of a “Kill 
List” formulated by a 
secret cadre of govern-
ment and civilians who 
targets overseas threats 
to America for termina-
tion. Interesting, no?

Just one more: “Sig-
nal” (LEE P) by Patrick 
Lee is the second book 
in the Sam Dyson series 
(“Runner” is the first 
and we do have it). Sam 
Dryden lives quietly in 
a small coastal town in 
southern California, 
buying and fixing up 
old houses. It’s good 
physical work that he’s 
come to love. But his 
peaceful life is shat-
tered when he gets a 
phone call from an old 
friend in trouble. That 
phone call pulls Dryden 
into the middle of a sit-
uation that’s as violent 
as it is baffling. 

For FBI agent Marnie 
Calvert, it all begins 
at a secluded trailer in 
the Mojave Desert-the 
scene of a horrifying 
crime, but also of an 
impossible and myste-
rious act of heroism. 
At least, it should 
have been impossible. 
Determined to learn the 
truth, what Calvert dis-

covers leads her to Sam 
Dryden-an ex-Special 
Forces operative whose 
ordinary life has sud-
denly become anything 
but. That’s enough to 
tempt you to check out 
both “Runner” and 
“Signal”.

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News in brief
AP investigation: Nuclear 
smugglers sought 
extremist buyers

CHISINAU, Moldova (AP) — In the 
backwaters of Eastern Europe, au-
thorities working with the FBI have 
interrupted four attempts in the past 
five years by gangs with suspected 
Russian connections that sought to 
sell radioactive material to Middle 
Eastern extremists, The Associated 
Press has learned. The latest known 
case came in February this year, 
when a smuggler offered a huge cache 
of deadly cesium — enough to con-
taminate several city blocks — and 
specifically sought a buyer from the 
Islamic State group.

Criminal organizations, some with 
ties to the Russian KGB’s successor 
agency, are driving a thriving black 
market in nuclear materials in the 
tiny and impoverished Eastern Eu-
ropean country of Moldova, inves-
tigators say. The successful busts, 
however, were undercut by striking 
shortcomings: Kingpins got away, 
and those arrested evaded long prison 
sentences, sometimes quickly return-
ing to nuclear smuggling, AP found.

Moldovan police and judicial au-
thorities shared investigative case 
files with the AP in an effort to spot-
light how dangerous the nuclear 
black market has become. They say 
the breakdown in cooperation be-
tween Russia and the West means that 
it has become much harder to know 
whether smugglers are finding ways 
to move parts of Russia’s vast store of 
radioactive materials — an unknown 
quantity of which has leached into 
the black market.

“We can expect more of these cas-
es,” said Constantin Malic, a Moldo-
van police officer who investigated all 
four cases. “As long as the smugglers 
think they can make big money with-
out getting caught, they will keep do-
ing it.”

In wiretaps, videotaped arrests, 
photographs of bomb-grade material, 
documents and interviews, AP found 
a troubling vulnerability in the anti-
smuggling strategy. From the first 
known Moldovan case in 2010 to the 
most recent one in February, a pat-
tern has emerged: Authorities pounce 
on suspects in the early stages of a 
deal, giving the ringleaders a chance 
to escape with their nuclear contra-
band — an indication that the threat 
from the nuclear black market in the 
Balkans is far from under control.

Round 2: Downstream 
South Carolina towns 
brace for flooding

GEORGETOWN, S.C. (AP) — Along 
South Carolina’s coast, residents 
were preparing for a second round of 
flooding as rivers swollen from days 
of devastating rains make their way 
toward the Atlantic.

And in the Columbia area, where 
some have started to return home 
to assess damage and clean up, the 
threat of more flooding still hadn’t 
lifted. About 1,000 residents near the 
compromised Beaver Dam were told 
to evacuate Wednesday morning. 
Crews were filling a sinkhole with 
rocks in hopes that would stabilize 
the dam.

In coastal Georgetown, one of Amer-
ica’s oldest cities, Scott Youngblood 

was putting more sandbags Tuesday 
by the door of the Augustus & Caro-
lina furniture store on Front Street, 
the popular tourist attraction that 
runs along the Sampit River.

