Victim stable after
Philadelphia shooting

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — A gunman am-
bushed a police officer as he sat in his
marked cruiser at an intersection, striking
him three times in the arm during a bar-
rage of bullets and fleeing before being ap-
prehended, officials said Friday.

Police Commissioner Richard Ross said
the suspect fired at least 13 shots at Officer
Jessie Hartnett and his car late Thursday.
He said the officer returned fire, hitting his
attacker at least three times. Hartnett was
in stable condition.

“This is absolutely one of the scariest
things I've ever seen,” Ross said at a news
conference early Friday. “This guy tried to
execute the police officer. The police officer
had no idea he was coming.”

He said the officer was in his cruiser in
West Philadelphia when the shooter ap-
proached from the sidewalk and began fir-
ing, eventually shooting through the driv-
er’s-side window as he got closer.

“I’'m bleeding heavily!” Hartnett shouted
into his police radio when he called in to re-
port shots fired.

The suspect ran away but was quickly
apprehended by other officers, authorities
said.

Ross said there was no apparent motive
for the attack.

Few ways
to improve
your odds

DES MOINES, Iowa —
The record-breaking $700
million Powerball jackpot is
the stuff of dreams, but it all
boils down to math. From
the huge prize to the enor-
mous odds against winning
it, Saturday night’s draw-
ing is a numbers game that
gives players good reason to
brush up on their algebra,
maybe as they stand in line
to buy a ticket. A look at
some of the statistics:

jackpot, paid out over
30 years or as an imme-
diate $428.4 million in
cash. Those figures are
before federal and state
taxes, which will eat up
roughly half of the cash-
option prize.

THE ODDS

Ticket holders have a
1in 292.2 million chance
of winning. To put that
in perspective, the odds
of hitting the jackpot are
about the same as your
odds of flipping a quar-
ter and getting heads
28 times in a row, said
Jeffrey Miecznikowski,
associate professor of
biostatistics at the Uni-
versity at Buffalo.

“The probability is so
small, dare say impos-
sible,” Miecznikowski
said. “It’s like trying to
count electrons or drops
of water in the ocean
or grains of sand in the
world. We just can’t
imagine these types of
things.”

WHEN WILL SOMEONE
WIN?

No one has won

the Powerball jackpot
since early November,
which is why the prize
has grown so large.
The bigger prize entic-
es more people to buy
tickets, and that drives
up the jackpot. The in-
creased ticket sales also
make it more likely
there will be a winner,
simply because all those
extra tickets mean more
number combinations
are covered.

DOES MATH OFFER ANY
HINTS TO IMPROVE
THE ODDS?

Scott A. Norris, an
assistant professor of
mathematics at South-
ern Methodist Universi-
ty, said there’s no trick
to playing the lottery,
but your tiny odds of
winning are a bit better
if you let the computer
pick rather than choos-
ing yourself. That’s be-
cause when people use
birthdates or other fa-
vorite figures, they gen-
erally choose numbers
31 or below. That ig-
nores the fact that there
are 69 numbered balls.

HOW MUCH DOES
BUYING MULTIPLE

TICKETS HELP?

Your odds increase
with additional tickets,
but it’s important to
keep in mind how small
they are to begin with. If
you have alin 292.2 mil-
lion chance of winning
with one ticket, you
have 10 times the odds
if you buy 10 tickets. Yet
the probability is still
incredibly small.

“The odds are so as-
tronomically small that
even 100 times that
number is exceedingly
unlikely to win,” Norris
said. “It’s probably still
not going to happen if
you buy a hundred tick-
ets or a thousand tickets
or even a million tick-
ets.”

If you have extra cash
and are thinking of buy-
ing all possible number
combinations, that is al-
lowed, but it wouldn’t be
very smart. At $2 a tick-

ey by smaller prizes
paid for matching three,
four or five of the balls
plus the Powerball,
but chances are it still
wouldn’t be a good bet.

WHAT TO DO WITH THE
WINNINGS

Despite the odds,
someone will eventu-
ally win the prize. What
then? Is it better to take
the money as an annu-
ity or in cash?

