HART NEWS 

CATTLE LICE CONTROL 
During winter and spring, cattle 

lice cause more injury to animals 
than at any other time of year. 
County agent, R. L. King says-that 
cattle lice treatment should be giv-
en 

 
in the fall. 

Cattle infected with lice are very, 
unthrifty and can't keep up their i  
own weight, tthe etomologists say. 
Another symptom is rough, coarse 
hair, and sometimes large bare 
patches appear on the neck and 
body where the animal has rubbed 
against fences and trees to relieve 
the irritation caused by the lice. 

Both rotenone and DDT are good 
treatment for cattle lice. Whether 
you use rotenone or DDT, two 
treatments, 14 days apart, must be 
given to control the lice success-
fully. You can mix a spray or dip 
with one pound of five per cent ro-
tenone and 10 pounds of wettable 
sulphur with 100 gallons of water. 
If you use DDT, mix four pounds 
of 50 per cent wettable DDT with 
100 gallons of water. You'll also 
control lice. say the etomologists, 
when you treat cattle for hornflies 
in the spring with 25 per cent 
DDT. No lice treatment is neces-
sary the following fall unless louse 
infected animals are added to the 
herd.
