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"Dollar-A-Year"

WASHINGTON, Aug. 21 (1?)—

Blaming "certain dollar-a-year men" 
of the War Production Board for 
shortages of critical war materials, 
CIO members of WPB's labor ad-
visory committee called upon Chair-
man Donald N. Nelson today for 
their dismissaL 

As WPB officials disclosed that 
Nelson had—swer..-torl—a.etaw l 
personnel and elimination of execu-
tives considered unsuited to their 
jobs, the advisory committee's three 
CIO member§ made public a recoil,-
tion protesting that the war effort 
was "being paralyzed" as a result 
of inefficient planning. 

The petition was signed by Clin-
ton Golden, assistant to the presi-
dent of the United Steel Workers of 
America; John Green, president of 
the CIO International . Union of 
Marine and Shipbuilding Workers 
of America, and Walter Reuther, 
vice president of the United Auto-
mobile ^and Aircraft Workers of 
America. 

"Every effort to expand steel pro-
duction facilities and to plan for 
maximum utilization of present 
steel production facilities," the reso-
lution asserted, "has been blocked 
by vested interests in the steel in-
dustry who have been given aid 
and. comfort by certain dollar-a-
year men in important positions in 
the iron and steel branch of the 
WPB." 

Urging dismissal of other execu-
tives who, the resolution claimed. 
"are responsible for similar short-
ages in their respective divisions," 
the group appealed to Nelson to re-
instate Frederick I. Libbey, engi-
neering consultant, discharged Wed-
nesday. 

Crop Conditions 
Better In Texas 

AUSTIN, Tex., Aug. 21—The U. 
.S. Department of Agriculture and 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service reported Wednesday tbut 
improvement in conditions for crop 
progress and farm work for the 
state as a whole came as a result of 
favorable weather during the week 
ended Aug. 16. 

Good rains in most of the High 
Plains benefitted row crops and 
preparation of fields for fall seed-
ing. The droughty section across 
the entire northern part of the state 
was decreased in area by rainfall 
on parts of the northern and south-
ern edges varying from scattered 
light showers to good rains. 

In the coastal and soUtherN dis-
tricts soil moisture still was 'amide 
from earlier rains and the mostly 
fair weather enabled farmers to 
carry on harvest operations 'of all 
kinds. 

Cotton continued to make satis-
factory progress over most of the 
state, but moisture was needed in 
much of the cotton area north, and 
west of the south central district 
Leaf worms were showing up in the 
north and northwestern counties.

If it were not for the women, 
Castro County would be in one 
"mell of a hess." Women run most 
of our businesses and all of us men. 
Our grocer is a woman, our land-
lady is a woman, our postmaster is 
a woman. Women run our offices 
and our stores, our beauty shops 
and laundries, our automobiles and 
cur charities?  our filling stations 
and our restaurants. The churches 
would be empty, our Sunday-
schools would fail, our schools 
close down, the fait would grow 
up in weeds, and there wouldn't be 
any flowers nor local items in the 
Castro County News—if it weren't 
for the women. Our County Treas-
urer is a woman, our county libra-
rian is a Woman, our county home 
demonstration agent is a woman, 
cur next County and District Clerk 
will be a woman, and it looked like 
for a while there would be other 
women officials. All of which does 
rot mean we are evoluting into a 
bunch of sissies, with a softshelled 
atmosphere. This is a hard-riding 
country, with a real flavor, in 
spite of the way they used to taunt 
us Texans in Florida while "Ma" 
Ferguson was governor: "You're 
from Texas eh, out west where men 
are men and women are Govern-
ors; glad to know you, glad to 
know you." 

The State Department of Educa-
tion sets up minimum requirements 
for graduation which are generally 
followed by all schools in the state. 
Dimmitt is no exception in requir-
ing the minimum amount of work 
for graduation. 

As quoted from the state depart-
ment bulletin these requirements 
are: 

"Four year high schools MUST 
require at least sixteen academic 
units for graduation . . ." • 

"The following credits are re-
quired for graduation in a four-
year high school: 

English 	 3 units 
Mathematis 	 2 units 
Social Studies 	2 units 

including American History 
" and/or Civics 

Laboratory Science 	1 unit 
The student has eight required 

subjects to take and eight elective 
subjects. 

It will be noted that in English, 
Mathematics and Science no certain 
subjects are required but in Social 
Studies at least one subject is 
designated. 

Meeting the minimum require-
ments for graduation as set up by 
the state department will not al-
ways admit a pupil to any college 
or university in the state. Each 
college or university has the power 
to set up their own entrance re-
quirements which in some cases are 
much higher than the minimum set 
up by the state department. If a 
student expects to enter a certain 
college after graduation from high 
high school they should learn the 
entrance requirements of that par-
ticular school and outline their high 
schobl course accordingly. Even 
within the same college the en-
trance requirenients are different 
for each department. 

