Early voting numbers in How-
ard County continued to show a 
heavy turnout at the polls. 

After the first week of early vot-
ing, the Howard County Election 
Office reports 4,042 people have 
cast their votes in this national 
election. That’s roughly 24 percent 
of the registered voters in county. 
Broken down, 3,603 people turned 
up in person to vote while 439 mail 
in ballots were received. 

Early voting for the Nov. 8 elec-
tion will run through Nov. 4 in the 
county elections administrator’s of-
fice, located on the first floor of the 
Howard County Courthouse. Voting 

hours will be 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through Friday, 
except for Tuesday and Thursday, 
when ballots can be cast from 7 
a.m. to 7 p.m.

Voters must provide suitable ID 
before they will be allowed to cast 
their ballots. If they do not have 
one of the seven state-approved 
forms of photo identification, 
they can sign an affidavit that 
will allow them to vote, as long 
as they can provide documen-
tation which includes their 
name and address.

Halloween 
night fun

Halloween came a little early to Kentwood Early 
Childhood Center.

Wednesday afternoon saw more than 100 chil-
dren spending time with dads, uncles, and other 
male figures in their lives by getting artistic with 
pumpkins.

“We decided to do ‘Painting Pumpkins with 
Pops,’ and we invited any male figure in these chil-
dren’s lives to come up and spend some time paint-

ing pumpkins,” said Kentwood Principal Kelli 
Wigington. “Today we partnered with Howard 
College Studies in the Correctional System. 
The school district provided the pumpkin seeds 
and they planted them out there at the prison. 
We have about 105 kids, and we had about 100 
male figures show up for our kids. If parents 
weren’t able to come, we were able to get some 
people from our school system, and some from 
First Baptist Church, and one of our teacher’s 
husbands came up, and they came up and sat 

with a kid and helped them paint so that each 
of them would have someone here today.”

The prison was the Federal Correctional In-
stitution, explained Fabian Serrano, director 
of Correctional Studies at Howard.

“[Inmates] were excited to be working with 
this project,” he said. “Everything from the 
initial phase of growing the actual seed in the 
greenhouse then transplanting them and car-
ing for them all throughout the summer. We 
donated 60 pumpkins and H-E-B donated the 
rest.”

The project might have been born out of a 
touch of procrastination.

“We were originally planning on growing 
different types of vegetables and donating 
them to the food bank, but when we came 
up with this idea, it was a little too late in 
the summer to grow the vegetables and have 

them available,” Serrano said. “We 
decided to grow pumpkins because 
that’s what we still could do in the 
summer. So we decided to donate 
them to the school.”

The event is great for the Big 
Spring community, he added.

“First it establishes community 
relations between all the parties 
but it gave incarcerated fathers 
an opportunity to provide that op-
portunity to fathers outside in the 
community to have that interaction 
with their kids,” 
he said. “When 
dads interact 
with their kids, 
it helps them re-
duce behavior 
issues and psy-
chological issues, 
and just cognitive 
betterment for 
all kids. I want to 
thank the fathers 
who participated 
and I also want 
to thank their 
employers for al-
lowing them to be 
there.

DALLAS (AP) — James Harden 
walked the ball up the court in the 
final seconds of the third quarter, 
then decided he didn’t want to set 
up the offense.

The Houston star simply pulled 
up and hit a long 3-pointer for the 
first double-digit lead during a late-
quarter run that put the Rockets in 
control for good.

Trevor Ariza scored 27 points, 
Harden had 26 and Houston beat 
Dallas 106-98 with Dirk Nowitzki 
missing from the Mavericks’ home 
opener Friday night.

Harden went scoreless while 
playing the entire first quarter, 
missing all five shots, before get-
ting 10 points in the second and 12 

in the third, including the punctu-
ating 3 that followed two others on 
a 10-2 run to finish the quarter.

“I was in a groove and it was time 
to close out the quarter,” Hard-
en said. “Think that’s one of the 
things that we’re preaching is we 
got to end quarters the right way.”

Harrison Barnes, playing his first 
home game for the Mavericks after 
signing a max contract in the sum-
mer, had a career-high 31 points.

Nowitzki didn’t play for just the 
second time in 19 home openers 
with Dallas. The 38-year-old had a 
stomach ailment bad enough that 
coach Rick Carlisle wasn’t sure he 
would make the trip to Houston for 
the Rockets’ home opener Sunday.

“Dirk’s not going to be around 
here forever. And we’re going to be 

sitting him sometimes this year,” 
Carlisle said. “The other guys have 
got to step up and step forward. 
And I’m one of them. We’ve all got 
to really raise the level of our game 
when a guy like that’s not on the 
floor.”

Two nights after recording a 
career-high 17 assists in an open-
ing loss to the Los Angeles Lakers, 
Harden had eight assists and seven 
rebounds.

Ariza was 5 of 7 from 3-point 
range, including one early in the 
fourth quarter to push Houston’s 
lead back to nine points. He was 
fouled on 3-pointers twice and 
made all six free throws.

Rockets top Mavs 106-98 with 
Nowitzki out for home opener

The NFL trade dead-

line never quite stirs up 
the interest seen at that 
time of year in other 
professional sports.

“I never even know 
when the trade deadline 
is. You’re never going 
to see those blockbuster 
trades like you would 
see in the NBA or base-
ball. That’s just not 
the nature of football,” 
Washington Redskins 
left tackle Trent Wil-
liams said.

Why’s that?
“In the NFL, it’s al-

most like a coach gets 
his guy, and that’s who 
he wants to grow and 
mature. ... ‘I drafted 
this guy; I know what I 
drafted him for.’ Guys 
get brought in based on 
pure style, as opposed 
to pure talent, in some 
cases,” Williams said. 
“That has a lot to do 
with why there are few-
er trades in this sport.”

Even if moves are few 
and far between, every 
NFL team — some more 
than others — could use 
help ahead of Tuesday’s 
deadline for making 
deals. So AP reporters 
took on the role of gen-
eral manager to offer 
thoughts on what each 
club’s most pressing 
need is.

Here’s a look at the 
NFC:

DALLAS COWBOYS: 
DE — The Cowboys will 
need pass rushers until 
second-round picks De-
Marcus Lawrence and 
Randy Gregory show 
the ability to be corner-
stones. 

P H I L A D E L P H I A 
EAGLES: WR — The 
Eagles need to get Car-
son Wentz some help on 
the outside: They don’t 
have anyone that ranks 
in the NFL’s top 40 in re-
ceiving yards.

WASHINGTON RED-
SKINS: RB — The Red-
skins didn’t do much in 
the offseason to boost 
their running game af-
ter letting Alfred Mor-
ris head to Dallas as 
a free agent, figuring 
they could count on 2015 
draft pick Matt Jones. 
But Jones’ fumbling is-
sues from his rookie 
year have resurfaced.

ATLANTA FALCONS: 
RB — Tevin Coleman’s 
recent hamstring injury 
revealed a lack of depth 
at RB. Starter Devonta 

Freeman was the only 
other true RB on active 
roster, though FB Pat-
rick DiMarco could take 
emergency carries. Out 
of desperation, the Fal-
cons brought up Terron 
Ward from the practice 
squad and signed free 
agent Stevan Ridley. If 
Freeman were to miss 
time, they’d be in real 
trouble.

CAROLINA PAN-
THERS: DE — The 
defending NFC cham-
pions have struggled 
getting pressure on the 
QB from their front four 
all season. Starting DEs 
Charles Johnson and 
Kony Ealy have com-
bined for just half a sack 
this season. Carolina 
could use a pass-rush-
ing specialist to take 
some of the pressure 
off their young second-
ary, which features two 
rookie CBs.

MINNESOTA VI-
KINGS: OL — The Vi-
kings have been in 
patchwork mode up 
front since LT Matt Ka-
lil went on IR after the 
second game. RT Andre 
Smith joined him soon 
after. And RG Mike Har-
ris is out indefinitely 
with an unspecified ill-
ness.

GREEN BAY PACK-
ERS: RB — Yes, GM 
Ted Thompson already 
pulled off a trade with 
Kansas City for Knile 
Davis, who was buried 
on the Chiefs’ depth 
chart. But with Eddie 
Lacy out at least an-
other seven weeks with 
an ankle injury, and 
backup James Starks 
nursing a knee injury, 
it might be nice for the 
offense to have another 
experienced RB.

DETROIT LIONS: RB 
— The Lions have had 
their backfield deplet-
ed by injuries, losing 
Ameer Abdullah, Theo 
Riddick and Dwayne 
Washington for extend-
ed stretches. Matthew 
Stafford’s chances of 
consistently moving the 
ball through the air will 
get a boost if defenses 
need to worry about a 
solid running game.

SEATTLE SE-
AHAWKS: OL — The of-
fensive line continues to 
be a glaring weakness. 
It took another hit when 
LT Bradley Sowell was 
lost for at least a few 
weeks with a sprained 

ligament in his right 
knee. While Seattle has 
been adequate in pass 
blocking, the run game 
has really struggled:

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — When 
D e s m o n d 
Doss climbed 
up Hacksaw 
Ridge — a 
400-foot high 
escarpment 
on the island 
of Okinawa 
with a wall of 
dug-in Japa-
nese soldiers 
at the top — 
he carried 
his Bible, 
his combat 
medic sup-
plies and the 
weight of his 
moral con-
victions, but 
no weapon.

When the 
w o u n d e d 
A m e r i c a n 
Army pri-
vate eventu-
ally came 
back down for good, he was cred-
ited with repeatedly braving 
harsh enemy fire to treat fellow 
troops, carry them to the cliff's 
edge and lower them to safety. 
For his heroics, he was awarded 
the Medal of Honor — a rarity for 
a conscientious objector.

Now his exploits on Okinawa 
and his struggles to serve both 
his country and his conscience 
have been made into a film, 
"Hacksaw Ridge," directed by 
Mel Gibson. For Gibson, telling 
the story of a man whose Medal 
of Honor citation goes on for two 
full pages and includes a wound-
ed Doss giving up his stretcher to 
another wounded man, the chal-
lenge was almost having too he-
roic of a story to work with.

"You couldn't even tell every-
thing the guy did because it be-
comes almost unbelievable," said 
Gibson, speaking Wednesday be-
fore a screening at The National 
WWII Museum in New Orleans. 
"You're talking about a man here 
who really stuck by his convic-

tion and his faith and he went 
into a situation like hell on earth, 
an ordinary guy doing extraordi-

nary things."
Doss, a Seventh-day Adven-

tist, felt his beliefs barred him 
from even carrying a weapon, let 
alone killing. But he wanted to 
serve his country and ended up 
in a combat infantry unit, tend-
ing to the wounded under some 
of the war's most dangerous con-
ditions. The movie details how 
his fellow troops — initially ex-
tremely suspicious of Doss — 
came to admire his moral and 
physical courage.

In Europe, the war with Germa-
ny was all but over when Doss' 
unit arrived on Okinawa in late 
April. But in the Pacific, it was a 
bloody slog against the Japanese 
to capture island after island.

