Rough Fish Kill For
Possum Kingdom

rough fish eradication in Possum
Kingdom 'lake is a chemical
treatment process and no' pol-
soning is Involved, according to
the Director of Inland Fisheries.
“Studies now are being made
by blologists," the Director sald.
“During the latter part of July
we will move enough men with

to cover the lake thoroughly in
one day. This definitely is not a
polsoning

program. Through
sampling we have determined
the amount of chemical treat-
ment necessary for removal of
certain types of rough fish.
“This treatment affects the
gllls of the fish, which makes it
impossible for them to breathe
In the treated water. When they
are surfaced they are picked up
or they wash ashore and are de-
stroyed.

Lawn Maintenance
Aided By Mowing

Constant care and attention
are necessary for the mainten-
ance of a beautiful lawn. One of
the basic factors involved, says
E. M. Trew, extension pasture
speclalist, 1s mowing.

Improper mowing is responsi-
ble for the detedioration of
many lawns. Mowing too close
encourages the thinning of the
turf and shallow rooting, resul-
ting In lower resistance to
drouth diseases and invasion by
weeds. Betting the mower too
high results in many of the same
problems, says Trew. Excessive
soll drying and baking and heat
damage to the lawn grass during
the summer also result from too
