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Permanent detour:
City begins to close oft part
of tarmac

No more shortcuts through the Mc-
Mahon-Wrinkle Airport and Industrial
Park.

Last week, the city of Big Spring began
the installation of barriers along Air-
park Drive by the old Western Container
building that will eventually cut off any
public through traffic access on the tar-

at airpark

park for the new rail that has been built
in order to keep drivers who would nor-
mally use the road safe.

“We built some new track at the air-
park that is adjacent to the tarmac,”
said Terry Wegman, executive director
of the Big Spring Economic Develop-
ment Corporation. “Part of that design
included some barriers that will basi-
cally close off part of the tarmac.”

The changes that are being made stem
from a master plan that was approved
by the Big Spring City Council aimed to
promote city growth and improve the

mac from the back of the Hangar 25 Air
Museum to the old plastic bottle manu-
facturing company.

This is the start of a bigger plan to ulti-

mately change the traffic flow at the air- See DETOUR, Page 3

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LONDON (AP) — In a
shock announcement, Prime
Minister Theresa May on
Tuesday called for an early
general election to be held
June 8 to seek a strong man-
date as she negotiates Brit-
ain’s exit from the European
Union.

Standing outside 10 Down-
ing Street, May said she
would ask the House of Com-
mons on Wednesday to back
her call for an election, just
two years after the last vote
and three years before the
next scheduled date in May
2020.

She said that since Brit-
ons voted to leave the EU in
June, the country had come
together, but politicians had
not. She said the political di-
visions “risk our ability to
make a success of Brexit.”

At present, May’s govern-
ing Conservatives have a
small majority, with 330 seats
in the 650-seat House of Com-

ranch in northern Howard
County where, besides cattle,
they also allow use of their
land by hunters, mostly for
quail hunting.

“This husband and wife
team have completed many
conservation practices on
their land with a goal to en-
hance and maintain wild-
life habitat,” Mark Morgan,
HSWCD board president told
the crowd gathered in the
east room of the Howard Col-
lege Dorothy Garrett Colise-
um during the organization’s
annual banquet. “The prima-
ry wildlife species of concern
is quail, but all conservation
practices completed also ben-
efit white tail deer, prong-
horn antelope, and other non-
game species.”

For the past several years,
the Middletons have con-
verted many of their wheat
fields to a mixture of native

vegetation to provide both
for livestock forage and a
food source wildlife. The
vegetation also provides
brush cover for area wild-
life. The ranchers plan to
convert their remaining
wheat fields with diverse
native plants by the spring
of 2018.

“The Middletons work
closely with the Natural
Resources  Conservation
Service to develop a con-
servation plan to meet
their goals of managing for
wildlife habitat,” Morgan
said. “Over the years, they
have utilized the Conser-
vation Reserve Program,
Conservation Stewardship
Program, Environmental
Quality Incentives Pro-
gram, and Wildlife Habitat
Incentives Program to

With the main opposition
Labour Party weakened and
divided under left-wing lead-
er Jeremy Corbyn and the
pro-EU Liberal Democrats
holding just nine Commons
seats, May is calculating that
the election will bring her an
expanded crop of Conserva-
tive lawmakers.

That would make it easier
for her to ignore opposition
calls for a softer EU exit —
making compromises to re-
tain some benefits of mem-
bership — and to face down
hardliners within her own
party who want a no-compro-
mise “hard Brexit” that many
economists fear could be dev-
astating. May triggered a two-
year countdown to Britain’s
exit from the EU last month,
and high-stakes negotiations
to settle divorce terms and
agree on a new relationship

assist them with completing conservation
practices.”

Morgan added quail feeders are sta-
tioned throughout the ranch to provide
supplemental feed whenever native plant
available to is low. Stock tanks are dis-
tributed throughout the ranch to provide
water for livestock and wildlife. All but
two of the tanks can be maintained by wa-
ter wells.

The Middletons have also won many
awards for their agriculture success in-
cluding Howard County Agricultural Pro-
ducer of the Year in 1989 and Outstanding
Conservation Rancher in 2010.

