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Big Spring Cowboy Reunion and Rodeo gears up

Troy Lerwill, also known as
the “Wild Child”, among oth-
er award winning acts, will be
returning to the 84th annual
Big Spring Cowboy Reunion
and Rodeo to perform some
death-defying stunts and co-
medic antics for the crowds.

Lerwill is no stranger to the
rodeo, being named the Coors
Man in the Can twice and the

Professional Rodeo Cowboys
Association's Act of the Year
six times. Pete Carr, owner of
Pete Carr Pro Rodeo, a live-
stock firm from Dallas, said
in a press release “...he (Ler-
will) brings a whole new di-
mension to each show.”

“Then you add his motor-
cycle act into the mix, and it's
just over the top,” Carr con-
tinued. “Everybody wants to
come back the next day just to
see it again.”

Another featured act set for
the rodeo this year is Madi-
son McDonald-Thomas and
her Magic in Motion show.

“McDonald-Thomas will
share the arena with one
of her students, 12-year-old
Emilee Charlesworth, and
the duo will entertain the
crowd with death defying
tricks at break neck speed,”
stated a press release.

At 24-years-old, McDonald-
Thomas has been riding for

more than 18 years and has
performed internationally in
Canada, Mexico, and across
the United States in rodeos
and events.

This year’s rodeo will also
feature two dances starting
at 9:30 p.m. both Friday and
Saturday in the air-condi-
tioned Howard County Fair
Barn with live music played
each night. Jake Hooker and
the Outsiders will play at
the Friday night dance on

June 16, and Jimmy and the
Johnsons will open for Jason
Boland and the Stragglers at
Saturday night's dance. Tick-
ets for Friday's dance are $10
per person, and tickets for
Saturday's dance are $20 per
person.

Going on its 84th year, the
Big Spring Cowboy Reunion
and Rodeo is planning on an-

investigation into ties be-
tween the Trump campaign
and Russia.

Comey's account of de-
mands for loyalty from the
president, and of requests to
end an investigation into an
embattled Trump adviser,
are likely to sharpen allega-
tions that Trump improperly
sought to influence the FBI-
led probe.

Comey's detailed and viv-
id recollections of his one-
on-one conversations with
Trump were revealed in
seven pages of prepared tes-
timony released Wednesday,
the day before his appearance
before the Senate intelligence
committee.

He'll testify under oath that
Trump repeatedly pressed
him for his "loyalty" and di-
rectly pushed him to "lift the
cloud" of investigation by
declaring publicly the presi-
dent was not the target of the
probe into his campaign's
Russia ties.

The remarks paint a picture
of an FBI director so discon-
certed by his interactions
with the president that he be-
gan keeping written memos
of their private discussions,
including one he hastened
to type out in an FBI vehicle
immediately after a Trump
Tower meeting.

He'll tell lawmakers he be-
lieved the president was try-
ing to create a "patronage
relationship” with him and
describe in detail an Oval Of-

fice meeting in which Trump
urged him not to investigate
ousted National Security Ad-
viser Michael Flynn's con-
tacts with Russian officials.

But the ex-FBI director also
will validate Trump's asser-
tion that he was not personal-
ly a target of the federal coun-
terintelligence investigation
into possible campaign collu-
sion with Russia. Comey says
he did offer the president
that "assurance," but resisted
Trump's appeals to make that
information public.

"The FBI and the Depart-
ment of Justice had been
reluctant to make public
statements that we did not
have an open case on Presi-
dent Trump for a number of
reasons, most importantly
because it would create a
duty to correct, should that
change," Comey says in the
prepared remarks.

Trump's personal lawyer
said Trump was cheered by
the testimony.

"The president is pleased
that Mr. Comey has finally
publicly confirmed his pri-
vate reports that the presi-
dent was not under investiga-
tion in any Russian probe,"
attorney Marc Kasowitz said
in a statement. "The presi-
dent feels completely and to-
tally vindicated. He is eager
to continue to move forward
with his agenda."

Comey has not spoken pub-
licly since he was abruptly
fired by Trump on May 9. His
dismissal, four years into a
10-year term, fueled claims
Trump's ultimate aim was to
quash the investigation and

obstruct justice, potentially a
federal crime or an impeach-
able offense. Some legal ex-
perts said Comey's account
could bolster such a case.

Ryan Goodman, a profes-
sor at New York University
School of Law, said Trump's
efforts to protect Flynn pro-
vide "strong evidence" of ob-
struction of justice. However,
Jonathan Turley, a law pro-
fessor at George Washington
University, said that while
Trump's dealings with Com-
ey were inappropriate, "We
do not indict people for being
boorish or clueless."

