Little Joe y La Familia to play benefit Saturday

Trustees with the Big Spring Indepen-
dent School District will hold a public fo-
rum to discuss the FY 2017-2018 proposed 

tax rate and upcom-
ing budget. 

Big Spring ISD CFO 
Susan Bryan told 
trustees during the 
meeting Thursday 
night the district has 
proposed a tax rate of 
$1.3995 per $100 value. 
That breaks down to 
$1.1195 per $100 value 
for maintenance and 
operation and 28 cents 
for debt service. The 

public forum will be held on Aug. 10. 
Based off of non-certified numbers for 

the district of $1.59 billion released by 
the Howard County Appraisal District, 
Big Spring ISD's current proposed bud-
get has a $1.4 million deficit. If approved, 
this will be the second year in a row the 
district has planned to heavily dip into 
its fund balance.

To help mitigate the deficit, the district 
has cut 18 teacher positions through at-
trition and 21 positions overall. Earlier 
in the year, trustees approved the out-
sourcing of its food program as another 
cost-saving measure. 

“One of things I am going to look at seri-
ously is travel,” Big Spring ISD Superin-
tendent Chris Wigington said. “We have 
a lot of our programs do lots of travels, 
and they do more than UIL (University 
Interscholastic League) requires them 
to do, so we are going to look at some of 
that. That is going to affect some of our 
programs. 

“We are going to do what we have to 
do,” he continued. “Hopefully when val-
ues come in, it's not going to be as bad 
as we think. And we are still looking at 
some positions. We have some folks who

are looking at leaving. And if they 
leave, we will look at absorbing the 
positions.”

The ups and downs of the oil in-
dustry are having a heavy effect on 
the district's funding. If values are 
up, the state of Texas decreases its 
funding to the district and if val-
ues drop, the opposite occurs, Wig-
ington said. Unfortunately, for West 
Texas school districts, the state bases 

its funding off of the previous year's 
values. For example, if Big Spring 
ISD sees a drop in values for the up-
coming tax year, it collects less local 
tax revenue in January. At the same 
time, the district will also receive less 
state funding because the state bases 
its numbers off of the previous year's 
higher values. 

This type of funding cycle has 
hit Big Spring ISD and West Texas 
schools hard, Wigington said. The 
district has had to hold on in hopes 
the cycle comes to some sort of bal-
ance. If not, the district will have to 

look at cutting back on some of its 
programs.

“We are going to start looking at 
programs, which programs we can 
whittle away; but I don't know which 
program that can be,” he said. “If you 
have one kid doing something, then 
that benefits that child. It's hard to 
cut any type of program. Those are 
the hard decisions that have to be 
made and decisions I don't want to 
make, but if it continues the way its 
going, then we are going to have to do 
something.”

Other business that occurred dur-

ing the meeting:
• The district is currently seeking 

to fill by August four to six teaching 
positions. 

• The district will kick off the 2017-
2018 school year for its employees 
with its annual convocation at Doro-
thy Garrett Coliseum located on the 
Howard College campus. The event is 
Aug. 7 and doors open at 8 p.m.

 County and five other coun-
ties, so we're included in 
that," Justice said. "They 
don't operate on state or 
federal funding; they solely 
rely on private donations 
from us, the public. That 
right there prompted us to 
decide that this would be a 
good place for money from a 
good show to go."

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
Russian-American lobby-
ist says he attended a June 
2016 meeting with President 
Donald Trump's son, mark-
ing another shift in the ac-
count of a discussion that 
was billed as part of a Rus-
sian government effort to 
help the Republican's White 
House campaign.

Rinat Akhmetshin con-
firmed his participation to 
The Associated Press on 
Friday. Akhmetshin has 
been reported to have ties to 
Russian intelligence agen-
cies, though he denies those 
links.

The meeting has height-
ened questions about 
whether Trump's campaign 
coordinated with the Rus-

sian government during the 
election, which is the focus 
of federal and congressional 
investigations. 

In emails posted by Donald 
Trump Jr. earlier this week, 
an associate who arranged 
the meeting said a Russian 
lawyer wanted to pass on 
negative information about 
Democrat Hillary Clinton 
and stated that the discus-
sion was part of a Russian 
government effort to help 
the GOP candidate. 

While Trump Jr. has con-
firmed that Russian attor-
ney Natalia Veselnitskaya 
was in the meeting, he did 
not disclose Akhmetshin's 
presence.  

