For the past nine years, Big Spring’s best 
athletes have made their way to one an-
nual event to test their endurance against 
the waters, roads, and running paths of Co-
manche Trail. This is the tenth year...who 
will emerge victorious?

The event is the annual Comanche War-
rior Triathlon, organized by the Big Spring 
Convention and Visitor’s Bureau (CVB). 

“We have done this event, this will be the 
10th year this event has been going on, and 
we have put it on since the beginning,” 
said Hayley Herrera of the CVB. “This 
event is held in the city park, for the most 
part. They do a 500-meter swim in Coman-
che Trail Lake, followed by an 18-mile bike 
ride through the city and into the county, 
and then they do a 3.1-mile run inside of 
Comanche Trail Park.”

individual, and $110 for a three-per-
son team.

“Then on race day it goes up to $75 
and $125 for teams,” Herrera said. 
“They can register online right now 
via our website, which is visitbig-
spring.com. They can also register 
the night before, Sept. 8, at Dora Rob-
erts Community Center, from 5 p.m. 
to 8 p.m., we’ll do registration; and 
we’ll also do registration the morning 
of, and we will cut registration off at 
7, so we’ll do registration from 6 a.m. 
to 7 a.m. the day of the race.”

The purpose of the race is to pro-

mote tourism by bringing outside 
athletes and their families to Big 
Spring, Herrera said. 

“We have really good weather at 
that time, in September. The weather 
is usually not too terribly hot,” she 
said. “The triathletes who do come to 
this area, we get them from all over, 
Dallas, Houston, New Mexico, Okla-
homa; they really enjoy the climate, 
and it’s a really good bike ride, I’ve 
heard. The ride out and back, you 
hit some tailwinds and you get some 
downhills where you can really pick 
up your speed, so it’s a really good 
race for that. Plus, it’s an open water 
swim, and major triathletes really 
like the open water swim, it’s more 
challenging than a pool swim.” 

The event is not a fundraiser, Her-
rera said. 

“Money raised by the triathlon just 
goes right back into the event,” she 
said. “We do ask for sponsorships, 
too. If they’re interested in being a 
sponsor, they can always contact me 
on that as well.”

So far this year, sponsors for the 
event include  Prescription Services, 
Peyton’s Bikes of Midland, Scenic 
Mountain Medical Center, Amy Re-
ese DDS, Alberto’s Mexican Restau-
rant, the CVB, the City of Big Spring, 
and the Big Spring Area Chamber of 
Commerce.

ST. JOHN'S, Antigua 
(AP) — Hurricane Irma 
roared into the Carib-
bean with record force 
early Wednesday, its 
185-mph winds shak-
ing homes and flooding 
buildings on a chain 
of small islands along 
a path toward Puerto 
Rico, the Dominican Re-
public, Haiti, Cuba and 
a possible direct hit on 
South Florida.

The strongest Atlan-
tic Ocean hurricane 
ever recorded passed 
almost directly over 
the island of Barbuda, 
causing widespread 
flooding and downing 
trees. France sent emer-
gency food and water 
rations to the French 
islands of Saint Martin 
and Saint Barthelemy, 
where Irma ripped off 
roofs and knocked out 
all electricity.

The regional author-
ity for Guadeloupe and 
neighboring islands 
said the fire station in 
Saint Barthelemy was 
flooded by more than 3 
feet (1 meter) of water 
and no rescue vehicles 
could move. 

The government 
headquarters on Saint 
Martin was partially de-
stroyed.

There were no imme-
diate reports of casual-
ties but the minister 
for overseas territories, 
Annick Girardin, said 
"We have a lot to fear for 
a certain number of our 

compatriots who un-
fortunately didn't want 
to listen to the protec-
tion measures and go 
to more secure sites ... 
We're preparing for the 
worst."

Antigua and Barbuda 
Prime Minister Gaston 
Browne said the twin-
island nation appears 
to have weathered its 
brush with Hurricane 
Irma with no deaths, 
though he noted that 
the government had 
only done a preliminary 
assessment of Barbuda. 
There were widespread 
reports of property dam-
age but he says the pub-
lic and government had 
prepared well for the 
storm.

"We in Antigua have 
weathered the most 
powerful hurricane 
ever to storm its way 
through the Caribbean," 
the prime minister said. 
"And we have done so 
with stunning results."

The center of the 
storm was about 15 
miles (25 kilometers) 
west of St. Martin and 
Anguilla about 8 a.m. 
Wednesday, the hurri-
cane center said. It was 
heading west-northwest 
at 16 mph (26 kph).

As the eye of Hurri-
cane Irma passed over 
Barbuda around 2 a.m., 
phone lines went down 
under heavy rain and 
howling winds that sent 
debris flying as people 
huddled in their homes 
or government shelters.

The storm ripped the 
roof off the island's po-

lice station, forcing of-
ficers to seek refuge in 
the fire station and at 
the community center 
that served as an official 
shelter. The Category 
5 storm also knocked 
out communication be-
tween islands.

