wish to sell your house and you
engage a real sestate man to
handle it for you. He is a spe-
clal agent who represents you
in this transaction alone.

On the other hand, if you
were to be absent from the city
for a long period of time and
have business affalirs to be cared
for, you might grant a power of
attorney to your lawyer ora
close assoclate of yours, to act
in your stead as fully as if you
were present.

He would be your general
agent and could use his own
Judgment and discretion in con-
ducing your affalrs without
consulting you as to what
should be done with any old or
new problems that might arlse.

However, the principal is re-
sponsible for the conduct of his
agent, elther general or speclal,
if'the agent is In the process of
golng what he has been hired to

0,

Thus, if the agent is acting
within his “scope of authority,”
and someone is injured through
the agent's negligence, the prin-
cipal is‘liable.

Very often difficult legal ques-

Permanent grasses make out-
standing growth on old fields.
Weldon Edwards, a rancher
southwest of Balrd, planted
about 110 acres of his soll bank
Jand to a grass mixture of Buf-
falo grass, King Ranch blue-
stem and Sldeoats grama. He
conditioned his soll with vetch
and rye for four years before
planting the grass in April of
1057. Seedbed preparation con-
sisted of plowing the land with
a tandum dise, drilling the grass
with a grass drill, then following
the drill with a cultipacker.
This left a good firm seedbed
which is desirable in grass seed-
ing. The grass grew off well and
made a seed crop last summer.
It will make two seced crops this
year,

Edwards stated that this fleld
had been In cultivation for fifty
years. It was badly eroded and
the soll was In poor condition
before seeding to vetch and rye.
Had it been turned out and no
soll conditioning crop been
planted or grasses seed on it
twenty five to thiry years would
have lapsed before the better
grasses would have come iIn
from natural sources.

Edwards says, “Soll condi-
tioning is the most Important
part In sceding grasses.”

Most of the grass seeding In
this area Is llimted to our most
depleted upland solls, If these
solls are conditioned properly
and seeded to permanent gras-
ses, the Income from the grass
seed would pay as much as the
income from our better. farm
lands,

Changes Made
In SS Laws

(Editor's note: This is the 2d
in a serles of 10 artlicles.)

As you know, benefit amounts
are figured from a working per-
son's average earnings, Right
now ,only earnings up to a total
of $4,200 in a year can be cred-
ited to a worker’s soclal security
account, Beginning with 1959,
however, earnings up to $4,800
will be credited and taxable for
soclal securlty purposes.

Soclal Security taxes will be In-
creased beginning with 1959, An
employed person will have 2 1-2
percent taken out of his pay in-
stead of the present 2 1-4 per-
cent; his employer will contri-
bute 2 1-2 percent also, The
self-employment soclal sccurity
tax will be Increased 3-8 of 1
percent and will become 3-3-4
percent of net earnings up to
$4,800 In the year., Self employed
people will pay at this Increased
rate for the year 1959 with the
tax return they make early in
1960,

Important changes have been
made In the disabllity Insur-
ance provision in the law. If a
worker, age 50-64, Is getting
monthly disabllity benefits be-
cause he is too disabled for
further substantial gainful work,
payments can be made to his
dependents just llke the pay-
ments made to old-age Insur-
ance bencficlaries. Morecover,a
person entitled to soclal security
disabllity benefits no longer has
the amount of his benefit pay-
ment reduced or witheld because
he Is recelving disability pay-
ments from some other Federal
or State source.

The amended law also makes
it easler for people whose dis-
abllitles develop gradually to
qualify for elther cash disabllity
benefits or the disabllity
“freeze.” This Is brought about
through a change In the work
requirements, It is no longer
necessary that the worker have
at least 1 1-2 .years of soclal
security credit out of the 3 years
before he became disabled. The
standards for determining dlis-
abllity remain the same. A per-
son must still be unable to per-
form substantial, gainful work.
The new requirement is that the
worker be fully insured and have
20 quarters of coverage out of
the 40 calendar quarters before
he became disabled.
