WASHINGTON 
(AP) — President 
Donald Trump's 
former campaign 
chairman, Paul 
Manafort, and a 
former Manafort 
business associ-
ate, Rick Gates, 
were indicted 
Monday on felony 
charges of conspir-
acy against the 
United States, acting as an 
unregistered foreign agent, 
and several other financial 
counts involving tens of 

millions of dollars routed 
through offshore accounts.

The indictments, the first 
arising from Special Coun-

sel Robert 
M u e l l e r ' s 
s p r a w l i n g 
i n v e s t i g a -
tion into 
possible co-
ordination 
b e t w e e n 
Russia and 
T r u m p ' s 
2016 election 
effort, bring 

the probe into a new phase 
and pose the threat of a years-
long prison sentence for the 
man who once led the presi-

dent's campaign.
But the indictment doesn't 

reference the Trump cam-
paign or make any allega-
tions about coordination be-
tween the Kremlin and the 
president's aides to influence 
the outcome of the election 
in Trump's favor. The indict-
ment does allege a criminal 
conspiracy was continuing 
through February 2017.

The indictment filed in 
federal court in Washington 
accused both men of funnel-
ing tens of millions of dol-
lars in payments through 
foreign companies and bank 
accounts as part of their 
political work in Ukraine. 

Manafort and Gates surren-
dered to federal authorities 
Monday, and were expect-
ed in court later in the day 
to face charges brought by 
Mueller's team.

The indictment lays out 
12 counts including con-
spiracy against the United 
States, conspiracy to launder 
money, acting as an unregis-
tered foreign agent, making 
false statements and several 
charges related to failing to 
report foreign bank and fi-
nancial accounts. The indict-
ment alleges that they moved 
money through hidden bank 
accounts in Cyprus, St. Vin-
cent and the Grenadines and 

the Seychelles.
In total, more than $75 mil-

lion flowed through the off-
shore accounts. Manafort is 
accused of laundering more 
than $18 million, according 
to the indictment.

A spokesman for Manafort 
did not immediately return 
calls or text messages re-
questing comment. Manafort 
and Gates have previously 
denied any wrongdoing. The 
White House declined to com-
ment on the charges.

Manafort, 68, was fired as 
Trump's campaign chairman 
in August 2016 after word

surfaced that he had orches-
trated a covert lobbying oper-
ation on behalf of pro-Russian 
interests in Ukraine. The in-
dictments against Manafort 
and Gates were largely based 
on activities disclosed in Au-
gust 2016 by The Associated 
Press, which reported that 
the pair had directly orches-
trated a covert Washington 
lobbying operation on behalf 
of Ukraine's ruling political 
party.

Citing internal emails, the 
AP noted that Gates person-
ally directed the work of two 
prominent Washington lob-
bying firms. The indictment 
quotes from some of the same 
emails the AP had obtained.

The indictment accuses 
Manafort and Gates of orches-
trating a nearly decade-long 

conspiracy to covertly work 
for Ukrainian interests and 
launder millions of dollars 
through offshore accounts. 
Specifically, the indictment 
accuses Manafort of using 
"his hidden overseas wealth 
to enjoy a lavish lifestyle in 
the United States, without 
paying taxes on that income." 
That included using offshore 
accounts to purchase multi-
million-dollar properties in 
the U.S., some of which the 
government is seeking to 
seize.

Mueller was appointed as 
special counsel in May to lead 
the Justice Department's in-
vestigation into whether the 
Kremlin worked with associ-
ates of the Trump campaign 
to tip the 2016 presidential 
election.

The appointment came one 
week after the firing of James 
Comey, who as FBI director 
led the investigation, and also 

followed the recusal months 
earlier of Attorney General 
Jeff Sessions from the probe.

Mueller's investigators 
have focused on Manafort for 
months. In July, they raided 
one of his homes in Virginia, 
searching for tax and interna-
tional banking records.

Manafort joined Trump's 
campaign in March 2016 and 
oversaw the convention dele-
gate strategy. Trump pushed 
him out in August amid a 
steady stream of negative 
headlines about Manafort's 
foreign consulting work.

Trump's middle son, Eric 
Trump, said in an interview 
at the time that his father 
was concerned that questions 
about Manafort's past were 
taking attention away from 
the billionaire's presidential 
bid.

Manafort has been a sub-
ject of a longstanding FBI in-
vestigation into his dealings 

in Ukraine and work for the 
country's former president, 
Viktor Yanukovych. That in-
vestigation was incorporated 
into Mueller's broader probe.

Previously, he denied any 
wrongdoing related to his 
Ukrainian work, saying 
through a spokesman that it 
"was totally open and appro-
priate."

Manafort also recently reg-
istered with the Justice De-
partment as a foreign agent 
for parts of Ukrainian work 
that occurred in Washing-
ton. The filing under the For-
eign Agents Registration Act 
came retroactively, a tacit 
acknowledgment that he op-
erated in Washington in vio-
lation of the federal transpar-
ency law.

Mueller's investigation has 
also reached into the White 
House, as he examines the 
circumstances of Comey's 
firing. Investigators have re-

quested extensive documents 
from the White House about 
key actions since Trump took 
office and have interviewed 
multiple current and former 
officials.

Mueller's grand jury has 
also heard testimony about a 
June 2016 meeting at Trump 
Tower attended by a Russian 
lawyer as well as Manafort, 
Donald Trump Jr., and the 
president's son-in-law, Jared 
Kushner.

In Gates, Mueller brings 
in not just Manafort's chief 
deputy, but a key player from 
Trump's campaign who sur-
vived past Manafort's ouster 
last summer. As of two weeks 
ago, Gates was still working 
for Tom Barrack, a Trump 
confidant, helping with the 
closeout of the inauguration 
committee's campaign ac-
count.

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Stovall returned to Coaho-
ma ISD in 2013 to serve as the 
elementary school princi-
pal.

