Bidding for knowledge
Second-year graduate students at Penn 

State University bid for class slots online in 
a system developed by two professors.

A soup can donated to a Salt Lake City 
food bank did not slosh — it rattled.

The Utah Food Bank began searching for 
the donor of the fake can in order to return 
the $7,000 worth of gold chains, pearls and 
other gems found inside, officials said.

“This could have come in as early as 
September or as late as last week. We have 
no way of knowing where or who it came 
from,” food bank director Richard Winters 
said. “The only thing we can be reasonably 
sure of is that it’s a big mistake.”

Worker Richard Bohmhold said he didn’t 
notice any difference in the can’s appear­
ance or weight when he was sorting items 
for a senior citizens meal program — but of 
course the can “sounded” different.

He figured the can had been damaged and 
its contents leaked out, so he submitted the 
suspect item to his supervisor.

Winters speculated that an estate was 
divided and someone just forgot or didn’t 
know about the jewelry. The cache has been 
appraised and taken to the police depart­
ment for safekeeping.

“It's not that we’re against taking such 
donations,” Winters said. “But I feel uneasy 
about keeping this one until we’ve done 
everything we can to give it back.”

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Forney dismantles Mules 41-17 in semi-finals

The Mule-Plex went to the 
Metro-Plex to watch the Muleshoe 
Mules meet the Forney Jackrabbits 
in Texas Stadium in the state semi­
finals. Forney’s DaBryan Blanton 
lived up to his pre-game billing 

’and had a very good supporting 
cast to back him up, outrunning the 
Mules 41-14.

M uleshoe’s Jeff Shelburne 
summed it up: “Disappointing.”

The Mules chose to defer to the 
second half and kicked off to 
Forney. Their defense contained 
Blanton on the first three downs, 
with Shelburne, Cade Hooten and 
Bradley Thomason teaming up to 
hold the Jackrabbit to seven yards 
on the three plays.

Muleshoe allowed the Forney 
punt to roll dead on the Mules’ 11, 
and moved the ball to the Forney 
46 on eight plays. Facing third and 
six, Lincoln Riley threw a pass 
intended for Joey Tucker, but 
Forney’s Matt Adams raced in front 
of Tucker at the six-yard line and 
pulled in the pass.

The turnover inspired the Jack- 
rabbit offense, and they ran Blanton 
wide five consecutive plays. Their 
first touchdown came on a Blanton 
13-yard sprint around the right end 
and then cutting back across the 
grain to cross the goal line and end 
the first period at 7-0.

Blanton scored again on a six- 
yard scamper around his right end 
that give Forney a 14-0 led with 
8:50 remaining in the half. The 
second scoring drive covered 66 
yards in eight plays, including an 
11-yard pass that Brandon Broyles 
got a hand on before a Jackrabbit 
grabbed it in the air. This set the 
tone of the game for Muleshoe, and 
it was not going to be a Mule night 
in Irving.

After Forney’s second touch­
down, Chris Vela returned the 
Forney kick to the Mule 20. Danny 
Ramirez and Darrell Lewis moved 
the ball to the Forney six in 13 
plays, with a Riley-to-T-Bird Cox 
17-yard pass included. The deci­
sion was made to have D.J. 
Dominguez kick a 24-yard field 
goal when the Mules ended up fac­
ing a fourth and four on the six- 
yard line.

Dominguez’s kick broke the 
scoring ice for the Mules with 2:20 
left in the half.

Shortly afterw ard, though, 
Fomey answered with a 32-yard 
field goal of its own to end the first 
half leading 17-3.

The w heels really came off the 
Mules’ wagon in the first minute of 
the second half, even though Lewis 
twisted and turned to pick up 13 
yards on the first play from scrim­

mage. Riley lost the handle on the 
ball on the second play, and a 
Fomey defensive lineman picked 
up the fumble and rumbled 20 yards 
to paydirt.

On the first play after the Mule 
fumble, Fomey intercepted a sec­
ond Riley pass — at the 29.

