Voters to Decide 
Spence City Fate
An election has been 
called for Saturday to 
determine if Coke Coun­
ty is to have a third 
incorporated town. The 
area being considered 
for incorporation con­
tains approximately 
157 acres and lies west 
of Robert Lee adjacent 
to Highway 158. The 
election will be held 
at Edith Country Store 
with Cecil Brewer ser­
ving as election judge.
Considerable objection 
to the proposed incorp­
oration has come from 
some of the residents 
in the area. A statem­
ent is being run in th­
is issue of the Observ­
er citing some of the 
reasons the citizens 
are opposed to incorp­
orating. The statement 
was signed by 21 pers­
ons, although their 
names are not being 
published.
Main criticism of the 
proposal is that the 
town is not needed by 
residents of the area, 
that incorporation 
would add to the taxes 
they now have to pay, 
and that backers of 
the movement are laying 
the groundwork for cre­
ation of a political 
subdivision which could 
legalize the sale of 
liquor.
Judge D.W. Sims told 
this newspaper shortly 
after he called the 
election that, so far 
as he could determine, 
all legal requirements 
had been met and there 
was no reason for him 
not to call the elect­
ion.
Judge Sims was present­
ed a petition contain­
ing 24 signatures, 
and County Clerk Mrs. 
Winnie Waldrop certif­
ied that 20 of the sig­
natures were those of 
qualified voters (which 
is the minimum required 
to call an incorporation 
election).

taken by the board Mar­
ch 22 when trustees ex­
tended the contract of 
Clifford Wilson, but 
reassigned him from his 
position as high school 
girls basketball coach 
to junior high girls 
basketball coach and 
assistant football co­
ach. Clyde Dukes, pres­
ent junior high coach, 
was assigned to the 
high school coaching 
job.
The group faced members 
of the board and Supt. 
Jimmy Bickley who sat 
at the head table. Qui­
te a number of persons 
present had opinions 
to express and quest­
ions to ask the board. 
Board members present 
included Phil Ray, who 
presided, J.C. Wallace 
Jr., John E. Stephens, 
Joe B. Flowers, W.L. 
(Dub) Metcalf, Ben 
Bessent and Wayland 
Drennan.
The session was called 
to order in regular op­
en meeting fashion, 
but as soon as prelimi­
naries were dispensed 
with, the board and 
several school offic­
ials retired to the 
board room in executive 
session. This action 
prevented the public 
from hearing the dis­
cussion by the witness­
es, including a report­
edly lengthy conference 
with Wilson.
Following the closed 

meeting the board mem­
bers and witnesses re­
turned to the lunchroom 
and the meeting was 
again opened for public 
discussion.
Parrying the questions 
from the audience, bo­
ard members shed little 
light in the way of 
concrete answers as to 
why Wilson was given 
a new job next school 
year.
Wallace, Stephens and 
Flowers were understood 
by this reporter to 
feel that they voted 
for the change for the 
best interest of the 
school program. Metcalf 
told the audience that 
he voted to retain Wil­
son in the high school 
coaching job until it 
was evident "that I was 
beat and then I changed 
my vote."
Drennan indicated his 
primary interest in

voting for the change 
was his concern for

Quitting Job May 
Cost Food Stamps
Primary wage earners 

who quit their jobs 
will find their househ­
olds barred from the 
food stamp program for 
two months under a new 
food stamp rule. Assis­
tant Secretary of Agri­
culture Carol Tucker 
Foreman announced today.
"This rule will pre­

vent primary wage earn­
ers from quitting their 
jobs in order to get 
food stamps," Foreman 
explained.
The rule applies to 
food stamp applicants 
subject to the program’s 
work registration re­
quirements. Under these 
requirements, all able- 
bodied, unemployed hou­
sehold members between 
the ages of 18 and 60 
must register for work 
and accept an offer of 
suitable emplo3nnent. If 
a food stamp partici­
pant who is registered 
for work fails to acc­
ept or continue an off­
er of suitable employ­
ment, the entire house­
hold is automatically 
disqualified from the 
program. The new rule 
expands this provision 
to disqualify households 
whose primary wage ear­
ner quits a job and th­
en applies for food 
stamps.
Foreman said that the 

new rule is consistent 
with the desire of the 
administration and of 
congress to assure that 
those not in need of 
food stamps not receive 
them while doing more 
to get stamps to those 
who truly are in need 
such as the elderly and 
the working poor.
