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Dave M illican, 
Coke Pioneer, 
Buried at Sonco

D.M. (Dave) M illican , 
94, died at 7 a.m. 
Wednesday, Oct. 17, in 
West Coke County Nursi­
ng Home where he had 
resided the past five  
years.
Services were held at 

2 p.m. Friday in Robert 
Lee Baptist Church with 
the Rev. Roy Epperson, 
pastor, o ffic ia t in g .
He was assisted by the 
Rev. Horace Bloodworth 
of S ilve r, retired  Bap­
t is t  minister and a 
longtime friend and nei 
ghbor of the deceased.
Burial was in the Ban­

co Cemetery under the 
direction of Shaffer 
Funeral Home. Grandsons 
serving as pallbearers  
included David M illican  
and C lifton  M illican  
of Robert Lee, Homer 
M illican  and Larry 
M illican  of Midland, 
and Eric Roberson and 
Dean Hare of Hobbs, N.M 
David Monroe M illican  

was bom Sept. 14, 1885 
in McCulloch County, 
son of John and Nancy 
Jane (Arington) M i l l i ­
can. He came to Coke 
County at the age of 
seven with his family 
in an ox-drawn covered 
wagon. His grandmother 
followed in a hack. Th­
ey came at a time when 
the p ra ir ie  was open 
and the \^hite, sun b l ­
eached bones of the 
buffa lo  stretched for  
miles on the unfenced 
plain .
In 1907, he headed for  

New Mexico and homeste­
aded in the Hondo V a ll­
ey. While there, he 
grew a mustache and 
strapped on a .45 to 
become a cowboy on an 
enormous ranch in New 
Mexico, called  the B l­
ock Ranch.
I t  was there that two 

.cowboys got into a 
heated argument. M i l l i ­
can ran fo r cover be­
hind the chuck wagon 
just as the cowboys 
rose to their feet with 
their guns drawn. Luck­
i ly ,  the ranch backsmi- 
th prevented a showdown, 
Mr. M illican  also  

worked fo r awhile fo r  
George Coe on his ranch 
in New Mexico. Coe was 
at one time a well-kno­
wn outlaw, having ridd­
en with h isto ry ’ s most 
notorious outlaw, B illy  
the Kid.
A fter staying fo r awh­

i le  in New Mexico, he 
sold his land and moved 
back to Coke County but 
not before he was held 
up by desperados on the 
New Mexico border. He 
was in a "horseless 
carriage" at the time 
and the outlaws came up 
on horseback and deman­
ded his money. When th­

ey didn 't get enough 
money, they shot out 
his t ires  with their six 
shooters.
In la te r years he t a l ­

ked often of his l i f e  
during those times and 
of how much he loved 
the Hondo Valley with 
it s  gentle breezes 
and beautifu l apple 
orchards.
On March 28, 1915, he 

married Mary Ann (Annie) 
Tubb in Robert Lee. They 
lived  in the S ilve r co­
mmunity where he farmed 
and ranched until ret­
iring  in 1954. They 
la te r moved to Robert 
Lee where his w ife died 

• A p ril 10, 1956.
He married L i l l i e  N a il 

Sept. 10, 1962 in Ster­
ling City. She died in 
1972.
Mr. M illican  was a 

Baptist.
Survivors include four 

sons, F.C. M illican  of 
Robert Lee, Dalton M il­
lican of Midland, Ger­
ald M illican  of Hobbs,

tiiid iiiiiiyoi'i M ilx i— 
can of S ilve r; one s is ­
ter, Mrs. B i l l  Capps 
of Robert Lee; 15 gran­
dchildren and 16 great­
grandchildren .
