How much worse o ff would we lie a< 
a people if  the present standards of 
inrome should prove permanent?

It all depends, it seems to us, on 
where you stand when you look st 
the world If you're standing on a 
dollar mark things sre pritty hai 
right now. Hut there are other 
points of view W hy do we want 
prosperity to return? So we can all 
have more money. But if we had 
more money, what would we do with 
it?

It seems to us that during those 
boom years when money, for a lot of 
people, was easy to get, it proved 
to be pretty hard to hold. And from 
wliat we saw and beard nod real 
about wliat people did with their 1 f >Torj(r 
money, especially people who find 
never had any experienre with 
money before, it didn't do many of 
them much good On the contrary, 
it waa a genuinely bad influence.
And is there auy reason to bclievo 
that people, speaking generally, 
would get any more lasting » ulu- out 
of easy money if loom times rants 
bark? We think not.

Of course, we want everybody to 
have a job. We not only hope that 
but we expect that conditions will 
chauge so that there will be no un­
employment to the extent of wide­
spread distress aad privation. Aud 
we realise that there will always be 
some people who will have more 
money Ilian they know what to do 
with, and who will continue to spend 
it foolishly. But it does seem to us 
that in the effort to make every­
body rich our system has not suc­
ceeded in making anyW ly very hap­
py; and ».■ wonder whether we have 
not somehow-, ns a people, lost our 
griip on the more enduring things 
of life in the struggle for the mighty 
dollar.

There are spiritual values which 
are immensely more important than 
riches, which are not at all depend­
ent upon wealth, which, in fact, are 
likely to be destroyed by the pos­
session of more money than is need­
ed to keep the body warm and fed.
I'erhaps these lean years may prove 
to have had a disciplinary value in 
turning people s thoughts sway from 
mere plessur- to the soberer but 
more important things of life.

A KAFR PLACE FOB MONEY

We like the plan, fathered by Col 
Frank Knox of the Chicago Daily
News, for an issue of "bahy" Gov 
ernment bonds to be offered to ev­
erybody in the effort to induce pen
pie to take their money out of hid 
ing aud pul it where it will earn 
something and he useful.

These bonds, we understand, are 
to he issued in denominations at 
low aa fifty  dollars, and will pay in 
teroot at uIxMit 3 percent If they 
are not safe, then nothing i® For 
these bonds to lieenme worthless 
would nteau that the government o? 
the United States had eollapned, aud 
there is no fear of that even among 
the most timid. We hope that some 
scheme will be worked out whereby 
they ean be offered at every Post 
Office.

We still think the heat place to 
put money is in a sound hank, but 
we can't entieine very severely the 
people who nay tbsy do not know 
how to tell whether n bank ia sound 
or not. We are hopeful that the 
finaneial measures adopted at Wash 
ington will put an end to bank fail 
urea, but in the long run the whole 
hanking structure will have to he 
revised.

The great majority o f the banks 
which have failed in the past three 
years should never have twen per 
mitted to start business Many of 
them were established over the pro­
tests of responsible financiers, whose 
objections were overriden hy the po 
litiral pull o f the hank organisers. 
There should he no connection what­
ever between hanks and potltirs, and 
no politician should ever be permit­
ted to have a traceable interest in 
any bank. Politics is an industry 
whose operations are in the nature 
o f favors; banking is a sacred trus­
teeship of other people's money and 
no honest banker ran have a single
