For Auto Victims 

Double funeral services for Mrs. 
Sarah Elizina Lamar, 71, and her 
daughter, Miss Marie Lamar, 44, 
were conducted at 3 p.m. Wednes-
day in First Methodist Church of 
Crosbyton. 

Mrs. Lamar and her daughter 
were noted in Dimmitt and Cas-
tro County for their many bene-
factions to church and civic pro-
grams here through a foundation 
they created in 1957 honoring their 
late husband and father, W. P. 
(Percy) Lamar. 

The two were killed in a head-
on collision near Idalou Monday 
in which a Colorado City woman 
also died 

Investigating highway patrolman 
E. B. McKnight of Lubbock report-
ed that Mrs. Lamar and her daugh-
ter were dead at the scene. Mc-
Knight said the Lamar auto, driv-
en by Mrs. Lamar, was headed 
south and was in the east lane of 
traffic when the crash occurred. 
He indimcd ,the cxact reeson  for 
the mishap could not be determin- -
ed. 

Officiating at the rites were the 
Rev. Bill Kent, pastor of the First 
Methodist Church, and the Rev. 
Wilbur Gaede, former minister who 
now is pastor of the Wesley Metho-
dist Church, Amarillo. 

Burial was in Crosbyton Ceme-
tery. Eastern Star graveside rites 
were given. 

Mrs. Lamar, a widely known 
Crosby County pioneer, is surviv-
ed by a sister, Mrs. Cora Goodbar, 
Mineral Wells, 11 nieces and six 
nephews. 

Mrs. Lamar was a member of 
the First Methodist Church, the 
Eastern Star, the Crosby County 
Historical Society and Women's So-
ciety of Christian Service. 

In 1956 Mrs. Lamar was cited 
as one of Crosbyton's outstanding 
citizens by the Chamber of Com-
merce. 

Her daughter Marie participat-
ed in the work of the foundation 
and also was a member of the 
Methodist Church and Eastern 
Star. 

Officials of the Lamar Founda-
tion said it would continue to 
operate as it had in the past under 
former directions from Mrs. La-
mar.

"Old Settler's Day" recently, no 
recognition was made or trophies 
given to the ones that are really 
our "Old Settlers"- those that came 
to the county 73, 72, 71 or 70 years 
ago. 

Their ranks are fast thinning out 
but there were several of these 
present that day. I wondered if 
we couldn't still recognize them 
in the paper. 

Among them were: Mrs. Mag-
gie Turner Gollehon, the oldest wo-
man and Mrs. Stella Turner Burch 
who, I believe, are presently the 
oldest settlers and have been in 
the county for the longest time. 
They came to the county and 
Dimmitt in 1890 and neither have 
lived anywhere else; Mr. Tom Tate 
the oldest man who came in 1891 
and has lived here excepting for 
a short time when he lived in Okla-
homa; Mr. Presley Dyer coming 
in 1891 and still living in the 
county; and Mr. Percy Estes coin-
ing in 1891 and a permanent county 
resident. 

Also Mrs. Willie Dyer Gillliland, 
Mrs. Ida Beech Bennett and Mack 
Beach who came to Castro County 
in 1891 but for several years have 
lived in Hereford. 

Other old settlers coming in the 
'90's or the first three or four 
years of the 1900's and represent-
ed at the reunion include the Bur-
ches, Hastings, Gollehons, Johnson, 
Henderson, Slovers, Hill—alexan-
der, B. T. Bells Boyds, Harts, 
Sweazea, Hamms,

  Merrits, Burn-

hams, Irelands, Greers, Easters, 
Dixons, McLeans, Lovelace, Ramey 
Greenes, Shives, Crums and per-
haps others I may accidentally over 
looked. 

Our hats should be off to those 
that braved the hardships of these 
early years in the then sparsely 
settled county.

Madrid Clover 
Proves Useful 

Madrid Sweetclover is useful in 
a coorinated soil and water con-
servation program announces Pete 
Wright, SCS technician. 

The clover provides good protec-
tion against soil loss, improves 
soil productivity, makes good graz-
ing and hay crop and produces 
satisfactory seed crop. 

Madrid sweet Clover can reach 
deep into the subsoil and bring up 
minerals which have become ex-
hausted on the surface says Wright. 
No other legume will penetrate so 
well the plow soil and subsoil to 
open it for aeration and moisture 
penetration. Madrid resists cold 
and can be planted in the fall or 
spring. It is a biennial if planted 
in late fall or early spring. 

Sweetclover is leafy and fine 
stemmed which makes it desirable 
for both hay and grazing. It 
produces grazing from May to 
December the first year, early 
spring and summer grazing the 
second year. 

Oklahoma Experiment Station 
has carried on a rotation of Ma-
dred Sweetclover and wheat. In a 
five year rotation, the three years 
of wheat produced 20 per cent 
more bushels then the check area 
of wheat did in five years ac-
cording to Wright. This rotation 
has been carried on for 16 years 
with same satisfactory results. 

