Repeal 303 for, 862 against 
Beer 428 for, 797 against 
Bonds 062 for, 507 against 

Home Rule 535 for, 351 against 
Homesteud 910 for, 234 against.

Two eominunities in the county 
carried the repeal and beer issue, 
those being Providence and Good- 
night. The homesteud amendment 
passed by the largest majority of any 
of the other acts voted on.

Much interest was shown in the 
five issues presented to the voters 
in the election Saturday.

Floydada and Lockney both went 
dry by a two to 1 majority and pass, 
ed the other amendments by almost 
an equally large vote.

LOWEST IN QUARTBE OP 

CENTURY RECORDS SHOW

UNDULANT OR MALTA 
FEVER SHOULD BE OUARDED 

AO AIN ST BY EVEKYONE

Auetiu, Texas. -I'ndulaut fever or 
Malta fever, a disease contracted 
front cattle, bogs or sheep which are 
infected with coutagious abortion, ta 
being reported fairly regularly thro­
ughout Texas and la being similarly 
leporlcni Uuoughout Uie Cuiird 
States. This indicates that it con 
stitutes a public health problem aud 
also the ueccesily of its mure gen­
eral recognition.

I'nduleut fever ut so because of the 
wave-Lite variations in temperature. 
The symptoms include rise in tern, 
perature, lose of weight and strength 
chills, sweats aud joint pains. The 
disease has rather a iow mortality 
rate, but important because symp 
loins may persist fur a number of 
weeks and eveu mouths before norm­
al health and strength are restored

la Texas, the goat, horse, and 
rows are the usual spreaders of this 
disease. The germs of undulanl fe­
ver eater the body through the 
mouth or skin. Therefore, care should 
be used ia handling animals known 
to be infected and dairy products 
from tbe same sources should be 
pasteurised, if used. More man ac­
quire this disease than wouieu aud 1 
adults seem more likely to have it 1 
than children. More cases are found 
iiLtlie rural areas than in the cities. 
"The true prevention of unduleut 

fiver is based upon the detection of 
the disease in live stock and the 
elimination of infected stock from 
the herds. Dairy herds should be 
tested for Bacillus abortus. This is 
s task that cannot be accomplished 
in n short time. Pasteurisation nf 
milk will prevent the spread from 
this soiwce. Frequently the recog 
aition of undulant fever in a com 
munity canae* much alarm. However, 
there is no cause for apprehension, 
as many people are not susceptible 
to the Infection. The disease will 
probably never appear ia Texas as 
an epidemic; However, to those un­
fortunate enough to contract it, it is 
a most discouraging experience both j 
from the standpoint of the patients 
Well being and the family economies.
