Effective May I Oth, Burl Bedford for the past sev­
eral months administrator of County Relief Funds, will 
resign this position it has been announced.

A y m , chairman o f the County Re. 

v lief Board, called a meeting for Fri.
\ Say afternoon at three o'clock when 

y  1 a new relief administrator wna ap­
pointed.

Clifford Rhoades, for the past sev­
eral months connected in the office 
department o f the relief work, was 
appointed to succeed Mr. Bedford 
aad hia appointment to become e f ­
fective on May 11, which is Fri- 
day. His appointment was given 
approval by F. M. Grasier, field 
supervisor for the state relief com­
mission.

Other changes in the personnel of

the county relief administrators o f ­
fice was the resignation of C. C. 
Iluckaliay, as certifying officer, and 
the appointment of J. U. Roruin in 
this position. A reduction in admin­
istration expense allowance neces­
sitated the removal of two other peo­
ple of the office force in the county 
Wilma Puller at the local office and 
Joe Nall at I .Orkney, Mr. Bedford 
said.

Interest On Farm 
Indebtedness Is Curtailed 

By Refinancing Plans
o

Federal Baud Bank and l.aml Itauk 
Commissioner’s far uiomrtugr loans 
in Texas have refinanced farmers' 
indebtedness upon which annual in 
tcrest charges formerly run from 5 
per rent to 9 per ccut ill most cases, 
it was shown in an analysis by the 
Farm Credit Administration of more 
thau half the loans closed from Juno 
1, 11*33, through March 31, 1934

The highest rate farmers now pay 
on the mortgages into which these 
debts have been refinanced is 3 per 
cent and on u large portiou it is ouly 
4 1-2 per cent. The savings result­
ing from reduced interest cbuiges 
applies, of course, not merely to one 
year but to the life of theloan.

The analysis dealt only with inter­
est rates paid on .first and second 
mortgages, and upou stunt-term com. 
mcreial bank loans. It did uot deal 
with other classes of debt or mauy 
other untraceuble items bearing upon 
the cost to fanners of carrying their 
debts, such as loan uud renewal fees. 
The total of louns closed from June 
of last year through March of this 
year in Texas was about $67,400,000. 

| While the bulk of the loans re­
financed carried rates from 5 per 
cent to 9 per cent, in a number of 
localities and ip the eases of a num­
ber of louus, interest rates of 10 per 
cent were paid by farmer* on their 
debts.

| The average rate paid by farmers 
ou mortage debts refinanced with 
Inud bank louns in Texas was ti.3 
per cent, while the average paid on 
short-term, commercial bank louus 
was 8 per ccut. Corresponding fig 
urcs for mortgage and short-term 
debts refinanced with Commissioner's
loans were, ..........lively, 6.9 per cent
and 8.8 per cent.

The average cliurgc on all the in­
debtedness refinanced with laud bunk 
louns wus 6.4 pe rrent. Against this 
rste fanners pay on their land bank 
loans 4 1-2 .per cent interest until 
July 11, 1938, after which the rate 
becomes 5 per cent. Borrower* who 
obtained their loans directly from 
Federal land banks instead of 
through national farm loan associa­
tions pay a rate of 1-2 of 1 per cent 
higher.

The average interest rate on all 
debts of farmers refiosneed with 
Commissioner’s loans was 7.1 per 
cent, against which the farmers now 
pay a rate of 5 per cent.

"Some time ago our Association 
translated from the original French 
anil published 40 letters relating the 
experience of motorists with blend 
ed fuels. They were written in 
answer to a questionnaire circula­
ted by the French National Fed­
eration of Automobile. Bicycle.

The letters Indicated general dis­
satisfaction with the blends, not 
only because of operating dlfthul 
ties, but also because of damage to 
motor parts and car finishes. The 
one noticeable advantage, reduced 
knocking, was offset by the many 
disadvantages.

er-Training, who is chairman of the 
Texas group of the committee.

Mr. Martin and his committee are 
ut present working on courses in oil 
field mathematics and in the care 
and operation of internal combustion 
engines.

Science bids you buy your lamp 
bulb* with care, for only thus can 
you be assured that they will be 
honest servants, giving you full 
value in light for current received. 
And remember that bulb finish 
means something, too. The blue 
daylight lamp bulbs provide a pure, 
clear quality of light, but they must 
be used consistently —  everywhere 
in the kitchen or else not at all. They 
must also be used the next size 
larger than the clear or inside-froat 
lamps recommended for the same 
place.

In itself, a lamp bulb cannot pro­
vide good light for any seeing task. 
So, as the lamp ahades are import­
ant for lighting fixtures elsewhere 
in the house, the enclosing glass
¥lobe is important in the kitchen.

hrough this, the light is sifted and 
softened, so that our eyes can as­
similate and use it for seeing.

Keep Fixtures Clean 
Science advises us further that the 

unit should be washed often, be­
cause if dust is allowed to accumu­
late on it as well as on the ceiling, 
you may lose as much as 40% of 
the light for which you are paying 
—in two ways. Your pockctbcok 
is paying for current which goes 
into light that is absorbed by dirt, 
and so never reaches your eves. 
Your poor cheated eyes are paying 
too, with energy stolen from funds 
intended for useful work.

T o speed the tasks of mixing, 
baking and washing up afterward, 
there should be additional light pro­
vided at sink, range and cabinet. At 
each of these places, the unit close 
to the ceiling, carrying a 100-watt 
lamp bulb (150-watt daylight) in an 
enclosed globe is considered most 
desirable, because it is overhead and 
out of the way.

If this additional ceiling light it 
not practical, a wall bracket placed 
above the sink, about five feet from 
the floor, will prove a likely substi­
tute. The placing of this b rack et- 
five feet from the floor—is some­
what lower than usual, hut it will 
be found a source of never-ending 
comfort. I* is annoying to have to 
look into a bright electric light all 
the time you arc cooking or washing 
dishes Hence the wall bracket 
should be placed below (or else way 
above) eye-level. It should carry 
a 60-watt inside Iroat (100-watt day* 
light) lamp bulb, with the light di­
rected down onto the work in hand1 
by an eggshell or bell-shaped shade 
made of glass, and as tasuy clsaned 
aa a china cup.
