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Cattle Buying Program
Being Held Up Because Of

No Veternarian
——-

Floyd County’s Cattle buying pro-
gram is being delayed due to the
fact that a veternarian has not been
secured to make an inspection of the
cattle listed for sale. Howard May-
field, of Crosby County has been
appointed appraiser to make an es-
timate as to the value of the cattle.

Floyd County farmers and ranch-
men are filling out work sheets,
‘whereon they list cattle they wish to
sell to the government. These sheets
are filled out by the farmers at the
sub.office location on South Main
street, where Miss Ruth Jenkins is
in charge.

These work sheets will be used by
the appraiser and the veternarian,
when one is secured, to make their
jnspections. Farmers and ranchmen,
laving cattle for sale, will bo noti-
led to have their eattle ready when

he inspectors arrive to make the
appraisal. Cattle owners will be sent
a blank form to sign before the cat-
tle are bought by the government.

If there is a lein or mortghge
against the cattle this must be re
leased before the cattle are sold.
After the eattle are sold the owners
will reeeive a chek direet from the
buying point, Kansas City. The pay-
ment will be divided into two divi-
sions known as the producer pay-
ment and mortgage holder payment.

If the man that sells the cattle
owns them, wthout a lien or mort.
gage, then he receives both the bene.
fit payment and the purchase pay-
ment but if there is a lien or mort.
gage against the cows the benefit
payment goes to the producer and
the purchase payment goes to the
mortgage holder.

Schedule of Payments

Following is a schedule of how
payments will be made:

1. Benefit payment—the amounts
per head to be entered as ‘benefit
payment’ shall be as follows:

PRODUCER—

Cattle 2 years and over, $6.00.

Cattle from 1 to 2 years old $5.00.

Cattle under 1 year old $3.00,

The above schedule of benefit pay-
ments applies to both accepted and
condemed cattle.

2, Purchase Payment Mortgage
Holder—

Cattle 2 years old and over $5-$14

Cattle from 1 to 2 years old $5-$10

Cattle under 1 year old $1-$5.

Example of sale of 1 cow, 2 years
old or over, with the producer as
owner, no mortgage: Benefit pay-
ment $6.00, purchase payment, (tak-
ing the minimum payment as the
basis), $6.00; total, $12.00.

Example of sale of 1 cow, 2 years
old or over, with producer as seller
but with a mortgage or lien: Bene-
fit payment $6,00, this amount to
the producer; purchase payment,
$6.00, this amount to mortgage hold-
er.

The ‘purchase payment’ for con-

demned animals in all cases shall be
the minimum purchase payment in
their respective class. Acceptable
auimals will be shipped from one of
Floyd County’s shipping points.
Condemued animals, not fit for ship-
will be shot and the disposal
¢ to the producer.
Fioyd County has no allotment as
and any or all cattle owned by
any party may be listed on the work
sheet until an allotment is made. The
eattle buying program is in charge
of the county agent’s department
with the shipping pens being oper-
ated through the County Relief ad-
ministration.
