King Oeorge V., died tonight just 
before midnight after a sudden, four 
days’ illness. He was 70 years old.

The Prince of Wales, 41-year-old 
bachelor who automatically became 
ruler of the far-flung British Em­
pire, was present at the bedside, 
along with Queen Mary, the prin­
cess royal, the Duke of York and 
the Duke and Duchess of Kent.

Death came at 11:55 p. m. (6.55 
p. m. Texas time). A bulletin by his 
three noted physicians said:

“Death came peacefully to the 
King at 11:55 p. m. tonight In the 
presence of Her Majesty, the Queen, 
the Prince of Wales, the Duke of 
York, the Princess Boyal, the Duke 
and Duchess of Kent."

It  was signed “Williams, llewett 
and Dawson.”

Illneas Beveaied Friday 
' It  was only Friday afternoon that 
the public learned the King was 
confined to his room with a cold. A 
first bulletin issued on the King's 
condition that night disclosed he 
had suffered an attack of bronchial 
catarrh, accompanied by heart weak­
ness.

1 His strength slowly ebbed end his 
heart action slowed down. The kind 
died peacefully without pain,

Knowing the end was near, the 
royal family remained up through- 

' out the long evening, 
i Just before midnight the doctors 
realised death was imminent and 
hurriedly summoned Queen Mary, the 
Prinee of Wales and other members 
of the royal family.

1 Twenty-Sixth Tsar
It  waa the 26th year of George's 

reign through an eventful period of 
world history during which he won 
the love and respect of his 460,000,- 

I 000 subjects
At the moment of his death the 

popular Prinee of Wales autnm'iti- 
eally became king, although many 
formalities must be gone through 
with. He is the first bachelor to 
ascend the throne of Britain in 176 
years

The king's death came as a shock 
because the information of a coun­
cil of state today gave the British 
people hope that It would be mere 
ly a prolonged illness and that re­
covery was possible.

Washington.— Striking pictures 
from high In ti • stratosphere, 
allowing the eurtli'a actual curva­
ture on the borixon more clearly 
tbau ever before, and revealing how 
the world looks from the gr-atest 
height at which pli.kogrupha ever 
have been made, have Just been de­
veloped from film* exposed during 
the recent stratosphere flight of the 
National Geographic society—Army

The photographs vi .'re shown for 
the first time In connection with 
ceremonies at which Oipt. Albert IT. 
Stevens, commander of the balloon, 
and Capt. Orvll A. Anderson, tta 
pilot, received Hubbard Oold Med­
als, highest award of the National 
Geographic society. In Washington.

The photographs were taken by 
Captain Stevens while the Explorer 
II was at Ha “celling," T2.395 feet 
above South Dakota, a new world 
altitude record. He showed them 
during a lecture describing th# 
(light following the presentation of 
the medals.

Covers 220 Mile Stretch.
The picture showing the lateral 

curvature of tbe earth Include# a 
stretch of the horizon 220 miles 
In length. This represents more 
than three degrees of a circle— 
nearly l/inoth of the total circum­
ference of the earth. The curvv 
of the horlxon la enslly noticeable 
when the picture Is projected on 
a screen - photographic evidence 
that tbe world Is round. When 
the edge of a ruler Is laid along 
the borlson the curvatura la even 
more plainly visible.

In taking this picture the cam­
era used by Captain St evens "saw" 
a distance of approximately 300 
miles, far beyond the range of the 
human eye. The horizon showing 
In the photogruph is estimated to 
have been at that distance from 
tbe camera. The photograph wm 
taken by Infra red light which la 
capable of piercing distant haze. 
All of the other colors of sunlight 
are shut out of the camera by a 
red filter In making this kind of 
long-distance photograph.

The picture shows a vaat stretch 
of western South Dakota, covering 
more than 33.0UU square miles. The 
Black Hills, from which the flight 
Started and which hav# an area 
of about fl.ntH> square miles, appear 
as a large dark area at one aide of 
the picture. 100 miles In the back­
ground. The picture was taken 
from a position above I’armelee. 
8. D.

The horizon line of the photo­
graph la represented by a stratum 
of hale eatimated to tie almut 10.- 
B"0 feet above the earth. This 
stratum of haze, however, conforms 
Closely to the sea level surface of 
the earth and Its curvature reflect* 
accurately tb# curvature of the 
•arth Itself.

