Juces his efficlency If he would
rather be on the ground In & warm
reom because his fiying sult does
not shield him from the bitter cold
at high altitudes, then he cannot
be at top eficlency.

SOUND PROSPERITY
ERA SEEN BY FORD

“Lower Prices and Higher
Wages,” His Prescription.

New York. — Advising business
men to stop worrying and to
sanely and resolutely ahead with
wealth-sharing through high wages
and low prices,” Henry Ford looks
forward today to a future
“sounder prosperity than we have
ever dreamed of In the past,” pro
vided “we keep our heads”

Industry can absorb all employ-
gable among the unemployed; great
development lies ahead for the au-
tomobile; a vast job of moderniza
tion must be accomplished In Amer-
jea replacing heavy materials with
lighter articles; industry should be
“decentralized” and school children
must be “fully prepared to push on
eagerly along new lines,” Mr. Ford
declares In a signed article appeur
ing in the American Magazine,

Mr. Ford distinguishes between
two kinds of prosperity in the artl
cle. One Is expressed, he says, by
“bounding stock markets, crowded
night clubs and spectacular riches
for the few.” Sound prosperity he
describes as “an ever-widening dis
tribution of useful goods and sery
lees.”

“If we keep our heads we may
expect to see In the future a great
er measure of this sound kind of

go

of

prosperity than we have ever
dreamed of In the past,™ he de
clares.

“Whether America 18 doomed to
another cycle of boom and collapse
does not depend on the government
which can nelther help nor hinder
much. It depends upon the intelll
gence, decency and self-control of
American business men”

Mr. Ford states he himself Is ab
solutely uninterested In political of-
fice and scores business men for
bothering with politics and the
stock market. He believes he can
be “much more useful” tending to
his own business.

The new law Increasing Inherit-
ance taxes does not worry him, nor
do “reasonable taxes” on business.

Eliminate worry, which he de
scribes as “one of the most waste-
ful things in the world,” be “expect
ant of change” and push ahead,
sums up Mr. Ford's current philos
ophy. .

Mr. Ford’'s own prescription for
prosperity Is “constantly turning In
creasing efficlency Into lower prices
and higher wages.”

“Only the minds who see that this
is reasonable and practicable are
golng to stay In business,” he in
sists. “Business is purely a service
and not a bonanza.”

Lisbon.—~A small “Fifteenth cen
tury ship™ correctly built In every
detail will cross the Atlantie from
Lisbon to Santa Cruz, Brazil, next
May to commemorate the discovery
of that part of Brazil by the Portu-
guese sallor, Pedro Alvares Cabral

In 1500 he set sail from Portugal
He was bound for the East Indies.
To avold being becalmed off the
coast of Africa, he took an extreme
westerly course which led him to
the then unknown coast of Brazil

He landed and claimed the coun
try for Portugal—naming It “Terra
da Santa Cruz.”

This voyage Is to be repeated
next May In a ship bullt to resem
ble exactly Cabral's own. When it
salls, its captain will be Admiral
Cago Coutinho, who In 1922 made
the first airplane flight from Lisbon
to Brazil.

A deputation of Portuguese au-
thors and jJournalists will be the
passengers, while the cargo will he

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Is Nearing Completion.

Washington.—Removal of the
fron scaffolding from the west fa-
cade of the Cathedral of St John
the Divine, on Morningside Helghts,
New York city, recently disclosed
the entrance to this immense Gothie
church and wmarked another lmpor-
tant step toward completion of
America's largest religious edifice.

“Paralleling the cathedral's bulld.
ing era of the Middle ages, a new
age of cathedral bullding Is under
way In many parts of the world,”
says the Natlonal Geographlic so-
clety. “Architects are poring over
blueprints, cranes are lifting huge
blocks of stone Into pesition, and
artisans are busy chiseling out stat-
ues and delicate stone tracery as
new temples rear thelr plnnacles
skyward,

“When finished, the Cathedral of
St. John the Divine will rank third
on the list of the world's largest,
seating 10,000 people, with standing
room for 40,000 more. Its exterior
length, 601 feet, Is exceeded only by
St. Peter's In Rome, which Is 718
feet long. Its central tower will’
soar 455 feet. Distinctive features
are the seven Chapels of the
Tongues, in which services are oc-
caslonally held In foreign lan
guages.

Two for Baltimore.
“In Washington, D. C, work Is
golng forward on a great Four
teenth century Gothle edifice. High
above the city, on Mt. St. Alban,
rise the lofty gray walls of the
Washington cathedral of Sts, Pe
ter and Paul. Its exterior length
will be 534 feet. Its central tower
will rise 202 feet. Among the out-
standing features of this superb
structure are the Bethlehem chapel,
contalning tombs of Woodrow Wil
son and Admiral Dewey, and the
choir stalls carved from oak Lrees

that previously stood on the
grounds,
“Baltimore i1s to have two new

cathedrals. The Roman Catholle
Cathedral of the Assumption of
of the Blessed Virgin Mary will be
Romanesque, with a nave seating
2,500 people. The twin towers flank-
Iing Its main entrance will recall
Notre Dame of Parls. The Pro-
testant Episcopal Cathedral of the
Incarnation, of which only the pro-
cathedral Is bullt at present, will
be a limestone edifice suggestive of
English and French Gothle types
Seating about 3,000, It will be ap
proximately 330 feet long, with a
spire 400 feet high.

“Ground was broken In the sum-
mer of 1982 In Upper Roxborough,
Philadeiphla, for the Cathedral
Church of Christ. Bullt In a free
Gothie style, It will be 460 feet
long, and have a carillon tower 220
feet high.

“After the fire of 1008 had swept
the homes from the crest of Nob
Hill, San Francisco, the cornerstone
was lald there In 1910 for Grace
cathedral, to be the largest of Its
kind west of the Mississippl. This
partially constructed, 340.-foot edl.
fice Is being built chiefly of steel
reinforced concrete. The lighted
cross on its central tower will be
the highest point on the city sky-
line, and visible for miles to ships
entering San Francisco bay.
“Other cathedrals being projected
in the United States are St. Phillp's
in Atlanta, Ga., Trinity, In Trenton,
N. J., St. Marks, In Seattle, and
the partly finished St. John the
Evangelist, In Spokane, Wash.

England Builds More.

“Spain is bullding two new ca-
thedrals. In the suburbs of Madrid
have been bullt the foundations and
shrine of la Almudena. In Barce
lona, the shrine and two towers of
La Sagrada Familla have been com
pleted.

“England, home of many anclent
eathedrals, Is still bullding them.
An Anglican ecathedral, that will
take Its place with the largest In
the world, Is being erected In Liver-
pool. Situated on St. James Mount,
this huge Gothle structure dom-
inates the city and Is a landmark
to ships on the River Mersey. Bullt
principally of locally-quarried red
sandstone, its exterior will be 610
feet long and Its large central tow-
er, 97 feet square, will rise 308
feet above floor level. Its founda-
tion stone was laild In 1904 by King
Edward, and the cholr alone was
20 years In bullding. A War
Memorial chapel contalns an flle-
minated vellum roll of honor on
which are Inscribed names of the
nearly 40000 Liverpool men who
perished in the World war,
“Browniow hill, Liverpool, has
been chosen as the place for an
immense Roman Catholic cathe
dral, In which 10,000 worshipers
will be able to see the high altar at
the same time. On the site, where
