Living Room At Flick of Switch

A fresh note of m odernism  is injected into this Chinese Chippendale 
living room th rough  the installation  of a concealed lighting unit recessed 
behind the curtains. T he  effect produced is tha t of warm sunlight stream­
ing  through the windows.

fT ^H E R E  seems to be simply no limit 
*  to  the ingenuity of these lighting 

people nowadays. A press of a but­
ton, and they give you daylight, vun 
light, or moonlight at any hour of the 
day or evening— right in your own 
living room. And it's almost laugh­
ably simple I

Lighting panels built into hidden 
places produce the effect. They arc 
often used over the latest kitchen sinks, 
although in such cases, ordinary col­
orless bulbs are employed. Recently 
this type of lighting has become unite 
popular in living rooms, particularly 
where there is a  hay window.

E a s ily  Installed
The lighting unit itself consists of 

a  metal box, approximately thirty 
inches long, six inches wide, and seven 
inches high. It contains three 40- or 
60-watt bulbs, depending upon whether 
you have light or dark shades. The 
amount and color of light desired aUo 
determines the number 
Flathed opal glass is used at the bot­
tom of the unit to diffuse and soften 
the light.

There are two ways of installing 
such a unit, which ij a  regulation fix­
ture, obtainable at many electrical 
stores. When built into a new house, 
it is recessed into a  ceiling, adjacent 
to the window. In a  house that has 
been already built, two polished metal 
reflectors containing 60-watt lamps can 
be mounted between the over-draperies 
and the glass curtains. These re­
flectors are also standard equipment, 
easily installed by your electrical con­
tractor.

C hoice o f C o lo rs
Where there is no space between 

the draperies and curtains, a row of 
small 10-watt bulbs or several lumi- 
linc lamps may be mounted liehmd the 
valance or curtain cornice. The wiring 
can be so arranged that a choice of 

^colored light is simply a matter of 
which switch is pressed.
