-Posting of 
w age accounts under the Federal old- 
age insurance program  is now in pro. 
gross, and by Ju ly  1 the Social Se­
cu rity  Board expect* to  be able to 
answ er in ju iries from w orkers as to 
the s ta tu s  o f  th e ir  accounts, it was 
announced today  by Dewey Reed, 
m a n a g e r  of the A m arillo office of 
the Board.

As o f  Ja n u a ry  31, 1M8, there wer-- 
2,041,785 holders o f social security  
account number* in th is  region, d i­
vided as follow s: Louisiana, 475,902; 
New Mexico, 84,921: Texas, 1,480,962 

W hen the posting of wage credit* 
is com pleted, Reed said, employee* 

ill be ab le to asce rta in  the total 
am ount o f wages cred ited  to  the ir 
old-age insurance accounts whenever 
they  desire to  do so. I t  is hoped to 
fin ish  th e  w ork of posting  wage ac ­
counts by the end of June , Reed 
explained.

T his is the second step  in the pro­
gram  which provides for paym ent of 
old-age insurance b en e fits  to  workers 
in covered em ploym ent when they 
reach th e  age of 65 and  retire  from 
em ploym ent.

The posting  of wages to social se­
cu rity  account* could not be under­
taken  un til the Board had received 
from  the P n ited  S ta tes  Treasury 
wage report* of employer* showing 
am ounts paid to  worker*. The first 
o f these, covering  the firs t half of 
1937, were received by the Board 
from th e  T reasury  during  the final 
m onths of 1937. The second, shewing 
w ag.* paid through December 31, 
1937, a re  expected  to be available 
for posting  soon.

autom obile industry , Mr. Macauley 
saad. The P residen t has been advised 
of plans fo r the cam paign, which is 
the f irs t cooperative e ffo rt ever un ­
dertaken  in which all American a u ­
tomobile m anbfaetu rers have taken  
part.

The cam paign ia timed a t the o u t­
set of the sp ring  selling season when 
both new aud  used cars usually be­
gin to move in grim' *t volume, Mr. 
Macauley said . I t  i« aimed prom a - 
rily a t  s tim u la ting  the diapoeal o f 
used car stocks now iu dealer hands. 
Once th is is aecompl itied , a substan ­
tial increase in car m anufactu ring  
schedules and em plnvnient o f  wage 
earners in th e  an t "mobile factories 
is an tic ipated .

To support the cam paign, Mr. Mac 
auley announced, the m anufeeturer# 
will spend *1,250.000 in n wspapers, 
radio and outdoor advertising  and 
in  other prom otional channels. Two- 
th ird s  o f the ad v erti- rig budget will 
be spent in newspaper*.

“The m otor ca r industry,” said M r. 
M acauley in  m aking the announce­
ment, “ ia generally  credited  w ith  
showing the way out of the last d e­
pression.

I language of Bees
Discovered to Be
asScented I lancing”
How They Tell \\ here 
Iltirn t Can Be Obtained

By WATSON DAVIS
W ashington.—Bees have a 

language of scented dancing. 
By m eans of it a scout bee 
that has m ade a rich discov­
ery  can send his fellow work­
ers  out a fte r honey with a l­
m ost as much dispatch as 
police a re  rushed to points of 
need by radio calls.

Scientist! used to think that beet 
located flowers by color or scent. 
This is partially  true. But in an 
exhaustive study of the bee habits. 
Prof. K. Von I  nsch  uI Munich found 
tha t bees com m unicate with one 
another by a strange sort of dance 
perform ed within the hive. In thi* 
wuy they tell where honey can be 
obtained most easily.

Often it will tuke hours and som e­
tim es days for a good feeding-place 
t°  be discovered But when one bee 
has found the honey, many, per­
haps several hundred, will appear 
in a very short time. And they all 
com e from  the sam e hive as the 
discoverer.

They Talk by Darn ing.
Professor Von Frisch set out to 

discover the language or mode of 
com m unication of the bees.

H ere’s what he found. If a new 
kind of flower begins to bloom, it is 
discovered by a scout bee He loads 
up with honey and flies home. In 
tlie hive he reports the discovery 
by a queer sort of dance, turning 
round and round in a circle with 
queer tripping little steps, once to 
the right, once to the left, very vig­
orously. often for a m inute on the 
sam e spot. O ther bees crowd around 
with high interest. They rush out 
of the hive and soon can be found 
at the honey 'source.

The dance is a signal that honey 
has been found. The bee ca rries up­
on him  the scent of the flower con­
taining the nec tar The other bees 
noting this odor search  for it as 
they fly out of the hive in all d irec ­
tions. M oreover, the discovering bee 
re tu rn s to the good honey source 
and broadcasts another odor c re a t­
ed by a scent organ on its abdom en 
th a t also guides the other workers.

Fingerprints IVII 
About ()ne*s I lealth 
ami Character

New York —Scientists m ay 
find th a t fingerprints, now 
im portan t for identification 
can  in the future be m ade to 
tell som ething of the heredi 
ty, ch a ra c te r and health  of 

person and his possible 
crim inal tendencies, m em  
bers of the A m erican O rtho­
p s y c h i a t r i c  a s s o c ia t io n  
learned  a t their m eeting 
here.

F irs t results of research  on this 
problem  w ere reported by Dr. John 
A. Laraon. assistan t d irector of the 
psychopathic clinic of the recorder s 
court, Detroit. Dr. Larson exam ­
ined the fingerprint patterns of 3,524 
m ental disease patients at Eloise 
sta te  hospital, where he is a ttend ­
ing neurologist. He found that the 
distribution  of arches in the finger­
prin t patterns was consistently low­
er In the group of patients suffer- 

from  schizophrenia than in 
groups suffering from  other kinds of 
m ental disease. 1 In a group of sex 
delinquents who had no m ental d is­
ease. the distribution of arches 

as low but the whorls seem ed to 
Increase

G rea t caution must be used in 
draw ing conclusions from these 
findings. Dr. Larson pointed out.

