Lockney Boy s 
Record Book In 
State Contest

B ryan Sm ith. 4 H Club boy of 
Lockney and son of R  W Smith. J r ., 
chose to get an account on hia fa th  
e r 's  farm  of 1,173 acres fo r 1938 and 
B ryan  made an  unusual success of 
th is  project. He dem onstrated to 
ru ra l boys of the county th a t  they 
can  be of g rea t service to  dad by 
keeping books fo r him and a t  the 
same tim e th is work can be carried  
aa a 4 H project. This la a  project 
w hich does not need financing. 
B ryan kept s tr ic t account of all 
th e  moneys th a t came in on the farm  
from  livestock and crops sold Also 
a record was kep t on all moneys 
th a t  were spent fo r farm  and home 
operation. The food raised and con 
mimed in the home waa accounted 
for. All th is  B ryan kept on a  tab le t 
w ith a page fo r each month. A t the 
end of the year th is waa assembled 
on an In te rn a tio n a l H arvester ac 
count book. T ogether w ith th is  Bry 
an w rote a 1,000 word analysis, in  
eluding sta tem ents o f the m ajor 
sources o f receip ts and expenses 
S tatem ents of both strong and weak 
points of the farm  organisation  were 
made, w ith recom m endations as to  
ad justm ents needed to Improve the 
farm  business.

Tbe record book gave such a com 
pleto p ictu re  of the operation of 
Sm ith s farm  fo r 1938 th a t the Coun 
ty  A gricu ltu ra l Agent, has subm it 
ted the orig inal record to  L. L. 
Johnson. Boys' S ta te  4 H Club Lead 
er. to  be entered in the s ta te  eli 
initiation con test for the In te rn a tio n  
al H arvester Company Record Book 
Contest. This company o ffe rs  4 H 
Club boys 800 prises each year 
am ounting to  *8,500.00.

A fter B ryan completed hia record 
and reviewed it  w ith hia fa ther, he 
was so surprised w ith the p icture of 
his farm  th a t  he explained th a t the 
dem onstration  had tau g h t him th a t 
i t  is essential fo r a farm er to keep 
books on his farm, the same as a 
business m an who has long recog 
nixed the necessity of th is d ep a rt 
m en!

Planting Time Fo: 
Flowers. Trees, 
Shrubs Nearing
Special to  the P lainsm an:

W ith  spring close a t  hand I t  a l­
w ays enthuses a  person in  th e  p la n t­
ing of flowers, trees and ahrubx I t  
la the opinion of the C ounty A gricu l­
tu ra l Agent, th a t  some though t 
should be g iven to w indbreak  p lan t­
ings around th e  farm stead .

A common sta tem en t heard  m any 
tim es is th a t  i t  te unpro fitab le  to  
grow trees on a farm  where there  to 
uo t an  over supply of w ater. A tte a  
tion  should be called to  the fa s t th a t  
f a r  more trees  era lost th e  f i r s t  year 
or tw o by not receiving su ffic ien t 
cu ltiva tion  than  are  lost by no t re ­
ceiving enough w ater. D. L. Jones 
o f th e  T exas A gricu ltu ra l E xperi­
m ent S ta tion  a t  Lubbock sta tes  th a t  
cu ltiva tion  to 66 per cen t of the  prob 
lem o f grow ing trees  successfully. 
T rees should be w atered  a t  the  ra te  
o f 16 gallons of w ater per tree , and 
aa soon aa a c ru s t begin* to  form , 
th is  soil should be m ulched or broken 
to  keep i t  from  baking.

