Chief Divlatou o( 8wiue Husbandry 
lu the i a tuning of hog*, method» 

of ptsparing and feeding farm grains 
affect the net resit it» about as much 
aa does the kind ol ratlou fed We 
14ult« often receive letters relative to 
the method of feeding gralu soighum 
heads, threaahed grain sorghum, 
wheat, and barley to fatu idiig hogs 
Does it pay to aosk grain »orghuni 
head», or threaahed tuilo grain before 
feedmg? Does it pay to guild these 
grain» for fattonm» hogs? Still an j 
other quesUon la. what other feed“ 
should be fed with farm grains to 
make a balanced ration'* The Texas 
Station has made an exunaive study 
of these problems, and the finding* 
are set forth brietly aa follow» It 
does not pay to aoak uuio heads be 
fore feeding to fattening bogs The 
pigs used In the Texas tests actually 
made greater gam» when fed dry 
uulo heads In self feeders, free 
choice, than did umilar pigs led 
soaked nulo bead“ by hand thic« 
times dally. The labor involved in 
soaking and feeding the milo head» 
waa about live  times greater than 
that for the dry miio bead*. The 
milo heads should be fed on a plat 
form Jf some kind however In our 
experiment» pigs gatued lt> pound» 
more per head in H) days and re 
quired 58 pounds less gram and 8 
pounds leas prote.: supplement per 
100 pounds gram where the gram 
was fed on a platiorm instead of m 
the dirt.

According to out exper uueuU it is 
not necessary to soak threshed whole 
milo for fattening hogs. The pig> 
gamed as fast ana as economically ; 
on the dry aa on the soakod milo 
grain, and beside», it requires more 
labor to feed the soaked grain.

Another Interesting point la that 
pigs wil make as last and as econo 
tnical gains when led whole milo oi , 
whole kafir In self feeders, free 
choice, aa they will when fed ground 
milo or kafir. P ig » that were led at 
the Texas Station for «0 day* on 
whole and ground kafir gamed l.*3 j 
pounds per day on whole kafu, and 
1.84 pounds per day on ground kafit. 
Only 3.17 pounds uf kafir was saved 
by grinding 100 pounds of kafir. The 
saving waa too small in these testa 
to pay for the grinding. Observe 
tious made during these experiments 
show that pigs make many trips to 
the aalf feeder during the day. The 
pigs In these testa made '13 trips to 
the self feeder in 24 hours. Out of 
every 100 pounds o f whole kafir fed 
to the pigs on self-feeder», only 2 
pounds of whole kafir was undigest­
ed, while out ol every 100 pounds of 
whole kafir fed to pigs by h. 
twice dally. 10 pounds of whole kafir 
was undigested. This observaUon, 
together with the observaUon that 
the seli-fed.pig» made 23 trips to the 
self feeder in 24 hours, shows why 
the pigs can profitably utilise the 
whole kafir fed free choice In aalf. 
feeders. I t  simply means that when 
fattening pigs are fed whole kafir by 
hand twice dally, the pigs eat faster, 
eat more greedily, and consequently 
swallow larger quantities of grain 
before masticating or grinding it 
with their teeth than they do when 
fed by the freocholcc self feeder 
method.

Increase ot population in the 
face f declining birth rates is a»- 
cribeii by statisticians to the very 
substantial decrease in mortality 
rates resulting from scientific and 
hygienic Improvements Neverthe- 
less, they admit that if the present 
natality trend continues unarrested 
the world may well be faced in the 
not too distant future with e shrink- 1 
age in population.

England Paeea a Decline.
According to present trends, the 

3 ear Book discloses, England and 
Wale* are faced with a decline in 
population .if approximately 22 per 
cent in the next 30 years Even if 
none of their inhabitants was to die 
before the age of 100. tha declin# I 
would still be about 12 per cent. |

figures for the United States are 
more diffin It to compute, owing to 
the fact that In many sections of 
the country birth and death records ! 
were not kept before the war. How­
ever. the tables show that fertility 
rates there are no longer quite suf­
ficient to maintain the population at 
Its present figure, and unless tha 
difference Is offset by Immigration 
or some other compensatory factor, 
the United States population will de- I 
clme about 8 per cent In the next 
30 years.

Germany, despite the efforts sh* 
has made to Increase her popula­
tion. has not succeeded in reaching 
pre-war levels, the Year P ok 
shows. In the period 1911-13 births 
In Germany averaged 27.0 per 1,000 
population. By 1933 they had de­
clined to 14 7 per 1.000 Since then, 
the downward trend has been re­
versed But in 1938 the average still 
was only 19 7 per 1,000

Italy's Effort Less Surcessfnl.
Italy's efforts have been even less 

successful. The number of births 
In that country averaged. In 1011- 
13. 31 7 per 1.000 population. By 
1936. the average had dropped to 
22 4 per 1.000 Here. too. the trend 
was reversed But 1938 figures 
showed only 23 6 per 1,000

Even In Japan, despite the cult 
of the family, the birth rate de­
clined from 34 9 per 1.000 in the 
period 1911-13 to 30 6 per 1.000 In 
1938

The decline In the United States 
for the same period was from 25.1 
per 1,000 In the period 1911-13 to
17 9 in 1938; In the United Kingdom, 
from 24 3 to 15 3; in France, from
18 1 t - 14 6 Th<-re has been much 
talk of the declining birthrats In 
France, but statisticians say con­
ditions there are not so bad as In 
the United Kingdom, Switzerland 
or Norway France, they explain, 
was among the first countries to 
show a decline, whereas the others 
are living for the present on human 
capital Inherited from past genera­
tions.

