Anglers are Over­
looking Best Bel 
In Game Fish

Austin, May 8. Texas auglers are 
overlooking a good bet for some of 
the finest fishing In the world!

You bave the word of the chief 
aquittc biologist of the Texas Oame, 
Fish and Oyster Commission for that. 
He 1* referring to the Kport of fish 
Ing for those large red eared brem, 
often called Georgia or Georgia blue 
gill bream on light tackle Believe 
it or not, foot long Georgia bream 
are not uncommon in Texas water.

Many lakes in Texas are overrun 
with Oeorgta bream because so few 
people fish for them and so few 
know the proper method o f snagging

them Ounce for ounce, there 1* 
twice as much fight In those red 
ears than there are In bass, but Lone 
Star State lfslienuen have run riot 
over bass and have neglected the 
scrappy bream. As a result, accord 
tng to the chief aquatic biologist, the 
lages are over run with bream, bass 
have too much to oat in the way of 
natural food and the bass fisherman, 
with his artificial lures, often Is Just 
like a man offering spinach to a per 
-on full o f cake

The chief aquatic biologist of the 
Oame Department is urging bass 
fishermen to take a day o f f  now and 
then and go after tlie battling red 
ears. I f  a sufficient number o f aug 
lers catch bream, they'll have better 
bass fishing as a result, and he can 
cite Instances to prove his point.

There are many species o f fish 
carrying the broad label o f bream, 
but most of thenl are shore feeders

and do not grow as large a* the Oeor. 
gU red ear. which la almost entirely
a bottom feeder. Consequently few  
people know how large the Oeorgla
bream grows and few  have fished
for it. Red ears reach a weight o f 
more than a pound In Texas waters 
and a foot long red ear, taken on 
light tackle is more sport than even 
the rno-t ardent bass angler realises.

There are several methods o f fish 
ing for red ears which can be used 
-ucces-fully It makes no difference 
whether the angler prefers artiflcal 
or natural bait.

him aa a driller In Pennsylvania, then 
drilled wells In California, Canada 
and Texas, including the first well 
at Ranger. I worked in Ranger oil 
o ffices  myself, then married an oil 
man a helped him in the field with 
his business. When he died. I took 
over management o f our producing 
properties and With the help of our 
many friends I have carried on.

"So when somebody asks how I 
happen to be in the oil business, I 
have four good reasoiu. I was bom 
into It, 1 grew up in it. I worked in 
it and I married into it My family 
has made Its living from oil for three 
geuratlons and my whole life has 
been built around It.

"The oil business is a fine, decent, 
clean business. Its rewards are some 
times large, but more often are small 
and its risks are heavy. Particularly 
today with the present high taxes, 
its profits are likely to be meager 
Take my own business, for instance
I pay three sixteenths o f my total 
income, or 19 per cent, to the own 
era o f the land upon which my wells 
are drilled. I get 91 cents s barrel 
for my oil, and taxes cost me 10 
cents s barrel, or 11 per cent. The
II and 19 per cent added total SO 
per cent almost one third my In 
come gone before I can pay my work 
era. operate my leases, set aside any 
reserves or figure any profit.

My case is typical. How can 
any oil operator create more employ 
ment when he 1» hard put to pay the 
workers he already has? How can 
he expand his operations, branch out 

j Into other fields, or do more drilling 
if  he can hardly pay the reyalty 
owuers and tax collectors, meet his 
payroll and operating expenses? The 
answer is, he cannot

"So when high tax advocate# make 
wild and unfounded statements about 
oil escaping tax free, as undoubtedly 
tticy will Uus year, please weigh care 
fully these 1 sets against their flc 

I Uous. For oil Is today paying nearly 
10 cents a barrel and $70,000,000 a 
year in State and local taxes in Tex 
aa.

Houston Oil Man 
Expresses Views 
On Oil Situation

Washington. D. O., May 1 The 
attempt ol the Federal Government 
to take regulation of oil production 
away from the States is an attack 
on the fundamental rights of the 
American people. George A Hill, Jr., 
Houston oil operator told the Round 
Table Conference of the Chamber ol 
Com mem of the United States here 
ea. ly Wednesday afternoon.

The Texaa. oilman's address was 
one o f two presented at the confer 
ence, the other being by Dr. Ralph 
J. Watkins, economic advisor o f the 
National Resources Planning Board, 
which 1» advocating the assumption 
o f control o f oil and gas by the 
National Government.

"Whether the principle that State 
regulation of oil production be up 
held and vidicated in our govern 
mental policy and system, transcends 
ovei whelmiugly the fate o f the oil 
industry and all who are engaged 
therein." Mr HU1 declared. "There 
is involved in this issue the question 
ol whether the Americau people shall 
suffer a successful assault on our 
American fundamentals, not by the 
frontal attack o f proposed constitu 
tlonal amendment, honestly proposed 
and deliberately decided by constitu 
tlonal procedure, but by:
