Good Daily Diet Is 
Teniaiively 
Accepted

A Texas food standard designed to 
aid Texans In knowing w kat should 
be included in a good daily d ie t was 
ten ta tive ly  accepted last week by 
lepreseuU U vea of all agencies aud 
organisations in  the sta te  working lu 
the field of nutrition. The group 
which passed on this brief d ietary  
code was the Texas s ta te  wide nu 
tr ltlon  com m ittee In session on the 
U niversity  of Texas campus a t  us 
tin.

Members of the sub com m ittee 
who assisted in draw ing up the 
standard  were appointed by the 
chairm an, M ildred Horton, vice di 
rector and s ta te  home dem onstration 
agen t of the A and M College Ex 
tension Service. The sub com m ittee 
Included Jenn ie  Camp, extension 
specialist In home production plan 
nltig. as chairm an; M attie  Trlckey 
associate s ta te  director of the Farm  
Security  A dm inistration , R uth Huey, 
d irector of homemakiug education. 
S ta te  Board of Vocational Lduca 
tion . E lisabeth  McOuite, consultant 
In comm unity organisation  for the 
S U te  H ealth  D epartm ent; and Dr 
Jessie W hlU cre, chief, division of 
ru ral home research, Texas Agrlcul 
tu ra l Experim ent Station.

As soon as the standard  la accept 
able to all nu trition  agencies, lnsUtu 
tlons. aud organisation» In the sta te  
It will likely be made available to 
the public in large quan tities In an 
e ffo r t to help people keep physl 
cally  f it-  the ir f irs t Job in national 
defense," Miss H orton pointed out.

The com m ittee also will consider 
production of movies and distrlbu  
tiou  of radio scrips as p art of their 
program  for encouraging citizens to 
e a t the r igh t food. In  ad d itio n  an 
o ther sub com m ittee Is considering 
suggestions for aiding low income 
groups In the sta te  to  have better 
d iets on as little  as 10 cents per 
person per day.

N ext m eeting of the comm ittee 
was set for November 23 in Fort 
Worth.

"Som e people say tha t since Wen­
dell Willkie h a t indorsed the prin­
ciples of the New Deal f i rm  [» »  
gram  th a t there  is no Issue be­
tween the two presidential candi­
dates to  far as the fa rm er It con­
cerned ." said Mr Lantz.

"On larg* Items which th* farm  
er m ust buy the tax coat U tr e ­
mendous. D eere A Co., m anufac­
turer of f i rm  implement*, was com ­
pelled to pay alm ost 8600 per m an 
in taxes in 1939 for every m an they 
employed.

"The w astage and extravaganc*
of the Roosevelt adm inistration has 
placed In hock t»<-nty five out of 
every 160 acres of farm  land tn th* 
entlr* United Stains.

“ I find farm ers much attrac ted  
hv the statem ent of WendeU Willkie 
that he will make no changes in th* 
present farm  program  except to Im­
prove It. th a t he will re tu rn  the ten 
million unemployed to th# payrolls 
and thus increase the purchasing 
power of the f i rm e r 's  m arket, and 
that he will conduct th* national 
defence program  and th* ordinary 
business of governm ent on a busi­
ness-like basis

"With the wastage of the Rooae­
velt adm inistration In mind and the 
th rea t of perpetuation of power 
through the third term , farm er* are 
finding there actually a re  fundam en­
tal iasues in the present cam paign.”

W illiam Uurus m ade M -tu) in >ne 
day recen tly  when four chinchillas 
w ere bom  on h i  half-acre farm  in 
suburban  Brighton, near R ochester, 
N Y Those m ites of fur. so »mail 
one nestles com fortably  hi the palm  
uf the hand, a ra  ounce for ounce 
the m ost valuable an im al known to 
m an  Their silky fur. incredibly soft 
to touch, can  be m ad# up into splen­
did coats a t  about »50.000 a coat.

They a re  so scarce  th a t he gets 
»3.200 a p a ir  for them  from  other 
b reeders

D espite th e ir high cost, the chin­
chillas a re  com parative ly  easy to 
ra ise , according to Bums, who says 
he has the only farm  of Its sort in 
New York s ta te  The sm all wooden 
n es t boxes a re  entirely  bsre . and 
the chinchilla* run and play in sm all 
w ire  pens They seem  to thrive best 
In a  c lim a te  with wide ranges In 
tem p e ra tu re s .

I t costs only about »2 a y ear to 
feed chinch illas but they m ust have 
a special d ie t  This includes y e a s t  
w h e a t oa t middlings, soy bean
