Another edition of the Castro County Fair is upon us and
as usual a huge turn-out is expected. As we look back at
previous fairs we wonder when the largest fair in Dimmitt
will be held. Every year sees a county fair of lorger proportions
and interest is due to the fact that the fair is one of the few
things each year that all county residents can participate in.

Few other counties in the Panhandle can boast of such
a fair as that seen in Dimmitt and Castro County each year. We
are lucky. Some of the irrigated farms in the county should
produce some all-time prize winning feed at the fair as some
crops look great.

Every county citizen should attend the fair because full
co-operation will be a valuable asset in its success this year.
A good turn-out Monday night at the fair queen contest
started the ball rolling toward this years complete fair.

Irrigating the West . . .

; With much of the talk on water legislation in this section
of the state, we are reminded of a plan formulated by one |
Charles Eli Sexton, a Missourian engineer. Mr. Sexton wanted
to use a chain of rivers that run (mostly dry} from the Gulf
to North Dakota and Montana to drain away part of the
Mississippi River's flood and natural waters for irrigation in
arid western states. These rivers would be comnected by a

series of canals to carry the water south instead of its natural |something quite different

eastern course.

point out the fact that many people have already criticized
this plan as being hair-brained, impossible and out of the
bounds of reasons. Others have urged the program on, while
others have offered actual help in getting it underway. Those
offering help included Congressmeén, businessmen and farmers
from all over arid Wyoming, Colorado, New Mexico, and |
Texas. It is not preposterous, nor is it impossible. According
40 Mr. Sexton, the entire project would cost meney, buf it
would hardly be more than the amount that the U. S. pours
into Europe every six months. The project, although on the
surface, huge, would cost little more in work and dollars #han
#he Tennessee Valley Authority plan or the many others.

A Purpose of the project, as stated before, would be to irri-
gate with and to control the flood waters of the Mississippi.
Both would be good reasons for serious consideration of the
plan. The canal, or river, would run through Castro Caunty
and would take off some of the fremendous pressure now
applied to our underground water It would also make for|
cheaper irrigation and more abundant water. The plan would |
immediately call for men with big minds ‘and imaginafion to |
put it over as the project would literally make a North-South
river where nothing but creeks had run before.

Sexton's plan calls for contour canals. Canals which follow
the slope of the land, just like the plow furrows on a modern |
farm follow the slope of the fields. A whole contour canal
system, starting in the high plains of Wyyoming, a mile up,
and winding down the east side of the Rockies to Texas, and
the Gulf. Such a canal system would keep about a fifth of the
water which now rolls uselessly and dangerously past New
Orleans from ever entering the Mississippi.

I+ would use this water to irrigate an area larger than
the State of Texas, turning land that is now sand and scrub
into arable farms, providing work and food for minllions of
people. I+ would bring life to a,broad strip of territory reach-
ing north nearly to Canada and south almost to Mexico,

Exactly how would this system be constructed? A simple
matter, according to Mr. Sexton. Start in Wyoming at the
point Just west of the Black Hills, 5,200 feet above sea level
and wind a main ditch down the eastern slopes of the foot-
hills of the Rockies. Wherever the canal strikes a stream, run
it downstream until crossing can be made behind a low dam.

This makes possible control of volume of these streams,
valuable for irrigation of their lower valleys. Between rivers
dig subsidiary canals, winding from the main canal along
the crests of the watersheds a hundred or more miles eastward,
providing water for areas now dry. These canals would fill
thousands of ponds or sinkholes, providing storage and also
practically eliminating floods in the flat lands below. Z

The big canal would thus curve south, dropping only a
few inches per mile, through Wyoming, Colorado, Oklahoma
and West Texas to the Nueces river, 200 miles east of El Paso,
swelling the Nueces all the way to Corpus Christi and the
Gulf.

In addition to irrigating its millions of acres, spreading
a blanket of vegetation that would halt erosion from the dust
bowl north to Montana, and preventing floods, the contour
canal would provide easy navigation from Corpus Christi to the
Arkansas river and lock navigation from there all the way up to
the Black Hills.

Later he proposes other such contour systems which could

be laid down along other slopes. Altogether they would be
aimed at diverting four fifths of the water from the Mississippi
before it reached the river. :

Federal Power Commission engineers have approved the
Sexton plan's basic recommendations. We offer it here today
as one of the many proposals made because diversion of the
Mississippi is a matter which concerns every person in the
United States. Some day it must come, we want to see it done
in the best way.

