A third Latin-American youth 
haa been implicated in tha aeriea 
of service station holdups and 
shootings confessed last FYlday by 
Andres Marquez, 16.

Joe Hernandez Lara, 17, was 
charged late Thursday with tha 
armed robbery of the Gibbs Chev­
ron Service Station on Jan. S. Jus­
tice of the Peace Jess Slaughter 
denied bail.

Lara, son of Mr. and Mrs. Sotro 
Lara, 801 NW 5th, told of joining 
Marquez in the robbery, but denied 
that he fired any of the shots which 
seriously wounded Airman Donald 
E. Bippus, night attendant at the 
Gibbs station.

He said he and Marquez had 
been drinking beer and had started 
to Sand Springs in his father’s 
automobile when Marquez showed 
him a pistol and asked him to drivt 
to the rear of the service station. 
He reluctantly accompanied Mar­

quez into the station after parking 
at the rear, he said.

Lara said they forced the at­
tendant to open the cash register, 
and that he left after he aiKl Mar­
quez took the money. He said he 
looked back, saw Marquez shoot­
ing and the attendant fall.

The pair then drove north on 
BirdweU Lane, crossed the T&P 
Railway and went to the Marquez 
home where the money was di­
vided, Lara said.

He claimed Marquez called him 
“chicken” because he protested the 
shooting.

Investigator Bob West, -Xhief 
Deputy Fern Cox and Ranger Sgt. 
John Wood arrested Lara about 
4:45 p.m. Thursday at his home. 
Within an hour, he had signed a 
statement admitting his part in the 
Gibbs station robbery.

Sheriff Miller Harris said the of- 
flcers susp^ted Lara of complicity 
in the series of crimes confessed 
by Marquez because of bits of in­

formation gathered during the In­
vestigation.

Lara readily admitted his part in 
the Gibbs robbery. He said his 
family had moved to Big Spring 
from Midland about four months 
ago.

Earlier, Marquez said Armando 
Lopez, 17, of Big Spring accom­
panied him in the r^b e ry  of the 
Gibbs station as wdl as the hi­
jacking of the McClure Texaco Sta­
tion in which Gerald Liner, night 
attendant, was killed. The McClure 
robbery occurred on the morning 
of Jan. 7.

Dist. Atty. Gil Jones said Mar­
quez evidently enlisted a different 
accomplice for each of the three 
robberies he is accused of. Ar­
rested with Marquez following a 
station holdup in Midland was Jes­
sie Munoz, 16, of Midland.

Marquez, Lopez and Lara all are 
being held in the county jail. Bond 
has been denied all three. Munoz 
is in custody at Midland.

Crews Work To Plug Hole In 
River Bank That Flooded Mine

PITTSTON, Pa. (AP) -  Crews 
tried today to stop the rain- 
swollen Susquehanna River from 
pouring its freezing waters Into a 
nearby anthracite mine where 12 
miners were either trapped or 
drowned.

Thirty-three other miners es­
caped a watery tomb when the 
rushing river suddenly ate a hole 
into the Knox Coal <3o. tunnel at 
nearby Port Griffith just before 
noon Thursday.

"We never heard the wator

come in at all,” one miner said. 
“It was just there.”

Seven men. some aided by a 
map of the complicated miles of 
ancient coal tunnels, got out by 
climbing an air shaft several 
hundred yards upstream from the 
hole.

Twenty-six others wandered 
through the maze of tunnels in 
waist^eep water for seven hours 
before a rescue team found and 
brought them to safety up the air 
shaft.

Symington said this country has 
successfully test-fired ICBMs and 
set up production lines that could 
produce more than the Soviet If 
funds were provided.

“The reason we are not planning 
full production of ICBMs is be­
cause this administration is not 
planning to spend the necessary 
funds,” he said.

Symington said “the coming 
year may afford us our last 
chance to initiate any real effort 
to catch up with the Russians In 
the most important fields of mod­
em weaponry.”

ing coal cars into the whirlpool 
of water and ice chunks that 
marks the seemingly bottomless 
hole in the river’s bank. But the 
cars, and the tons of bailed hay 
also used to plug the breach, 
vanished in the swirling waters.

The tracks of the L eh i^  Valley 
Railroad parallel the river, and 
a cliff rises almost vertically be­
hind the tracks.

Worried relatives and towns­
people watched quietly from the 
edge of the cliff as the crews 
worked hour after hour to stop 
the flow of water.

Until it is, said mine supt. 
Robert Groves, rescue crews 
won’t be able to begin pumping 
out the mine. The mine, he said, 
will have to be cleared before the 
search begins for 4he 12 missing 
men.

’The water pouring into the mine 
also posed a serious threat to the 
economic life of the Wyoming Val­
ley in northeast Pennsylvania.

After years of working, the an­
thracite vein under the valley is 
honeycombed with interconnect­
ing tunnels. The Port Griffith 
accident forced nearby mines to 
close immediately as water 
swirled through the tunnels.

There were fears that mines 
down the valley might have to be 
closed, throwing hundreds of 
miners out of work.

Luckily, Joseph Stella, 35, a 
mine surveyor, was with some of 
the seven men who escaped right 
after water started coming in.

“ I had a map of the mine in 
my hand when the water came 
through,” he said. “Me and some 
others followed the map to reach 
the air shaft.”

Another of the original seven 
was Joe Soltis, 43.

“ It just sudidenly came in on 
us,” he said of the break. “At 
first I was panicky, then I thought 
about the air shaft, and headed 
for it, and got out.”

With the first seven out of the 
mine, 38 remained unaccounted 
for as darkness settled on the 
bleak plateau on top of which sits 
the little town of Port Griffith.

But shortly before 7 p.m. a 
rescue crew probing tunnels near 
the air shaft came upon 26 men 
wading through a nearby tunnel.
The men were led back to the 
shaft and helped up the steep 
slope by the aid of ropes hauled 
by willing hands above.

At Pittston Hospital, one of the 
26, John Gustitis, 25, told news­
men: “We walked and walked and 
walked—for seven hours—before 
they found us.”

Democrats Counter 
GOP Housing Drive

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Senate 
Democratic leaders called 14 wit­
nesses Friday to counter the Ei­
senhower administration’s appeals 
for enactment of its own housing 
program.

The witnesses included spokes­
men for the National Housing Con­
ference, the AFL-CIO, Americans 
for Democratic Action, American 
Institute of Architects, and others 
who havq called for bigger pro­
grams than President Eisenhow­
er has asked.

Sen. John Sparkman (D-Ala), 
presiding over ^ n a te  hearings on 
the hotly disputed program, pre­
dicted that a one-package housing 
bill far broader and more costly 
than Eisenhower wants will be 
passed by Congress before the end 
of February.

The Democrats, with command­
ing majorities in both Senate and 
House, are driving for a swift pas­
sage of a comprehensive housing 
prograln in a single bill. It would 
contain money and authority the 
President describes as urgently 
needed to keep some housing 
activities alive, plus many other 
items he believes should be cut 
or otherwise amended drastically.

Eisenhower has demanded a 
hold-down on federal spending to 
achieve a balanced budget.

Norman P. Mason, federal hou.s- 
ing administrator, and other ad­
ministration spokesmen appealed 
Thursday for action now on emer­
gency needs, with less urgent 
matters to be considered later.

They called for quick action on 
a bill to provide 100 million dol­
lars of new money for urban re­
newal grants, 200 million dollars 
for college housing loans, and an 
increase of 6 billion dollars in 
FHA mortgage insurance author-

Mason and the others all advo­
cated a separate bill to handle 
long-range urban renewal and 
other problems, which presumably 
would simplify the President’s 
task in deciding whether to sign 
or veto such a measure.

Sparkman told reporters he sees 
no likelihood that the Senate Bank­
ing Committee conducting the 
hearings would adopt the two-bill 
approach. He said he feels an 
omnibus bill would be ready for 
Senate consideration by Feb. 2.

“ I see no reason why it couldn’t 
go to the White House in the 
month of February,” he added.

Charles E. Slusser, public hous­
ing administrator, sharply criti­
cized many features of housing 
bills drafted by Sparkman and 
Sen. Joseph P. Clark, (D-Pa) as 
rivals to the administration pro­
gram. He said they are full of 
loopholes, and would be subject to 
fraud and other abu.ses.

Clark replied that “ in my judg­
ment the Public Housing Admin­
istration Agency has gone almost 
mad” in determination to have its 
way.

