Rain and hail accompanied by

The storm was disastrous to 
some farmers as most of their cot-
ton was still in the field due to a 
critical shortage of cotton pull-
ers. The John Godfrey farm six 
miles north of Dimmitt, as well 
as the Troy Maxwell farm just 
west of Godfrey and the P. H. 
Clowdus farm east of Godfrey, 
caught the full impact of the 
storm's savage fury. Most of the 
cotton on all three farms was 
completely leveled by hail and 

Speaking before the Tuesday 
luncheon meeting of the Dimmitt 
Lions Club, Stephen A. Haboush, 
noted Holy Land lecturer, raised 
the question, "Why The Trouble 
in Palestine?" 

The forceful and dynamic 
speaker focused the attention on 
the troubled spot, pointing out 
that Palestine has been in trou-
ble since time immemorial. He 
cited several reasons for these 
difficulties; the most significant 
being that Palestine is a land of 
redemption, made so by God; it 
is the most strategic land in the 
world in that it unites Asia, Af-
rica and Europe; and that it is 
a land of chemical and mineral 
wealth. Qualifying the last state-
ment, he pointed out that the 
Dead Sea in Palestine contains 
billions of dollars of valuable 
chemicals here-to-fore unknown 
until recently. Magnifying the 
importance of this sea of wealth, 
Haboush said, "It is three times 
greater than all the wealth of 
the United States. Whoever con-
trols the chemicals of the Dead 
Sea will ultimately control the 
economic life of the nations of the

sure method of maintaining soil 
fertility that has been employed 
by Leland Lee, who farms north 
of Dimmitt, Charles Heck, Naz- 

high winds and much of the grain 
crops were ruined. No accurate 
estimate could be given on losses 
but they were expectd to run into 
the thousands of dollars of dam-
age as one of the most devastat-
ing rain and hail storms in seve-
ral years took a mounting crop 
toll. It was the first bad hail 
storm in this area in over five 
years. 

Large hail stones and unusual-
ly high winds struck the Fate 
Shannon place, 14 miles west of 
Dimmitt, causing heavy grain 
crop losses. Other farms in the 
area reportedly suffered heavy 
losses, also. 

Much of the cotton losses 
might have been avoided had the 
farmers been able to get cotton 

scientist, Weitzman, who gave the 
British the formula for Germany's 
strong fire-power during World 
War I, took some of the waters 
and analyzed them.

Haboush became a citizen of 
the United States in 1923. Prior 
to that time he had studied in 
the United States and was anx-
ious to transplant some of the 
American democratic ideas in his 
native country. He said he was 
very discouraged, however, when 
he returned to Palestine to find 
such chaotic conditions and such 
a mixture of races. He indicated 
that such radical changes had 
been brought to his country by 
the Poles, Hungarians and Rus-
sians that he felt it hopeless to 
try to spread any of his learn-
ings. It was then that he return-
ed to the United States and ap-
plied for citizenship. 

The lecturer told Lion members 
that a great portion of Palestine 
was in the hands of the absentee 
land owners up until 1920 and 
that about 40 percent of the peo-
ple lived by farming this land 
for the absentee land owner. 
When the land owners sold out 
these peasants were without work 
thus creating a major problem. 
The speaker said the history of 
Palestine has been one of trou-
ble and continues to worsen as 
the Russians move to dominate 
the country and gain control of 
the Dead Sea.

They began this 
practice in the spring of 1949 and 
have followed it extensively, and 
are pleased with the results. The 
two farms are located six miles 
south of Hart. In .1939 the Mc-
Lain's combine maize production 
was down to 3,000 pounds per

of insilage after the heads were 
cut. This feed, due to the cowpeas, 
is very high in protein and is ex-
cellent winter feed. 

The farmers believe they will 
make 11/2  bales per acre of cotton 
this year. 

The peas enable them to get 
more uniform water infiltration. 
They water in the drill furrow 
and the pea vines slow up the 
water and insures getting the soil 
watered, even on graded land. 
The peas produce nitrogen and 
organic matter for the land and 
as a result makes it much easier 
cultivated. The peas do not both-
er the growth of the grain sor-
ghums. They have a deep tap root 
that uses the deep moisture while 
the grain uses the top moisture. 
They protect surface moisture by 
shading the ground. 

The McLains interplant 6 
pounds per acre in maize at a 
cost of $1.25 per acre and 9 
pounds in Allas Sorgo at a cost of 
$1.85 per acre. That is cheap con-
sidering 1000 pounds increase in

Other farmers report that by 
applying ammonia sulphate to the 
milo stubbles, decomposition is 
hastened and required nutrients 
for maximum production are 
ma de available much sooner.

If he was absent 
with his parent's permission he has both missed the class activities 
and deprived his school of needed funds. If he has played "hookey", 
he has deprived both himself and his school on that day, but more 
unfortuate is his declaration to his classmates, teachers, and parents 
that he disregards authority and rules under which the remainder 
of the school people are working. 

A very high per cent of the D. H. S. students are busy every 
day preparing assignments, reading, and engaging in school activities. 
Some fifteen student clubs and organizations provide extra-cur- 
ricular activities in our high school.
