IKE OPENS OFFICE

- Gettysburg Hotel
Now U. S. Capitol

GETTYSBURG, Pa. (AP)
President Eisenhower set up busi-
ness headquarters in the Hotel
Gettysburg today for his vacation
stay out of Washington.

The move took Gettysburg by
surprise. With one exception—the
five weeks he spent at his farm
home recuperating from his heart
attack in 1955 — the President has
operated at the farm whenever he
was here. In 1955 Eisenhower used
an office in the post office build-
Ing

This was the second unexpect-
ed move of the current Eisenhow-
er visit

Sunday it was announced that
he will move up his departure for
Europe by one day to visit Bonn
for a conference with West Ger.
man Chancellor Konrad Adenauer
before going on to London and
Paris for talks with other West.
ern leaders

An apparent purpose of that
change is to reassure Adenauer
that West Germany will not be
left in the lurch by Eisenhower's
forthcoming talks with Soviet Pre-
mier Nikita Khrushchev

Eisenhower will see Adenauer
Aug. 27.

While it has been stalted all
along that Eisenhower would see
Adenauer while abroad, observers
had been under the impression
the chancellor would go to London
or Paris rather than having Ei-
senhower go to Bonn

White House Press Secretary
James C. Hagerty came here to
Eisenhower's vacation headquar-
ters to tell reporters Eisenhower
had accepted Adenauer's in-
vitation

The President is looking for-
ward to the opportunity to meet
with the chancellor and discuss
with him “currenrt problems of in-
terest to the United States and
the Federal Republic,” Hagerty
said

Traveling by jet plane — the
first time a US. President has
done so — Eisenhower will arrive
in Bonn Aug. 27 for the talks with
Adenaver, and travel to London
that evening for a five-day stay.

Eisenhower is known to have set
no date for his return visit to the
Soviet Union. Instead, he is keep-
ing his schedule flexible through
next January to attend any East-
West summit meeting that may
be arranged. There is some
thought this could develop from
Khrushchev's visit here, although
the odds are against it

A summit meeting could be
arranged, it is understood, with-
out major concessions from the
Soviets, but not without some
assurance they would agree to
something to promote peace

Eisenhower is thinking in terms
of a five or six-day visit to the
Soviet Union, with possible visits
to war-battered Stalingrad and to
Kuibyshev, the temporary Soviet
capital during World War 11

But that trip is not likely to be
made until some weeks after
Khrushchev visits here, and after
Eisenhower has had a chance to
report to the Western Allies on
his Washington talks with Khrush-
chev

Eisenhower's visit to Bonn late
this month will be his first there
since he became President in
1953. He last was there when he
made a good-bye tour of NATO
countries on rqumng as NATO
commander - in - chief. Reports
from Bonn sald Adenauver issued
an urgent invitation to Eisen-
hower to include the German
capital on his European tour, de-
spite earlier plans to hold an
Eisenhower - Adenauer meeting
elsewhere,

Adenauver recently has been the
chief target of the Kremlin's hate
campaign. Accordingly, he needed
a demonstration of Western sup-
port to bolster his political stock
at home.

ROCK ISLAND, (AP) —
Operators of the Centennial
Bridge over the Mississippi River
between Rock Island and Daven-
port, lowa, have suspended all 13
toll collectors, after disclosing a
shortage in toll funds up to $750,-
000.

Acting on information supplied
by state authorities and the FBI,
the bridge commission Sunday
suspended the collectors. City po-
licemen took over their jobs in
the emergency.

Bernard J. Moran, Rock Island
County state's attorney, said a
wholesale looting of tolls probably
started soon after the bridge,
owned by the city, was opened in
1940. The bridge is used by an
average of 10,000 autos and 2,000
trucks daily. Davenport's popula-
tion is 81,000; Rock Island’'s about
50,000 and nearby Moline, Iil., 41
000

The commission decided Sun-
day, at a hastily called meeting,
to install automatic toll-collecting
equipment on the bridge imme-
diately.

Franklin Wingard of Rock Is-
land, chairman of the commission,
said thefts were made possible by
defective design of a treadle sys-
tem which automatically counted

vehicles passing over the bridge
and helped compute what each
owed.

Moran said the treadle would be
turned off at certain periods, and
collectors would pocket the coins
taken in during those times,

Two other methods of theft were
used, he said, Many bridge cross-
ings for which auto tolls were col-
lected were entered as free pas-
sages by police and other public
officials for which 60 passes were
outstanding.

The third gimmick was record-
ing a passenger car-and-trailer
toll after collecting the higher
three-axle rate fixed for commer-
cial truck-trailer rigs.

Last April 20, a toll collector
refused to participate in the
scheme and told Moran about it
The informer said the daily loot
ran from $7.50 to $40 a day.

Moran said the toll collector
then pretended to engage in the
looting and turned over his daily
take to Moran.

