Commission fixed a statewide oil
allowable today of 3,048,506 bar-
rels a day based on a 10-day pro-
dueing ‘pattern for February.

The order results in an intrease
of 120,983 barrels a day over Jan-
uvary. This is the third consecu-
tive 10-day production order is.
sued by the commission.

Major oil buying companies
were almost evenly split in their
nominations of 9, 10 and 11 days
production.

This is
used as a gauge in guiding the
commission the rest of the year
in fi&ing each month's permissive
flow order,

Humble nominated 447,295 bar-
rels and reported 35000 barrels
of spot purchases already have
been committed for February,
Charles Shaver, Humble's spokes-
man, said a 10day pattern will
mean the state's largest crude
buyer will need ‘another 20,000

Phillips and Cities Service re-

THIS DAY
IN TEXAS

By CURTIS BISHOP

The governor of Texas on this
day in 1875 offered an unusual re
ward a cash payment of
$4.000 for the apprehension and
delivery of the “notorious murder-

er, John Wesley Hardin™ to the
Jail of Travis County
Hardin, despite other legends

about so-called “bad men.,” was
probably the most deadly killer of
his time. His “career™ began
when he was 15 and by the time
he was 17 he could list five other
victims. In 1871 he went up the
Chisholm Trail, killing six persons
three more after
reaching Abilene. He married one
Jane Bowen and tried to settle
down, but was shortly involved in
difficulties with the state police
and added four mere victims to
his list

He was jailed, escaped and then
killed 3 deputy sheriff in Brown
County. From that time on he was
constantly pursued, He left Texas
with his family but the Rangers
y trapped him in Florida and he was
committed to the state penilenti-
ary. There he read theological
books, studied law and was admit-
ted to the bar in 180

But -the reformation was not to
be. Hardin moved to El Paso to
be a practicing attorney but be-
came involved in gambling and
with a blonde. On August 19, 1895,
He was shot in the back of the
head by Constable John Selman.

Airliner Crash
In Turkey Kills 58 -

ANKARA, Turkey (AP)-Fifty-
eight persons were dead or mis-
sing today lollowinf the crash of
a Scandinavian jetliner on a hill
near Ankara and the disappear-
ance of a US. Navy plane over
or near Turkey

The Ankara disaster, in which all
42 persons died, was the third
crash of a commercial alrliner
since 1960 began less tham three
weeks ago. It brought the
toll for commercial aviation this
year to 126

Sixteen persons were aboard the
Navy plane, a twoengine PiM
reconnaissance amphibian on a
flight from Rota, Spain, to Adana,
Turkey. Ths Navy said it undoubt-
edly had crashed. A land, sea and
air search was launched,

The Navy plane left Naples
Tuesday after a routine refueling
stop. Naval sources in Naples said
they understood the plane was in
touch with the Adana base about
five minutes before it was due to
land, but there was no official
confirmation.

The dead in the Ankara crash in-
cluded one American identified as
James Jopkins, a Canadian wo-
man, listed as Mariella Laurren
den, and two Britons.

The plane was a French-built
twin-jot Caravelle opersted by

Scandinavian Airlines. It was the
first commercial crash for the
Carvalle since Air France and the
Scandinavian line began using it
a year ago

The plane encountered heavy
rain and wind as it approached
Ankara but airport experts said
the crash “was caused bw. techni-
cal reasons—not the weather.”

Ths Caravelle had left Stockholm
| apd Copenhagen Tuesday and had
stopped in Duesseldorf, Germany,
Vienna, Adstria, and Istanbul.
From Ankara it was to fly on
to Damascus and Cairo. As it ap-
proached Ankara it carried 35
passengers and a crew of 7.

About five minutes before he
was to land, the pilot asked the
Ankara airport control tower for
landing clearance, He reported an
altitude of 6500 feet, then went
silent. Airport workers saw a
bright flash and put out an alarm.

Rescue téams found the wreck-
age -scattered over about 300
square yards., Half the plane lay
on one slope of a hill about 75
yards high. The rest lay on anoth-
er slope. Bodies were strewn over
100 yards

Three persons were found alive
Two died soon after. The third,
a woman, died in an Ankara hos-.

