Gen. Douglas MacArthur is 80
years old today. Except for a split-
second, wholly unmilitary - inter-
vention one dark night in the Phil-
ippines, he almost certainly would
have died shortly after his 62nd
birthday.

MORALE NEED

Aside from the military need
to keep the encircling enemy in
ignorance, there was the morale
of those who would have to stay
behind. They formed the only bar-
rier to the Japanese rollup ol
Southeast Asia and much of the
Pacific; the tight, bitter resistance
from the foxholes leeched into the
flank of the rugged peninsula and
the bellowing guns on the rock at

The sun influences strongly the
entire gamut of human activi
ties,” Clark said, and four to six
satellites will be shot up annually
for years to come to learn what
the sun does, and what man can
possibly do about it

e President told a news con
ference the Castro government's
anti - American campaign causes
concern and perplexes this coun-

try

But, Eisenhower added, the
American people still have great
affection for' the Cubans. The
United States, he went on, is not
going to be a party to any re.
prisals against Castro at this mo-
ment, and is certainly not going
to intervene in Cuba’'s internal af-
fairs

Immediately after the news con-
ference, Eisenhower issued 2
statement

“The United States government
views with increasing concern the
tendency of spokesmen of the Cu-
ban government, including Prime
Minister Castro, to create the il-
lusion of aggressive acts, and
conspiratorial activities aimed at
the Cuban government and attrib-
uted to United States officials or
agencies.” &t said.

UNFOUNDED CHARGES

Eisenhower called such accusa-
tions “unfounded illusions” and
said promotion of them can hard-
ly contribute to good relations be-
tween the United States and Cuba.

“We believe these charges to be
lotﬁlly unfounded,” the President
said.

In a TV broadcast last week,
Castro accused the U. S. Embas.

This is how Gates started the
mixup with fancy talk before the
committees: ““Heretofore, we have
been giving you intelligence fig-
ures that dealt with the theoreti-
cal Soviet capability. This is the
first time that we have had an
intelligence estimate that says
this is what the Soviet union prob-
ably will do.' "

Demeocrats in Congress blasted
this kind of talk. Gates seemed to
be talking a kind of guessing-game
about Soviet intentions. That could
be interpreted as mind-reading

Finally, Monday, Gates tried to
untangle his language by explain-
ing: Neither he nor the admini.
stration has been trying to guess
Soviet intentions in  building
ICBMs, Even if the Soviets build
more ICBMs than this countr
thinks they will, this country still
is strong enough to discourage an
attack

He explained he meant that this
country, through a combination of
missiles, manned bombers and
other advanced weapons has a big
enough nuclear counterpunch to
discourage an attack,

He was backed up in this by
Gen. Thomas D. White, Air Force
chief of staff

On Jan. 12 White said the United
States is much stronger than the
Soviet Union ia military power
and may have 3 slight edge in war
missiles He apparently didn't
mean ICBMs)

He said the Strategic Air Com-
mand now has the “ability to
destroy the war-making capacity
of any aggressive nation, no mat-
ter how powerful, and to achieve
military victory.”

Sen. Russell said he agreed with
Gates and Twining that “we still
have the ability to destroy any

aggressor who attacks us.”

Ergotamine Drugs Help Prevent Headaches

By JOSEPH G. MOLNER, M.D.

A recent medical conference in-
cluded a discussion of headaches,
revolving in part, about the use
of the ergotamine drugs. I've fa-
vored these drugs for a good long
time, and they are discussed, of
course, in my booklet on how to

stop suffering from headaches
(To receive it, write to me in
care of The Herald, requesting

“How To Tame Headaches,” and
enclosing a long self-addressed en-
velope and 20 cents in coin.)

Ergotamine drugs are certainly
successful in stopping migraine
headaches. They also do as well
for many front-of the-head type of
the headaches which aren’t mi-
graine, as well as for headaches
which are loosely called “‘mi-
graine” but actually have some,
striking differences technically.

In short, probably something ap-
proaching three out of four ‘nd-
aches are of the type that may
yield to these drugs — there are
different varieties, some combin-
ed with caffein, some with a seda-
tive, and so on.

But - and here's the important
thing whether the headache is a
true migraine or some other form
- you've got to use the drug
quickly, when the headache, is
barely starting or, better yet, be-
fore it has started but you recog-

nize the signs which mean one is
coming.

To what | might call the “ama-
teur headache sufferers,’” this
probably doesn't make much
sense. But people who are vic-
tims of repeated and frequent and
severe headaches will recognize
what 1 mean. When a savage head-
ache is soon to start, people learn
to recognize such signs as queasi-
ness of the stomach, spots before
the eyes, jitters, tenseness or oth-
er advance warning. (It varies
from person to person; each must
discover his or her own signs.)

The purpose of the ergotamines
(these are prescription drugs) is
to expand blood vessels which have
become tense, pulting strain on
the tissues in the headache area
In the brain, that is

If they can be relaxed quickly,

avoid the headache, or at
east make it mild and brief

If you don’t induce this relaxa-
tion in time, the walls of the blood
vessels become swollen, and the
drugs can’t cope with that swell--
inﬁ’m swelling keeps the head-
ache going. The headache ‘‘runs
its course” instead of being pre.
vented

In all fairness, you might as
well know that the ergotamine
drugs aren’t 100 per cent effective

for everybody, byt if they are

applied in the right kind of cases
and at the right time, they help a
majority of persons. Taking them
at the right time is up to you

High blood pressure, pregnancy
and some other condition are
signs that you sheuldn’'t use the
drugs. Your doctor will tell you
about that. He'll also warn you
about the need for taking them
before the headache gets started.
I'm just reinforcing that fact, be-
cause it is so important.

The result of 10 years of such toil has
been a steadily mounting public debt, more
water in every appropriations bill and
increased subsidies for all the powerful
minorities of yhich Congress lives in such
holy fear. result has also included a
drain on Fort Knox, weakening of the
American dollar abroad and a widespread
belief in Europe that the dollar must
inevitably be devalued within the coming
five years.

So harrying was the touted Tech
defense that Kentucky hit only
16.3 per cent of its shots. What
Georgia Tech lacked from the
fleld — it outscored Kentucky
only 1613 in field goals - It
more than overbalanced at the
free throw line, dropping 33 of 40
while the Wildcats hit on 18 of 30

Since Baron Rupp became the
Kentucky coach in 1930 to build
basketball's greatest record, only
his 89-50 loss to Cincy in 1950, his
