Wage scales
range from $1.79 to $3.40 hourly.

At Lockheed missile plants the
wage scale now averages $2.65 an
hour. The union is asking 7 per
cent increases in each of the next
two years.

NEW YORK (AP)—Actors and
producers ratified a foir-year con-
tract Thursday night to end the
week-long Broadway stage black-
out,

Plans were made to reopen 19
of the 22 shows by Monday night.

The League of New York Thea.
ters, representing the producers,
unanirmously agreed to accept a
peace formula hammered out ear-
lier Thursday under the direction
of City Labor Commissioner Har-
old A, Felix, Members of Actors
voted 773-54 for acceplance

David Merrick, one of the pro-
ducers, said he did not think the
settlement would force a raise in
tirket prices. “With careful man-
agement,” Merrick said, “we will
be able to hold the price line.”

Under the new contract Broad-
way actors “get their first pension
fund, the crux of the dispute
which shuttered Shubert Alloy.

WASHINGTON — The Communists are
winning victory after victory, while the
West seems to be retreating

The Communists have forced a crisis
in Japan and are intent on preventing
President Eisenhower from visiting there
Success in keeping Mr. Eisenhower from
going to Tokyo will be followed by in
tensified efforts also to keep him out of
the Philippines and Korea

Thus, the propaganda battle to hurt
the standing of the United States in the
Far East goes on even as the Coummunists
have virtually seized control of the gov-
ernment of Cuba —right at the doorstep
of the United States

THE INVASION of Cuba is the first
step toward further takeovers in Latin
America.

Without firing a shot, the Communists
are making headway in countries hitherto
regarded as the military frontiers of the
West

Already in America there are sugges-
tions that President Eisenhower had bet-
ter not go to the Far East. This is ex-
actly what the Communists want 1o see
happen. An American president, officially
invited to visit Allied countries, would
then appear, in effect, to be forbidden by
Communist activity from carrying out his
mission. The adverse effect of such a
happening would, from. a
standpoint, be.a-serious blow to Ameri
can prestige throughout the world

MUCH OF THIS decline has happened
within the last two months. Korea has
become weaker. Turkey has had a serious
intérnal upset. Japan is torn by strife
with the Communists demonstrafing openly
against the government because it signed
@ security treaty permitting the United-
States to have a base there to fight Com-
munist aggression

All this has a military significance
Thus, by suspending U-2 flights, the
United States has lost an important auxil-
iary activity, Not only can weather in-
formation no longer be obtained by flying
at high altitudes over the Soviet Union.
but also a vital means of detecting prepa-
rations for a surprise attack has been
subtracted

Official Washington, té0, presents a sor
ry picture. The Senate Foreign Relations
Committee has been meddling in the op
eration of foreign policy. which is not its
constitutional function. Some curious state-
ments, moreover, have been made by some
of its members about the U-2 episode

propa ganda

ONE OF THE MOST fantastic is the
suggestion that the high officials of our
government should have publicly lied
throughout on the U-2 flights or should
have said nothing at all But the same
members of Congress who offer this hind
sight would have been the first to demand
testimony from high officials as to what
exactly did happen

Under the circumstances, the adminis-
tration had no choice but to tell the truth
about the affair as soon as it became
definitely established that Francis Pow-
ers had been captured and was alive. For
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it was immediately recognized that he
would have been pressured into revealing
enough facts to convict the American
government of telling untruths if it had
decided to pursue a policy of evasion.

A SHOWDOWN seems to be approach-
ing. How long can the United States con-
tinue to appear in retreat’> How long
can U-2 flights be suspended while the
Soviets carry on espionage and an in-
filtration that weakens America's mili-
tary position against the Communists?

A test may come in Cuba Nikita
Khrushchev is going there soon. If Presi-.
dent Eisenhower is kept from visiting
Japan, then the Soviet premier should be
discouraged from visiting Cuba. There are

discouraging” if they are sure the Amer-
ican government has a policy looking in
that direction

BUT EVEN BROADER measures are
necessary. A crackdown on Communists in
every Western country would seem to be
needed. This can be brought about more
readily if diplomatic relations between the
United States and the gangster regime in
Moscow - are cut off. This would stop -the
nflux of Communist agents into the United
States, and it would be a signal to Latin
American countries to take similar meas-

ures ~

If the West seems to the rest of the
world to be showing the white feather
while the Soviets are infiltrating or in-
wding the countries allied to the West,
it is only a question of time when Amer-
ica’s military position will be correspond-
ingly weakened and the United States
will .have to spend many more billions
for a “fortress America” policy of un-
wanted isolation

Basic Cause Of Sciatica Should Be Treated

By JOSEPH G, MOLNER, M.D.

“Dear Dr. Molner: Is there a
cure for sciatica? Are there many
types of it? How long does it
last?-C.C."

You pronounce ‘“sciatica” sigh-
AT-i-kuh, which I mention only for
the benefit of those who don’t
have it,. Those who do have this
trouble learn soon enough to pro-
nounce it )

It is a pain in the back of the
leg and gets its name because of
the sciatic nerve which runs
through the thigh. Believe me,
the pain can be agonizing, and
even when comparatively mild it
can make life miserable because
sometimes it continues for consid-
erable periods without much let-up.

