The ueataet floodinf thraaU 
were along tha Trinity, Braioa 
and Sabina Riven and along Oyv 
ter Creek in Southeast Taxaa.

Bright aunahine and above- 
freezing t e m p e r a t u r e s  Sun­
day melted much of the heavy 
l)Ianket of snow that covered the 
Panhandle. Up to 18 Inches of 
snow was reported in the Sham- 
ror-k area Sunday.

The week-long storm brought 
snow and ice to the Panhandle 
and freezing mist that caused in  
storms in a wide band across 
AV^t Texas. Traffic was slowed

and heavy damage to utility lines 
occurred In the ice storm areas. 
Torrential rains fell in the aouth- 
em half of the state.

Maximum temperatures Sunday 
ranged from 36 degrees at El 
Paso to 67 at Laredo. The only 
precipitation reported Sunday was 
.03 of aa inch at Amarillo, .08 at 
Chikbess, .03 at Dalhart, and .08 
at WichiU Falls.

Shortly before dawn Monday 
temperatures ranged from 26 d^ 
grees at El Paso, the only point 
in the state reporting clear skies, 
to 52 at Brownsville. Lubbock had 
27 degrees and Dalhart and Am­
arillo 32. Although skies were 
cloudy over virtually all the state, 
no precipitation was reported.

NOT THE W AY TO WIN A POINT
The Political Conservationist

WASHINGTO.N-John F. Kennedy is dif­
ficult to tag with the conventional labels 
of liberal or conservative—but in the 
short-term office of Preiident-«le<n he 
has deserved the somewhat unusual des­
ignation of a political conserv atiomst.

By remarkably good husbandry, he has 
saved from rot and has restored to growth 
much presidential tunber which the 
Democratic party discarded last July 
For example

SEN. STUART .SYMINGTON, along 
with his personal campaign manager, 
Clark Clifford, went to the I>os Angeles 
convention in high hope, which never 
materialized, of getting ths nomination. 
It would be understandable and human 
if the President-elect decided lo overlook 
thoM who opposed him at the convention 
—after all. there are many deserving, 
pre-convention Kennedy backers 

But when Mr Kennedy needed a Laiaon 
man with the Eisenhower Administration, 
he chose Clifford lAhen he needed a re­
port on the huge subject of Defense Esta- 
bli.shm«K reorganization, be picked Sen­
ator Symington.

petitor. but Mr. Kennedy practiced coo- 
servation on him just the aama. TV  Prssi. 
dent-elect used Kibicoff to solve a knotty 
problem. The problem was Governor G. 
Mennen Williams, a ferocious Leftist who 
had feuded with every Democrat to ths 
starboard of his own political position. 
Williams was supposed to be Secretary of 
Health-Education Welfare — but tbe ap­
pointment would have alienated many 
conservatives who supported the Demo­
cratic beket It would have fed the fires 
of opposition to tha new Administratioa 
after a squeak-through dection. Yet to 
put anybody but a proven liberal In HEW 
would have invited thunder from the Left.

NOT ENOUGH has been made. I think, 
of Symington’s contributioo as chairman 
of the group which reported on the De­
fense Establishment. The major contribu- 
Uon of the report, it appears to me, is 
not where news stories have placed it. 
Neither the proposed orgaaizetioiul shake- 
up (abolishing the Joint Chiefs of Staff 
acid Sen ice Secreianea) nor the potantial 
tarings in money (very arbitrarily set at 
R> per cent of the present budget or *8 
billion) are Ss important as a philosophy 
which Symington has brought into the 
Kennedy administration 

It Is the philoeophy which I ran best 
give in Symington’s own words '"TV 
Defense Department la not there to save 
money but to save our necks ”  He rec­
ommends tV  post of a Special Assistant 
ta the Defense Secretary for Arms Con­
trol (nothing to dewy-e>*ed as "disarma- 
ment"). This specialist would coocentraU 
on the study ef reductwa and inspectioa 
of weapons

MR. KEN.NEUY, exercising the talents 
of a consen atioHLst. saved the situatioa 
and lost nothing He took rare of Wil­
liams by making him Assistant Secretary 
of State for Afncan Affairs (nobody, even 
in Mississippi, minds W'llUams being lib­
eral in Africa!, and enabling Mr. and 
Mrs Williams to grace Washington soci- 
ety with a respectable title. T ^ .  by 
making Governor Ribiroff the Secretary 
of HEW. .Mr Kennedy gave tbe post to i  
certified Uberal. but lo one who has 
made as many friends while practicing 
his ideology as Williams haa mads 
enemies.

Governor laither Hodges, one of the 
many Southerners who favured Lyndon 
Johnaon (or ths Democratic noniiaation. 
was actually the first Cabinet officer to 
be known, although the revelation came 
to pass by an ’ ’arcidenUl'' news leek 
which may have been on purpose. It 
goes without saying that his priority of 
recognition, whrther accidental or not. 
was gratifying to Johnson—but the Hodges 
appointment as Secretary of Coounerre 
had a still more important effect. Tbe 
sudden stillness in the market placee was 
that of the business rommunity*s knees 
ceasing to knock and iU teeth to chatter.

