MERICA has several excellent war time sweet­
eners tiiat will be used largely during the 
shortage in the sugar supply.

They are maple sugar, syrups, honey and 
molasses and may be used in preparing des­
serts and other dishes requiring sweetening.

When a cup of syrup or honey is used 
to replace a ctip of sugar the liquid in the 
recipes should be decreased one-fourth. 
One-third of a cupful of sugar is equivalent 
to one-third of a cup of honey, about one- 

half cup of syrup and about one-half cup of corn sugar. 
One-fourth of a cup of sugar is equal to about one-half 
cup of syrup or one-third cup of corn sugar. One table­
spoon of sugar is equal to one tablespoon of honey, about 
one and one-half tablespoons of syrup and one and one- 
third tablespoons of corn sugar.

Sugar may be saved by the use of raisins, dates, figs, 
dried pears and fruit pastes used on the breakfa.st cereals.

Fruit marmalades, butters and jellies should be used 
to take the place of the ordinary sweetening at a meal and 
not as accessories to it. Fruits may be preserved without 
sugar. It may be added when sugar is more plentiful.

If sugar is used one-half of the amount may be replaced

t * iDrying is a means of preser^’lng (witwbut sugar) ap­
ples, cherries, strawberries and black caps.

When ready to u.se they may have added the needed 
sugar in the form of a syrup. Whpn sugar is more plentiful 
fruit, juices may be made into jellies or may be used as 
fruit juices with or without sugar, as beverages, fruit 
gelatins and frozen de.sserts.

Fre.sh fruits supply the place of sugar in the diet. They 
should be used freely. Desserts where sugar is scarce 
may be made of gelatins, junkets, custards, puddings and 
cakes.

.Status of an Knlisted Student
“ A student enlisted in the Students’ ■ 

Army Ttaining Corps i.v in military  ̂
service of the United Slates. Because 
he does not receive pay, he is classed 
:ia on inactive service but in a nation­
al emergency the president may call  ̂
him at any time to-active service. Hej 
is called to active service each sum-' 
mer when he attends camp for six 
yveeks and receives the pay of a pri­
vate. •

"H ii relation to the draft is as fol­
lows :

‘ ‘Any student so enlisted, though 
in the military service of the United 
States, is technically on inactive duty, 
and therefore must register after he 
has reached draft age and upon no­
tice by the president. Upon stating 
on his questionaire that he is already 
in the military service of the United 
States, he will be placed automati­
cally by his local draft board in Class 
V-D, as provided by the Selective 
Service Regulations. The draft board 
ssFiU not eaU him foe indue too JIP 
as he remains a member of the Stu­
dents’ Army Training Corps.

"In order that the college student 
may not even appear to enjoy spec­
ial privileges, it is agreed, however, 
that when the day arrives on which 
according to his order number he would 
have been drafted, had he not already 
volunteered, the fact is reported to 
the president of the college, and to 
the commanding officer at the college, 
who In turn reports It to the adjuUiit 
general. This is the day of reckoning 
#or the college man. The president

officer will then report to the chalr-

About 15UJ)00 young men will reg­
ister. Most of them will qualify for 
Class 1, and therefore will join the 
army probably within a month after 
their names are recordeil.

Telegraphic orders to local author­
ities to arrange for the registration 
have already been distributed. Only 
men in the armed service are exempt­
ed from registering.

It was pointed out at the provost 
marshal general’s office that this reg­
istration would be entirely distinct 
from the registration that will 
necesary shortly when the draft agea 
are extended and it also was aiw 
nounced that the suggested date.

5th, would not be the day for the reg­
istration of men from 18 to 46, even if 
congress passes the bill in time, be­
cause several of the largest slates'In 
the Union hold primary elections on 
that date.