Each day since last weekend’s 
storm — which sent more than a foot 
of water washing down the street — 
water at high tide has lapped against 
those sandbags. Residents are con-
cerned there may be more flooding 
on the Black and Waccamaw rivers 
— two waterways cited as worrisome 
by Gov. Nikki Haley. Both drain into 
Georgetown County.

The Waccamaw was expected to 
crest at 5 feet above flood stage in 
Conway, in Horry County, on Thurs-
day. The Black crested Tuesday up-
stream at Kingstree at about 10 feet 
above flood stage, breaking a record, 
town officials said.

As Clinton campaigns, 
complications with her 
old boss arise

WASHINGTON (AP) — President 
Barack Obama seemed to call Hillary 
Rodham Clinton’s idea of a no-fly zone 
in Syria “half-baked.” Clinton de-
scribed the president’s immigration 
strategy as “harsh and aggressive.” 
And as Obama tries to rally Demo-
crats around the chief economic pro-
posal of his second term, the party’s 
presidential front-runner stayed con-
spicuously silent.

As Clinton looks for ways to distin-
guish her ideas from those of her for-
mer boss, the relationship between 
the man in the White House and the 
woman who hopes to replace him has 
grown increasingly complicated.

No issue presents more potential for 
friction than trade.

For months, Clinton has resisted 
weighing in on the Trans-Pacific 
Partnership, the sweeping trade deal 
that has divided the Democratic base. 
The completion of the negotiations 
this week means she’ll soon be forced 
to choose between one of the top leg-
acy items of her former boss or labor 
unions, environmentalists and other 
liberal constituencies that oppose the 
deal.

Clinton promises to “definitely have 
a position soon.”

Mother-son bond over 
guns links Oregon, 
Connecticut slayings

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) — The 
deadly shooting last week at an Or-
egon community college has an eerie 
parallel with the massacre at Sandy 
Hook Elementary School that killed 
20 pupils and six adult staff members 
in 2012.

Like Adam Lanza, the gunman in 
the Connecticut massacre, Chris-
topher Harper-Mercer was living a 
mostly solitary life with a mom who 
shared his fascination with firearms.

Both stories illustrate the struggles 
parents face caring for a deeply trou-
bled child, struggles that can inadver-
tently lead to a volatile outcome made 
easier by ready access to weaponry.

“When you begin to bring guns into 
the home environment where you 
have that dangerous cocktail of be-
havior, that’s pretty unbelievable,” 
said Mary Ellen O’Toole, a former 
FBI profiler who directs George Ma-
son University’s forensic science pro-

gram.
Harper-Mercer bears similarities to 

other school shooters: a young male 
focused on mass lethality and carry-
ing out the killings in a military-like 
mission destined to end in the killer’s 
own death, O’Toole said.

Did US strike on 
Afghan clinic exceed 
combat authority?

WASHINGTON (AP) — The deadly 
U.S. attack on a hospital in Afghani-
stan, which U.S. officials have called 
a “mistake,” leaves open the possi-
bility that the decision to open fire 
exceeded the authority under which 
American forces have operated since 
their combat mission ended nearly a 
year ago, officials say.

U.S. officials have declined to dis-
cuss most circumstances of the attack 
in Kunduz that killed 22 civilians, 
since American and Afghan investi-
gations are underway.

Gen. John F. Campbell, the top U.S. 
commander in Afghanistan, told a 
Senate committee on Tuesday that he 
is requiring that every U.S. service 
member in Afghanistan be retrained 
on the circumstances in which U.S. 
firepower can be used.

“To prevent any future incidences 
of this nature, I’ve directed the entire 
force to undergo in-depth training in 
order to review all of our operational 
authorities and rules of engagement,” 
he said.

Campbell did not elaborate, but his 
statement pointed to the possibility 
that the U.S. attack mission was un-
dertaken in error, even if the target 
had not been a hospital and there had 
been no civilian casualties.