Olivia S. Mitchell, a
professor of Insurance
and risk management at
the Wharton School at
the University of Penn-
sylvania, said to avoid
the risk of overspending
or an investment mis-
hap, a safe option would
be to take the annuity,

How government aggravates airline delays

overnments often act
in response to per-
ceived crises, which is
not to say they act in

ways that are helpful. The point
is to be seen as doing something.
The danger of a crisis is that it
blinds policymak-
ers to the fact that
their remedies can
cause more harm
than they cure.

In the summer of
2007, the supposed
emergency un-
folded on airport
tarmacs, where a
small but notice-
able number of
commercial jets
were stuck for
hours waiting to depart. The
passengers were unable to get to
their destinations, but they were
also unable to get off the plane.
A February ice storm that hit
New York stranded some travel-
ers for 10 hours as food ran out
and toilets filled up.

Congress might have assumed
that in a competitive market,
airlines that subjected their cus-
tomers to intolerable conditions
would be forced to improve or
go bankrupt -- as many carriers
have done.

The airlines involved in these
ordeals apologized and vowed to
avoid any repetition. After trav-
elers on one flight endured an
eight-hour delay, an American
Airlines official said, “This was
an extraordinary circumstance.
We have learned from it, and
frankly we don’t expect it to ever
happen again.”

Even in 2007, the worst year,
these events were exceptionally
rare. They soon got even scarcer.
By 2009, the number of tarmac
delays lasting three hours or
more had declined by 64 percent.

But that improvement did not
satisfy the Obama administra-
tion. In 2009, it decreed that if
passengers on a plane are stuck
on the tarmac for more than
three hours, the carrier is liable

for a fine of $27,500 per passenger
-- which on a typical flight could
exceed $5 million.

“Airline passengers have
rights,” proclaimed Transporta-
tion Secretary Ray LaHood, “and
these new rules will require
airlines to live up to their obliga-
tion to treat their customers
fairly.”

But for almost every govern-
ment action, there is an un-
wanted outcome. Threatening
ruinous penalties worked beauti-
fully in keeping passengers from
being held for lengthy periods on
the runway. Three-hour tarmac
delays have gone the way of hot
meals in coach, dropping by 99.6
percent. But that doesn’t mean
travelers are no longer being
subjected to maddening snafus.

Scholars Vikrant Vaze of

Dartmouth and Chiwei Yan,
Allison Vanderboll and Cynthia
Barnhart of MIT found a less
congenial effect: a sharp in-
crease in flight cancellations. A
carrier faced with the prospect
of keeping a plane full of anxious
passengers on board too long, in-
curring a heavy fine, often ends
up scrubbing the flight.

In that case, passengers who
might have waited four hours
to take off may find themselves
waiting even longer to catch an-
other flight. They may be stuck
at airports far from home, sitting
or sleeping on the floor. They
may miss connecting flights.

They may also incur expenses
for food, lodging and other
needs. Some of them won’t ever
get where they planned to go,
because the delay renders the
trip pointless.

Overall, the study found, “each

passenger-minute of tarmac time
saving is achieved at the cost of
approximately three passenger-
minutes in total passenger
delays. This is due primarily

to increases in flight cancella-
tions.” The authors’ conclusion
confirms the finding of a 2011
report from the federal Govern-
ment Accountability Office.

This consequence was unin-
tended but not unforeseeable.

In fact, it was foreseen. In 2007,
when the idea gained currency,
a spokesman for the Air Trans-
port Association of America
warned: “You have to keep in
mind, if there is legislation that
imposes inflexible standards on
a carrier’s operations, that eas-
ily could have the unintended
effect of inconveniencing cus-
tomers more in some situations.
It’s not always the easy or the
right choice to simply say, ‘After
a period of time, you have to go
back to the gate.’”

The prediction was dismissed
as special interest whining. No
one was inclined to listen to
people whose livelihood depends
on accommodating the demands
of the flying public. The assump-
tion that government policy-
makers know better is one that
stubbornly endures in Washing-
ton, despite being refuted over
and over.