It would be almost impossible and 
certainly not practical for each high 
school to require for graduation all 
that would be necessary to enter 
any college or division of a college 
in Texts. this would result in much 
wasted effort on the part of the 
pupils. 

The Dimmitt High School recom-
mends to all who expect to graduate 
that they take four years of English 
or three years of English and One 
year of speech or journalism; that 
they take general mathematics, 
algebra I and algebra. II or plane 
geometry; that they take general 
science and, either biology or chem-
istry. These recommendations go 
beyond the minimum requirements 
but will admit graduates to most of 
the colleges in Texas. A few col-
leges have still higher entrance re-
quirements and in a few cases 
pectiliar requirements. 

Pick the college you expect to 
attend before your. senior year in 
high school then fit your course to 
the entrance requirements of that 
particular college or university.

That Section& 33 of 
Article 16, of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, be amended so 
as to read as follows:

The Legislature 
shall have the power, by local or 
general law (without the necessity 
of advertising any such local law), 
in counties having a population in 
excess of two hundred thousand 
(200,000) inhabitants according to 
the then last Federal Census, to 
create other courts having either 
exclusive jurisdiction or concur-
rent jurisdiction with the sounty 
court in civil, criminal or probate 
matters." 

Sec. 2. The f yeg,oing Consti-
tutional Amendment shall be sub-
mitted to the-  crillif-icetmettft• of 
the State of Texas at a special 
election to be• held on the first 
Tuesday 	after 	the 	first 
Monday in November, 1942, at 
which time all voters favoring such 
proposed Amendment shall have 
written or printed on their ballots 
the following:

Those opposing said proposed 
Amendment shall write or have 
printed on their balots, the words: 

"Against the Amendment to the 
Constitution of the State of Texas,

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas as hereby directed 
to issue the necessary proclamation 
for said election and have same 
published as required by the Con-
stitution for amendments thereto. 

The, sum of Five Thous-
and Dollars ($5,000.00), or so•much 
thereof as may be necessary, is 
hereby appropriated out of any 
funds in the Treasury,  of the State 
of Texas, not otherwise appropria-
ted, to pay the expenses of such 
pubication and election.

After that was over, I delved 
into the stack and •the last one at 
all had been mailed to me by my 
aunt in Memphis, Tenn., and when 
I ripped the wrapper off, there was 
the news that Judge A. a Pittman 
had died. 

Now perhaps none of the readers 
of this column ever heard of Judge 
Pittman but, because he was my 
friend, I hope you won't mind my 
writing something by way of a trib-
ute; and because he was unique.. I 
hope further that you will find 
there words of interest. 

Judge Pittman was, perhaps more 
than anyone else, responsible for 
my becoming a newspaperman and 
so, if there were no other reason 
than this, I would always cherish his 
memory.

But this is to he about the Judge 
himself. 

Judge Pittman presided over what 
would be, in Texas, the civil district 
court. 

He was not a handsome man. ex-
cept in the way that Abraham Lin-
coln was handsome—rough-hewn 
features that readily lighted with a 
smile, and kindly, gray eyes. 

The Judge was a man of wide 
reading and of wider _study of men.. 
His sympathies were with the goon, 
the under-privileged, the voiceless. 

He was unorthodox in his conduct 
of the court. You might go in and 
there would be a witness on the 
stand, and questions and answers 
would be in progress and there 
would be a jury in the box—but no. 
one on the bench. A lawyer would 
arise—Judge Pittman always insist-
ed that a lawyer must rise when be 
addressed the court—and say, "Your 
Honor, I object." 

A man standing over by the win' -- 
dow, gazing out on the street would 
say, "Objection overruled," and the 
trial would go on. 

Letters written by soldiers in 
the Philippines before the fall of 
Bataan and Corregidor, and recov-
ered from the Pacific after the 
ship bringing them to the United 
States was sunk, now are being de-
ivered to the soldiers' families, the 
war department has reported.

H. J. R. No. 1— 
A JOINT RESOLUTION 

proposing an amendment to Arti-
cle III of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas by adding a new 
section thereto to be known as 
Section 49-a, requiring all bills 
passed by the Legislature on and 
after January 1, 1945, appropriat-
ing money for any purpose, to be 
sent to the Comptroller of -Public 
Accounts for his approval, and 
fixing the duties of the Comptroll-
er with reference thereto; author-
izing the Legislature to provide 
for the issuance, sale, and retire-
ment of serial bonds, equal in 
principal to the total outstanding, 
valid, and approved obligations 
owing by the General Revenue 
Fund on September 1, 1943; pro-
viding for the submission of this 
amendment to the voters of this 
State; prescribing the form of 
ballot; providing for the procla-
mation and publication' thereof; 
and providing for the necessary 
appropriation to defray necessary 
expenses for the submission of 
this amendment. 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF. TEXAS: 

Section I. That Article III of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended by adding 
thereto, immediatey after Section 
49, a section to be known as 49a, 
to read as follows: 