His unit was trying to take 
Hacksaw Ridge — formally called 
the Maeda Escarpment — and 
push out dug in Japanese troops. 
Doss' Medal of Honor citation de-
scribes how his unit was driven 
back down the cliff by a barrage 
of mortar, artillery and machine 
gun fire but Doss voluntarily 

stayed behind, evacuating the 
wounded by rope over the cliff, 
all under intense enemy fire.

Referring to the audience, he 
said: "I don't want them running 
out screaming. You want them 
to stay in there with you, so you 
have to find a way to temper it, 
but keep it real."

The title character of Desmond 
Doss is played by Andrew Gar-
field. Vince Vaughn plays the 
tough Sgt. Howell tasked with 
bringing the new recruits up 
to snuff and leading them into 
battle. As Gibson puts it: "This 
is not 'Wedding Crashers Vince.' 
This is 'Sgt. Howell Vince.' Dif-
ferent man, tougher."

"It was nice to really just be in 
a movie that's about something," 
Vaughn said. "You don't really 
get those a lot. I've made some 
really fun movies but it was 
definitely great for me to get a 
chance to work with such a great 
story teller as Mel and then also 
have a purpose behind the movie 
that's actually about people and 
something that's inspiring."

Armed with faith: Gibson film 
shows WWII feats of medic

NEW YORK (AP) — Two studies of U.S. news cov-
erage suggest that this is a presidential campaign 
with little substance — unless groping women, tax 
returns and email servers are your idea of major 
issues.

ADT Research, which monitors content of the 
ABC, CBS and NBC evening newscasts, said 
Wednesday that with two weeks before Election 
Day, there has been less issues coverage than for 
any presidential campaign the company has moni-
tored, going back through 1988.

The conservative watchdog Media Research Cen-
ter also counted the campaign topics that have tak-
en up the most time on the newscasts since the end 
of the conventions. Of the 15 topics with the most 
attention, arguably only two — Donald Trump's po-
sition on immigration and questions about his atti-
tudes toward Russia and its leader, Vladimir Putin 
— could be considered traditional policy issues.

"This year's absence of issues is an accurate por-
trayal of the turf on which the election is being 
played out," said Andrew Tyndall, head of ADT Re-
search and publisher of the Tyndall Report.

Networks cast doubt on some of the research, say-
ing it overlooks many of their substantive stories.

By Tyndall's methodology, the network news-
casts so far this year have spent only a third of the 
time on so-called issues stories than any of the last 
eight campaigns. He defines an issues story as one 
that takes a particular topic like immigration or 
Mideast policy and outlines the candidates' posi-
tion. He wouldn't include, for example, coverage of 
a rally where a candidate talks about immigration.

The coverage reflects a campaign that has be-
come a referendum on Trump and Hillary Clin-
ton's fitness for office, he said. But he suggests the 
broadcasters should be making more of an effort to 
strike out on their own.

Rich Noyes, research director at the MRC, said 
Clinton in particular is happy to see so much atten-
tion paid to Trump's suitability for office.

"Candidates certainly could find imaginative 
ways to draw attention to policy issues if that's 
what they wanted to stress," Noyes said. "But the 
networks could find imaginative ways to cover pol-
icy issues that matter most to Americans."

Steve Capus, executive producer of the "CBS Eve-
ning News," said that's being done, and the stud-
ies miss different ways that substance is being 
injected into the coverage. For example, CBS did 
a series this summer interviewing foreign policy 
experts on the most daunting problems a new pres-
ident will face. Fact-checking claims made during 
debates is another way to include specifics, he said.

"It's not just a beauty pageant here," Capus said. 
"We're talking about substance."

ABC pointed to anchor David Muir's coverage of 
the Syrian refugee crisis and interviews with the 
candidates.

The most-covered campaign topic by far con-
cerned the way Trump treats and talks about 
women, the MRC said. That received 102 minutes 
of coverage, nearly double the second-place issue, 
concerning questions about Clinton's health.

Other topics that drew attention on the newscasts 
included Clinton's use of a personal mail server 
while secretary of state, Trump's refusal to release 
a tax return and what that says about what he did 
or didn't pay, the birther issue, Trump's tempera-
ment and practices of both the Clinton and Trump 
foundations.

There's little doubt about which candidate drives 
most coverage. The MRC report said the news-
casts have spent 785 minutes on Trump coverage, 
478 minutes on Clinton. Since 440 minutes of the 
Trump coverage concerned controversies he's 
kicked up, Clinton's not likely to complain about 
the disparity.

to extend a five-game winning streak 
that has the Cowboys (5-1) tied with 
Minnesota for the best record in the 
NFC.

“It’s going to be big because it’s the 
next game,” Prescott said. “I’m not 
going to really put much into it, the 
rival or the division opponent. It’s a 
game that I want to win. Every game 
that I play, I’ll be the same way and 
I’ll treat it that way.”

Things to consider as the Eagles (4-
2) go for a fourth straight win at the 
Cowboys, which would match their 
longest in the series going back to 
when Philadelphia won eight straight 
overall from 1987 to 1991:

DEZ RETURNS: Dallas receiver Dez 
Bryant is expected back after missing 
three games with a hairline fracture 
of a bone in his right knee. He said he 
was ready to play against Green Bay 
before the bye, but the medical staff 
opted to give him the extra two weeks 
of recovery time. The 2014 All-Pro 
missed seven games last year after 
breaking his foot in the opener and 
finished with career lows in catches, 
yards and touchdowns. He scored his 

only touchdown this season against 
Chicago when he returned after in-
juring the knee. “Seems like forever. 
Now it’s over,” Bryant said.

THE AGGRESSOR: Pederson de-
scribes himself as conservative, but 
his play calling isn’t. Pederson has 
gone on fourth down with the lead — 
the Eagles are 5 for 5 on fourth down. 
He took a point off the board last week 
after a penalty and tried a 2-point con-
version — it was successful . Wentz is 

3 for 3 for 21 yards on fourth downs 
and he ran 6 yards on fourth-and-2 
against Minnesota.

“I trust our guys and I trust our of-
fensive line and I think it sends a 
great message to the rest of the team, 
to the defense and special teams,” 
Pederson said.

PROTECTING THE ROOKIES: The 
Eagles can trace their success di-
rectly to protecting Wentz. He’s been 
sacked four times total in their four 

victories and eight times combined in 
the two losses. Not only have the Dal-
las blockers created huge holes for 
Elliott, they’ve allowed the second-
fewest sacks of Prescott with nine. 
Four of those came in one game, a 
fourth-quarter comeback at Washing-
ton that was Prescott’s first win .

SECONDARY SHUFFLE: Eagles 
Pro Bowl safety Malcolm Jenkins 
should get more snaps at corner-
back because Ron Brooks sustained 
a season-ending knee injury. Jenkins 
played more than half his snaps last 
season in coverage against the slot re-
ceiver, so he’ll help fill Brooks’ role as 
the nickel cornerback. When Jenkins 
shifts to cornerback, Jaylen Watkins 
will take his spot at safety. “I just get 
bored playing deep sometimes,” Jen-
kins said.

MORE QB TIDBITS: Wentz and 
Prescott are on the verge of breaking 
the team rookie records for touch-
down passes. Wentz will pass Dono-
van McNabb (eight in 1999) with his 
next TD pass. Prescott needs two to 
tie Troy Aikman (nine in 1989). Wentz 
and Prescott are also 1-2 among rook-
ies in TD passes and passing yards. 
Wentz has the edge in touchdowns 
(eight to seven), Prescott the nod in 
yards (1,486 to 1,324).

HOUSTON — Houston’s 
Brock Osweiler has been 
so bad on the road this sea-
son that a fan started a Go 
Fund Me page in a comi-
cal attempt to raise money 
to buy out his $72 million 
contract.

Criticism of Osweiler 
and his huge deal have 
increased with each Hous-
ton loss, and his latest 
lackluster performance in 
Monday’s defeat at Denver 
spawned countless memes 
mocking the quarterback.

The good news for Os-
weiler and the Texans is 
that they return to Hous-
ton this week where they’ll 
look to improve to 5-0 at 
home when they host the 
Detroit Lions .

Osweiler hasn’t been 
great in Houston’s four 
home wins, but he has 
been much better than on 
the road, with seven of his 
eight touchdown passes 
coming in those victories.

Osweiler has struggled 
to get Houston’s passing 
game going and the Tex-
ans rank 30th in the league 
with 204.3 yards passing a 
game despite having big-
play receivers DeAndre 
Hopkins and rookie Will 
Fuller.

Osweiler knows he needs 
to play better and elimi-
nate mistakes, but also 
noted that a win on Sun-
day would leave the team 
in a pretty good spot at the 
midway point of the sea-
son.

“If we can put ourselves 

5-3, 2-0 in the division, first 
place in the division going 
into the bye week, every-
thing else is irrelevant,” 
he said.

Though Osweiler has 
taken much of the blame 
for Houston’s offensive 
struggles this season, Hop-
kins was quick to point 
out that everyone on the 
offense needs to improve 
to turn things around.

“Anytime we lose a game, 
you can’t point the fingers 
at the guy that everybody 
wants to point the finger at 
because it’s not just him,” 
Hopkins said. “There’s 10 
other guys on the field that 
need to help him out, in-
cluding myself.”

They’ll try to get back 
on track against a Detroit 
team that has won three 

in a row behind the late-
game heroics of quarter-
back Matthew Stafford to 
improve to 4-3. Stafford 
is fourth in the NFL with 
15 touchdowns and has 
thrown just four intercep-
tions.

Stafford deflected cred-
it for the fourth-quarter 
comebacks to his team-
mates.

“More than anything, it 
says a lot about the guys 
around me and the team I 
have,” he said. “I’ve been 
really privileged to play 
with a lot of really good 
players. In those situa-
tions, you just try to put 
the ball in position for 
those guys to go make 
plays, and I’ve had guys 
around me that have made 
plays.”

Roger’s Reviews:

Jack Reacher: Never Go Back

A 
while back, in my review of “Jason 
Bourne,” I compared Matt Damon’s am-
nesiac super-
spy to James 

Bond. My point there 
was that each of those 
two are a product of their individual culture; they 
are, of course, opposites in terms of disposition and 
motivation.

Lee Child’s Jack Reacher, portrayed by Tom 
Cruise in 2012’s “Jack Reacher,” and again recent-
ly in this week’s topic, “Jack Reacher: Never Go 
Back,” continues that trend of American spies be-
ing diametrically opposed to Britain’s iconic super-
spy. Where Bond is patriotic and witty, and Bourne 
is serious and set against the government who cre-
ated him, Reacher seems to position himself as a 
force beyond such petty concerns such as law and 
government. Jack Reacher will succeed where le-
gitimate agents of law and order enforcement fail 
because he is naturally much better than they are. 

The film starts off with ex-military police officer 
Jack Reacher (Cruise) taking down an ambigu-
ously corrupt small-town sheriff (Jason Douglas). 
As in his first movie, Reacher, an expert investiga-
tor, basically spends his time wandering the land 
righting wrongs. During the takedown, he com-
municates with Major Susan Turner (Colbie Smul-
ders), who now occupies his old office, and the two 
develop a flirtation. 