“We’ve been taught from our grandpar-
ents on that land is very important,” Cin-
dy Middleton said. “If you take care of the
land it will take care of you so you need to
always, always, take care of the land.”

Also during the banquet, the winners
of the HSWCD poster and essay student
contests were announced. Nine students
received first place out of 94 entries in the
poster contest and a Goliad Elementary
third grader received the top award in the
essay contest.

Trooper Harrison of Forsan Elementary
school was the first grade winner.

quality of life for Big Spring resi-
dents. The master plan includes
new light and heavy commercial
zones as well as housing divi-
sions. The plan also focuses on
the development of the downtown
area and the airpark.

“This really goes back to the
city’s master plan that was ap-
proved last year, and closes off
that tarmac to through traffic
in accordance to development
plans.” said Wegman

Currently, the barriers are just
southwest of what used to be the
Western Container building and
when finished, will be a long arc
that curves across the tarmac.
The construction is currently on-
going and the city plans to contin-
ue putting up the barriers all the
way across to Douglas Street.

According to Wegman, the traf-
fic primarily consists of drivers
from the southwest part of town
using the road as a shortcut to
get to Interstate 20. The barriers
currently only divert traffic away
from the railroad tracks but will
eventually extend to move traffic
away from the tarmac entirely so
the area can be used for loading
and offloading from the tracks.

The city hopes this change will
also solve another issue: Drivers
who used the road were not oper-
ating their vehicles safely.

“According to Jim Little (Air-
park Manager), there have been
numerous incidents of speed-
ing on the road, and before the
rail was there a fence ran along
the tarmac and numerous times
people had knocked that fence
down,” said Wegman

A public notice has been sent
out by the city reminding drivers
that the maximum speed limit for
streets without a posted speed is
30 miles per hour.

Wegman went on to say the
roads south of the current barri-
ers may eventually be impacted
by future additions to the con-
struction. There are three streets
south of the barriers that connect
to the tarmac that will potentially
be affected by the changes and
those are Douglas Street, Lock-
heed Drive, and Curtis Drive.

Drivers who normally use
the road are encouraged to
use caution and follow the
cones and signage in the area
abiding by all traffic laws.

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are expected to start
within weeks.

May took office in
July following an in-
ternal Conservative
leadership contest,
after predecessor Da-
vid Cameron stepped
down when voters
rejected his call to re-
main in the EU. Since
then she has repeat-
edly ruled out calling
an early election to
get her own mandate.

But May said Tues-
day she had “reluc-
tantly” changed her
mind.

“We need a general
election and we need
one now,” she said.

May said that if
there is not an elec-
tion soon, “the ne-
gotiations with the
European Union will
reach their most diffi-
cult stage in the run-
up to the next sched-
uled election.”

“They underestimate
our determination to
get the job done and
I am not prepared to
let them endanger the
security of millions
of working people
across the country.”

Under Britain’s
Fixed-Term Parlia-
ments Act, elections
are held every five
years, but the prime
minister can call a
snap election if two-
thirds of lawmakers
vote for it.

That is highly
likely to happen on
Wednesday. Labour
Party leader Corbyn
said he welcomed
May’s decision “to
give the British peo-
ple the chance to vote
for a government that
will put the interests
of the majority first.”

Labour campaigned
for Britain to remain
in the EU, but Corbyn
says he will respect
voters’ decision to
leave. He said Labour

election is still a risk
for May, and could
widen divisions with-
in the United King-
dom. The country
voted 52-48 percent
to leave the EU, but
Scotland backed re-
maining by a large
majority, and Scot-
tish First Minister
Nicola Sturgeon is
seeking to hold a ref-
erendum on indepen-
dence from the U.K.

Archaeologists find 1,000 statues in tomb in Eqypt’s Luxor

CAIRO (AP) — Archaeologists in Egypt
have discovered more than 1,000 statues
and 10 sarcophagi in an ancient noble’s
tomb on the west bank of the Nile River
in Luxor.

The Antiquities Ministry said Tuesday
that the tomb was built for a judge during
the New Kingdom period, from roughly
1,500 to 1,000 B.C.