The ex-FBI director's testi-
mony recounts his conversa-
tions with the apparent pre-
cision of a veteran lawman.
Comey notes he had nine
one-on-one interactions with
Trump over a four-month
stretch, compared to two pri-
vate conversations with Pres-
ident Barack Obama between
September 2013 and the end of
2016.

He also says he did not keep
written memos of his interac-
tions with Obama.

The first meeting with
Trump after the inauguration
occurred on Jan. 27, during a
private dinner at the White
House that Comey came to
view as an attempt by the
president to "create some sort
of patronage relationship."

According to Comey,
Trump asked if he wanted to
remain as FBI director and
declared: "I need loyalty. I
expect loyalty." Comey says
he replied that he could offer
his honesty, and that when
Trump said he wanted "hon-

est loyalty,"” Comey paused
and said, "You will get that
from me."

Comey also describes at
length a Feb. 14 meeting in
the Oval Office in which he
believed Trump asked him to
back off an investigation into
Flynn.

"He then said, 'I hope you
can see your way clear to let-
ting this go, to letting Flynn
go. He is a good guy. I hope
you can let this go," Comey
says, according to the pre-
pared remarks. He says he
believed the president was
talking only about Flynn,
not about the broader Russia
probe.

White House spokeswoman
Sarah Huckabee Sanders said
she was unsure if the presi-
dent read Comey's testimony
afteritsrelease. Asked wheth-
er the president stood by ear-
lier assertions that he had
neither sought Comey's loy-
alty nor asked for the Flynn
investigation to be dropped,
she said: "I can't imagine the
president not standing by his
own statement."

Sen Mark Warner of Vir-
ginia, senior Democrat on
the Senate intelligence com-
mittee, said in prepared tes-
timony released early Thurs-
day: "I do want to emphasize
what is happening here — the
president of the United States
is asking the FBI director to
drop an ongoing investiga-
tion into the president's for-
mer National security advi-
sor.

Earlier Wednesday, Trump
announced that he planned to
nominate Christopher Wray,

a former Justice Department
official, as Comey's succes-
sor.

Trump allies have raised
questions about Comey's
credibility ahead of his tes-
timony, noting that the FBI
had to correct some of his
remarks from his last appear-
ance on Capitol Hill. They've
also questioned why Comey
did not raise his concerns
about Trump publicly or re-
sign.

Comey's prepared testimo-
ny does not full answer that
question, though he does say
he asked Attorney General
Jeff Sessions to help prevent
him having any direct com-
munication with the presi-
dent in the future.

Trump has repeatedly cast
the Russia investigation as
a "hoax" and denied having
any improper ties to Moscow.
According to Comey, Trump
was acutely aware of the po-
litical toll of the investiga-
tion, complaining that the
probe had left a "cloud" that
was "impairing his ability to
act on behalf of the country."

In a phone call on March
30, Comey says, the presi-
dent asked him what could be
done to "lift the cloud."

He says Trump also volun-
teered that "he had nothing
to do with Russia, had not
been involved with hookers
in Russia, and had always as-
sumed he was being recorded
when in Russia" — referenc-
ing an unverified intelligence
dossier detailing compromis-
ing information Moscow had
allegedly collected on Trump.

the community who are spe-
cially trained and appointed by
judges to advocate for children
in the foster care system, are
often the only consistent adult
presence in these children’s
lives.

“Our advocates volunteer
and devote their own time to
get to know the child, and for
that reason, judges seek their
recommendations regarding
placement as well as the child’s
mental and physical health and
educational needs,” said Patty
Pisklak, executive director of
CASA of West Texas. “Ulti-
mately, CASA volunteers work
diligently to find the child a
safe, permanent home as quick-
ly as possible.”

Children who have CASA
volunteers typically spend less
time in foster care, receive
more services needed to heal,
and perform better academical-
ly. CASA volunteers advocate
first and foremost for reunifi-
cation with the child’s family.
When there is not an able or
willing relative to care for the
child, CASA volunteers work
to help place him or her with a
caring adoptive family.

There were 134 children from
Howard County in the custody
of Texas Department of Family
and Protective Services in 2016
and currently there are only 21
CASA volunteers in Howard
County.

“We need more involved
members of the community to
step up and make a difference
by becoming that one present
and engaged adult in a child’s
life,” said Pisklak. “Please con-
sider becoming a CASA volun-
teer so that more children in
foster care can celebrate Fa-
ther’s Day and start making
memories with loving adults
and families.”