The president's son has 
tried to discount the meet-
ing, saying that he did not 
receive the information he 

was promised.
Akhmetshin 

said Trump Jr. 
asked the attor-
ney for evidence 
of illicit money 
flowing to the 
Democratic Na-
tional Commit-
tee, but Vesel-
nitskaya said 
she didn't have 
that informa-
tion. She said 
the Trump cam-
paign would 
need to research 
it more, and af-

ter that Trump 
Jr. lost inter-
est, according to 
Akhmetshin.

"They couldn't 
wait for the meeting to end," 
Akhmetshin said.

Jared Kushner, Trump's 
son-in-law and current 
White House senior adviser, 
and then-campaign chair-
man Paul Manafort also at-
tended the meeting.

Asked about Akhmet-
shin's participation in the 
meeting, Manafort spokes-
man Jason Maloni declined 
comment. A spokesman for 
Kushner did not respond to 
inquiries, nor did Trump 
Jr.'s attorney. Akhmetshin 
said the attorney brought 
with her a plastic folder with 
printed-out documents. He 
said he was unaware of the 
content of the documents or 
whether they were provided 
by the Russian government, 
and it was unclear whether 

she left the materials with 
the Trump associates.

Akhmetshin said the meet-
ing was "not substantive" 
and he "actually expected 
more serious" discussion.

"I never thought this 
would be such a big deal to 
be honest," he told AP.

The Russian government 
has denied any involvement 
in or knowledge of the June 
2016 meeting. Asked Friday 
about Akhmetshin, Russian 
President Vladimir Putin's 
spokesman Dmitry Peskov, 
told reporters: "We don't 
know anything about this 
person."

In reports this week, 
Akhmetshin has been iden-
tified as a former Russian 
counterintelligence officer. 
He denied ever serving in 
such a capacity.

"That is not correct," 
Akhmetshin said. He said 
he served in the Soviet 
Army from 1986 to 1988 after 
he was drafted but was not 
trained in spy tradecraft.

Akhmetshin said he has 
not been contacted by the 
special counsel's office or 
the FBI 
a b o u t 
the meet-
ing with 
Trump Jr., 
but said he 
is willing 
to talk to 
investiga-
tors.

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Sometimes a king and his heir served as co-
regents; this gave the young man under-
standing of national and international poli-
tics. He gained experience in dealing with 

outside pressures as well as provid-
ing for the needs of his own subjects.

David had not trained Solomon in 
this way. Solomon was 18 years old 
and inexperienced when he sudden-
ly became king. His father died soon 
after.

Solomon had only the advice of 
three men of David’s administration: 
Zadok the priest, Nathan the proph-
et, and Benaiah, who was a trusted 
general in David’s army. 

Certain men seeking power were 
held at bay as long as David was 
king. Now, Solomon’s older brother, 
Adonijah, still sought to be king.

He did not question Solomon’s authority directly. 
He tried subversion! Adonijah asked for the young 
virgin who had attended King David during his in-
firmity to be his wife.

Solomon recognized this as a way of gaining the 
respect and admiration of the people. To possess 
even part of David’s harem would give Adonijah a 
claim to the throne.

So, Solomon had Adonijah killed. He also ordered 
the death of Joab, who had once been David’s trust-
ed general. Now Joab backed Adonijah.

Abiathar the priest had supported Adonijah’s at-
tempt to usurp the throne. Solomon banished him 
to leave the service of the Temple and remain at his 
home in another town.

This effectively removed Abiathar from the 
priesthood of the Lord, fulfilling the word the Lord 

had spoken at Shiloh that Eli’s line in the priest-
hood would end.

When King David was on the run, fleeing from 
his son Absalom, a man named Shimei had run 
along a cliff shouting down curses on David.

Now Solomon ordered Shimei to build a house in 
Jerusalem and to never leave that house. "The day 
you leave and cross the Kidron Valley, you can be 
sure you will die; your blood will be on your own 
head" (1 Kings 2:36, 37).

Finally Solomon had established his rule of Is-
rael and Israel had peace. Throughout his life Solo-
mon ruled Israel…from the Euphrates River to the 
Mediterranean Sea to Egypt.

At this time, the people were still sacrificing to 
God at high places all over the land. Solomon went 
to Gibeon and made a great sacrifice to God. He 
sacrificed a thousand burnt offerings and held a 
feast for the people.

Afterwards, God spoke to Solomon in a dream, 
saying that He was pleased with Solomon’s rever-
ence and dedication to Him. And God said, "Ask for 
whatever you want Me to give you” (1 Kings 3:5).

Solomon’s only request was for a discerning 
heart to give him wisdom in governing God’s peo-
ple and to distinguish between right and wrong. 