The U.S. National 
Hurricane Center said 
Irma's winds would 
fluctuate but the storm 
would likely remain at 
Category 4 or 5 strength 
for the next day or two. 
The most dangerous 
winds, usually nearest 
to the eye, were forecast 
to pass near the north-
ern Virgin Islands and 
near or just north of 
Puerto Rico on Wednes-
day.

President Donald 
Trump declared emer-
gencies in Florida, 
Puerto Rico and the 
U.S. Virgin Islands, and 
authorities in the Ba-
hamas said they would 
evacuate six southern 
islands.

Warm water is fuel for 
hurricanes and Irma 
was moving over water 
that was 1.8 degrees (1 
degree Celsius) warmer 
than normal. The 79 de-
gree (26 Celsius) water 
that hurricanes need 
went about 250 feet (80 
meters) deep, said Jeff 
Masters, meteorology 
director of the private 
forecasting service 
Weather Underground.

Four other storms 
have had winds as 
strong in the overall At-
lantic region, but they 
were in the Caribbean 

Sea or the Gulf of Mex-
ico, which usually have 
warmer waters. Hurri-
cane Allen hit 190 mph 
in 1980, while 2005's 
Wilma, 1988's Gilbert 
and a 1935 great Florida 
Keys storm all had 185 
mph winds.

The northern Lee-
ward Islands were ex-
pected to see normal 
tide levels rise by as 
much as 11 feet (3.3 me-
ters), while the Turks 
and Caicos Islands and 
southeastern Bahamas 
could see surge of 20 feet 
(6 meters) and higher 
waves later in the week, 
forecasters said.

Bahamas Prime 
Minister Hubert Min-
nis said his government 
was evacuating six is-
lands in the south be-
cause authorities would 
not be able to help any-
one caught in the "po-
tentially catastrophic" 
wind, flooding and 
storm surge. 

People there would be 
flown to Nassau in what 
he called the largest 
storm evacuation in the 
country's history.

"The price you may 
pay for not evacuating 
is your life or serious 
physical harm," Minnis 
said.

The U.S. National 
Weather Service said 
Puerto Rico had not 
seen a hurricane of Ir-
ma's magnitude since 
Hurricane San Felipe 
in 1928, which killed 
a total of 2,748 people 
in Guadeloupe, Puerto 
Rico and Florida.

"The dangerousness of 
this event is like noth-
ing we've ever seen," 
Puerto Rico Gov. Ricar-
do Rossello said. "A lot 
of infrastructure won't 
be able to withstand 
this kind of force."

The eye of the storm 
was expected to rip 
westward on a path tak-
ing it a little north of 
Puerto Rico, the Domin-
ican Republic, Haiti 
and Cuba.

The northern parts 
of the Dominican Re-
public and Haiti could 
see 10 inches (25 cen-

timeters) of rain, with 
as much as 20 inches 
(50 centimeters) in the 
southeast Bahamas and 
Turks and Caicos.

The storm seemed al-
most certain to hit the 
United States by early 
next week.

"You'd be hard pressed 
to find any model that 
doesn't have some im-
pact on Florida." said 
University of Miami 
senior hurricane re-
searcher Brian Mc-
Noldy.

In Florida, people 
stocked up on drinking 
water and other sup-
plies.

Florida Gov. Rick 
Scott activated 100 
members of the Flor-
ida National Guard 
to be deployed across 
the state, and 7,000 Na-
tional Guard members 
were to report for duty 
Friday when the storm 
could be approaching 
the area. On Monday, 
Scott declared a state 
of emergency in all of 
Florida's 67 counties.

Officials in the Flor-
ida Keys geared up to 
get tourists and resi-
dents out of Irma's 
path, and the mayor 
of Miami-Dade County 
said people should be 
prepared to evacuate 
Miami Beach and most 
coastal areas.

Mayor Carlos 
Gimenez said the vol-
untary evacuations 
could begin as soon as 
Wednesday evening. 
He activated the emer-
gency operation center 
and urged residents to 
have three days' worth 
of food and water.

The Hurricane Cen-
ter in Miami said 
hurricane-force winds 

extended 50 miles (85 
kilometers) from Ir-
ma's center and tropi-
cal storm-force winds 
extended 175 miles (280 
kilometers).

Also Wednesday 
morning, a new tropi-
cal storm formed in 
the Gulf of Mexico off 
Mexico's coast. Tropical 
Storm Katia had maxi-
mum sustained winds 
of 40 mph (65 kph) with 
some strengthening 
forecast over the next 
two days. 

But the hurricane cen-
ter said Katia was ex-
pected to stay offshore 
through Friday morn-
ing.

Another tropical 
storm farther east in the 
Atlantic was expected 
to become a hurricane 
by Wednesday night. 
Tropical Storm Jose's 
maximum sustained 
winds had increased to 
near 60 mph (95 kph).

In “Close Enough 
to Touch” by Colleen 
Oakley (F OAK C), Ju-
bilee Jenkins has a 
rare condition: she's al-
lergic to human touch.

for nine years.  Af-
ter her mother dies, 
Jubilee is forced to 
face the world, and 
the people in it that 
she's been hiding 
from.