You’d think it would be 
impossible to kill 100 
people a day, every 
day, without inducing 

widespread shock and deafening 
demands for action. But that’s 
what opioids have been doing for 
the past decade, and Americans 
have given it only passing atten-
tion. This year, 
the toll is expect-
ed to rise to 175 a 
day — 64,000 in 
all.

On Thurs-
day, it looked as 
though President 
Donald Trump 
would address 
the problem with 
the urgency it 
demands. But 
his speech was 
blighted by his 
usual oratorical crimes: deep 
self-infatuation (“I’ve never had a 
drink”), bloated adjectives (“tre-
mendous,” “horrible”), cheap 
promises (changes “will come 
very, very fast”) and swipes at 
President Barack Obama (“not 
like in the past”).

Trump went through a ros-
ter of fraudulent cures, such as 
building a border wall, demand-
ing that China crack down on 
shipments of the powerful opioid 
fentanyl, and “really tough, real-
ly big, really great advertising” 
to discourage drug use.

We know from experience that 
no amount of enforcement can 
stamp out the demand for or the 
supply of illicit substances.

 If fentanyl stopped arriving 
from China, which isn’t likely, it 
would soon pour in from black-
market labs in other countries, 
including this one.

Anti-drug ads are irrelevant to 
those who develop a dependence 
on opioids prescribed for severe 
pain. And people in communi-
ties where opioid-laced corpses 
are piling up don’t need to be in-
formed that these drugs are dan-
gerous.

The public health offensive 
Trump declared is mostly a form 
of yoga: lots of posturing while 
staying in one place. More inno-
vative remedies will be needed to 

actually turn back the relentless 
onslaught of overdose fatalities.

Some people around the presi-
dent are better connected to real-
ity. 

On Wednesday, the commis-
sioner of the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration acknowledged to 
a House committee that the big-
gest need is a huge expansion of 
treatment for those dependent 
on opioids.

Scott Gottlieb testified that 
therapies using methadone 
or buprenorphine have been 
proved safe and effective in com-
bating addiction. 

Massachusetts, for example, 
found that they cut the risk of 
death by overdose by 50 percent 
among people who had survived 
previous overdoses.

But the remedy works only for 
those who get it. “Unfortunately, 
far too few people who are ad-
dicted to opioids are offered an 
adequate chance for treatment 
that uses medications,” Gottlieb 
said. He intends to encourage 
doctors to offer such remedies 
for anyone who is treated for an 
overdose.

He hopes to banish the stigma 
of being on methadone or bu-
prenorphine — and get people to 
recognize that a patient’s med-
ication-assisted treatment may 
last indefinitely, if not forever. 
We don’t think diabetics should 
conquer their need for insulin. 
Why suppose that heroin addicts 
who are successfully treated 
with methadone should learn to 
live without it?

The FDA can help by preach-
ing the value of medication-as-
sisted treatment and encourag-
ing health insurance companies 
to cover it. 

The commissioner said this 
task is “part of our existing pub-
lic health mandate to promote 
the appropriate use of medi-
cine.”

Trump offered a couple of use-
ful small ideas, including greater 
access to telemedicine services 
— so that people in remote areas 
can get medications needed for 
drug treatment or mental illness 
— and letting states use HIV/
AIDS funds for treatment. But 

the humane, evidence-based so-
lutions generally got short shrift.

He would have done better to 
embrace the proposals of his 
Commission on Combating Drug 
Addiction and the Opioid Cri-
sis, whose preliminary report 
stressed the need to “rapidly 
increase treatment capacity.” 
Right now, it lamented, only 10 
percent of drug treatment facili-
ties offer medication-assisted 
treatment for opioid dependence.

The commission, chaired by 
New Jersey Gov. Chris Christie, 
recommended making it easier 
for states to use federal Medicaid 
funds for treatment. It urged the 
federal government to expand 
access to methadone and other 
drug therapies through Medi-
care, the Department of Veter-
ans Affairs, the Indian Health 
Service and correctional facili-
ties.

Dismantling regulatory bar-
riers would also help. The Drug 
Policy Alliance says one big ob-
stacle to treatment lies in rules 
limiting patients to one local fa-
cility that they have to visit ev-
ery day for methadone instead of 
letting them get it in their doc-
tors’ offices. Restrictions on how 
many buprenorphine patients a 
physician can have also get in 
the way.

But the president himself has 
settled mostly for mild varia-
tions on tactics that have been 
tried without conspicuous suc-
cess. Trump came to Washing-
ton promising to shred the status 
quo. But when it comes to opi-
oids, the status quo has nothing 
to fear.

After months of going af-
ter “fake news,” Presi-
d e n t 
Donald 

Trump has found 
a story about a 
“fake dossier” 
that he clearly 
takes to be real 
news.

Speaking to 
reporters on the 
White House 
lawn Wednes-
day, Trump said 
that a Washing-
ton Post story connecting Hillary 
Clinton’s 2016 presidential cam-
paign to a dossier that alleged 
his 2016 campaign had ties with 
Moscow was a “disgrace” and “a 
very sad commentary on politics 
in this country.”

The president has long main-
tained that stories linking Vlad-
imir Putin’s Russia with his 
campaign were “fake news” and 
that investigations into possible 
collusion between Moscow and 
his camp were part of a “witch 
hunt.”

On Tuesday, the Post tossed 
some fuel into that fire when it 
reported that the Clinton cam-
paign and Democratic National 
Committee had paid for opposi-
tion research by the firm Fusion 
GPS, which had commissioned a 
dossier that alleged Russian op-
eratives had “been cultivating, 
supporting and assisting” Trump 
for at least five years.