More than 80 percent of the 

cotton growers in Curry and 
Roosevelt counties in Eastern 
New Mexico have voted to 
form a boll-weevil eradication 
district.

Boll weevils are insects that 
feed on the pollen of cotton 
plants, causing decreased yield 
and quality. They were first 
seen in New Mexico in 1992.

C otton grow er Kevin 
Breshears, one of those spear­
heading the control effort, said 
there are 135 cotton farms in 
the two counties, which last 
year produced 44,000 acrs of 
cotton.

This year, the acreage is ' 
down to about 25,500, 
Breshears said. His yields have 
decreased about 10 percent over 
the past few years because of 
the boll weevil, he added.

Eastern New Mexico pro­
ducers want to ensure that their 
cotton will not be quarantined 
from West Texas, the home of1 flu // «*. /Den* *
the nearest cotton gin.

The producers must now 
elect district officers, who will

to give the Rabbits a 31-3 
advantange with only a minute 
gone in the second half.

Cotton farmers await word 
on final aid for 2000 season
SPECIAL TO THE JOURNAL

With the finality of the presi­
dential election process fresh 
on their minds, High Plains 
cotton growers are looking for 
a little finality of their own in 
regard to the 2000 growing sea­
son.

W i th a maj on ty of the detai 1 s 
known for the year’s Crop Di­
saster Program, producers wa­
ved ng ove rthedecision to aban­
don or harvest marginal acre­
age can now closely estimate 
program benefits they would 
be eligible for under wither sce­
nario.

The last piece of the puzzle is 
the final determination of ap­
plicable early and late non-har­
vest factors that will be applied 
to CDP benefits paid on failed 
acreage.

Most guesswork at this time 
indicates acreage failed early in 
the season will have CDP ben­
efits factored down by 25 to 30 
percent. Acres carried signifi­
cantly further into the growing 
season probably will be fac­
tored down at a lower rate, prob­
ably between 10 and 15 per­
cent.

It also should be noted that 
there is still authority for a “se­
vere economic loss” program 
available for future consider­
ation by the next administra­
tion. Efforts to bring about ad­
ditional assistance through this 
legislative window will con­
tinue as well.

Concerns now include find­
ing ways to implement some 
immediate economic relief that
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will help growers project posi­
tive cash flows and will allow 
the financing of operating loans 
for 2001.

Plains Cotton Growers has 
been working to lay the ground­
work for the effort that will 
begin in earnest with the start of 
the next congressional session, 
Jan. 3.

Top candidates for immedi­
ate help include immediate in­
creases of at least 20 percent in 
2001 loan rates for program 
crops, revision of the 2001 Ag 
Market Transition Act up to the 
payment rate levels paid in 1998 
and authorization of a second 
AMT A payment at 100 percent 
of the 1998 payment rate.

For cotton, this would mean 
a base loan rate around 60 cents 
per pound and two 2001 AMT A 
payments calculated at 8.17 
cents per pound.

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United States-Mexico water treaty should be recognized
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M uch of Texas history, and 
much of our literature as well, 
can be summed up by the 
statem ent “water is scarce.”

Countless stories outline 
the successes and frustrations 
o f  T exas’ efforts to stake 
claim  to an adequate supply 
o f w ater to ensure a sustain­
able and prosperous future.

In few  reg io n s  is th is 
struggle more evident than in 
the Lower Rio Grande Val­
ley, where a severe lack of 
w ater continues to threaten 
agriculture and the jobs it 
provides to valiey residents.

In addition to suffering 
from a protracted drought that 
has affected other areas of 
Texas as well. South Texas 
agricultural producers are not 
receiving what I feel is their 
fair share o f water from six 
Mexican tributaries of the Rio 
Grande, water to which they 
are entitled under the terms

of a 1944 treaty with Mexico.

For nearly a half-century, 
the treaty served Texas and 
M exico well because both 
sides understood its im por­
ta n ce . T h e  tre a ty  w as 
intended to ensure water us­
ers on both sides of the river 
minimum amounts o f water 
so they could m anage their 
withdrawals and plan how it 
would be used.