Most crops such as small grains, 
sorghums or cotton will do well if 
planted after Madrid. Experiments 
have found there will be less root 
rot present when cotton is planted 
after Madrid. 

To grow Madrid Sweetclover, far-
mers need firm seedbed. Also seed 
need to be inoculated, planted in 
normal rows or drilled, fertilized 
in phosphate and should not be 
grazed until plants are 12 to 15 
inches high. Seeding rates for nor-
mal rows is four to five pounds 
per acre, Drilled alone 10-15 pounds 
per acre is needful. If overseeding 
small grain, farmers should use 
8-10 pounds per acre. These rates 
are based on commercial seed. 
Weeds should be controlled by mow-
ing, especially when clover is seed-
ed in the spring.

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Reuben Johnson, legislative di-
rector of the National Farmers 
Union Legislative office in Wash-
ington, D. C. spoke at the annual 
Castro County Farmers Union meet-
ing, Monday ,night. 

He spoke concerning the func-
tion of his office and the role Far-
mers Union plays in passing legis-
lation. 

Mr. Johnson stressed the need of 
farmers contacting their Congress-
man concerning farm legislation. 

He briefed the group on farm 
status at Capitol Hill. Johnson stat-
ed, "National Farmers Union said 
they favor a full parity wheat sup-
port program and that a better 
solution must be found than the 
proposals now before the Congress. 

"We have made a careful analy-
sis of all the new wheat programs 
presented by members of Con-
gress since the wheat referendum. 
The revival of what in effect is 
the old worn-out soil bank proposal 
which Congress has repeatedly re-
jected offers no solution to the pro-
spect of lower wheat prices in 1964. 
The effect of this proposal price-
wise is to support wheat at approx-
imately $1.30 per bushel, a level 
below which wheat prices are 
now expected to drop because of 
the renewal of the feed grain pro-
gram. This furthur retires whole 
farms which has been a highly ob-
jectionable feature of the soil bank 
program. 

"Since its inception has been 
strongly objected to by the rural 
community as .well as farmers, we 
do not believe that Congress should 
enact such legislation as would set 
wheat prices permanently at this 
disatrously low level and permit 
whole farms to be taken out of 
production. 

We should look toward the time 
when wheat prices reflect full par-
ity returns to wheat growers and 
the building of a strong kind of 
rural economy which is essential 
to overall economic growth a,nd 
development." 

Mr. Johnson is a native of Geor-
gia and has been employed by 
National Farmers Union in legis-
lative office for 11 years. Mr. and 
Mrs. Johnson and their daughter, 
Joy, resides in Washington, D.C. 

Other highlights of the Farmers 
Union meeting was ice cream sup-
per and election of officers.

This means that•
you may begin grazing land de-
signated as diverted acres on Tues-
day, October 1, 1963. This includes 
diverted acres on which you have 
fall sown wheat. 
Reasons For Change: 
A. To permit cooperating produ-
cers to plan fall and winter opera-
tions more effectively. 
B. To allow grazing of 1964-crop 
winter wheat in the Southern Plains 
to avoid too rank growth which 
sometimes results in smothering 
and winter kill. 
C. To provide more equitable treat-
ment in northern areas where snow 
often prevents grazing by Novem-
ber 1. 
D. To alleviate, to some extent, 
the shortage of forage in areas 
containing spotty drought condi-
tions.

About Your 
Health 

Good posture makes it possible 
to use the body in the simplest and 
most effective way--muscle con-
traction and relaxation, balance, 
coordination, rhythm, and timing 
makes all tasks easier. 

Posture has a direct bearing on 
comfort, work efficiency and body 
functions. Poor posture can become 
a habit, like overeating. Poor pos- 
ture reduces blood .circulation, in- 
duces drowsiness and fatigue. Be-
cause breathing is shallow, abdo-
minal organs sag and perform poor-
ly, 

Posture, some experts explain, 
is the end result of body merchan-
ics. The human body is composed 
of many intricate and interacting  

components. Body mechanics might 
be defined as the functioning of 
the body parts. 

Tension is a deterent to good 
body merchanics. Relaxation is a 
lessening of tension. Learning to 
relax completely is an important 
aid to body merchanics. A person 
may lie down to rest but defeat 
his purpose by not relaxing. 

A person with poor posture can 
get tired just sitting. It's worth 
learning the right way to sit, too, 
for it can save much fatigue and 
weariness. Try it, using these sim-
ple rules : Use a firm chair with 
a seat height equal to leg length 
from bottom of the heel to the 
back of the knee, minus 1 1/2 inches. 
Sit tall  -  on the back of the thighs 
rather than the end of the spine. 
Hold the head and trunk erect, 
centered over the pelvis or tilted 
slightly forward. Flex the knees at 
right angles.

Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station, seven and one-half miles 
north of Lubbock on Hwy 87 is 
conducting their annual field day, 
Tuesday, September 17 according 
to Charles Hottel, county agent. 