Rivers Like Oellcate Tracery.
Both atlll and motion pictures 

taken directly downward from the 
stratosphere balloou while It was 
at Its ceiling of 72 .80  feet, the 
highest altitude picture* of tha 
earth ever taken, also were shown 
by Captain Stevens. They reveal 
the earth a« a huge plain marked 
with tiny checkerboard tike farm * 
Cutting Into the level, smooth 
farm lands are regions of erosion, 
with Innumerable small stream 
courses, arroyos and creek beds, 
forming Intricate patterns of deli­
cate truce’ -  like froet on a window 
pane.

WHERE AMERICA STANDS
------a——

These are exciting days. Not in 
mauy years have the miuds and
tongues of so many Americans been 
bu«y tn the consideration and dis­
cussion of public affairs. Aud at no 
time ;u recent history hav* there 
been such wide divergences of opin- 
iou as to what is the best course for 
the nation to pursue.

From now uutil the Presidential 
election in November these differ, 
euces of opinion will become more 
acute aud their vxpressiou mote heal­
ed. We shall hear public men and 
party measures both fulsomeiy 
praised beyond their deserts aud de- 
uouuccd iu terms of uuspanng criti­
cism. A great deal of the lauguage 
that will be spilled la pnut, over the 

1 radio aud iu face-to-face coutrover. 
sies will be the product of einotiou 
rather lhau of reasou. That U always 
the case when public opinion is 
aroused. Hut it would be beyoud the 
facts to couclude that the sober pro­
cesses of sclf-goverumeat are always 
the products of emotional reactioua.

Iu the long run the underlying 
sound (ouimouwuc of the people al­
ways decides the important issue* in 
n democracy like ours. Hut demo­
cracy arrives at iU own conclusions 
through the wholeeome processes of 
debate and discussion, however 
emotional.

There are no signs on the horiaon 
te justuy the alarm which we hear 
ezpreesed in many quartern Thoee 
who feel that we are oa the verge
of a revolution, that there is grave 

, danger that either Communism on 
one hand or Fascism oa the other 

' may supplant our traditional and 
well-tried system of representative 
government have not learned the lea- 
sous of history. Tbe United States 
is the oldest government in the world 

. that has continued unchanged in 
form or principle. In our 147 years 
of "Constitutional Government" we 
have come through far more serious 
cneaa than any which confront ua 
uow. If  those in power ns our rep- ' 
resentativea of the federal govern­
ment do not represent na we feel 
they should, the people, by popular 

. vote, have the privilege to overthrow 
them and set up a new staff. This 
fart alone, goes a far way m staving 
off revolutions.

PROPAGANDA
a

We hear more and more about
"propaganda.” The word baa come to 
have a sinister implication. It is 
loosely applied to any effort of any 
kind to iufluruce publie opinion. To 

'those who don't agree with the point 
of view of the propagandist, his e f. 
iorts are vicious aud should be sup­
pressed. To those who do agree with 
his opinion, he is a praisworlhy 
apostle of a highly laudable doctrine.

There never has beeu a time and 
perhaps there never will he a tune 
wheu individuals, groups and organi. 
zatious holding certain things to be 
true will uot attempt to convince 
others of their truth. The very word 
"propaganda" was first used to des­
cribe the efforts of tbe Christian 
church to spread - that ia to propa­
gate— the doetnnes of Christianity. 
Doubtless there are atheists and 

I others who consider even that noble 
purpose an entirely vicious one. And 
ebyoud doubt, n great deal of pro­
paganda has been carried on ia 
recent years for entirely selfish and 
often sordid purposes.

Propaganda ia the real sense is aa 
effort to educate. There can be na 
honest quarrel with the desire of say. 
one to convert others to his way of 
thinking. The real quarrel with pro­
paganda arises from tbs subtle and 
underhanded methods which are too 
•ftca used. Propaganda conducted ia 
the open, with the motives aud pur- 
poses behind it clearly disclosed, is a 
sound and legitimate method. It to 
only when the identity and motive# 
of the propagandists are concealed 
that it becomes dangerous.