Obey Laws of Heredity.
E arly  studies had convinced Dr. 

Larson that fingerprint patterns 
obey the lnws of heredity. Closest 
resem blances were found in a pair 
of identical twins Although finger 
p rin ts are different for each Individ 
ual. m em bers of a fam ily have ce r­
tain sim ilarities In their fingerprint 
p a tte rn s  R acial sim ilarities and 
differences might also be found Dr.

Stones, a nuisance in the field, 

have a value In m asonry  or con­
cre te  work, but whether it is worth 
while expending the energy and 
tim e necessary  to rem ove them  
from  the land dope .ds.upon condi­
tions on Individual IK-lds

Com plete stoning .s necessary  for 
growing vegetab le crops but, land 
used for tilled field crops, grain  
crops, m eadow s, pastu res o r fo res­
try  need only be i irtia lly  stoned 
tn m ost cases. Land used for pas­
tu re  or fo restry  som etim es does not 
need stoning a t nil

If stoning is advisable, the  only 
way to do it is by hand. T ra n sp o r­
ta tion  m ay be by moans of the old 
stone* boat. If there is a tra c to r  on 
the fa rm , or the stones m ay be 
hauled aw ay in a I n built, sturdy 
wagon. The stone boat is not re c ­
om m ended w here there is no tra c ­
to r because it is t< • hard  on horses. 
The wagon perm it- moving a m uch 
la rg e r load a t each haul. Rem oval 
should be precedeu by break ing  the 
la rg e r stones with dynam ite, reduc­
ing them  to a r z e  which m ay be 
handled by on* or ' wo men.

P iling  the atones along fence lines 
Is taboo on a well m anaged farm , 
for it takes up valuable space and 
becom es a weed breeding nuisance. 
B urying stones In a trench involves 
m uch digging and is not a com ­
plete m eans of get ling rid of them , 
since stones left above the frost line 
tend to  com e to the surface again. 
However. Ailing a gully with atones 
and covering thorn with soil has 
advan tages since it provides add i­
tional w ell-drained field a rea .

When using sto res for concrete 
work, all those m ea-unng  m ore than 
th ree  inches should be crushed. At 
least tw o-thirds of the concrete m ix­
tu re  should be occupied by stones, 
o therw ise too much cem ent is need­
ed When not cru- « 1. the best use 
for the la rg e r  sto ivs is in a m ason­
ry  wall, the stones fitted closely 
together and im bedded in cem ent 
m o rta r.

Sm all stone crushers opera ted  by 
fa rm  tra c to r  power can be obtained 
and the crushed stone nvay be used 
in concrete work surfacing  roads, 
lanes or barnyards. In som e locali­
ties there is a m ark e t for crushed 
stones of th is t)  i>o.

Try Close Inbreeding
in the Domestic Fowl

Studies with White Leghorn test 
b ird s a t Iowa St.ite college, through 
a ten-year period, indicate th a t 
close inbreeding m ay be p rac ticed  
in the dom estic fowl, providing 
carefu l and r ir  d selection for ce r­
ta in  ch a rac ters  is m ain ta ined  a t all 
tim es, particu larly  for high hatcha- 
bility. F or must ch a rac teris tics , 
the b irds reta ined  to a rem ark ab le  
degree the exci Dent qualities pos­
sessed by the f jn d .it ion individu­
als—four m ale- an* seven fem ales, 
s ta tes a w riter in W allaces' F a rm e r

The college w orkers hope th a t the 
favorable results obtained from  
the ir tests will encourage other In­
vestiga to rs to undertake the devel 
opm eni of good inbreds If the prob­
lem  of the utilization of inbreds 
for poultry im provem ent is to be 
tested adequately, it is likely that 
a good m any di Tcrent inbred lines 
m ust be developed a n d  inter crossed 
before superior com binations a re  
found.

Semi-Scalding Poultry
The water fur sem i-scalding bro il­

ers should be ,26 to  128 degrees 
F ahrenheit, roasting  chickens 128 
degrees, fowl 128 to 130 degrees, 
young turkeys 12a to 127 degrees, old 
turkeys 128 degrees. The the rm om ­
ete r should be carefu lly  checked 
for accuracy  The tim e tha t b irds 
should be left in the w ater is 30 
seconds. Birds should be killed by 
bleeding through the m outh and by 
sticking the brain.

Storing Canvases
In putting awnv canvases for bind­

e rs  and combine*. It is very  im por­
tan t that they be pro tected  from  m il­
dew and from  rr.'ce, according to a 
farm  correspondent. When through 
for the season, they should be 
sp read  out in U* sun on a fence or 
hayrack  until thoroughly dry . then 
rolled up and hung with w ire from  
ra fte rs  or joist? so th a t m ice can 
not get D  them . If put aw ay In 
this m anner, tney will be found ia 
first c la s t condition for nex t season.

The Black Sumatra
The Black S um atra  apparen tly  

orig inated  in S um atra  I t Is a b ird  
of fa ir size, slightly la rg e r than the 
Leghorn, and is charac te rized  by 
having a long, drooping ta il which 
Is abundantly  supplied with sm alle r 
sickles and coverts T here a re  no 
standard  weights for the breed, but 
the body is of good length and fa ir  
depth. The com b ia V shaped; the 
color of the beak is black, and the 
shanks and toes b lack or dark  a la t*  
The ca r lobea a re  red.