I t  has been dem onstrated  very  
thoroughly th a t  trees  rang ing  from  
tw o to  three fee t a re  excellent rises 
fo r farm  plantings. An e ffec tive  
w indbreak p lan ting  around a  fa rm  
home should be as near aa possible 
on th e  north  and w est sides of th e  
house. The rows should ran  the  en ­
tire  length of the buildings and 
sheds Tbe f irs t row should be soma 
100 fee t from th e  house and bnlld- 
Ings. Red cedar. A risons cypress, or 
any of the C onifer ty p e  should be 
p lanted  to the f i r s t  row and trees 
should be from  8 to  10 foot a p a rt In 
the row s The nex t row  could alao 
be of C onifer type  trees, such as 
Yellow pine. Bcotch pine or Rad 
cedar. T his row should be extended 
10 fee t back from  th e  firm  row 
and trees should be p lan ted  8 te  10 
fee t apart. The th ird  row back 
should be p lanted to  deciduous trees 
such aa Chinese elms and these trees  
should be abou t 4 fe e t ap a rt and ten  
fee t back of the second row. The 
fou rth  row could be p lanted  to  Honey 
locust, Oreen ash or Oaage Orange. 
This row should alao be 10 fee t back 
of the th ird  row and trees be p lanted 
22 to  4 fee t apart. The f i f th  row 
could be p lanted to  D esert Willow, 
T am arix  and Sand Plum. These trees 
should alao be p lan ted  10 fee t back 
from  the fou rth  row and 2 to  4 fe e t 
a p a rt in  the row.

A very e ffec tive  p lan ting  of th is 
type la called to  th e  readers’ a tte n  
tion  by H. A. K rause of the H a r­
mony com m unity, who some 20 years 
ago b rought some Red cedar trees 
from N ebraska and planted them  on 
the north and w est sides o f his farm  
buildings. I t  is very  easy to see the 
unusual w indbieak these trees  o ffe r 
the farm  home during dusty, w indy 
and cold w eather.

I. “ la  E very  NnUen” (vv. 30 33).
P e te r  w as a Jew . and  G od now

used  a vision to  te ac h  h im  a m uch- 
needed  lesson reg a rd in g  the c a r ry ­
ing of the gospel to  the G entiles. 
The Jew s w ere (and  still a re—let 
us re m em b er It) G od’s chosen peo­
ple. H ow ever, they  w ere not cho­
sen for th e ir own com fort, conven­
ience. o r glory , bu t th a t they  m igh t 
be channels for the outflowing of 
G od’s b lessing  to a ll nation*.

C ornelius w as ty p ica l of thoae In 
every  nation  who a re  read y  for th* 
p reach ing  of the gospel. Ha w as s 
C od fearing , righ teous m an . bu t 
non« the less In need of red em p ­
tion. God b rough t th is m an  who 
w as read y  to  rece lva  th* m essage  
together w ith the m an  P e te r  who 
w as p rep a red  to p reach  It. and  the 
re su lt w as sa lvation .

W hatever i t  m ay  be th a t kaeps 
us from  ca rry in g  the gospel to  a ll 
nations, wa ought to recognize as un ­
ch ris tian . and  pu t it  aside. I t  m ay  
be race -p re ju d ice , fo r It s till p e r­
s is ts ; bu t It m ay  be an  equally  d ead ­
ly Indifference to  th* needs of o th ­
ers . L et us, like P e te r , go to  them  
and  open our m ouths (v. 34) to  p ro ­
c la im  C hrist.

II . “ Goed T idings ef P e a c e ” <w  
36 43).

The d ea th  of C h ris t for th e ir  sins 
(v. 39>, His re su rrec tio n  from  the 
dead  for th e ir  Justification (v. 40). 
the com ing Judgm ent for sin (v. 42), 
and  rem iss ion  of sins in H is nam e— 
these a re  the e ssen tia ls  of P e te r ’s 
m essage . N ote how p la in  Is the 
tru th . Je su s  has com e and has 
w rought redem p tion  for all who will 
believe. Now we m u st choose w heth­
e r we w ant H im  to  be ou r Ju d g e  
or our R edeem er. I t is a c ase  of 
" e ith e r—o r .” E ith e r He is your Sav­
iour, o r He will be your Judge.

“ God sen t not h is Son into the 
w orld to  condem n the w orld ; bu t 
th a t the w orld th rough  him  m igh t 
be saved. He th a t be lieveth  on him  
is no t condem ned: but he th a t be­
lieveth  not is condem ned a lready , 
because  he h a th  not believed in the 
nam e of the only begotten  Son of 
G od’’ (John  3:17, 18).

The p roclam ation  of th is m essage  
of redem p tion  w as never com pleted , 
even "w hile P e te r  yet spake  these 
w ords, the Holy S p irit fell upon 
them  a ll"  (v. *4). B lessed In te r­
ruption! Would th a t we m igh t have  
m ore like it  in our ch u rch es and 
Bible schools.