The drop In mortality rates In re­
cent years has been so great In nu-st 
of the countries of the world, statis­
ticians say. as to constitute virtually 
a "demographic revolution." For 
instance, between the period 1921-25 
and 1938 infant mortality in Ger­
many declined 62 per cent, in the 
United States and the United King­
dom 23 per cent, in France 29 per 
cent, and in Italy 17 per cent.

Tha police are 
rnargi-d with the duty of enforcing 
the law Hence many peddlers are 
escorted to police stations and from 
"  to a magistral*'* court

times the street In front of tha 
old Forty seventh street station, in 
the heart of the Tenderloin, resem­
bles a section of the lower East 
Side. That's because ao many push­
cart p.-ddlers hav# run afoul of tha 
law While they are inside, their 
stocks remain outside. That isn't so 
g -i for perishables. It's all tha 
w irse because usually the peddlers 
haven’t $2 for a fin* so they go to 
jail for a day.

• • •
At this season, the beaches are 

one of the main battle fronts be­
tween tiie law and prohibited com- 
nterce Peddlers are forbidden to
do business on the beaches. Refuse 
from their wares clutters up the
sands Also concessionaires, who 
have paid real money for their loca­
tions. object to the intruders. Bath­
ers and sun bathers rather favor 
the peddlers. But that makes no 
difference to the police. Usually, 
rather than make arrests, the police 
merely chase the peddlera. When 
the coast seems clear, tha peddlers 
return. Thus, perpetual motion of 
a sort. If the peddlers don't get 
caught, they may make a fair day's 
w.ige If they do get caught they 
sit behind bars for a day. That’ s 
hard for Ice-cream salesman. Tha 
copa don't object to man making a 
living But they hav* to obey or­
ders.

Recently an ice-cream peddler at

Orchard beach thought he could out­
smart the law. When he saw an 
officer bearing flown on him. h* 
Jumped Into a boat thumbed hla 
nos* and picked up the oars. The 
cop commandeered another boat 
and proved to be the better oars­
man.

Cotton

Austin. August 30 Because the 
Leaser Frame Chicken aaved several
landowners a» much as a bale of cot 
ton per * acres, those fine game 
birds are going to get much more 
protection In the Texas Panhandle 
In the future, or at least In Wheeler 
County, it is reported by State Oame 
Warden P P  Moaeley of Canadian 
The Prams Chicken* devoured huge 
numbers of army worm* which se 
nouaty threatened the cotton crop In 
that section of the state

T D Key. owner of large holdings 
in Wheeler County and many o f his 
neighbor« are now planning to plant j 
food for the Prairie Chickens as a 
result of the birds having moved into 
their cotton fields and totally dee 
troyed the army worms. The worm* 
had eaten about one third of the 
leaeea from Mr K eys cotton when 
the birds moved in. As many aa 500 
Prairie Chickens invaded the forty, 
four acre field at a time and the re 
■alt is that Mr Key estimates they 
saved him as much as fir e  bales of 
cotton. Many neighbors had tha 
same experience and now have a 
higher regard for those game birds 
They have announced there trill be 
no hunting for pram# chickens In 
that section the remainder of the 
five year closed season placed on the 
birds by the Forty fifth  state legis 
lature in 1937.

Mr Key has planted seventy one
acres of sndan and rad top cane for 
the birds to feed on and plans to 
raise as much mane and kaffir corn 
for them Other Wheeler County land 
owners are alee going to provide feed 
for the btrda

Since fried chicken U 
ably ' America's No. 1 
Ups for making the favorite drum 
sticks and wishbones more palatable 
have been offered by Nora Ellen 
Elliott, specialist in food preparation 
for the A. and M College Extension 
service

For improvement of technique in 
chicken frying, checking the temper 
ature is suggested, for the meat will 
cook to a tender and Juicy done ness 
of the heat la moderate throughout 
the frying period. The fa t should 
be hot. but not to the smoking point, 
before the pieces of chicken are 
placed in the skillst. the specialist 
adds A  half inch or more of well 
flavored fat in the skUlet is prefer 
able.

“Of course, the thickest pieces 
should be placed In the vessel first. “ 
she says, “ and enough space should 
be allowed to et the fat rise around 
the edges of each cut. Party cover 
the plan to keep the fat from spat 
tenng. but allow the steam to escape 
When brown, the pieces should be 
turned."

A t least 30 or 30 minutes should 
be computed as frying time for the 
thickest pieces of a throe pound 
chicken. When a number of chickens 
■re fried at a time she says the 
housewife might prefer to finish the 
cooking in a moderate oven. 300 de 
greet.

The well browned pieces should be 
removed from the skillet and placed 
on a rack In a covered pan for fin 
taking in the oven until there Is 
pink next to the bones. For the last 
15 minutes o f cooking the cover 
should be im oved  to dry out the 
brown crust, the advises. When the 
chicken Is done It should be drained 
on paper to lose Its excess fat.