Castro County would benefit as much as any locality by
the plan as it would pass through here. Such an undertaking
would probably pay for itself in a short time. Irrigation must
be used to raise crops in much of arid West Texas and Western
U. S. and we believe this idea deserves consideration. This
would benefit everyone, especially those in the Mississippi
Flood Belt. But the Panhandle would also at last be able to
quench its everlasting thirst for year-around water.

Diversified Farming . ..

The recent farm trip to Colorado by Castro County farm-
ers pointed out the fact that diversified farming can pay off
in dollars as well as land savings. The ultimate aim of the pro-
gram is to give the farmer an income off of more than one
crop, thus insuring a more certain profit. The farmers also
learned on the trip that profits can be realized by better prac-
tices in soil conservation. This conservation program, if properly
carried out, can combine money crops in such a process whereby
they all make the farmer more profits and at the same time save
or build up his soil. The big money crop in Colorado is beets
and it is big money. The crop is only made in beets once in
every five years, but it has brought riches to the Arkansas and
Platt River Valleys. Sugar beets will prove harmful and even
disasterous to soil unless planted carefully. This is the cause
for the five-year rotation.

We believe that if, in future years, Castro County farmers
employ the practices of diversified farming, this section of the
Panhandle will grow extensively. Many towns the size of Plain-
view and bigger are supported by Colorado farmers in a space
not much bigger than Castro Counfy. It could happen here.
Larger towns are also a big help to the farmer and everyone
concerned. It means more market for farm products, if means
more goods and services to townspeople and farmers and bet-
ter schooling for ifs children. Those are only a few of the many
offerings of a larger fown. Dimmi#, Harf, Nazareth and Sum-
merfield could conceivably acquire the big-town sfatus through
the many-crop farming programs. It's worth the effort.

‘vhe board made the reguest for
written material following a re-
cent 2l-county hearing in Plain-
view al which it received oral
testimony on the ground water
supply.

They are chiefly interested in
receiving information about areas
which will, or will not, support
irrigation wells producing at least
107 gallons per minute (or 150,
000 gallons per day.)

The dry areas, together with
160-acre tracts of grazing land
not irrigated, and areas where
water is not suitable for com-
mercial purposes, will be exclud-
ed from a proposed underground
water conservation district.

The High Plains Water Con-
servation and Users Association,
with offices in Littlefield, has
members in 14 counties who are
cooperating by submitting writ-
ten data on the grund water sup-
ply.

Any individual who has infor-
mation on the extent of the res-
ervoir should communicate with
the State Board of Water En-
gineers, H. A. Beckwith, chair-
man, Austin, Texas.

Information is sought from the
following counties: Armstrong,
Bailey, Briscoe, Castro, Cochran,
Crosby, Deaf Smith, Dickens,
Lamb, Lubbock, Lynn, Oldham,
Parmer, Potter, Randall, Swisher
and Terry.

amendments to the Social Se-
curity Act.
All monthly insurance checks

now being paid to the 2589 social
security beneficiaries in the 26
counties administered by the
Amarillo Field Office will be
raised substantially. This raise
will be in the October checks,
which are for the month of Sep-
tember, according to John R.
Sanderson, Manager of the Ama-
rillo office. The new amounts will
be computed by the Social Se-
curity Administration, automati-
cally, and no action is necessary
on the part of persons already
receiving ‘checks to obtain the
increase.

Manager Sanderson stated that
under the old terms of the Social
Security Act that the 2589 bene-
ficiaries in the Panhandle Area
would have received about $45,000
for the month of September. Un-
der the new increases, however,
total payments for September
are estimated to be about $84,000,
or an immediate increase of some
$39,000 monthly in insurance
benefits in this area.

In later articles, Sanderson
said, an explanation of the major
changes brought about by these
amendments will be presented.

Sgt. Calhoun has personally

accounted for 28 of the “Gooks.”

As for the future he doesn't
believe Allied forces will be shov-
ed off Korea and he doesn't have
the least bit of doubt that in the
end they will win, but he does

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Young Korean Is
Guest of Lions
Club Tuesday