Pennslyvania Flood Rolls On 
Down Ohio River, Force Wanes

PITTSBURGH, Pa. (AP) — A 
flood that caused millions of 
dollars damage in Pennsylvania 
rolled down the Ohio River Valley 
today with diminishing force.

In areas west and south of 
Pittsburgh the crest swept past at 
lower than predicted levels and 
with relatively slight damage. 
East Liverpool, Ohio, reported the 
worst was eight feet above the 
city’s theoretical flood stage but 
damage was only minor.

Many huge freight-c a r r y 1 n g 
barges, ripped from their moor­
ings, streamed down the river on 
the ice-choked tide. Some sank. 
Some banged into bridge pillars 
with shuddering i m p a c t .  One 
snapped a guy wire of the su r 
pension bridge at Wheeling, W.Va.

Worst Pennsylvania floods spots 

this morning were far up on the 
Ohio headwaters, at Meadville, 
Pa. and at Sharon, Pa.

A two-mile long ice jam choked 
French Creek, backing record 
high waters into Meadville. Fire 
officials aiding in the rescue work 
said 1,500 were homeless. Roads 
to the south were blocked.

Residents of Sharon, 45 m il«  
northwest of Pittsburgh, found the 
heart of their city under water for 
the second successive morning. 
’The Shenango River which over­
flowed Wednesday night stood 
three feet deep in parts of a 10- 
block area of the business dis­
trict. Some 800 persons were 
housed in emergency shelter or 
with friends.

Downstream at New Castle, Pa., 
the Shenango was receding a half 
inch an hour after cresting at mid­
night.

Far to the east in Pennsylvania, 
rescue workers sought to stem the 
Spectators said the sound was like

flow of the swollen Susquehanna 
River into a mine at Pittston 
where 12 miners still were miss­
ing. "Ihree men drowned when the 
river punched through into the un­
derground mine chambers Thurs­
day. Thirty-three other miners es­
caped the rushing waters.

Ice was moving out from the up­
per reaches of the Susquehanna 
and flood threats appeared to be 
diminishing.

The flood crest of the Allegheny 
and Ohio had rolled past Pitts­
burgh without causing serious dif­
ficulty.

High water was reported at 
Rochester and Midland, Pa.; East 
Liverpool and Steubenville, Ohio; 
and Weirton and Wheeling, W. Va. 
Wheeling Island and Wheeling 
Downs race track were partly un­
der water. Most residents had 
moved to high ground well in 
advance.

No casualties have been re­
ported.

’The most serious danger came 
from heavy river barges which

broke their moDring.s and swept 
down river. At least 48 broke loose 
at Aliquippa and were carried as 
far as Steubenville.

Many banged into bridge piers 
and sank. Others ran aground and 
some hung up on the numerous 
locks and dams. 'There were no 
reports of serious bridge damage.

Western Pennsylvania commu­
nities still reeled from the effects 
of the rampaging Allegheny and 
Shenango Rivers. Cleanup opera­
tions in many communities were 
delayed as the rivers returned 
grudgingly, to their banks.

Bitter cold moved into the area. 
While this served to check further 
rise of the rivers, it also added 
to the woe of refugees and volun­
teer workers who have been on 
the job nearly 48 hours.

Gov. David L. Lawrence declar­
ed a state of e m e r g e n c y  for 
many sections of Western Pennsyl­
vania and urged President Eisen­
hower to tjJce similar action, 
making stricken communities eli­
gible for disaster aid.

87 south of Sterling City. They 
forced him to the side of the road, 
stabbed him to death, stole his 
money and his truck.

They drove the truck to Big 
Spring where they abandoned it. 
Later, after a spending spree, they 
were arrested by Big Spring offi­
cers and the murder came to light.

NEW YORK (AP)-PoUce today 
had one clue—a woman’s hand­
writing—in the kidnaping of an 
ailing. 23-day-old child from a 
West Side apartment Thursday. It 
was the city’s second baby aMuc- 
tion this year.

A specimen of the kidnaper’s 
handwriting was obtained in the 
form of a note written at the 
mother’s request before the latter 
left on a wild-goose hunt for a 
nonexistent Bronx apartment.

In the note the woman kidnaper 
—said to be pregnant—wrote what 
she represented to be her name, 
address, and telephone number. 
Police assumed the name was 
fictitious after finding that the 
Bronx address was a fake The 
phone number turned out to be an 
unlisted one and that of persons 
not possibly Involved in the case, 
police said.

In view of reports that the kid­
naper is an expectant mother, the 
handwritten note was to be used 
in a canvas of hospital records 
and medical offices.

Police and the FBI had teamed 
up in an all-night search of the 
area around the Manhattan apart­
ment from where John Tavarez 
disappeared with a woman his 
mother had met just two days ago.

FATHER APPEARS 
The grief-stricken father broad­

cast a radio and TV appeal for 
the baby’s return.

Authorities described the wom­
an being sought as 5 feet 2, weigh­
ing about 160 pounds, having 
brown hair with blonde streaks, 
and “obviously pregnant.” They 
said she was wearing a dark blue 
coat and black shoes, and prob­
ably was Cuban. They said she 
was wearing a “slave bracelet” 
chain on her left leg.

Two other Tavarez children. 
Josephine, 5. and Dorie, 3. also 
left in the care of the missing 
woman, were found in the apart­
ment of a neighbor.

The distraught mother, Mrs 
Doraliza Tavarez, 31, said she had 
met the woman Wednesday at 
Metropolitan Hospital, where she 
brought the little boy for treat­
ment of a cold. The mother said 
the woman had given her name as 
Mrs. Gladys Garcia and told her 
she was receiving prenatal care 
at the hospital.

The missing child was described 
as 18 inches long, with brown eyes 
and black hair, and weighs 10 
pounds Vie was wearing white 
undergar.nents. a white sweater, 
and blui; bootees, and was covered 
by a blue blanket

EVENTS DESCRIBED 
Mrs. Tavarez said she was 

changing John’s diaper when the 
woman came over and helped her 

It was raining, and the woman 
gave Mrs. Tavarez and her baby 
a ride back home in a taxicab. 
Mrs. Tavarez said she and Mrs. 
Garcia had discussed the difficul­
ties of raising a family in cramped 
quarters. She quoted Mrs. Garcia 
as saying she might be able to 
help find a better apartment. The 
Tavarezes occupy a lV4-room flat.

The Tavarez family came to 
this country eight months ago 
from the Dominican Republic. 
The father, Jose. 30. works in a 
Manhattan lingerie factory.

Mrs. Tavarez said Mrs. Garcia 
-had appeared at her second-floor 
apartment about 2 p m Thursday 
and given her an address of a 
”goo(l’’ apartment in the Bronx, 
advising her to get there quickly. 
Accompanied by a family friend, 
Mariano Duma, 29, a bus boy, 
Mrs. Tavarez went to the Bronx 
address. It turned out to be that 
of a po.st office.

Mrs. Tavarez said she had hur­
ried back to her apartment about 
4 p m. and found the woman and 
her three children gone. She said 
she wasn’t too worried at first 
because Mrs. Garcia had told her 
she needed to be home by 3 .TO 
p.m.

.Alcorn lacked any immediate 
solution, however,^ of an issue 
raised by Mrs. Katherine Kennedy 
Brown, Ohio committeewoman. 
She contended that Republicans 
in Congress had not been consult­
ed in advance about the long- 
range program the chairman laid 
before the National Committee 
Thursday.

Alcorn replied sharply that he 
had drawn up the program at the 
President’s request. He said he 
had submitted it to Eisenhower 
as a confidential memo and had- 
not cleared it with anyone.

Among other things. Alcorn pro­
posed that the Republicans set up 
a survey committee to reccom- 
mend in three months a statement 
of party intentions on major is­
sues. S ^ e  Republicans said they 
regard this as paralleling the 
Democratic A d v i s o r y  Council, 
which has been at odds often with 
the Democratic leaders in Con­
gress.

The fact that he and other GOP 
leaders in Congress had not been 
asked for their views before Al­
corn laid down his program to 
the national committee was said 
to have contributed to the critical 
blast fired at President Eisenhow­
er Thursday by Rep. Richard 
Simpson tR-Pa*.

Simpson, head of the Republi­
can C o n g r e s s i o n a l  Cam­
paign Committee, won vigorous 
applause when he proposed that 
Eisenhower devote to the party 
some of the "unremitting effort” 
toward year-around campaigning 
the President called for from Re­
publican workers.