Fifteen FBI agents moved in on
May 25. They set up headquarters
in a hotel at the foot of the
bridge on the Iowa side and used
electric equipment to count the
vehicles crossing the bridge

Crisis In Federal Highway
Construction Looming Near

AUSTIN (AP)—A crisis in fi-
nancing federal aid highway pro)-
ects in Texas could develo
shut down future contract

re(tmg

in September, state highway en-

gineer D, C. Greer said today.
But the Texas Highway Com-

mission, Greer said, is “proceed-
ing on confidence that something
will be done by Congress to avert
such an economic blow.”

“As of today and this hour, we
are pmmdtn(! as usual on the
premise that Congress is -going to
do something to pump new money
into the federal highway trust
fund,” Greer said. “That could
change in a matter of hours, but
we are hoping for the best.”

Texas did not join 25 other states
which came to a standstill by not

i

scheduling any federal aid high-
way work in advance for August,
Texas will take bids Aug. 18 and
on 317 miles of construction on
which the low bids are expected to
total 25 million dollars.

Of these, 148 miles are farm
roads and 169 U.S. and state high-
ways. Among them are sections
of Interstate 35, in Travis, Webb,
Hays, Guadalupe, Bexar counties;
Interstate 20 in Dallas County;
Interstate 10 in Harris and Colo-
rado counties.

The Texas Good Roads Assn.
in a circular to members issued
this week by executive vice-presi-
dent Callan Graham of Austin,
gave a rundown on possible ef-
fects of delay in Congress in put-
ting up new highway money. The

association asked its members to
let the Texas delegation know
what should be done.

“Unless something is dene at
the federal level, highway develop-
ment generally will be drastical-
ly retarded and all progress on
federal aid routes will stop,” Gra-
ham said,

“Many badly needed Texas
highway projects and urban ex-
pressway programs now schedul-
ed for early construction would be
postponed indefinitely.”

Projects now under contract
would be completed, Greer said in
pinpointing the Texas situation. No
new or future projects could be
contracted if the federal money

WASHINGTON (AP)—The Agri-
culture Department'’s first forecast
of the year put the cotton crop
today at 14815000 bales.

The Texas crop was estimated
at 4,750,000 bales, an average of
362 pounds to the acre on acreage
planted to cotton

This is 3,303,000 bales more than
last year's crop of 11,512,000 bales.
It compares also with the ten-year
(1948-57) average of 14,046,000
bales

Cotton is being grown under a |

new federal program designed to
open up broader markets by low-
ering price supports — and hence
market prices — to growers. It
permitted growers to overplant
acreage allotments if they were
willing to accept lower price guar-
antees

This year's crop will be supple-
mented by a reserve and carry-
over of about 8,800,000 bales from
past crops. Most of this is held
by the department under price
support operations

Today’s report estimated the
acreage to be harvested this year
at 14,991,000 acres compared with
11,849,000 last year and 21,076,000
for the ten-year average.

The yield of cotton per harvest.
ed acre was forecast at 474 pounds
compared with 466 pounds last
year and 329 for the ten-year aver-
age

The production of American -
Egyptian type — long staple —
cotton was forecast at 71,800 bales
compared with 83,600 last year and
49,700 for the ten-year average

The production estimate for
states included: Oklahoma 395,000
bales, New Mexico 830,000 and
California 1,890,000

The Texas production estimate
of 4,750,000 bales would be an in-

crease of 400,000 bales from last |

season’s harvest.

The prediction compares with
the 10-year average of 3,937,000
bales.

The Census Bureau said 141,444
bales from this year's crop were
gimned prior to Aug. 1. This com-
pared with 212,569 ginned last
year,

The department said prelimi-
nary reports on acreage measure«
ments in some states indicate that
underplanting of cotton allotments
this year was larger than esti-
mated a month ago.

The department said the crop is
generally early in California, Mis-
sissippi and Arkansas,

In South Texas, the crop Iis
well advanced, the report said,
and a good crop is in prospect.
Elsewhere in the state, rainy,
cloudy weather from late June
through the first three weeks of
July resulted in excellent growth.
Prospects continued to improve in
late July with hot clear weather
and generally adequate soil mois-
ture conditions prevailing

Prospects in New Mexico were
reported generally good to oxcel1
lent

The department said that if the
ratio of lint production to cotton-
seed production is the same as the
average for the past five years,
production of cottonseed this year
would be 6,149,000 tons compared
with 4,798,000 last year,

Most of
the damage occurred in isolated
communities hit by flash floods
that followed the island's heaviest
rains in 62 years.

The torrential rains fell Friday
as Typhoon Ellen bore down on
Japan after bypassing northern
Formosa earlier in the week. But
local weathermen said the rains
on Formosa resulted from a storm
in the South China Sea, not from

Ellen,
destroyed

The floods 9782
houses and damaged 8,678 others.
Much of the damage was in iso-
lated communities.

Taipei, the capital and home of
most Americans stationed on the
Nationalist island, suffered little

14. ,from the storm. Some low-lying

streets were flooded Friday night,
but there was little damage.