‘Maybe It Wasn’t So Bad After All

WASHINGTON — Executives of the
various steel companies have been re
viewing what really happened in the sel
tlement of the steel strike, and most of
them have come to the conclusion that
maybe the final agreement reached was
not as bad for them as it has been
painted

There is a tendency to agree with
what President Eisenhower said about
the pressure of ‘‘circumstances.™ rather
than the pressure of pvenmmt as
the paramount influence in bringing
about the settiement ‘

The held of one company puts it this
way

‘We have been in this wage-price spir-
al lor 2odd years. You cant stop a
great wave of that kind dead in ils
tracks all at one crack. We've made a
great effort in the steel business lo Iry
1o stop it. We made some mistakes as
we went along but, by and large, we
tried our best to slow the thing down

“Now, (he settlement, as actually
made, gives an advance of about bhall in
the next three years of what we've had
in the past three years., Thalt's a pretly
fair step forward The thing that really
ended the matter—really, what  finally
made us capitulate—was the politicians

in Congress

“THE REAL PRESSURE that devel
oped was the fear of 8 Democratic Con-
gress and what they would do il they
had to meet an emergency. If there was
a threat of a resumplion of the strike
Congress would be proposing all kinds of
laws to prevent it and these laws would
pot be the kind that would be carefully
considered or thoughtfully discussed
They would be emergency laws passed in
ofder 1o force a settiement of the strike
It was the fear of that kind of law, as
well as the threat of the steel strike be-
ing resumed, which most of us thought
would do a lasting damage lo our em-
plover-employe relations and lo the
whole country We would have had a
difficult time ever getling repeal of the
dractic ill-considered legislation that
would have been passed.’

The head of another steel company be-
lieves the adverse nature of the settle
ment has been overemphasized He says:

“NO ONE, OF COURSE. could ever
say this settlement was a viclogy for the
stée] industry, for we did not accomplish
our main objectives of a noninflationary
seitlement and change in work rules
which would promote efficiency Never
theless, as Mr. Blough of U S Steel
pointed out, we did reduce the rate of
increase in employment costs to about
3% per cent a8 compared with an aver.
age of 8 per cent throughout the postwar
period  This is no mean accomplishment,
In- addition, we. alerted- the public, in-
ciuding the steelworkers, to the import-
ance of the work-rule issues, and one
may hope that this could bring some
fruitful results as time gops along.

“Some writers contend, for one thing,
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that if the industry had settled on the
union offer of 15 cents an hour prier
lo the sirike, this womld have meant
37" cents for a 3-month period as com-
pared with 41 cents in the actual settle-
ment. The kind of 15cent-anhour offer
made by the union prior to the strike
was the same as the 1956 settlement
which resulted in an employment cost of
81 cenls an hour for the three-year pe
ried. This is exactly what would have
happened had we accepted the original
so-called “15 cent” offer. The union never
counts the relsted costs of wage in
creases—{or overtime, holiday pay, va-
cation pay, elc.—nor did they at that
time look with favor at any limitation
of the cost-of-living clause

IN ADDITION, SOME writers painted
the picture of the Kaiser settlement as
being more favorable than the industry
settiement. This is net true. The Kaiser
settlement cost about 5 per cent per an-
num as compared with 3% per cent for
the industry seitlement The Kaiser
Wage increase becomes effective July 1
as compared with Dec. 1 for the industry
Furthermore, the industry has an offset
against the 3 cent cost-of-living clause in
eXCeSs insurance cosls; Kaiser has no
such offset.

“l noticed all thoge decade figures in
Sunday's paper,”$ R, H. (Shorty)
Snyder. “Why don't Yyou -tell the folks
thét it was the “Centennial that did it."”

Shorty’s theory is that no one had ever
really told the Big Spring story until we
celebrated the centennial of the “‘discov-
ery” of the spring by Capt. R. B Marcy.

At any rate, the pick-up in activity did

sort of tie in with that date, whether by
influence or coincidence.