The nerve branches out from the
lower portion of the spinal column,
and the trouble may originate
there, or it may be some irritation
of the nerve farther along its
course

For example: extensive arthritis
of the spine, with the overlapping
edges of the vertebrae pinching
the nerve, can be a cause. So can
a ruptured disc, or even a tumor in
the spine

Or chronic infeclions can irri-
tate the nerve—infections which
may focus in teeth, prostate, rec.
tal area or wherever .

Some metabolic diseases’ can
cause neuritis of this type-for al-
ter all, that is what sciatica is
Irritation, or pinching, or neuritis

or neuralgia which happen to al-
fect the area served by the sciatic
nerve. ‘‘Sciatica” is not a specific
disease, any more than ‘head-
ache” is a specific one. It is pain
in a certain area.

By the way, diabetes (uncon-
trolled diabetes, that is) is one of
the metabolic diseases which can
cause sciatica

Chemical poisonings, such as
from arsenic which may be ab-
sorbed in some subtle way, as
through use of garden sprays with-
out sufficient caution, can also
cause sciatica.

How long does sciatica last? Un-
til the cause is found and relieved.
It may not be continuous, for
which victims are duly thankful.
Although, to tell the truth, I'm not
sure that it wouldn't be better if
the pain were continuous. Then
people would just about have to get
it corrected right way. As it is,
sciatica goes in spasms, starting
and - stopping. Altacks can be
touched off by siress, excessive
use of the back, cough, sneezes,
weather chnpges, etc. But such
things mrerely trigger the attacks
they aren't the cause

S0 whén one has repeated at-
tacks of sciatica, it is fruitless to
try to figure out the things which
trigger the attacks: the important
and useful) approach is to find
the basic cause, and have that
treated,

“Dear Dr. Molner: This may not
be of general interest to your read-
ers, but I would very much appre-
clate a reply.

“Once a vasectomy has been
performed (1) are sperm still being
produced; and (2) if so would it
be possible to perform an artificial
insemination, using sperm from
this man?’—G S.L.”

Theoretically, therefore, it would
be possible to insert a hollow needle
and collect enough sperm for ar-
tificial insemination. In practice,
however, this is usually unsucecess-
ful because of the lack of secre-
tions from other glands, such as
the prostate

What was once considered a
crooked business deal is now thought of
as being shrewd; what was wrong mor-
ally a few years ago is now all n.gm if
the group accepts it. Society doesn’t just
blandly overlook these litile indiscretions;
it doesn't see them.

The world is faltering because it has
forgotten to care anymore. Our young
need an interest in people, for people
make the big problems and only people
can smooth them out. Today adults, and
consequently teen-agers, are too wra.pped
upmmfmmmum:,u;pmw
only comes through concern and interest,
and at present our world is not a very

. happy place.

NOT EVERYONE can be an Albert
Schweitzer. But everyone can try just a
little harder to understand others. More
often it's a big struggle, consequently it's
much easier to ‘hate and. distrust,

The world can be a good place, a healthy
place, but it all rests on the conscience
and the heart of the peopile, Our problems
will be solved by sincere interest and cone
cern. not by misunderstanding and in-
difference. Why must man carelessly
create more unhappiness when he has
the power to bring about the greatest hap-
piness the world has ever known?

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‘Anastasia’ Or Not, A
ew Home Awaits Her

claims to be Anatasia — allegedly
the only surviving eoffspring of Rus-
sia's Czar Nicholas Il — ig mov-
ing out of her Black Forest shack

after 10 years of isolation,

The woman, Mrs., Anna Ander-
son, has remained secluded in the
shack while a controversy rages
in the outside world about her
jdentity.

But now, enriched by the roy-
alties from an autobiography and
two movies, one starring Lilli Pal-
mer and thé othér Ingrid Berg-
man, Mrs. Anderson has a new
$8,300 house,

The house has been build next
to her one-room shack in this
Black Forest village.

“She might be more willing to
receive visitors when she moves
into her ‘new house,' says her
friend and adviser, Mrs. Monitka
von Miltitz, who lives nearby.
“She - has refused to see people
because she is ashamed of the
shack, It is quite a mess.”

The shack is surrounded by two
high fences — lined with plywood
and straw matting. Steel gates
are padlocked day and night. Four
unfriendly dogs patrol the- inside
fence.

The new house is also sur-
rounded by a fence, but there is
no plywood or matting to shut
out the gaze of the curious,

Mrs. Anderson has consistently
refused to receive visitors. Her
food is brought to her by Mrs.
Miltitz’s housekeeper _

“She hasn’t seen any one since
last summer,” reports Mrs. Mil-
itz

The Anatasia case is still be-
fore the German courts, a situa-
tion tirat has prevailed off and on
since 1933, when a German court
ruled that Germany's princely
House of Hesse is the legal heir
of Czar Nicholas II, the last mon-
arch of Russia. According to his-
torical accounts, his entire fam-
ilyy — including daughter Anasta
sia — was wiped out by Bolshevik
riflemen in 1918

Jut in 1920 a woman was pulled
from a canal in Berlin after a
suicide attempt.

In 1957, a West Berlin court

ruled that Mrs. Anderson is not
Anastasia. The ruling was issued
after the court heard testimony
that Mrs. Anderson’'s ears are dif-
ferent than those in pictures of
Anastasia

But Mrs. Anderson — who is 58 |

years old if she is Anastasia—
has refused to give up the fight
and the case is now before a Ham-
burg court.