SYMINGTON believes that mutual aelf- 
interest within the next few years will 
bring about a deal between ouraclvet and 
Russia ou arms reducuoa. Thto srill not 
neccsaarily save money. Personnel, equip­
ment and sHae (or arina oootrol may 
even cost more than tbe 540 bUUon sre 
are now spending—but srould be srortk 
it! Thto I can a vahiabto idaa. Without 
John Konaedr, cooecrvatlonixt. Symington 
might have been loot to tbe new Adnda- 
istratioo.

THE tXTIMATE decisions havo. of 
course, not yet been made. But already 
weighty advice is being given by associ­
ates to President-elect Kennedy for taking 
the plunge and genuinely sharing the 
weapon with the people who must share 
the dying if the ultimate disaster of war 
with the Russians should come.

Advice wholly to the contrary also is 
being offered to Mr. Kennedy, or at any 
cate shortlv will be offered.

NOW SOME earnestly believe that any 
sharing of the atomic weapon would only 
be to spread the possibility of nuclear 
holocaurt. Others, of whom this corre­
spondent is one, believe wt must now 
fish or cut bait. We must consent to give 
NATO a collective atomic capability, or 
admit that we are preparing to let NATO 
go down the drain.

WHEN, AFTER his Inauguration Jan. 
20, he does make the final and lonely 
Pi^dential determination it will be a 
determination hardly less fateful than that 
made by Preeident Harry S. Truman to 
use the firet atomic bombs over Japan

Oversimplified a bit for the sake of 
brevity, the basic situation is this;

NATO to the one shield of true and 
actual mifitary power, the one shield of 
iron reality, of the freo world. But of 
NATO’s 15 membrr nations only two, the 
United States and Britain, are truly strong 
atomically, each In its own right. France 
has exploded two weapons, but has a long 
way to fo—porhaps evon 10 yoara—to bo- 
como a capital atomic power, acting on 
Its own.

And If we are going to give NATO 
atomic weapons (or use under its common 
civilian authority a great Congressional 
battle is sure to come over the new lass 
that will be required. For these reasons 
arming NATO will be reeisted in Con­
gress: pride In our oxclusive possession; 
foor of tho Intentions and sense of re- 
spentibiltty of this or that Allied nation.

BUT HOW LONG can you expect to 
k4ep effective allies if you go on telling 
them that they will be allowed to carry 
the pistol while Big Daddy alone will 
carry the machine gun--having in mind

CINEMA COMMENT

King Ahasuerus obviously was 
a dolt. He had to refer to his 
ministers on practically every­
thing that required a little thought, 
and was influenced first into con­
demning to death all the Jews in 
hit Persian empire oi 2,500 years 
ago, and then into reversing his 
ortW and giving permission to 
the Jews to slay tiieir enemies.

Haman, the instigator of the 
death plot, was just as obviously 
dense, for his machinations at the 
royal court were easily outmaneu- 
vered by a sharp old minister 
called Mordecai.

The upshot of it all was that 
Mordecai had introduced his cous­
in, Esther, to the king, who in 
his turn was smitten with Cupid’s 
arrow. From that moment, Esther 
was able to turn the king’s head 
and Mordecai was exalted in the 
empire.

This is the story of Esther as 
given in the Bible. Persian rec­
ords do not mention it, which 
would give support to the theory 
that Ahasuerus was a dolt whose 
reign probably was short and 
quickly forgotten. And the Ency­
clopedia Americana points out 
in its short .summation of this 
Persian king that ’’aha-stienis" is 
.simply a Jewi.sh term for “ vener­
able king’’ who.se prominciafion 
got garbled through many trans­
lations, and not a proper name 
at all.

Nevertheless, the Biblical story i 
is filled with drama It’s too bad 
Hollywood hasn't yet learned how 
to handle the Good Bopk. "Elsther

and the King’’ is a prime exaniple.
The wav this movie version 

came out, it would seem the script 
writers took the buic Bible story 
and. stripping its plot to the bare 
skeleton, added one by one factors 
from the various standard movie 
plots—«  touch of the palace in- 
trijpe bit.'a dash of the Arabian 
Knights method, a measure of the 
tired old Western formula.

They didn’t forget to re-write 
history, either. In the movie ver­
sion, the Persian king is depicted 
as going to war against a Grecian 
upstart named Alexander. That 
great warrior lived in the 300’s 
BC. and the story of Esther took 
place 200 years earlier. Besides, 
the movie king’s name is not 
Darius, and it was Darius whom 
Alexander deh‘at^  at Arbela.

And the movie king is pictured 
as a young, robust warrior with 
a handsome face, and Haman al­
so is young, robust and hand­
some, but he’s also a hop head.

Oh. there’s cedor and spectacle, 
alright, to say nothing of sex. But 
there’s very little in the way of 
dramatics .loan Collins is S'wood­
en Esther, Richard Egan as 
Ahasuerus acts like he hadn't 
learned his lines, and Denis O’Dea 
as Mordecai looks to be bored by 
the whole unholy mess. Sergio 
Fantoni (you might have known, 
it was filmed in Italy) as Haman 
can't decide whether his villainous 
characterisation sIxMild ba a 
sexy leer or an idiotic grin de­
signed to pass for a conniving 
expression.