Thousands of drug 
inmates approved for 
early prison release

WASHINGTON (AP) — Drug crimi-
nals once described by prosecutors 
as unrepentant repeat offenders are 
among those poised to benefit from 
new sentencing guidelines that are 
shrinking punishments for thou-
sands of federal prisoners, according 
to an Associated Press review of court 
records.

Many defendants cleared for early 
release starting this fall fit a more 
sympathetic profile: small-time deal-
ers targeted by a draconian approach 
to drug enforcement. But an AP anal-
ysis of roughly 100 court cases also 
identified defendants who carried 
semi-automatic weap-
ons, had past convic-
tions for crimes includ-
ing robbery and assault, 
moved cocaine ship-
ments across states and 

participated in international heroin 
smuggling.

One inmate whose punishment was 
cut was described in 2012 as a “calam-
ity waiting to happen.” Another was 
caught with crack and guns while 
awaiting sentencing in a separate 
drug case.

Supporters of lighter drug sentences 
say there’s no evidence that lengthier 
sentences protect public safety, and 
there’s bipartisan determination to 
cut spending on a bloated federal pris-
on system. Nonetheless, the broad 
spectrum of defendants granted early 
release, including some who prosecu-
tors just a few years ago branded com-
munity dangers and raised dire warn-
ings about, underscores the complex 
— occasionally risky — decisions con-
fronting the government as it updates 
a drug sentencing structure many see 
as overly harsh and expensive.

“I’m a career prosecutor. I’m a law-
and-order girl, and I believe that you 
need to send dangerous people to pris-
on for a very long time,” said Deputy 
Attorney General Sally Yates.

Scientists win 
Nobel chemistry award for 
work on DNA repair

STOCKHOLM (AP) — Three scien-
tists from Sweden, the U.S. and Tur-
key won the Nobel Prize in chemistry 
on Wednesday for showing how cells 
repair damaged DNA, work that’s in-
spired the development of new cancer 
treatments.

Swedish scientist Tomas Lindahl, 
American Paul Modrich and U.S.-
Turkish national Aziz Sancar shared 
the 8 million Swedish kronor (about 
$960,000) award for research done in 
the 1970s and ‘80s.

The Royal Swedish Academy of Sci-
ences said their work on DNA repair 
had provided “fundamental knowl-
edge” about how cells function and 
shed light on the mechanisms behind 
both cancer and aging.

Lindahl, 77, is an emeritus group 
leader at Francis Crick Institute and 
Emeritus director of Cancer Research 
UK at Clare Hall Laboratory in Brit-
ain.

Modrich, born in 1946, is an investi-
gator at Howard Hughes Medical In-
stitute and professor at Duke Univer-
sity School 
of Medi-
cine in

Texas executes inmate for 
killing man in $8 robbery

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — A convicted killer 
in Texas was executed Tuesday for fatally shooting 
another man in a robbery that yielded just $8.

No late appeals were filed for Juan Martin Gar-
cia, who was lethally injected for the September 
1998 killing and robbery of Hugo Solano in Hous-
ton. Solano, a Christian missionary from Guadala-
jara, Mexico, had moved his family to the city just 
weeks earlier so his children could be educated in 
the U.S.

Garcia, 35, apologized to Solano’s relatives in 
Spanish in the moments before the execution. Sola-
no’s wife and daughter sobbed and told the inmate 
they loved him.

“The harm that I did to your dad and husband — 
I hope this brings you closure,” he said from the 
death chamber gurney, his voice breaking. “I nev-
er wanted to hurt any of you all.”

He told his sister and several friends in English 
that he loved them. “No matter what, remember 
my promise,” Garcia said. “No matter what, I will 
always be with you.”

As the dose of pentobarbital began, he winced, 
raised his head and then shook it. He gurgled once 
and snored once before his movement stopped. He 
was pronounced dead 12 minutes later, at 6:26 p.m. 
CDT.

Solano’s wife, Ana, and her daughter raised their 
arms in an apparent prayer inside a death cham-
ber witness room. Afterward, Ana Solano said she 
wished the execution had not taken place and that 
she accepted Garcia’s apology because it came 
“from his heart.”