The reason this attempt to
force change on airlines and pas-
sengers didn’t work out well is
the same reason so many gov-
ernment ventures founder. No
one bothered to ask the crucial
question for any new policy:
“And then what?”

The second school, encouraged
by the conservative doctrine
of cutting taxes and spending,
is winning. It’s interesting,
though, to examine where the
private money ends up. Priva-
tized funding for science has
favored a few regions, and usu-
ally not the conservative ones.
The big donor dollars have been
congregating in progressive
enclaves on the East and West
coasts and in the Upper Mid-
west.

trated science spending in a few
research centers.

In 2004, Fred Kavli, a tech and
real estate magnate, set up a
foundation establishing 14 sci-
ence research institutes in the
United States.

Where are they? In Califor-
nia, at Stanford University, the
California Institute of Technol-
ogy and three campuses of the
University of California. In the
Northeast, at MIT, Harvard,
Cornell, Yale, Johns Hopkins
and Rockefeller University. And
there’s one at the University of

Chicago.

Big private money begets
more big private money. When
Charles Munger, Warren Buf-
fett’s partner in Omaha, decided
to make his $65 million gift to
science, he chose the Kavli Insti-
tute for Theoretical Physics at
UC Santa Barbara.

The Broad Institute, to which
Stanley made his huge gift, was
created through $700 million
in donations by Eli and Edythe
Broad, who grew rich off hous-
ing and insurance.

The federal government
remains the biggest supplier of
science research dollars, but
years of cutting back has forced
American universities to turn
to private donors for funds. A
study of National Science Foun-
dation data shows that by 2012,
Americans had to find money
for over 19 percent of their re-
search, way up from just under 9
percent in 1962.

The institutions in the best
position to tap donors are those
where the donors live and party.
And frankly, a lot of donors
want their names plastered on
the sides of buildings that their
friends will see — at power-
house institutions.

Facebook zillionaire Mark
Zuckerberg and his wife, Dr.
Priscilla Chan, have just put
$45 billion in a limited liability
company that they say will con-
centrate on “advancing human
potential and promoting equal-
ity for all children in the next
generation.” They say they want
to cure diseases.

Those goals may be widely
shared across this big, diverse
country of ours. But one can bet
that the bulk of those billions
won’t be spent in the congres-
sional districts of the politicians
who created the conditions that
have privatized spending for the
public good. The law of unin-
tended consequences at work.

xt the people com-
lained because they
lacked water. Did none of
them think to pray to God
Almighty who had so majestically

delivered them from Egypt? Did they
not think to ask Him to help them?

A bit more and they will
stone me!”

him the elders of the tribes and he
was to strike “the” rock in Horeb.

There is much to be gleaned from
this story. The Israelites were in
Rephidim. It was necessary to take
the elders to witness the water from
the rock in Horeb. The elders were to
assure that the water was not already
there. They were to testify that the
water came forth when Moses struck
“the” rock.

In recent years, some Christian
explorers braved Arab restrictions
and explored the Sinai Peninsula and
the mountains of southeast Arabia.
They searched for landmarks and
traces of the Israelite trek that is
documented in the Bible.

One thing that they found was
“the” rock in Horeb! It is a gigantic
boulder standing atop a hill. It is not
craggy, as part of a mountain. It is
smooth and oval shaped... a mini-
mum of 40 ft. high! It is split from top
to bottom into two equal pieces.

The Bible doesn’t specifically say

so, but it seems that when Moses
struck the gigantic boulder with a
wooden staff, it split in half.

From the bottom of the rock, there
is a dry streambed running down
the mountain. An extremely strong
force of water gushed from the rock
in order to gouge the deep streambed
and move the boulders.

Standing beside “the” rock looking
down the mountain, a large dry lake-
bed is still evident. Think about the
number of people all wanting water
at the same time... about 3 million.
Consider the number of livestock
that also wanted to drink at the same
time. The dry lakebed is near where
the Children of Israel were waiting,
at Rephidim.

Moses named the place Massah
U’Meribah which means Test and
Contention. The people tested God
and questioned if He was even with
them.

God told Moses, “I shall stand
before you by “the” rock in Horeb.”