"Section 49a. It shall be the 
duty of the Comptroller of Public 
Accounts in advance of each Regu-
lar Session of the Legislature a 
prepare and submit to the Govern-
or and to the Legislature upon its 
convening a statement under 
oath showing fully the financial 
condition of the State Treasury at 
the close of the last fiscal period 
and an estimate of the probable 
receipts and disbursements for the 
then current fiscal year. There 
shall also be contained in said 
statement an itemized estimate of 
the anticipated revenue based on 
the laws then in effect that will 
be received by and for the State 
from all sources showing the fund 
accounts to be credited during the 
succeeding biennium and said 
statement shall contain such other 
information as may be required by 
law. Supplemental statements 
shall be submitted at any Special 
Session of the Legislature and at . 
such other times as may be nec-
essary to show probable changes. 

"From and after January 1, 
1945, save in the case of emergen-
cy and imperative public necessity 
and with a four-fifths vote of the 
total membership of each House, 
no appropriation in excess of the 
cash and anticipated revenue of 
the funds from which such appro-
priation is to be made shall be 
valid. From and after January 1, 
1945, no bill containing an appro- 
priation shall be considered as 
passed or be sent to the Governor 
for consideration until and unless 
the Comptroller of Public Accounts 
endorses his certificate thereon. 
showing that the amount appro-
priated is within the amount esti-
mated to be available in the af- 
fected funds. When the Comp-
troller finds an appropriation bill 
exceeds the estimated revenue he 
shall endorse such finding thereon 
and return to the House in which 
same originated. Such informa-
tion shall be immediately made 
known to both the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Senate and 
the necessary steps shall be taken 
to bring such appropriation to 
within the revenue, either by pro-
viding additional revenue or reduc-
ing the appropriation. 

"For the purpose of financing 
the outstanding obligations of the 
General Revenue Fund of the 
State and placing its current ac-
counts on a cash basis the Legis-
lature of the State of Texas is 
hereby authorized to provide for 
the issuance, sale, and retirement 
of serial bonds, equal in principal

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS: 

Section 1. That Aticle 3 of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended by adding thereto a 
new section to be known as Sec-
tion 49-b, which shall read as 
follows: 

"Section 49-b. The Legislature 
may provide by law for the issu-
ance of not more than Two Million 
Dollars ($2,000,000) in bonds or 
obligations of the State of Texas to 
the Permanent School Fund for the 
construction in the City of Austin 
of a State office building or 
buildings, and the State Board of 
Education is hereby directed to 
invest not more than Two Million 
Dollars ($2,000,000) of the Per-
manent School Fund therein. Such 
bonds shall be executed on behalf 
of the State of Texas by the Gov-. 
ernor and Comptroller, and shall 
bear a rate of interest not to ex-
ceed three (3) per cent per annum, 
payable annually; they shall be of 
such denomination as may be 
prescribed by law, and shall be 
payable in not to exceed twenty-
five (25) equal installments be-
ginning one (1) year from date 
of issuance; and the State Treas-
urer is hereby authorized and di-
rected to set aside into a special 
fund annually at the beginning of 
each fiscal year until all of said 
bonds shall have been paid off and 
discharged, a sufficient amount of 
the first moneys coming into the 
Treasury for the use and benefit 
of the General Revenue Fund not 
otherwise heretofore obligated to 
the payment of bonds and interest, 
a sufficient amount to pay the in-
terest becoming due and the bonds 
maturing during such fiscalyear. 
From said Fund, the Treasurer 
shall pay the interest on said 
bonds as it comes due, to the credit 
of the Available School Fund; and 
shall pay off said bonds as they 
become due and deposit the 
amounts so paid to the credit of 
the Permanent School Fund. The 
power hereby granted to issue 
bonds is expressly limited to the 
amount stated and to five (5) 
years from and after the adoption 
of this grant by the people." 

Sec. 2. The foregoing Consti-
tutional Amendment shall be sub-
mitted to the qualified voters of 
the State of Texas at an election 
to be held on the third day of 
November, 1942, at which election 
all voters favoring such proposed 
Amendment shall write or have 
printed on their ballots the words: 

"For the Amendment to the

She also intends to have 
beets, mustard, lettuce, and, salsify 
in this garden. 

Wise planting of the fall, garden 
will insure an assortment of good 
vegetables to use fresh, to can, dry, 
or brine, and at the same time help 
avoid losses from the fall garden-
ing hazards of late summer heat, 
early frosts, heavy rainfall, and in-
sect damage. Here's how: 

Plant these vegetables before 
September 3—English peas, Thom-
ts Laxton;radishes, Scarlet Globe;

Plant semi-hardy vegetables to 
r:thstand light frost. .Before Sep-
Pmber 3plant carrots, Danver's 
Jail Long; cabbage, Charles 
Wakefield; turnips, Shogoin; broc-
coli, Green Sprouting; beets, De-
troit Dark Red; Swiss chard, Lu-
dullus; may lie planted as late as 
September 24.