He catches a bus to Washington, D.C., to meet her, 
but is dismayed to find Col. Sam Morgan (Holt Mc-
Callany) instead. Morgan informs him that Turner 
has been arrested on charges of espionage. Reacher 
meets with Turner’s attorney (Robert Catrini), who 
tells him that there’s evidence she had something 
to do with the deaths of two soldiers in Afghanistan 
(M. Serrano and Nicole Barre), and that he (Reach-
er) is the subject of a paternity suit and might have 
a 15-year-old daughter. 

The attorney winds up dead, Reacher is framed 
for his murder, and he uses the opportunity to 
break Turner out of jail just as she is about to be 
offed by assassins working for a mysterious com-
pany called ParaSource. They learn that Reacher’s 
supposed daughter Samantha (Danika Yarosh) 
could be targeted by a ParaSource assassin (Patrick 
Heusinger), and set about protecting her, investi-

gating ParaSource, and clearing Turner’s name.
Other characters of note include Espin (Aldis 

Hodge), an honest MP; and Sgt. Leach (Madalyn 
Horcher), an NCO at Turner’s office who Reacher 

charms into helping 
with the investigation.

So, I hadn’t seen the 
original “Jack Reach-

er” movie when I saw this one, although I did actu-
ally rent it on Amazon and have seen it now. That 
was probably a mistake; I am having a little diffi-
culty keeping the two straight. To be honest, I’m 
using the plot summaries on Wikipedia to untangle 
them in my mind. It’s helping a lot.

The Jack Reacher franchise is pretty entertain-
ing. Cruise is just a hair on the “too perfect” side 
of the fence; although that is a common ailment 
among spy action stars. At least, Reacher has the 
decency to take a few hits in the many brawls he 
engages in, although he’s never seriously injured. 

The plot is a bit weaker than that of the first 
movie. “Never Go Back” seems to be at least three 
minor plots cobbled together into one film. There’s 
the Turner/soldiers killed in Afghanistan plot, the 
“What the heck is ParaSource doing?” plot, and the 
Samantha/paternity suit plot. 

That said, there’s some interesting action, includ-
ing chases and well-choreographed fights. There’s 
nothing in it that makes me actively dislike it, but 
it’s nothing particularly spectacular there either. 

I believe I would have rated the original 2012 
“Jack Reacher” 8 out of 10 stars; it had a much 
tighter, more cohesive plot. This edition slips to 6.5 
out of 10 due primarily to the disjointed patchwork 
of storylines.

A Lamesa woman is working hard to keep Ameri-

ca’s Naval ships safe from attack. 
Command Master Chief Priscilla Kirsh works 

with the E-2D Advanced Hawkeye Squadron, VAW 
126, also known as “Seahawks,” operating out of 
Norfolk, Va. The squadron provides airborne early 
warning for their carrier strike group.

The 1988 Lamesa High School graduate supervis-
es 150 enlisted sailors in the squadron.

“The average age of my sailors is 20 years old and 
the amount of responsibility we place on them is in-
credible,” said Kirsh. “They maintain and prepare 
for flight, multi-million dollar aircraft, often in a 
very dangerous environment. When their families 
are taken care of, and they have the right tools and 
training for the job, their potential has no limits. It 
is my job to make sure they are successful.”

E-2D’s are command and control aircraft, and 
bear the familiar AWACS-style radar disc on their 
backs. In addition to airborne early warning mis-
sion, the E-2D provides a variety of capabilities to 
the carrier strike group, including search and res-
cue operations, data link, communications relay, 
strike control, close air support coordination, and 
drug interdiction. 

“The Sailors of VAW-126 are integral to the suc-
cessful employment of the E-2D Advanced Hawk-
eye,” said Cmdr. Scott Wastak, commanding officer 
of VAW-126. “Without their meticulous attention to 
detail and dedication to the mission, the Hawkeye 
would be unable to perform its mission and meet 
our nation’s call to duty.”

Kirsch said her hometown roots have been inte-
gral to her success in the Navy.

“I left for the Navy at the age of 17, right after grad-
uating high school,” added Kirsh. “I wasn’t ready 
for college, so I thought it would be a good transition 
into adult life for me. I had never spent much time 
outside of Lamesa so it was definitely something 
unique. I had no idea I would still be here serving, 
28 years later. I love the Navy and it’s been an awe-
some career for me. I’ve been all over the world, and 
have had life experiences that I never would have 
had otherwise. Even after all these years, I’m still 
very proud to be a small town girl from Lamesa, 
Texas. The support I’ve received from family and 
friends back home has never wavered since the day 
I got on the bus and left in 1988. The Navy is the 
only life I’ve ever known outside of Lamesa, and it’s 
definitely been much easier to serve, because of the 
love and support from my hometown.”

In the world of sports broad-
casting, the late Jack Buck-
-and son Joe--might best fit 
the “like fa-

ther, like son” de-
scription.

The former, 
known as the 
“Voice of the St. 
Louis Cardinals,” 
was revered 
throughout the 
nation, winning 
highest national 
awards in his ca-
reer — one that 
bridged radio and 
television sports 
coverage.

Jack, who died at age 77 in 2002, 
was idolized in St. Louis. A sec-
tion of Interstate 64 is named for 
him, and his bronze bust stands 
at the entrance to Busch Stadium. 
Fans pause there to remember 
his greatness. One said, “I never 
met him before in my life, but his 
voice was like a best friend.”

Few folks who follow famous fa-
thers are equal to the challenge.

Joe, on pace to do so, could eas-
ily have been sidelined by threat-
ening health issues. What irony!  
Vanity could have cost him both 
his hair and his voice. (Critics 
contend arrogance and self-ab-
sorption are ongoing issues.)

In his new book scheduled 
for release soon, Joe admits he 
greatly feared baldness, realizing 
a side effect from ongoing hair 
plug procedures could have ren-
dered him voiceless. He had seri-
ous vocal cord issues half a dozen 
years ago. To regain his voice, he 
was in rehab for four months.

Upon learning “what might 
have been” in 2011, the old jokes 
about broadcasters with “faces 
made for radio” were no longer 
funny.

He’s heard them all. Yep, even 
the one that defends “thinning 
hair” with, “Who wants fat hair?” 
Another old “yuck” tells of guys 
who claim to have “twice-month-
ly surgeries to have growths re-
move from their heads.” Finally, 
this answer for bosses complain-
ing about employees getting 
their hair cut on company time: 
“It grew on company time.”              

The whole vanity ordeal began 
when Joe’s head hair inventory 
started edging downward when 
he was 24.

Jack, with striking facial fea-
tures and silver hair always care-
fully combed, was a handsome 
guy.  

Joe, matching his dad’s good 
looks and great voice, might even 
break several of his elder’s broad-
casting records. (Interviews — 
both broadcast and in print — 
suggest he may have been absent 
on the day tact and diplomacy 
were handed out, however.)

Blessed with continued good 
health, Joe likely has time to set 
broadcast records, and hopefully 
he’ll find time to truly care what 
other people think.

Now a quarter-century re-
moved from first-noted hair loss, 
Joe seems to have as much hair 
as others on TV. Is it “real” or is 
it Memorex?

He, like his dad, paints beauti-
ful “canvasses of words,” and his 
voice — described by one writer 
as a blend of velvet and peanut 

butter — maybe even smoother.
In fairness to Jack, his frequent 

yelling probably began in radio, 
where it provided dramatic ef-
fect.

 With a famous father to “show 
the way,” Joe “soaked up” what 
was needed to enter broadcasting 
with considerable “savvy.”

No matter his lineage, pure tal-
ent might have taken him just as 
far, though it would have taken 
him longer.

Both mastered the “power of 
the pause,” as did the late Paul 
Harvey. Pauses were notable 
when Jack recited a poem he’d 
penned prior to the first game of 
the 2011 World Series. It’s worth 
the “Google” to hear his power-
ful poem, “Our America.” Jack 
wrote the piece hours after 9/11, 
and it boomed throughout the 
packed stadium in St. Louis. It 
also warmed the hearts of mil-
lions via TV. Coupled with a 21-
gun salute, all was in place for 
the poignant cry of the umpire, 
“Play ball.”.

I’d happily mention the title 
of Joe’s book, but it includes a 
tacky word beyond tawdry.

Hopefully, Joe wasn’t in on the 
title selection, but if he had a say 
in the matter, shame on him.

   Just a guess: Had his dad been 
around, he would have urged 
consideration of a different title.

Point Blank is a small place in 
San Jacinto County just west of 
Lake Livingston.  It got its name 
from a French governess who 
was hired to teach children on 
the Robinson Plantation.  She ar-
rived when the cotton was high 
and the ground 
was covered in 
white.  She ex-
claimed in her 
native language, 
“pointe blanche,” 
which translates 
into the English 
words “white 
point.”  When it 
came time to es-
tablish a post of-
fice, the place took 
on the name Point 
Blank. 

The Robinson family arrived 
in what is now Point Blank in 
1846 when Texas was a brand 
new state.  Land was cheap and 
fertile and the Robinson clan left 
Alabama to carve a future in the 
Lone Star State.  They bought 
3500 acres and their sixty slaves 
built a beautiful home that looks 
like something from Gone With 
The Wind.  Sam Houston used to 
spend the night with the Robin-
sons when he was traveling.  He 
lived not to far away.  The Robin-

sons lived on the place one hun-
dred and twenty hears then sold 
it to Bill and Barbara West.  The 
Wests have been in the house 
nearly forty years.   Barbara died 
in 2014 but Bill carries on, giv-
ing lectures about the place, con-
ducting tours of the grounds and 
entertaining his children and 
grandchildren. 

Bill loves to look for artifacts 
with his metal detector and has 
found enough treasures to turn 
his barn into a museum.  It con-
tains tools, jewelry, coins, glass-
ware, silverware and other items 
from the Robinson family.  My 
favorite is a mop made of corn 
shucks, the creation of a slave.  
The Robinson-West River Planta-
tion is a state archeological land-
mark.

Bill has interviewed several de-
scendants of both the Robinsons 
and their slaves and has writ-
ten two books about the place.  
Their titles are “To Live Again” 
and “Journey to the Robinson-
West River Plantation”. Bill is 
an ex-coach and teacher.  Hunts-
ville ISD named him Teacher of 
the Year in 2000.  He spent some 
years in Arizona where he had 
a scholarship to Grand Canyon 
University in Phoenix.  He later 
taught and coached in Flagstaff, 

eventually settling in Sedona.  
During the summers he worked 
as a forest ranger in northern Ar-
izona and wrote a book about the 
beauty of the Oak Creek-Sedona 
area.  The Wests had a home in 
the middle of Oak Creek Canyon.  
They were a popular couple.  Just 
before moving back to Texas, Bill 
and Barbara were named Sedo-
na’s Man and Woman of the year. 