The tomb comprised an open courtyard
leading to two halls, one containing four
ancient coffins and the other including a
chamber that houses six. The head of ar-
chaeological mission, Mostafa el-Waziri,
says another chamber was found contain-
ing the statues, which depict kings from
different dynasties.

Special prosecutor named in trial of

Houston deputy's death

HOUSTON (AP) — A special prosecutor has been
named to pursue the case of a Houston man accused
of killing a sheriff's deputy at a gas station.

Montgomery County District Attorney Brett Li-
gon will prosecute Shannon Miles, the man charged
with killing Harris County sheriff's deputy Darren
Goforth. Miles is scheduled to appear in court Tues-
day.

The Harris County district attorney, Kim Ogg,
asked to be recused because her chief of staff while
in private practice represented two witnesses who
could testify on Miles' behalf. Miles is charged with
capital murder. Goforth was shot 15 times while
putting gasoline in his patrol car.

Texas alcohol commission’s director

quits under criticism

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The embattled director
of the Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commission has
resigned after lawmakers sharply criticized her
agency taking taxpayer-funded trips to Hawaii and
San Diego.

Sherry Cook’s resignation came weeks after the
Texas Tribune reported on those trips and the ties
between the agency and the beverage industry it
regulates. The commission said Monday that Cook
would officially retire in May.

John Wittman, a spokesman for Gov. Greg Ab-
bott, said Monday that Cook’s departure was neces-
sary “to restore trust in the agency.”

Lawmakers from both parties questioned Cook
after the Tribune report, which included a flyer
for one conference featuring Cook’s picture with a
bottle of Lone Star beer superimposed on her hand.

Texas House orders study before

using poison on feral hogs

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Texas House has ap-
proved a bipartisan bill requiring further study
before the state’s agriculture commissioner can au-
thorize the use of a poison he’s boasted will trigger
an “apocalypse” against the invasive creatures.

Approved Monday 128-13, the measure requires
further academic or policy scrutiny on the poison’s
effects on the hogs as well as residents, hunters and
the environment. A final, largely formulaic vote is
all that’s needed to send it to the state Senate.

Texas is home to an estimated 2.5 million feral
hogs, which can be destructive to crops and prop-
erty.

Commissioner Sid Miller has planned to alter
state agricultural rules to allow the use of a pes-
ticide called Kaput Feral Hog Lure. It is bait food
laced with warfarin, a blood thinner that’s lethal to
feral hogs.

Construction worker, 71, claims

$177M jackpot in Arkansas

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. (AP) — A 71-year-old con-
struction worker from Texas is the winner of the
largest lottery jackpot ticket ever sold in Arkansas.

Arkansas Scholarship Lottery officials say
71-year-old Eliberto Cantu of Lubbock, Texas, pur-
chased the winning ticket in a Mega Millions draw-
ing worth $177 million. Cantu bought the ticket
March 30 in Stuttgart, about 55 miles west of Little
Rock.

Wearing a black cowboy hat and sunglasses, Can-
tu held up a giant prize check on Monday with his
wife, Anita. A lottery spokesman says Cantu opted
for a lump sum payout of $72 million.

Texas mom accused of shooting

video, photos of child’s abuse

HUMBLE, Texas (AP) — Court records show a
Houston-area woman is accused of placing a plastic
bag over the head of her 1-year-old son and sending
video of the abuse to relatives because she was up-
set that the child’s father had a new girlfriend.

Twenty-three-year-old Jamelle Peterkin of Hum-
ble (UHM’-buhl) appeared in court Monday on a
charge of endangering a child and was freed on
$15,000 bond. The boy’s aunt, Ra’Neicha Broadnax,
told KTRK-TV that in recent days she received vid-
eos and pictures from Peterkin also showing the
child being slapped.

Broadnax said Peterkin indicated she was angry
about the father’s new girlfriend. Records show Pe-
terkin also placed a plastic bag in the boy’s mouth.

FRISCO, Texas (AP) — Already
headquarters for three major
league sports franchises — in-
cluding America's Team, the
Dallas Cowboys — plus two mi-
nor league organizations, Frisco
claims a lock on the professional
sports market like no other com-
munity in the country.