Cavs' best effort not good
enough to beat the Warriors

CLEVELAND — LeBron James and Ky-
rie Irving couldn't be stopped. J.R. Smith

finally got started.

The Cleveland Cavaliers were so much
better than in the previous two games.

They're just not good enough to beat what
may be one of the NBA's best teams ever.

The Cavaliers fell into a 3-0 hole in the
NBA Finals after the Golden State Warriors
pulled out a 118-113 victory on Wednesday

night.

Blown off the court in the second halves
of the first two games, the Cavaliers surged
ahead with a big third quarter and were
still ahead by six with less than 3 minutes

to play.

"I'm human, as well as my teammates,
and to lay it all on the line like that, you |
want to come out on the winning side," Ir-
ving said. "But we gave a great effort, and
the result just didn't turn out the way we

wanted to."

But the heavy minutes Cleveland's super-
stars were forced to play may have taken
their toll down the stretch. The Warriors
finished with an 11-0 run to steal the vic-
tory and all but assure themselves of tak-
ing Cleveland's title. No team has blown a

3-0lead in the NBA.

"T thought our team scrapped and com-
peted," Cavaliers coach Tyronn Lue said.
"I can't be disappointed with the effort and
how we played, but they made the plays
down the stretch that we didn't execute de-
fensively or offensively, and they took ad-

vantage of it."

James had 39 points, 11 rebounds and

nine assists, but his attempt at

3-pointer was blocked by Andre Iguodala
and James stepped out of bounds after re-

in frustration.

Irving bounced back from a rough Game
2 with 38 points, including a couple of dazzling layups
where he juked around multiple Warriors.

Smith made five 3-pointers and scored 16 points,
and Kevin Love gutted his way to nine points and 13
rebounds on a night he shot just 1 for 9.

Today's Highlight in History:

On June 8, 1967, during the
six-day Middle East war, 34
American servicemen were
killed when Israel attacked the
USS Liberty, a Navy intelli-
gence-gathering ship in the
Mediterranean Sea. (Israel
later said the Liberty had been
mistaken for an Egyptian ves-
sel.)

On this date:

In A.D. 632, the prophet
Muhammad died in Medina.

In 1042, Edward the
Confessor became King of
England, beginning a reign of
23 1/2 years.

In 1845, Andrew Jackson,
seventh president of the United
States, died in Nashville,
Tennessee.

In 1867, modern American
architect Frank Lloyd Wright
was born in Richland Center,
Wisconsin.

In 1917, during World War I,
Maj. Gen. John J. Pershing,
commander of the American
Expeditionary Force, arrived
in Liverpool, England, while en
route to France; also, the 1st
Expeditionary Division (later
the 1st Infantry Division) was

organized at Fort Jay in New
York.

In 1920, the Republican
National Convention opened in
Chicago; its delegates would
end up nominating Warren G.
Harding for president.

In 1939, Britain's King
George VI and his consort,
Queen Elizabeth, arrived in
Washington, D.C., where they
were received at the White
House by President Franklin
D. Roosevelt.

In 1942, Bing Crosby record-
ed "Silent Night" and "Adeste
Fideles" (O Come All Ye
Faithful) in Los Angeles for
Decca Records.

In 1953, the U.S. Supreme
Court ruled unanimously that
restaurants in the District of
Columbia could not refuse to
serve blacks. Eight tornadoes
struck Michigan's Lower
Peninsula, killing 126 people.

In 1972, during the Vietnam
War, an Associated Press pho-
tographer took a picture of a
screaming 9-year-old girl, Phan
Thi Kim Phuc (fahn thee kihm
fook), as she ran naked and
severely burned from the scene
of a South Vietnamese napalm
attack.

In 1987, Fawn Hall began tes-
tifying at the Iran-Contra hear-
ings, describing how, as secre-
tary to National Security aide
Oliver L. North, she had helped
to shred some documents and
spirit away others.

In 1995, U.S. Marines rescued

Capt. Scott O'Grady, whose
F-16C fighter jet had been shot
down by Bosnian Serbs on
June 2. Mickey Mantle received
a liver transplant at a Dallas
hospital; however, the baseball
great died two months later.

Ten years ago: Defense
Secretary  Robert  Gates
announced the Bush adminis-
tration was replacing Gen.
Peter Pace as chairman of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff and recom-
mending Adm. Mike Mullen
for the job. Mary Winkler, who
killed her preacher husband
with a shotgun blast to the back
as he lay in bed, was sentenced
in Selmer, Tennessee, to three
years in prison (she ended up
serving 67 days in custody, 12
in jail and the rest in a mental
health facility). The space
shuttle Atlantis blasted off on a
mission to the international
space station.