Again God was pleased with Solomon and He 
gave Solomon great wisdom. Since Solomon had 
not asked for riches or power for himself, God 
granted these things also.

Soon afterward Solomon began building the 
Temple for the Lord Almighty in Jerusalem.

What is truth? Each and every person 
must come to grips with that ques-
tion.

The same people who, mo-
ments earlier, were sitting cross-
legged, eyes closed, swaying, holding 
hands, and singing, “All we are say-
ing is give peace a chance,” are, all 
of a sudden, in your face yelling and 
screaming because you are an evil, 
intolerant bigot and deserve to die a 
horrible, excruciating death. Okay, 
I've never had this happen to me, but 
I have seen similar outbursts on the internet (isn't 
technology wonderful).

You can go around and try to tell people that Je-
sus was a good guy and he did some good things 
for people back in the day and he said some good 
things. If that is as far as you go, then people proba-
bly won't get mad at you. It's when you start getting 
exclusive that people have a problem. And that's 
the problem with many who profess to be followers 
of Christ. We “go along to get along.” I will say just 
enough but not too much so people won't get mad 
at me. After all, Christians are supposed to be all 
about peace, right?

In Matthew 10:34-36, Jesus says, "Do not think 
that I have come to bring peace to the earth. I have 
not come to bring peace, but a sword. For I have 
come to set a man against his father, and a daugh-
ter against her her mother, and a daughter-in-law 
against her mother-in-law. And a person's enemies 
will be those of his own household" (ESV).

Jesus makes very exclusive statements. John 14:6, 
"Jesus said to him, 'I am the way, and the truth, and 
the life. No one comes to the Father except through 
me'" (ESV). His apostles also made very exclusive 
statements as well. Acts 4:11-12, "This Jesus is the 
stone that was rejected by you, the builders, which 
has become the cornerstone. And there is salva-
tion in no one else, for there is no other name un-
der heaven given among men by which we must be 
saved" (ESV).

God's word tells people to do things that they 
don't want to do. God's word also tells people not 
to do things that they want to do. What are we go-
ing to do? Will we do what God wants or will we do 
what we want to do? What will we tell others? Will 
we not say anything so we can “keep the peace” at 
home or at work or even among those with whom 
we worship?

The sword that Jesus brought was the word of 
God. Hebrews 4:12-13, "For the word of God is liv-
ing and active, sharper than any two-edged sword, 
piercing to the division of soul and of spirit, of 
joints and of marrow, and discerning the thoughts 
and intentions of the heart. And no creature is hid-
den from his sight, but all are naked and exposed 
to the eyes of him to whom we must give account" 
(ESV).

If I only trust in myself, then I will do what I want 
to do. When my life is over and I stand before the 
Lord in judgment and have to give an account for 
my thoughts, words, and actions (or the lack there-
of), will my excuse be that I didn't want to make my 
coworkers mad at me or upset my family members 
because the Bible teaches things that they did not 
believe?

John 3:36, "Whoever believes in the Son has eter-
nal life; whoever does not obey the Son shall not see 
life, but the wrath of God remains on him" (ESV).

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Reflections: When suicide strikes
Four years ago, Rick Warren’s son, Matthew, 

ended his life with a self-inflicted gunshot. 
Rick Warren is author of one of the bestsell-
ing books of all time, The Pur-

pose Driven Life, with more than 20 
million copies sold worldwide. Rick 
and his wife, Kay, have been open 
about their grief and the long struggle 
with their son’s mental illness that 
led up to his suicide. Warren’s church 
described Matthew as "an incredibly 
kind, gentle and compassionate young 
man whose sweet spirit was encour-
agement and comfort to many. Unfor-
tunately, he also suffered from mental 
illness resulting in deep depression 
and suicidal thoughts."

Virtually every family has been 
touched, directly or indirectly, by suicide and its 
painful aftermath. According to the World Health 
Organization, almost one million people die of sui-
cide worldwide each year, a rate of 16 per 100,000, 
up 60 percent over the last 45 years. It is among 
the top three causes of death for those ages 15 to 
44 and the leading cause of death for those ages 10 
to 24. More teenagers and young adults die by sui-
cide each year than by AIDS, birth defects, heart 

disease, cancer, and influenza combined. Placed 
in historic context, we may well be experiencing a 
global suicide epidemic.

Researchers have dubbed Montana, Alaska, New 
Mexico, Wyoming, Utah, Idaho, and Colorado the 
"suicide belt" because of their high rates of suicide. 
Suicide’s social stigma coupled with fear, embar-
rassment, grief, and spiritual misunderstanding 
may contribute to our inability to address helpful 
solutions. But, increasingly, churches are seeking 
ways to help people who wrestle with this deadly 
emotional illness. 