In 1984, a movie came out that, 
well, didn’t exactly change my 
life, but it may have changed 
my brother’s life. The movie 

was “The Last Starfighter,” starring 
Lance Guest as a typical teenage vid-
eo game geek who is recruited to go 
fight an alien menace based on his 
skill in an arcade game. My brother 
Marty really likes this movie. It’s 
pretty good, but it’s no “Star Wars.” 
It is (Music Man) Robert Preston’s 
last movie, however, so I guess that 
makes it special.

Alex Rogan (Guest) lives with his 
waitress mom Jane (Barbara Bosson) 
and spaceman-obsessed little brother 
Louis (Chris Hebert) in the Starlite 
Starbrite trailer park. Alex is ob-
sessed with the trailer park’s lone 
video game, called “Starfighter,” 
but often gets tasked 
with handyman work, 
such as fixing Elvira’s 
(Peggy Pope) electric 
in time for her soaps. 
These tasks cause him 
to miss a trip to the 
lake with his friends 
and his girlfriend Mag-
gie (Catherine Mary 
Stewart). Although he 
dreams of doing some-
thing important with 
his life, Alex seems 
stuck in his routine 
trailer-park life.

After missing the lake trip, Alex 
starts up a game of “Starfighter.” El-
derly resident Otis (Vernon Washing-
ton) notices that Alex is feeling down, 
and tries to cheer him up by advis-
ing him that “Things change, they 
always do.” Maggie is dropped off at 
the park by Jack Blake (Peter Nel-

son), making Alex jealous. As Maggie 
and Alex talk, they notice that Alex is 
doing better at the game than usual – 
his score is over 900,000! Otis alerts 
the other trailer park residents that 
“Alex is going for the record!” and 
they gather around to watch the mo-
mentous event. Louis warns every-
body to keep back. Alex destroys the 
Ko-Dan Command Ship, defeating the 
game, which bestows upon him the 
title “Record Breaker” to everyone’s 
cheers. 

Later, Maggie is despondent be-
cause she realizes Alex might actu-
ally leave the trailer park; while she 
feels stuck there because of her aging 
Granny (Meg Wylie). Alex reassures 
her that they will always be together. 
That evening, Jane informs Alex that 
his student loan has been rejected, 
but that he can still go to City College 
with his friends…not what he wanted 
to hear. Outside sulking, Alex notices 
that the Starfighter game has started 
to malfunction, playing random audio 
clips repeatedly in an erratic manner. 

Shortly a very futuristic-looking 

station wagon pulls up to where Alex 
is, and the guy inside introduces him-
self as Centauri (Preston), the inven-
tor of the Starfighter game, and asks 
who broke the record. When he finds 
out Alex is the record breaker, he in-
vites him to ride as he makes Alex a 
proposition. Put it down to Alex’s de-
pression or an earlier, more trusting 
time, but Alex agrees. Inside the car, 
Centauri introduces Alex to his “as-
sistant,” Beta. Shaking hands with 
Beta causes a large shock…Beta de-
parts the car, and off they go. 

Alex quickly learns that the car is, in 
fact, a spaceship, and Centauri takes 
him to another planet…Rylos, which 
Alex recognizes from the game. And 
then he learns that everything in the 
game is true, and Centauri developed 
it to find pilots and gunners for a real 
space battle against the traitor Xur 
and the evil Ko-Dan Armada.

That’s the big reveal, so I’ll stop the 
summary there, except to say that 
“Beta” is an android shapeshifter 
whose purpose is to take Alex’s place 
while he’s “away.” Also, look for Dan 
O’Herlihy as the alien “Grig,” who is 
pilot to Alex’s gunner, Norman Snow 
as Xur, and Dan Mason as Lord Kril 
of the Xo-Dan. 

“The Last Starfighter” is the perfect 
swirl of space opera, soap opera, and 
‘80s cheese. It’s a less serious attempt 
at the genre than is a “Star Wars”; 
it’s more on the level of “Battlestar: 
Galactica” when it comes to serious 
versus tongue-in-cheek, or possibly 
slightly more so. 

The attraction of “Starfighter” 
comes from the way the movie pro-
vides a setting with certain expecta-
tions, and then explodes those expec-
tations. It’s basically “The Wizard of 

Oz” in a space fantasy world rather 
than an Oz fantasy world. “Starlite 
Starbrite” is Kansas, and Rylos is Oz. 
And Centauri is the tornado, to push 
an analogy just a little too far. 

It’s a fun movie, but it’s not a great 
classic of cinema or anything. Seven 
stars out of 10. At least one of those 
stars might be there not to totally 
crush my brother’s soul.

Baylor settles lawsuit that alleged 
'culture of violence'

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Baylor University has set-
tled a lawsuit filed by a former student woman who 
said she was gang raped by two football players and 
alleged the program at the nation's largest Baptist 
school fostered a "culture of violence."

The settlement is one of several in recent weeks 
as Baylor moves to close out lawsuits filed in the 
aftermath of an investigation into how the school 
handled reports of sexual and physical assaults for 
years. The probe led to the firing of former football 
coach Art Briles and the departure of former school 
President Ken Starr.

Terms of the settlement filed Tuesday were not 
released.

The plaintiff known as "Elizabeth Doe" had al-
leged knowledge of at least 52 acts of rape by more 
than 30 football players over several years.