The dossier — really a collec-
tion of memos that included un-
confirmed salacious gossip about 
Trump — was written by former 
British intelligence agent Chris-
topher Steele. According to news 
reports, the FBI has confirmed 
portions of the 35-page document, 
but information about a “clan-
destine meeting” between Krem-
lin representatives and a Trump 
lawyer in Prague has been dis-

credited.
The Post story sent ripples 

through Washington. Shortly 
after the story went online, New 
York Times reporters Maggie 
Haberman and Kenneth P. Vogel 
took to Twitter to grouse about 
Democratic operatives lying to 
them.

“I do think it’s weird that the 
DNC never ‘fessed up,” observed 
Republican political consultant 
Mike Murphy.

DNC Communications Direc-
tor Xochitl Hinojosa told the Post 
that Chairman “Tom Perez and 
the new leadership of the DNC 
were not involved in any deci-
sion-making regarding Fusion 
GPS, nor were they aware that 
Perkins Coie (a DNC and Clinton 
campaign law firm) was working 
with the organization.” Be it not-
ed Perez did not become chair-
man until February 2017.

Former Clinton campaign 
spokesman Brian Fallon tweet-
ed, “I regret I didn’t know about 
Christopher Steele’s hiring pre-
election. If I had, I would have 
volunteered to go to Europe and 
try to help him.”

There’s a mystery in the story 
— who is the Republican client 
who hired Fusion GPS to gather 
dirt on Trump during the conten-
tious GOP primary? According to 
The Washington Post, the opposi-
tion research firm later passed 
the information on to Perkins 
Coie attorney Marc E. Elias.

Murphy, who ran a super PAC 
that supported former Florida 
Gov. Jeb Bush in the 2016 pri-
mary, said he does not believe ru-
mors that a Bush supporter was 
the original contractor. “If it was 
JebWorld, I think I would have 
known about it.”

“How does something like that 
end up on the desk of the FBI?” 
asked Mark Corallo, a GOP com-
munications strategist who brief-
ly worked on Trump’s private 

legal team. “It’s a political docu-
ment, please.”

The FBI has some explaining to 
do. Former FBI Director James 
Comey, whom Trump later fired, 
took the dossier so seriously that 
he stayed behind after a Jan. 6 
briefing to discuss it with then 
President-elect Trump. In addi-
tion, both The New York Times 
and Washington Post have re-
ported that the FBI had agreed 
to pay Steele to continue gather-
ing more information on Trump 
and Russia. The FBI ended the 
arrangement after news reports 
outed Steele.

Tom Fitton of the government 
watchdog group Judicial Watch 
tweeted, “Hmm, Clinton cam-
paign operatives talk to Russian 
officials to find dirt on @RealDon-
aldTrump... is that collusion?”

While the Post article is based 
on anonymous sources and there 
has been no investigation, Trump 
seems to have already made up 
his mind about the story. “Well, 
I think it’s very sad what they’ve 
done with this fake dossier,” 
Trump said

House Intelligence Committee 
Chairman Devin Nunes, whose 
bid to discover who was paying 
Fusion GPS may have set into 
motion The Washington Post 
story, responded, “Now that we 
know who funded the Steele dos-
sier, the next step is for the FBI 
and Department of Justice to 
comply — quickly — with the 
Intelligence Committee subpoe-
nas for documents showing how 
intelligence agencies used in-
formation from the dossier and 
what steps they took to verify its 
veracity.”

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) 
— No statewide offices 
are up for grabs on this 
year's ballot and con-
gressional and legisla-
tive races elections are 
still a year away. But 
Texans are being asked 
to vote on seven amend-
ments to the state Con-
stitution — which has 
already grown to among 
the nation's longest 
thanks to so many past 
changes.

The Legislature had 
proposed 673 constitu-
tional amendments, 
with 491 approved by 
voters, 179 defeated and 
three failing to make 
the ballot for "reasons 
that are historically ob-
scure," according to a 
report last year by the 
Texas Legislative Coun-
cil. Here's a look at the 
proposed changes that 
could add to that list:

___

Proposition 1 would 
allowing qualifying, 
partially disabled vet-
erans or their surviving 
spouses to get exemp-
tions from some prop-
erty taxes if their home 
was donated by char-
ity for less than market 
value. This is meant to 
fix a state constitutional 
amendment approved in 
2013 that provided prop-
erty tax exemptions for 
disabled veterans living 
in fully donated homes 
— which inadvertently 
excluded veterans who 
paid some of the cost of 
their homes.

___
Proposition 2 seeks 

to reduce restrictions 
on Texans borrowing 
against equity in their 
homes. It would allow 
access to more credit 
and lower fees associat-
ed with some home equi-
ty loans, while exempt-
ing some costs from 
counting toward caps 
on what can be charged. 

It also aims to let farm-
ers and ranchers get 
home equity loans on 
agricultural property. 
Texas only legalized 
home equity loans 20 
years ago but imposed 
restrictions to discour-
age homeowners' over-
borrowing against in-
flated home values. This 
amendment would ease 
what its supporters now 
say were unnecessarily 
cautious controls.

___
Proposition 3 would 

limit how long many gu-
bernatorial appointees 
can serve in their posts. 
If passed, it mandates 
that most appointees 
whose term has expired 
but who haven't yet had 
a replacement named 
continue serving only 
until the end of the next 
legislative session — 
rather than until a new 
appointee is named, as 
often happens current-
ly. The aim is limit gu-
bernatorial appointees 

retaining long-expired 
posts for extended peri-
ods.

___
Proposition 4 would 

require that judges no-
tify the Texas attorney 
general's office when 
the constitutionality 
of state laws are chal-
lenged. It also aims 
to mandate that those 
judges rule within 45 
days if the laws are con-
stitutional or not.

___
Proposition 5 would 

let minor league teams, 
women's teams and en-
tities like golfing events 
and motorsports asso-
ciations hold chartable 
raffles in Texas. A state 
constitutional amend-
ment approved in 2015 
began allowing teams 
like the Dallas Cow-
boys and Houston As-
tros to hold cash raffles 
at games. This amend-
ment would let more

Student identified as victim in attack 
by girlfriend's dad

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — Police in North 
Texas have identified a 22-year-old Arlington col-
lege student as the victim shot and killed by his 
girlfriend's father.