The United States has scru­
pulously observed its treaty 
obligations for the Colorado

River basin and provided 
M exico with the amount of 
water to which it is entitled 
every year —  an am ount 
ro u g h ly  eq u a l to  w hat 
M exico  ow es us fo r the 
Lower Rio Grande.

As o f the beginning o f this 
year, M exico ow ed Texas 
roughly 1.5 million acre-feet 
o f water, a debt going back to 
1992. (An acre-foot o f water 
is the volume o f water that 
covers one acre o f land to a 
depth o f one foot.)

For th is re a so n , South  
Texas’ Falcon and Amistad 
reservoirs are at dangerously 
low levels. During the sum­
mer o f 1998, water levels fell 
to 18 percent o f capacity —  
the lowest in more than 40 
years. The effects o f the 
drought could be eased con­
siderably if M exico would 
make good on its treaty obli­
gations.

Recent studies by Texas 
A&M  U niversity  and the 
Texas W ater Developm ent 
Board suggest the economic 
impact o f M exico’s withhold­
ing o f this water to be more 
than $400 million annually. 
A continuing shortage could 
even tually  jeo p ard ize  the 
health o f local residents on 
top o f crippling the valley’s 
agriculture-based economy.

In October I introduced a 
solution in the Senate calling 
on the President to utilize the

full powers o f his office to 
require Mexico to comply 
with the terms of this treaty, 
and begin repaying the water 
it has impounded.

It also calls on the U.S. 
Section o f the International 
Boundary and Water Com­
mission, which oversees the 
treaty’s performance, not to 
accept anything less than full 
repayment of water in its at­
tem p t to  n e g o tia te  a 
settlement o f the dispute.

A«similar measure has been 
introduced in the U.S. House.

I have met with the M exi­
can ambassador to the United 
States to discuss this situa­
tion as well.

T h e  U .S . g o v e rn m en t 
needs to m ake this a top pri­
ority. Not only has Mexico 
failed to present a plan to 
repa> the water we’ re due for 
previous years, but so far, it 
has failed as well to present

its plan to deliver us the w a­
ter we are due in 2001 and 
20 0 2 .

It is my hope that congres­
s io n a l p a ssa g e  o f  my 
resolution will impress offi­
c ia ls  on bo th  sides tha t 
Mexico must structure a w a­
ter repayment plan and do it 
quickly— before more farm ­
ers and ranchers in the valley 
lose their livelihoods. C on­
sumers of South Texas citrus 
also will be affected by a 
reduced supply.

M aking certain we have an 
adequate water supply is criti­
cal to Texas and in particular 
to the Lower Rio Grande Val­
ley. It is vital that Mexico 
work with us to develop bet­
te r w a te r-m a n a g e m e n t 
strategies that will make pos­
sible continued econom ic 
developm ent and prosperity 
on both sides of our shared 
river.

The Bailey County office of 
the Farm Services Agency is 
offering loans to assist begin­
ning farmers and ranchers 
unable to obtain financing from 
normal commercial credit ser­
vice channels.

There are two programs tar­
geted  for this assistance, 
according to Joyce Thompson, 
ag credit manager for the local 
office.

The first is the Farm Owner­
ship Program, designed for the 
farmer who has farmed for 
more than three years but less 
than 10 and whose farm acre­
age is not more than 25 percent 
of the average-sized Bailey 
County farm, which Thomp­
son said is about 160 acres.

Under terms of thn  program, 
an applicant may apply for up 
to $250,000 by making a 10 
percent down payment.

The Farm Services Agency 
would loan up to 30 percent of 
the loan funds at 4 percent 
interest for 10 years, with the 
remaining 60 percent coming 
from a commercial lender. The 
agency can guarantee up to 95 
percent of the loan funds if the 
lender requests it.

The second program is the 
O perating  Loan Program , 
aimed at the applicant who 
meets basic eligibility require­
ments and has operated a farm 
or ranch for five years or less.