The field day will be from 1 to 
5 p.m. Purpose is to show the 
latest developments in agricultural 
research. 

Highlights of the day include dis-
cussion of effective weed control, 
Chemicals found to be effective, 
rates and methods of applications 
and costs will be discussed at the 
field day. 

At the Station, farmers will view 
strains of cotton which are being 
developed for tolerance to Verticil-
Hum wilt, seedling diseases and 
nematodes (root-knot. Farmers will' 
have the opportunity to observe 
studies of the use of chemicals 
for cotton disease control. 

Such practices as how to obtain 
fall and irrigation water through 
the use of timely irrigation, bal-
ancing of water and fertilizer, skip-
row planting and land forming prac-
tices will be seen at the Field Day. 

The sorghum midge, a major 
threat to grain sorghum industry 
has been found to overwinter in 
the area. Midge builds up on John-
songrass, Sorghum Alinum and 
some native grasses. Heavy popu-
lations usually appear in grain 
sorghum fields around August 1, 
with the degree of damage in-
creasing with later blooming sor-
ghum. Research, supported by the 
sorghum industry, is underway to 
combat this pest by use of cul-
tural practices and chemical treat-
ment. See and learn more about 
the control of sorghum midge at 
the Field Day. 

Other items of interest include 
use of radioactive isotopes to study 
root development of cotton, sub-
Irrigation of cotton and new strains 
of cotton.

committee of the Governing Boards 
of State Colleges and Universities. 
Sen. Walter Richter of Gonzales is 
executive secretary of the privately 
financed Committee. 

On the program will be Gover-
n, Connally, Dr. A. B. Martin, 
executive director of the Governor 
Committee on Education Beyond 
the High School; and Dr. Lester 
Harrell, director of the Texas Com-
mission on Higher Education. 

Purpose of the meeting is to 
spell out the Committee's goals for 
the immediate future and deter-
mine a means of attaining them. 
Committee represents the common 
interests of all the state-supported 
senior colleges. It is interested in 
supporting programs and activities 
amed at improving the quality of 
and support for higher education 
in Texas. 

Comprising the Committee are 
representatives of each board of 
regents serving the 20 state-sup-
ported senior colleges and univer-
sities. 

Dear Fellow Texan: 

The Senate has approved an ad-
ditional $455 Million for the Area 
Redevelopment Administration. 
This is an agency set up to aid 
local enterprise in revitalizing com-
munities, counties, areas of high 
enemployment and low income. 

I am co-author of the original 
Area Redevelopment Act, S.1, of 
the 87th Congress which created 
the Area Redevelopment program. 
Earlier this year the House of 
Representatives defeated the bill 
authorizing additional funds for the 
Area Redevelopment Administra-
tion. But now the Senate has pas-
sed that bill for $455 Million. 

The House Banking and Curren-
cy Committee has now reported out 
a bill cutting $100 Million from 
the amount authorized by the Se-
nate. I am hopeful this bill will 
be passed in the House and that 
we can restore as much of that 
$100 Million as possible. 

The Area Redevelopment pro-
gram has been especially helpful 
to Texas Under plans initiated lo-
cally, backed by private capital, 
the Area Redevelopment Admini-
stration is responsible for bring-
ing many projects to Texas : One 
of the finest brick and tile plants 
in the world to Malakoff in Hen-
derson County; expansion of a pot-
tery company at Athens in Hen-
derson County; a mineral survey 
in East Texas; a synthetic marble 
plant and office furniture plant in 
Jacksonville, Cherokee County; an 
industrial park at Clarksville in 
Red River County; a pickle plant 
in Detroit, Red River County; an 
$11 Million tire plant to Texarkana 
in Bowie County. We are hopeful 
of obtaining many other projects. 
For example, a $30 Million news-
print plant at Jasper is under sur-
vey. 

Every penny of the loans in 
connection with these projects must 
be repaid to the United States 
with interest not lower than the 
government pays on its loans. In 
addition there are public grants 
that go to build water works, se-
wage disposal plants and public 
buildings in cities and counties. 
These are matching grants pro-
jects. The federal government 
grants part of the money; the lo- 

cal community raises the rest. 

In all, the ARA has loaned more 
than $10 Million on these plants 
in Texas, and they have created 
new jobs in new areas. Some sixty 
counties in Texas with a total popu-
lation of about a million Texans 
have been designated by the ARA 
as eligible for these programs. 

The counties are as widely dis-
nc•sed. as Collingsworth County in 
Li. Panhandle; Val Verde, Zapata 
and Dimmitt counties on the Rio 
Grande; Falls County in the heart 
of Central Texas; Red River Coun-
ty in Northeast Texas and others 
in Central, East, South and North 

Texas, The ARA works on formula 
based on the percentage of unem-

ployment in the county, the aver-

age income, and on whether the 
county's population has been fal-
ling. In other words, this is a 
redevelopment act to let people 
through their own initiative rebuild 
for their own prosperity.