III. “T he Holy S pirit F e ll“ (vv. 
44-48).

N otice th s t  He cam e upon "th em  
w hich heard  the w ord’’ (v. 44). Book 
review s, po litical ad d resses , d iscu s­
sion of civic o r social p rob lem s will 
no t b ring  the result. F o rum s, clubs, 
d iscussion groups, un less they have 
for th e ir sub jec t the W ord of Ged. 
need not expec t any th ing  like this 
to  happen. But p reach ing  of tha 
Word of God concern ing  the person 
and  w ork of C hrist, w hether It be 
In a hom e (like th a t of C ornelius) 
or in the g re a t  c a th e d ra l (and  thank 
God som a of them  do h ave  such 
p reach ing ), w ill re su lt In to m s 
soul finding C hris t, and receiv ing  
the Holy Spirit.

I t  Is w orthy of note th s t these  b e ­
lievers  g sv a  ev idence of th e ir new ­
found sp iritu a l Ilfs by m agnifying 
God. obeying His word, and testify- 
tng to o thers. I t Is to the c re d it of 
P e te r and h is com panions th a t they 
recognised  the working* of G od's 
g race  In th* lives of thesa G entiles. 
M ay we a lso  be quick to  see. a p ­
p rec ia te , end  encourege  ev ery  true  
gospel work, w hether It be am eng 
our own people o r w ith som e o ther 
race , w hether In our chu rch  or In 
som e hum ble co ttage  "G od Is no 
re sp ec te r of persons ”

U tility , com fort and compactness 
reach s new “high" in  the tra ile r 
office which M yron Zobel, eastern  
advertising  executive, recently  put 
into commission as s  m eans of m ain 
taln ing  personal con tac ts throughout 
his te rrito ry .

The new tra ile r, know n aa the 
G raduate Group C ontinental Clipper. 
Is powered by s  C hevrolet cab over­
engine truck . The o u tf it  is  of maxi 
mum legal length, and combined in  
its  stream lined body are an  office, a 
traveling  home, a short wave am a 
teu r radio sta tion , and four p rivate  
power p lan ts operating  the radio 
tran sm itte r and receiver, a ir condi­
tioning equipm ent, and house and 
running lights.

An all steel Insulated body affords 
maximum sa fe ty  and com fort. In te ­
rior arrangem ents have been design­
ed ingeniously to  a ffo rd  sleeping 
apse for six w ith in  the tra iler, as 
well as an apa rtm en t slxe k itchen  
ette , tile  bath , radio tran sm itte r  for 
am ateur broadcasting, radio receiver 
and phonograph, typew riter, d is ta  
phone, filing  space, dining space, anA 
ample lounging room fo r about 10 
persons. 81 x months w ere required 
fo r its  construction.

Much of the ow ner's traveling  will 
be done a t  n ig h t Two form er bus 
drivers w ill handle th e  wheel, a lter- 
■rating th e ir  re s t periods in  s  com­
fo rtab le  sleeping com partm ent bu ilt 
Into the spacious C hevrolet o v  over 
engine m otor u n i t  A stew ard also 
trave ls  w ith  the tra ile r, sleeping on 
a specially constructed  bed In the 
galley.

The tra ile r Is com pletely s ir-con­
ditioned. and is also steam  heated by 
a "sp lit system " type  of heating. 
Ind irec t ligh ting  adds another mod . 
ern  note to  the homelike Interior. 
Satlnwood and aspen were used In 
decorating  th e  in terior.

A 110 vo lt DC generator produces 
1,600 w atts  of power to run the 3 4- 
horse power a ir conditioning unit. In  
addition, 1,760 volts are produced 
by a special generator fo r the radio 
tran sm ittin g  o u tfit. E ighteen s to r­
age batteries, se t in to  s  com partm ent 
a t  the rear of the tra ile r, supply six 
vo lts  of cu rren t fo r lights. The 
tra ile r  is  com pletely self -sustaining, 
except fo r w ater and gasoline. 8 tor 
age tan k s  carry  72 gallons of w ater 
and 66 gallons of gasoline.