Byoung Kee Min, 23 year old
Korean student of McMurry Col-
lege was guest speaker at the
Dimmitt Lions Club at the regu-
lar meeting of the Club Tuesday.
Min, here for a visit with college
classmates, was introduced by
Joe Harrison, also a McMurry
College student, Before coming to
the United States the young Ko-
rean attended school at the Uni-
versity of K#Pea in Seoul where
he began the study of English. He
enrolled in McMurry in October,
1949, as a law student taking ad-
vantage of a scholarship awarded
to him in his native Korea. When
the Korean crisis developed Min
was advised by faculty members
at McMurry and fellow students
to remain in the United States
that he might be better equipped
through education to render his
country a greater service in post
war yvears than it would be pos-
sible for him to render at this
time. The young man hasn't had
any information about his family
since the outbreak of hostilities.
In comparing the Democratic
South Korea and the Communist
North Korea, Min declered that
following the defeat of the Japs
who had ruled his country for
the past forty years, that during
the military occupation of Korea
by American and Russian troops,
an estimated five million Koreans
migrated from North Korea to
South Korea to escape the com-
munist scourge. Discussing the
economic condition of South Ko-
rea following the war years, the
young Korean declared that al-
though living conditions in his'na-
tive land were poor with many of
the country’s factories demolished
by war and agriculture at a low
production stage, the assistance
rendered by the United States
was gradually but surely raising
the living standards of his coun-
tryman and the economy of the
country had once again kindled
hope in the hearts of the long
depressed people. Min pointed out
that on the appointed date the
United States withdrew all mili-
tary personnel from South Ko-
rea and that the approved in-
spectors were allowed to enter
the area and report the removal
of the military. North Korea,
however was a different story.
When the inspectors headed north
to inspect the Russian zone they
were turned back at the 38th
parallel.

Plan Now For Painting
Later This Fall

Since proper preparation for a
good painting job takes some
time, W. S. Allen, extension ag-
ricultural engineer-building of
Texas A. & M. College, suggests
that farmers start making plans
now for painting this fall. 'He
points out that September and
October are the best months for
painting because the weather is
too hot during the summer and
too cold or rainy later on during
November and December.

Allen cautions farmers to pre-
pare the surface to be painted
before applying the new coats.
Remove all the loose old paint
and make sure that the surface
is dry. He says that even the best
paint will fail if it is applied im-
mediately after a shower.

He points out that the paint
job is no better than the paint
applied. Too much o0il causes
paint to dry slowly and become
dirty and faded, while too little
oil causes it to wear off rapidly.
Cracking is the result of tempera-
ture changes on hard, quick-dry-
ing paints. Wrinkles show up be-
cause of improper brushing of
heavy oily mixtures. Chalking is
usually caused by using too much
thinner or by skimping on the
number of coats applied.

Allen suggests checking the

paint desired. He says that local
weather conditions play an im-

paint. In* warm, humid climates,
the harder types of paint con-
taining greater amounts of zinc
oxide usually stand up better than
soft paints. Some ready-mixed
paints contain certain ingredi-
ents which retard the growth of
mildew.

Although hand-brushing usual-
ly gives a higher coverage of sur-
face per gallon of paint, Allen
says that this is usualy more than
offset by labor saved by using a
good paint sprayer.

He reminds farmers that, al-
though painting a house or barn
makes it look nicer, the real rea-
son for painting is to protect the
building. He states that now is
the time to prepare for painting
farm buildings which have not
been painted during the last four
or five years, |

Stored grain must be fumigated
for insect control if the same
quality grain is to be removed|
from the bin as was stored, cau-
tions J. A. Deer, assistant ex-
tension entomologist of Texas
A&M College.

Deer recommends that the ini-
tial fumigation be made within a
month after the grain has been
placed in the bin. Monthly in-
spections during warm weather
are recommended to determine
whether or not refumigation is
necessary.

Since insects are likely to be
found near the surface of a bin,
the degree of infestation can
usually be determined by sifting
a sample of the surface grain. If

as many as two weevils or five|

bran beetles are found in a two
pound sample, the bin should be
refumigated.

If the grain is stored in wooden
bins, 1000 bushels of the grain
can be fumigated with a mixture

of ten gallons of one part carbon
tetrachloride

e

ethylene dichloride. Othér recom-
mended dosages are €lght gallons
of carbon tetrachloride, or eight
gallons of a mixture of four parts
carbon tetachloride and pne part
carbon disulfide per 1000 bushels
of grain. The dosage of the three
fumigants can be reduced by 25
percent if the grain IS stored in
Steel bins.

Fumigants should be applied
from the outside of the bin by
means of a bucket pump or other
type sprayer, and they should be
distributed evenly over the sur-
face of the grain. Deer warns
that it is unwise to attempt to
apply the fumigant with a sprink-
ling can because the vapors are
dangerous to breathe,

Deer cautions that the person

applving the fumigant should
avoid spilling the insecticide on
his skin, clothing, or in his shoes.
If the clothing becomes wet, it
should be removed at once, and
the skin should be washed with
soap and water to prevent blister-

"Rain On Wheels"
Newest Irrigation
Sprinkler System

It's rain-making that works!

A boon to large scale ranchers
is “Rain on Wheels”, a portable
system of sprinkler irrigation
that ‘“rides to work”.

“Rain on Wheels” has been in-
troduced to the Southwest by the
Oaks Irrigation Equipment Com-
pany, Pharr, Texas.