Mrs. Claire Williams of Florida, 
assistant national chairman, said 
that women are going to hold the 
key to election victory in 1960.

"If we plan strongly and wisely, 
if we capitalize fully on the po- 
tention of womanpower, we can­
not fail to turn the tide in 1960,” 
she said in a speech.

Mrs. Williams also suggested 
that the Republicans make a drive 
for active support among the 2J- 
million persons she said will be 
over 60 years old next year.

U S. Hits Snag 
In Middle East 
Defense Pacts

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
United States has run into diffi­
culties with Pakistan and Iran in 
negotiating special defense agree­
ments aimed at bolstering them 
against outside attack.

Both Iran and Pakistan are 
reported insisting on stronger de­
fense assurances than the United 
States is ready to extend at this 
time.

A third country, Turkey, is 
understood to be satisfied, how­
ever, with the draft of an agree­
ment proposed in talks in Ankara.

Diplomatic authorities who dis­
c lose the backstage argument 
Friday said there seems little 
chance the agreements will be 
signed, as had been hoped, at a 
Baghdad Pact meeting beginning 
.Monday in Karachi, Pakistan.

The United States is negotiating 
the agreements within the Bagh­
dad Pact framework in keeping 
with a pledge Secretary of State 
Dulles made in London July 28. 
That followed the internal revolt 
in Iraq, one of the original mem­
bers of the pact.

Dulles said then that the United 
States would “promptly enter in­
to agreements with nations in the 
alliance to give them added se­
curity in defense ^aran tees.” He 
proposed doing this under author­
ity already granted by Congress 
without the need for formal trea­
ties. Such a cofirse would avoid 
possibly dangerous delays jvhile 
the US. Senate considered and 
approved new treaties.

PLUS SO.ME WORDS
The agreements proposed by the 

State Department would be a re­
statement of existing mutual se­
curity agreements already signed 
with them plus some words not­
ing the Middle East resolution 
approved by Congress March 9, 
1957. This resolution gave Presi­
dent Eisenhower authority to use 
armed force, as well as economic 
aid, to assist Middle East coun­
tries whose independence was 
threatened by outside attack or 
subversion.

The department apparently feels 
that any stronger pledge might 
require a formal treaty.

In the negotiations, however, 
Iranian and Pakistani government 
leaders have criticized the pro­
posed wording of the agreements 
as far too weak.

Both have requested unequivo­
cal American commitments to 
come to their aid in the event of 
attack from any quarter. Commu­
nist or non-Communist.

Turkey has made no such ob­
jections. mainly because as a 
member of the 15-nation North 
Atlantic Pact it believes it has suf­
ficient defense guarantees from 
the United States.

Massive Cold Wave Leaves

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas 
Legislature has a chance to say 
how members of political party 
state executive committees should 
be selected.

Rep. B. H. Dewey of Bryan 
filed a bill today which would 
provide that members be selected 
at the polls by senatorial district. 
Under present law, they are se­
lected in caucuses and must be 
approved by the political party’s 
state convention.

The bill would allow the party’s 
gubernatorial nominee to appoint 
four committeemen and four com- 
mitteewomen from four different 
areas of the state, subject to con­
firmation by the state convention.

The party’s nominees for gov­
ernor and lieutenant governor 
would be ex officio members of 
the committee.

Dewey also introduced a pro' 
posed constitutional amendment 
to abolish the $1.75 poll tax. He 
would substitute a registration 
system.

A massive cold wave knifed 

across the Eastern half of the 
country today in the wake of win­
ter’s most severe and destructive 
weather, which left a heavy toll 
of dead and homeless.

Storms abated, and floods in 
some areas appeared easing. But 
the punishing blows from the vio- 
lei t̂ midwinter snow, sleet, and 
rain storms and floods left many 
sections staggering.

Conditions were in the disaster 
stage in some of the flood-stricken 
regions.

At least 88 persons were dead 
from floods and other effects of 
the storms in 14 states from New 
Mexico to the Eastern seaboard.

Damage to property was in the 
millions of dollars. No estimate 
could be made of the human mis­
ery and suffering in the flooded 
sections of Ohio, Pennsylvania, 
New York, Kentucky and India- 
ana.

Although the influx of cold 
weather appeared lessening the 
flood danger in some of the five 
states, thousands remained home­
less. The cold also added to the 
suffering. Downstate communities 
stiU were threatened by further 
damage and evacuations.

Thousands of workers were 
idled in Pennsylvania, Ohio and 
New York as steel mills, coal 
mines, and other industries shut 
down because of floods. Roads 
were inundated, curtailing travel 
Hundreds of schools remained 
closed.

A state of emergency was de­
clared in many sections of west­
ern Pennsylvania and some Ohio 
cities.

A dozen coal miners were either 
trapped or drowned when over  ̂
flows from the swollen Susquehan­
na River poured into an anthra­
cite mine near Pittston. in north 
east Pennsylvania. 'Thirty-three 
other miners got out. Twenty-six 
of them were rescued cifter wan­
dering through the tunnels in 
waist-deep water for seven hours, 
while seven others escaped by 
climbing an air shaft 

The threat of serious flooding 
in Pittsburgh passed, but the swol­
len Ohio River menaced down­
stream areas as it surged into 
Wheeling, yf.Va., Steubenville and

possibly East Liverpool, Ohio.
The flooding Allegheny River 

and its tributaries caused heavy 
damage in western Pennsylvania.

Ohio reported 12 persons lost 
their lives in the floods, the worst 
in the state in 25 years. Other

DALLAS (AP)—An official of 
Marshall, Tex., argued before the 
Civil Aeronautics Board yester­
day that Trans-Texas .Airlines 
should be permitted to continue 
service to the city because it is 
a fast-growing rocket center.

In A Field Of His Own
The motion picture arts lost one of iU 

gianta In the pasting of Cecil B. DeMille. 
He may not have been a creative genius 
in the sense of someone coming up with 
a new message or tricky techniques, but 
he had the gift of providing entertainment 
on a wholesome and grand scale.

Thus while the critics often carped at 
him, Cecil B. DeMille kept right on mak­
ing millions. He relied heavily on the good 
story as the foundation for a good film, 
hence his employment of the great Bible 
accounts. His "King of Kings” has been 
showing every day somewhere in the 
world since he produced it about 30 years 
ago. His revival of an early silent film 
success. "The Ten Commandments.” has 
broken box office records.

DeMille helped break the bonds of re­

striction to small settings and staged 
productions on the lavish and grand 
scale. What his vehicle may have lacked 
in dramatic impact or histrionic finesse, 
he compensated richly with breath-taking 
scope and kaleidoscopic movement.

Only once was he awarded an Oscar 
for any of his films, and some hinted 
that his award for "Greatest Show on 
Earth” was something of a consolation 
prize. Actually, there ought to have been 
an award for the DeMille category. He 
operated in a field and with a technique 
all his own. An individualist and a show­
man, he did things with magnitude and 
courage. It may be a long time before 
anyone comes along with similar forti­
tude and imagination, plus the ability to 
make the backers like it.

Castro And The Old Technique
fidel Castro’s rally of the Cuban peo­

ple in support of his campaign of ex­
termination of Batista followers is rem­
iniscent of the huge gatherings Hitler 
and Mussolini used to muster in support 
of whatever enterprise they had in hand.

Juan Peron in Argentina was given to 
similar displays of his ability to sway the 
multitude. Such public spectacles go all 
the way back to Roman times, when the 
circus was trotted out to divert or amuse 
the people.

It is obvious that Castro feels the need 
to offset the outbreak of public senti­
ment in North America and in Central 
and South America arising from his 
wholesale executions trf his enemies.

This resentment was not based on the 
mere fact that the rebel government was 
handing out just and deserved punish­
ment /to the strong-armed bullyboys of 
Batista’s plunderbund, but to the meth-

'ods used—methods that smacked of the 
kangaroo court and the drum-head court- 
martial.

‘ It is doubtful if the huge public rally 
and the public trials of accused ‘‘war 

.criminals” will serve to dissipate the 
'widespread detestation of Castro’s meth- 
'ods, but it will serve to rally the Cuban 
people behind his regime—and after all 

'that was probably Castro’s main objec­
tive in calling the rally and inviting the 
foreign [Hess to attend the proceedings.

For up to this point Castro has shown

nothing but contempt for the opinions of 
North, Central and South Americans, or 
of public opinion throughout the w orld- 
save and except Soviet Russia, which 
has appiauded his course.