A spokesman for the US. com-
mand on Formosa said there were
no reports of American casualties

Elsewhere the floods wreaked
havoc, sweeping away roads, rail-
way beds and telephone and pow-
er lines.

In the central Formosan town
of Miaoli, 75 persons died and
750 houses were washed away.

Nearly 24% inches of rain fell
in 36 hours in Taichung, and wa-
ter stood six feet deep in places.

CARBODALE, Pa. (AP) — A
three - million dollar three-year
project will start here soon to
eliminate an underground mine
fire that threatens to spread un-
der the city's business district.

The underground fire broke out
in 1946 on the west side of this
northeastern Pennsylvania com-
munity. Since then, in addition to
proving fatal in 1952 to an elder-
lv couple who died of carbon
monoxide poisoning, the fire's
noxious fumes have made hun-
dreds of others ill.

Officials over the years have
tried to kill the fire by drilling
holes into the earth and pumping
silt-bearing water into them_ This
has proved unsuccessful.

Engineers feel that the earth
must be ripped apart to get at
the mine fire and put it out once
and for all. Steam shovels will
dig out huge trenches in a care-
fully planned pattern to surround
and seal off the fire. Then the
burning coal will be taken out,
dumped on high ground and
sprayed with water.

The fire broke out whea rub-
bish dumped by the city into aban-
doned coal stripping craters in
the 130-acre area started burning.
Before the fire could be put out,
exposed coal deposits were ignit-

The “Cinderella” romance of Anne-Ma-
rie Rasmussen of Soegne, Norway, and
Steven Rockefeller proves a good bit more
than omnia vincit amor (or, you can't
beat Cupid).

It offers resounding proof that an Ameri-
can accent ig now regarded in continental
circles as on a par with the Oxford vari-
ety. For when Anne-Marie went to work
as a kitchen maid in the home of her fu-
ture parents-in-law, Gov. and Mrs. Nelson
A. Rockefeller, she was following an es-
tablished pattern by which the well-bred
daughters of middle- and upper middle-
class Norweglan and Swedish families per-
fect their English.

Consumer Credit Still Key Factor

NEW YORK #—The rush is on to gar-
ner on-the-cuff dollars. And some of the
competitors for consumer credit are caus-
ing head wagging today among the old
tirners.

Take the banks. On the one hand they
urge you to save money—and deposit it
with them. On the other hand many of
them are making it easier for your wife
to run up charge accounts at the stores
~a lot of stores.

Take the stores. They're thinking up
new switches on the old charge account.
And some of the long-time all-cash hold-
outs are coming out with new gimmicks
that let you take it home now and pay
later.

It's just recognition that consumer cred-
it plays a major role today in American
life. The total is now around 46 billion
dollars. Of that, 35 billion dollars are of
the instalment payment type. Of the
rest some four billion dollars are carried
as charge accounts,

This old faithful of family life is gath-
ering new recruits and new variations.

Among the latest is Macy's, the giant
New York department store which boast-
ed for 100 years it could sell for 6 per
cent less than its competitors because of
its all-cash policy.

It has just come out with a charge
account variation which lets it balance
its books each night on a cash basis, but
Jets its customers pay later—sometimes
quite a bit later by paying more,

Macy's officials say initial response was
way beyond expectations.

Other variations on the old-fashioned
charge account are the budget plan, which
calls for a monthly payment based on the
amount owed, and the open-end account,
which is a fixed payment each month
despite what the month’s new charges
may have been,

Macy's, as far back as 1914, ylelded
to its customer’'s desire to order without
cash in pocket by pgetting up Macy's
Bank, It takes customer’s deposits—the
total of late running as high as five
million dollars—against which the cus-
tomer can charge. If his deposits stays
in long enough he gets 1% per cent in-
terest at an annual rate.

The store’s new plan lets customers set
up a credit rating and then charge pur-
chases. The bank pays Macy's the total
of such chargings each night, But the cus-
tomer has the choice of paying without
cost within 10 days of billing, or paying
ot least onefifth in cash and Dbeing
charged by Macy's Bank 1% per cent a

month service charge on the unpaid bal-
ance.

Commercial banks are out for this re-
tail credit business. More than 200 have
gone in for charge account banking this
year

A typical charge account system is that
of the Chase Manhattan Bank of New
York.

Merchants pay a $25 entrance fee and a
service charge that varies between 6 per
cent and 3 per cent a month depending on
size of credit sales,

The consumer can buy at any or all of
the member stores but gets just one
monthly bill. There's no charge if the
bill is paid within 10 days. If not, he
must pay at least one-fifth in cash and is
charged 1 per cent a month on the re
mainder.

Typical of the revolving credit plan is
the one used by another New York glant,
the First National City Bank.

You set up a credit rating at the bank
with a fixed limit. The bank issues you
specially numbered checks with which
you can purchase goods from member
merchants up to your total credit limit.
You repay the bank along lines set up in
the original contract.