We had intended to do a review of the
big party back in October on the 10th
anniversary of the Centennial, but things
were pretty busy then and it slipped our
minds,

THE CENTENNIAL WAS A pretty
noble affair, all right. It started out in-
nocently enough when the late B. Reagan
suggested that some appropriate notice be
taken of the fact that Capt. Marcy had
entered in his journal that he had come
upon the “big spring” on Ocl. 3, 1849,
Elmo Wasson, then president of the
Chamber of Commerce, named a centen-
nial committee, of which we happened to
be chairman, and the report suggested
that perhaps a centennial commission
should be formed

This was done and presto! The Big
Spring Centennial, Inc. came into being
with R. W. Whipkey as president and
Shine Philips as co-chairman, Pretty soon,
every facet of the community life was
involved. A professional producer was
was engaged to help stage a celebration,
including a vast pageant, the “Centura-
ma'’ plete with covered wagons, Indi-
ans falling off cliffs, cowboys and horses,
campfires ete

THIS WAS ABOUT THE the first mp-
jor celebration in this region following
World War I1, and the gimmicks of whisk
ers, derbies, poke bonnets, et¢c. were
fresh. Nearly everybody entered into the
fun

It got to where Mr. Whipkey, along
with Harold Steck, Herbert Whitney, Nell
Brown, Sunbeam Morrison, Shine Philips,
Douglas Orme, Mom Eubanks, K. H,
McGibbon and Lewis Price — executive
committeé—were meeting every night, In-
cidentally, this is when they got to call-
ing Lewis ole “Meetin'" Price.

WE SOLD SHARES in the Centennial
{on authentic corporate stock forms),
wooden nickels, tickets to Centurama and
its nightly displays of fireworks. We had
half the town in the pageant and the oth-
er half building parade floats and had a
queen contest with Patti McDonald the
winber. We had contests for best beards
and the most authentic ladies ploneer cos-
tumes, We had afparatle nearly every
day--a historical parade on Monday, one
for neighboring towns on Tuesday, for the
military on Wednesday (with B-36 fly.
over), agriculture on Thursday, schools on
Friday and labor and industry on Satur.
day.

GOV. ALLEN SHIVERS came out and
former Gov, Pat Neff made one of his
last silver-tongue flights at the vespers
service opening the week. We had—alas
he was our publicity piece—a presentation
of Frank Grandstaff and the cantata
“Big Spring.”” he had composed while in
solitary in the Tennessee prison. It turned
out his plece was interesting but no great
work, and that this was to gain Grand-
staff his freedom—which he couldn’t keep.

We had a big county fair, a carnival,
a super-square dance festival with Bob
Wills and Hoyle Nix, lots of addresses,
including one by W. G. Vollmer, presi-
dent of the TkP. We published a 200.
page plus edition of the Herald, and all in
all we had a wonderful time. People just
seemed to feel better because of it.

plan. not a prediction.”

And that's exactly what the 1961 budg
el is—a plan Lo avert recession in cale
endar 1961. In this, it can be described
as amn ingenious conception to help the
next President—Republican or Democrat

ACCORDING TO business-cycle theory,

prosperity should be losing zing in the’

spring of 1961, The present advance will
be more than 36 months old S() busi-
ness may be in need of pump-priming
If the next President can peint with
pride to a probable surplug of four bil-
lion or so in the year ending June 30,
1961, he can urge Congress to cut taxes
Such a program would conform to the
now accepted Keynesian preachment of
anti«¢yclical behavior of government. It
would boost consumer spending — con-
sumption

Keymes theorized that in good times,
government should cut net expenditures—
strive’ for a surplus. This stretches out
prosperity. In poor times, government
hould boost net expenditures—strivé for
a deficit. It can do this either by cut-
time taxes, by upping outlays, or both

THE PREDICTED 1961 surplus de-
pends on several contingencies. First,
prosperily must continue., Second, Con-
gress must respond to the President’s re-
quest for higher postage rates and high-
er taxes on aviation fuel—both question-
able in an election year. Third, Congress
must keep within the President’'s budget
outlays, again a questionable matter in
an election year

Sen. Thruston B, Morton (R-Ky), who,
as Republican national chairman, knows
the difference between a political plan
and a practical probability, has alréy
stated that the President would be licky
if the 1961 fiscal year yields $2.8 billion
surplus as against the $4.2 billion planned,
That, however, would still be enough to

impel congressmen, who are always tax
cut minded, o vole for reductions in
levies—and thus guard against a possible
business decline next year
Moreover, a $28 Dbillion surplus —
against a $4.2 billion plan—would be jus-
tification for presidential preening.