Ron Paul to testify at 
trial of 2012 campaign aides 

DES MOINES, Iowa (AP) — Three top officials 
with Ron Paul’s 2012 presidential campaign claim 
political motivations are behind charges alleging 
they violated federal financial disclosure laws by 
secretly paying an influential Iowa politician for 
his endorsement.

Paul, a former Republican congressman from 
Texas, will be called as a prosecution witness at 
the trial, set for next Tuesday in Des Moines. He is 
expected to testify he didn’t know of the payments 
from the campaign and never would have approved, 
according to court documents.

Federal prosecutors say the three men broke sev-
eral federal campaign laws when they concealed 
payments to former Iowa Sen. Kent Sorenson after 
he jumped from the Michele Bachmann campaign 
to the Paul campaign a few days before the Jan. 3, 
2012, Iowa caucuses. They’re also accused of lying 
to cover up the payments.

The men argue in court documents that they are 
another example of the federal government going 
after tea party-backed conservatives.

“The government has an agenda here, and it is not 
simply to prosecute criminal activity, it is to make 
new law off the backs of political operatives it holds 
in disfavor,” an attorney for one of the men wrote 
in a court filing seeking dismissal of the charges.

Sorensen, 43, entered a plea deal with the govern-
ment in August to obstruction of justice and caus-
ing a campaign to falsely report expenditures. He 
awaits sentencing. Prosecutors plan to call him as 
a cooperating witness.

Man accused of helping in Texas 
attack wants evidence tossed 

PHOENIX (AP) — An Arizona man charged with 
helping plan an attack on a Prophet Muhammad 
cartoon contest in Texas has asked a judge to throw 
out evidence from his interview with investigators 
two days after the attack.

A lawyer for Abdul Malik Abdul Kareem said the 
May 5 interview at an FBI office wasn’t recorded 
because of a technical issue. The lawyer also raised 
questions about whether his client voluntarily 
spoke with investigators and was advised about his 
right to remain silent.

Authorities say the 43-year-old Abdul Kareem 
provided the guns that Nadir Soofi and Elton Simp-
son used in the May 3 shooting in Garland, Texas. 
The two were killed a police shootout after they 
opened fire outside the contest at a conference cen-
ter, injuring a security guard.

Abdul Kareem also hosted the two gunmen in his 
home beginning in January, authorities said. He 
has pleaded not guilty to conspiracy, making false 
statements to investigators and other charges.

Abdul Kareem’s attorney, Daniel Maynard, said 
in court papers last week that the interview pro-
vided the basis for the false statements charge. The 
false statements that Abdul Kareem is accused of 
making include saying that he didn’t have advance 
knowledge of the attack.

Texas Department of Transportation 
director to step down 

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The director of the Texas 
Department of Transportation has announced he’ll 
step down at the end of the year.

Joe Weber made the announcement Tuesday. The 
former three-star Marine general was chosen only 
last year to run the agency.

According to a statement released by TxDOT, We-
ber in his announcement to the agency’s 11,000 em-
ployees called his past 18 months “a true highlight 
in my life.” The agency is primarily responsible for 
maintaining and expanding the 80,000-mile state 
highway system.

The 65-year-old didn’t say in the statement why 
he was leaving the $299,000-a-year job.

Weber, a 1972 Texas A&M graduate, had served as 
Texas A&M University’s vice president for student 
affairs before being selected in April 2014 to lead 
TxDOT.

Wylie man gets 25 years in 
prison in sexual abuse of girl 

WYLIE, Texas (AP) — A 23-year-old Wylie man 
accused of pretending to be a high school student 
has been sentenced to 25 years in prison.

The Dallas Morning News reports Donavin Jen-
nings was sentenced Tuesday. He had been found 
guilty of continuous sexual abuse of a girl and in-
decency with a child. Prosecutors say Jennings 
claimed to be 15 when he began dating a 12-year-old 
girl, but was actually 20.

Authorities say when the girl enrolled at Wylie 
High School, Jennings pretended to be a 16-year-old 
student there and would walk the hallways with a 
backpack, ride the school bus and spend time with 
students.