He told Moses this to answer the
challenge of the people, assuring
Moses that He was among them
always. He is always watching. He
always knows what is happening and
what is in our hearts. All our provi-
sions come from Him.

Do you see God around you, walk-
ing beside you when you are scared
or in danger? Do you feel Him hold-
ing you up when your knees are like
rubber?

If anyone comes to you and does not
bring this teaching, do not receive him

into your house or give him any greet-
ing, for whoever greets him takes part
in his wicked works (ESV).

We can only have such a relationship
if we abide (remain) in the teachings
of God’s word. Put your trust (faith)
in the Lord and not in anyone or
anything else! May we all be united
in the teachings of Christ and the
New Testament so that we can draw
others into a relationship with him
through obedience to the gospel.

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Reflections: Heart Healthy

his week we start our New
Year’s resolutions, and
many of us are focused on
a “healthy heart.” It appar-
ently is making a difference. Accord-
ing to the American Heart Associa-
tion, “The epidemic increase in heart
disease mortality
ended in the 1960s or
1970s.” Deaths from
heart disease have
fallen dramatically
over the last 50 years.
Heart-healthy alter-
natives are produced
in almost every food
category. Restaurants
include heart-healthy
menus. Smoking has
been banned in most
public places. Physi-
cians and non-profits promote diet-
and-exercise.
I first read Dr. Kenneth Cooper’s
book, Aerobics, in 1982. It was a

groundbreaking book that opened
the eyes of millions to the benefits
of aerobic exercise and healthy diet
for a healthy heart. When I visited
Brazil I was fascinated to find hun-
dreds of Brazilians walking and jog-
ging every morning to get in their
“Cooper.” The doctor’s name had
found its way into Portuguese as a
synonym for heart-healthy aerobic
exercise.

When I followed Cooper’s regimen, I

experienced the benefits: lost weight,

increased strength and stamina.
Unfortunately, I have not always
followed those disciplines, and it
shows. Developing a healthy heart
requires more than knowledge.

As important as it is to maintain a
healthy heart physically, it is even
more important for us to develop a
healthy heart spiritually. The Bible
clearly sets forth the disciplines and
characteristics of a healthy spiritual
heart. They include gratitude, hope,

forgiveness and love. If we discipline
ourselves to be grateful every day for
what God has done, if we hope when
things look hopeless, if we forgive
those who injure us, if we love our
enemies instead of just loving those
who love us, we will have a healthy
heart.

But, like our physical heart, having
a spiritually healthy heart requires
more than knowledge. We may know
that we need to be grateful, hopeful,
forgiving and loving. But how do you
create heartfelt gratitude, hope, for-
giveness and love?

In the spiritual realm, this requires
a spiritual heart transplant. God

has to create a new heart within us,
something that He is more than will-
ing to do. We are all born with spiri-
tual heart disease. Jeremiah says,
“The heart is more deceitful than all
else and is desperately sick, who can
understand it?” (Jer. 17:9). But later
he writes, “I will give them a heart to

know Me, for I am the Lord; and they
will be My people, and I will be their
God.” (Jer. 24:7). And in Ezekiel He
says, “Moreover, I will give you a new
heart and put a new spirit within you,
and I will remove the heart of stone
Jfrom your flesh.” (Ez. 36:26).

God sent His son Jesus so that He
might create in us a healthy heart
that is full of gratitude, hope, forgive-
ness and love. He changes the heart
that has grown callous, bitter and
resentful into one that overflows in
gratitude. Someday our physical
heart will beat its last beat and our
bodies will die. But the spiritually
healthy heart that God creates will
live forever.

Texans pin hopes on Watt, defense

HOUSTON — J.J. Watt has had
plenty of great games for the Tex-
ans.

And as Houston looks to end
Kansas City’s 10-game winning
streak in the wild-card round of
the playoffs, it can take comfort
in this: Some of the star defen-
sive end’s best games have come
in the postseason.

In four playoff games, Watt has
five sacks, 17 tackles, three bat-
ted passes and an interception
return for a touchdown.