I had a great visit with Bill.  I ar-
rived at the plantation on a Sun-
day afternoon and immediately 
we got in his pickup and drove 
around the place.  He showed me 
a special picnic area overlooking 
a creek where he and Barb went 
to solve all the problems of the 
world.  We drove to Onalaska for 
supper and when we got back, I 
had one of the biggest thrills of 
my life.  I got to sleep in the same 
room where Sam Houston slept.

was like, ‘We’re going to 
win 1-0 tonight.’”

Cleveland now has a 
chance to take a com-
manding 3-1 lead with 
ace Corey Kluber start-
ing Game 4 on short rest 
Saturday and coming 
off a dominant perfor-
mance in the opener. 
John Lackey pitches for 
Chicago.

Not since they 
dropped Game 7 against 
Detroit in 1945 had the 
Cubs hosted a World Se-
ries game. The last time 
they won one? That was 
two days earlier when 
they beat the Tigers in 
12 innings.

Decades of disappoint-
ment and curses gave 
way to a major league-
leading 103 wins and 
hope for the Cubs that 
their first champion-
ship since 1908 is on the 
way.

But just as they did 
against the Los Angeles 
Dodgers in the NLCS, 
they will have to rally 
from a 2-1 deficit if they 

are finally going to win 
it all.

“We have seen good 
pitching,” manager Joe 
Maddon said. “The one 
component of our team 
that’s going to blossom 
over the next couple 
years is the offensive 
side. I think what you’re 
seeing on defense and 
arm strengths and bas-
erunning abilities, 
that’s going to be pretty 
much static. But the 
part that’s going to keep 
getting better is what 
we’re doing at the plate. 
So this is a great experi-
ence for us.”

Miller got the final out 
for Tomlin in the fifth, 
stranding a runner at 
second. The ALCS MVP 
then struck out Dexter 
Fowler, Kris Bryant and 
Anthony Rizzo in the 
sixth.

Shaw worked the sev-
enth and exited after 
Fowler singled with two 
out in the eighth. Allen 
fanned Bryant to end 
the inning.

Rizzo opened the 
ninth with a single and 
took second on a one-
out grounder. Jason 
Heyward followed with 

a grounder that Napoli 
misplayed, but at least 
the big guy kept the ball 
in front of him and kept 
the tying run from scor-
ing.

Heyward stole second 
without a throw before 
Allen fanned Baez for 
this sixth save this post-
season.

Two more wins and 
the Indians will claim 
the first championship 
since 1948. The Cubs 
still need three more for 
the first crown in 108 
years.

“It’s just good chem-
istry over here and our 
guys kept their poise,” 
Crisp said. “Our pitch-
ing did a great job, their 
pitching did a great job 
over there and that’s 
what type of series this 
is going to be, it seems 
like.”

It was quite a scene 
in and around the ball-
park, one generations of 
long-suffering Cubs fans 
had never witnessed.

They started flooding 
the streets surround-
ing Wrigley hours be-
fore the gates opened. 
By mid-afternoon, 
the blocks outside the 

102-year-old ballpark 
were a sea of blue.

Fans carried “W’’ 
signs and took selfies 
near the famed mar-
quee and statues of the 
late Harry Caray, Ernie 
Banks and Ron Santo, 
cherished figures in 
Cubs lore who would 
have loved nothing 
more than to be part of 
this.

There were red roses 
near the feet of all three. 
There were also four 
green apples on Caray’s 
statue — three on top 
of the base and one in 
his left hand — in a fit-
ting tribute. After all, 
the famed broadcaster 
promised after the final 
game in 1991: “Sure as 
God made green apples, 
someday, the Chicago 
Cubs are going to be in 
the World Series — and 
maybe sooner than we 
think.”

But this just wasn’t 
Chicago’s night.

The Cubs’ Kyle Hen-
dricks, dominant in the 
clinching NLCS victory 
over Los Angeles, exited 
with the bases loaded in 
the fifth after he hit Chi-
cago-area product Jason 

Kipnis.
Justin Grimm then 

got Francisco Lindor to 
ground into 4-6-3 double 
play and gave a huge 
pump of the right fist as 
the crowd roared.

LINING UP
Francona took a risk 

and had Carlos Santana 
start in left field with 
no designated hitter be-
cause he wanted to keep 
the switch-hitting slug-
ger in the lineup.

Santana has played 
catcher, third and first 
base in his career. But 
he had only played one 
other time in left — and 
that was for four in-
nings in 2012.

This made Santana 
the first player since 
1931 to get his first ca-
reer start at a position 
in a World Series game, 
according to the Elias 
Sports Bureau.

MURRAY ON THE 
MIC

Actor and comedian 
Bill Murray led the 

crowd in a rousing ver-
sion of “Take Me Out 
To The Ball Game” dur-
ing the seventh-inning 
stretch.

Murray, a huge Cubs 
fan, reminded the crowd 
of 41,703 that it was the 
last chance to buy beer, 
and then said they were 
there to win games rath-
er than drink. He then 
sang “Take Me Out To 
The Ball Game” as the 
cartoon character Daffy 
Duck.

UP NEXT
Indians: Kluber (3-1, 

0.74 ERA) will be work-
ing on three days’ rest 
after pitching the Indi-
ans to a 6-0 win in Game 
1. The 2014 AL Cy Young 
Award winner has 
thrown scoreless ball in 
three of his four starts 
this postseason.

Cubs: Lackey (0-0, 
5.63) has not pitched 
since Game 4 of the 
NLCS and will be going 
on nine days’ rest.

Rockets: Harden became the 
second player in NBA history 
with at least 30 points and 15 as-
sists in an opener when he had 34 
points and 17 assists in the 120-
114 loss to the Lakers.

Mavericks: Dallas has the 
two highest totals for 3-point at-
tempts in a game in league histo-
ry after shooting 48 in the 130-121 
overtime loss to Indiana in the 
opener. The Mavericks made 18

DALLAS — Alon USA Energy, 
Inc. (NYSE: ALJ) (“Alon”) 
announced Friday results for 
the third quarter of 2016. Net 
loss available to 
stockholders for 
the third quarter 
of 2016 was 
$(8.8) million, or 
$(0.12)per share, 
compared to net 
income available 
to stockholders of 
$41.9 million, or 
$0.60 per share, for 
the same period last 
year. Excluding 
special items, Alon 
recorded net loss available to 
stockholders of $(6.7) million, or 
$(0.09) per share, for the third 
quarter of 2016, compared to net 
income available to stockholders 
of $42.0 million, or $0.60 per 
share, for the same period last 
year.

Net loss available to stockholders 
for the first nine months of 2016 
was $(64.7) million, or $(0.92) per 
share, compared to net income 
available to stockholders of $105.3 
million, or $1.51 per share, for the 
same period last year. Excluding 
special items, Alon recorded net 
loss available to stockholders 
of $(50.9) million, or $(0.72) per 
share, for the first nine months 
of 2016, compared to net income 
available to stockholders of 
$110.1 million, or $1.58 per share, 
for the same period last year.

“Our third quarter results 
reflect a continuation of the 
difficult refining environment 
experienced in the first two 
quarters of 2016,” said Paul 
Eisman, President and CEO.  
“The average Gulf Coast 3-2-
1 benchmark crack spread 
for the third quarter of 2016 
was approximately $6.50 per 

barrel lower than the average 
for the same period last year. 
Additionally, high RINs costs 
continue to weigh on our 
profitability. We continue to 
focus on operational excellence 
and controlling expenditures 
across the organization in this 
environment. We were pleased 
with the contributions in the 
third quarter from our asphalt 
marketing business and our 
renewable fuels project in 
California. 

“The Big Spring refinery 
achieved total throughput 
of 70,000 barrels per day and 
generated refinery operating 
margin of $9.22 per barrel. 
As discussed in our previous 
earnings release, our Big Spring 
refinery’s third quarter results 
were negatively impacted 
by a reformer regeneration 
in August. We estimate that 
the lost opportunity cost and 
maintenance expense associated 
with the reformer regeneration 
negatively impacted Alon’s 
operating income by $8 million. 
Our Big Spring refinery’s direct 
operating expense of $3.90 per 
barrel was negatively impacted by 
the reformer regeneration, which 
lowered throughput volumes and 
increased maintenance expense. 
We expect total throughput at the 
Big Spring refinery to average 
approximately 77,000 barrels 
per day for the fourth quarter of 
2016.”

Eisman said the Krotz Springs 
refinery in Louisiana ran well in 
the third quarter.

“The Krotz Springs refinery... 
achieved total throughput of 
68,000 barrels per day, as we 
increased throughput in response 
to improved market conditions,” 

he said. “The Krotz Springs 
refinery operating margin of 
$3.42 per barrel was negatively 
impacted by the high RINs cost of 
approximately $1.50 per barrel. 
We expect total throughput at 
the Krotz Springs refinery to 
average approximately 69,000 
barrels per day in the fourth 
quarter of 2016. However, we will 
remain responsive to the crack 
spread environment and adjust 
throughput volumes as necessary 
to optimize our profitability.

“Our renewable fuels project 
generated operating income of 
$6 million in the third quarter 
of 2016 with total throughput 
of 2,582 barrels per day,” 
Eisman continued. “The project 
achieved renewable diesel and 
renewable jet yields of 87 percent 
and 7 percent, respectively. 
Profitability improved as sales 
stabilized and tallow prices 
moderated. In the fourth 
quarter of 2016, the project’s raw 
material supply will be reduced 
due to a third party completing 
maintenance on its equipment. 
As a result, we expect total 
throughput in the fourth quarter 
of 2016 to average approximately 
2,400 barrels per day.

Alon’s asphalt business was 
robust, Eisman reported. The 
Big Spring refinery also makes 
asphalt besides gasoline and jet 
fuel.

“The robust performance of 
our asphalt business continued 
in the third quarter of 2016, 
resulting in segment operating 
income of approximately $10 
million, which does not include 
equity earnings of $6 million

Tips for finding
a good trade school

With the recent nationwide closing of 
ITT Technical Institute, thousands 
of students are left with a lot of ques-
tions and now have to consider what 

their next steps are. ITT Tech announced the 
closure of all 136 locations last month, including 
campuses throughout Texas. 

According to the Department of 
Education, current or recent ITT 
enrollees may be eligible for a loan 
discharge. There is also the option 
of transferring to another school; 
however, students will need to 
check with schools directly to de-
termine which credits will trans-
fer. Unfortunately, most students 
won’t be able to finish their current 
program at ITT, but students who 
transfer to a new institution may 
be able to finish their current pro-
gram.  

Vocational schools, also known as trade or ca-
reer schools, can offer training and the skills 
needed for a variety of jobs. While many of these 
programs are reputable, unfortunately, not all are 
and may be out to take your money. Better Busi-
ness Bureau serving Central, Coastal, Southwest 
Texas and the Permian Basin recommends doing 
your homework before you commit to a program 
to ensure it’s reputable and trustworthy.

Vocational schools train students for a variety 
of skilled jobs, including jobs as automotive tech-
nicians, medical assistants, cosmetologists, para-
legals and truck drivers, according to the Federal 
Trade Commission (FTC). However, some of these 
trade schools have misled prospective students 
about the availability of jobs, extent of their job 
training programs and the nature of their facili-
ties and equipment.