The Dallas Morning News
(http://bit.ly/2nUEj9D ) reports
now Frisco is vying to be the
champion in another area —
sports innovation. And city of-
ficials say they're already way
ahead of the competition.

"We're the No. 1 innovative
sports city in the world," crowed
Mayor Maher Maso, who recent-
ly hosted a three-day meeting of
the U.S. Conference of Mayors
Professional Sports Alliance.

In addition to the Cowboys, the
Dallas Stars and FC Dallas also
call Frisco home. Joining in the
fun are the Frisco RoughRiders,
a minor league affiliate of the
Texas Rangers, and the Texas
Legends, a D-League team of the
Dallas Mavericks.

Frisco is also home base for the
nonprofit U.S. Youth Soccer, the
largest member of the U.S. Soc-
cer Federation, with more than 3
million players across the coun-
try.

And the World Olympic Gym-
nastics Academy, based in Fris-
co and Plano, has produced more
than 30 national team members.
It was also the training base for
Olympic all-around champi-
ons Carly Patterson in 2004 and
Nastia Liukin in 2008, and 2016
Olympic team gold and uneven
bars silver medalist Madison Ko-
cian. Last year WOGA

Valeri Liukin, Nastia's father,
was named the new head of the
U.S. women's gymnastics team.

"One of the great things about
sharing Frisco with all of our col-
leagues here is that it makes all
of us try harder," said RoughRid-
ers CEO Chuck Greenberg, who
hit a big league home run last
year by adding a lazy river just
beyond the right field fence at the
minor league ballpark.

Beyond the organizations are
a multitude of facilities — from
Fieldhouse USA to The PIT to
city parks to the Toyota Soccer
Center — that cater to youth and
recreation leagues on a large
scale.

Dallas Stars president Jim Li-
tes said what's available now in
Frisco is no accident. There's a
business purpose behind every-
thing the city does.

"They bring the best people," Li-
tes said. "They find a way to work
with everybody."

In 2011 Frisco was named by
Men's Journal as the Best Place
to Raise an Athlete.

Now one of the nation's fastest-
growing cities wants to be known
as the best place to take care of
them. It has set its sights on be-
coming the America's premier
location for sports medicine and
research.

The Baylor Scott & White
Sports Therapy and Research at
The Star is under construction
as part of a partnership with the
Cowboys. The center will not
only provide top-notch care for
professional athletes but also
make those same physicians,
treatments and therapies avail-
able to the public.

Frisco ISD already benefits
from Baylor Scott & White's ex-

pertise in concussion assessment
and treatment. The not-for-profit
health care system stationed neu-
ropsychologists on the sidelines
at every varsity football game
in the district this past season.
That relationship is expected to
expand in the future.

Baylor Scott & White will also
be the first health center in Texas
to partner with Fusionetics, an
app-based program to help ath-
letes reduce injuries, optimize
performance and enhance recov-
ery.

"Kudos to Frisco and the part-
nerships they have going on here
with the Cowboys and everything
else to really make Frisco the saf-
est place to compete in sports,"
said Dr. Adam Annaccone, direc-
tor of clinical services at Baylor
Scott & White Sports Therapy
and Research at The Star.

Farther up the Dallas North
Tollway, Texas Scottish Rite
Hospital for Children is build-
ing its north campus that will be
anchored by a Center for Excel-
lence in Sports Medicine. Among
its specialties for children are
orthopedic conditions as well as
sports-related concussions. Its
mission is to focus on the unique
needs of growing athletes.

Another piece of the puzzle
comes with Frisco-based Blue
Star Sports. The year-old tech-
nology company creates digital
efficiencies in youth sports, from
registration to scheduling to per-
formance.

"No one has that critical mass,"
Maso said. "You're going to have
scientists moving here, sports re-
searchers moving here.

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Trump, GOP face referendum
in Georgia; Dems aim for upset

ALPHARETTA, Ga.
(AP) — Republicans are
bidding to prevent a ma-
jor upset in a conservative
Georgia congressional
district where Democrats
stoked by opposition to
President Donald Trump
have rallied behind a can-
didate who has raised a
shocking amount of mon-
ey for a special election.