Frank Page, President of the Southern Baptist 
Executive Committee, lost his 32-year-old daughter 
to suicide in 2009. His book, "Melissa: A Father’s 
Lessons from a Daughter’s Suicide," was published 
in 2013.  He writes, "Did you ever wonder where 
God was when you sat up at night asking questions 
that had no solvable answers? Did you ever doubt 
His love and goodness? Did you feel abandoned by 
Him? Deserted? Alone? 

"I understand if you did. I understand if you still 
do. Suicide is not a situation that lends itself to ca-
sual conversations with God. It hurts. And more 
than that, it seems as though He could have pre-
vented it all if He'd wanted to. At those times when 
the loss seems the most impossible to bear, at times 

when you can't believe what your child is doing or 
has done to themselves, it can feel like God is no-
where this side of heaven to offer all that comfort 
His Word so confidently promises. 

"But I can tell you by the testimony of Scripture, 
He is strong enough to weather our hot accusa-
tions against Him, patient enough to withstand our 
desire to seek distance from Him (though such a 
thing is, of course, theologically impossible), and 
compassionate enough to feel emotion at the deep, 
hollow anguish that can often stand between us 
and our tottering faith."

Whenever we feel despair, we can trust that there 
is yet hope and a future. Listen to the Psalm, "Why 
are you in despair, O my soul? And why have you 
become disturbed within me? Hope in God, for I 
shall again praise Him for the help of His presence. 
... Deep calls to deep at the sound of your waterfalls; 
all your breakers and your waves have rolled over 
me. The Lord will command His lovingkindness in 
the daytime; and His song will be with me in the 
night" (Psalms 42).

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Mother says cops took phone after 
she videoed sons' arrests

DALLAS (AP) — A woman says police in the Dal-
las suburb of Arlington offered to drop charges 
against her two teenage sons in exchange for cell-
phone video she shot that she says shows an officer 
needlessly pushing her older son to the ground and 
arresting him.

The Next Generation Action Network, a Dallas-
based group that lobbies against police violence, 
posted the video on its Facebook page Wednesday 
and scheduled a news conference for Thursday that 
will include the boys' mother, Latasha Nelson.

Dominique Alexander, a group spokesman, says 
Nelson alleges that police took her cellphone while 
making the July 3 arrests and offered to drop the 
charges in exchange for the video when she went to 
retrieve her phone. He says the video was backed 
up to the cloud, which enabled her to let the group 
post it online.

Man detained after standoff at Dallas 
apartment complex

DALLAS (AP) — Dallas police say a standoff 
has ended peacefully with nobody found inside an 
apartment where someone earlier shot through a 
front door at officers serving a warrant.

Maj. Jimmy Vaughan says a man believed to have 
been in the apartment, who exited with several 
other individuals after the shot was fired Thursday 
morning, has been detained. Vaughan had no im-
mediate information on charges.

Nobody was hurt.
Dallas police say the incident began as officers 

tried to serve an aggravated assault warrant around 
6 a.m. Thursday and someone shot through a door.

Vaughan says police did not return fire. Several 
people then came out of the apartment.

Officers treated the situation as a barricaded per-
son until tactical officers, after about 5½ hours, en-
tered the unit and found it unoccupied.

Texas plan would tap lottery revenue 
for teacher bonuses

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick 
wants to spend $700 million annually in Texas lot-
tery revenue on bonuses for veteran teachers.

The leader of the Texas Senate said Thursday that 
the lottery raises about $1 billion yearly for educa-
tion. A proposed amendment to the Texas Constitu-
tion that he’ll support during the upcoming special 
legislative session would force school districts to 
use most of that on pay bumps for teachers with at 
least six years of experience and retirees with 20 or 
more years’ experience.

Gov. Greg Abbott wants to increase teacher pay 
by $1,000 annually during the special session, but 
there’s no extra state budget funding.

Small plane crashes after departing 
Texas airport, killing 2

TYLER, Texas (AP) — Two people are dead after 
a twin-engine plane crashed into a pasture shortly 
after taking off from an East Texas airport.

Tyler police spokesman Don Martin says the 
plane went down Thursday morning within a mile 
from city-owned Tyler Pounds Regional Airport.

The pilot and a passenger, the only two aboard, 
died at the scene and authorities have not released 
their identities.

Martin says one of the victims was from the Tyler 
area. 

He declined to say where the plane was headed 
and said it’s too early to know the cause of the 
wreck. The Texas Department of Public Safety and 
Federal Aviation Administration are involved in 
the investigation.