Hendrick drivers give $200,000 to 
create Harvey relief fund

CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) — Hendrick Motors-
ports’ four drivers have committed $200,000 to bene-
fit Hurricane Harvey victims, and the drivers hope 
to raise a total of $500,000.

Dale Earnhardt Jr., Jimmie Johnson, Kasey 
Kahne and Chase Elliott launched a disaster relief 
fund Monday that is accepting tax-deductible dona-
tions until Sept. 20. The fund can be found at Hen-
drickRelief.org , and donations will go to Hurricane 
Harvey Relief Fund, which is housed at the Greater 
Houston Community Foundation, and other quali-
fied charities.

Seven-time NASCAR champion Johnson is host-
ing the disaster relief fund at the Jimmie Johnson 
Foundation. He called the devastation done by Har-
vey “incomprehensible” and called on NASCAR 
fans to help with the recovery.

“NASCAR fans are some of the most generous and 
giving people on earth,” Johnson said.

Texas evacuees in Louisiana shelters 
being moved to Dallas

BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) — Hundreds of Texas 
residents who have been sheltered in Louisiana 
after evacuations forced by Hurricane Harvey are 
heading back to their home state this week.

The Louisiana Department of Children and Fam-
ily Services announced Tuesday that Texans stay-
ing in shelters in Shreveport and Alexandria will be 
transported to a shelter in Dallas. The move start-
ed Tuesday morning and will continue through 
Thursday.

The Texas residents are being taken first to a re-
ception center in Mesquite, Texas, before heading 
to the Dallas shelter.

At the peak, the Shreveport and Alexandria shel-
ters in Louisiana housed more than 2,000 Harvey 
evacuees from Texas. The Department of Children 
and Family Services says most of the evacuees 
were rescued from the Orange, Texas, area during 
the flooding.

Bystander among 3 women shot at 
end of Houston police chase

HOUSTON (AP) — Three women have been shot 
and wounded by Houston police as a miles-long 
chase ended with the driver of a car hitting a tree 
and fire hydrant on a dead-end street and then back-
ing up to ram a patrol car.

Authorities say one woman shot was a bystander 
in the neighborhood where the chase ended as of-
ficers opened fire.

Police Chief Art Acevedo says the chase began as 
officers tried to pull over an SUV that made an il-
legal U-turn. As the SUV sped along Interstate 69, 
the driver and her passenger tossed out the window 
large bags of what’s believed to be marijuana.

The three women wounded are hospitalized in 
good condition. Acevedo says the driver and pas-
senger likely will be charged with aggravated as-
sault with a deadly weapon.

Texas high school football player 
dies after collapsing

EMORY, Texas (AP) — A high school freshman 
football player has died after collapsing during non-
contact activities at practice in northeast Texas.

The Tyler Morning Telegraph reports that Mar-
ion Olivarez collapsed at a Monday morning prac-
tice in the Rains Independent School District in 
Emory. He was airlifted by CareFlight to a hospital 
in nearby Greenville where he died.

Rains Superintendent John Rouse offered his 
condolences to the Olivarez family in a news re-
lease, saying the loss of any student has a great im-
pact on the community.

BEAUMONT, Texas 
(AP) — His three ve-
hicles flooded by Hur-
ricane Harvey, Jason 
Bell checked at one car-
rental office only to find 
about 2,500 people ahead 
of him on the waiting 
list. When he tried a 
more out-of-the-way lo-
cation, the reservations 
still numbered about 
300.

Many other storm 
victims have the same 
problem. Tens of thou-
sands of personal vehi-
cles were inundated by 
floodwaters or smashed 
by wind-tossed objects, 
creating a huge de-
mand for rentals that 
has put the cars in pain-
fully short supply in the 
Houston area and across 
eastern Texas.

Rental companies say 
they are bringing in 
more vehicles from ar-
eas including the South-
east, but the logistics 
problems left by Harvey 
could get worse as Hur-
ricane Irma threatens 
Florida.

Cesar Garcia of Port 
Arthur, Texas, doesn't 
know when he will be 
driving again.

"I tried renting a car 
and none of those places 
said there was avail-
ability from here to 
Houston," Garcia, 28, 
said Monday. "I was told 
'good luck.' Nothing."

Auto industry experts 
estimate as many as 1 
million vehicles were 
damaged by Harvey, 
with most being total 
losses. State Farm, one 
of the largest U.S. auto 
insurers, said it has al-
ready received nearly 
20,000 claims from the 
Houston area alone.

The scope of the prob-
lem is evident in a field 
that has become a mas-
sive parking lot for 
storm-damaged vehicles 
at Royal Purple Race-
way, a dragstrip located 
on 500 acres in Baytown, 
about 35 miles east of 
Houston.

Tow trucks pulling or 
carrying flooded cars 
enter the parking area 
every few minutes, 
dropping them off so in-

surance adjusters can 
assess the damage. Wa-
ter lines are evident on 
many of the vehicles, 
which workers say are 
mostly from the area 
east of Houston.