The gunman later was found dead of an appar-
ent self-inflicted gunshot wound.

Arlington police say the daughter is being treat-
ed after being run over Friday night at a shopping 
center by her father's vehicle while she was trying 
to help her fatally wounded boyfriend, Omar Soto. 
He was an architecture student at the University 
of Texas at Arlington. Her wounds are not life-
threatening.

Police are trying to determine why the father ap-
parently followed the couple, fatally shot the boy-
friend and ran over his daughter.

Police early Saturday found the father's pickup 
and his body. 

Gulf Coast CEO of American Red 
Cross quits

HOUSTON (AP) — The CEO the Texas Gulf 
Coast American Red Cross says he’s quitting be-
cause he disagrees with decisions related to the 
organization’s response to Hurricane Harvey.

David Brady’s departure comes only six month 
after he took the job.

Brady says it’s “not fair” to the organization to 
have a leader “filled with that much doubt” and 
says he doesn’t feel valued.

The Red Cross says in a statement it’s grateful 
for his contributions and that its work supporting 
Harvey-affected families will continue.

The organization has come under fire for de-
lays involving shelters and problems with a pro-
gram providing $400 in cash to storm-ravaged 
households. The Houston Chronicle reports that 
as of mid-October, the Red Cross has authorized 
payment of more than $190 million to more than 
477,000 households.

Austin authorities say 3 shot by 
gunman dressed as Santa

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Austin police say a man 
dressed as Santa Claus is in custody after shoot-
ing at least three people at a Halloween party.

Austin-Travis County Emergency Medical Ser-
vice officials say three of the victims have been 
hospitalized — two of them in critical condition 
and a third with serious wounds that aren’t con-
sidered life-threatening. A fourth person was hurt 
at the scene but refused treatment. Police Detec-
tive Lee Knouse says the gunman was arrested 
Sunday morning without incident at a home on 
the same street as the shooting scene. He says spe-
cific charges related to the shootings will be filed 
once authorities complete their investigation.

Body of Dallas-area girl, 3, released; 
death cause pending

DALLAS (AP) — The Dallas County Medical Ex-
aminer has released the body of 3-year-old Sherin 
Mathews, who was missing for two weeks until 
she was found dead inside a culvert, but isn’t dis-
closing who’s been given custody of her remains.

Authorities have said the cause of her death is 
pending.

The child’s body was found a week ago not far 
from her parents’ home in suburban Dallas. Her 
father, Wesley Mathews, reported her missing 
and is jailed on a charge of injury to a child. He’s 
told police he removed her from home after she 
choked on milk. He initially said he sent the girl 
outside at 3 a.m. because she refused milk.

About two dozen people attended a prayer and 
candlelight vigil for her Saturday at the India As-
sociation of North Texas.

DALLAS (AP) — Murky water start-
ed seeping into a Port Arthur, Texas, 
nursing home four days after admin-
istrators decided to shelter in place. 
Volunteers — one even brandishing a 
gun — demanded relocation of the el-
derly residents, at least two of whom 
died in the days after police ultimate-
ly ordered the evacuation.

The deaths of elderly residents at 
Lake Arthur Place and other Texas 
and Florida facilities after hurricanes 
made landfall in August and Septem-
ber have heightened scrutiny of the 
evacuation procedures at nursing 
homes and assisted living facilities.

"A lot of things went wrong, and 
went very tragically wrong," said 
Chip Ferguson, a lawyer represent-
ing families who have filed civil law-
suits against two Port Arthur nursing 
homes.

It's difficult for investigators to de-
termine whether decisions on when 
to evacuate played a role in the deaths. 

That's partly because many older 
residents at the facilities have under-
lying medical conditions, and local 
emergency officials use different cri-
teria to decide whether to categorize 
a death as storm-related.

Thirteen residents of a Hollywood, 
Florida, nursing home that sheltered 
residents in place during Hurricane 
Irma died in the weeks after the storm 
left the overheated facility without 
power for air conditioning for days.

A man being evacuated from a 
Friendswood, Texas, nursing home 
facility during Hurricane Harvey 
was found dead on a charter bus. 

And another man died in a Corpus 
Christi, Texas, nursing home that de-
cided to shelter in place during Har-
vey, although the county medical ex-
aminer's office said it was not called 
to investigate that death as being 
storm-related.

The Texas Health Care Association, 
which represents long-term health 
care providers, including the state's 
nursing homes, said about 4,000 pa-
tients in more than 160 nursing home 

and assisted living facilities were 
evacuated either before Harvey made 
landfall or during the intense rain 
and flooding in the days after.

 Nearly 33,000 patients in hundreds 
of other facilities sheltered in place.

"A greater emphasis has been placed 
on sheltering in place in recent years, 
given the challenges and issues that 
can go with evacuations of this popu-
lation," said Kevin Warren, the chief 
executive officer and president of the 
association.

Kathryn Hyer, the director of the 
University of South Florida's Cen-
ter on Aging, said a study she co-au-
thored found that nursing home pa-
tients who were evacuated during a 
hurricane had a 3 to 5 percent higher 
chance of dying within 90 days than 
those who stayed put and an 8 percent 
higher chance of being hospitalized.

She also said hurricanes can change 
their forecast tracks, which poses an-
other danger in evacuating.

 As Irma neared Florida, some 
nursing homes on the Atlantic coast 
moved their patients 100 miles (160 
kilometers) or more to the Gulf Coast, 
only to have the storm's track also 
move west, forcing a retreat.

"You shelter in place until you can't 
shelter in place," Hyer said.