The maximum loan amounts 
under the program  are

$200,000 for a direct operat­
ing loan or $717,000 for an 
operating guaranteed loan.

Turkey is the traditional center- 
piece of many holiday dinners. 
With the simple addition of a 
glaze or marinade, turkey shines 
as the star of any dinner, said Dr. 
Sarah Birkhold, assistant pro­
fessor and poultry specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

The mild flavor of turkey meat 
readily accepts flavors from 
marinades, she said.

For whole birds, bone-in or 
boneless breast portions, inject 
10 percent of the bird’s weight 
with marinade to add flavor and 
juiciness.

“Forexample, a 10-pound tur­
key shouldbe injected with about 
1 pound of marinade,” she said.

Inject 60 percent of the mari­
nade into the breast muscles, 30 
percent into the legs and thighs 
and 10 percent into the wings, 
Birkhold said.

Meat injectors are available 
in cooking stores, and many gro­
cery stores sell ready-to-use 
marinade packaged with injec­
tors.

Soak smaller cuts in the mari­
nade for up to several hours, 
depending on the size of cut.

‘‘If you are using the mari­
nade as a base for sauces, use a 
separate portion of marinade for 
the sauce,” she said. “Do not use 
marinade that has come into con­
tact with raw meat or juices for 
the sauce.”

Marinades also are a great

way to cany flavors from the 
main dish to side dishes. Citrus- 
based or apple cider-based 
turkey marinades match well 
with rice or stuffings flavored 
with similar juices, fruits or nuts, 
she said.

“Simply replace a portion of 
the rice or stuffing liquid with 
juice or cider and cook accord­
ing to directions,” Birkhold 
explained.

Glazes are another way to add 
grace to turkey. Glazes are typi- 
cally made from 
sugar-containing ingredients 
such as syrups, preserves or jel­
lies.

They are applied to the out­
side of the meat as it cooks. A 
basting brush can be used to 
gently paint the glaze onto the 
skin. Spoon the glaze over the 
turkey if you do not have a bast­
ing brush. Baste the glaze onto 
the bird during the last 30 to 45 
minutes of cooking, Birkhold 
said.

“The sugar in the glaze will 
darken to a rich brown color that 
contrasts beautifully with the 
light turkey meat,” she added.

Glazes are easy to make. Sim­
ply combine syrup, jelly or 
preserves with a small amount 
of liquid such as juice, bourbon, 
cider or white wine, heat gently 
to dissolve and pour over tur­
key.

Occasionally baste the bird 
with glaze as it cooks and watch 
the color develop. A glaze turns 
grilled or smoked turkey into an

elegant entree. This way you 
can divide cooking duties by 
making part of the meal on the 
grill. Easy-to-use recipes are 
available on the National Tur­
key Federation web site, 
www.turkeyfed.org/consumer/ 
main.html.

Click and search the recipe 
data using the sauces, glazes and 
marinades category.

EASY APRICOT GLAZE 
3/4 cup apricot preserves 
3 to 4 tablespoons orange 

juice
Combine all ingredients in a 

small sauce pan. Stir over me­
dium heat until the preserves 
are just melted.

Brush or spoon glaze on tur­
key during the last 30 to 45 
minutes of roasting. Apply glaze 
to the turkey three or four times; 
allow the applied glaze to turn 
brown before making the next 
application.

Except I now 
owned a $7,600 colt. The 
trainer encouraged me not 
togiveup. Rome wasn't built

in a day, he said.
We were anticipating the 

colt’s first horse show in the 
spring. Spring came. H e'd had 
the colt a full year.

When 1 called to check 
which show we should pick, 
he recommended that I sell 
this colt as he would make a 
good gelding and ranch horse 
but lacked the class to make a 
good cutting horse. Just too 
tall, he said, w on’t watch a 
cow, and not an athlete.

I asked him with all these 
back problems and w inter 
weather how much the horse 
had been rode. Every three 
days, he reported; $83.33 an 
hour, 1 quickly calculated.