Tbe tra ile r  waa especially design 
ed to  allow the fore p a rt to ride 
d irec tly  over the cab.over-engine 
rear axle. W hen traveling , occupants 
of th e  tra ile r  can m ount to a for 
w ard deck and enjoy the scenery by 
looking ou t over the truck  cab. A 
duplicate of the tra c to r u n it’s lnstru  
m eat panel is set in to  the fron t of 
the tra ile r above the observation 
deck. There Is s  p riva te  phone be 
tw een tra ile r and cab.

The observation sea t is reversible, 
so th a t the rider may face forw ard 
or backw ard. In  addition. It folds 
out Into a fu ll Bise bed a t  night.

A specially constructed  cable com ­
posed of 48 s tran d s is required fo r
th e  various c ircu its  betw een the 
tra ile r  and cab.

The tra ile r  was bu ilt by Schult 
T railers, Inc., of E lkhart, Ind. Total 
cost, Including radio  tran sm ittin g  set, 
which Is to  be used s tr ic tly  non-com­
mercially, Is in excess of 920,000.

The radio broadcasting  o u tf it, ac ­
cording to the builders, Is o f 1,000- 
w a tt power, which Is said to  be »00 
w a tts  stronger th an  any pievious 
mobile am ateur unit.

An illu s tra tion  of th e  completeness 
of the tra ile r  is the fa s t th a t  ho t 
towel racks are provided in the mod­
ern istic  bath.

A humorous sideligh t on th is  e lab ­
o rate  "land yach t” is th a t  i t  carries 
Its own "m otor tender." S trapped 
Inside the cab Is a  little  m otor scoot 
er, which can ca rry  tw o persons, s  
d im inutive power u n it beside the 
huge tra iler. The scooter Is used fo r 
errands when th e  tra ile r  la parked.

Ten 
days la te r  TV A rode again, this 
tim e into M emphis, w here M emphis 
Pow er and Light com pany sold m ost 
of its facilities to TV A and the city 
fur $17.380.000. M P A L .'s  com ­
petitor. a city-owned corporation, 
gets its elec tric  and n a tu ra l gas 
d istribution  business. Taking stock, 
TV A now finds it has all T ennessee 
as a non-com petitive power m arke t 
except for upper easte rn  a reas  
served  m ainly by sm all p riva te  u til­
ities.

But th e re  was little unity in this 
new strength. Closely allied to re ­
a rm am en t is the problem  of U. S. 
m ilita ry  a lliances with o ther de­
m ocracies, since the th re a t th a t in­
spired A m erican rearm am en t is the 
sam e th re a t th a t m akes F ran ce  and 
B rita in  Jittery . A fter a California 
a ir  crash  revealed  U. S. m anufac­
tu re rs  w ere selling m ilita ry  planes 
to F rance , a fte r P residen t Roose­
velt denied telling a senate m ilitary  
affairs com m ittee  tha t U. S. "fron ­
tie rs  a re  in F ran ce .”  the White 
H ouse-congress foreign policy de­
bate  cam e out In full bloom. Q ues­
tions: (1) Shall the U. S. keep iu
foreign policy secre t?  (2) Is P res­
ident R oosevelt risking Involvement 
in w ar through secre t in ternational 
deals?

A fter a w eek 's debate there  pre­
sum ably w ere no longer any secrets 
about e ither the F rench  dee] o r the 
adm in is tra tion 's  foreign policy.

I rep ea t tha t the s ta tem en ts  r e ­
lated above rep resen t the belief of a 
good m any persons.

One of the swift changes th a t has 
taken place in this country  is the 
sw itch m the a ttitude of the bulk of 
the new spapers It will be recalled  
that when Mr R oosevelt and the 
New Deal took over the govern ­
m ent, there  w ere so few ed ito ria l 
rn tic ism s  of the P re s id en t's  pro­
g ram  th a t any outcry w as neg lig i­
ble in effect. The corps of news 
w riters who attended  the P res id en t's  
tw ire -aw eek  press conferences a c ­
cepted his s ta tem en ts  w ithout equ iv­
ocation. or w ithout question. It was 
a press re la tionsh ip  m ore  friendly 
than any o ther P res iden t ever had 

Then, som e of the New D eal ideas 
proved flops and editors s ta rted  a sk ­
ing questions. T heir W ashington 
correspondents searched  deeper 
than Just official handouts It was 
about this tim e tha t the personnel 
of various agencies for "p re ss  re la ­
tions" began to undergo expansion. 
T im e a fte r tim e, well knowm co r­
respondents w ere h ired , and they 
could not be b lam ed because  the 
Jobs w ere lucrative. 1 w as offered 
one By coincidence, of course, the 
quantity  of s ta tem en ts  for the 
p ress"  increased , accordingly .