“Rain on Wheels” is an es-

pecially designed, portable over-
head sprinkler irrigation system
mounted on a series of dual-
wheeled trucks. The 20-foot ir-
rigation pipe sections of the sys-
tem are connected by a patented
“Ball and Housing"” coupler, al-
lowing highly flexible movement
of the entire system.
Demonstrated recently, the
completed sprinkling mechanism
was snaked with a tractor to sec-
tion after section of parched pas-
ture land.
Farmers who watched the de-
monstration indicated they es-
pecially liked the maneuverability
of the rig, which, because of the
flexible couplings and dual wheel
trucks, can be pulled not only
over pastures, but even down
roads and thru gates without dis-
mantling.

As installed on a pasture, the
system watered 1.9 acres in each
change of the sprinkler line.
The sprinkler line is approxi-
mately 700 feet long and the lat-
tral moves are 100 feet each.
Figuring an additional 75 feet
reached by each end sprinkler, at
a rate of 50 gallons per minute
per sprinkler, more than an inch
and a half of water was applied
per hour on nearly two acres.

The system, which utilizes a
single 8-inch main line, can be
installed on a section ol land for
$30.40 per acre.

Further benefit from the sys-
tem is attributed to savings in

time and labor. The ‘“Rain on
Wheels" sprinkler system can be
moved from one location to the
other and back in operation in
10 minutes. A quick-drain coupler
allows the line to drain in 3 min-
utes after pressure is turned off,
so that the prime mover, usually
a tractor but sometimes a truck
is not required to tow a line full
of water,

To handle the move requires
only one man, the driver of the
towing vehicle. John E. Oaks, of
the Oaks Irrigation Equipment
Company in Pharr, points out
that the system is designed for
farms and ranches having a large
irrigated permanent pasture pro-
grom and for the alfalfa growers.

“The ground-laid sprinklers,
with their greater adaptability,
are still,” says Oaks, “unsurpas-
sed for all farming and for small
pastures.”

The conventional portable

sprinkler system, as pioneered by
Qaks, usually ranges in size from
two to 10 inches, but even larger
sizes are sometimes used. And
pumps, fitted to the specific job
for the sprinkler system, are
rated from 60 gallons to 400 gal-
lons a minute.

According to Oaks, this vari-
ability allows specific engineering

of the system, based on crop, lay
of the individual farmer's land,
and water supply.

All the systems are lightweight
and easily moved, two 20-foot
sections at a time. The pipe, made
of aluminum, utilizes an automa-
tice, lock coupler of the same
metal, thereby making possible a
saving of often two-thirds in time

"and labor over flood or ditch-type

irrigation. 4

The sprinkler system requires
no ditches, no land-levelling, al-
lows no run-off and eliminates
suffocation of plant roots, one of
several major objections by soil
experts to flod irrigation. v.

“The sprinkler system of irri-
gation is fast becoming an equip-
ment essential on farm and
ranches', comments Oaks. “Even-
tually every major farm and
ranch in the country will use this
system."”

field hand, and turn a stout boy’s
muscles to the texture of soft
butter.

It's a hookworm.

State Health Officer Geo. W.
Cox, with understandable disdain,
puts the finger on it as the cause
of so-called toe itch, dew itch,
ground itch, and summer scratch.

Says he: “All these itches are
provincial ways of saying hook-
worm."”

Dr. Cox says his department
has been waging a ten-year bat-
tle against hookworms in Texas,
and that deep inroads have been
made into its natural habitat,
especially in eastern and south-
ern sections. Health experts know
what it is and how it gets into
the human body, but the big job
is in convincing people that they
ought to do something about it.

Hookworms live a double life,
the health official says, half in
the intestines of a human being
and half in the soil around an

open pit privy. The female lays'

eggs while attached to the intes-
tine.

Eggs pass from the body, and
hatch within 24 hours. Then the
young worm lies in wait for the
first unsuspecting barefoot per-
son—usually a youngster — to
come by. It pierces the foot skin
and slowly inches its way deeper
and deeper into the body until it
reaches the intestinal tract where
the cycle starts again.

“It is a disease,” says Dr. Cox,
“that stunts the growth of chil-
dren, causes skin discoloration,
loss of weight, and anemia.” Se-
vere infestations often cause a

morbid craving for such things
as chalk or dirt, he adds.

« But it’s easy enough to control
—merely by building properly de-
signed sanitary pit privies or sep-
tic tanks. That, and wearing
shoes. ‘

A good many children in vari-
ous rural sections have had light
infestations all their lives, and
have never known what it means
to feel entirely well.

The best cure for love at first
sight is totake a closer look.