American public opinion in particular 
has been slow to lay a charge of Com­
munist infiHration of Castro’s ranks, 
though it was known that some of 
his followers were avowed Communists.

But such charges are beginning to pro­
liferate, and some of Castro’s own anti- 
U. S. comments have done nothing to 
dissipate the impression that there may 
be Communist influences around him, and 
his ruthless, extra-legal handling of his 
enemies has given additional color to the 
suspicion that Castro is not entirely his 
own man.

Certainly there is no pro-Batista senti­
ment extant in this country’, and there 
seems to be general sentiment that the 
Batista bullies who brutalized the Cuban 
people should get what they have coming 
to them; but there is a right and a WTong 
way, a civilized and uncivilized way of 
determining guilt and assessing punish­
ment. Castro chose the immemorial 
methods of tyranny to destroy tyranny. 
To quote Lord Acton;

"Power corrupts, and absolute power 
corrupts absolutely.”

What have the Cubans gained in the 
way of freedom and human rights if their 
new rulers turn out to be as ruthless as 
the old?

D a v i d  L a w r e n c e
We Need To Examine Cuban Situation

. WASHINGTON — Twe wrongs do not 
make a single right. This moral prin­
cipal seems to have been abandoned not 
only in Cuba but by some people inside 
this country who condone that savagery 
which has prompted the execution of 
dozens of persons without trial.

For, on the radio and in some press 
comments, the statement has been made 
that the executed Cubans deserved their 
fate because they committed crimes un­
der Dictator Batista. This is the language 
of "lynch law” which has too often been 
used by the mob in an attempt to justify 
excesses.

Shall the United States government and 
the governments of Latin America, how­
ever, stand by and utter no word of 
p r o t^  about what has been happening 
in Cuba? Fidel Castro, the Cuban revolu­
tionary chief, may say it’s an "internal 
affair.” Only a day or so ago in Wash­
ington Soviet Deputy Premier Mikoyan 
reproached the American government and 
the United Nations for "meddling in the 
internal affairs of Hungary.”

Cuba wouldn’t be free and Independent 
today if the United States had considered 
what was happening in Cuba an "inter­
nal affair,” instead of sending troops to 
the island in 1898 to help liberate its peo­
ple from Spanish savagery and tyranny. 
It would not have been of any avail to 
Cuba if the United States had not in 
those days manifested its horror over 
what was happening in Cuba and followed 
it up with military intervention when an 
American warship was blown up in Ha­
vana harbor.

Can any government which does not 
give a fair trial to a person accused of 
crime be regarded as civilized? Can any 
such government be expected to respect 
the lives and property of foreign resi­
dents? Usually it’s the foreigner who 
suffers when there’s' a wave of dis­
respect for law and morals on the pert 
of the government in control.

Fidel Castro is a graduate of a Cuban 
law school and should know that sum­
mary execution of persons on the basis

A r o u n d  T h e  R i m
Threat Doomed Already?

The greatest danger the world has yet 
faced may already be doomed—or it may 
not. This danger is Red China, not So­
viet Russia.

A great political scientist once said 
that an unpopular social change may be 
accomplished only if it is instituted ruth­
lessly, backed up with overwhelming 
force and continued over a long period 
of time. A theory such as Marxism, 
which is so decidedly different from the 
most basic human institutions, may 
be enforced upon the masses only by 
application of this rule.

The Russian has for centuries been a 
family man; even the most ruthless Com­
munist officials often have family lives 
that transcend that of the average Amer­
ican. When Marxism was first introduced 
into Russia, an attempt was made at 
disbanding the family and instituting 
free love, but those plans were wrecked 
on the rock of Russian stubbornness and 
familial loyalty.

Any ruthless man who has a loyal fam­
ily will save at least 10 per cent of his
humanity, and that 10 per cent is all 
it takes to ruin Communist evolution 
into the Millenium.

Not All The News Is Bad

Since the death of Stalin, there are 
signs of more and more liberalization in 
Russia. The Russian Communists are not 
and never have been communists (with a 
small “c” ), and they are no,longer even 
on the road to Marx’s goal. The day 
may come yet when the cold war be­
comes less and less important, the Rus­
sian government more and more liberal.

Geo-political experts long ago predict- 
el that Russia and the U. S., after a 
period of rivalry, would cement a per­
manent alliance against China. These ex­

perts have chalked up a frightening list 
of correct predictions.

in China, the Communist leaders have 
few family ties, no religious background, 
and are more lacking in humane quali­
ties than their Russian counterparts. If 
they succeed in their present plans, they 
will separate all family units permanent­
ly, sending men, women and children to 
separate communes, letting a free love 
system take care of reproduction of the 
race. The new generations, without fam­
ily ties nor the teachings of B*ddha or 
Confucius to confuse them, will be per­
fect robots and loyal Communists.

Yet, with Mao Tse Tung and his help­
ers backing off from their commune pro­
gram, it may be too late for the Commu­
nist cause even in China. Once the rulers 
of a nation back up from that principle 
mentioned at the first of this article, 
there can be no reversing of the process. 
When even men like Stalin and Hitler are 
forced to back up on the matter of the 
family, you know there must be some­
thing to that principle.

However, don’t think for a minute that 
a ruthless system cannot be imposed on 
human beings. Family living is not in­
stinctive; it is deeply ingrained in most 
of us, but a study of certain primitive 
tribes dispels any illusion of a built-in 
family instinct. Nor is religion an in­
stinct; the early religions recognized no 
deity, only a few sprites and spirits and 
the rather doltish inhabitants of Mt. Olym­
pus. Not even mother love is instinctive 
in human beings; proof may be had in 
the large number of modern mothers 
who reject their own children.

We could all turn into an oversized ant 
hill yet.

They are an active and vocal 
force, even if very often they miss 
achieving their goals. They make 
their presence felt and have an 
influence on events.

But those post-November elec­
tion predictions, when Democrats 
s w a m p e d  Republicans, didn’t 
come off. Then it was thought 
new blood and more liberal men 
would be a big pain to the con­
servative leaders of Congress.

These were the four liberal 
bumps on the head:

No. 1, first target for the bloc 
of Democrats and Republicans 
bearing the liberal label was the

impossible to break a filibi 
the talkfest Southern Democrats 
traditionally relied on to stop a 
civil rights bill.

Under this rule debate couldn’t 
be stopped unless a constitutional 
two-thirds of the Senate — 66 of 
the 98 members — voted to do it. 
With Sen. Paul Douglas (D-Ill) 
leading the charge, the liberals 
set out to change this rule.

Douglas proposed that a simple 
majority of the Senate — 50 of 
the 98 members — be enough to 
stop a filibuster. Sen. Lyndon 
Johnson of Texas, leader of the 
Senate Democrats, called Doug­
las’ hand.

He let the Douglas proposal
come to a vote — at a tirne when 
there was no filibuster to over­
come — and the result was a
staggering 67-28 against letting a 
majority of the Senate stop a fili­
buster.

Yet in the end the rule was

changed just a little. Under John­
son’s guidance the Senate changed 
the rule to require hereafter a 
simple two-thirds of those present 
at voting time.

No. 2. A group of Senate Repub­
lican liberals tried to get one of 
themselves chosen leackr of Sen­
ate Republicans. They wanted to 
keep a conservative like Sen. 
Everett Dirksen of Illinois from 
getting the job.

So all 34 (rf the Senate Repub­
licans voted. The liberals were 
outnumbered. The majority picked 
Dirksen. But the liberals here, too, 
got a concession. One of their 
number. Sen. Thomas' Kuchel of 
California, was named assistant 
leader.

of revenge and without a chance for the 
accused to have a fair trial is a blot oo 
the record of any government. He should 
know, too, that the United States, which 
stands throughout the world for the prin­
ciples of decency and respect for human 
life, cannot remain silent

Yet about all Castro could think of the 
other day was that the United States 
might intervene militarily. So he prompt­
ly threatened to massacre Americans.

Under such circumstances, the policy 
of the United States government must be 
one of caution. Already diplomatic recog­
nition has been extended, though it was 
perhaps done too hastily. No new Ameri­
can ambassador, however, has as yet 
been sent to Havana, and there is still 
an opportunity for a more deliberate 
approach to the problem of appraising 
the government that has arisen in Cuba.

The Department of State could send a 
spaxrial envoy to explore the situation 
while the Senate takes its time about 
confirming the new ambassador, Philip 
Bonsai, now on duty at the head of our 
embassy in Bolivia. Experienced though 
Mr. Bonsai is, there would be an advan­
tage in delaying his arrival in Havana 
until a thorough examination has been 
made by a special envoy of just what 
the situation is now and is likely to be in 
the future.