Jennings was arrested Jan. 16, 2014 at the school 
after high school officials received a tip about an 
inappropriate relationship.

Ex-Dallas school 
superintendent returns to post 

DALLAS (AP) — A former superintendent of the 
Dallas Independent School District has returned to 
the post.

The school board voted Tuesday to rehire Michael 
Hinojosa to succeed Mike Miles, who resigned after 
three years in the job.

The school board had named Hinojosa as the lone 
finalist for the post on Sept. 15 but had to wait 21 
days as required by law before confirming the ap-
pointment.

Hinojosa had resigned as Dallas school superin-
tendent in 2011 to take a similar position with the 
Cobb County, Ga., schools in the Atlanta suburbs. 
He resigned that job in February 2014 to return to 
Dallas as an education consultant.

Judge recognizes 1st common-law 
same-sex marriage in Texas 

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A judge has become the 
first to officially recognize a common-law same-sex 
marriage in Texas.

Travis County Probate Judge Guy Herman has 
signed a judgment acknowledging that the eight-
year relationship between Stella Powell and Sone-
maly Phrasavath met the legal requirements of 
marriage without a license. The Austin American-
Statesman reported that Herman signed the ruling 
Monday in Austin but distributed it on Tuesday.

The ruling ended Phrasavath’s effort to have of-
ficial recognition of her relationship with Powell, 
who died last year. Powell’s siblings had asserted in 
a probate suit that Powell died single and couldn’t 
marry another woman under Texas law.

Texas plans to gradually increase 
STAAR passing standards

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Texas is finally phasing 
in higher standards to pass its standardized tests 
— but will do so more gradually then initially 
planned.

Students began taking State of Texas Assessments 
of Academic Readiness, or STAAR tests, in 2012.

But they proved so challenging that the state froze 
passing standards for the past four academic years, 
rather than having them get tougher over time.

Education Commissioner Michael Williams an-
nounced Tuesday he was lifting the freeze, mean-
ing passing standards will rise beginning this 
school year.

But he also proposed having passing standards 
increase only small amounts every academic year 
until 2021-2022. STAAR was originally designed to 
feature larger jumps in standards every few years, 
until 2021-2022.

Bootleg silicone injections nets 
woman 16 months in prison 

MCALLEN, Texas (AP) — A South Texas woman 
has been sentenced to almost 1½ years in federal 
prison for injecting customers’ buttocks with boot-
leg liquid silicone she had brought in from Mexi-
co.

A federal judge in 
McAllen sentenced 
Maribel Quintero on 
Tuesday to 16 months 
in prison and ordered to 

pay $15,760 in restitution after she pleaded guilty to 
violating the Food, Drug and Cosmetics Act.

United co-pilot passes out, 
diverting flight to New Mexico 

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP) — A United Airlines 
flight carrying nearly 200 people from Houston to 
San Francisco had to divert to Albuquerque, New 
Mexico, after the co-pilot passed out Tuesday.

Air-traffic controllers got word shortly after 8 a.m. 
that the plane would be landing after the first offi-
cer, who is second in command, had a medical epi-
sode, Albuquerque airport spokesman Dan Jiron 
said. The plane landed without incident around 
8:20 a.m.

The co-pilot regained consciousness and was able 
to walk off the plane to be transported to a local 
hospital, Jiron said. He had no details about the 
co-pilot’s condition or what may have caused the 
episode.

An airline spokeswoman said 177 passengers and 
10 crew members were aboard the plane. United 
did not release any details about the co-pilot.

Man kills boss, then self at 
Houston grocery store warehouse 

HOUSTON (AP) — Police say an employee at a 
Houston grocery store shot and killed his super-
visor in the warehouse attached to the rear of the 
store before killing himself.

Police on Tuesday identified the gunman as 
Thanh Duong and his victim as 35-year-old Hoang 
Vuong of Houston. Both were pronounced dead at 
the scene of Monday’s shooting at the Hong Kong 
Food Market at the Hong Kong City Mall, which 
features two floors of businesses, most of which ca-
ter to members of Houston’s Asian community.