His most notable playoff per-
formance came as a rookie in
the 2011 season in Houston’s first
postseason game against Cincin-
nati. The game was tied 10-10
when Watt swatted down a pass,
grabbed his first career intercep-
tion and returned it for a touch-
down to give Houston the lead in
a 31-10 win.

Watt was also good in Hous-
ton’s only other playoff win
which was also against Cincin-
nati in the wild-card round a year
later. He had five tackles, a sack
and swatted down two passes in
the 19-10 victory.

“The playoffs are the goal, ob-
viously,” he said. “It’s the goal

to get to the playoffs and then to
take it from there. So all you can
do is take it one game at a time.
You need to play your best foot-
ball in the playoffs. So it’s a great
opportunity for us to go out there
in front of our home crowd, fly
around, have some fun and enjoy
ourselves.”

Coach Bill O’Brien knows it
helps to have players such as
Watt and many members of his
staff with playoff experience
as they prepare for Saturday’s
game.

“I think it’s good because you
can just talk to them about our
experiences and things that went
wrong and things that went right
and how we’ve all learned from it
and try to give them our thoughts
on those things,” O’Brien said.

Watt believes it’s important to
try and treat this game like any
other.

“There is some added emotion,
added energy, added excitement
and you need to harbor that and
use it the right way and channel
it to use it for positive and don’t
let it overwhelm you,” he said.
“Having been here and played
in four playoff games now since
I’ve been here, I think I've got a
handle on how to do that.”

Watt, who won his second De-
fensive Player of the Year award
last season, had another big sea-
son. He led the NFL with 17%
sacks to join Reggie White as
the only players in NFL history
to have three 15-sack seasons
in their first five years in the
league. He also had 76 tackles, 29
tackles for losses, 50 quarterback
hits, batted down eight passes,
forced three fumbles and recov-
ered one.

Watt broke his left hand on
Dec. 9 and played the next three
games with a club-like cast that
slowed him down a bit. He played
without the cast for the first time
on Sunday and looked like his old
self, finishing with three sacks,
recovering a fumble and forcing
another one.

He shared his plans for what
he’ll do with his injured hand on
Saturday.

“T’ll be wearing the same thing
I was wearing last week,” he said.
“Just a little thing to make sure
that it’s protected because it’s
still not fully healed. But it’s very
nice to have it back, and I'm look-
ing forward to playing another
week with it back in use.”

1. Four spades. Partner’s spade
bid is an overcall, not an opening bid,
and more often than not he will have
less than opening-bid values. Gener-
ally speaking, an overcall is based
more on playing tricks than high-
card values.

But even though partner might
have as little as nine high-card points
(and as many as 16) for his one-
spade bid, the fact remains that he is
unlikely to lose four tricks opposite
this hand. A jump-raise to game is
therefore clearly indicated — partic-
ularly since a jump to three spades
(or ¢ven three hearts) would be
merely invitational and not forcing.

2. Two spades. Partner might be
able to make 10 tricks if he is at the
top of his bid, so you must give him
some encouragement. If pariner
passes, then the raise might turn out
to have pre-emptive value. It would
be incorrect to bid two diamonds,

3. Three notrump. No guarantees
go with this bid, as there is an obvi-
ous danger in hearts, but three
notrump is nevertheless a favorite to
make. You don’t nced a 100 percent
shot for game 1o bid it. A nonforcing
bid such as two or three diamonds
would be a mistake when you are so
closc to making game.

4. Three spades. Whether you can
make game depends on the strength
of partner’s overcall. Since there is
no way to judge this without consult-
ing partner, you should invite him to
o on lo game instead of bidding it
all by yourself.

5. Two notrump. Here also you
must rely on partner to judge the
chance for game, since he 1s looking
at his hand and knows whcther his
overcall was based on minimum,
medium or maximum values.

The jump to two notrump indicates
roughly 12 to 14 points and mercly
invites game. It shows balanced dis-
tribution and all-around strength,
with special emphasis on the oppo-
nents’ suit. It is a picture bid that pin-
points both high-card values and dis-
tribution and places the decision on
where and how far to go right where
it belongs — in partner’s lap.