Last year, BBB received more than 900 com-
plaints against business and vocational schools 
nationwide. Most complaints allege charges for 
courses that were never taken or the cost of cours-
es were more than initially advertised. 

Before enrolling, BBB offers the following tips:
• Do your research. Do some searches online and 

compare information 
from other schools, 
including everything 
the school provides. 
Find out what is re-
quired to graduate, 
what you’ll receive 
upon graduation and 
if licensing credits 
are transferable. 
Read online reviews 
of the schools and 
check out their BBB 
Business Review 
page at bbb.org.

• Visit the facili-
ties. Take a tour of 

the facilities in person and ask to see the class-
rooms and equipment that students use for train-
ing. You may also consider sitting in on a class, 
asking about the instructors’ qualifications and 
talking to current or previous students about 
their experience. 

• Find out the total cost. Will you need to pay 
by course, semester or program? Find out what 
the total cost of enrolling is, which may include 
tuition, fees for dropping or adding a class, text-
books, equipment or graduation fees. Also, if you 
think you may need financial aid, find out wheth-
er the school provides it or if you’re eligible for 
federal assistance, work-study programs, schol-
arships, grants or student loans. 

• Find out if the school is licensed and accred-
ited. Consider asking the school for its licensing 
and accrediting organizations. In many states, 
private vocational schools are licensed through 
the state Department of Education, so find out 
which state agency handles the licensing. Also, 
do an online search to see if a school is accredited 
by a legitimate organization. Accreditation is a 
sign that the school has been evaluated and has 
agreed to meet certain requirements or maintain 
certain standards. 

• Consider other options. Look into alternatives, 
such as community college. The tuition may be 
less than a vocational school or four-year college 
or university. Also, some businesses may offer 
education programs through apprenticeships or 
on-the-job training. 

• Watch out for red flags. Before you commit to 
a program, read the terms and contract carefully. 
If the school refuses to give you documents to re-
view beforehand, don’t enroll. 

Also, consider it a red flag if the school pres-
sures you to sign up or gives you information dif-
ferent than that in their written materials. Get 
everything in writing. 

Remember, that no school can guarantee you a 
job when you graduate.

As summer 
ends and fall 
approaches, 
we begin to 

hear a lot about the 
seasonal flu and the 
importance of getting 
vaccinat -
ed. Influ-
enza, also 
known as 
“the flu,” 
is a conta-
gious re-
spiratory 
d i s e a s e 
caused by 
the influ-
enza virus, 
which af-
fects the 
nose, throat and lungs. 
Every year in the United 
States more than 200,000 
people are hospitalized 
because of the flu, ac-
cording to the Centers 
for Disease Control and 
Prevention. Several 
important steps can be 
taken to help prevent 
contracting and spread-
ing the virus.

Individuals who are 
at high risk for develop-
ing flu-related compli-
cations should exercise 
particular caution dur-
ing flu season. Children 
under age five, adults 
65 and older, pregnant 
women, people with 
chronic medical condi-
tions and people who 
live in nursing homes or 
long-term care facilities 
are especially suscep-

tible to complications 
related to flu.

The best way to pre-
vent getting the flu and 
spreading it to others is 
to get a vaccine. It’s best 
to get vaccinated as ear-
ly as possible in the sea-
son as it takes about two 
weeks for antibodies to 
develop after vaccina-
tion. For the 2016-2017 
season, the CDC recom-
mend using an inject-
able influenza vaccine. 
Two types of injectable 
vaccines will be avail-
able this flu season:

• Trivalent flu vac-
cine: A three-compo-
nent vaccination inject-
ed into the muscle of the 
arm. There are several 
trivalent shots that are 
appropriate for people 
18 and older. High-dose 
trivalent shots are rec-
ommended for people 
over 65.

• Quadrivalent flu vac-
cine: A four-component 
vaccination approved 
for use in different age 
groups. The intrader-
mal quadrivalent flu 
shot uses a smaller nee-
dle and is injected into 
the skin instead of the 
muscle.

Besides vaccination, 
there are several other 
things you can do to 
minimize the risk of 
catching the virus and 
spreading it to others. 
Most viruses spread 
through direct contact, 

so it is extremely im-
portant to wash your 
hands regularly in 
warm, soapy water and 
avoid contact with face, 
mouth and eyes. When 
sneezing, always use a 
clean tissue and discard 
used ones, and if a tissue 
is not available, sneeze 
away from others.

Using natural meth-
ods to help prevent to 
the flu can also be effec-
tive. Staying hydrated 
and drinking plenty of 
fluids can help flush out 
the body. Getting fresh 
air can also help keep 
the body hydrated, es-
pecially during the cold 
months when central 
heat tends to dry out the 
skin. Exercising regu-
larly and eating a diet 
high in vegetables and 
fruits can help increase 
blood flow and stimu-
late the body’s natural 
virus-killing cells.

The seasonal flu virus 
changes every season, 
so it is important to stay 
current with your vacci-
nations each year. Prac-
ticing good cleanliness 
habits and healthy rou-
tines can also help keep 
you and your loved ones 
healthy throughout flu 
season and all year long.

Everything you need to 
know about the flu vaccine

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Americans in the health in-
surance markets created by 
President Barack Obama’s 
law will have less choice next 
year than any time since the 
program started, a new coun-
ty-level analysis for The As-
sociated Press has found.

The analysis by AP and con-
sulting firm Avalere Health 
found that about one-third of 
U.S. counties will have only 
one health marketplace in-
surer next year. 

That’s more than 1,000 
counties in 26 states — rough-
ly double the number of coun-
ties in 2014, the first year of 
coverage through the pro-
gram.

With insurance notices for 
2017 in the mail, families are 
already facing difficult choic-
es, even weighing whether to 
stay covered.

“At this point we are at a 
loss,” said Ryan Robinson 
of Phoenix. “We don’t know 
what the next step is.” He 
and his wife, Nicole, only 
have plans from one insurer 
available next year, and the 
company doesn’t appear to 
cover an expensive immune-
system medication for their 
11-year-old daughter.

Phoenix is the market 
hardest hit by insurer exits, 

shrinking from eight carri-
ers to one. With many other 
communities affected, how-
ever, the problem of dwin-
dling choice may create even 
bigger political headaches 
than the rising premiums an-
nounced earlier this week.

Largely as a 
result of the Af-
fordable Care 
Act, the nation’s 
uninsured rate 
has dropped to a 
historically low 
level, less than 9 
percent. But the 
program hasn’t 
yet found stable 
footing, and it re-
mains politically 
divisive. Insurer 
participation rose 
in 2015 and 2016, 
only to plunge.

D w i n d l i n g 
choice could be a 
trickier issue than 
rising premiums 
for the Obama ad-
ministration and 
advocates of the 
2010 law, includ-
ing Democratic 
presidential candi-
date Hillary Clin-
ton.

Most customers 
get financial as-

sistance, and their subsidies 
are designed to rise along 
with premiums, which are 
increasing an average of 25 
percent in states served by 
HealthCare.gov. But there is 
no comparable safety valve 
for disruptions caused by in-

surers bailing out.
“Rising premiums get all 

of the political attention, but 
lack of choice between insur-
ers could be a bigger problem 
for consumers,” said Caro-
line Pearson, a senior vice 
president with Avalere.

Five states — Alaska, Ala-
bama, Oklahoma, South Car-
olina and Wyoming — have 
one participating insurer 
across their entire jurisdic-
tions. Only Wyoming and 
South Carolina had faced that 
predicament this year.

Apple raises prices in 
Britain due to pound’s drop

LONDON (AP) — Apple has raised the prices of its 
Mac computer range in the U.K. amid the dramatic 
drop in the value of the pound against the dollar 
following Britain’s vote to leave the European Union.

The company took advantage of the launch of its 
new line on Thursday to adjust prices across its 
range — by as much as 500 pounds ($610) in one case.

Apple said its prices are based on a number of 
factors, including currency exchange rates.

The changes included a price increase on the 13-
inch MacBook from 849 pounds to 949 pounds, while 
the Mac Pro desktop jumped from 2,499 pounds to 
2,999 pounds.

Patrick O’Brien, an analyst at the Verdict Retail 
consultancy, on Friday described the increase as 
“inevitable.”

Volkswagen introduces new 
American-built 7-passenger SUV

DETROIT (AP) — Volkswagen took a big step toward 
recovering from its emissions-cheating scandal by 
introducing a new seven-passenger SUV.

The Atlas SUV gives VW a family hauler entry 
into the fastest-growing part of the U.S. market, 
something dealers had sought for years.

Volkswagen says the Atlas is big enough to carry 
seven adults plus their luggage. Third-row seats can 
be reached easily with innovative folding second-row 
seats, the German automaker says.

“The Atlas marks a brand-new journey for 
Volkswagen to enter into the heart of the American 
market,” said Hinrich Woebcken, CEO of VW’s North 
American region.

The SUVs come with two engine choices: A 2-liter 
turbocharged four-cylinder with 238 horsepower or 
a 280-horsepower 3.6-liter V6. Both have eight-speed 
automatic transmissions.

from our asphalt 
partnerships,” Eisman said. 
“Sales volumes were strong 
at 184 thousand tons, and our 
asphalt margin remained 
favorable at $94 per ton.

“Our retail business 
continues to be negatively 
impacted by economic 
headwinds in the Permian 
Basin,” he continued. Despite 
this, our operating income 
in the third quarter of 2016 
increased modestly relative 
to the second quarter of 2016.”

THIRD QUARTER 2016
Special items increased net 

loss by $2.1 million for the 
third quarter of 2016 primarily 
as a result of employee 
retention expense of $2.0 
million and unrealized losses 
of $3.9 million associated 
with commodity swaps, 
partially offset by gains of 
$1.7 million related to an 
asphalt inventory adjustment 
and $0.5 million associated 
with gains recognized 
on disposition of assets, 
before income tax and non-
controlling interest impacts 
of $1.6 million. Special items 
reduced net income by $0.1

and 70,273 bpd at the Krotz 
Springs refinery. The reduced 
throughput at the Big Spring 
refinery was the result of 
a reformer regeneration 
during the third quarter of 
2016. The reduced throughput 
at the Krotz Springs refinery 
during the third quarter of 
2016 was the result of our 
election to reduce the crude 
rate in order to optimize the 
refinery yield.

Refinery operating margin 
at the Big Spring refinery 
was $9.22 per barrel for 
the third quarter of 2016 
compared to$16.71 per barrel 
for the same period in 2015. 
This decrease in operating 
margin was primarily due 
to a lower Gulf Coast 3/2/1 
crack spread and increased 
RINs costs, partially offset by 
a widening of both the WTI 
Cushing to WTI Midland and 
WTI Cushing to WTS spreads 
and an increased 
benefit from the 
contango market 
environment which 
reduced the cost of 
crude.