Tuesday's jungle-style
primary lumps all 18 can-
didates on one ballot and
is expected to be more
competitive than Repub-
licans' single-digit vic-
tory in Kansas last week
that also tested both par-
ties' strategies for the
2018 midterm elections
with Trump in the White
House.

Trump underperformed
other Republicans in the
suburban Atlanta dis-

trict, an affluent, well-ed-
ucated swath filled with
the kind of voters Demo-
crats need if they hope to
reclaim a House majority
next year.

Republicans essentially
concede that Democrat
Jon Ossoff, a former con-
gressional staffer, will
lead Tuesday's voting.
That leaves 11 Republican
candidates hoping the
30-year-old investigative
filmmaker fails to reach
a majority. If he doesn't,
Ossoff and the top GOP
vote-getter would meet in
a June 20 runoff.

Five Democrats will
appear on the ballot,
but Ossoff is the GOP's
greatest threat. He raised
more than $8.3 million,
most of it from outside
the district. Two inde-
pendent candidates also
are running. The winner
will succeed Tom Price,
who resigned to become
Trump's health secretary.

Videos show desperation of
suspect in FB video killing

CLEVELAND (AP) — The
suspect in the random killing
of a retiree posted on Face-
book made his living mentor-
ing teens in Cleveland, but his
life appeared to be unraveling
under the weight of gambling
debts and trouble with his girl-
friend.

Rambling videos he shared
showed his despair, saying he
was out of options and wanted
to kill as many innocent people
as he could.

While authorities have not
found any evidence that he
killed anyone else, the manhunt
for Steve Stephens stretched
into a third day on Tuesday
and far beyond the neighbor-
hood where police said he shot
a 74-year-old man who was pick-
ing up aluminum cans on Sun-
day after spending Easter with
some of his children.

Stephens, 37, could be any-
where, authorities said, call-
ing it a nationwide search. A
$50,000 reward is being offered
for information leading to his
capture and prosecution.

Stephens posted a video of
himself killing Robert Godwin
Sr., a former foundry worker
who had 10 children, police
said. In it, he said, "I snapped, I
just snapped." But police would
not speculate on what was be-
hind it.

"Only Steve knows that," Wil-
liams said.

In the video, Stephens told
Godwin a woman's name and
said, "She's the reason that this
is about to happen to you." God-
win did not seem to recognize
the name.

The woman Stephens spoke
of, Joy Lane, said in a text mes-
sage to CBS that "we had been in
arelationship for several years.
I am sorry that all of this has
happened."

She also said Stephens was "a

nice guy" who was good to her
and her children.

Police say Stephens had a per-
mit to carry a concealed weap-
on.

WEWS-TV reports that a vid-
eo Stephens posted to Facebook
last year showed him firing
rapidly at targets at the Sher-
win Shooting Sports range, in
violation of its safety rules, and
being warned to stop by an em-
ployee.

The owner of the Willoughby
gun range, Blake Frederick,
told Cleveland.com that he re-
calls Stephens as nice and jovial
and doesn't remember anything
negative about him.

Stephens filed for bankruptcy
two years ago despite holding
down a job as a counselor help-
ing young people develop job
skills and find employment.
The behavioral health agency
where he worked said an exten-
sive background check before
he was hired turned up nothing
worrisome.

In one video posted on Face-
book, Stephens said that he
gambled away everything and
that he and his girlfriend had
planned to marry but did not,
without saying why. He blamed
her for what was about to hap-
pen.

Some friends said they knew
about his gambling. But the vid-
eos showed a man they did not
recognize.

Alexis Lee, who saw Stephens
last week, said his childhood
friend always seemed respectful
and got along with everybody.

"He never ever told me he had
problems or issues. It was al-
ways good things," Lee said. "He
was always just so happy and
cool, calm, collected, like, that's
why it's so shocking."

Other neighbors said he was
quiet as a kid and intelligent,
recalling how he went to college
and got a master's degree.

"He was just a no problem per-

son at all, compared to a lot of
people," said Cynthia Coley, a
former neighbor.

In one video in which he
blamed his girlfriend, Stephens
said he woke up last week and
"couldn't take it anymore."