Oil pipeline rupture in Texas spills 
1,200 barrels of crude

BASTROP, Texas (AP) — Authorities say about 
50,000 gallons (189,000 liters) of crude oil spilled af-
ter a contractor accidentally cut an underground 
pipeline in Central Texas.

A spokesman for Magellan Midstream Partners, 
Bruce Heine, says the contractor was conducting 
maintenance Thursday morning when he struck 
a fitting on the Longhorn pipeline system, caus-
ing the spill at the rural site near Bastrop, about 30 
miles east of Austin.

Heine says the spill leaked about 1,200 barrels of 
crude. He says no one was hurt in the spill.

Magellan, of Tulsa, Oklahoma, has shut off the 
pipeline and cleanup has begun at the site.

Woman dies after being found in van 
at Texas care center

BRENHAM, Texas (AP) — A disabled woman 

living at a state care center has died after she was 
found inside a van at the facility in Brenham.

Carrie Williams, spokeswoman for the Texas 
Health and Human Services Commission, says the 
woman was missing for several hours Tuesday be-
fore being found in the van.

Williams says the woman was a resident of the 
Brenham State Supported Living Center and may 
have died from heat exposure.

It’s not clear if the mentally impaired woman 
wandered into the van or may have been left inside 
upon returning from a trip.

Two employees of the center were reassigned 
from roles directly caring for residents. An investi-
gation into the death is ongoing.

The Eagle newspaper reports that more than 250 
people with intellectual and developmental disabil-
ities live at the center.

HOUSTON (AP) — If 
the Trump adminis-
tration gets its way, 
U.S. citizens boarding 
international flights 
will have to submit to 
a face scan, a plan pri-
vacy advocates call a 
step toward a surveil-
lance state.

The Department of 
Homeland Security 
says it's the only way 
to successfully ex-
pand a program that 
tracks nonimmigrant 
foreigners. They have 
been required by law 
since 2004 to submit 
to biometric identity 
scans — but to date 
have only had their fin-
gerprints and photos 
collected prior to entry.

Now, DHS says it's 
finally ready to imple-
ment face scans on de-
parture — aimed main-
ly at better tracking 
visa overstays but also 
at tightening security.

It says it won't keep 
the face scans of U.S. 
citizens, but privacy 
advocates are skeptical 
and say Homeland Se-
curity is overstepping 
its authority.

"Congress authorized 
scans of foreign nation-
als. DHS heard that and 
decided to scan every-
one. That's not how a 
democracy is supposed 
to work," said Alvaro 
Bedoya, executive di-
rector of the Center on 
Privacy and Technol-
ogy at Georgetown Uni-
versity.

Trials begun under 
the Obama administra-
tion are underway at 
six U.S. airports — Bos-
ton, Chicago, Houston, 
Atlanta, Kennedy Air-
port in New York City 
and Dulles in the Wash-
ington, D.C., area. DHS 
aims to have high-vol-
ume U.S. international 
airports engaged begin-
ning next year.

During the trials, pas-
sengers will be able to 
opt out. But a DHS as-
sessment of the privacy 
impact indicates that 
won't always be the 
case. "The only way for 
an individual to ensure 
he or she is not subject 
to collection of biomet-
ric information when 
traveling internation-
ally is to refrain from 
traveling," says the 
June 12 document on 
the website of Customs 
and Border Protection, 
which runs the DHS 
program.

John Wagner, the 
Customs deputy execu-
tive assistant commis-
sioner in charge of the 
program, confirmed in 
an interview that U.S. 
citizens departing on 
international flights 
will submit to face 
scans.

Wagner says the agen-
cy has no plans to re-
tain the biometric data 
of U.S. citizens and will 
delete all scans of them 
within 14 days. How-
ever, he doesn't rule out 
CBP keeping them in 
the future after going 
"through the appropri-
ate privacy reviews and 
approvals."

A CBP spokeswoman, 
Jennifer Gabris, said 
the agency has not yet 
examined whether 
what would require a 
law change

Privacy advocates 
say making the scans 
mandatory for U.S. citi-
zens pushes the nation 

toward a Big Brother 
future of pervasive 
surveillance where lo-
cal and state police and 
federal agencies, and 
even foreign govern-
ments, could leverage 
citizens collected "digi-
tal faceprints" to track 
them wherever they go.

Jay Stanley, an Amer-
ican Civil Liberties 
Union senior policy an-
alyst, says U.S. law en-
forcement and security 
agencies already exert 
"sufficient gravitation-
al pulls in wanting to 
record and track what 
masses of individuals 
are doing," he says.