Dealership advertise-
ments are visible on 
some of the cars, but 
many appear to be pri-
vate vehicles. The own-
ers may now be among 
those in lines at car 
rental counters.

Enterprise Holdings 
— which includes the 
Enterprise, National 
and Alamo car rental 
brands — said it has al-
ready moved more than 
4,000 vehicles to south-
east Texas and plans to 
bring in at least 17,000 
more in coming weeks.

The Avis Budget 
Group, which oper-
ates Avis and Budget 
car rentals plus Budget 
Truck, said it also was 
moving additional ve-
hicles into the affected 
areas and was waiving 
late fees, one-way rental 
fees and rental exten-
sion fees in the Houston 
area.

The car rental crunch 
extends outside the hur-
ricane zone. Company 
websites show it can be 
hard to make reserva-
tions in cities that were 
not directly affected by 
Harvey, including Dal-
las, where many people 
headed to the Hous-
ton area landed before 
Houston airports re-
opened.

Until he can get a car, 
Bell is hitching rides 
from son Jason Bell Jr., 
who drove him to an En-
terprise office in Beau-
mont.

The elder Bell said he 
lives on a high spot in 
his neighborhood, so 
friends left their cars on 
his property as a safe-
guard against rising 
waters. Then the entire 
area flooded for the first 
time, he said, and now 
his own house looks 
like a resting place for 
wet Fords, Chevys and 
other vehicles.

"There are probably 15 
flooded cars in my yard 
right now," he said.

Drivers whose cars were flooded 
by Harvey can't find rentals

HOUSTON (AP) — One couple 
displaced by Harvey managed to 
get a hotel room, but got kicked 
out after one night for lacking 
state identification that was lost 
to the flooding. A man whose 
cellphone was wrecked by flood-
water is staying at a convention 
center, waiting for government 
offices to reopen Tuesday.

While the number of evacu-
ees seeking refuge in Houston's 
emergency shelters has dwin-

dled, many thousands of people 
are still in dire need of housing. 
Some returned to complexes in-
undated with sewage and mud. 
Others are staying with family 
and friends.

More than 50,000 went to gov-
ernment-paid hotels, some far 
away from homes and schools.

"You can't just pick the hotel," 
said D'Ona Spears, who has no 
way of getting her children to 
school when it resumes next 
week. "You have to go further 
out, further out, further out."

Spears and Brandon Polson 
had gotten a government-funded 
hotel room near downtown, but 
without ID they had to leave. Af-
ter going to the Toyota Center, 
the basketball arena that's also 
housing evacuees, they were tak-
en to a motel in Humble, about 
20 miles (30 kilometers) away. 
Spears said she wished the fam-
ily could return to the conven-
tion center.

Convention Center, about 1,500 peo-
ple remain and several said they were 
homeless, disabled or from public 
housing. 
About 2,800 were at the NRG Cen-
ter, another convention center that 
opened after George R. Brown reached 
double its original capacity.

Morris Mack, who arrived at the 
convention center Aug. 30, sat out-
side the main entrance, sharing a 
cigarette. 

He hasn't been able to re-enter his 
home in a public housing develop-
ment in northwest Houston, and 
he didn't know whether it would be 
flooded.

While he registered with the Fed-
eral Emergency Management Agen-
cy for assistance, Mack's cellphone 
was damaged by floodwaters, and he 
didn't have a working email address, 
making it difficult for the agency to 
get in touch with him or send him a 
check. He was hoping that once gov-
ernment offices reopen, he could get 
a government assistance card, which 
he could then use to get a cellphone to 
communicate with FEMA.

"I'm just trying. I can only wait 
now," Mack said.

Harvey struck Texas on Aug. 25 as a 
Category 4 hurricane, but brought the 
worst flooding to Houston and other 
areas as a tropical storm. 

The rain totaled nearly 52 inches 
(1.3 meters) in some spots, and the 
storm is blamed for at least 60 deaths.

FEMA about 560,000 families are 
registered for its housing assistance 
program. It said 53,630 residents dis-
placed by Harvey are currently in 
government-funded hotel rooms.

The temporary housing has been 
provided for 18,732 households, said 
FEMA spokesman Bob Howard. Once 
people are granted the assistance, 
there is a minimum allotment of 14 
days, but that can be extended if nec-
essary.

FEMA officials also are weighing 
other options, such as mobile homes, 
should the need arise.

After Hurricane Katrina struck 
New Orleans in 2005, FEMA bought 
thousands of mobile homes for people 
left homeless, but the program was 
plagued by problems. 

Some flood victims who lived in the 
homes were exposed to high levels 
of formaldehyde, which was used in 
building materials.

Some people choosing to go back to 
their homes after Harvey were trying 
to make do the best they could.

But at the Clayton Homes, some 
apartments were filled with water 
and floors caked in mud and sewage. 
Clayton Homes residents were among 
the first to arrive at the convention 
center last weekend, many riding in 
the back of city dump trucks. 

The complex is bounded on one side 
by Buffalo Bayou, the muddy water-
way that jumped its banks and sent 
water rushing into homes.

Piles of garbage and soggy furni-
ture sat next to the gnarled remains 
of a fence separating the bayou from 
the complex. The rotting stench was 
present in parts of the complex.