Until the evening of Aug. 29, when 
the swirling, rain-swollen remnants 
of Harvey shifted, sheltering in place 
seemed like the right decision for 
the two Port Arthur nursing homes 
owned by Dallas-based Senior Care 
Centers. Then 26 inches (66 centime-
ters) of water fell and started seeping 
into the homes.

The company's official statement 
said once water started entering the 
facilities, on-site administrators 
called for help. By that time, county 
emergency personnel were over-
whelmed with similar calls for help.

Members of the Cajun Navy, a group 
of volunteers with private boats most-
ly from Louisiana, began offering 
help to water-logged residents.

 But Lake Arthur Place staff de-
clined the offer, concerned about re-
leasing frail residents to volunteers 
without medical training.

Statements to Port Arthur police 
and reports by officers who respond-
ed paint a picture of desperate events. 
A member of the Cajun Navy alleged-
ly pulled a gun during an argument, 
demanding access to patients. Police 
were called, and an administrator 
was handcuffed as he tried to block 
officers from taking patients because 
he feared they weren't really police.

Since then, police have seized re-
cords and communication as part of 
a criminal investigation into whether 
the evacuation delay endangered the 
elderly residents. Families of sev-
eral residents also have filed formal 
complaints and lawsuits against the 
facility alleging mistreatment of resi-
dents.

Christine Mann, a spokeswoman 
for Texas' Health and Human Ser-
vices Commission, said 90 Harvey-re-
lated complaints were filed against 53 
nursing homes, assisted living facili-
ties and other long-term care centers 
between Aug. 25 and Oct. 9. 

She said the agency will investigate 
each of the Harvey-related claims, the 
vast majority of which involved alle-
gations of patient neglect.

Florida regulators took swift action 
against the Hollywood nursing home, 
suspending the facility's license and 
launching an investigation into why 
the 150 patients weren't evacuated to 
an air-conditioned hospital across the 
street until after the first deaths oc-
curred.

 Gov. Rick Scott issued an executive 
order requiring nursing homes to 
install generators that can power air 
conditioners, but nursing homes are 
challenging that order in court.

So far, no one in either state has 
been criminally charged over the in-
cidents.

Darrell Pile, chief executive officer 
of the Southeast Texas Regional Advi-
sory Council, oversees the coordinat-
ed trauma care and medical response 
teams in a 25-county area of Southeast 
Texas during disasters.

 He said some of the issues with 
knowing when and if to evacuate 
during Harvey came because no one 
could predict the record-breaking 
amount of rain dumped in the span of 
a few days.

Park, the last one be-
longed to Bregman . 
With the packed crowd 
still standing well past 
midnight, the 23-year-
old third baseman hit an 
RBI single with two outs 
off Kenley Jansen.

"The best game ever, 
for sure," Correa said.

Wacky and whacky 
with seven home runs, 
this perhaps topped To-
ronto's 15-14 win over 
the Phillies in 1993 as 
the craziest World Se-
ries showdown ever.

Exhilaration and ex-
haustion, spread over 5 
hours, 17 minutes.

"Yeah, five-hour game, 
but it doesn't matter. I 
can play a 10-hour game

Cowboys 'Feed Zeke,' 
capitalize on mistakes 

to beat Redskins

Mayfield leads No. 10 
Oklahoma to 49-27 

win over Texas Tech

LANDOVER, Md. — After letting 
the ball slip out of his hands on his 
first carry, Ekeziel Elliott was deter-
mined not to let his Dallas Cowboys 
teammates down again.

Elliott bounced back from his fum-
ble to run for 150 yards and two touch-
downs as the Cowboys took advan-
tage of a blocked field goal and three 
turnovers to beat the Washington 
Redskins 33-19 in a wet, sloppy game 
Sunday to move into sole possession 
of second place in the NFC East.

"We always talk about when you 
got that ball in your hands, that's the 
team, so you've got to protect it," El-
liott said. "I had to do something."

Playing in a driving rainstorm that 
made it difficult to hold onto the ball, 
let alone throw it, Dak Prescott com-
pleted 14 of his 22 passes for 143 yards 
as Dallas (4-3) heeded the message on 
Elliott's cleats to "Feed Zeke." With an-
other hearing on his NFL suspension 
coming Monday, Elliott carried the 

ball 33 times, scored twice for the sec-
ond consecutive game and surpassed 
100 yards for the third time in a row.

"He's hard enough when you have 
holes filled, let alone when you're giv-
ing him a clear running lane," Red-
skins linebacker Ryan Kerrigan said. 
"It is never going to be easy."

Elliott said he didn't think about 
his pending hearing, which could de-
termine whether he's suspended the 
next six games or will be available for 
the rest of the season. He didn't have 
the chance to because he called con-
ditions so treacherous that he strug-
gled to hold on to the ball late because 
of the rain and cold.

What could be Elliott's last game 
until mid-December turned in the 
second quarter when Dallas' Tyrone 
Crawford blocked Nick Rose's field 
goal attempt and Orlando Scandrick 
returned it 86 yards to set up a 1-yard 
Elliott TD run two plays later. Instead 
of the Redskins (3-4) leading 16-7, the 
Cowboys went up 14-13 and

NORMAN, Okla. — For a while, 
it looked like No. 10 Oklahoma and 
Texas Tech were going to re-create 
their record-breaking offensive out-
put from last year, when each team 
piled up 854 yards in Oklahoma's 66-
59 victory.

Each team scored touchdowns on 
its first three possessions Saturday, 
but Oklahoma's defense made some 
key adjustments to back star quar-
terback Baker Mayfield in a 49-27 vic-
tory Saturday night.

Mayfield completed 22 of 34 passes 
for 281 yards and four touchdowns 
and ran for another score.

"Great team win - really proud of 
the team," Oklahoma coach Lincoln 
Riley said. "I was proud of the way we 
responded on both sides of the ball. 
(Texas Tech) had a good plan early, 
against some of our three-man fronts, 
to run it, but we made some adjust-
ments and went back in and out of 
it, and I thought that kept them off-
balance. They really didn't get much 
after that."