A few years  ago. Mr R oosevelt 
dealt w ith the few ed ito ria l c r i ti­
cism s in m aste rfu l fashion—by 
laughing about them .

Now. to tu rn  abruptly  from  one 
phase of the situation  to another, 
a tten tion  should be d irected  to the 
recen t bill in troduced in the senate 
by Senator W hreler. the M >ntana 
D e m o c ra t The bill proposes r e ­
organization  of the federa l commu- 
m cations com m ission, the agency 
th a t controls radio.

T here can be no doubt th a t the 
federal com m unications com m issi n 
is shot through w ith dissension. 
There is no doubt th a t it has de­
veloped one of the w orst m esses in 
governm ent supervision of any In­
dustry . It is a sham efu l situation, 
and there  appears to  be no solution 
excep t to g t t  rid of the bulk of the 
personnel, from the com m issioners 
on dowrn the line, until all trouble 
m ak ers  have been elim inated . I 
have w ritten  frequently  in these col­
um ns th a t the best law  can be de­
stroyed by selection of bum s to ad 
m in is te r it; and lha genera l ap ­
p ra isa l here  is tha t the m em bers of 
the federal com m unications com ­
m ission a re  a p re tty  sickly lot of 
governm ent officials. The appoint­

Helping Seeds Along

'T 'H E  first step toward insuring 
* germination of seeds is proper 

planting.
In exceptionally dry weather, 

however, even properly planted 
seeds may not germinate It is 
advisable in such a case to pre­
pare the dry soil for the seed. Wa­
ter freely, as though you had a 
crop growing. Allow the water to 
soak in and when the soil has 
good moisture content, begin your 
planting. You must be careful, of 
course, not to plant in wet, muddy 
soil.

Excessive rainfall, on the other 
hand, may make the soil so moist 
as to cause rotting. If seeds have 
not germinated within a reason­
able length of time after planting, 
a few of them should be dug up 
and examined. If rotting is indi­
cated, another planting must be 
made.

While few vegetable seeds re­
quire special treatm ent to assist 
germination, numerous flower 
seeds can successfully be treated, 
according to Harry A, Joy, flower 
expert.

He advises as follows: Nick the 
seed coat of lupin, moonflower and 
morning glory; remove the tough 
outer coating of nasturtium, mo- 
mordica, castor bean and sand 
verbena; soak canna lily, job's 
tear and sweet pea seeds in water 
for 12 hours before planting.

COLDSAdvice to Homemakers on Howto Feed Families During 

Coldest Days of Winter; Essential Nutritive 
Values Described in Terms of Everyday Foods

By C. HOUSTON GOUDISS
'X'OWARD the end of winter we sometimes experience 
-A some of the coldest weather of the entire season. Tem­

peratures remain below freezing for days at a time. The air 
is often raw and penetrating, and blustery winds make it 
seem as if man is being persecuted by nature.

Moreover, this trying weather comes after months of short 
and often sunless days . . . days which many people have 
spent in overheated houses,#' 
and without sufficient exer­
cise. So it is no wonder that 
the body is on trial . . . fight­
ing to maintain health . . .  to 
avoid the colds and other re­
spiratory diseases that are so 
prevalent. 7 hit is, prrhapi, t>ne 
season u/ien  foot! hat a mi/ihlier 
power than at any other lim e to 
influence physical uell-heing.

Food Your Fir*» Defense
In general, women seem to be 

more aware of the power of food 
than men. Thia 1a 
fortunate, because 
they are charged 
with the solemn re­
sponsibility of de­
termining w h a t  
foods their families 
shall eat. Since the 
right food some­
times makes the 
difference between 
sickness and health 
their husbands and 
children are the 

unhappy losers if they fail to rec­
ognize the need for even one es­
sential food substance.