H a l  B o y l e
Would You Trade?

Citizens of the United States have big 
investments in Cuba, and it is important, 
of course, to know how these are going 
to be treated. But far more important 
is what the attitude of the govemmoit is 
to be toward human life. The cry that 
there must be revenge and reprisals does 
not In the long run benefit any 2(Kh cen­
tury government, least of all when it is 
only 90 miles away from this country and 
has been known throughout tho world as 
the foster child of the United States since 
the day indepepdence was achieved for 
Cuba through the blood sacrifices of 
American soldiers and sailors.

NEW YORK (API— Curbstone 
comments of a Pavement Plato;

The one thing the rest of the 
world feels surest of about the 
average American is this; That 
material success is his god.

And the rest of the world 
couldn’t be wronger.

Great material success is ad­
mired rather than worshipped by 
the average American—just as he 
admires achievement in any form, 
whether it be in the art of home 
run knocking or hula hooping. He 
even has a sneaking admiration 
for a successful bank robber—so 
long as the fellow doesn’t spill 
blood.

But material success isn’t the 
major goal of the average Ameri­
can. It is only one of his major 
daydreams. But he doesn’t want 
it had enough to make his dream 
come true.

Take yourself, as an average 
American. Why aren’t you a suc­
cess?

You probably can’t, with hon­
esty, put the blame on fate, your 
boss or your wife. You can’t even 
blame It on the fact you were born 
dumb and never outgrew it. The 
chances are you aren’t a big suc­
cess simply because it isn’t worth­
while to you. There simply are 
other things more important to
you.

In my work as a reporter I 
have interviewed perhaps 3.000 
"successful” people over the last 
quarter century. Asked the reason 
for their success, about 99 cot of 
100 gave the same answer: “hard

work.” The hundredth person 
would credit it to “getting the 
breaks,” or admit, off the cuff, he 
inherit^ success or married into 
it.

Many successful people I have 
met have lacked the charm, per­
sonality and even the talent I 
have found among other men so 
spectacularly unsuccessful they 
couldn’t buy their way into the 
city dump. They aren’t nearly as 
much fun to be with.

One difference between the suc­
cessful man and the average man 
is obvious. The average man has 
credit. The successful man has 
credit plus something else—it Is 
called money.

But there are other differences. 
’The big one lies in how they use 
their energy. The successful man 
controls his energy and directs it 
to a single aim—the winning of 
success. Everything else is sec­
ondary. The average man isn’t 
that single-minded.

Does the successful man him­
self regret the price he had to pay 
to get where he is? Often he does 
—In a very wistful human way. 
But there- is a limit to his re^e t.

’The average man sometimes 
likes to boast he wouldn’t trade 
places with the most successful 
man he ever knew. The success­
ful man returns the compliment. 
He isn’t interested in changing 
places either.

No matter how stern the cost of 
success, the last thing any suc­
cessful man I ever met was will­
ing to give up was—success.

No. S. Once again the liberal 
Senate Republicans made a try. 
This was to keep the highly con- 
senative Sen. Barry Goldwater of 
Arizona from being chosen chair­
man of the Senate Republican 
Campaign Committee.

Again they lost. A majority 
picked Goldwater who frankly 
says he is so conservative that 
" I ’m even a stronger conservative 
than people think I am.”

No. 4. On the House side a 
batch of liberal Democrats and 
Republicans made noises about 
something they wanted. They 
wanted changes made in or about 
the House Rules Committee whose 
Democratic and Republican mem­
bership is highly conservative.

This is one of the' most power­
ful committees in Congress and 
can pretty well prevent legislation 
from coming out for a full House 
vote when the members don’t like 
it.

But this minor liberal revolt was 
squelched under the persuasion of 
Sam Rayburn, speaker of the 
House and boss of the Democrats. 
He reportedly assured the liber­
als, however, that he’d personally 
see to it that no worthwhile legis­
lation gets buried in the Rules 
Committee.

Dick Powell, fastest cash register in the 
West—the old and the new West both, 
son—was in town the other day conferring 
with the feather merchants on the w ar 
bonnet situation.

A man who is president of a teevee 
company that produces five separate and 
distinct series of horse operas has to 
think of everything, including the market 
of eagle feathers. (That is, Mr. Powell 
says he can tell the differences between 
each of the five Western series, although 
out thisaway they tend to bfur.)

But a feller riding herd on all those 
Indians, cowpokes and cayuses has to keep 
an eye on the future, too. Mr. Powell has 
a hunch, ond a very cautious hunch at 
that, that next season there may be some­
thing else on the teevee screen other than 
cow hands and Old Paint.

"I wouldn’t be surprised if the half- 
hour play or drama minus horses isn’t 
about to make a comeback on teevee,” 
ventured this Croesus of the cattle coun­
try. “ I think we’ll be getting back to 
good comedies, minus cross fire, too.

"Although,” Mr. Powell hedged, "West­
erns do seem to go on and on. And we’ve 
just sold one Western series to Japan. But 
as long as I’ve been in show business, 
and that’s about 25 years. Westerns have 
comprised about 20 per cent of movie 
business and now of teevee time. The 
ratio seems to be pretty steady.”

Mr. Powell, who was the Vic Damone- 
Pat Boone-Sal Mineo of his day, says un­
happily that "teevee material is controlled 
by what the advertising man wants and 
will buy. And sometimes that isn’t best for 
the medium. If educational teevee lifts 
advertising and audience sights above 
Westerns, ewe in the producing end of the 
business will move right up with ’em.

"Of course, what we’re going to have in

five to ten years—and 1 don’t see how you 
can stop it—is pay teevee. Then we’ll find 
out via the box office what the public 
really wants,” continued the o n e- 
time crooner, who now has enough gray 
in his hair and cash in the till to rata 
respect for his views on teevee, present 
and future.

Occasionally Mr. Powelll sits tall in the 
saddle of one of the many Westerns he 
produces, but he doesn’t sing there. Nowa­
days he just sings in the bathtub and 
behind the wheel of a car, and he can’t 
bear to watch any of his old musicals on 
the Late Show.

”My voice!” he said in distaste. "It was 
way up there. Richard Crooks is my neigh­
bor and he says I’ve got an octave 
on him!”

He denied that he and his two partners 
in Four Star Productions, David Niven 
and Charles Boyer, who have been in tee­
vee production for seven years, are now 
richer than Fort Knox, as is rumored in 
the industry.

"We make out all right,” he said, try­
ing not to look like the late J. P. Morgan. 
"Originally, we started out to form a 
partnership with Roz Russell, Joel Mc- 
Crea and Charles. But Roz and Joel 
backed out at the last minute.

"So Charles and David and I got to­
gether. Both David and I have starred 
in some of our Westerns from time to 
time. But we never have been able to find 
a cowboy-and-lndians sequence where 
Charles’s French accent would sound 
okay.

"But because of the French reputation 
with a sou, we had the sense to make 
Charles vice-president in charge of fl- 
npees. And although he honestly doesn t 
bite each penny, we’ve never had any 
cause for regret.”

Hot tempers may explain away what 
has happened in the last few weeks in 
Cuba, but they do not excuse what has 
happened. The purpose may have been 
to intimidate the people of Cuba so that 
they will not venture to vote freely in 
any future election—if, indeed, such an 
election is going to be held.

The United States can always extend 
“de facto” recognition where a military 
commander is in control and there are 
no unsettled disputes between our gov­
ernment and the country where a revolu­
tion has occurred. Control is a iactual 
matter. But “de jure” recognition—which 
means recognition of a lawfully consti­
tuted government—should await the ex­
pression by the people there in a free 
election. It will not serve the cause of 
American idealism to ignore the issue in 
Cuba while we call for free elections in 
East Germany and the captive states bor­
dering on the Soviet empire.

’The Senate Foreign Relations Commit­
tee has an opportunity to present a unit­
ed front along with the State Department 
in inquiring into how the situation in 
Cuba is developing before the new Amer­
ican ambassadior is sent to Havana.

One of the most vital of court 
responsibilities is to provide def­
inite decisions on cases affect­
ing individual rights. Law enforce­
ment faces the daily task of pro­
tecting society whUe observing the 
rights of the individual.