Houston police say they don’t yet know the mo-
tive for the shooting.

Francisco Martinez told the Houston Chronicle 
he had just backed his 18-wheeler truck up to the 
dock to deliver groceries when he heard scream-
ing. He then saw people gathered around the fatally 
shot supervisor.

78-year-old woman dies after 
house fire in Texarkana 

TEXARKANA, Texas (AP) — A 78-year-old wom-
an has died after a fire consumed her home in Tex-
arkana.

Lisa Thompson, a spokeswoman for the city of 
Texarkana, Texas, tells the Texarkana Gazette that 
firefighters were able to pull Linda Roberson from 
her burning home on Monday but she later died 
from her injuries at the hospital.

The house was engulfed when a passing motorist 
called 911.

The victim’s husband was in the house but was 
able to get out on his own. Thompson says that he 
was in the garage area of the house doing laundry 
when the fire started.

Officer fatally shoots 
domestic suspect 

HURST, Texas (AP) — Police in the North Texas 
town of Hurst say an officer responding to a domes-
tic disturbance call fatally shot a man after chasing 
him into a backyard and seeing a gun.

Assistant Police Chief Steve Niekamp tells the 
Fort Worth Star-Telegram that officers called to an 
apartment complex Monday found that the subject 
of the complaint had left.

Niekamp says police then began searching the 
neighborhood. The man ran into a backyard, an of-
ficer followed.

Niekamp says the officer reported that the man 
had a handgun. Niekamp says he doesn’t yet know 
if the man pointed the gun at the officer.

After the man was shot, he was taken to a hospi-
tal, where he died. The Tarrant County medical ex-
aminer’s office identified him as 51-year-old James 
Dunaway of Hurst.

Astros blank Yanks in wild-card game
NEW YORK — Dallas Keuchel 
and the Houston  Astros de-
fied expectations all season 
long. Facing his biggest test 
yet, the bearded ace beat the 
odds and the Yankees once 
again.

Pitching on three days’ 
rest for the first time in his 
career, Keuchel baffled New 
York for six innings of three-
hit ball. Colby Rasmus and 
Carlos Gomez homered, and 
the Astros won 3-0 on Tues-
day night in the American 
League wild-card game.

The orange-clad Astros, 
who secured their spot in 
this winner-take-all game on 
the last day of the regular sea-
son, advanced to the AL Divi-
sion Series. They will face 
the defending AL champion 
Royals, starting Thursday in 
Kansas City.

“To come to Yankee Sta-
dium and play that well 
was truly remarkable,” said 
Keuchel, the AL’s only 20-
game winner.

Aggressive from the start in 
their initial playoff appear-
ance as an American League 
club — and first since being 
swept by the White Sox in 
the 2005 World Series — the 
Astros came out swinging 
against Masahiro Tanaka in 
front of a revved-up Yankee 
Stadium crowd.

Rasmus sent Tanaka’s first 
pitch of the second inning 
soaring into deep right field. 
Gomez, who only had five 
plate appearances after miss-
ing nearly two weeks with a 
strained chest muscle in mid-
September, connected on the 

first offering of the fourth.
“That really settled me 

down, and that’s who we 
are,” Keuchel said. “We hit 
a lot of home runs, pitch well 
and play defense.”

Jose Altuve had an RBI sin-
gle off All-Star reliever Dellin 
Betances in the seventh.

Reliever Tony Sipp walked 
one, and Will Harris and 
Luke Gregerson were each 
perfect for an inning 
to finish the three-
hitter. The boos from 
the 50,113 stunned fans 
grew with each out as 
Gregerson closed for a 
save.

It was a Houston cel-
ebration a few years in 
the making. The As-
tros had averaged 104 
losses in their previ-
ous four seasons.

“Now we get to go to 
Kansas City. It’s go-
ing to be some grind-
it-out baseball,” Ras-
mus said. “We have to 
come in there the way 
we came in tonight. 
It’s going to be fun.”

In a matchup of two 
teams that surprised 
many by building big 
division leads before 
wasting them late, the 
upstart Astros, just 
two years removed 
from a 111-loss season, 
looked the more com-
fortable team in the 
October limelight.