Refinery operating 
margin at the Krotz 
Springs refinery 
was $3.42 per barrel 

for the third quarter of 2016 
compared to$6.66 per barrel 
for the same period in 2015. 
This decrease in operating 
margin was primarily due to 
a lower Gulf Coast 2/1/1 high 
sulfur diesel crack spread, a 
narrowing of the LLS to WTI 
Cushing spread and increased 
RINs costs, partially offset 
by a widening of the WTI 
Cushing to WTI Midland 
spread and an increased 
benefit from the contango 
market environment which 
reduced the cost of crude.

The average Gulf Coast 3/2/1 
crack spread was $13.31 per 
barrel for the third quarter 
of 2016 compared to $19.77 per 
barrel for the same period in 
2015. The average Gulf Coast 
2/1/1 high sulfur diesel crack 
spread was $8.49 per barrel 
for the third quarter of 2016 
compared to $12.57 per barrel 
for the same period in 2015.

The average WTI Cushing 
to WTI Midland spread for 
the third quarter of 2016 was 
$0.31 per barrel compared 
to $(0.72) per barrel for the 
same period in 2015. The 
average WTI Cushing to WTS 
spread for the third quarter 
of 2016 was $0.92 per barrel 
compared to $(1.46) per barrel 
for the same period in 2015. 
The average LLS to WTI 
Cushing spread for the third 

quarter of 2016 was $1.74 per 
barrel compared to $3.89 per 
barrel for the same period 
in 2015. The average Brent 
to WTI Cushing spread for 
the third quarter of 2016 was 
$0.74 per barrel compared to 
$3.78 per barrel for the same 
period in 2015. The average 
Brent to LLS spread for the 
third quarter of 2016 was 
$(1.92) per barrel compared to 
$(0.26) per barrel for the same 
period in 2015.

The average RINs cost effect 
on the Big Spring refinery 
operating margin was $0.58 
per barrel for the third 
quarter of 2016, compared to 
$0.27 per barrel for the same 
period in 2015. The average 
RINs cost effect on the Krotz 
Springs refinery operating 
margin was $1.47 per barrel 
for the third quarter of 2016, 
compared to $0.74 per barrel 
for the same period in 2015.

The contango environment 
in the third quarter of 2016 
created an average cost 
of crude benefit of $0.84 
per barrel compared to an 
average cost of crude benefit 
of $0.57 per barrel for the 
same period in 2015.

For the third quarter of 2016, 
our California renewable 
fuels project generated 
operating margin of $55.81 
per barrel from 2,582 barrels 

per day of throughput.
Asphalt margins for the 

third quarter of 2016 were 
$93.57 per ton compared to 
$120.39 per ton for the same 
period in 2015. On a cash basis 
(i.e., excluding inventory 
effects), asphalt margins in 
the third quarter of 2016 were 
$91.72 per ton compared to 
$115.04 per ton in the third 
quarter of 2015.

Majority of ND oil pipelineprotestors retreat from police
CANNON BALL, N.D. (AP) — 

Armed soldiers and law enforcement 
officers dressed in riot gear and driv-
ing trucks, military Humvees and 
buses moved in Thursday to force 
Dakota Access pipeline protesters off 
private land where they had camped 
to block construction.

Sirens blared and officials told pro-
testers over a loudspeaker to move 
out. Two helicopters and an airplane 
monitored the operation from the air.

The majority of the protesters were 
retreating from the confrontation on 
a highway outside the camp but still 
not leaving the area on private land.

Protesters tried to slow the authori-
ties by parking cars on the highway 
near the camp in North Dakota and 
slashing vehicle tires. They also set a 
small fire at one of two blockades they 

set up on the highway.
An Associated Press reporter at the 

scene said there were no clashes be-
tween authorities and protesters as 
the operation began about midday, 
but some scuffles broke out between 
protesters who wanted to stay put and 
those willing to leave.

The operation to push out about 200 
protesters began a day after they had 
refused to leave voluntarily.

Morton County Sheriff Kyle Kirch-
meier said in a statement that the pro-
testers’ actions “forced law enforce-
ment to respond.”

“I can’t stress it enough, this is a 
public safety issue,” he said. “We can-
not have protesters blocking county 
roads, blocking state highways or 
trespassing on private property.”

Robert Eder, a 64-year-old Vietnam 

War veteran from the Standing Rock 
Reservation, said protesters weren’t 
scared.

“If they take everybody to jail, there 
will be twice as many tomorrow, 
and every day that passes more will 
come,” he said. “If they raze these tee-
pees, tomorrow we will be back.”

The months-long dispute over 
the four-state, $3.8 billion pipeline 
reached a crisis point when the pro-
testers set up camp on land owned by 
pipeline developer Energy Transfer 
Partners. 

The disputed area is just to the 
north of a more permanent and larger 
encampment on federally-owned land 
where hundreds of protesters have 
camped for months.

Law enforcement officials demand-
ed that the protesters leave the pri-

vate land on Wednesday, but they 
refused. Thick fog and cloudy skies 
on Wednesday appeared to stall the 
law enforcement effort, but the sun 
came out on Thursday with scattered 
clouds and a light breeze. Officials 
have frequently monitored protesters 
by air.

The Federal Aviation Administra-
tion is restricting flights over the 
Cannon Ball area until Nov. 5, al-
lowing only aircraft affiliated with 
the North Dakota Tactical Operation 
Center and banning drones.

The activists fear the pipeline could 
harm cultural sites and drinking wa-
ter for the Standing Rock Sioux tribe. 
The company and the state of North 
Dakota say no sensitive cultural sites 
have been found.

US rig count up 4 this week 
to 557; North Dakota gains 5

HOUSTON (AP) — The number of rigs exploring 
for oil and natural gas in the U.S. increased by 4 
this week to 557.

A year ago, 775 rigs were active. Depressed energy 
prices have sharply curtailed oil and gas explora-
tion.

Houston oilfield services company Baker Hughes 
Inc. said Friday that 441 rigs sought oil and 114 ex-
plored for natural gas this week. Two were listed as 
miscellaneous.

Among major oil- and gas-producing states, North 
Dakota gained five rigs, Pennsylvania and Texas 
each was up two and Wyoming added one.

Colorado declined by three rigs and New Mexico 
lost two.

Alaska, Arkansas, California, Kansas, Louisiana, 
Ohio, Oklahoma, Utah and West Virginia were un-
changed.

The U.S. rig count peaked at 4,530 in 1981. It bot-
tomed out in May at 404.

Attorneys in BP settlement 
will divide $555.2 million

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — A judge has ruled a group 
of attorneys will divide $555.2 million for their 
work on behalf of people and businesses who suf-
fered economic damages because of BP’s 2010 Gulf 
oil spill.

U.S. District Judge Carl Barbier (BAHR’-bee-aye) 
of New Orleans issued a 42-page ruling spelling out 
reasons for the award, the result of work on a 2012 
settlement that is expected to account for at least $13 
billion of the energy company’s spill-related costs.

Barbier’s Oct. 25 ruling didn’t specify the number 
of attorneys involved and said the way in which the 
money will be allocated will be determined later.

He said the award, which was requested by the at-
torneys, amounts to about 4.3 percent of the settle-
ment. He said that is modest compared to awards in 
similar cases.

Gasoline prices up 2$
The statewide gas price average in Texas is now 

$2.06 for a gallon of regular unleaded fuel, accord-
ing to the AAA Texas Weekend Gas Watch.

That price is two cents more than last week and 11 
cents more per gallon than last year.

Of the major metropolitan areas surveyed in the 
state, drivers in Dallas are paying the most on av-
erage at $2.15 per gallon while drivers in Corpus 
Christi are paying the least at $1.96 per gallon.

The national average price for a gallon of regular 
unleaded is now $2.22, one cent less than last week 
and two cents more per gallon than last year.

This year’s seasonal refinery maintenance con-
tinues across the United States and select region-
al markets are still under pressure as a result of 
planned and unplanned maintenance.

The west coast is enduring the fall turnaround 
season but is still feeling the impacts of shutdowns 
at the PBF’s Torrance, Calif. refinery.

Similar pressure is still being felt on the east coast 
with rumors of refinery outages in the Philadelphia 
area.

Although gasoline demand typically retreats dur-
ing the fall due to lower driving demand and the 
switchover to winter-blend gasoline, continued 
unplanned outages could create volatility and put 
pressure on the national average in the near term.

“The switch to winter-blend gasoline should have 
some price benefits for drivers after seasonal main-
tenance wraps up next month,” said Doug Shupe, 
AAA Texas/New Mexico representative.

IMF, US Treasury chiefs visit 
Gulf amid oil price slow down

DUBAI, United Arab Emirates (AP) — Oil-rich 
Gulf countries face further economic strain as 
crude prices remain low, requiring them to cut back 
spending and raise money other ways, the heads of 
the International Monetary Fund and the U.S. Trea-
sury have said in recent visits to the region.

Both IMF Managing Director Christine Lagarde 
and Treasury Secretary Jacob Lew traveled to Sau-
di Arabia to speak to the kingdom’s rulers, as well 
as other officials of a regional bloc called the Gulf 
Cooperation Council.

The nations face increasing strains on their pe-
troleum-powered budgets. Oil prices, above $100 a 
barrel in mid-2014, have been halved since and now 
trade under $50. That’s forced countries in the re-
gion to abandon or slow construction projects, cut 
salaries and benefits and combine government ven-
tures.

On Wednesday, Lagarde said more needs to be 
done in Gulf countries, including lifting expensive 
government subsidies on fuel and starting a region-
wide value-added tax. 

While every country in the region has cut back 
some on fuel subsidies, Lagarde warned that prices 
remain too artificially low. The region-wide value-
added tax also likely remains years away from be-
ing implemented.

“The reforms that the GCC countries have been 
implementing over the past year in response to the 
decline in oil prices are impressive,” Lagarde said 
in prepared remarks. “Continued fiscal adjustment 
will be needed over the medium term.”

Lew on Thursday said the challenges provide an 
opportunity for the GCC “to diversify its economy, 
expand opportunities for your people and widen the 
financial base in order to make available additional 
resources to meet growing development needs.”

Lew also applauded efforts by Gulf countries to 
cut funding to militant groups.

Ex-coal CEO argues he’s wrongly 
imprisoned after 29 deaths

RICHMOND, Va. (AP) — Former Massey Energy 
CEO Don Blankenship was wrongly convicted and 
sent to prison because jury instructions made it too 
easy to conclude that he willfully violated safety 
rules at a West Virginia coal mine, his attorneys ar-
gued Wednesday.

Blankenship, 66, ran the coal company that owned 
West Virginia’s Upper Big Branch mine, where a 
2010 explosion killed 29 men. He’s currently serving 
a one-year sentence after being convicted of misde-
meanor conspiracy for what prosecutors call a se-
ries of willful safety violations before the blast.

Blankenship’s attorneys filed a 94-page brief to 
the 4th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in Richmond 
contesting multiple aspects of his conviction, but 
Wednesday’s oral argument before a three-judge 
panel focused exclusively on the jury instructions.