Investigators said that God-
win was the only victim so far
linked to Stephens, despite
his claim on Facebook that he
killed over a dozen people.

On Monday evening, Face-
book announced that it was
launching a review for report-
ing harmful content following
the Kkilling. The company said
that Stephens posted a video of
himself announcing his intent
to commit murder, then two
minutes later posted another
video of himself shooting and
killing Godwin. A few minutes
after that, he went live and con-
fessed.

The company said it disabled
Stephen's account within 23
minutes of receiving the first
report about the video of the fa-
tal shooting and two hours after
receiving any report.

"In this case we did not re-
ceive a report about the first
video, and we only received a
report about the second video —
containing the shooting — more
than an hour and 45 minutes af-
ter it was posted," said Justin
Osofsky, Facebook's vice presi-
dent of global operations. "We
received reports about the third
video, containing the man's live
confession, only after it had
ended." Officers searched doz-
ens of places around Cleveland
without finding Stephens or any
other victims before expanding
the manhunt. Detectives spoke
with the suspect on Sunday by
cellphone and tried to persuade
him to surrender, police said.

Law enforcement officials
said his cellphone was last
tracked Sunday afternoon in
Erie, Pennsylvania, about 100
miles east of Cleveland.

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Memphis coach Fizdale blasts 'unprofessional’ officiating

SAN ANTONIO (AP) —
Memphis coach David Fiz-
dale blasted the officiating
in Game 2 of the Grizzlies'
first-round series against the
Spurs, deeming it "unprofes-
sional" and "unacceptable"
before slamming his fist on a
table and storming off.

San Antonio held off a late
rally to beat Memphis 96-82
on Monday night to take a
2-0 lead in their first-round

matchup.

Fizdale said the veteran
crew of Danny Crawford,
Rodney Mott and Bill Spoon-
er "did not even give us a
chance" to even the series. Af-
ter initially saying he needed
to "have a glass of wine on the
plane" to analyze what hap-
pened, Fizdale unleashed a
nearly two-minute tirade dur-
ing a postgame interview that
grew increasingly louder.

"It was a very poorly offici-
ated basketball game," Fiz-

dale said. "Zach Randolph,
the most rugged guy in the
game, has zero free throws,
but somehow Kawhi Leonard
had 19 free throws?"

Leonard had a postseason
career-high 37 points and
made all 19 free-throw at-
tempts. The Grizzlies took 15
free throws as a team against
San Antonio's 32 even though
Memphis attempted 35 shots
in the paint, 17 more than the
Spurs.

"I'm not a numbers guy, but

that doesn't seem to add up,"
Fizdale said.

Adding to Fizdale's conster-
nation was the fact that Mem-
phis rallied from a 26-point
deficit in the second half and
had an opportunity to win
after a 29-point blowout in
Game 1.

The Grizzlies closed with-
in 75-71 early in the fourth
quarter, but San Antonio re-
sponded with 3-pointers by
Tony Parker and Pau Gasol
in rebuilding their double-

digit lead.

Leonard shot all four of
the Spurs free throws in the
final quarter while the Griz-
zlies were limited to one on a
three-point play by Marc Ga-
sol.

"T felt like I got fouled the
times that I went to the line,"
Leonard said. "Memphis is a
physical team throwing a lot
of bodies at me. I guess I did
something and the refs were
paying attention and I was

HOUSTON (AP) — Over the last
four games, the Astros have com-
bined to score 34 runs to support
the pitching staff.

The pitching staff supported
Houston's offense Monday night.

Charlie Morton and three re-
lievers combined for a five-hitter,
Jose Altuve drove in two runs
and the Houston Astros beat the
Los Angeles Angels 3-0 for their
fifth straight win.

"T'o walk out of here with a nice
clean win from a pitching stand-
point ... we've just got to find dif-
ferent ways to win and today was
a unique one," Houston manager
A.J. Hinch said.

Morton (1-1) worked in and out
of trouble over five innings, allow-
ing five hits and two walks with
three strikeouts. He had runners
on in every inning, including
stranding the bases loaded in the
second when he got Ben Revere to
fly out. Morton, who had his first
scoreless outing since Apr. 12,
2016, when he threw 6 2/3 score-
less, has allowed three runs or
fewer in each of his three starts
this season.