Sen. Edward Markey, 
D-Mass., said U.S. citi-
zens should be able to 
opt out.

"I intend to closely 
monitor this facial rec-
ognition program to 
ensure that Americans 
can say 'no' to being 
subject to facial recog-
nition and that DHS 
and airlines are fully 
transparent with the 
public about their fu-
ture plans," he said in 
an emailed statement.

A network of govern-
ment databases collects 
face scans from mug 
shots, driver's license 
and other images.

In an October report,  
the Georgetown center 
estimated more than 
one in four U.S. state 
and local law enforce-
ment agencies can run 
or request face-recogni-
tion searches and fed-
eral agencies including 
the IRS have all had 
access to one or more 
state or local face rec-
ognition systems.

Bedoya said the im-
ages of at least 130 
million U.S. adults in 
29 states are stored in 
face recognition data-
bases.

The FBI alone has 
more than 30 million 
photos in a single da-
tabase, and New York 
state recently an-
nounced it would be-
gin scanning the faces 
of drivers entering 
New York City bridges 
and tunnels.Another 
DHS initiative worry-
ing privacy advocates 
is TSA's Precheck, the 
voluntary program de-
signed to speed enroll-
ees through airport se-
curity with more than 
5 million enrollees.

Participants are not 
being told the digi-
tal fingerprints and 

biographical data they 
submit for background 
checks when enroll-
ing are retained in an 
FBI identity database  
for life, said Jeramie 
Scott, an attorney with 
the Electronic Privacy 
Information Center, a 
public interest nonprof-
it. Since last month, 
trials  that let enroll-
ees use a digital finger-
print scanner to speed 
through TSA security 
are underway in Atlan-
ta and Denver.

EPIC worries not just 
about potential gov-
ernmental abuse but 
also the vulnerability 
to hackers. In the 2015 
breach of the federal Of-
fice of Personnel Man-
agement, 5.6 million 
sets of fingerprint im-
ages were stolen.

The biometric exit 
endeavor will cost bil-
lions. That's partly 
because U.S. airports 
don't have dedicated se-
cure immigration areas 
for departing interna-
tional flights. Domestic 
and international pas-
sengers commingle in 
the same concourses.

Currently, foreigners 
arriving in the U.S. sub-
mit to photo and digital 
fingerprint recording 
but there are no "exit" 
scans. U.S. citizens are 
subject to neither; their 
photos are digitally 
stored in a microchip 
in their passports with 
biographical data.

In written testimony  
to Congress in May, 

CBP said U.S. citizens 
leaving on interna-
tional flights cannot 
be exempted from face 
scans because 1) It's not 
practical to run sepa-
rate boarding systems 
for citizens and non-cit-
izens and 2) Scanning 
U.S. citizens' passports 
will ensure they don't 
travel on a passport not 
their own.

"This is a technologi-
cally advanced way to 
check identity as op-
posed to the 'analog' 
way it happens now," 
said DHS spokeswom-
an Jenny Burke.

Face recognition tech-
nology is getting better, 
but is far from perfect, 
however. A smile re-
corded at the gate could, 
for example, trigger a 
mismatch when com-
pared to a serious gaze 
in a passport photo.

Even the most accu-
rate systems fail 5 per-
cent to 10 percent of the 
time, said Anil Jain, a 
Michigan State profes-
sor. Robert Mann, an 
aviation consultant in 
Port Washington, New 
York, said such a fail-
ure rate would be "a 
non-starter" by slowing 
the boarding process. 
Congress last year ap-
proved up to $1 billion 
over the next decade 
collected from visa fees 
to get the program roll-
ing technically. That 
won't cover the addi-
tional border agents 
needed for gate checks, 
for starters.

Face scans for US citizens flying 
abroad stir privacy issues

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At 37, Venus Williams looking for a 6th Wimbledon title

LONDON (AP) — Even at 
37 and with five Wimbledon 
titles to her name, Venus 
Williams still has that over-
whelming desire to win.

And she's showing it again 
this year at the All England 
Club, where she will face 
Garbine Muguruza on Satur-
day in her ninth Wimbledon 
final.

"I'm definitely in the posi-
tion I want to be in," Williams 
said. "It's a long two weeks. 
Now, knocking on the door 
for a title. This is where I 
want to be."

Williams has quite a his-
tory at the grass-court major, 
winning her first Grand Slam 
title in London in 2000. The 
last of her seven majors came 
at the same place in 2008.

Shortly after that, in 2011, 
Williams announced she had 
Sjogren's disease, an energy-
sapping illness that also can 
cause joint pain. She missed 
some big tournaments, and 
made several early exits at 
the majors.