Rosie Carmouche spent two days at 
George R. Brown with her two chil-
dren. But she didn't want to stay too 
long, fearing for her possessions.

"They made you feel as comfortable 
as they possibly can. I will give them 
that," Carmouche said. "But when 
your mind is — you know what kind 
of community you live in? It's hard."

FORT LAUDER-
DALE, Fla. (AP) — 
Hurricane Irma's size 
and strength put the 
entire state of Florida 
on notice on Tuesday, 
and residents and visi-
tors prepared to leave 
in anticipation of cata-
strophic winds and 
floods that could reach 
the state by this week-
end.

Throughout South 
Florida, officials read-
ied evacuation orders 
and people raided store 
shelves, buying up 
water and other hurri-
cane supplies. 

Long lines formed at 
gas stations and people 
pulled shutters out of 
storage to protect their 
homes and businesses.

Parker Eastin filled 
up his gas tank at a 
busy fuel station. He 
and his girlfriend said 
they decided to plan 
well in advance after 
seeing what Hurricane 
Harvey did to Texas.

"We ordered water 
off Amazon because 
the stores were out and 
also ordered food," said 
Eastin, a 43-year-old 
lawyer who has lived 
in Florida 12 years. 
"Seeing the devastation 
in Texas is a sad re-
minder that you have 
to take the events very 
seriously."

 Irma's winds were 
185 mph on Tuesday, 
a strong Category 5 
storm, and forecasters 
say it could strengthen 
more as it neared the 
eastern-most Caribbe-
an islands, according 
to the National Hurri-
cane Center in Miami.

The storm had the 

most powerful winds 
ever recorded for a 
storm in the Atlantic 
Ocean and posed an 
immediate threat to 
the small islands of the 
northern Leewards, 
including Antigua and 
Barbuda, as well as the 
British and U.S. Vir-
gin Islands and Puerto 
Rico.

The last major storm 
to hit Florida was 
2005's Wilma, its eye 
cutting through the 
state's southern third 
as it packed winds of 
120 mph (193 kph). Five 
people died.

Florida Gov. Rick 
Scott declared a state 
of emergency in all 67 
counties to give local 
governments "ample 
time, resources and 
flexibility" to prepare 
for the storm.

In the Keys, a chain 
of 42 low-lying islands 
that includes Key 
West, government of-
ficials said visitors 
would be told to leave 
Wednesday and resi-
dents should be out by 
the following day.

"This is not one to 
fool around with," said 
Monroe County spokes-
woman Cammy Clark, 
whose county covers 
the Florida Keys.

Under a mandatory 
evacuation order, no 
one is forced by police 
or other government 
agencies to leave, but 
anyone who stays 
should not expect to be 
rescued if they are in 
danger, officials said.

The island chain only 
has one highway con-
necting it to the main-
land. Keys residents 
are famous for riding 
out hurricanes, but 

Randy Towe, who owns 
a recreational fishing 
company in the Keys, 
said Irma is different.

"I've talked to a lot of 
Conchs (Keys natives) 
whose families have 
lived here a hundred 
years and they say this 
certainly might be a big 
one," said Towe, who 
has lived in the Keys 36 
years.

He said owners of 
large boats secured 
them in canals by ty-
ing them to mangrove 
roots. 

Smaller boats were 
put on trailers and into 
storage. He plans to 
evacuate with his fam-
ily if Irma's forecast 
doesn't change.

The deadliest storm 
to hit the Keys struck 
on Labor Day in 1935. 
More than 400 people 
died in winds estimat-
ed at 185 mph (297 kph) 
and a storm surge of 18 
feet (5.5 meters). 

Bridges and railroad 
beds were washed 
away, cutting off the 
middle and lower Keys 
except by sea and air.

In 1960, Hurricane 
Donna hit the Keys on 
Sept. 10 with sustained 
winds of 140 mph (225 
kph) and storm surge 
reached 13.5 feet (4 me-
ters). Four people died.

On the Florida main-
land, Miami-Dade 
County Mayor Carlos 
Gimenez urged tour-
ists to cut their vaca-
tions short and said 
residents may be asked 
to leave as early as 
Wednesday.

"The potential is 
too great for us not to 
take action right now," 
Gimenez said.

Florida on edge, evacuations 
coming as Hurricane Irma nears
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Lady Steers dominate Lake View 3-0

After a time-out was 
taken by Lake View in 
attempt to regroup, the 
Lady Steers capitalized 
on an unforced error 
from the Lady Chiefs 
and put the set to an end 
with a perfectly placed 
kill right in the middle 
hole by Terrazas.

Set two started out 
close, but Big Spring let 
the game get away from 
them as they quickly 
found themselves in a 
14-6 deficit.

two back-to-back mon-
ster kills that brought 
the team the energy 
they needed to attempt 
what would turn into an 
amazing come back.

Elliott’s 6-game ban upheld, but will play Week 1

SHERMAN, Texas — An arbitrator 
denied Dallas running back Ezekiel 
Elliott's appeal of a six-game suspen-
sion in a domestic violence case Tues-
day, but the 2016 NFL rushing cham-
pion will play in the opener because 
of the timing of the decision.