Making his first career start, Rod-
ney Anderson gained a career-high 
181 yards and a touchdown rushing, 
and Abdul Adams returned from a 
two-game absence due to an ankle in-
jury to add 95 yards rushing on 10 car-
ries for Oklahoma (7-1, 4-1 Big 12).

CeeDee Lamb set OU freshman 
single-game records with nine recep-
tions for 147 yards and two touch-
downs, while Mark Andrews added 
six catches for 79 yards and a touch-
down for the Sooners, who amassed 
617 yards of total offense.

"We have a lot of guys able to make 
plays," Mayfield said. "A lot of people 
coming into the year didn't know who 
we were going to have, but I was al-
ways hitting on us having the best 
running back room we've had since 
I've been here. Whoever has the hot 
hand is going to be rolling, and at re-
ceiver, we have a lot of guys making 
plays for us right now."

Nic Shimonek passed for 322 yards 
and four touchdowns on 22-of-36 pass-
ing for Texas Tech (4-4, 1-4). Tre King 
gained 113 yards on 24 rushes, while

      Also, home-school-
ing kids with difficult 
behavioral problems is 
very tricky. It may very 
well be that these par-
ents are not equipped 
to help their son. If 
they’re having prob-
lems disciplining him 
at home, what makes 
this grandmother think 
home-schooling him 
could make that bet-
ter? It very well might 
make the matter much 
worse. I think the 
parents could highly 
benefit from taking this 
year and working hard 
to figure out what they 
could do to improve, as 
well as hope their child 
gets the help he needs.

Five years ago: A weak-
ening Superstorm Sandy 
inched inland across 
Pennsylvania, leaving 
behind it a dazed, inundat-
ed New York City, a water-
logged Atlantic Coast and 
a moonscape of disarray 
and debris; the New York 
Stock Exchange was closed 
for a second day from 
weather, the first time that 
had happened since the 
Great Blizzard of 1888.

Angeles' season.
Altuve, Correa, Yuli Gurriel, George Springer and 

Brian McCann homered for Houston , the highest-
scoring team in the majors this season.

Cody Bellinger and Yasiel Puig went deep for the 
Dodgers, who scored three times in the ninth to 
make it 12-all.

"It's hard to put into words all the twists and turns 
in that game," Astros manager A.J. Hinch said.

"These are just two really good teams, just throw-
ing haymakers at each other trying to outlast each 
other," he said.

Silent when ace Dallas Keuchel got crushed, the 
orange-clad fans erupted over and over as the As-
tros sent balls careening all around — and out of — 
the park.

Yet on another night of Home Run Derby in the 
Year of the Home Run, no lead was safe.

Puig lined a two-run shot in the ninth, the record 
22nd homer in a single Series, and Chris Taylor's 
two-out single off Chris Devenski tied it.

"I think this whole series has been an emotional 
roller coaster," Dodgers manager Dave Roberts said. 
"It's the two best teams playing for a championship. 
And these are two teams that play 27 outs."

More than that, in fact.
Houston posted its second extra-inning victory of 

the Series, adding to its 7-6, 11-inning comeback win 
in a dramatic Game 2.

With two down in the 10th, Jansen hit McCann on 
the hand with a pitch and Springer walked.

Bregman, who homered off Jansen in Saturday 
night's loss, lined the next pitch over shortstop to 
score pinch-runner Derek Fisher, who slid home 
ahead of the throw from left fielder Andre Ethier.

"We're up 3-2, baby," Bregman said.
Out of nowhere, the Astros climbed out of a four-

run hole against Kershaw and then erased two more 
deficits later in the game, tying it each time on a 
homer.

Correa leaped and twirled after launching a two-
run drive that made it 11-8 in the seventh . Much 
later, he hurdled the dugout railing the moment 
Bregman lined his winning single.

Bellinger hit a three-run drive in the fifth that 
made it 7-4 and seemed to swing things back in the 
Dodgers' favor. By the end of the mayhem on the 
mound, it was a mere afterthought.

Each team had 14 hits, eight for extra bases, and 
both used seven pitchers.

"Man, I'm mentally exhausted right now," Bell-
inger said.

Before the game, former Presidents George H.W. 
Bush and son George W. Bush were on the field for 
the first-pitch ceremony. By the end of the night, 
most everyone was bushed.

The Astros (13) and Dodgers (9) topped the Series 
mark for homers , set when Barry Bonds and the Gi-
ants lost to the Angels in seven games in 2002.

But really, who imagined this?
No wonder there's a bright sign high above the 

center field wall for a popular taco place in town — 
it says Torchys and fit perfectly for a game where 
pitchers got lit up.

A day earlier, Kershaw stood alone on the mound 
after the Dodgers' dramatic win in Game 4, trying to 
get a visual for the biggest start of his career.

This was definitely not how he pictured it.
The three-time NL Cy Young Award winner 

cruised into the fourth with a 4-0 lead before things 
suddenly fell apart. After Correa hit an RBI double, 
Gurriel launched a tying, three-run drive.

Kershaw whipped his head around to watch Gur-
riel's drive sail, his face immediately showing 
shock, utter disbelief and frustration, all wrapped 
up in one expression before he bent over, hands on 
his knees.

Yanked in the fifth, Kershaw trudged off with a 
dubious distinction — he has allowed a postseason-
record eight home runs this year.

"Just exactly what you expect (when you) come 
to the park with Keuchel and Kershaw pitching," 
Hinch said.

Hardly a repeat performance from the open-
er, when Kershaw dominated while outpitching 
Keuchel for a 3-1 win.

Gurriel's second homer of the Series also kept open 
this possibility: Imagine the scene if Major League 
Baseball presents Gurriel with the MVP trophy, so 
soon after Commissioner Rob Manfred suspended 
him for the first five games next year for making a 
racist gesture toward Dodgers pitcher Yu Darvish.