Occasionally the homemaker's 
task is made more difficult by 
men-folks who pooh-pooh the idea 
that meals should be planned sci­
entifically, and who point out that 
generation after generation sur­
vived without a specific knowledge 
of nutrition.

People who hold this view fail 
to take into consideration that 
many of our ancestors consumed 
a satisfactory diet without know­
ing it.

Safeguarding Health
They should realize also that one 

can suffer from dietary deficien­
cies and live . . . though he may 
not live well! A man can exist 
upon much less than the amount 
of iron required for normal 
health . . . but he probably can­
not escape secondary anemia. He 
may be able to get along on a 
meager supply of vitamins . . . 
but the chances are that his vital­
ity will be greatly diminished. And 
he will face the constant threat of 
disease that follows in the wake 
of lowered resistance.

Nothing is more foolish than to 
suppose that what a man eats is 
entirely his own business! It is a 
m atter of grave concern to his 
wife and children. For it has been 
suggested that fully one-half of 
the illnesses of the American peo­
ple may be traceable directly, or 
indirectly, io dietary deficiencies.

I.rt no man, therefore, twit his 
wife for trying to feed him cor­
rectly!

Time for Good Eating
But don’t imagine for a moment 

that correct eating and good eat­
ing cannot be synonymous. It is 
true that there is no time of year 
when correct eating is more im­
portant. But it is also a fact 
that there is no time of year when 
good eating is more distinctly in­
dicated!

These are the days when break­
fasts must be especially hearty

Whole grain varieties are also a 
good source of bulk or cellulose 
. . . so necessary for regular 
health habits . . .  so often over­
looked in diets that are carelessly 
planned.

Eggs belong on the breakfast 
menu, too, because they are a top- 
notch protective food. And there 
must be fresh or stewed fruit— 
for vitamins, minerals and rough- 
age.

Balancing tha Big Maal
Whether the main meal of the 

day is served at noon or at night, 
it should be well-balanced, to help 
safeguard health, and appetizing, 
to make it so enjoyable that it will 
be digested efficiently.

It should be built first of all 
around a protein food: m eat;
fresh, canned, or quick-frozen 
fish; cheese, chicken, an egg dish, 
or a casserole of hearty baked 
beans. There should be an energy 
food such aa sweet or white po­
tatoes, rice, macaroni, or noodles, 
though frequently this can be com­
bined with the protein food, as in 
cheese macaroni or beef stew. For 
variety and palate pleasure, oc­
casionally serve baked banana*. 
They rank as an energy food, and 
also contribute important miner­
als and vitamins.

Vegafablaa— Raw and Cookad
There should be vegetables—one 

or two of them. Green leafy vege­
table*, either fresh or canned, 
should be served several times a 
week . . .  for their iron and vita­
mins A, B. G, and sometimes C. 
These may be alternated with the 
yellow vegetables which are par­
ticularly notable for their vitamin 
A. Don't overlook onions—they 
are inexpensive, and a fin* source 
of bulk. Served raw, they provide 
a substantial amount of vitamin C, 
the vitamin for which we espe­
cially prize oranges, grapefruit 
and tomatoes.

Include a salad at dinner, lunch 
or supper; it is well for moat nor­
mal individuals to eat aoma raw 
food daily. In cold weather, dress 
it generously with salad dressing 
for extra fuel value

Dessert may be pie, pudding or 
gelatin. The choice depends part­
ly upon the other foods served at 
dinner, partly upon the dessert 
to be served at the third meal of 
the day. But here Is a good gen­
eral rule to follow. Serve a fruit 
dessert at one meal—and a pud­
ding containing milk at the other. 
Of course, the fruit need not be 
served plain unless you wish. 
Fruit pies are splendid for cold 
weather meals, fruit and gelatin 
combine nicely, and fruit may be 
incorporated in cakes, as in apple 
sauce cake.

Rounding Ou» Day'* Nutrition
Whether the third meal of the 

day is lunch or supper in your 
household, it should round out the 
day's nutrition. If you need to 
get more milk into the diet, let 
your lunch or supper include a 
cream  soup If you haven't served 
eggs previously during the day, 
choose a souffle or a dish contain­
ing creamed eggs. A starchy