There is no easy solution to 
this problem. There can be no 
handy yardstick which the courts 
can provide. But the courts can, 
by realistic comprehension of these 
crucial points, attempt to spell out 
as definitively and consistently as 
possible the limits within which 
law enforcement can operate with­
out impinging unlawfully on in­
dividual fre^om . — J. Edgar 
Hoover, Director of the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation, in the 
FBI Law Enforcement Bulletin.

WASHINGTON — One theme threads 
portentously through President Eisen- 
Budget Message and Economic Report: 
Inflation. It’s the domestic cold war.

Here is the United States in the most 
prosperous year in its history. According 
to ^ r e t a r y  of the Treasury Robert B. 
Anderson, the gross national product will 
exceed $470,0(X),0(X),000, an 8 per cent gain 
over 1958. We ought to have a federal 
surplus; yet, we’re lucky if we balance 
the budget.

Fiscal policy ought to brake inflation; 
yet, we’re lucky if it’s neutral, if it’s not 
a positive propulsion toward higher 
prices. So, the President has asked Con­
gress to add a clause to the Employment 
Act of 1946 specifying that we want 
"price stability” Mong with high em­
ployment and a rising standard of living.

The proposed amendment memorializes 
the failure of both Democratic and Re­
publican administrations to balance budg­
ets in times of prosperity.

For me, the proposed amendment 
merely underlines what is already in the 
law. Section 2 of the Employment Act 
says; "The Congress hereby declares 
that it is the continuing policy and re­
sponsibility of the Federal government to 
use all practicable means . . .  to foster 
and promote free competitive enterprise 
and the general welfare . . . and to pro­
mote maximum employment, production, 
and purchasing power.”

"Purchasing power” is specific—mean­
ing the amount of goods that can be 
bought with a given amount of money. 
When prices rise, purchasing power au­
tomatically shrinks unless more money 
—income—is pumped out to consumers. 
If prices rise faster than income, as they 
have been in the postwar years, the 
dollar declines in purchasing power. 
You have inflation.

The first annual report in 1948 of the 
Council of Economic Advisers, a philo­
sophic document, knitted together the 
dissentient views of Edwin O. Nourse, 
chairman, Leon H. Keyserling and John 
D. Clark into an admission of the sig­
nificance of price adjustments in the 
economy;

"Jobs and markets depend on very
specific wage-price-cost relationships. II

labor is pricing itself out of jobs, or man­
ufacturers and farmers are pricing them­
selves out of a market, or capital is 
pricing itself out of investment, the ba.sic 
remedy is the correction of these spe­
cific situations, not the injection of some 
aggregate purchasing power in a dose 
measured in size to offset an estimated 
future total of unemployment.” In other 
words, not inflation.

We don’t need a law. We need under­
standing. If Congress, after perfunctory 
hearings and debate, passes the amend­
ment, nothing will be achieved. But if 
the amendment incites a deep, passion­
ate debate on inflation—if it focusses na­
tionwide attention on the way men get 
carried away by their own fancied specu­
lative acumen into a boom-and bust eco­
nomic sequence—it will be useful.

The proposal is fraught with a danger. 
“Price stability” may be confused with 
' price control.” The question is bound to 
come up In debate; If price stability is 
so Important, why rely on the free mar­
ket? Why not impose price ceilings and 
be done with it?

In our system, some prices are bound 
to go up, some down. Some wages ought 
to go up, and some, perhaps, down. 
When technological advances speed pro­
duction, prices can be lowered and wages 
increased with benefit to workers and 
consumers. But there’s a limit to wages 
and costs and prices going up and up 
and up. This is a great and powerful 
economy, but strains do develop; 1929 is 
an example; 1937 is another.

The President deems this persistent 
primlem so grave that he is establishing 
a Cabinet Committee on Price StabiUty 
for Economic Growth to marshal all gov- 
erament forces against inflaUon. At first 
the Cabinet was going to call It tha 
Committee for Price Stability and Eco­
nomic Growth. But this name was al- 
1^.. "'***’‘ ^*nk that "stabil-
Y  and “growth” were mutually exclu- 

*lve and competitive. The President 
wanted to etnphasize that price stability 
was a (XNidition of economic growth, not 
an alternative to it.

Ancient Prophecy 
Fulfilled In Alaska

ANAKTUVUK. Alaska (AP)-A 
small log church, deep in a tree- 
leu  Arctic waste, stands as a 
symbol of a new-found faith in 
God, and of the curious fulfillment 
of an ancient prophecy.

From earliest times, the tale 
was passed down through genera­
tions of the Nunamiut, or inland 
Eskimos, that a Deliverer would 
com# to them and he would be 
Ataanlk, or Lord.

So when the Rev. William C. 
Wartes, a Presbyterian mission­
ary, landed his single-engine float

flsuie on the lake at Anaktuvuk 
ass and introduced himself, the 

villagers nodded knowingly.
“What took you so long?” they 

asked.
Th# Nunamiuts also had been 

told Ataanlk would come when the 
tundra was covered with Katuk, 
the Eskimo word for containers. 
This part of the prophecy came 
true also

Tha U.B. Navy had explored for 
oil in th# Brooks Range. Vast ex- 
panaas of tundra were dotted with 
^g a llo n  oil drums left behind 
when the Navy abandoned its 
aearcb for oil.

Tha R#v. Mr. Wartes flrst vis­
ited Anaktuvuk, about 300 miles 
southeast of Point Barrow, in 1952. 
On fraquant flying trips he Uught 
the villagers th# leuons of the 
Bibla. In tha summer he held serv­
ices outdoors; in the winter. In sod 
huts.

It was his draam to build a log 
church in the isolated little village 
1,300 feet up in a saddle of the 
Brooks Rang# along th# migration 
route of the caribou.

But the difficulties seemed al­
most insurmountable. The timber- 
line was 25 miles down the John 
River on the south slop# of the 
Brooks Range. Suitable stands of 
■pruce were another 10 or 15 miles 
beyond.

Men weta f#w and tb« 1 (^  could 
only be transported by dog sled 
when th# rlvar was frocen. Tools 
and equipment had to be flown 
In. piece by pieoa. from Barrow.

The villagers, however, were 
thrilled by the thought of having 
a church building of their own. 
Last spring, ' 14 village men 
pledged tfa«ir strength and dog 
teams to baid the >75 logs needed 
for the c h a ^ .  The Rev. Mr. Wdr- 
tes brought In carpentry teola and 
t  chain saw.

*nisn began the laborious chore 
of feUing trees, cutting tiia lo p  
to atae and pacUng them by iog-

sled 30 to 35 miles up the frozen 
river. Some were so hea\7 it to(A 
four .men to load them on the
sleds.

As warm weather began to melt 
the snow and Ice, logs had to be 
carried the last several hundred 
yards by hand. For a time, the 
Rev. Mr. Wartes feared the logs 
never would be collected by the 
time he had completed his Alas­
kan mission.

“We had climbed into our sleep­
ing bags the night before with the 
dogs howling and we wondered 
how strong they would be the next 
day on empty stomachs. Then 
came the c a r i l^ .  When we awoke 
they were all around us. It was 
simple for the men to replenish 
completely depleted food sup- 
pUes.”

Finally, all the logs were gath­
ered. Slowly through the summer 
the 17t4-by-24-foot church took 
shape. Handmade benches bad a 
seating capacity of 60. A five-foot 
annex in the rear held a pulpit, 
a small organ, and the commu­
nion table.

The chapel was dedicated in 
September after the Rev. Mr. 
Wartes, his.wife, and their six 
children had returned on furlough 
to Seattle.

Behind him he left 43 converts 
— nearly half the Nunamiut band 
of 89 — in the hands of his re­
placement. the Rev. John Cham­
bers of Scotia, N.Y., and the vil­
lage postmaster, Homer Mekiana, 
ordained a church elder last 
spring.

He also left behind ,the cozy 
little log church, the first ever 
built by Alaskan Eskimos on the 
treeless slopes beyond the Arctic 
Circle, and a symbol of a proph­
esy fulfilled.

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Germ War Tests
Bring Dire Results

By ROGER GREENE
WASHINGTON (AP)-An enemy 

gubmarine, masked by fog or dark­
ness a few miles offshore, could 
blanket almost any American 
coastal city with deadly germs 
spreading over t h o u s a n d s  of 
square miles.

Fantastic? It already has been 
done—by U.S. Navy ships using 
harmless materials.

Dr. LeRoy D. Fothergill, scien­
tific adviser at the Army’s Germ 
Warfare Research Center at Ft. 
Detrick, Md., recently gave the 
American M ^ c a l Assn, an ink­
ling of what might happen.