They clowned around 
during pregame intro-
ductions, then stayed 
loose the whole game.

“Just didn’t get it done,” 
Yankees manager Joe Girar-
di said.

Fans taunted the 27-year-
old Keuchel the moment he 
walked to the outfield for 
warmups. Then he toyed 
with the Yankees from the 
first batter, striking out Brett 
Gardner looking.

“I felt like I had never been 
on the mound before with the 

adrenaline I had,” Keuchel 
said.

The AL Cy Young Award 
contender held the Yankees 
scoreless for 16 innings in 
two regular-season starts. On 
this much bigger stage, the 
lefty was just as confound-
ing, dropping his slider and 
two-seam fastball seemingly 
wherever he wanted in strik-

ing out seven.
When he gave up two sin-

gles in the sixth — bringing 
the crowd to its feet with 
Alex Rodriguez stepping into 
the batter’s box — manager 
A.J. Hinch took a walk to 
the mound to give Keuchel a 
breather. Keuchel responded 
by getting A-Rod to fly out 
lazily to center field for his 
final out.

Today's Highlight in 
History:

On October 7, 1985, 
Palestinian gunmen hijacked 
the Italian cruise ship Achille 
Lauro (ah-KEE'-leh LOW'-roh) 
in the Mediterranean. (The 
hijackers killed Leon 
Klinghoffer, a Jewish-American 
tourist, before surrendering on 
October 9.)

On this date:
In 1765, the Stamp Act 

Congress convened in New 
York to draw up colonial griev-
ances against England.

In 1849, author Edgar Allan 
Poe died in Baltimore at age 
40.

In 1858, the fifth debate 
between Illinois senatorial can-
didates Abraham Lincoln and 
Stephen Douglas took place in 
Galesburg.

In 1929, former Interior 
Secretary Albert B. Fall, one of 
the main figures of the Teapot 
Dome scandal, went on trial, 
charged with accepting a bribe 
from oil tycoon Edward L. 
Doheny. (Fall was found guilty 
and sentenced to a year in pris-
on; he served nine months. 
Doheny was acquitted at his 

own trial of offering the bribe 
Fall was convicted of taking.)

In 1940, Artie Shaw and his 
Orchestra recorded Hoagy 
Carmichael's "Star Dust" (as it 
was spelled then) for RCA 
Victor.

In 1949, the Republic of East 
Germany was formed.

In 1954, Marian Anderson 
became the first black singer 
hired by the Metropolitan 
Opera Company in New York.

In 1960, Democratic presi-
dential candidate John F. 
Kennedy and Republican oppo-
nent Richard Nixon held their 
second televised debate, this 
one in Washington, D.C.

In 1979, Pope John Paul II 
concluded his week-long tour 
of the United States with a Mass 
on the Washington Mall.

In 1989, Hungary's 
Communist Party renounced 
Marxism in favor of democratic 
socialism during a party con-
gress in Budapest.

In 1991, University of 
Oklahoma law professor Anita 
Hill publicly accused Supreme 
Court nominee Clarence 
Thomas of making sexually 
inappropriate comments when 
she worked for him; Thomas 
denied Hill's allegations.

In 2004, President George W. 
Bush and Vice President Dick 
Cheney conceded that Saddam 
Hussein had no weapons of 
mass destruction as they tried 
to shift the Iraq war debate to a 
new issue, arguing that Saddam 

was abusing a U.N. oil-for-food 
program.

Ten years ago: The Nobel 
Peace Prize was awarded to the 
International Atomic Energy 
Agency and its chief, Mohamed 
ElBaradei (ehl-BEHR'-uh-day). 
Actor-comedian Charles Rocket 
was found dead in a field near 
his home in Canterbury, 
Connecticut, an apparent sui-
cide; he was 56.

Five years ago: New Jersey 
Gov. Chris Christie canceled 
construction of a decades-in-
the-making train tunnel 
between New Jersey and 
Manhattan, citing cost over-
runs that had ballooned the 
price tag from $5 billion to $10 
billion or more.