William W. Taylor, Blankenship’s attorney, said 
the instructions should have required proof that 
Blankenship specifically intended to violate safety 
laws. Instead, he argued, the instructions allowed 
the jury to assume the violations were willful be-
cause they occurred repeatedly.

Taylor faced skeptical questioning from two of the 
three judges. Judge Andre Davis said the instruc-
tions from the judge seemed appropriate, given the 
facts of the case.

“There were scores of violations that provided the 
context for this instruction,” Davis said. “None of 
this happens in a vacuum.”

The government’s attorney, Steven Ruby, said 
there was ample evidence at trial to support a con-
clusion that Blankenship’s actions were willful. He 
cited a 2008 memo from Blankenship to the presi-
dent of the Upper Big Branch mine, telling him 
to start extracting coal from certain sections and 
“worry about ventilation or other issues at an ap-
propriate time. Now is not the time.”

At another point, Ruby said, when an executive 
objected to opening a section without a proper ven-
tilation plan, Blankenship told the executive to stop 
letting safety regulators run the mine.

Taylor argued in court papers that Blankenship’s 
memos about ventilation came in the context of 
whether to focus on short-term or long-term venti-
lation plans for the underground mine.

After the hearing, Taylor said the judges’ ques-
tioning was in line with his expectations, and he 
would not hazard a guess on the outcome.

“It was a good, thorough argument,” he said.
Blankenship, 66, recently released a manifesto 

from prison declaring himself a political prisoner.
Of the three judges who heard the case, Chief 

Judge Roger Gregory was initially appointed by Bill 
Clinton and then re-appointed by George W. Bush. 
Davis and Judge James A. Wynn Jr. are Obama ap-
pointees.

Nigerian militants say they bomb 
Chevron oil export pipeline

WARRI, Nigeria (AP) — Nigerian militants have 
bombed an oil export pipeline operated by U.S.-
based multinational Chevron, according to the at-
tackers and residents, and the militants are warn-
ing companies not to carry out repairs to sabotaged 
infrastructure that has reduced oil exports from Af-
rica’s largest economy to a near 30-year low.

The warning against repairs comes as British-
Dutch multinational Shell prepares to resume ex-
ports eight months after the Niger Delta Avengers 
bombed an undersea pipeline and halted exports 
from Shell’s 250,000-barrel-a-day Forcados termi-
nal. The International Energy Agency estimates 
the Forcados closure lost Nigeria $1 billion in just 
three months.

In a statement, the Avengers said they “took 
down” Chevron’s 100,000-barrel-a-day offshore pipe-
line at Escravos in a pre-dawn attack Tuesday. That 
breaks a three-month cease-fire days before Presi-
dent Muhammadu Buhari is expected to meet with 
community leaders and other stakeholders in the 
southern oil-producing region.

The Avengers said peace talks are not progress-
ing and warned the government should not use a 
proposed dialogue as “a distraction.”

Multiple, sophisticated attacks since February 
cut about a million barrels daily from Nigerian 
crude oil exports estimated at 2.2 million barrels a 
day and lost the country its position as Africa’s big-
gest oil exporter.

Some suggest the militants may be backed by poli-
ticians from the mainly Christian south who want 
to sabotage Buhari, a Muslim northerner who beat 
an incumbent southerner in 2015 elections.

The president has initiated a dialogue and de-
ployed troops who have killed an unknown number 
of militants and lost several soldiers. Buhari also 
reinstated allowances paid to former militants un-
der a 2009 amnesty.

The Avengers have said they want to force mul-
tinationals out of the oil-producing Niger Delta be-
cause careless production has impoverished resi-
dents through massive pollution that has destroyed 
fishing grounds and agricultural fields.

DALLAS (AP) — Exxon’s 
profit keeps shrinking be-
cause of lower oil prices, and 
the company is responding 
by sharply cutting invest-
ment in future production.

Exxon Mobil Corp. said 
Friday that its third-quarter 
income fell 38 percent from a 
year ago to $2.65 billion.

It marked the eighth 

straight quarter in which 
Exxon’s profit fell compared 
with a year earlier.

Still, it was the company’s 
best quarter this year, and 
the profit was higher than an-
alysts had expected, although 
revenue was sharply below 
forecasts.

Chairman and CEO Rex Til-
lerson said the business en-

vironment for his company 
“remains challenging.”

Oil prices hit longtime lows 
early this year but have re-
covered somewhat since then 
to around $50 a barrel. Exxon 
said, however, that if average 
prices don’t improve by year-
end it may have to reduce 
its count of proved reserves 
by up to 4.6 billion barrels. 

The disclosure indicates that 
nearly one-fifth of Exxon’s 
reserves, mostly in Canada, 
might not be economical to 
pump from the ground at 
those prices.

Exxon said it will examine 
whether to write down the 
value of the assets.

Such a write-down wouldn’t 
cost Exxon any cash and 

would be “more 
symbolic than any-
thing else,” said 
Brian Youngberg, 
an analyst with 
Edward Jones. In-
vestors would look 
beyond the account-
ing change, and 
Exxon could pro-
duce the oil if prices 
rise, he noted.

Exxon and other 
oil companies are 
cutting capital 
spending as they 
ride out the slump 
in crude prices that 
began in mid-2014. 
Exxon invested 
$4.19 billion in the 
latest quarter, down 
45 percent from its 
capital spending a 
year earlier. So far 
this year, Exxon 
has cut more than 
$9 billion in produc-
tion investment.

Some analysts 
predict that those 
kinds of cuts will 
mean less oil and 
higher prices in 
coming years.

Exxon’s profit 
amounted to 63 
cents per share, 
beating the forecast 
of 58 cents per share 
from 22 analysts 
surveyed by Fact-
Set.

In a twist, the 

company’s chemicals divi-
sion earned twice as much as 
the beleaguered oil and gas 
exploration and production 
business. Exxon pumped 3 
percent less oil and gas from 
the ground, which the com-
pany blamed partly on inter-
ruptions to its operations in 
Nigeria because of fighting 
there.

Earnings in the refining 
segment fell on narrower 
profit margins.

Exxon’s revenue slumped 
13 percent to $58.68 billion, 
well below the analysts’ pre-
diction of $60.41 billion.

Costs dropped 10 percent. 
Exxon saved more than $1 bil-
lion, or 75 percent, on income 
taxes.

Tillerson, the CEO, said 
the company delivered solid 
results in a challenging envi-
ronment. He said the compa-
ny was focused on efficiency, 
strategic investments, and 
shareholder value.

Lower profits are not Exx-
on’s only problem. Federal 
and state officials are chal-
lenging Exxon’s openness 
and accounting for the link 
between burning oil and cli-
mate change.

The company has gone to 
federal court in Dallas to lim-
it or block investigations by 
New York and Massachusetts 
state officials into whether 
the company hid what it 
knew about oil’s role in cli-
mate change.

The Securities and Ex-
change Commission is prob-
ing how Exxon values its 
assets given the prospect of 
tougher regulations to limit 
climate change.

Exxon has called the state 
investigations politically mo-
tivated and an illegal attempt 
to silence the company from 
talking about climate change.

Exxon 3Q profit falls 38 percent on lower oil prices

Of the hundreds of school 

construction projects com-
pleted each year across the 
state of Texas, less than 60 are 
considered by the Texas As-
sociation of School Boards for 

one of their coveted awards. 
This year, 18 Districts were 
recognized for awards, and of 
those, nine received an award 
for sustainability.

The Forsan Elementary 
School is one of those. 

The Texas Association of 
School Administrators and 
Texas Association of School 
Boards recently awarded 
the new Forsan Elementary 
School with a Star of Distinc-
tion for sustainability at its 

annual Conven-
tion. 

The 74,000 
square foot 
school was de-
signed with large 
classroom win-
dows, clerestory 
windows and 
skylights — all 
provided to maxi-
mize daylighting 
and to save en-
ergy consump-
tion. LED light 
fixtures were se-
lected to reduce 
maintenance and 
increase the en-
ergy efficiency of 
the facility. The 
gym bleachers 
are adjustable 
for larger events, 
and when paired 
with a portable 
stage, create a 
space for perfor-
mances and com-

munity gatherings. The flexi-
bility of these spaces reduced 
the building footprint, and 
ultimately resulted in less 
required construction mate-

rial, a reduced impact on nat-
ural resources, and less space 
to heat and cool.

“The natural light from the 
windows was particularly 
important to the teachers in 
the planning process because 
of research linking it to in-
creased student performance 
and engagement,” said Al-
lan Wolf of Parkhill, Smith & 
Cooper, the design firm that 
worked with Forsan ISD.

The skylights in the school 
are featured in the multi-
purpose instructional areas 
that lie at the center of each 
cluster of classrooms. Proj-
ect, play, performance, and 
design-based learning are 
featured in these spaces, and 
pair naturally with the Dis-
trict’s accelerated reading 
program. These areas also 
provide space to host high 
school students and parent 
volunteers to read individu-
ally with small groups of el-
ementary students. 

“The whole school provides 
a real sense of community for 
our students, parents and cit-
izens,” said Randy Johnson, 
Forsan ISD Superintendent.

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — YouTube has emerged 
as a break-out star in Google's cast of services as 
the online video site upstages cable television for a 
younger generation of viewers looking for amuse-
ment, news and music on their smartphones.

The trend is contributing to an advertising shift 
away from traditional network television program-
ming to the more eclectic and diversified mix of 
clips ranging from cute cat videos to sobering shots 
of street violence found on YouTube.

As more advertising dollars flow to YouTube, it's 
making the already hugely profitable Google even 
more prosperous. In a third-quarter report released 
Thursday, Google's corporate parent, Alphabet 
Inc., said it earned $5.1 billion, or $7.25 per share, 
a 27 percent increase from the same time last year. 
After subtracting advertising commissions, reve-
nue climbed 21 percent to $18.3 billion. Both figures 
topped analyst projections.

All that money is providing Google with more 
financial firepower to buy the rights to stream ca-
ble networks' shows on YouTube, too, something 
likely to reel in even more viewers. It also is help-
ing to finance Alphabet's investments in far-flung 
projects ranging from self-driving cars to internet-
beaming balloons. That segment, known as "Other 
Bets," lost $865 million during the July-September 
period, narrowing from a $980 million setback last 
year as Alphabet imposed more expense controls.

SMART DEAL
YouTube already has proven to be one of the best 

bets that Google has ever made since it bought the 
video site for $1.76 billion a decade ago. At that 

juncture, YouTube con-
sisted mostly of crudely 
made videos shot by am-
ateurs and clips pirated 
from movie and TV stu-
dios that were threaten-
ing to sue the site into 
oblivion. It had built a 
worldwide audience of 
about 72 million viewers 
when Google took con-
trol in November 2006.

Since then, YouTube 
has evolved into a far 
more polished chan-
nel that has spawned 
unlikely stars such as 
"PewDiePie" (Swedish comedian Felix Arvid Ulf 
Kjellberg) while largely making peace with studios 
by creating an automated screening system that 
detects pirated content. YouTube says it has paid 
more than $2 billion to studios that have chosen to 
leave their material on the site and share in the ad 
revenue generated by their clips.