"It would have been nice if I was
in the zone more, executing my
pitches a little bit better," Morton
said. "I never like to be as spo-
radic, especially with my sinker
because it was all over the place."

Chris Devenski followed Mor-
ton with two perfect innings,
Luke Gregerson threw a perfect
eighth and Ken Giles pitched the
ninth for his third save. Astros
pitchers retired the last 14 bat-
ters.

"The zeroes that our team put
up, Devenski comes in and does
what Devenski does, Luke comes
in and has a clean inning and
that's probably the best Giles has
pitched and looked in a while for
him," Hinch said.

Jesse Chavez (1-2) allowed two
runs and seven hits over a season-
high seven innings. He struck out
five and rebounded after allowing
five runs in 4 1/3 innings in his
last outing.

OAKLAND, Calif. (AP)
— Unlike the first time he
faced the Athletics this sea-
son, Texas right-hander
A.J. Griffin had no problem
keeping his emotions un-
der control while pitching
against his former club.

Having a strong curveball
to counter an 87 mph fast-
ball definitely helped, too.

Griffin pitched six score-
less innings in his return
to the Oakland Coliseum,
Nomar Mazara had two hits
and three RBIS, and the Tex-
as Rangers beat the Athlet-
ics 7-0 on Monday night.

"Haven't pitched off that
mound in a long time and I
felt right at home out there,"
said Griffin, who was re-
leased by the A's following
the 2015 season. "My first
outing this year against the

old team in Arlington, I was
a little bit more jacked up.
We were just pitching my
game, keeping them off bal-
ance."

Carlos Gomez and Mike
Napoli added two RBIs
apiece to help Texas end a
three-game skid.

Griffin (2-0) spent his first
two seasons in the majors
with the A's before being re-
leased near the end of 2015
after Tommy John surgery
a year earlier. He hadn't
pitched at the Coliseum
since making his final start
for Oakland on Sept. 18,
2013. He looked very com-
fortable in his return.

The Rangers' shaggy-
haired right-hander al-
lowed one hit and one walk,
retired the final 14 batters
he faced and finished with
eight strikeouts — one shy
of his career high.

"I would say that in the
two years we've had him

that's about as smooth of
an outing, in control, that
he's had," Texas manager
Jeff Banister said. "Just a
masterful game by Griff to-
night."

Three Texas relievers
combined for the final nine
outs to complete the three-
hitter.

It was a rough day all
around for Oakland, which
extended its season-high
losing streak to four games.
The A's had only five baser-
unners and one got past sec-
ond base.

"Just being able to pour
that curveball in there first
pitch, it just sets up any-
thing that I want to do the
rest of the at-bat," Griffin
said. "It's good to be in the
driver's seat at that point."

Watt can't wait for season as Texans begin offseason work

HOUSTON (AP) — J.J. Watt is more
than a little antsy.

After not playing football since Sept.
22, the Houston Texans star was more
excited than anyone for the start of
offseason workouts Monday.

Sure, those workouts were simply
conditioning and a chance to recon-
nect with teammates after the offsea-
son. But after missing games for the
first time in his six-year NFL career
last season while recovering from
back surgery, Watt relished the day.

"You're away from the game for a
year, like I've said many, many times
before, it reaffirms how much you
love it, how passionate you are about
it, how badly you want to go out and

play with your teammates and just
enjoy the game," Watt said. "I can't
wait."

Watt, who was NFL Defensive Play-
er of the Year in 2014 and '15, missed
training camp and Houston's four
preseason games after surgery in
July to repair a herniated disk. The
defensive end started the team's first
three regular-season games before
reinjuring his back and undergoing
season-ending surgery.

He's healthy now, and although
the season is still almost five months
away, he's already envisioning being
back on the field.

"My body feels really good, so I'm re-
ally looking forward to this whole off-
season process and OTAs and just get-
ting back to just playing football," he
said. "I think that's the biggest thing.

Ijust want to play football. I can't wait
to get back out there and play some
ball."