But she has bounced back, 
playing some of her best ten-
nis over the last 12 months. 
She reached the Wimbledon 
semifinals last year, and the 
Australian Open final this 
year.

On Saturday, she'll be play-
ing for the Venus Rosewater 
Dish for the ninth time in her 
20th Wimbledon appearance.

"There's still a lot to be 
done. I have one more match 
that I'd like to be the winner 
of," Williams said. "I have to 
go out there and take it and 
play well."

The person on the other side 
of the net also has experience 
playing in the last weekend 
on Centre Court. The 23-year-
old Muguruza played for the 
title in 2015, losing to Venus' 
little sister, Serena Williams.

Serena isn't at Wimbledon 
this year because she is preg-
nant and taking the rest of 
the season off. But Venus will 
likely be checking in with her 
for some advice ahead of Sat-
urday's match.

"Serena did play her in a fi-
nal," Venus said. "I definitely 
will ask her. I'm sure she's go-
ing to give me hopefully some 
things that will make a differ-
ence for me in the match."

Muguruza, however, beat 
Serena to win the French 
Open title in 2016. And she's 
expecting the same kind of 
atmosphere despite the unfa-
miliar opponent.

"I don't think it's going to be 
different. A final is a final," 
Muguruza said. "Only one's 
going to win. ... The racket 
has to talk."

Besides her experience on 
the court, Muguruza will also 
have some experience behind 
her off it. She has been work-
ing with 1994 Wimbledon 
champion Conchita Martinez

Timely Tim: Tebow hits first 
pro walk-off HR for St. Lucie

PORT ST. LUCIE, Fla. — Tim Tebow 
seems to have found his stroke since 
getting back to his home state.

Tebow hit the first game-ending 
home run of his pro baseball career 
Thursday night, lifting the Class A 
St. Lucie Mets over the Daytona Tor-
tugas 5-4 in a seven-inning game.

The former NFL quarterback went 
deep with one out against Cincin-
nati Reds farmhand Austin Orewiler, 
smacking a first-pitch fastball over 
the fence in left field. Tebow was 
doused with Gatorade and mobbed 
by teammates when he reached home 
plate.

"It was fun to celebrate with all the 
guys," Tebow said.

The 29-year-old Tebow said it was 
his first walk-off homer since his ju-
nior year at Nease High School in 
Ponte Vedra Beach, near Jackson-
ville. The former Florida quarterback 
did not play his senior year in order 
to focus on football.

"(The high school homer) was for 
the district championship. That felt 
pretty good, but this one was special," 
Tebow said.

It's his third home run in 16 Florida 
State League games following a pro-
motion from Class A Columbia, and 
his sixth home run in 80 games

Lonzo Ball had another strong 
performance in the NBA Summer 
League, this time in another brand of 
footwear.

Ball's Los Angeles Lakers defeated 
the Cleveland Cavaliers 94-83 in tour-
nament play on Thursday.

Ball showed off the gifted passing 
skills that president of basketball 
operations Magic Johnson coveted 

before the draft. He tossed alley-oop 
passes, outlets for dunks, kick-outs 
for jumpers and nifty passes in traf-
fic. It was the third straight game of 
double-digit assists for Ball.

Fellow first-round draft pick Kyle 
Kuzma continued his strong summer 
with 20 points and a nail-in-the-coffin 
3-pointer with 1:00 left off an assist by 
Ball to go up 90-81. The 2016-17 NBA 
Development League MVP Vander 
Blue finished with 18 points for the 
Lakers (3-2).

Point guard Kay Felder carried 
Cleveland (3-1) with 25 points.

Bryn Forbes, the summer league's 

leading scorer, continued his sum-
mer onslaught with 29 points and five 
assists in the Spurs' victory.

The Spurs guard has been a terror 
for opposing teams as San Antonio 
improved to 3-1 in Vegas. Forbes be-
gan the day averaging a summer 
league-high 29.3 points in the first 
three games after going undrafted 
in 2016. The former Michigan State 
Spartan knocked down a crossover, 
pull-up 3-pointer from the top of the 
arc to give the Spurs an 81-78 lead 
with 1:02 remaining in the game. San 
Antonio never trailed again.

HOOVER, Ala. (AP) — South Caro-
lina quarterback Jake Bentley vivid-
ly remembers the hit that welcomed 
him to the Southeastern Conference.

He was throwing a screen pass 
last season when Tennessee's 6-foot-
3, 260-pound Derek Barnett burst 
through the line and slammed him to 
the ground.