Elliott attorney Jeffrey Kessler told 
the judge near the end of a nearly 2 
1/2-hour hearing in federal court that 
Elliott's suspension was sustained by 
arbitrator Harold Henderson.

At the start of the hearing, NFL at-
torney Daniel Nash told the judge it 
was "his understanding" that Elliott 
could play Sunday night against the 
New York Giants because the league 
didn't want to rush the judge.

U.S. District Judge Amos Mazzant 
said he would rule on Elliott's request 
for a temporary restraining order by 
Friday. If the request is denied and 
no further legal action taken, Elliott's 
suspension would start in Week 2 at 
Denver. He would be eligible to re-
turn Nov. 5 against Kansas City.

"We are extremely disappointed 

with Mr. Henderson's inability to 
navigate through league politics, and 
follow the evidence, and, most impor-
tantly, his (sic) conscience," attorneys 
Frank Salzano and Scott Rosenblum 
said in a statement released after the 
hearing.

Elliott was suspended by Commis-
sioner Roger Goodell after the league 
concluded he had several physical 
confrontations last summer with Tif-
fany Thompson, a former girlfriend. 
Prosecutors in Ohio didn't pursue the 
case, citing conflicting evidence.

The 22-year-old Elliott denied the 

allegations in sworn testimony dur-
ing an appeal hearing last week. He 
attended Tuesday's hearing in Sher-
man, about 65 miles north of Dallas, 
sitting quietly in a suit and tie and 
facing away from the audience and 
mostly toward the judge.

The NFL Players' Association sued 
in federal court on behalf of Elliott 
last week before Henderson ruled, 
saying the appeal hearing was "fun-
damentally unfair" because the run-
ning back was prevented from con-
fronting his accuser in the Ohio case.

Kessler reiterated most of the NFL-
PA's arguments before Mazzant, who 
pressed Nash for answers on the 
claim from Elliott's legal team that a 
co-lead investigator who questioned 
Thompson's credibility was left out 
of a key meeting with Goodell during 
the yearlong probe.

Henderson said in his ruling that 
the NFL complied with its personal 
conduct policy in punishing Elliott 
and rejected any claims that Elliott's 
attorneys presented new evidence at 
the appeal.

"In a case involving violation of 
a policy, fair and consistent means 
whether the process and result were 
in compliance with the terms of that 
policy," Henderson wrote. "This one 
is, in every respect."

After Henderson's ruling, the NFL 
filed a lawsuit asking a federal court 
in New York to enforce Elliott's sus-
pension. The Southern District of 
New York falls under the 2nd U.S. 
Circuit Court of Appeals, which last 
year backed Goodell's four-game sus-
pension of New England quarterback 
Tom Brady over Deflategate.

According to the letter Elliott re-
ceived informing him of the suspen-
sion last month, the NFL believed he 
used "physical force" three times in a 
span of five days in a Columbus, Ohio, 
apartment last July resulting

      Dear Annie: I 
would like your opin-
ion on a very dis-
tressing problem that 
I -- along with a lot 
of other females, I’m 
sure -- have. It con-
cerns my desire to 
have control over who 
sees my body while 
in a non-emergency 
medical situation.
      I recently was con-
fined to a hospital bed 
for four days because 
of a non-emergen-
cy situation. While 
there, a male nurse 
tried to pressure me

He 
became almost bellig-
erent in trying to make 
me believe that he 
had “every right” to do 
what he wanted sim-
ply because he was a 
trained nurse.
      Annie, I was 
sexual abused in the 
past and am trau-
matized at the mere 
thought of a strange 
man -- even if he is 
a nurse -- touching 
me. Please don’t write 
me off as just some 
kook who doesn’t 
want to be hassled; it 

goes so much deeper 
than that, and unless 
people have been 
through what I’ve 
been through, they 
can’t understand. The 
philosophy of a lot of 
hospitals and medical 
settings seems to be 
that a male nurse is 
entitled to tell me what 
he can do with or to 
my body.
      Fortunately, I was 
given a female nurse 
after I spoke with a 
supervisor and con-
vinced her that I would 
leave the hospital and 
die before allowing 
this strange man to 
take care of me. It’s 
not as if the majority of 
nurses aren’t women 
and readily available 
anyway. Please help 
by putting out the word 
of how much damage 
can be done to people 
like me. -- Tortured in 
New York
      Dear Tortured: 
Health care providers 
should put each indi-
vidual patient’s needs 
front and center. When 
you made clear that 
you were uncomfort-

able with this nurse’s 
touching you, he 
should have stopped, 
even if he was just try-
ing to administer care. 
After all, it’s not “care” 
if it’s unwanted and 
distressing. Though 
hospitals aren’t re-
quired to give female 
nurses to female 
patients, many will try 
to accommodate such 
requests, especially if 
the patient has been a 
victim of abuse in the 
past. The next time 
you’re scheduling a 
visit to the hospital or 
doctor’s office, let the 
staff know your needs 
upfront.
      Additionally, this 
might be a good time 
to revisit counseling 
to address the trauma 
of your abuse. If you 
need help finding a 
counselor, you can 
call the Substance 
Abuse and Mental 
Health Services Ad-
ministration’s National 
Helpline at 800-662-
4357.
      Dear Annie: I 
suspect that most mil-

Today's Highlight in History:
On September 6, 1901, 

President William McKinley 
was shot and mortally wound-
ed by anarchist Leon Czolgosz 
(CHAWL'-gawsh) at the Pan-
American Exposition in 
Buffalo, New York. (McKinley 
died eight days later; Czolgosz 
was executed on October 29.)