Keuchel never got into a rhythm during the short-
est home start of his All-Star career. His breaking 
pitches spun without much movement, and he was 
pulled in the fourth.

The Dodgers hadn't lost a game this year when 
they led by four runs. But Kershaw's bedeviling 
postseason past came back to haunt him at the 
worst time.

Kershaw was pulled after a pair of two-out walks 
in the bottom of the fifth. And with the crowd sens-
ing something big, the 5-foot-6 Altuve connected off 
Kenta Maeda for a home run that made it 7-all.

"At that point, I talked to him before getting the 
at-bat: 'This is your moment,'" Correa said. "And he 
didn't let me down. He hit a homer and got us go-
ing."

NO PROBLEM, NUGENT
Signed to fill in for injured kicker Dan 

Bailey, Mike Nugent was wide left from 
49 yards on his first attempt for the Cow-
boys. Nugent, who worked out for the 
Redskins last week when they decided to 
sign Rose to replace the injured Dustin 
Hopkins, shook it off and made field goals 
from 36, 48, 27 and 37 yards in the second 
half.

"It's one of those ones you want back, 
but I feel like I learned from it," Nugent 
said. "I was happy to connect on the rest."

FEEL THE RUSH
The Cowboys took full advantage of the 

Redskins' bevy of injuries along the of-
fensive line, sacking Cousins four times. 
Washington was without starting left 
tackle Trent Williams, center Spencer 
Long and right guard Brandon Scherff be-
cause of knee injuries and had two rook-
ies making their NFL debuts — Chase 
Roullier at center and Tyler Catalina at 
right guard.

"The D-line has done a great job get-
ting a lot of pressure: strip sacks, making 
plays," Dallas linebacker Sean Lee said.

INVISIBLE PRYOR
Redskins WR Terrelle Pryor was a non-

factor for a second consecutive game. 
Cousins threw Pryor's way just once, a 
week after four targets and two recep-
tions in a loss at Philadelphia.

INJURIES
Cowboys: WR Cole Beasley left in the 

third quarter with a concussion.
Redskins: TE Jordan Reed injured his 

right hamstring late in the second quar-
ter and did not return. ... TE Niles Paul 
was concussed on a helmet-to-helmet hit 
during Rob Kelley's 1-yard TD run in the 
first quarter. ... LT T.J. Clemmings left 
with an ankle injury and LG Shawn Lau-
vao left with a stinger. ...

T.J. Vasher compiled five 
receptions for 98 yards, 
and Keke Coutee had four 
catches for 93 yards and a 
touchdown. Cameron Bat-
son added two receiving 
touchdowns.

"We just didn't execute," 
Red Raiders coach Kliff 
Kingsbury said. "Started 
fast and then had some 
things in the second half 
that we just didn't get 
done. We have to figure 
out how to sustain some 
of that success from the 
first half and make routine 
plays and convert. ... You 
just have to find a way. 
You have to have guys 
step up and leaders step up 
when something bad hap-
pens."

Shimonek completed 
his first eight passes for 
149 yards and three touch-
downs as Tech jumped out 
to a 20-14 first quarter lead.

Oklahoma answered on 
Mayfield's 3-yard touch-
down pass to Marquise 
Brown just 1:15 into the 
second quarter to go up 21-
20, and it looked like nei-
ther team was going to get 
a defensive stop. But Okla-
homa's defense clamped 
down after that, switching 
to a four-man front, and 
Texas Tech scored just one 
more touchdown the rest 
of the night.

TAKEAWAYS
Texas Tech: After man-

aging just 13 points last 
week in a loss to Iowa 
State, the Red Raiders 
erupted for touchdowns 
on each of their first three 
possessions, and it looked 
like the Red Raiders were 
off to a big day. But follow-
ing 20 points and 211 yards 
of total offense, while also 
converting the first four 
third-down situations, 
Tech sputtered after that. 
King rushed for 83 yards 
on 17 carries in the first 
quarter but gained just 
30 more yards after that, 

and Shimonek was just 5 
of 14 for 46 yards and an 
interception over the next 
five-plus possessions as 
Oklahoma scored 21 con-
secutive points and took 
control of the game. The 
Red Raiders also convert-
ed just one of their last 10 
third downs.

Oklahoma: Everyone ex-
pected the Sooners' offense 
to produce, and they did, 
surpassing 500 yards of of-
fense for the seventh time 
in eight games this year, 
but it was their adjust-
ments on defense that tru-
ly secured the victory. Af-
ter surrendering 20 points 
and 211 yards of offense, 
including 87 rushing, and 
trailing 20-14 in the open-
ing quarter, Oklahoma 
limited Texas Tech to 
174 yards - just four rush-
ing - over the second and 
third quarters combined, 
by which point the Soon-
ers held a commanding 
22-point lead.

POLL IMPLICATIONS
The lopsided victory, 

coupled with several teams 
ahead of them losing earli-
er in the day, should mean 
that Oklahoma jumps up a 
few spots in the rankings, 
perhaps as high as No. 7.

MILKING THE CLOCK
After stopping the Red 

Raiders on a fourth-and-
goal with 11:16 remaining, 
Oklahoma took over at its 
own 1-yard-line and man-
aged to run out the clock. 
The Sooners converted 
three third downs and one 
fourth-and-2 to clinch it. 
Anderson gained 57 yards 
on nine rushes during the 
drive, which took 18 plays 
and advanced OU to the 
Texas Tech 30-yard-line 
before time expired.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
President Donald Trump 
said alleged misdeeds by ex-
campaign chairman Paul 
Manafort were "years ago," 
and asserted there was "NO 
COLLUSION!" between his 
campaign and the Russian 
government.