Fothergill said a U.S Navy 
craft, traveling two miles offshore 
in moderate fog, sent up a spray 
of biological aerosol containing a 
nonpoisonous organism. The mock 
attack lasted 29 minutes, using 130 
gallons of spray. The germs were 
detected as far as 23 miles away 
and covered 100 square miles.

Later, a ship cruising 10 miles 
offshore disseminated 450 rounds 
of an inert substance along a 156- 
mile course. The wind-borne sub­
stance was detected 450 miles in­
land. It blanketed a region cover­
ing 34,000 square miles

What is being done to cope with 
the possibility of such an enemy 
attack, using live germs or deadly 
chemical gas? The Defense De­
partment is wary about answering 
such questions

The Army announced several 
years ago it had developed an 
aerosoloscope to give i n s t a n t  
warning of a germ warfare at­
tack. The device can count germs, 
dust and moisture particles as 
small as a micron—one forty-mil­
lionth of an inch—1.000 times fast­
er than a microscope.

The Army Chemical Corps has 
developed an infrared device- 
known as “Lopair” (long-path in­
frared)—which flashes a warning 
light and sounds a horn upon de­
tecting even a tiny amount of 
colorless, invisible contamination 
in the air. It has a range of a 
quarter mile.

This question was submitted to 
the Pentagon: “How many auto­
matic nerve-gas detecting devices 
are now in use? Where?”

After 25 days of deliberation, the 
Pentagon came up with this an­
swer: “Many of these automatic 
devices are in use throughout the 
Department of Defense. The exact 
number and locations of the de­
vice* is classified (secret).”

Less hidebound by secrecy, the 
Office of Civil and Defense Mobil­
ization says that by 1967 it ex­
pects to have IVi million monitors 
trained to defend against chem­
ical, biological and radiological 
warfare.

Leo A. Hoegh, OCDM chief, says 
the agency this year has installed 
radiation detection kits — modified 
geiger counters—in 15,000 high 
schools and 900 weather stations 
and airports from coast to coast.

In addition, 3,471 Public Health 
Service employes and 3,045 others 
have been trained to guard against 
animal and crop contamination.

So far, so good, but—
The CiCDM admits that if an 

enemy should strike today with 
germ or chemical warfare, the 
American public would be unable

to buy or obtain either gas masks 
or antigas protective clothing.

The agency has stockpiled Sti 
million doses of atropine, with the 
kits costing $1.55 for a four-dose 
p a c k a g e  including hypodermic 
needle.

Maj. Gen. William M. Cready 
(ret.), former Army Chemical 
Corps chief told a House subcom­
mittee:

“If you get there fast enough, 
you can save the man’s life (with 
atropine) if he doesn’t have too 
much of a massive overdose. It 
is a matter of getting there aw­
fully fast, though.”

How fast?
“Thirty seconds,” said Cready.

There 
will be Indian Dancing, ceremon­
ies, games and exhibits.

This program, part of the total 
YMCA contribution, is for dads 
and the 6-7-8-year old boys.

Other elements of the young 
boy program of the YMCA are 
the Gra-Y program, which is for 
lads in the fourth, fifth and sixth 
grades, and the Indian Day Camp.

The Gra-Y seeks to promote 
boys to grow strong in body, mind 
and spirit and to live Christian 
lives. Clubs meet weekly with vol­
unteer leaders, and athletic 
games and contests figure promi- 
mently in activities. At the present 
time 267 boys are enrolled in this 
program.

Each summer the YMCA con­
ducts two sessions of the Indian 
Day Camp for boys of elementary 
school age.

Hemingway
Lauds Castro

SEATTLE, Wash. (AP)-Ernest 
Hemingway, Nobel Prize winner 
whose works on violence and quiet 
seas have won him international 
acclaim, Thursday night predicted 
smooth sailing for the Castro re­
gime in Cuba after a period of 
violent readjustment.

Hemingway made his prediction 
after revealing that youths he had 
known had been murdered by the 
followers of Fulgencio Batista.

In a telephone interview from 
his cabin near Ketcham, Idaho, 
where he is working on another 
novel, Hemingway told Radio Sta­
tion KING he has high hopes for 
Fidel Castro's government as long 
as outsiders do not interfere

Long a resident of Cuba. Hem­
ingway condemned the Batista 
group as torturers and murderers.

Referi^ng to boys in his own 
village, he said: “There were 12 
who were tortured and killed by 
the police and army forces, and 
the people there know who the 
torturers were and who the killers 
were”

Hemingway said he feels the 
trials of Batista supporters would 
be conducted in a just manner.

“ I don’t think people outside th« 
country have any business to crit­
icize the justice of the trials since 
the trials are public and witnesses 
are heard and an impartial de­
cision is given,” he said.

WASHINGTON M — Texas’ lone 
Republican congressman, tall and 
handsome 40-year-old Bruce Alger 
of Dallas, is loginning to cut a fig­
ure in this Democratic-controlled 
Congress.

He has been named to the 
House Ways and Means Commit­
tee, which passes on taxes, tar­
iffs and social security legislation. 
Ways and Means and Appropria­
tions are the most powerful and 
sought-after committees of all.

Some Eastern Republicans op­
posed Alger, wanting the spot for 
someone from their part of the 
country. Alger fills a vacancy 
caused by defeat of an Atlantic 
seaboard Republican.

GOP party leaders in the House, 
now over their initial surprise at 
seeing a Republican elected and 
re - elected in Texas, reportedly 
chose Alger for the Ways and 
Means post to help entrench him 
In an otherwise Democratic Con­
gressional delegation.

Alger, incidentally, voted for the 
new GOP House Leader, Charles 
Halleck dnd.), in his recent se­
cret-ballot upset of the veteran 
Rep. Joe Martin (Mass.).

One vital item which regularly 
comes up before the Ways and 
Means is the proposal to lower the 
274 per cent depletion allowance 
given oil men on their federal in­
come taxes.

Except for « few months several

years ago, Texas has long had a 
Democrat on the committee, and 
each has fought the occasional 
Treasury Department recommen­
dation to reduce the depletion al­
lowance.

Rep. Frank Ikard of Wichita 
Falls is the present Texas Demo­
crat on the committee.

.While Alger probably will oppose 
recommendations to cut the de­
pletion allowance, he has not com­
mitted himself to this view.

In his re-election campaign he 
pointed out that the 274 figure 
itself was a compromise bf a Sen­
ate 30 per cent rate and a House 
25 per cent level when the law 
was enacted about 1925. He said a 
review of circumstances might in­
dicate the rate should be increased 
—the inference, unstated, being 
that maybe a cutback might be 
in order, too.

A dyed-in-the wool conservative, 
Alger, as the only Republican 
among the Texans, has had to 
play a lone-wolf role more or less.

He got off to a bad start when 
he came to Congress four years 
ago by virtue of a press confer­
ence comment. It was to the ef­
fect that he thought Speaker Sam 
Rayburn of Bonham would put the 
Democratic party ahead of the 
country. It was bitterly resented 
by Rayburn, and some of Ray­
burn's admirers likewise took of­
fense.

With Uw passage of Uma, and

with Alger’s slow but steadily 
mounting seniority, there appar­
ently has been some improve­
ment in the relationship of the 
Dallas congressman with his col­
leagues from Texas.

Originally from the St. Louis 
area, Alger is a 1940 graduate 
of Princeton, where he starred as 
center on the football team. He 
was an Air Force B29 bomber pilot 
in World War II.

He has a wife and three chil­
dren who remain at the family 
home in Dallas while he lives 
here in an apartment development 
in nearby Alexandria, Va. Alg^r 
flies back to Texas frequently to 
spend weekends with them. Some­
times his wife visits Washington 
for a few days.

P e r s o n a b l e  and energetic 
among House Republicans he is 
considered a member of the pro­
gressive ranks — but one who 
acts more as an “independent” 
than a party man.

Alger keeps trim his six-foot plus 
figure by regular sessions of pad­
dle ball in the House gymnasium.

An indication of his ability to 
get along with people, and vice 
versa, is the fact that he has intact 
the same office staff he acquired 
when coming to Congress. It’s 
headed by Frank Crowley, a 
tall and alert World War II Navy 
man who graduated from Notre 
Dame in 1944. Others on the staff 
are Mary Hornbeck, Kay Wharton 
and Dorothy Chrett.