Meanwhile, YouTube's audience has surpassed 
1 billion, with 80 percent of the viewers outside 
the U.S. YouTube also boasts that its site reaches 
more people between the ages of 18 and 34 years 
old — the "millennial" generation — than any cable 
network. That segment of YouTube's audience is a 
major reason why more than half its video clips are 
watched on mobile devices.

Google CEO Sundar Pichai likened YouTube to 

prime-time TV "for the mobile world" in a Thurs-
day conference call that was streamed on YouTube. 
He told analysts that YouTube "continues to shine" 
as more major advertisers promote their brands on 
the site.

Alphabet doesn't disclose how much money You-
Tube is making, but RBC Capital analyst Mark 
Mahaney estimates YouTube's annual revenue has 
now reached $10 billion and is increasing by as 
much as 40 percent a year. The growth makes You-
Tube "one of the strongest assets fundamentally on 
the internet today," Mahaney wrote in a research 
note earlier this week.

STILL LACKING
Despite its progress, YouTube has been slow in

NEW YORK (AP) — Toni Morri-
son received a lifetime achievement 
award Thursday night from the PEN 
American Center, a ceremony of mu-
sic and words that ended with a spe-
cial treat from the guest of honor: An 
excerpt from a novel in progress.

Hundreds gathered Thursday night 
at the New School auditorium in 
Manhattan as the Nobel winner re-
ceived a prize named for a previous 
laureate, the $25,000 PEN/Saul Bellow 
Award. Billed as "Dangerous Work: 
An Evening With Toni Morrison," 
the 90-minute event was a tribute to 
her ideas and to the music of her lan-
guage, fitting for a writer who has col-
laborated on an opera and called one 
of her novels "Jazz." Performances 
included music from mezzo-soprano 
Alicia Hall Moran and her husband, 
composer-pianist Jason Moran, along 
with readings by actors Adepero 
Oduye and Delroy Lindo. All praised 

Morrison and her work, bowing from 
the stage to the author in her front 
row seat.

Oduye recalled when she, the 
daughter of Nigerian immigrants, 
read "The Bluest Eye" as a girl and 
thought of the book as the first to give 
"voice to thoughts and feelings" that 
were really hers.

"I was, in a way, freed," said Oduye, 
whose film credits include "The Big 
Short" and "Twelve Years a Slave."

The 85-year-old Morrison, eyes look-
ing out from under a wide-brimmed 
hat, spoke of how "meaningful" each 
of her books were, like children to 
whom she had given birth. Noting 
that she might not get "another half 
or full decade," she announced, to ex-
cited murmurs from the audience, 
that a new work was underway and 
shared some lines from the opening 
section, narrated by a mute.

realizing its full potential, leaving it vulnerable 
to new challengers for viewer's attention, such as 
Facebook's Live video feature, says Edward Jones 
analyst Josh Olson.

The problem, as Olson sees it, is that YouTube has 
had trouble persuading TV and movie studios to li-
cense more of their content on their site, something 
that that might have made YouTube as dominant in 
video as Google is in search.

But YouTube could be on a major breakthrough, 
according to a report published earlier this month 
in The Wall Street Journal. Citing unidentified 
people familiar with the matter, the newspaper 
said Google had reached an agreement with CBS 
to include its network in a cable-like service called 
"Unplugged" that will debut on YouTube next year. 
Google is also negotiating for the rights to the Fox 
network, ESPN and NBC, among others, the Jour-
nal said.

Google cited YouTube licensing rights as one of 
the reasons that its costs to generate revenue, ex-
cluding ad commissions, rose by $1 billion, or 30 
percent, from last year.

NEW YORK (AP) — Fox News 
boss Rupert Murdoch says that 
he wants to keep anchor Megyn 
Kelly at the network, but if she 
decides to leave "we have a deep 
bench of talent, many of whom 
would give their right arm for 
her spot."

Murdoch, in an interview pub-
lished in The Wall Street Jour-
nal on Thursday, also said that 
Fox News Channel hopes to keep 
Bill O'Reilly on the air in prime-
time and that he doesn't foresee 
major changes in the network's 
direction after the Nov. 8 elec-
tion.

Murdoch speaking publicly at 
this stage of negotiations to keep 
Kelly at Fox News was perhaps 
more startling than what he ac-
tually said. Murdoch has been 
chief executive at Fox following 
Roger Ailes' departure this sum-
mer amid sexual harassment al-
legations, and is vice chairman 
of its parent company 21st Cen-
tury Fox.

Kelly's contract is up next year. 
But Fox would like to map out its 
future sooner rather than later, 
perhaps even settling Kelly's 
status before the Nov. 15 publi-
cation of her book, "Settle For 
More," for which she is expected 
to do promotional interviews.

Murdoch, who is a major 
stockholder in the Wall Street 
Journal, told the newspaper that 
he'd like to sign Kelly very soon. 
"It's up to her," he said.

A spokeswoman for Kelly did 
not immediately return messag-
es on Thursday.

"I don't remember the last time 
that the head of a major com-
pany went on the record to talk 

about a major negotiation with 
anything other than very banal 
comments," said David Westin, 
a Bloomberg TV anchor and for-
mer president of ABC News.

Most such negotiations — and 
Westin has conducted several 
of them — take place in secrecy 
because that allows both sides to 
speak frankly and not tip off po-
tential competitors, he said.

Westin declined to do so, but 
it led to immediate speculation 
about what sort of message was 
being sent to Kelly and anyone 
else at Fox in a post-Ailes world.

One possible message to her 
agents: It's time to make a de-
cision, and maybe you're not 
worth as much as you think.

Kelly has been a central story 
in the election campaign, most 
recently this week. Former 
House Speaker and Fox con-
tributor Newt Gingrich accused 
Kelly of being "fascinated with 
sex" when a Tuesday night inter-
view about sexual misconduct 
allegations made against Donald 
Trump took a wrong turn.

Kelly has cultivated a reputa-
tion for toughness and a willing-
ness to challenge conservative 
orthodoxy. Trump unleashed 
social media attacks on her last 
year after being angered by a 
debate question she asked about 
his attitude toward women, and 
boycotted a later Fox debate be-
cause of her presence as a mod-
erator.

While she's earned respect for 
standing up for herself, Kelly 
has also alienated some conser-
vatives and Trump fans who are 
an important part of Fox's audi-
ence. But at 45, Kelly is also seen 
as a key cog in the post-Ailes 
lineup at Fox, and losing her 

would be a public relations blow.
It's not clear what else she 

would like to do in television, 
and who would sign her at the 
price tag she is likely to com-
mand from Fox. Kelly hosted a 
prime-time interview show on 
the Fox broadcast network last 
spring — Trump was one of the 
subjects — but it was not consid-
ered a success. She's signed on 
as a guest host on Kelly Ripa's 
syndicated talk show for the day 
after the election.

Ratings during the past couple 
of weeks, during a particularly 
hot time for cable news, show 
Kelly is a commanding but not 
necessarily dominant presence.

She beat her time period com-
petitors, Anderson Cooper at 
CNN and Rachel Maddow of MS-
NBC, in viewership on seven of 
the past 10 nights for which rat-
ings were available, the Nielsen 
company said. She had a built-
in advantage: "The Kelly File" 
is preceded by O'Reilly's show, 
which consistently delivers a 
bigger audience.

Yet in the 25-to-54-year-old de-
mographic used as a basis for 
advertising sales by news net-
works, Kelly beat both of her 
competitors only once in 10 
nights. Maddow won five times 
in the demo, and Cooper won 
four. Three times, Kelly finished 
behind both CNN and MSNBC in 
the demo.

There have been some sugges-
tions that Fox would moderate 
its tone politically post-election 
and post-Ailes. In the Journal 
interview, Murdoch seemed to 
throw cold water on that idea.

"We're not changing direction," 
he said. "That would be business 
suicide."

Fox boss: We want to keep Megyn Kelly

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Bryan Cranston seems 
so far apart from the 
murderous Walter 
White that one wonders 
how he was able to chan-
nel such darkness with 
Emmy-worthy ferocity 
in “Breaking Bad.”

But in his new mem-
oir, “A Life in Parts,” 
Cranston details a real-
life incident that helped 
him get in character: an 
unhinged ex-girlfriend 
who threatened his life 
and made him have vio-
lent thoughts about her.

“She threatened my 
life. She threatened 
to kill me and it was 
a constant thing and 
there were times when 
I thought I was going 
crazy,” Cranston said 
of woman (Later he 
married actress Robin 
Dearden and they’ve 
been together 27 years).

It’s one of the more 
revelatory moments in 
the book, released ear-
lier this month. The 
Emmy-winning, Oscar-
nominated Cranston 
covers everything from 
his early childhood to 
his signature role on 
“Breaking Bad” to per-
sonal challenges. Cran-
ston, 60, discussed some 
of those moments in a 
recent interview with 
The Associated Press.

___
AP: You write about 

wanting to kill your ex-
girlfriend, what drove 
you to that?

Cranston: I was flush 
with fear and I felt like 
a trapped animal and I 
realized that I was capa-
ble of killing someone. 
That experience helped 
me in developing Walter 
White in the transition 
that he made, because 
Walter had to come to 
terms with that himself. 
That he was actually a 
good guy, but transition-
ing into not such a good 
guy ... he was able to be 
honest with himself and 
say, “Yeah I could take 
another life,” and that 

is a tough thing to say 
to the person in the mir-
ror.

AP: What made you 
want to write a book at 
this point of your career?

Cranston: I am aware 
from an objective point 
that the wave, the tsuna-
mi wave that “Breaking 
Bad” created also creat-
ed tremendous opportu-
nity for me, and there is 
a peak and valley to ca-
reers and that includes 
fame. If you are lucky to 
ride this wave of fame to 
a plateau — it won’t last 
there. ...I guess it is just 
a blue-collar work ethic 
that I was raised with.

AP: In the book you 
talk about your dad be-
ing dissatisfied as an 
actor. Why follow in his 
footsteps?

Cranston: It was in my 
DNA, and they were ac-
tors — my parents were 
both actors — so that 
was part of it. So really 
when you think about 
it that sense, you’re go-
ing into the family busi-
ness, so it’s very com-
mon. The turmoil that 
my dad went through, 
and then by extension, 
the kids went though, 
was profound and disas-
trous for the marriage, 
for the family.

AP: In season two of 
“Breaking Bad,” Wal-
ter watches Jesse Pink-
man’s girlfriend die. 
Why did Jane’s death 
affect you?

Cranston: I had this 
transformative experi-
ence that is almost hal-
lucinogenic that - that I 
saw the face of my real 
daughter, Taylor. Her 
face took the place of 
Krysten Ritter and it 
made me, uh, just you 
know, hesitate. And 
God it is funny — every 
time I retell this story 
or when I wrote that 
story in the book, there 
is an uneasiness in my 
chest ‘cause I think it is 
my biggest fear. It is my 
biggest fear, something 
happening to a child, 
your child, is unfathom-
able.