Watt is a workout freak and has ac-
knowledged he sometimes would do
too much in his preparation for the
season at the expense of his health.
Now he's learned that such tactics
aren't healthy and even though he
wants to make sure he's ready when
the season begins, he's learned to be
smarter about his workouts.

"I need to make sure that I balance
myself and not get overly crazy in
the offseason and things like that," he
said. "So I think it's been a really good
time for me."

Watt enjoyed watching Houston's
defense thrive last year despite his
absence. He raved about the work
the unit did in finishing the season

ranked first in yards allowed. A big
factor in the group's success was the
emergence of 2014 top overall pick
Jadeveon Clowney.

"It was a lot of fun to watch," Watt
said. "He obviously played very well
and I think our whole defense played
very well, and those guys — it was
a lot of fun to watch them play, see
them grow throughout the year, see
them overcome a lot of adversity."

Though no one questions that Watt
has established himself as one of the
top defensive players in the NFL,
some wonder if he'll be the same force
who piled up 76 sacks. Watt has heard
those whispers following two back
surgeries, but doesn't spend any time
worrying about what outsiders think

257 days left in the year.
Today's Highlights in
History:

On April 18, 1942, during
World War II, an air squadron
from the USS Hornet led by Lt.
Col. James H. Doolittle raided
Tokyo and other Japanese cit-
ies. The first World War II edi-
tion of The Stars and Stripes
was published as a weekly

newspaper.
On this date:
In 1775, Paul Revere began
his famous ride from

Charlestown to Lexington,
Massachusetts, warning colo-
nists that British Regular
troops were approaching.

In 1865, Confederate Gen.
Joseph E. Johnston surren-
dered to Union Maj. Gen.
William T. Sherman near
Durham Station in North
Carolina.

In 1906, a devastating earth-
quake struck San Francisco,
followed by raging fires; esti-
mates of the final death toll
range between 3,000 and 6,000.

In 1925, the first Woman's
World's Fair, an eight-day
event, opened in Chicago.

In 1934, the first laundromat

Newsday Crossword
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was opened by John F. Cantrell
in Fort Worth, Texas; the
"Washateria," as it was called,
rented four electric washing
machines to the public on an
hourly basis.

In 1945, during World War II,
famed American war corre-
spondent Ernie Pyle, 44, was
killed by Japanese gunfire on
the Pacific island of Ie Shima
(ee-eh shee-mah), off Okinawa.

In 1946, the League of Nations
met for the last time. The
International Court of Justice,
the judicial arm of the United
Nations, held its first sitting in
The Hague, Netherlands.

In 1956, American actress
Grace Kelly married Prince
Rainier (ray-NEER') of Monaco
in a civil ceremony. (A church
wedding took place the next
day.)

In 1966, "The Sound of Music"
won the Oscar for best picture
of 1965 at the 38th Academy
Awards. The first Major
League baseball game played
on AstroTurf took place at the
Houston Astrodome as the Los
Angeles Dodgers defeated the
Astros 6-3. Bill Russell was
named player-coach of the
Boston Celtics, becoming the
NBA's first black coach.

In 1978, the Senate approved
the Panama Canal Treaty, pro-
viding for the complete turn-
over of control of the waterway
to Panama on the last day of
1999.

In 1983, 63 people, including

17 Americans, were killed at
the U.S. Embassy in Beirut,
Lebanon, by a suicide bomber.

In 1996, Israeli shells killed
107 Lebanese refugees in a
United Nations camp; Israel
called the attack an "unfortu-
nate mistake." Gunmen opened
fire at a hotel in Egypt, killing
18 Greek tourists they'd mis-
taken for Israelis.

Ten years ago: The Supreme
Court, in a 54 ruling, upheld
the Partial Birth Abortion Ban
Act, saying it did not violate a
woman's constitutional right
to an abortion. Four large
bombs exploded in mainly
Shiite locations of Baghdad,
killing at least 183 people.
Mark Buehrle (BUR'-lee) of the
Chicago White Sox faced the
minimum 27 batters in a 6-0 no-
hit victory over the Texas
Rangers. Curtis Strange and
Hubert Green were elected to
the World Golf Hall of Fame.