"That didn't feel too good," Bentley 
said with a grin Thursday at South-
eastern Conference media days.

But Bentley proved to be a quick 
learner as a freshman, winning four 
of his seven starts. Now he's part of 
a group of young SEC quarterbacks 
that could represent the league's next 
generation of stars.

Though the SEC always has mul-
tiple first-round NFL draft picks, 
there's been a drought at the quar-
terback position. The last SEC quar-
terback taken in the first round was 
Texas A&M's Johnny Manziel in 2014 
— and his brief stint in the NFL was 
disappointing.

The one recent success from the 
SEC is Dak Prescott, but he was a 
major surprise for the Dallas Cow-
boys after being drafted in the fourth 
round out of Mississippi State.

It remains to be seen if anyone from 
the current group — which includes 
Bentley, Alabama's Jalen Hurts, 
Georgia's Jacob Eason and Mississip-
pi's Shea Patterson and Mississippi 
State's Nick Fitzgerald — can turn 
into the next Cam Newton, Matthew 
Stafford or Eli Manning.

But the early returns are encourag-
ing, especially as it relates to the up-
coming season.

"They have all the talent to be able 
to do it," SEC Network analyst Greg 
McElroy said. "And I like the sup-
porting cast that a lot of them have 
coming back. It's just a matter of if 
improvements are made during the 

offseason and the rapport is devel-
oped with the receivers."

"If it is, the offenses in this league 
could take a significant step for-
ward."

Hurts helped lead Alabama to the 
national championship game be-
fore losing to Clemson. The 6-foot-
2, 214-pounder threw for 2,780 
yards and 23 touchdowns while 
also running for 954 yards and 13 
touchdowns.

The ability to throw and run is 
a common theme for the league's 
young quarterbacks.

Fitzgerald was one of the biggest 
surprises in the SEC last season, 
winning the starting job during 
fall camp before throwing for 2,423 
yards and running for 1,375 yards. 
The 6-foot-5, 230-pounder is ex-
tremely quick for his size and once 
he got going in the open field, he 
proved very difficult to bring down.

Eason led the Bulldogs to an 8-5 
record in both his and coach Kir-
by Smart's first season. Eason had 
some ups and downs, but finished 
with 2,430 yards passing, 16 touch-
downs and eight interceptions.

Patterson, the Ole Miss freshman, 
was forced into action late in the sea-
son after senior Chad Kelly suffered 
a season-ending knee injury. He start-
ed just three games, but managed to 
throw for 880 yards, six touchdowns 
and three interceptions. He also ran 
for 169 yards.

His relatively slight 6-foot-2, 
200-pound frame and ability to im-
provise on running plays has drawn 
some comparisons to Manziel. He 
said he's studied tape of Manziel to 
see how he moved in the pocket, but 
he's especially partial to watching 
film of Green Bay Packers QB Aaron 
Rodgers.

"You find yourself doing what they 
do — without even trying to do it," 
Patterson said on Thursday at SEC 

media days. "But I want to be myself. I 
don't want to be known as a compari-
son to anybody else."

Bentley earned the s t a r t i n g 
job at South Carolina 
midway through the 
season and started the 
final seven games of the 
year. He threw for 1,420 
yards and nine touch-
downs while complet-
ing nearly 66 percent of 
his passes.

Auburn transfer Jar-
rett Stidham could have 
a big impact as well. 
The sophomore threw 
for more than 1,200 
yards as a freshman 
at Baylor in 2015. He'll 
be competing with ju-
nior Sean White for the 
starting job.

"Our quarterback 

depth has been our Achilles' heel," 
Auburn coach Gus Malzahn said. "It's 
been a frustrating deal for everyone. 
We've got that solved now."
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recently.
"I think she's help-

ing me to deal with 
the stress of the tour-
nament, because it's a 
long tournament," Mu-
guruza said. "So she just 
knows how to prepare, 
how to train, what to do.

"Not that I'm doing 
something different, 
honestly. But to have 
her by my side gives 
me also this little confi-
dence on having some-
one that has won be-
fore."

Ante Zizic, the 2016 No. 23 overall pick, 
has gained steam as the summer league has pro-
gressed. He had a double-double with 14 points and 
10 rebounds to go with three blocks. Forward Rosco 
Allen scored 18 off the bench.

The Warriors (1-4) have been focused on getting 
extra court time for second-year player Patrick Mc-
Caw, who earned rotation minutes with the champs 
during his rookie season. He scored 20 points on 
6-for-13 shooting.

Second-year Nuggets guard Malik Beasley scored 

a game-high 20 points as Denver (1-4) fell to the 
Nets (3-1).