On this date:
In 1861, Union forces led by 

Gen. Ulysses S. Grant occupied 
Paducah, Kentucky, during the 
Civil War.

In 1916, the first self-serve 
grocery store, Piggly Wiggly, 
was opened in Memphis, 
Tennessee, by Clarence 
Saunders.

In 1925, the silent film horror 
classic "The Phantom of the 
Opera," starring Lon Chaney, 
had its world premiere at the 
Astor Theater in New York.

In 1939, the Union of South 
Africa declared war on 
Germany.

In 1943, 79 people were killed 
when a New York-bound 
Pennsylvania Railroad train 
derailed and crashed in 
Philadelphia.

In 1954, groundbreaking took 

place for the Shippingport 
Atomic Power Station in west-
ern Pennsylvania.

In 1966, birth control advo-
cate Margaret Sanger died in 
Tucson, Arizona, at age 86, 
eight days before her birthday. 
South African Prime Minister 
Hendrik Verwoerd (fehr-
FOORT') was stabbed to death 
by an apparently deranged 
page during a parliamentary 
session in Cape Town.

In 1970, Palestinian guerril-
las seized control of three U.S.-
bound jetliners. (Two were 
later blown up on the ground in 
Jordan, along with a London-
bound plane hijacked on Sept. 
9; the fourth plane was 
destroyed on the ground in 
Egypt. No hostages were 
harmed.)

In 1975, 18-year-old tennis 
star Martina Navratilova of 
Czechoslovakia, in New York 
for the U.S. Open, requested 
political asylum in the United 
States.

In 1985, all 31 people aboard a 
Midwest Express Airlines DC-9 
were killed when the Atlanta-
bound jetliner crashed just 
after takeoff from Milwaukee's 
Mitchell Field.

In 1997, a public funeral was 
held for Princess Diana at 
Westminster Abbey in London, 
six days after her death in a car 
crash in Paris.

In 2002, meeting outside 
Washington, D.C. for only the 
second time since 1800, 

Congress convened in New 
York to pay homage to the vic-
tims and heroes of September 
11.

Ten years ago: President 
George W. Bush and Chinese 
President Hu Jintao (hoo jin-
tow), in Sydney, Australia, for 
an Asia-Pacific Economic 
Cooperation summit, called for 
greater international coopera-
tion in tackling climate change 
without stifling economic 
growth. Death claimed opera 
superstar Luciano Pavarotti in 
Modena, Italy, at age 71 and 
author Madeleine L'Engle ("A 
Wrinkle in Time") in Litchfield, 
Connecticut, at age 88.

Five years ago: President 
Barack Obama conceded only 
halting progress toward solv-
ing the nation's economic woes, 
but vowed in a Democratic 
National Convention finale, 
"Our problems can be solved, 
our challenges can be met."

in injuries to Thompson's face, neck, shoulders, 
arms, hands, wrists, hips and knees.

Prosecutors in Columbus decided about a year 
ago not to pursue the case in the city where Elliott 
starred for Ohio State, but the NFL kept the inves-
tigation open. The league said its conclusions were 
based on photographs, text messages and other 

electronic evidence.
Kessler again questioned why Henderson didn't 

allow Thompson or Goodell to testify at the appeal 
hearing, as did Mazzant. The judge 

seemed sympathetic to Kessler's claim that inves-
tigator Kia Roberts was kept out of the loop while 
believing that Elliott shouldn't be suspended.

The NFLPA has blamed the exclusion of Roberts 
on NFL special counsel Lisa Friel, who was hired 
as a result of changes three years ago in the per-
sonal conduct policy that stiffened penalties in do-
mestic cases.

The changes came after the league was sharply 
criticized for its handling of the case involving for-
mer Baltimore running back Ray Rice.

Nash countered that procedures with the league's 
investigation and the appeal were "grounded in pol-
icy" through the labor deal with the players.

"You can't second-guess that," Nash told Mazzant.

Last year, Elliott missed a large portion of the 
preseason because of a hamstring injury before 
rushing for 1,631 yards and helping the Cowboys to 
a 13-3 record. Dallas didn't use Elliott in the first 
three preseason games this year but he had eight 
touches in 10 plays in his only series in the finale 
against Oakland as the appeal played out.

NOTES: QB Kellen Moore was re-signed Tuesday 
after getting released on the original cut to the 53-
man roster. Coach Jason Garrett hasn't indicated 
whether the sixth-year veteran or undrafted rook-
ie Cooper Rush will be the backup. The Cowboys 
didn't want to expose Rush to waivers. ... LB Mark 
Nzeocha was signed to the practice squad, replac-
ing WR Brian Brown.