Responding to news that 
two former senior campaign 
aides were charged by spe-
cial counsel Robert Mueller, 
the president asked on Twit-
ter why "Crooked Hillary & 
Dems" aren't the focus of the 
probe. His Twitter response 
marked the first official com-
ment by the White House 
on the news that Manafort 
and Rick Gates turned them-
selves into federal authori-
ties in the first arrests in 
Mueller's probe into Russian 
involvement in the 2016 elec-
tion.

The indictment against 
Manafort and Gates alleges 
criminal activity through "at 
least 2016."

Over the weekend, Trump 
took to Twitter to allege that 
the "facts are pouring out" 
about links to Russia by his 
former presidential oppo-
nent, Hillary Clinton.

"DO SOMETHING!" Trump 
urged in one of five morning 
tweets.

Trump's tweets followed 
news reports late Friday that 
a federal grand jury in Wash-
ington has approved the first 
charges in a criminal investi-
gation into Russia ties led by 
special counsel Robert Muel-
ler.

Ty Cobb, a member of 
Trump's legal team, said the 
president was not referring 
to CNN's reporting.

"Contrary to what many 
have suggested, the presi-
dent's comments today are 
unrelated to the activities 

of the special counsel, with 
whom he continues to coop-
erate," Cobb said in a state-
ment Sunday.

On Monday, the Mueller's 
office announced that an-
other Trump aide, George 
Papadopolous, pleaded guilty 
to lying to the FBI about his 
contacts with a Russian na-
tional during his time on the 
Trump campaign.

Trump and the White House 
insist there was no collusion 
between his presidential 
campaign and Russia. Both 
have pointed a finger at Clin-
ton and have suggested that 
the real story of collusion 
with Russia is the sale of ura-
nium to Moscow when Clin-
ton was secretary of state.

U.S. intelligence agencies 
have concluded that Russia 
interfered with the election 
to benefit Trump, a finding 
that Trump has not fully 
accepted. Mueller and Con-
gress are looking into allega-
tions of ties between Trump 
associates and Russia.

In the tweets, 
Trump referenced 
the fact that Clin-
ton's presidential 
campaign helped 
fund political re-
search into Trump 
that ultimately 
produced a dos-
sier of allegations 
about his ties to 
Russia. He also 
pointed to the ura-
nium sale, the tens 
of thousands of 
emails from Clin-
ton's time at the 
State Department 
that she later de-
leted from a pri-
vate email server, 
and the decision 
by then-FBI Direc-
tor Jim Comey to 
not bring criminal 
charges against 
Clinton for possi-

ble mishandling of classified 
information.

"Instead they look at phony 
Trump/Russia 'collusion,' 
which doesn't exist. The 
Dems are using this terrible 
(and bad for our country) 
Witch Hunt for evil politics, 
but the R's are now fight-
ing back like never before," 
Trump says across several 
tweets. "There is so much 
GUILT by Democrats/Clin-
ton, and now the facts are 
pouring out. DO SOME-
THING!"

In a final tweet on the sub-
ject, Trump suggests that 
Russia's re-emergence into 
the conversation is no acci-
dent.

"All of this 'Russia' talk 
right when the Republicans 
are making their big push for 
historic Tax Cuts & Reform. 
Is this coincidental? NOT!"

On Wednesday, Republican 
lawmakers are scheduled to 
release a tax cut bill being 
pushed by the GOP lawmak-
ers and Trump.

Trump responds to arrests of top aides in Russian probe

FORT BRAGG, N.C. 
(AP) — President Don-
ald Trump's scathing 
criticism of Army Sgt. 
Bowe Bergdahl will not 
prevent the soldier from 
receiving a fair sen-
tence for endangering 
comrades by walking off 
his post in Afghanistan 
in 2009, a judge ruled 
Monday.

The judge, Army 
Col. Jeffery Nance, 
said the court has not 
been directly affected 
by Trump's remarks. 
Then-Republican nomi-
nee Trump repeatedly 
called Bergdahl a traitor 
on the campaign trial 
and suggested that he 
be shot or thrown from 
a plane without a para-
chute.

 Trump revived those 
comments when Berg-
dahl pleaded guilty on 
Oct. 16 by saying at a 
news conference that he 
thinks people are aware 
of what he said before.

After walking away 
from his post, Bergdahl 
was held by Taliban al-
lies for five years. He 
pleaded guilty to deser-
tion and misbehavior 
before the enemy. He 
faces a maximum of life 
in prison.

The judge said he 
would consider Trump's 
comments as a mitigat-
ing factor in the sentenc-
ing. Other mitigating 
and aggravating factors 
that he could consider 
include Bergdahl's men-
tal health and serious 
wounds to service mem-
bers who searched for 
him.

Also Monday, emo-
tional testimony was 
expected from the wife 
of a seriously wounded 
soldier.

Prosecutors said they 
intend to call Shannon 
Allen to the stand to dis-
cuss a traumatic brain 
injury suffered by her 
husband when he was 
shot during a search 
mission for Bergdahl.

Prosecutors are us-
ing wounds to several 
service members who 
searched for Bergdahl 
as evidence to convince 
the judge that he de-
serves a stiff punish-
ment. The sentencing 
hearing started last 
week.

National Guard Mas-
ter Sgt. Mark Allen was 
on a mission with other 
U.S and Afghan troops 
to gather information in 
two villages in July 2009 
when they were am-
bushed by insurgents 
using small arms, ma-
chine guns and rocket 
propelled grenades.

Allen was attempt-
ing to make a radio call 
when he was shot near 
the temple. He suffered 
a traumatic brain inju-
ry that left him unable 
to speak, in need of a 
wheelchair and depen-
dent on assistance for 
such everyday tasks as 
getting out of bed.

Shannon Allen has 
declined interview re-
quests, but the toll on 
her was evident the 
day Bergdahl pleaded 
guilty, as she sat weep-
ing in the courtroom. 
She is one of the final 
prosecution witnesses 
before the defense pres-
ents its case.