‘T m  sure I will win otherwise 
I would never sign my name on 
the papw,” he said. “ If you don’t 
believe in yourself, you cannot be 
a boxer.”

He commented on boarding a 
U.S.-bound plane at Goteborg.

Promoter Bill Rosensohn shared 
Johansson's optimism that the 
fight will be made — for New 
York, Los Angeles, or Colorado 
Springs — despite some puzzling 
statements by Patterson’s manag­
er, Cus D’Amato.

"With Johansson coming on the 
scene, now we can get twisy and 
expedite the whole thing. I'm 
hopeful we can get contracts 
signed early next week,” said 
Rosensohn.

The New Yorker was the pro­
moter of the Patterson-Roy Harris 
title fight in Los Angeles last Aug. 
1 2 .

It was learned from a good 
source that the fight is all set.

D’Amato had said he still was 
negotiating with other contenders.

First Showcase Defendant 
Convicted, Gets Death Penalty

HAVANA, Cuba (AP) — The 
defendant in Havana's first show­
case war crimes trial was con­
victed just before dawn today and 
sentenced to death.

A three-man tribunal of Fidel 
C a s t r o's revolutionary officers 
found Maj. Jesus Sosa Blanco, 
51, a career army officer, guilty 
on five counts of murder, homi­
cide, robbery, looting and damage.

The verdict was returned after 
a trial of almost eight hours and 
more than four hours of delibera­
tion by the three judges.

A crowd of 17,000 shouting, 
jeering Cubans who had jammed 
Havana’s Sports Palace for the 
start of the trial had gone home 
hours before. Only about 300 news­
men and armed, bearded guards 
from Castro’s forces heard the 
verdict as it was read out in the 
sports arena.

Sosa Blanco’s counsel, Capt. 
Aristides Dacosta, had said he 
would appeal a conviction to a

five-man Superior Court provided 
under the new legal code put in 
effect after dictator Fulgencio 
Batista’s overthrow Jan. 1. The 
higher court has not yet been 
named.

Dacosta had challenged the le­
gality of trials under that code, 
contending that all crimes charged 
to Sosa Blanco were allegedly 
committed before Jan. 14 and that 
the death penalty did not exist 
then.

The Cuban Constitution of 1940 
barred capital punishment. It was 
modified by decree Jan. 15 to per­
mit executions for war crimes. 
Dacosta’s argument also applies 
to the estimated 1,500 Batista 
partisans arrested since the dic­
tator’s overthrow, and to the 250 
or more persons already executed 
by Castro’s firing squads.

Sosa Blanco’s trial was the first 
of three Castro had announced for 
the Havana Sports Palace to jus­
tify to the world his speedy mill-

tary judgment of Batistans, some
250.

Another trial was scheduled to 
get under way this afternoon, but 
it was not known how the slow 
progress of the first hearing would 
affect the schedule.

Nearly 400 foreign newsmen 
were in Havana at Castro’s invi­
tation for the demonstration of his 
justice.

The revolutionary chief told a 
news conference Thursday that 
the trials and executions will end 
“as soon as possible and the soon­
er the better. Only the most no­
torious criminals are being select­
ed for trials before revolutionary 
tribunals.”

The bearded leader, who now 
is chief of Cuban armed forces, 
repeated his estimate that “not 
more than 400’’ persons will be 
executed for the 20,000 murders 
he claims Batista’s dictatorship 
perpetrated in its six-year reign.

UT Drama Building 
Damaged By Fire

AUSTIN tAP)—The Department 
of Drama building, oldest build­
ing on the University of Texas 
campus, was heavily damaged to­
day by an early-morning fire.

The blaze, discovered shortly 
after 7 a m, by two custodians, 
burned out much of the inside of 
the building and heavily damaged 
the university’s wardrobe collec­
tion, one of the most extensive in 
the nation.

No damage estimate was avail­
able.

The four-story brick building 
was built in 1902 and for many 
years was a women’s dormitory. 
In recent years it was used by 
the Department of Modern Lan­
guages before being turned over 
to the Drama Department in 1952.

lamesa Council 
Planning For 
New City Hall

LAM ESA -  New City Hall fa­
cilities were studied by Lamesa 
City Council in special session 
Thursday afternoon. The council- 
men authorized Mayor J. D. Dyer 
to sign a contract for the pur­
chase of the Nix property at the 
corner of S. Dallas and S. 1st St., 
subject to a bond election to be 
held in April.

The property, across the street 
south of the present City Hall, 
includes seven lots and about 16.- 
700 square feet of building; it 
is owned by Olin Nix. Purchase 
price was set at $90,000.

The entire plot is 175 feet wide 
and 140 feet deep. Approval of 
the council came after about six 
weeks of study.

Contract to purchase is subject 
to city voters approval of a bond 
election to be held in conjunction 
with the regular city election April 
7. Preliminary plans call for all 
administrative offices to be moved 
to the new buildings, and remodel­
ing to provide adequate facilities 
is estimated at $35,000. Present 
plans call for he police and fire 
departments to remain in the 
present city hall.

tations of the TB germs that kill­
ed her

The setting were impressionis­
tic. the lighting was excellent and 
both wonderfully portrayed the 
moods they were designed to rep­
resent.

It was old home week, in a way, 
for Mrs. Skibine, whose sister, 
Maria Tallchief, also is a famed 
baUerina.

Life Was Adventure 
For Cecil DeMille

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — The rea­
son for Cecil B. De Mille’s success 
as a maker of stirring film 
dramas?

Perhaps because life itseU was 
an adventure for him.

Jesse Lasky recalled when they 
were p r o d u c i n g  vaudeville 
sketches in New York. De Mille 
told him at lunch one day that 
he was getting restless and wanted 
to go to Mexico to get into the rev­
olution and perhaps write about i t

Lasky didn’t want to lose his 
best friend. He seized upon the 
suggestion of his brother-in-law, 
Samuel Goldwyn. Said Lasky: "If 
you want adventure. I’ve got an 
even better idea—let’s make some 
movies!’’

So De Mille set out for the West 
with his hardy band of movie pio­
neers to make “The Squaw Man.’’ 
This advendure was not merely 
in trailblazing a new form of en­
tertainment. The trio were up 
against tough opponents.

“We were just l i t t l e  In­
dependents bucking the trusts,” 
De Mille recalled recently. “We

He formed the Mercury Aviation 
Co. in 1919 with 12 planes, includ­
ing twe German Junkers flown to 
California by Eddie Rickenbacker. 
Eventually he had to choose 
between aviation and movies and 
settled on the latter.

De Mille always brought adven­
ture to his job as director.

An actor balked at having Jean 
Arthur flick a gun from his hand 
with a bull whip in “The Plains­
man." De MiUe took a severe 
lashing on his own arm until the 
actress improved her aim enough 
for the actor to risk it.

In his 70s he went to Egypt to 
film his greatest crowd scenes— 
25,000 followers of Moses fleeing 
the Pharaoh in “The Ten Com­
mandments.” Despite a heart at- 
taoc he insisted on finishing the 
picture which was to be his monu­
ment.

Carney Is Brilliant 
In 'Velvet Alley'

NEW YORK (A P ) -“The Velvet 

Alley,” by Rod Serling, provided 
an absorbing vehicle for the tal­
ents of Art Carney on Playhouse 
90 CBS-TV Thursday night.

Carney brilliantly portrayed a 
hungry writer, Ernie Pandish, who 
became sated in the fleshpots of 
Hollywood after the extraordinary 
success of a single television 
drama.

As he rolled down “The Velvet 
Alley" in pursuit of money and 
nebulous success, Ernie bowled 
over his original sense of values, 
his wife, and his closest friend. 
He en d ^  a heartsick, confused
man.

Katharine Bard, in the role of 
his wife, and Jack Klugman, as 
his friend, were excellent in the 
Herbert Brodkin production direct­

ed by Franklin Schaffner.
There was eloquent social com­

mentary in this drama on Play­
house 90 which is about the only 
TV drama series remaining where 
a writer can express a piece of 
his mind.

Serling was saying in effect that 
the way of life personified by 
Hdlyaood and television destroys 
good men. Dramatically, he over­
stated his case. Personally, I’ve 
read and seen the idea expressed 
mom compellingly before.

Despite Carney’s fine perform­
ance, I did not believe in S«t- 
ling’s conception of Ernie Pandish. 
I felt that what happened to Ernie 
on the West (^ast was his own 
fault not that of the social system 
in which he found himself. And 
I do not think that Serling in­
tended I should feel that way.
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
